PROPOSITION D

Garbage, Refuse Collection, Recycling, Composting, Disposal of Solid Waste,
Energy Conservation, Alternative Energy, Water Quality and Environmental
Protection Millage

WHEREAS, it is necessary to levy the millage allocated to the Charter Township of
Ypsilanti in order to provide services as it pertains to garbage, refuse collection, recycling,
composting, disposal of solid waste, energy conservation, alternative energy, water quality
and environmental protection; and

WHEREAS, the Ypsilanti Township Board desires to pay for said services only if
approved by the voters of Ypsilanti Township.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the following proposition be placed on the
ballot for an election to be held on the 3 Day of August, 2021

PROPOSITION D

(Garbage, Refuse Collection, Recycling, Composting, Disposal of Solid Waste, Energy
Conservation, Alternative Energy, Water Quality and Environmental Protection)

Shall the Charter Township of Ypsilanti be authorized to levy and increase the limitations
of the total amount of general ad valorem taxes which may be imposed in any one year
upon real and tangible personal property in the Charter Township of Ypsilanti, Washtenaw
County, Michigan, as provided by Section 6 of Article IX of the Constitution of Michigan,
1963, from 0.0 to 2.4050 ($2.4050 per $1000), for a period of four (4) years from 2021-
2024 both inclusive, for the purpose of providing revenues for garbage, refuse collection,
recycling, composting and disposal of solid waste? The first year of this levy shall
generate estimated revenue of $3,559,721.00.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this resolution shall supersede any previously adopted
resolutions.
