A motion was made by Trustee Currie, supported by Treasurer Doe to adjourn the
meeting to go into Executive Session. The motion carried as follows:

The motion carried
unanimously.

A motion was made by Trustee Sizemore, supported by Clerk Lovejoy Roe to
authorize the three full-time officials to meet and discuss the possibility of
contracting for Fire Chief services with the City of Ypsilanti.

Trustee Eldridge stated he felt the Township should hire a Fire Chief but was open to
the idea of exploring different options. He asked the Board to consider other
municipalities such as Superior Township and Pittsfield Township and to also consider a
professional services contract.

Supervisor Stumbo stated there had not been a lot of discussion other than a meeting
with the captains where it was mentioned that other alternatives for the fire chief may
need to be reviewed. The issue needed to come to the Board first because if they were
not interested in pursuing other alternatives, any discussion would be a waste of time.

John Hancock stated a legal opinion had been provided to the Board and there were
two issues involved. First there was nothing in the Township Act or the Civil Service Act
that stated the Township had to have a fire chief and second, nothing could be done
without approval from the Board.

Trustee Martin asked if the two candidates were not acceptable or if it was the Board’s
intention to pursue a more economical process.

Supervisor Stumbo explained the fire chief vacancy had created the opportunity to
explore possible collaboration with other communities. She stated the fire chief salary,
including benefits was $132,000 annually and felt the Board had an obligation to
research other options, not only to reduce costs but to explore the possibility of working
collaboratively with other communities. Supervisor Stumbo stressed this was not a
merger with the City or any other community.

Clerk Lovejoy Roe stated it would be important to meet with the leadership staff at the
fire department to obtain their input on what would be needed if the Township opted to
contract for fire chief services.

Scott Brodie, Firefighter stated that with the current fire department fund balance,
$132,000 to have a full-time fire chief did not seem like a lot. He questioned if they were
unhappy with the candidates on the fire chief eligibility list.

Supervisor Stumbo stated they had not met either candidate and an opinion had not
been formed either way. She clarified it was not a matter of picking one of the two
candidates on the list because the Civil Service Act was clear that the candidate
receiving the highest overall score would be selected.

A friendly amendment was made by Trustee Eldridge to include other
neighboring municipalities, as well as the possibility of professional contracting.
The friendly amendment was accepted.

The motion carried unanimously.
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3. Authorize Trustee Stan Eldridge to act as Fire Commissioner for a 120 day
interim period, at a salary of $500 per week

John Hancock explained state law recognized the ability to appoint a Board Member as
fire commissioner and also authorized the Board to pay for those services apart from
the duties as Trustee. The Michigan Township Association outlined the duties
recommended for the position of fire commissioner. He recommended the Board pass a
resolution that referenced pay and authorized the duties of the fire commissioner.

A motion was made by Clerk Lovejoy Roe, supported by Trustee Currie to
authorize the three full-time officials and the attorney to develop a resolution that
would allow the Township to hire a fire commissioner in the interim, not to
exceed 18 weeks with specific duties outlined in the resolution, at a salary of $500
per week.

Trustee Eldridge requested permission from the Board to abstain from voting because
of his involvement and possible financial gain.

A motion was made by Clerk Lovejoy Roe, supported by Trustee Currie to allow
Trustee Eldridge to abstain from voting on the issue before the Board. The
motion carried as follows:

$12,000 savings over leasing the equipment.

Mike Radzik explained approval of the purchase agreement would reduce the number
of current printing devices from 38 to 11 and the maintenance agreement would be
based on the actual number of copies made.

Attorney Winters stated the agreements were in proper form for approval by the Board.

Trustee Eldridge asked the difference on cost savings between buying and leasing and
if Ricoh had a buy back program.

Mr. Radzik explained the difference was approximately $12,000. The usage of the
equipment would be monitored and printers could be moved. The current equipment
would be utilized at other Township facilities.

