Supervisor Stumbo asked to have three items placed on the agenda under Other 
Business. 
 
1. Set salary of the Fire Chief position at $75,000 and authorize the three full-

time officials and HR to negotiate the contract. 
 
Supervisor Stumbo reported the second candidate on the fire chief hiring list had 
passed all the required tests and an employment contract needed to be negotiated. She 
asked the Board to consider raising the salary from $70,000 to 75,000 in lieu of the 
Township providing healthcare coverage. 
 
Trustee Eldridge suggested raising the salary to $77,000, which was half of the 
healthcare savings.  
 
2. 1st Reading, Proposed Ordinance 2009-394, Grass and Weeds (lawn height) 
 
Supervisor Stumbo explained the need to change the lawn height in the Noxious Weeds 
Ordinance from 10 inches to 8 inches. She said it would be the first reading of the 
ordinance and it was the number one complaint from residents. 
 
3. Request of the Ypsilanti Panthers for a Charitable Gaming License 
 
Supervisor Stumbo stated a request was received from the Ypsilanti Panthers for a 
Charitable Gaming License to help raise money for their athletic team.

Appropriate Legal Action in Washtenaw County Circuit Court 
as a Result of Multiple Township Ordinance Violations 

 
Dear Board Members:  
 
As I am sure your respective files reflect, on Tuesday, May 26, 2009, Township 
Building Director Ron Fulton forwarded to your attention a copy of his email 
addressed to me wherein he attached a number of photographs that graphically 
depict the horrendous condition of the property located at 101 Lamay Ave. These 
photographs reveal, inter alia, that the main floor of this property has collapsed 
thereby exposing the basement to passers by.  
 
The dangers that this property presents to the public is highlighted by what 
occurred in Detroit over the Memorial Day weekend. Attached for your 
consideration are copies of two newspaper articles that were published in the 
Detroit Free Press on May 24 and May 25 describing the tragic death of a 58 
year old man who died while rescuing a 7 year old child “…who had fallen into 
approximately 10 feet of water in a pit that had been dug for a new home’s 
basement…”  
 
As too often is the case, it took the sacrifice of one life in order to save another 
(in this case a 7 year old child) before this dangerous condition was addressed 
by Detroit officials. As stated in the article “According to residents of the 
neighborhood, the pit,…had remained largely exposed until after the 
incident when officials put up orange plastic netted fencing around the 
pit’s perimeter. The pit was also drained at that time.”  
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In light of the Township’s proactive and aggressive enforcement action against 
property owners who allow such nuisance conditions to exist, I have requested 
Cislo Title Co. to expedite the title documents confirming the ownership of this 
property so as to allow both the Township and our office to move forward as 
soon as possible. While I realize the Township Board will not have an opportunity 
to authorize our office to proceed with litigation until its next regular Board 
meeting scheduled for Tuesday, June 2, 2009, unless advised to the contrary, 
we will proceed with the drafting of a complaint so as to be in a position to file the 
same in the event the Township Board approves this request. If there are any 
objections to our proceeding in this fashion, please so advise.  
 
Finally, please find enclosed copies of documents obtained from the Township’s 
web site which provide “Detailed Permit Information” regarding 101 Lamay 
Ave. As noted in the May 26 email from Director Fulton and confirmed by the 
Township’s records, the owner of this property is identified as being Charles 
Coppock, whose address is 24770 Hanover, Dearborn Heights, MI 48125. 
Please note that on two separate occasions, Mr. Coppock applied for a 
demolition permit only to have the permit expire without the property being 
demolished. Obviously, if the homeowner believed his property warranted 
demolition in 1999 and 2001, respectively, there should be no serious dispute 
that this nuisance needs to be abated forthwith.
