SUBJECT:  Bike Path Basement Value Estimaté Whittaker Road -

I have teviewed the cutrent land value estimate fot the three-(3) properties inyolved with the Road
. Improvement Project at Whittaker Road and Stony Creek intersection aifd have developed an
offering price/estimate for the proposed bike path easement along the front of each parcel.

It is my undetstanding that this is not a tight-of-way taking whereby the propesty owners telinquish
ownetship of the land, but rather they are being offered a one-time compensatory amount for the
public use of the easement area. They will not have to relinquish ownership of that land area but
acknowledge to the public and any futute ownets of the teal estate in which the easement is located
that the easement is for this specific purpose.

The following estimates is consideted the maximum or upper limit of compensation fot the
easement area.

As with any negotiations, a minimum amount can be established and progress onward from there.-
Should the propetty owners seck a highet compensatoty amount for the easement area, it is
tecommended that the propetty owner seek a professional appraisal at their own cost o substantiate
their basis for any monetaty amount above the estimated masimum,

Fach patcel has sufficient land atea wheteby the easement would not hinder any futute potential
redevelopment of the property. Considering that each patcel is located within the Town Center
District atea, any future planned development or re-development would be considered under the
Town Center zoning ordinance.

It must be remembered that this easement atea is not a taking or selinquishment of Jand ownership
but rather allowance of the public actoss the and atea contained within the easement.

Easement: An interest in real propetty that transfers use, but not ownetship, of a portion of an
ownet’s propetty. Access ot tight-of-way easements may be acquited by ptivate patties or public
utilities.

Right-of-Way: The tight to pass over the land of another in some patticular path; usually an

2010 YPSILANTI TOWNSHIP AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into this ___ day of _ ___, 2010,
by and between the Township Board of Ypsilantli Township, Washtenaw
County, parties of the first part and the Board of Washtenaw County Road

Commissioners, parties of the second part.

WHEREAS, the parties of the first part desire that certain improvements
be made upon the local roads in the Township of Ypsilanti, and

WHEREAS, proper authority is provided to the parties of the agreement
under the provisions in Act 51 of Public Acts of 1931 as amended,

IT TS NOW THEREFORE AGREED, the parties of the second part will
accomplish the improvements as specified herein, all in accordance with
the standards of the parties of the second part.

1. Centennial & Pasadena (Holmes to Clark):
Work to include milling the existing surface,
structure adjustments, and the placement of
a 3” bituminous overlay. Final cost to be
determined by competitive bid.
Estimated Project Cost: S 69,500.00

2. Harris north of Russell:
Work to include milling the existing surface,
structure adjustments, and the placement of
a 3” bituminous overlay. Final cost to be
determined by competitive bid.
Estimated Project Cost: S 29,500.00

3. Burbank (Cross to Michigan Avenue) :
Work to include milling the existing surface,
structure adjustments, and the placement of
a 3” bituminous overlay. Final cost to be
determined by competitive bid.
Estimated Project Cost: S 17,000.00

4. Grand Boulevard (Holmes to Michigan Avenue:
Work to include milling the existing surface,
Structure adjustments, and the placement of
a 3” bituminous overlay. Final cost to be
determined by competitive bid.
Estimated Project Cost: S 92,500.00

Tt is further understood that the Charter Township of Ypsilanti will be
a named insured on the Washtenaw County Road Commission’s coverages for
liability for the activities described above. The Road Commission will
submit a certificate of insurance evidencing such coverages to the
Township Clerk prior to implementation of services under the contract.
Each party to this contract shall be responsible for the acts and
omissions of its employees and agents.

RESOLUTION 2010-05

Whereas, in 2008, Michigan adopted the Medical Marihuana Act (“Act”)
which permits the use of marihuana to treat or alleviate certain diseases and medical

conditions; and

Whereas, the Act permits persons who are certified by a medical doctors as
patients with certain medical conditions or diseases to be treated with medical

marihuana; and

Wihereas, the Act permits marihuana providers who have been issued
registry identification cards by the State of Michigan to grow medical marihuana and to

provide medical marihuana to patients; and

Whereas, the Act provides that persons who provide medical marihuana to

patients are referred to in the Act as primaty caregivers; and

Whereas, primary medical marihuana caregivers may receive compensation

to serving as a marihuana provider; and

Whereas, under the Act, primary medical marihuana caregivers may serve
up to five medical marihuana patients and cultivate up to sixty marihuana plants as a
caregiver and an additional 12 marihuana plants as a qualifying medical marihuana

patient in an enclosed, locked facility; and

Whereas, the Act does not regulate the location of structures that are used to

grow, dispense or sell medical marihuana to qualified patients; and




Whereuas, the location of medical marihuana nurseries which grow more than
twelve marihuana plants is compatible with the uses permitted in I-1 Light Industrial

