“Creating Community through People, Parks and Programs” 
 

As we transitioned from the summer season into the fall season, staff at the 
recreation department continued to step up to the challenge of doing more with 
less.  We continued to make adjustments to streamline operations in light of the 
reduction of hours to clerical, custodial and support staff.  We believe we have 
been able to maintain the majority of services our community has gotten used to.  
We are dedicated to providing high quality recreational programs and services for 
our community to enjoy and prosper from.    
 
July – September were very busy months for the Recreation Department.  In 
addition to following through on all of our summer program offerings, we worked 
on the 2011 budget and put together our fall & winter edition of our “Discover 
Ypsilanti Township” publication.  We also had a successful maintenance 
shutdown where we were able to complete many repair and maintenance 
projects in preparation for the changing seasons.  Work was also done on 
seeking new funding sources (grants, sponsorships and partnerships) and 
seeking donations and collaborations. 
 
In regards to those who utilize our community center, programs and services, our 
participation numbers remain constant.  Due in part to the current economy, our 
revenues are slightly down in comparison to the same time period in 2009.  We 
still receive many calls and new customers on a daily basis; however, many 
families are spending less than they have in the past.  They are seeking our less 
expensive programs and free services.  This is an indicator that our community 
still values and needs our services.  They simply can no longer afford as much as 
they used to.  We are an essential part of their lives.  We continue to provide high 
quality programs and services at affordable rates.  In many instances, we are 
either the sole provider or the primary provider for many recreational programs 
offered to our community.  Community education and nearby recreation 
departments have either disappeared or simply do not offer what we do.  We are 
making a positive impact on the mental and physical health and well being of 
those we serve which is vital during these tough economic times. 
 
As always, this report highlights many of the programs and services that were 
offered during the months of May & June.  This report also highlight some of the 
“Benefits & Outcomes” that our programs and services provided to our 
community rather than simply listing the programs and services.

• Our partnerships include offering programs through Michigan Parks 
and Recreation Association (MRPA), National Alliance for Youth 
Sports (NAYS) and Michigan Amateur Softball Association (MASA) 
National Football League (NFL) 

• Our partnership with the National Kidney Foundation will continue 
thanks to a funding source through the Area Agency on Aging. This 
funding source will make it possible to continue to offer the class for 
free to our members. This is great news as we were told last month 
that the class would no longer be free.  

• The American Diabetes Association was here in July for a two day 
education seminar that covered everything from diet to foot care. We 
had 32 participants attend this two day event. Each participant 
received a free pair of diabetic socks.  

• A representative from the Attorney General’s office was here in 
August to talk about choosing a residential care facility. The 
information was outstanding and very educational. The 25 
participants took home reliable knowledge on their rights and what to 
look for if they should find themselves looking for a residential facility 
in the future for a loved one or possibly themselves.  

• The Hot Lunch program through the Washtenaw Nutrition Program 
is still growing by leaps and bounds.  We are still the largest site for 
Washtenaw County (almost double any other nutrition site). We are 
very proud of our volunteers that help with this program. They are 
organized and the program runs smooth because of this.  

• We started early this year in July visiting the local businesses for the 
bazaar raffle items. Because of our established relationship last year 
with some of these businesses, getting items donated was as easy as 
making a phone call. We also went out and visited new businesses 
so next year our list will continue to grow. Establishing a working 
relationship with these businesses is more than just getting a raffle 
prize donated. It allows us the opportunity to get the work out to the 
public about our programs and events thus reaching more people. 

• Our members continue to generously supplement out coffee program 
with cups, napkins, tea bags and monitory donations. All of our 
“groups” (Red Hat, Topps, and Pool Player etc.) have made a pledge 
to donate a certain amount to be put towards a specified area of the 
bazaar. We are encouraging all of the groups to participate.  

• Many donations came in during September most for the Bazaar raffle. 
Panara Bread continues to donate their left over products to our 
center on Mondays. Our members truly look forward to this bread. 
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They start calling first thing on Monday to see if Panara had any 
leftovers for us.  

• The Tops Group donated the supplies and put together all of the 
bean soup mixes that were sold at our annual Bazaar. The 50 & 
Beyond program profited about $200.00 just from those soup mixes. 
They also donated many bake good items for the bake sale. 

• The Pool Players donated $185.00 to help pay for kitchen supplies for 
the concession stand at the Bazaar. Our goal is for each group or 
member to take ownership of this event. The cash donation helps to 
offset what might be sold and to get supplies in advance. 

• Our “50 & Beyond” program received a second mobile wheel chair in 
July. These chairs are very expensive. We now can lend one out and 
still have one here for use in our building. 

• In August we responded to a possible grant opportunity. The Helen 
McCalla Trust is offering opportunities for senior center to get money 
for the purpose of purchasing fitness equipment. Our grant request is 
for $4000.00 based on the estimate from Direct Fitness Solutions for 
the purchase of equipment and an additional $1000.00 to renovate a 
room here at the community center for this equipment. The deadline 
is in September and we hope to hear something by the end of the 
year.  

• We are looking into a grant through the National Recreation & Park 
Association (NRPA) and the Golf Course Builders Association of 
America (GCBAA) to provide golfing opportunities for underserved 
youth of our community.  Components of the grant include providing 
equipment, training and educational resources. 

• The attorney for the Helen McCalla Trust contacted us to request 
additional information on the equipment that we intend to purchase if 
the $4000.00 grant is given to us. We hope this means that we are in 
the running for the grant. We should know something by next month. 

• We are establishing a partnership with our local Buffalo Wild 
Wings.  In addition to potential use of their establishment for 
meetings and catering services, we will soon be launching a program 
where we can turn in receipts from their business each month and 
receive 20% of total sales as a cash donation to our department.  We 
will be putting a flier together soon on the specifics of this program. 

• We have joined forces with MRPA, Palace Entertainment and the 
Detroit Red Wings to be able to offer discount tickets to their 
sporting events as well as to shows and concerts.  We are working on 
getting the specifics on our website and promoting it.  Once in place, 
we will receive commission on all sales that are done through us.  
More information will follow. 
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2. Marketing and Promotion:  
 

• We hold clinics for new participants to help introduce them to our 
programs. Our upcoming programs are promoted on the field and in 
the gym. We reach new participants with our “bring-a-friend” practice 
programs. Our families invite friends, classmates and neighbors to 
join our programs and we keep in touch by phone and email. Our 
parents are very supportive of their children and they also bring 
additional family members and friends to games to cheer the players 
on. 