David Nemer, General Sales Manager stated the average life span of the printers was
five years. He explained if there was a high volume of usage on one printer and a low
volume on another, the printers could be switched to extend the life. Printer usage
would be monitored by both the Township and a Ricoh representative.

Mr. Radzik further explained the printing process including the use of passwords and
printing codes.

Re: Verizon Wireless Communication Tower

Verizon Wireless Communications has requested site plan and special use approval of a 130-foot tall
cellular communications tower to be located at § and 7 Emerick Street. The property, also identified as K-
11-10-280-005 and -006, is on the east side of Emerick and north of Ecorse Road.

The ZBA granted a variance to permit a reduced setback for this tower with the condition that the tower
shall be designed as described in a letter signed by Stephen Yeo, PE, of Sabre Towers and Poles, dated
September 5, 2008.

NATURAL FEATURES

There are no natural features of significance that remain on the site.

ANALYSIS
The plan has been reviewed by Township staff and consultants in accordance with our usual
procedures. We offer the following comments for your consideration.

Assessing Department — The Assessor has noted that the Michigan Department of Natural
Resources, Real Estate Division, has information in its file indicating that there may have been a
release or a threatened release of hazardous substances on the subject site.

Engineering Consultant — Our engineers recommend approval of the plans. They have also
observed that additional information and some modifications will be required as part of the final
site plan.

Planning Department — We have provided comments in two review letters. The most significant
issue was resolved as the ZBA granted a setback variance for the tower. Additional comments
noted by the planning department related to combining the two parcels, a landscape plan shall be
submitted for approval and the driveway shall be of a hard surface and not gravel.

Special Use Considerations: The ordinance identifies in Section 2119(5) issues for consideration
regarding the requested special use approval. Those are:

a. Will be harmonious, and in accordance with the objectives, intent, and purpose of this

The Sabre monopole will be designed for a Basic Wind Speed of 110 mph (no ice), 40 mph (1" ice),
Structure Class I, Exposure Category B, and Topographic Category 1 in accordance with the
Telecommunications Industry Association Standard ANSI/TIA-222-G-2005, “Structural Standard for
Antenna Supporting Structures and Antennas” for a minimum of five (5} carriers.

When designed according to these standards, the wind pressures and steel strength capacities
include several safety factors, resulting in an overall minimum safety factor of 25%. Therefore, it is
highly unlikely that the monopole will fail structurally in a wind event where the design wind speed is
exceeded within the range of the built-in safety factors.

Should the wind speed increase beyond the capacity of the built-in safety factors, to the point of
failure of one or more structural slements, the most likely location of the failure would be within one of
the monopole shaft sections. This would result in a buckling failure mode, where the steel shaft would
bend beyond its elastic limit (beyond the point where the shaft would return to its original shape upon

removal of the wind load).

Therefore, it is likely that the overall effect of an extreme wind event would be localized buckling of the
monopole shaft. Assuming that the wind pressure profile.is similar to that used to desugn the
monopole, the shaft will buckle at the location of the highest combined stress ratio in the upper portion
of the monopole, This is likely to result in the portion of the monopole above “folding over” onto the
portion below. Please note that this letter only applies to a monopole designéed and
manufactured by Sabre. In the unlikely event of total separation, this, in turn; would resuit'in collapse
of that section to the ground within a radius of 50% of the height of the monopole.

Enclosed is your PM Maintenance Agreement that will be effective for 2009. | have
added the additional siren locations that were not listed on the 2005 agreement that you
signed. There has also been a 5% price increase per site annually beginning with the
2009 inspections. We regret the cost increase, but find it necessary due to the increases
we have experienced in fuel and battery costs. As with your previous agreement,
automatic four-year battery replacement is included.

The equipment manufacturer (Federal Signal) recommends replacing the batteries that
operate the DC backup system at each remote siren site in the fourth year of operation.
Our service staff agrees that automatic replacement of the batteries at this four-year
interval eliminates DC system failures, thereby minimizing the potential for loss of use
during an emergency. It has been our experience that following these recommendations
control the higher maintenance cost associated with unscheduled trips for individual
battery replacement.