Districts established by the Zoning Code; and

Wihereas, the location of medical marihuana dispensaries which are used by
medical marihuana caregivers to dispense marihuana to qualifying patients is

compatible with the uses permitted in I-1 Light Industrial; and

Whereas, Ordinance No. 2010-404 provides definitions of the terms: child
care organizations; debilitating medical condition; drug paraphernalia; enclosed locked
facility; marihuana; medical marihuana dispensary; medical marihuana nursery;
medical use; physician; primary caregiver; qualifying patient; registry identification

card; visiting qualifying patient; written certification; and

Whereas, Ordinance No. 2010-404 permits medical marihuana dispensaries
and nurseries within I-1 Light Industrial Districts subject to conditions and standards;

and

Whereas, the conditions and standards for medical marihuana dispensaries
and nurseries located in an I-1 district include that they shall not be located within 1000
feet of other dispensaries, nurseries, religious places, educational institutions, child

care organizations, libraries, or residential districts; and

Whereas, additional conditions and standards include that the marihuana be
grown and dispensed indoors; that the marihuana cannot be consumed at the dispensary

or nursery and that nurseries can grow a maximum of 72 plants.




Now therefore, be it resolved, that the Charter Township of Ypsilanti Board
of Trustees hereby adopts and incorporates by reference, Ordinance #2010-404 as
attached in its entirety, which Ordinance amends the Zoning Code, Ordinance 74,
adopted May 18, 1994, Article I1, Section 201 (Definitions), Article IV, Section
401.6(c) listing prohibited home occupations uses, and Article XIV listing permitted

uses in I-1 districts.

The Charter Township of Ypsilanti hereby ordains that Ordinance No.
74 adopted May 18, 1994, known as the Township Zoning Ordinance shall be

amended as follows:

Amend Article II, Section 201 (Definitions) by adding the

following definitions:

“Child care organization” means a governmental or non-
governmental organization having as its principal function
receiving minor children for care, maintenance, training, and
supervision.  Child care organizations include organizations
commonly described as child care institutions, child placing
agencies, children’s camps, children’s campsites, children’s
therapeutic group homes, child care centers, day care centers,
nursery schools, parent cooperative preschools, foster homes,
group homes or child care homes as defined in 1973 PA 116, MCL
722.111 as amended.

“Debilitating medical condition” means one or more of the
following:

a) Cancer, glaucoma, positive status  for human
immunodeficiency virus, acquired immune deficiency
syndrome, hepatitis C, amyotrophic lateral sclerosis, Crohn’s
disease, agitation of Alzheimer's disease, nail-patella
syndrome (NPS), or the treatment of these conditions.

b) A chronic or debilitating disease or medical condition that
produces one or more of the following: cachexia or wasting
syndrome; severe and chronic pain; severe nausea; seizures,
including but not limited to those characteristic of epilepsy;
or severe and persistent muscle spasm, including but not
limited to those characteristic of multiple sclerosis.

¢)  Any other medical condition or its treatment approved by the
department, as provided for in MCL 8383.26425.

“Drug paraphernalia” means all equipment, products and
materials of any kind, which is used, intended for use, or designed
for use in planting, propagating, cultivating, growing, harvesting, -
manufacturing, compounding, converting, producing, processing,
preparing, testing, analyzing, packaging, repackaging, storing,
containing, concealing, injecting, ingesting, inhaling, or otherwise
introducing into the human body a controlled substance as defined
in Section 7104 of the Michigan Public Heath Code (Act No. 368 of
the MI Public Acts of 1978 as amended) in violation of the laws of
the State of Michigan.

“Marihuana” means that term as defined in section 7106 of the
public heath code, 1978 PA 368, MCL 833.7106.

“Medical marihuana dispensary” means any structure used for
dispensing marihuana by a primary caregiver or caregivers to one
or more qualifying patient(s). A medical marihuana dispensary
does not include a qualifying patient’s residence if the marihuana
transferred is exclusively for the qualifying patient’s use.

“Medical marihuana nursery” means any structure which is used,
intended for use, or designed for use in planting, propagating,
cultivating, growing, harvesting, manufacturing, producing,
processing, preparing, packaging, repackaging, or storing medical
marihuana for one or more qualifying patients. A medical
marihuana nursery does not include a qualifying patient’s
residence if the marihuana is exclusively for the qualifying
patient’s use.

Ordinance No. 2010-405

An Ordinance amending Chapter 42, Article Vi,
Division 1, Section 324, entitled “Curfew for Minors and
Parental Responsibility” of the Charter Township of
Ypsilanti Code of Ordinances.

The Charter Township of Ypsilanti ordains:

Ordinance No. 107 adopted June 5, 1984, amended on April 18,
1995, Chapter 42, Article VII, Division 1, Section 324, of the Charter
Township of Ypsilanti Code of Ordinances is Deleted in its entirety.