• Work was completed on our Fall/Winter issue of “Discover Ypsilanti 
Township” magazine.  It has been distributed and once again has 
been well received.  We continue to attract repeat customers as well 
as new customers. 

• Our “50 & Beyond program continues to grow as a result of our 
brochure and monthly newsletter.  To date our 2010 “50 & Beyond” 
membership stands at over 1,000 and growing. We believe the great 
number of new members is due to several things; great programs, 
friendly environment, wonderful staff, and effective marketing.  

• We continue to incorporate many cross marketing techniques here at 
the community center. We are letting parents know about kid, adult 
and senior programs. We tell the seniors about kid programs. We 
understand the power of the family unit. We have seen an increase of 
members in the senior program that register because a family 
member or friend told them about us. It works both ways because we 
have seniors whose grandchildren or great grandchildren are enrolled 
in one or more of our programs.  

• Our “Facebook” page for the recreation department is growing in 
popularity.  This is becoming a strong marketing tool for us as it allows 
greater interaction with staff and our community.  The popularity of “Social 
Networking” is surpassing printed media and even email.  We promote 
many of our programs on our Facebook page.  The community can post 
comments and photos’s on the site and share their experiences with 
everyone.  We are working hard to build our “Fan” base on the site.  Our 
Building attendants have stepped up to keep our Facebook site current. 

3. Reference and Referral   

• Our member to member services are working out great. We have 
several members that have asked for help using this program. 

• Senior centers or older adult programs are the front line of 
prevention. The biggest threat to our local and state government is 
chronic conditions of the older population. This is why we offer 
reference and referrals. From calling referral agencies for them to just 
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being there to listen our members know that we care and that we are 
here for them. We continue to refer these senior to the following 
agencies: Area Agency on Aging, Catholic Social Services, Help 
source, Neighborhood Senior Services, Home Instead, Washtenaw 
County Senior Services, Superior Woods Healthcare Center, All State 
Homecare, Regency Health Care Center, & Marion Manor 

• We get very busy and find it difficult to write down every time we help 
a member but rest assured that it is on a daily basis in one way or 
another. From calling referral agencies for them to just being there to 
listen our members know that we care and that we are here for them.  

 
4.  Community Collaboration and Outreach:   

• Our Community Collaboration with Willow Run Community Schools 
continued with the school district providing the High School track for 
our youth track and field program.  

• We are collaborating with area soccer programs including the 
Ypsilanti-Lincoln Soccer Club, Ypsilanti High School Soccer, 
Greenhills High School Soccer and Vardar Ann Arbor to provide 
soccer opportunities to the youth in our Community. Our soccer camp 
this summer attracted 50 players. We are also held a coaches clinic 
and team camp to kick off the fall soccer season in September. 
Everyone involved is genuinely interested in our youth and helping 
them develop as players.   

• Many teams and organizations call our fields and courts home. We 
also provided game and practice facilities to area programs. The 
Ypsilanti Lincoln Soccer Club plays their home games at Ford 
Heritage Park. Fortis Academy plays their home games at Ford Lake 
Park. The Ypsilanti Township Church League plays at our Community 
Center Fields. 

• Our Softball teams attract support from business’ in Ypsilanti 
Township as well as surrounding communities. This seasons 
sponsors included; Ypsi Rehab, Metro Delivery, Gilbert Residence 
Ypsilanti Missionary Baptist, Crow’s Nest, BW3, Atlas Oil, Mr., Pizza, 
Tatted Up, Belleville 1st United Methodist, Dominos Pizza, Aubree’s 
Whittaker, Diamondback Saloon, A One Limo Batteries Plus, Shar 
Music as well as teams that are self sponsored. 

• On the first Thursday of every month we continue to host the Focus 
Hope food distribution. Seniors come to the community center and 
register with Focus Hope and receive several boxes of staple foods. 
Again we are one of the largest sites for our county. Our numbers are 
averaging 180 families a month.  
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• We were visited in August by several Korean interns from the 
Catholic Social Services organization. Our center was chosen due to 
the many opportunities we have for the senior population. The Interns 
toured our facility and participated in an exercise class and helped 
serve lunch. We were honored to have been chosen as one of the 
sites they visited while here in America.  

• Our annual Freedom Jamboree was held in July. This is a free 
event with 5 different bands participating. Many people look forward 
to this musical event every year. This year we were sponsored by 
Club Canton, who gave us $250.00.  

• It is important to note that our center is to our grandparents what face 
book is to the boomer generation, a way to stay connected.  

• We have started to form our team for the “2010 Making Strides 
Against Breast Cancer” walk in October. We already have 6 
people signed up to walk. The members will make donations on 
behalf of the team walking that will be donated to the American 
Cancer Society. This is only a 3 mile walk at Gallup Park so many of 
our member are able to participate. 

• Our “50 & Beyond” members continue to enjoy a multitude of active and 
passive programs offered daily.  For many we have become their “Home 
Away from Home.”  Many involved with our program arrive as early as a 
half hour or more prior to our opening.  We have become their livelihood. 

• Unfortunately we had a couple members pass away in September. 
One surviving wife has particularly has had a difficult time dealing and 
functioning after her husband’s death. We always preach about how 
important this center is to our members and we can tell you about all 
the wonderful classes and events we have but I wish you could have 
witnessed the way our members surrounded this woman with love, 
kindness, support, encouragement and compassion. This woman has 
difficulty relating to people during normal times and has in the past 
possibly even alienated a few people here but in her time of need that 
all went away. Between the funeral home director, our staff and the 
members I truly believe that this woman would not have been able to 
cope and quite possibly would have needed to be hospitalized. I have 
seen this time and time again here but never have I thought that it 
was truly life saving as in this case.  
 

5.  Collaboration with other Departments:  
 
• During July we coordinated game and practice field preparations with 

Parks and Grounds maintenance staff. We had several meetings with 
the park maintenance staff to plan for the soccer, softball and 
baseball practices and games. Maintenance staff continues to 
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provide a safe playing environment for our program participants.  Our 
Maintenance Department moved our soccer goals to create our 
soccer camp fields at Ford Heritage Park. At the beginning of 
September they set up the soccer and football fields for the upcoming 
season. 

• Our own Green Oak Golf Course hosted our Start Smart Golf 
program and youth and senior golf lessons.  Our golf pros at Green 
Oaks volunteered their time and expertise for these programs. 