Add the following new Section 324 to the Township Code of
Ordinances to read as follows:

1. Definitions — The following words, terms and phrases when
used in this section shall have the following meanings:

Curfew Hours means 10:00 p.m. to 5:30 a.m. on any
day of the week (Monday through Sunday inclusive)

Emergency means an unforeseen combination of
circumstances or the resulting state that calls for immediate
action. The term includes, but is not limited to, a fire, a
natural disaster, an automobile accident, or any situation
requiring immediate action to prevent serious bodily injury or
loss of life. :

Guardian means:

A. a person who, under court order, is the
guardian of a minor; or

B.  apublic or private agency with whom a minor
has been placed by a court.

Minor means any person under 18 years of age.




Parent means a person who is;
A.  anatural parent, adoptive parent, or step-
. parent of a minor; or
B. atleast 18 year of age and authorized by a
parent or guardian to have the care and custody of a minor.

Outdoor Public Place means any place to which the
public or a substantial group of the public has access and
includes, but is not limited to streets, sidewalks, alleys,
parks, playgrounds, vacant lots or other outdoor areas open
to the pubilic.

Remain means to:

A. linger or stay; or

B. fail to leave premises when requested to do so
by a law enforcement officer or the owner, operator or other
person in control of the premises.

Serious Bodily Injury means bodily injury that
creates a substantial risk of death or that causes death,
serious permanent disfigurement, or protracted loss or
impairment of the function of any bodily member or organ.

2. Curfew and Parental Responsibility

A. A minor commits an offense remaining in any outdoor public
place within the township during curfew hours.

B. A parent or guardian of a minor commits an offense by
knowingly permitting or by insufficient control allowing a minor to remain in
any outdoor public place within the township during curfew hours.

3. Defenses:

A. It is a defense to prosecution under Subsection (2) that the
minor was:

a. accompanied by the minor's parent or guardian;

b. on an errand at the direction of the minor’'s
parent or guardian, without any detour or stop;

c. in a motor vehicle travelling on a public or private
street or highway;




d. engaged in an employment activity, or going to
or returning home from an employment activity, without any
detour or stop;

e. involved in an emergency;

f. on the sidewalk abutting the minor’s residence or
abutting the residence of a next-door neighbor if the neighbor
did not complain to law enforcement about the minor's
presence;

g. attending an official school, religious, or other
recreational activity supervised by adults, sponsored by the
township, a civic organization, or another similar entity that
takes responsibility for the minor; or going to or returning
home from, without any detour or stop, an official school,
religious, or other recreational activity supervised by aduits,
sponsored by the township, a civic organization, or another
similar entity that takes responsibility for the minor;

h. exercising First Amendment rights protected by
the United States Constitution, such as the free exercise of
religion, freedom of speech, and the right of assembly; or

i married or had been married or emancipated in
accordance with State law.

4. Enforcement:

Before taking any enforcement action under this section, a law
enforcement officer shall ask the apparent offender’s age and reason for
being in the outdoor public place. The officer shall not issue a citation or
make an arrest under this section unless the officer reasonably believes
that an offense has occurred and that, based on any response and other
circumstances, no defense in Subsection (3) is present.

5. Penalties:

A person who violates a provision of this ordinance is guilty of a
misdemeanor punishable by a fine not to exceed $100 and/or 90 days in
jail.

6. Severability.

Should any section, subdivision, sentence, clause or phrase of this
Ordinance be declared by the Courts to be invalid, the same shall not

affect the validity of the Ordinance as a whole or any part thereof other
than the part as invalidated.




7. Publication Clause.

This ordinance shall be published in a newspaper of general
circulation as required by law.

We have been made aware by residents and business owners of several areas of
concern related to law enforcement issued within the community. Among the concerns
are youth loitering in neighborhoods, curfew violations, animal control hazards with stray
Pit Bulls, and home invasions.

Every year for at least the past decade, we have budgeted police overtime funds for
special projects to effectively address issues of concern such as those discussed above.
This year, our police overtime budget was substantially reduced in an effort to help avert
deeper staffing cutbacks within our police services contract. As a result, there is no
overtime budget for proactive police details.

The Washtenaw County Sheriff's Office has offered the Township an opportunity to
share a deputy position with a local school district for the summer months when school
is out of session. The deputy would be added to our staff roster for 10 weeks. The cost
of this collaboration will be approximately $33,000. In addition, overtime funds are
needed to proactively address crime and disorder issues.

| am requesting that the Board of Trustees consider transferring $100,000 from the
General Fund, fund balance, to the Law Enforcement budget to be used to facilitate the
school collaboration and proactive police overtime. Please place this item on the
agenda for the next available Board Meeting for discussion and consideration.