• Our township firefighters provide blood pressure screening every 
month for our members. As we all know high blood pressure is known 
as the silent killer. We had one senior that was told to go to their 
doctor for a follow up due to the blood pressure reading the firefighter 
found. This is a life saving service. 
 

6.  Health & Wellness:  
 
• Part of a healthy lifestyle involves conscious living of all means. To 

purchase frivolously is not only a waste of money, but many products 
are useless items and end up in our landfills. We encourage parents 
to bring refillable water bottles to their games. We also encourage 
parents to bring healthy snacks for after the game. 
 
As technology improves, laboratories sophisticate and great minds 
evolve with fascinating new inventions, the health of our nation is 
suffering tremendously.  We are in a state of emergency regarding 
physical and mental health and the beginning point of rectification can 
begin with a healthy lifestyle. We’ve become a people in the 21st 
century fixated on quick fixes, faster access to entertainment, 
immediate food consumption and information zoom. Living a healthy 
lifestyle can improve our health - of the body, mind and spirit. Here 
are some healthy living tips our recreation department follows to 
begin or deepen a healthy lifestyle: Slow down; living a healthy 
lifestyle involves more than just eating healthy food, although that is a 
good place to start.  

 
It was not too long ago that parents were hauling coolers full of 
sugary sodas to games to pass out to all the players. Nowadays, 
parents are also responsible for a snack. It is no secret that children 
love soda and a bag of chips or a candy bar, but it may not be the 
best option. We encourage and promote post-game snacks as a 
reward for hard work, but they should also be a healthy way for your 
child to refuel after the game. Here are eight post-game snacks that 
we promote for every child and every sport: Yogurt, trail mix, granola 
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bars or health bars, veggies, fruit, water, sports drinks and vitamin 
water. 

• Our “50 & Beyond” exercise and dance classes began the 
September session. ALL of our fitness related classes are 100% full 
and for many of them the instructor has allowed extra people to 
enroll. Taking registration at the front counter for all classes, even the 
free ones, has proved to be beneficial with 39 new members in 
September.  

• In July we had a speaker that demonstrated some of the newest 
devices to relieve chronic knee pain. We had 15 participants 
participate in her demonstration.    

 
7.  Provide Recreational Experiences:   
 

      A. “50 & Beyond”  
 

• Between our classes, special events, organized games, volunteer 
opportunities, trips, club meetings, lunch, health activities, pot luck, 
bingo and other activities over 5500 members pass through our doors 
in May & June. That doesn’t include our monthly newsletter that is 
mailed to over 850 households and is available at various local 
businesses, the Civic Center and local library.  

• Our annual Freedom Jamboree was held in July. This is a free 
event with 5 different bands participating. Many people look forward 
to this musical event every year. This year we were sponsored by 
Club Canton, who gave us $250.00.  

• We held our Grandparents Day Celebration in August this year so 
more grandchildren could participate before school starts.  We were 
pleased at the number of children that came with their grandparent or 
great-grandparent to participate in crafts and have lunch. This was an 
opportunity for the members to show off their families.  

• We have started to form our team for the “2010 Making Strides 
against Breast Cancer” walk in October. We already have 6 
people signed up to walk. The members will make donations on 
behalf of the team walking that will be donated to the American 
Cancer Society. This is only a 3 mile walk at Gallup Park so many of 
our member are able to participate. 

• Our annual 9-11 tribute was well attended. We entertained 3 of our 
firefighters. The Lively Singers performed 3 beautiful songs. Our 
members have a strong since of pride for our country and truly want 
to show the firefighters how much they appreciate them. 

• The annual Health Bazaar & Craft Fair was held Oct. 1st and 2nd. 
We spent most of September preparing for this event. The 
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attendance was down this year especially in the flu shots. We believe 
this is because the shots are readily available almost everywhere and 
because the shots were given out much earlier this year. Overall the 
bazaar was a success with 35 vendors and 20 crafters.  

• Our newly formed theater group the Lively Players gave their first 
performance “You’re Never Too Old To Laugh”. The 8 person group 
performed 3 short comedies. The audience loved it and vowed to 
come to all of the future plays. This is just another opportunity for our 
members to feel good about themselves and to have purpose in their 
day. Having programs like this requires the seniors to stay active, to 
memorize and use that part of their brain, and to pretend and just 
have fun. We are now working on our Christmas play “Scrooge With 
A Twist”, another comedy and we have 2 new participants.  
 

      B. “Enrichment & Special Events”  
 

• Our fall dance classes started in September and exceeded 
expectations in registration.  We currently have 240 dancers 
registered in a variety of classes held Monday – Saturday. 

• In July we offered a Mini-musical Theater camp. We had 10 children 
participate and finished with a delightful play “NUTS”. The parents 
and children were very happy with the program. Many were asking 
when we would offer it again. 

• Our summer camp programs came to a close in August. Even 
though our numbers were down from our projections we feel the 
program was a great success. Those families that participated had 
nothing but great things to say about our camp and instructors. We 
believe the economy played a big part in our numbers being low. 
Many families have a parent at home now due to plant closings and 
layoffs. Our camp has always been more for daycare purposes due to 
the demographics of our surrounding communities. We do however 
believe that the summer camp program provides a worthwhile service 
to this community and we feel it should continue to be offered in the 
future. 

• Our Kids Korner programs began in September and our morning 
classes are full. We do still have limited room in the afternoon 
classes.  

• Family Fun Day was a lot of fun for the families that attended. We 
would have liked to see more participation but this is a new event and 
word may not have gotten around yet. We are looking into other ways 
to promote the bazaar and family fun day next year. 
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      C. “Sports & Fitness”  
 

• During the month July children participated in youth baseball, coach 
pitch baseball, T-ball baseball, start smart baseball, start smart golf, 
start smart basketball, track and field, tennis, basketball camp and 
soccer camp programs.  

• Indoor & Outdoor Youth Tennis – Our tennis lessons use foam and 
low bounce tennis balls along with regular tennis balls allowing all 
levels of players to improve ball control and hand-eye coordination. 
Games and skill sessions are essential parts of the lessons in order 
to instruct the students in the forehand, backhand, approach, volleys, 
overheads, lobs and serves. 

• Jump-A-Rama Gymnastics teaches basic gymnastic techniques 
focusing on body awareness, self-confidence, hand-eye coordination, 
inverted orientation and lateral awareness. Children learn skills such 
as rolls, hand stands, bridges, and cartwheels.  

• Baseball Camp – Parents and players are enjoyed our Basketball 
Camp this summer at the Community Center gym. The camp met 
once a week for six weeks. Campers worked on shooting, dribbling, 
passing, ball handling, defense footwork, and proper conditioning. 
The camp is provided the opportunity for children to learn the 
fundamentals of basketball. Players developed skill and confidence in 
their game.  

• Our Basketball Camp and Start Smart Basketball program took 
place at the Community Center gym. 

• Okinawan Karate students learned defense tactics that help build a 
strong mind and body. Okinawan Karate trains adults and children in 
defensive tactics and proper self defense methods. The class 
emphasized physical and mental growth along with socially 
responsible behavior. Some of the many traits developed through 
martial arts are self-confidence, respect and discipline. 

• Little Ninjas introduced children to Karate and basic self defense 
techniques. Children learned safety tips such as how to get out of the 
grasp of a predator and when to use a shin kick. They had fun with 
games, various exercises and improved coordination with basic kicks 
and jabs. 

• Participants in our Track & Field program cover a lot more ground 
than it takes to reach the finish line in a race. Athletes receive 
coaching in areas ranging from positive image to being healthy. Each 
of two weekly sessions includes a life lesson, fitness games and of 
course running. Track & Field provides a safe and fun place for a 
young athlete to learn about being physically and emotionally healthy, 
and to connect and get along with others. It also allows athletes to 
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determine their own goals and values, apart from what's cool.  This 
program met on Tuesdays and Thursdays at the Willow Run High 
School Track High School in July. The Track and Field Program 
competed in the Michigan Parks and Recreation Association (MRPA) 
the 33 Annual Hershey’s Track & Field Games on July 9 at the Holt 
High School Track. 

• The Michigan Amateur Softball Association (MASA) Coed and 
Men’s softball leagues continued in July and August at the 
Community Center Fields. By the end of July the summer league 
Champions had been crowned. Ypsi Rehab claimed the top spot in 
the Coed league. In the Men’s league Tatted Up came out on top. 
The fall league will play into October. 

• Youth baseball, Coach Pitch and T-Ball practices and games 
concluded in July. Games and practices were held at Ford Heritage 
Park. Teams also practiced at Appleridge Park, Wendell Holmes 
Park, Nancy Park, Lakeview Park, Community Center and Ford Lake 
Park.  

• Our Soccer Camp took place at the Ford Heritage Park. 
• Start Smart Football is a step-by-step approach that builds 

confidence and self-esteem, and makes sports fun. Parent-child 
groups perform motor skill tasks that gradually build confidence in 
children while they are having fun at the same time.  

• Our Flag Football Programs and NFL Punt, Pass & Kick took 
place at Loonfeather Park. 

• Our gymnastics is a foundation for all sports and a life time of 
physical fitness. Our Gymnasts participated in developmentally sound 
and safe basic gymnastics skills. They enjoyed training for all of the 
men’s and women’s Olympic events including vaulting, balance 
beam, uneven bars, low horizontal bar, still rings, parallel bars, 

• Pommel horse and floor exercise. 
• Our Body Blast Boot Campers feel better about themselves, this 

super-slimming, body-sculpting class helped them lose weight and 
BLAST calories. They enjoyed this low-impact fat burning aerobic and 
strength training style class, which shapes the whole body using 
resistance bands, lightweights, exercise balls, and cardio. 

• Our Zumba fitness classes are a fusion of Latin and International 
music and teach dance themes that create a dynamic, exciting, 
effective fitness system! The routines feature aerobic/fitness interval 
training with a combination of fast and slow rhythms that tone and 
sculpt the body. Zumba utilizes the principles of fitness interval 
training and resistance training to maximize caloric output, fat burning 
and total body toning. 
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• Our Adult Racquetball Leagues started in September:  This season 
we have formed four leagues for 24 participants. 
 

8. Youth Development  
 

• During our sports seasons players make new friends and families 
spend time getting to know each other. Our recreation programs help 
promote social bonds by uniting families. Our seasons end with team 
celebrations providing family and community bonds that last a 
lifetime.  Simply playing baseball, basketball or tennis helps develop 
decision-making skills, cooperative behaviors, positive relationships 
and empowerment. Youth explore strategies for resolving conflicts 
while recreating and playing. They learn to act fairly, plan proactively, 
and develop a moral code of behavior. This play also helps enhance 
their cognitive and motor skills. Individuals with more highly 
developed motor skills tend to be more active, popular, calm, 
resourceful, attentive and cooperative.  

 
Parents enroll their children in our programs to receive certain 
benefits as a result of the time spent in the program. Every aspect of 
play taught/coached at any one age is reinforced at the next age. We 
strive to help each player reach his or her full potential and be 
prepared to move to the next stage of development. We help develop 
their child’s appreciation of the game. Our coaches are sensitive to 
each child’s development needs. The players learn the technical, 
tactical, physical and psychological demands of the game for their 
level. We implement rules and equipment modification according to 
the player’s age group. All players experience all positions, have fun 
and receive positive feedback. Practices are conducted in the spirit of 
enjoyment and learning. The appropriate number of practices and 
games are provided according to the player’s stage of development. 
Our youth sports programs are building confidence and self-esteem, 
and making sports fun. They provide opportunities for our players to 
live, grow, and develop into contributing members of society. 

 
9. Staff/Volunteer Development:   
 
• The Recreation Director has been meeting more frequently with the 

support staff (a couple of times a week).  These meetings allow for input by 
the support team and collectively we are evaluating the procedures of our 
front line functions.  The Clerical Staff are very talented and offer valuable 
information on how we can improve service.  Their ideas are well thought 
out and most of them are incorporated into our procedures.   
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• The MASA Fall Softball Managers meeting provided an opportunity 
for staff and managers to prepare for the upcoming season. 

• Meetings and clinics for officials are held seasonally our youth and 
adult league sports officials. These sessions help our part time staff 
and volunteers continue their education in the sport they are 
participating in. They learn about developing skills to provide positive 
support for our players in our Youth Soccer, Pre-School Soccer, 
Youth Baseball, Coach Pitch and T-Ball programs. 

• Our Start Smart program trains future youth league parents and 
coaches, develops future participants for our organized sports 
programs. 

• Training and educating youth sports coaches is just the first step in 
ensuring that our children in sports league enjoy a positive, safe and 
rewarding experience.  

• Our volunteer coaches contributed over 3,000 hours to our youth 
baseball program during the month of July. Soccer and Flag Football 
coaches contributed another 3,000 hours to their sports in 
September. Our role as a youth sports administrators continues long 
after the season begins and teams take the field for that first practice, 
we make it a habit to visit practices and engage in friendly chat with 
assistants and parents, as well as observe the interaction of coaches 
and players. We also make it a habit to watch the games and monitor 
sideline behavior, as well as sit in the crowd and listen. We also have 
an excellent relationship with our referees and umpires getting 
feedback after every game. 
 

10. Park Operations/Development:  
 

• Our 2010 Park season ended after Labor Day Weekend.  We are in 
the process of putting together a comparison report for revenues 
collected over the past few years.  Early figures indicate that shelter 
rental and gate fees were up as compared to 2009.  We did, 
however, staff the parks less in 2010 and had a very wet spring.  The 
comparison repot will give a better picture on how well we did. 

• We received our preliminary rating from the MDNRE about our 
Lakeside Park grant application.  Although we scored well, we put 
together supplemental information and sent it in for consideration.  
We believe we will be able to gain additional points which in turn will 
allow us a better opportunity to get the grant.  Special thanks to EMU, 
the Saline Rowing Club, Washtenaw County Parks and Recreation, 
Kirk Profit and Beckett & Raeder for their help & support on this 
project.  It is a true collaboration that will benefit our community. 
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• The Recreation Director has been working on the cell tower situation 
in Ford Lake Park.  If the tower is found to be in violation of past 
grants we received from the MDNRE, we will have to remedy it 
through mitigation which is a very detailed process.  More information 
will follow on this topic. 

• The Recreation Director followed through on the replacement of the 
burned playground equipment at Sugarbrook Park.  It has now 
been replaced to its original form. 

• The Recreation Director is working on replacement of damaged 
playground equipment at Burns Park.  It was found that the 
damaged decking, stairs and transfer points are still covered under 
the manufacturer’s warranty.  The damaged components will be 
replaced later this fall. 

• The Recreation director is working on getting uniform park signs for 
the township’s park system.  Bids have been received and a 
recommendation is going to the township board at the October 19th 
board meeting for consideration.  Our intent is to standardize our 
signage throughout our park system, replace damaged signs, add 
signs where none exist and try to get better pricing by ordering in 
quantity.  In addition to the newly designed individual signs with one 
rule on it, we also designed and bid out general park rule signs that 
had multiple rules on it (to eliminate the need to post multiple signs 
for each park).  Finally, we bid out the replacement of four park name 
signs which include Bud & Blossom Park, Harris Park, Hewen’s 
Creek Park and Watertower Park. 

• The residential services department is working with a couple of Eagle 
Scout Candidates on projects in Ford Lake Park.  One project is the 
renovation of the gazebo by shelter #3 and another project is work on 
the renovation of a couple of the bridges within the park.  Successful 
completion of these projects will enable the young men to earn their 
“Eagle Scout” status.

Supervisor Brenda L. Stumbo called the meeting to order at approximately 5:00 p.m. in 
the Ypsilanti Township Civic Center Board Room, 7200 S. Huron River Drive, Ypsilanti 
Township.

1. DISCUSS SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT REGARDING DEMOLITION OF 

PROPERTY LOCATED AT 2158 WOODALE 
 
Attorney McLain reminded the Board that authorization for legal action against the 
property owners of 2158 Woodale was approved earlier in the year. He explained the 
property was not in foreclosure but the mortgage company wanted to come to some 
type of resolution of their interest, even though they did not have legal authority to 
possess the property. Attorney McLain stated the property owners had finally consented 
to the order to find the property a public nuisance and had agreed to the demolition. He 
stated the bank had agreed to pay the costs associated with the demolition contractor 
and the administrative costs, in the amount of $16,785.44. The Township would receive 
a refund of their costs, including attorney fees, through the Neighborhood Stabilization 
Program (NSP) fund. He said the judicial lien would be filed for approximately $31,000. 
Attorney McLain further explained the dollars received from the bank ($16,785.44) 
would be returned to the NSP fund for additional demolition projects. He asked for the 
Board’s consideration to authorize the Supervisor and Clerk to sign the settlement 
agreement. 
 
 
2. DISCUSS LUNCH HOUR 
 
Supervisor Stumbo stated the three full-time officials had met with department directors 
to discuss if closing the building for lunch would be beneficial. She said the reduction in 
staff made it difficult to cover lunches and if the Civic Center closed, it would alleviate 
that issue. Supervisor Stumbo said there would be an exception on Election Day 
because the law required the Clerk’s office to be open and there may be other 
exceptions. Supervisor Stumbo stated that the three full-time officials and the 
department heads had agreed that Noon to 1:00 p.m. was the easiest time for most 
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people to remember. She said residents would be notified of the change and she asked 
for the Board’s consideration. 
 
Trustee Eldridge asked if everyone would go to lunch at Noon. 
 
Treasurer Doe said yes, unless there was a customer at the counter and that employee 
would finish with the customer before leaving for lunch. 
 
Clerk Lovejoy Roe said there had been a brief discussion about using that time, only 
when necessary, to meet with management staff. It would allow for a completely 
uninterrupted hour, with no customers or phone calls. 
 
Discussion regarding the date of implementation followed. The Board agreed the lunch 
hour change would be implemented the first week of December. 
 
Chris Oshelfske, Accounting Director suggested the closing of the building for lunch be 
included on the December 1, 2010 tax bill.  
 
 
3. POLICE SERVICES MILLAGE MAILING 
 
Supervisor Stumbo said residents appreciated receiving a letter indicating with the exact 
amount their taxes would increase if the millage passed. She stated there had been a 
lot of positive comments and a lot of questions about the millage. Supervisor Stumbo 
felt another mailing should be done to provide a breakdown of the cost charged by the 
County because residents were questioning if a deputy made $160,000. 
 
Trustee Martin said information regarding research into other alternatives or 
collaboration should be included in the mailing. 
 
Supervisor Stumbo stated the closing of the building from Noon to 1:00 p.m. could also 
be included in the mailing. She clarified the millage was for police services and it was 
not specific for Washtenaw County Deputies. 
 
Trustee Eldridge stated that should the police study be positive, it would still take 
months or even years to implement a joint authority. 
 
 
4. ISO UPDATE BY CHIEF COPELAND 
 
Eric Copeland, Fire Chief began by stating the last ISO review was completed in 1986. 
Chief Copeland explained the fire department was rated on the number of engine 
companies; the number of reserve trucks; pump capacity; deficiency; ladder service; the 
number of reserve ladders; company personnel and training. The Chief briefly reviewed 
each of the items listed in the classification details (see attached). 
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Trustee Eldridge questioned if Human Resource had records for the completed training. 
He also asked if the types of calls had any bearing on the rating. 
 
Chief Copeland explained that the ISO review rated the fire department on company 
training such as a controlled burn that would include multiple companies, as well as 
mutual aide responders. He stated individual training was up-to-date and the types of 
calls had no bearing on the rating. Chief Copeland said the ladder issue would be 
resolved with an automatic mutual aide package.

Supervisor Stumbo stated on the revised agenda, the item under Old Business was 
tabled at the September 21, 2010 meeting and a motion to remove it from the table 
would be needed. She also said the item under Authorizations and Bids, requesting 
authorization for the Supervisor and Clerk to sign documents was removed.

Supervisor Stumbo presented Lakeshore Apartments with a Proclamation of Appreciation 
and an award for their dedication and service to the community. 
 
 
PUBLIC COMMENTS 
 
 Angela Barbash, Township Resident asked if the 2nd Reading of the Pit Bull Ordinance 
was on the agenda. She stated she did not feel mandatory neutering was the answer. 
            
Supervisor Stumbo said  the 2nd Reading of the ordinance would be held at the October 
19, 2010 Board Meeting. 
 
Clerk Lovejoy Roe stated she had notified Ms. Barbash that the AnnArbor.com article 
that had October 5, 2010 as the date of the 2nd reading , was incorrect. 
  

Stanley Magiera, Township Resident said he felt there was a lack of information in the 
newspapers and he asked the Board to work with the papers to provide more 
information. He said he had concerns that the number handicap parking spaces at the 
Community Center, the decorative bushes that were obstructing vision when leaving the 
center and the dips in the sidewalk. He also said the handicap parking at the Civic 
Center needed to be repainted and made more visible. Mr. Magiera further questioned 
who paid for the bike path maintenance.

Denise Kirchoff, Township Resident said her daughter was recently mauled by a dog 
other than a pit bull. She said in a three- year period, pit bulls had killed 52 people and 
she felt something needed to be done. 
 
Lee Tooson, City of Ypsilanti Resident commented that in Wayne County, offenders 
were prosecuted for these types of vicious attacks. He recognized the Township Board 
and Attorney Winters for all they had done.  
 
Carol Blackburn, Township Resident said there were four pit bulls in her neighborhood 
that would not allow people to walk or be in their yards. She asked the Township to give 
them back their quality of life. 
 
Robin Castle-Hine, Township Resident thanked the Township Board for considering the 
pit bull ordinance. She said some of the problem households were rentals and she felt 
landlords needed to be held responsible.  
 
Bobby Green, Resident of Redford Township said she was the President of Terrier Club 
of Michigan and served on the board of the Michigan Terrier Club and she expressed 
her sympathy to the injured children. She stated that vicious dogs were different and 
this was not a breed specific issue. Ms. Green said offending owners needed to be held 
responsible and should be ticketed. 
  
Stanley Magiera, Township Resident suggested the Washtenaw County deputies get 
out of their vehicles and walk around to see what residents were dealing with everyday.

PROPOSED 
ORDINANCE NO. 2010-408 

 

An Ordinance Amending the Township’s Code of Ordinances Chapter 
48, Section 28 Which Sets Forth Additions, Insertions and Changes to 

the Property Maintenance Code. 
 

 The Charter Township of Ypsilanti hereby ordains that the Township’s Code 

of Ordinances, Chapter 48, Section 28 be amended as follows.  Add the following 

new subsections: 

 (1) 304.13.3 Boarded windows. The owner of a structure may, for a  
  maximum of 30 days, board up a window when the window glass is  
  broken, cracked or missing. After 30 days has expired, the window  
  glass must be replaced with glass or other similar material and the  
  board up material removed. 
 
 (2) 304.15.1 Boarded doors. The owner of a structure may, for a  
  maximum of 30 days, board up a door when the door is broken or  
  otherwise rendered inoperable. After 30 days has expired, a   
  replacement door must be installed, and the board up material  
  removed. 
 
 Severability. 

 Should any section, subdivision, sentence, clause or phrase of this 
Ordinance be declared by the Courts to be invalid, the same shall not affect the 
validity of the Ordinance as a whole or any part thereof other than the part as 
invalidated. 
 
 Publication Clause. 
  
 This Ordinance shall be published in a newspaper of general circulation as 
required by law. 
 
 Effective Date. 

This Ordinance shall be effective after publication in a newspaper of 
general circulation as required by law. 



RESOLUTION 2010-16 
 

 Whereas, the Humane Society of Huron Valley has compiled a record of the top 

ten dog breeds which were lodged as intakes in 2007, 2008 and 2009. The top ten 

breed classifications are: Pit bull terrier, Labrador retrievers, Beagles, German 

shepherds, terrier, Alaskan/Siberian Huskey, Rottweiler, Jack Russell Terrier, 

Shepherd, and Boxer; and 

 Whereas, according to the HSHV records attached to this resolution: 

(1) the pit bull terrier in 2007, 2008 and 2009 was the breed with the largest 

number of intakes for all three years; and 

(2) pit bull terriers currently represent 50% of all dogs euthanized by the 

Humane Society in 2009; 51.6% of all dogs euthanized by the Humane 

Society in 2008; 41.7% of all dogs euthanized by the Human Society in 

2007; and 36.2% of all dogs euthanized by the Humane Society in 2006; 

and 

(3) in the last two years the Huron Valley Humane Society took in 

approximately 640 pit bull terriers; and 

(4) there is annually a growing number of pit bull terrier intakes and, due to 

overpopulation, euthanizations; and 

 Whereas, the Huron Valley Humane Society has instituted a free sterilization 

program to spay/neuter pit bulls with the goal of ending the overpopulation of pit bulls 

within the Washtenaw County; and 

 Whereas, requiring pit bull terrier dog owners to spay or neuter their pets will 

reduce the number of pit bulls euthanized; 



 Now therefore, be it resolved, that the Charter Township of Ypsilanti Board of 

Trustees hereby adopts and incorporates by reference, Ordinance #2010-409 

requiring mandatory spaying and neutering of pit bulls effective January 1, 2011.

ORDINANCE NO. 2010-409 

 
An ordinance amending Chapter 14 of the Code of Ordinances  

for the Charter Township of Ypsilanti, Washtenaw County, Michigan  
 

The Charter Township of Ypsilanti hereby ordains that Chapter 14 “Animals” of 
the Township Code of Ordinances shall be amended as follows: 
 
Add the following new article: 
 
1. “Pit bull” means a Staffordshire Bull Terrier, American Pit Bull Terrier, 
American Staffordshire Terrier or any mixed breed dog displaying five out of the 
following eight distinguishing characteristics: 
 

a. Head is medium length, with a broad skull and very pronounced 
cheek muscles, a wide, deep muzzle, a well-defined, moderately 
deep stop, and strong under jaw. Viewed from the front the head is 
shaped like a broad, blunt wedge. 

 
b. Eyes are round to almond shaped, are low in the skull and set far 

apart. 
 
c. Ears are set high. Un-cropped ears are short and usually held rose 

or half prick, though some hold them at full prick. 
 
d. Neck is heavy and muscular, attached to strong, muscular 

shoulders. 
 
e. Body is muscular, with a deep, broad chest, a wide front, deep 

brisket, well-sprung ribs, and slightly tucked loins. 
 
f. Tail is medium length and set low, thick at the base, tapering to a 

point. 
 
g. Hindquarters are well muscled, with hocks, set low on the legs. 
 
h. Coat is a singled coat, smooth, short and close to the skin. 
 

2. No person may own, keep, reside with or harbor a pit bull within the 
Township that is not spayed or not neutered. 

 
3. Section 2 does not apply to: 
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 a.  Pit bull puppies eight weeks or younger; 
 
 b. Any dog examined by a licensed Human Society of Huron Valley  
  veterinarian, which is certified as having less than five of the   
  characteristics set forth in Section 1; 
 
 c. A pit bull which is registered with the American Kennel Club or  
  United Kennel Club and participates at least once a year in a dog  
  show sponsored by the American Kennel Club or United Kennel  
  Club.  A dog owner who presents proof of AKC or UKC registration  
  and participation on an annual basis in an AKC or UKC dog show is  
  exempt from the neutering and spaying requirements of this   
  section. 
 
Penalty 
 
Any person violating a provision of this article is guilty of a misdemeanor 
punishable by not more than a $500 fine and/or imprisonment for not more than 
90 days. 
 
Severability 
 
The various parts, sentences, paragraphs and clauses of this ordinance are 
severable.  If any part, sentence, paragraph, section, or clause is adjudged 
unconstitutional or invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder of 
the ordinance shall not be affected. 
 
Publication 
This Ordinance shall be published in a newspaper of general circulation as 
required by law.   
 

Effective date 
This Ordinance shall become effective on January 1, 2011.

ORDINANCE NO. 2010-410 

 
An ordinance amending Chapter 14, Animals Article II of the Code of Ordinances  

for the Charter Township of Ypsilanti, Washtenaw County, Michigan  
 

The Charter Township of Ypsilanti hereby ordains that Chapter 14 Article II, 
entitled “Animal Control” of the Township Code of Ordinances shall be amended 
as follows: 
 
Delete Section 14-31 (a) 
 
Add new section 14-31(a) to read as follows: 
 
Any dog found or kept in violation of this Chapter, may be impounded by an 
animal control officer, law enforcement officer or Human Society Animal Cruelty 
Investigator. If entry is required to a structure or premises, permission to enter 
must, prior to entry, be obtained from the owner or occupant. If entry is refused, 
the Township attorney may institute the appropriate legal proceeding to authorize 
entry to the structure or premises and impoundment of dog(s) found or kept in 
violation of this Chapter. 
 
Severability 
 
The various parts, sentences, paragraphs and clauses of this ordinance are 
severable. If any part, sentence, paragraph, section, or clause is adjudged 
unconstitutional or invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder of 
the ordinance shall not be affected. 
 
Publication 
This Ordinance shall be published in a newspaper of general circulation as 
required by law.

3. 5 If CUSTOMER becomes aware of any fault or 
defect in the Work, it shall give proinpt written notice 
thereof to HONEYWELL. 

3, 6 The services and information required by the 
above paragraphs shall be furnished with reasonable 
promptness at CUSTOMER's expense and HONEYWELL 
shall be entitled to rely upon the accuracy and the 
completeness thereof.

equipment, containers or pipelines in a Site; or (b) 
conditions that, to CUSTOMER'S knowledge, might cause 
or promote accunnilation, concentration, growth or 
dispersion of Hazardous Substances or Mold on or within 
such locations. 

3. 7 Prior to the commencement of the Work and at 
such future times as HONEYWELL shall reasonably deem 
appropriate, CUSTOMER shall furnish evidence in a form 
satisfactory to HONEYWELL that sufficient funds are 
available and committed to pay for the Work. Unless such 
evidence is furnished, HONEYWELL is not required to 
commence or continue any Work. Further, if CUSTOMER 
does not provide such evidence, HONEYWELL may stop 
work upon fifteen (l5) days notice to CUSTOMER.

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5, 2 If HONEYWELL is delayed at any time in the 
progress of performing its obligations under this 
Agreement by any act of CUSTOMER or any contractor

8. 3. CUSTOMER's Liabilit Insurance 

8, 3, 1 CUSTOMER shall be responsible for purchasing 
and maintaining its own liability insurance and, at its 

option, may purchase and maintain such insurance as will 

8. 4. 1 CUSTOMER shall purchase and maintain all risk 
full cost replacement property insurance in a form 
acceptable to HONEYWELL for the length of time to 
complete the Project. This insurance shall include as 
named additional insureds HONEY$VELL and 
HONEYWELL's Subcontractors mid Sub-subcontractors 
and shall include, at a minimum, coverage for fire, 
windstorm, flood, earthquake, theft, vandalism, malicious 
mischief, transit, collapse, testing, and damage resulting 
from defective design, workmanship, or material. 
CUSTOMER will increase limits of coverage, if necessary, 
to reflect estimated replacement costs. CUSTOMER will 
be responsible for any co-insurance penalties or 
deductibles.

8. 4. 1. 1 If CUSTOMER finds it necessary to occupy or 
use a portion or portions of the Facilities prior to

1 Any insured loss shall be adjusted with 
CUSTOMER and HONEYWELL and made payable to 
CUSTOMER and HONEYWELL as trustees for the 
insureds, as their interests may appear, subject to any 
applicable mortgagee clause. 

8. 5. 2 Upon the occurrence of an insured loss, monies 
received will be deposited in a separate account and the 
trustees shall make distribution in accordance with the

9. 1 If HONEYWELL defaults in, or fails or neglects 
to carry forward the Work in accordance with this 
Agreement, CUSTOMER may provide notice in writing of 
its intention to terminate this Agreement to 
HONEYWELL. If HONEYWELL, following receipt of 
such written notice, neglects to cure or correct the 
identified deficiencies within thirty (30) business days, 
CUSTOMER may provide a second written notice. If 
HONEYWELL has not, within thirty (30) business days 
after receipt of such notice, acted to remedy and make 
good such deficiencies, CUSTOMER may terminate this 
Agreement and take possession of the site together with all 
materials thereon, and move to complete the Work itself 
expediently. If the unpaid balance of the contract sum 
exceeds the expense of tinishing the Work, the excess shall 

be paid to HONEYWELL, but if the expense exceeds the 
unpaid balance, HONEYWELL shall pay the difference to

9. 2 If CUSTOMER fails to make payments as they 
become due, or othenvise defaults or breaches its 

obligations under this Agreement, HONEYWELL may 
give written notice to CUSTOMER of HONEYWELL's 
intention to terminate this Agreement. If, within seven (7) 
days following receipt of such notice, CUSTOMER fails to 
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make the payments then due, or othetxvise fails to cure or

After speaking with staff that attended the BS&A upgrade demo event, here is the information you 
requested. 
  
For the building, planning and ordinance departments using the "permit" and "inspector" modules, 
the program upgrade will greatly increase work efficiency.  Although it is difficult to measure 
return on investment in terms of increased efficiency and staff productivity, here are some 
examples of the expected benefit of the upgrade. 
  
The BS&A Permit module serves as the database and primary software program for building 
inspections, ordinance enforcement, rental inspections and nuisance abatement work. 
  
Replication 
  
Ordinance officers and inspectors who use BS&A in the field are required to "replicate" on a daily 
basis.  The replication process is two-way communication between the notebook computer and 
the server that updates the database and notebook machine so that the information contained on 
each device matches.  This is done every day so that inspection and enforcement records 
stay accurate. 
  
Currently, the replication of each machine takes about 10 minutes.  Only one machine can be 
replicated at a time.  The replication process "locks out" all other users until replication is 
complete.  For instance, if a clerk is assisting a resident in person or by telephone or doing data 
entry when a replication begins, the clerk must ask the resident to hold or put their work down 
until the replication process is completed because they, like all other users, are "locked out" of the 
system.  Employees try to time their machine replications to avoid interruption of other 
employee's work flow, but it is not always possible. 
  
The BS&A upgrade solves this problem; multiple replications can occur simultaneously without 
causing lock-outs or interruption of work flow. 
  
Synchronization 
  
It is imperative that ordinance officers and inspectors who use BS&A are using the exact same 
property file database, and that the database is up-to-date and accurate.  The Assessor's module 
is the "master" database containing property and ownership information.  The Permit module used 
by the Building, Planning & Ordinance departments links its property files to the master database 
from Assessing.  In order to ensure that the Permit property files are up-to-date and accurate, the 
Permit module is synchronized with the Assessor's database on a regular basis.  
Synchronization of databases has been occurring more frequently now due to the high rate of 
foreclosures and property sales transactions to ensure the information used for enforcement 
purposes is accurate.

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Whenever a synchronization occurs, all BS&A users are "locked out" of the system and kicked off-
line.  Currently, the synchronization process transfers a complete updated copy of the database, 
including all attached documents and photo images created since BS&A was implemented, to the 
user's machine.  The process usually takes 1.5-2 hours to complete, during which time every 
other user is "locked out."  Ordinance officers have adjusted their work schedule so that they can 
synchronize their machines before clerical staff arrives for work at 8:30AM, which results in 
several hours of lost productivity each week per employee.  The alternative is to lock-out clerical 
staff for several hours without the ability to issue permits, answer inquiries or enter data into the 
system. 
  
The BS&A upgrade solves this problem; synchronization is done "live" in the background and only 
synchronizes new data and external documents and images that have been added or changed 
since the last synchronization.  There are no lock-outs or lost productivity. 
  
User Interface 
  
The user interface is greatly improved with the BS&A upgrade.  Inspection records, violation 
notices and other documents can be created, edited and managed with greater ease and in less 
time. 
  
One example of this improvement can be illustrated using a Notice of Violation involving multiple 
code sections.

RE:  Recommendation for Park Sign Proposals 
 
DATE: October 4, 2010 
 
This past August we sent out proposals for competitive pricing and design services for a variety 
of park signs.  Our intent was to standardize our signage throughout our park system, replace 
damaged signs, add signs where none exist and try to get better pricing by ordering in quantity.  
In addition to the newly designed individual signs with one rule on it, we also designed and bid 
out general park rule signs that had multiple rules on it (to eliminate the need to post multiple 
signs for each park).  Finally, we bid out the replacement of four park name signs which include 
Bud & Blossom Park, Harris Park, Hewen’s Creek Park and Watertower Park (see enclosed 
templates for all of the signs proposed). 
 
A total of seventeen vendors were sent bids for the manufacturing of both composite/plastic 
signs and metal signs.  Most of the vendors were Michigan Companies and several were based 
in Washtenaw County.  They were all given approximately four weeks to put their bids together 
and submit them to the Clerk’s office for consideration.  Unfortunately, we received only one 
bid back from “Fast Signs” based out of Ann Arbor.  This is a company we have used in the 
past for many of our park signage needs. 
 
For comparison purposes, we looked at pricing we received from three vendors who submitted 
proposals in 2009 to see how the 2010 Fast Signs proposal compared in both pricing and quality 
(note that the project was not awarded in 2009 due to incomplete bids).  Fast Signs was one of 
the three companies that bid in 2009.  The other two were Huron Signs and Signs by Tomorrow.  
The result of the comparisons is as follows: 
 
Part A: Composite/Plastic Signage – For the park name signage, Fast Signs proposal meets 
the specifications of what we asked for and is less expensive than all of the proposals form 
2009.  The park rule sign proposal from Fast Signs meets the specifications, is less expensive 
than one of the proposals we received in 2009 and is slightly more expensive than the other 
proposal we received in 2009 (which did not fully meet our specifications).
