Please be advised of the following activities related to the Planning Department for June 2011.
Planning Commission Activity

The Planning Commission held their regularly scheduled meeting on the evening of June 28,
2011.

During the June 28th meeting, the Commission considered 5 action items.

The first agenda item was to consider the special conditional use permit application for the
establishment of a group daycare home, providing care for up to 12 children and to be located at
7991 Berwick. After the public hearing, it was noted that the applicant did not have the required
4-foot fence encompassing her rear yard. Due to this fact, the Commission table this request
until such time that the applicant has installed the necessary fence.

The second action item was a request from staff for the Commission to consider the revocation
of the Class ‘A’ Non-Conforming Use designation awarded to 896 N. Harris in 2002. Staff has
made this request due to the fact that the property owner and those having beneficial use of the
property have not satisfied the conditions noted within the 2002 approval, in particular a number
of site improvements and landscaping. As requested, the Commission took testimony from the
business operator and property owner in addition to comments from the general public. It was
also requested that the Commission take no action during this particular meeting but to authorize
staff and the Attorney’s office to draft a proposed resolution rescinding the previously approved
designation. It is the intent of staff to present the proposed resolution back to the Commission
during their July 26, 2011 meeting date.

The third agenda item was a public hearing to consider the request for a special conditional use
to permit the outdoor display and sale of used automobiles to be located at 835 Ecorse Road.
After the public hearing was held, staff requested that the Commission table this item due to the
fact that a proper site plan was not submitted for review or consideration. The Commission
honored the recommendation of staff and tabled this item in order to allow the applicant an
opportunity to prepare the necessary site plan outlining where and how many vehicles will be
displayed at this property.

The fourth agenda item was preliminary site plan review for the proposed Speedway Gas Station
located at 1395 East Michigan Avenue. Speedway representatives are proposing to demolish
the existing structure and construct a new 3,900 square-foot facility similar to the facility located
at West Michigan and Hewitt. After the presentation and a staff recommendation, the
Commission passed a motion to approve the preliminary site plan with a few minor conditions.

The fifth agenda item was a tabled item from the previous meeting. The applicant was
requesting the consideration of a special conditional use permit to allow the establishment of a
group daycare home, providing care for up to 12 children and to be located at 776 East Grand
Boulevard. After a discussion with the applicant, the Commission approved the special
conditional use request with conditions.

Plans in Process

Blackmore Addition I — 10800 Blackmore Avenue: The final engineering plans have been
submitted and are currently in their second review. Currently the plans area awaiting the final
approval from the Washtenaw County Road Commission due to an issue of storm water storage
within the County right-of-way.

Speedway — 1395 East Michigan: The preliminary site plan has been approved. Staffis
currently awaiting submission of the final engineering plans for review. Speedway
representative Kerry Trombley has stated Speedway would like to start construction on
September 6™ Staff will do everything possible to accommodate this start date.

Burning Bush Church of God — 770 James L. Hart Parkway: As of this report, staff has
scheduled a meeting with the Township Attorney to discuss and review the proposed
development agreement requested by the Township Board of Trustees as a condition of approval.
Once the development agreement is in proper form, the document will be presented to the full
Board for review and approval.

Al Auto Salvage — 2574 State Road: The property owner of A1 Auto Salvage is currently going
through the preliminary site plan review process requesting consideration of a 5.95 acre
expansion of their existing storage yard as related to their scrap and recycling business. Should
the reviews come back favorable, this item may be before the Planning Commission for review
and consideration during their regularly scheduled July meeting date.

Zoning Board of Appeals

During the regularly scheduled July 6th meeting date, the ZBA was presented with two agenda
items for their consideration.

2448 Washtenaw — The representatives of Cueter Chrysler, Dodge, Jeep and Ram, located at
2448 Washtenaw, requested a variance in order to permit the construction of a new 30-foot tall,
103.64 square-foot ground sign associated with the dealership. It was the understanding of the
Board and Staff that the applicant has two options from Chrysler corporate, the proposed sign or
a 6’ x 6’ ground sign. After the public hearing was held, the Zoning Board passed a motion to
approve the sign as requested with the condition that all necessary building and/or trade permits
be obtained prior to installation and the applicant provide staff in writing the sign options
dictated by Chrysler.

81 Emerick Street — The owner of the property requested the consideration of the Zoning Board
in order to permit the re-utilization of an existing non-conforming sign pole to allow the
installation of a new sign box associated with a new auto body shop to be located at this location.
After the public hearing, the Zoning Board passed a motion to approve the requested variance
with the request with the condition that all necessary building and/or trade permits be obtained
prior to installation.

Committee Meetings

Re-Imagine Washtenaw — Since the resignation of Ms. Anya Dale, the Re-Imagine Washtenaw
Committee has yet to meet. At last update, the Committee is still awaiting a revision to the State
legislation in order to permit the expansion of a “Board” large enough so that all governing
bodies are property represented. The current legislation places a cap on the number of
representatives which does not permit four communities such as ours to form a properly
representative body.

Complete Streets — No meetings have taken place since my last report.
WATS Technical Committee — The July meeting was canceled due to a lack of agenda items.
Administrative Items:

The Development Team is currently scheduled to meet with LSL representatives on July 21% to
kick off our upcoming Master Plan Update. Once an appropriate timeline has been established
through this meeting, the timeline will be presented to the Planning Commission and Board in
order to authorize the sending of notice of our intent to all necessary parties including our
neighboring communities. I anticipate the entire master plan process taking 12-15 months to
complete. This process will include a number of public input sessions and possible the
utilization of committees. I will provide updates as we go.

Many large projects are coming to a close here in these summer months.

We have finished the golf course pro shop, complete with new structural
beams and built a larger storage room for the shop. They have been
operating in there since the 4" of July holiday weekend. There is a need for
some new carpeting which is probably best to wait until the next winter.
There were also some improvements made with regard to the water/ice issue
that occurred during the winter. The siding and back boards were replaced
as well as filling in the hole from the old window air conditioner unit.

The Camtronics cameras are installed and video is being collected by the
company. We are meeting on July 13 to begin the software work to get the
images here at the Civic Center/Police Station. The training of detectives
would be next. The potential to collect the video is there should something
occur however.

Honeywell is 95% complete with this phase of work. We anticipate all of
the jobs that they are working on to be complete by the end of August. They
are currently working on the temperature controls over in the Community
Center. The lighting rebate we have applied for from the DTE
“Yoursavings” plan, totals about $8,500 and we don’t anticipate any

problem when they do their audit yet this week. We will still be applying
for more rebates from DTE in the next week. This additional one would
cover the Main Fire Station and the Compost Site.

I met with a representative from our Worker Compensation company to go
over job duties as it relates to our employees with restrictions. It was a very
worthwhile time to try to get both placement and solid job assignments for
our field workers. Sometimes the insurance company doesn’t have the same
perspective when sitting in an office as when they are out in the field.

I met a resident out on site at his house that had been broken into by vandals.
He lives on Parkwood and backs up to the new field we had acquired from
the church in the tax sale. The next day I met with our roadside mower and
had him go in there and knock down a bunch of the tall weeds that these
vandals were using as cover for plotting their actions.

We continue to get requests from Condominium Associations to help reduce
their trash bills. As you may know, Condo owners are paying the same
millage for Environmental Services but are not getting the same service. For
the most part, we do not provide trash, recycling or yard waste pick up for
them. In addition there isn’t any brush pick up as well. We have had a
recent rash of requests to add recycling at some of these places. I met with
representatives of Waste Management and we have agreed to add a number
of these residents onto our pick up schedule. In the long run, this should
make for less trash pickup in these complexes from their private contractor.

I have made internet inquiries to Nixle.com and to Honeywell Inc. with
regard to communication with residents. I have filled out two questionnaires
on Nixle to get them to call me back and set up a meeting but to no avail.
Honeywell has a service called ““ Instant Alert” Plus for Municipalities. |
did meet with the Honeywell Representative and their program seems
expensive. What I am trying to explore is the possibility of getting better
lines of communication between the Township and our residents. I can best
relate it to the program that the County runs on various levels, including the
Sheriff’s department through Nixle. I am signed up with that program and
get alerts when some criminal activity occurs in my area. Furthermore, I am
on the notification list from the Office of Emergency Preparedness and get
weather alert notices. My thoughts are that [ would like to allow the
residents some opportunity to get any or all of these types of
communication. I could foresee this also extending to communice to certain



areas of our residents should some notice of our service be delayed. For
instance, if Waste Management had a truck breakdown and could not pick
up in certain neighborhoods, we could send out an alert to those residents to
leave their materials out and we will get it the next day. This
communication device could also send out other information as in voting
deadlines, etc. This system is similar in nature to the call/fan out that
schools have for snow days.

There has also been a lot of time over the past week spent on putting a draft
budget together for the 2012 year. We will certainly have some challenges
ahead, especially in the Environmental Services area , including the
Compost Site.

I also participated in the automated payroll training session conducted for
some of our supervisors. This system will certainly take some getting used
to. It may pose to be a bit too difficult for our seasonal staff that comes and
goes at various hours from various sites.

I met with some directors and the full-time officials to strategically plan out
our capital improvement plans as it relates to roads in the Township.

The Hydro Station continues to operate safely and continues to get routine

safety inspections and preventive maintenance. Operators had no call-ins for
the month.

Regulatory Update:

Nuisance Plant Survey- Annual survey to monitor Purple Loosestrife and Emersion
Water Milfoil throughout the lake was done last July. As part of the process, Purple
Loosestrife is removed by hand pulling from Township lands along the lake. Michael and
I worked with MDEQ and MDOT to release beetles to help control the Purple
Loosestrife. The release was done in May in North Bay.

Security Program is in the final stages of being updated. Operators are working on
addressing item in the assessment to improve security. This is a requirement of FERC.

Other:

The Hydro and IT Manager are looking into saving cost on communications. It may
possible to upgrade some of the equipment to YCUA and DTE to save on monthly
AT&T charges. This will likely take many months to complete.

Sargent Charles Dam and Tyler Dam

Each dam continues to get routine safety inspections and appropriate maintenance.

Tyler Dam - 5 year inspection. No major findings were found during the safety
inspection, however, the State inspector showed concern of the deteriorated sidewalks on

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INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT
FOR ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT

THIS INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT FOR ECONOMIC
DEVELOPMENT ("Agreement") is between the Wayne County Land Bank Corporation, a
public body corporate and politic and existing pursuant to Act 328 of 2003, Public Acts of
Michigan whose address is 400 Monroe, 5th Floor, Detroit, Michigan, 48226 ("Land Bank ") and
The Charter Township of Ypsilanti, Michigan a Michigan Charter Township whose address is
7200 S Huron River Drive, Ypsilanti, Michigan 48197 (the "Township™), and the Washtenaw
County Treasurer, Catherine McClary, (the "Treasurer"). Collectively Wayne County, the
Township and the Treasurer shall be referred to as the Parties.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, Kalitta Charters, L.L.C. ("Kalitta") proposes to invest capital and create new
jobs at its owned facilities located at 2830-2850 Tyler Road, Ypsilanti, Washtenaw County,
Michigan 48198 ("Kalitta Township Property™) and at 843 Willow Run Airport, Ypsilanti,
Wayne County, Michigan 48198 (Kalitta Airport Property™) (collectively, Kalitta Township
Property and Kalitta Airport Property are referred to as the "Kalitta Properties”) if Kalitta is
provided with TURBO Benefits, as defined in this Agreement, and if Kalitta is provided with
personal property tax exemptions at the Kalitta Township Property; and

WHEREAS, the Land Bank has developed and administers a program called
Transforming Underdeveloped Residential and Business Opportunities ("TURBO Program™)
which is intended to stimulate the development and/or complete rehabilitation of certain
qualified property owned by the Land Bank. The Land Bank has offered to provide TURBO

Benefits, as herein defined, to Kalitta under the terms and conditions of a TURBO Development

Agreement which is in the general form attached-to-this-Agreement-as-Exhibit-Areviewed and



approved by the Township and Treasurer which shall, among other conditions, require that

Kalitta invest capital and create new jobs at the Kalitta Properties; and

WHEREAS, the Township wishes_to support the Land Bank's efforts in the TURBO
Program to provide TURBO Benefits to Kalitta and by recognizing that the Kalitta Township
Property is located in Washtenaw County, that the Land Bank does not ordinarily acquire
property outside of Wayne County to encourage economic development, and that the Land Bank
requires the Township to enter into this Agreement to facilitate the providing of TURBO
Benefits to Kalitta at the Kalitta Properties;

WHEREAS, the Township has provided Kalitta a six (6) year personal property tax
exemption certificate for the Kalitta Township Property; and

WHEREAS, the Treasurer wishes to encourage the investment and job creation efforts of
Kalitta in Washtenaw County by supporting the efforts of the Township and of the Land Bank;
and

WHEREAS, the Parties wish to facilitate and encourage the new capital investment and
job creation at the Kalitta Properties by entering into this Agreement and the Parties
acknowledge that they; (i) have the legal authority to enter into this Agreement under applicable
Michigan law including but not limited to the Urban Cooperation Act, MCL 124.501 et seq.; the
Intergovernmental Transfer of Functions and Responsibilities Act, MCL 124.531 et seq.; the

Land Bank Fast Track Act, 2003 PA 258, MCL 124.751 to 124.774, and Section 78 of The

General Property Tax Act, 1893 PA 206, MCL 211.78 and, the Intergovernmental Contracts

between Municipal Corporations Act, MCL 124.1 et seq.; (ii) are entering into this Agreement

for the benefit of each other and their respective constituents for the purpose of encouraging



investment and employment by Kalitta and this Agreement is not intended to delegate any
particular governmental function of any Party to any other person or Party.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and mutual undertakings of the
Parties, it is agreed as follows:
1. PURPOSE

1.01 The purpose of this Agreement is to allow the Parties to work in a collaborative
effort to enhance the economic development of the communities surrounding the Kalitta
Properties, (including the Township; Wayne County, Michigan; and Washtenaw County
Michigan), by facilitating the corporate investment and new job opportunities proposed by
Kalitta.

2. CONSENTS AND DUTIES OF PARTIES

2.01 The Township and Treasurer consent to and shall not object to the Land Bank
utilizing its TURBO Program to provide real property tax benefits to Kalitta for the Kalitta
Township Property.

2.02 If Kalitta meets the requirements of the Land Bank under the TURBO Program,
the Land Bank shall use its best efforts to enter into an Agreement for Purchase and Sale in
which the Land Bank shall acquire title to the Kalitta Properties and in which Kalitta agrees to
perform services at the Kalitta Properties to render the Kalitta Properties "development ready".
Under the Land Bank Fast Track Act, Act 258 of 2003, Public Acts of Michigan, the Land Bank
may dispose of its Property and utilize its revenue for authorized expenditures to foster the

development of the Property and promote economic development. ~ As consideration for such

services and as part of the Agreement for Purchase and Sale, the Land Bank and Kalitta shall



enter into an Option Agreement in which Kalitta, upon the full performance of such services,
shall be permitted to have an option to purchase the Kalitta Properties.

2.02  Upon exercise of the Option under the Option Agreement by Kalitta, the Kalitta
Properties shall be sold to Kalitta from the Land Bank under the terms and conditions of athe
TURBO Development Agreement and the Parties acknowledge that upon such transfer, the Tax
Reverted Clean Title Act, Act 260 of 2003 (the "Act"), shall govern the future payment and
collection of taxes for the Kalitta Properties.

2.03  When the Kalitta Township Property is transferred from the Land Bank to Kalitta
under the terms and conditions of the TURBO Development Agreement the Parties agree that: (i)
the Kalitta Township Property will be exempt from the collection of ad valorem property taxes
for one year pursuant to Section 3 of the Act; and, (ii) the Township will collect real property
taxes from Kalitta attributable to the Kalitta Township Property from the 2nd through 6th year
after the date of such transfer as "Specific Taxes" under the Act, and pursuant to its duties under
applicable law, and the Township shall then distribute 50% of the "Specific Taxes" ("TURBO
Disbursement™) to the Land Bank whereupon the Land Bank will deliver the TURBO
Disbursement to Kalitta under the terms of the TURBO Development Agreement.

2.04 This Agreement is conditional upon Kalitta fulfilling its duties under the TURBO
Development Agreement which include but are not limited to the full and timely payment of all
real property taxes and the investment of capital as proposed by Kalitta in the Kalitta Properties.

2.05 The Parties will share information regarding developments on the Kalitta
Properties in a good faith and cooperative effort to meet the intent of this Agreement.

2.06 The Treasurer consents to the delivery of the TURBO Disbursement to the Land

Bank by the Township under this Agreement and under the TURBO Development Agreement




3. TERM OF CONTRACT

3.01 This Agreement shall not be effective until the date that it is fully executed by the
Parties (the "Effective Date"). This Agreement shall terminate upon the earlier of: (i) six (6)
years from the Effective Date; (ii) the termination of the TURBO Development Agreement; (iii)
termination of the Letter of Agreement between the Detroit Region Aerotropolis Development
Corporation and Kalitta ; (iv) termination as allowed in this Agreement; or (v) at the time at

which the Parties agree through a written document to terminate this Agreement.

4. MUTUAL COVENANTS

4.01 The Parties agree to work in a cooperative arrangement to implement the
Agreement in a good faith effort to encourage capital investment and job creation by Kalitta.

4.02 The Parties agree to enter into any and all necessary agreements they may
mutually determine is necessary to effectuate this Agreement.

o. TERMINATION

5.01 The Parties agree that either Party may terminate this Agreement with thirty days
written notice to the individual indicated in Section 16.01.

5.02 If there is a material breach of this Agreement by either Party prior to completion,
the party not in breach shall have the right to terminate this Agreement and shall be entitled to
any and all remedies allowed by law or this Agreement.

5.03 Termination for a material breach of this Agreement shall only occur by certified
letter from the either Party's designated representative, by the method and manner indicated in

Section 16 of this Agreement.



5.04 Termination By Wayne County Commission. The Township and Treasurer
acknowledge the right of the Wayne County Commission by a two-thirds vote, under
circumstances in which the County's Chief Executive Officer is required by the Michigan
Standards of Conduct and Ethics Act, MCLA 8§15.341 et seq., to recuse himself or herself from
acting on a contract, to terminate this Agreement for (a) an egregious breach of the terms and
conditions hereof or (b) a violation of the ethics and anti-kickback provisions of Article 12 of
Chapter 120 of the Wayne County Code.

6. ADMINISTRATION

6.01 Each Party must inform the other Party as soon as the following types of
conditions become known:
A. Probable delays or adverse conditions which do or may materially prevent the
meeting of the objectives of this Agreement; and
B. Favorable developments or events which enable meeting time schedules or goals
sooner than anticipated.
C. Any changes or modifications in appropriations and funding related to this

Agreement.

7. RECORDS - ACCESS

7.01 Each Party must maintain complete books, ledgers, journals, accounts, or records
in the manner proscribed in each Party's charter. Each Party must keep the records according to
generally accepted accounting practices and must maintain all records for a minimum of 7 years

after termination of this Agreement.



8. RELATIONSHIP OF PARTIES

8.01 The Parties are independent governmental entities. No liability or benefits, such
as workers' compensation, pension rights, or insurance rights, arising out of, or related to a
contract for hire or employer/employee relationship accrues to either Party or either Party's
agent, subcontractor or employee as a result of this Agreement. No relationship, other than that
of independent contractor will be implied between the Parties, or either Party's agent, employee,
or subcontractor.
9. INSURANCE

9.01 The Parties acknowledge that they are governmental entities. Each Party shall either
be self insured or at its own expense and discretion, secure any necessary insurance policies

regarding the nature of this Agreement.

10. HOLD HARMLESS

10.01 To the extent allowed by law, the Parties agree and understand that each Party
shall hold the other Party harmless against, and from any and all liabilities, obligations, damages,
penalties, claims, costs, charges and expenses (including, without limitation, fees and expenses
of attorneys, expert witnesses and other consultants) which may be imposed upon, incurred by or
asserted against the other party when it is determined that any of the following occurring during
the term of this Agreement:

A. Any negligent or tortious act, error, or omission held in a court of competent
jurisdiction to be attributable, in whole to the one Party, or any of its personnel,
employees, consultants, agents, assigns or any entities associated, affiliated,
(directly or indirectly) or subsidiary to the Party now existing, or to be created,

their agents and employees for whose acts any of them might be liable.



B. Any failure by the Party, or any of its employees to perform its obligations under

this Agreement.

C. Any personal injury incurred by any invitees, trespassers, licensees, agents or

consultants of the Party.

10.02 The Parties shall not be liable for any personal injury incurred by the employee(s),
agents or consultants of any Party while working with any Party on this Agreement, unless it is
found in a court of competent jurisdiction to be directly attributable to the gross negligence of the
other Party, or any employee of the said Party acting within the scope of their employment.

10.03 This hold harmless provision applies without regards to whether the claim,
damage, liability or expense is based on breach of contract, a breach of any representations made
by the said Party, negligence, strict liability, or other tort. This hold harmless provision survives
termination of this Agreement.

10.04 This hold harmless provision must not be construed as a waiver of any
governmental immunity by any Party or their agencies, or employees, as provided by statute or
modified by court decisions.

11. LIABILITY

11.01 The Parties shall not be responsible for, payment of any debt service, lien, or
encumbrance, including, but not limited to, mortgage, promissory note, land contract, or other
obligation, incurred prior to the signing of this Agreement or as a result of any collaborative
effort identified in this Agreement.

11.02 This Agreement is not intended to create beneficial rights in any third party. This

Agreement is entered into for the sole benefit of the Parties.



12. ASSIGNMENT

12.01 No Party may assign this Agreement, or any part, without the other Party's prior
written approval.

13. COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS

13.01 The Parties must comply with and must require its employees to comply with all
applicable laws and regulations relating to the performance of any duties under this Agreement.

14.  AMENDMENTS

14.01 The Parties agree and acknowledge the performance of the duties herein shall be
done in a collaborative effort.

14.02 No amendment to this Agreement is effective unless it references this
Agreement, is written, is signed and acknowledged by duly authorized representatives of the
Parties.

15. NONDISCRIMINATION PRACTICES

15.01 Neither party shall engage in any discriminatory practices and both parties agree
to abide by all applicable laws, rules and regulations protecting individual rights, including but
not limited to the following:

1. Titles VI and VII of the Civil Rights Act (42 U.S.C. 882000d et. seq.) and the
United States Department of Justice Regulations (28 C.F.R. Part 42) issued
pursuant to those Titles.

2. The Age Discrimination Act of 1985 (42 U.S.C. §6101-07).

2. Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 (29 U.S.C. §794).

3. The Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C. 812101 et. seq.) and its

associated regulations.
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4. The Michigan Civil Rights Act (P.A. 1976 No. 453) and the Michigan
Handicappers Civil Rights Act (P.A. 1976 No. 220).
5. The Equal Contracting Opportunity Ordinance of the County of Wayne, No. 93-
738.
16. NOTICES

17.01 No failure by a party to insist upon the strict performance of any term of this
Agreement or to exercise any term after a breach constitutes a waiver of any breach of term. No
waiver of any breach affects or alters this Agreement, but every term of this Agreement remains
effective with respect to any other when existing or subsequent breach.

18. SEVERABILITY OF PROVISIONS

18.01 If any provision of this Agreement or the application to any person or
circumstance is, to any extent, judicially determined to be invalid or unenforceable, the
remainder of the Agreement, or the application of the provision to persons or circumstances
other than those as to which it is invalid or unenforceable, is not affected and is enforceable.

19. MERGER CLAUSE

19.01 This document-nectuding-exhibis-and-appendices; contains the entire agreement

between the Parties and all prior negotiations and agreements are merged in this document.
Neither party has made any representations except those expressly set forth. No rights or

remedies are, or will be acquired by the Parties by implication or otherwise unless set forth.

Each party will not commence any
action against the other because of any matter arising out of this Agreement, in any courts other
than those in the County of Wayne, State of Michigan unless original jurisdiction is in the United
States District Court for the Eastern District of Michigan, Southern Division, the Court of
Claims, the Michigan Supreme Court or the Michigan Court of Appeals.

21. MISCELLANEQOUS

21.01 This Agreement must not be construed as a waiver of any governmental immunity
by Party, its agencies, or employees, has as provided by statute or modified by court decisions.

21.02 All the provisions of this Agreement are "covenants” and "conditions™ as though
the words specifically expressing or imparting covenants and conditions are used in each

provision.

DEVELOPMENT ("Agreement") is between the Wayne County Land Bank Corporation, a
public body corporate and politic and existing pursuant to Act 328 of 2003, Public Acts of
Michigan whose address is 400 Monroe, 5th Floor, Detroit, Michigan, 48226 ("Land Bank ") and
The Charter Township of Ypsilanti, Michigan a Michigan Charter Township whose address is
7200 S Huron River Drive, Ypsilanti, Michigan 48197 (the "Township™), and the Washtenaw
County Treasurer, Catherine McClary, (the "Treasurer"). Collectively Wayne County, the
Township and the Treasurer shall be referred to as the Parties.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, Kalitta Charters, L.L.C. ("Kalitta") proposes to invest capital and create new
jobs at its owned facilities located at 2830-2850 Tyler Road, Ypsilanti, Washtenaw County,
Michigan 48198 ("Kalitta Township Property™) and at 843 Willow Run Airport, Ypsilanti,
Wayne County, Michigan 48198 (Kalitta Airport Property™) (collectively, Kalitta Township
Property and Kalitta Airport Property are referred to as the "Kalitta Properties”) if Kalitta is
provided with TURBO Benefits, as defined in this Agreement, and if Kalitta is provided with
personal property tax exemptions at the Kalitta Township Property; and

WHEREAS, the Land Bank has developed and administers a program called
Transforming Underdeveloped Residential and Business Opportunities ("TURBO Program™)
which is intended to stimulate the development and/or complete rehabilitation of certain
qualified property owned by the Land Bank. The Land Bank has offered to provide TURBO
Benefits, as herein defined, to Kalitta under the terms and conditions of a TURBO Development

Agreement which is in the general form reviewed and approved by the Township and Treasurer



which shall, among other conditions, require that Kalitta invest capital and create new jobs at the
Kalitta Properties; and

WHEREAS, the Township wishes to support the Land Bank's efforts in the TURBO
Program to provide TURBO Benefits to Kalitta and by recognizing that the Kalitta Township
Property is located in Washtenaw County, that the Land Bank does not ordinarily acquire
property outside of Wayne County to encourage economic development, and that the Land Bank
requires the Township to enter into this Agreement to facilitate the providing of TURBO
Benefits to Kalitta at the Kalitta Properties;

WHEREAS, the Township has provided Kalitta a six (6) year personal property tax
exemption certificate for the Kalitta Township Property; and

WHEREAS, the Treasurer wishes to encourage the investment and job creation efforts of
Kalitta in Washtenaw County by supporting the efforts of the Township and of the Land Bank;
and

WHEREAS, the Parties wish to facilitate and encourage the new capital investment and
job creation at the Kalitta Properties by entering into this Agreement and the Parties
acknowledge that they; (i) have the legal authority to enter into this Agreement under applicable
Michigan law including but not limited to the Urban Cooperation Act, MCL 124.501 et seq.; the
Intergovernmental Transfer of Functions and Responsibilities Act, MCL 124.531 et seq.; the
Land Bank Fast Track Act, 2003 PA 258, MCL 124.751 to 124.774, and Section 78 of The
General Property Tax Act, 1893 PA 206, MCL 211.78 and, the Intergovernmental Contracts
between Municipal Corporations Act, MCL 124.1 et seq.; (ii) are entering into this Agreement

for the benefit of each other and their respective constituents for the purpose of encouraging



investment and employment by Kalitta and this Agreement is not intended to delegate any
particular governmental function of any Party to any other person or Party.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and mutual undertakings of the
Parties, it is agreed as follows:
1. PURPOSE

1.01 The purpose of this Agreement is to allow the Parties to work in a collaborative
effort to enhance the economic development of the communities surrounding the Kalitta
Properties, (including the Township; Wayne County, Michigan; and Washtenaw County
Michigan), by facilitating the corporate investment and new job opportunities proposed by
Kalitta.

2. CONSENTS AND DUTIES OF PARTIES

2.01 The Township and Treasurer consent to and shall not object to the Land Bank
utilizing its TURBO Program to provide real property tax benefits to Kalitta for the Kalitta
Township Property.

2.02 If Kalitta meets the requirements of the Land Bank under the TURBO Program,
the Land Bank shall use its best efforts to enter into an Agreement for Purchase and Sale in
which the Land Bank shall acquire title to the Kalitta Properties and in which Kalitta agrees to
perform services at the Kalitta Properties to render the Kalitta Properties "development ready".
Under the Land Bank Fast Track Act, Act 258 of 2003, Public Acts of Michigan, the Land Bank
may dispose of its Property and utilize its revenue for authorized expenditures to foster the

development of the Property and promote economic development. ~ As consideration for such

services and as part of the Agreement for Purchase and Sale, the Land Bank and Kalitta shall



enter into an Option Agreement in which Kalitta, upon the full performance of such services,
shall be permitted to have an option to purchase the Kalitta Properties.

2.02  Upon exercise of the Option under the Option Agreement by Kalitta, the Kalitta
Properties shall be sold to Kalitta from the Land Bank under the terms and conditions of the
TURBO Development Agreement and the Parties acknowledge that upon such transfer, the Tax
Reverted Clean Title Act, Act 260 of 2003 (the "Act"), shall govern the future payment and
collection of taxes for the Kalitta Properties.

2.03  When the Kalitta Township Property is transferred from the Land Bank to Kalitta
under the terms and conditions of the TURBO Development Agreement the Parties agree that: (i)
the Kalitta Township Property will be exempt from the collection of ad valorem property taxes
for one year pursuant to Section 3 of the Act; and, (ii) the Township will collect real property
taxes from Kalitta attributable to the Kalitta Township Property from the 2nd through 6th year
after the date of such transfer as "Specific Taxes" under the Act, and pursuant to its duties under
applicable law, and the Township shall then distribute 50% of the "Specific Taxes" ("TURBO
Disbursement™) to the Land Bank whereupon the Land Bank will deliver the TURBO
Disbursement to Kalitta under the terms of the TURBO Development Agreement.

2.04 This Agreement is conditional upon Kalitta fulfilling its duties under the TURBO
Development Agreement which include but are not limited to the full and timely payment of all
real property taxes and the investment of capital as proposed by Kalitta in the Kalitta Properties.

2.05 The Parties will share information regarding developments on the Kalitta
Properties in a good faith and cooperative effort to meet the intent of this Agreement.

2.06 The Treasurer consents to the delivery of the TURBO Disbursement to the Land

Bank by the Township under this Agreement and under the TURBO Development Agreement.



3. TERM OF CONTRACT

3.01 This Agreement shall not be effective until the date that it is fully executed by the
Parties (the "Effective Date"). This Agreement shall terminate upon the earlier of: (i) six (6)
years from the Effective Date; (ii) the termination of the TURBO Development Agreement; (iii)
termination of the Letter of Agreement between the Detroit Region Aerotropolis Development
Corporation and Kalitta ; (iv) termination as allowed in this Agreement; or (v) at the time at

which the Parties agree through a written document to terminate this Agreement.

4. MUTUAL COVENANTS

4.01 The Parties agree to work in a cooperative arrangement to implement the
Agreement in a good faith effort to encourage capital investment and job creation by Kalitta.

4.02 The Parties agree to enter into any and all necessary agreements they may
mutually determine is necessary to effectuate this Agreement.

S. TERMINATION

5.01 The Parties agree that either Party may terminate this Agreement with thirty days
written notice to the individual indicated in Section 16.01.

5.02 If there is a material breach of this Agreement by either Party prior to completion,
the party not in breach shall have the right to terminate this Agreement and shall be entitled to
any and all remedies allowed by law or this Agreement.

5.03 Termination for a material breach of this Agreement shall only occur by certified
letter from the either Party's designated representative, by the method and manner indicated in
Section 16 of this Agreement.

5.04 Termination By Wayne County Commission. The Township and Treasurer

acknowledge the right of the Wayne County Commission by a two-thirds vote, under



circumstances in which the County's Chief Executive Officer is required by the Michigan
Standards of Conduct and Ethics Act, MCLA 8§15.341 et seq., to recuse himself or herself from
acting on a contract, to terminate this Agreement for (a) an egregious breach of the terms and
conditions hereof or (b) a violation of the ethics and anti-kickback provisions of Article 12 of
Chapter 120 of the Wayne County Code.

6. ADMINISTRATION

6.01 Each Party must inform the other Party as soon as the following types of
conditions become known:
A. Probable delays or adverse conditions which do or may materially prevent the
meeting of the objectives of this Agreement; and
B. Favorable developments or events which enable meeting time schedules or goals
sooner than anticipated.
C. Any changes or modifications in appropriations and funding related to this

Agreement.

7. RECORDS - ACCESS

7.01 Each Party must maintain complete books, ledgers, journals, accounts, or records
in the manner proscribed in each Party's charter. Each Party must keep the records according to
generally accepted accounting practices and must maintain all records for a minimum of 7 years

after termination of this Agreement.



8. RELATIONSHIP OF PARTIES

8.01 The Parties are independent governmental entities. No liability or benefits, such
as workers' compensation, pension rights, or insurance rights, arising out of, or related to a
contract for hire or employer/employee relationship accrues to either Party or either Party's
agent, subcontractor or employee as a result of this Agreement. No relationship, other than that
of independent contractor will be implied between the Parties, or either Party's agent, employee,
or subcontractor.
9. INSURANCE

9.01 The Parties acknowledge that they are governmental entities. Each Party shall either
be self insured or at its own expense and discretion, secure any necessary insurance policies

regarding the nature of this Agreement.

10. HOLD HARMLESS

10.01 To the extent allowed by law, the Parties agree and understand that each Party
shall hold the other Party harmless against, and from any and all liabilities, obligations, damages,
penalties, claims, costs, charges and expenses (including, without limitation, fees and expenses
of attorneys, expert witnesses and other consultants) which may be imposed upon, incurred by or
asserted against the other party when it is determined that any of the following occurring during
the term of this Agreement:

A. Any negligent or tortious act, error, or omission held in a court of competent
jurisdiction to be attributable, in whole to the one Party, or any of its personnel,
employees, consultants, agents, assigns or any entities associated, affiliated,
(directly or indirectly) or subsidiary to the Party now existing, or to be created,

their agents and employees for whose acts any of them might be liable.



B. Any failure by the Party, or any of its employees to perform its obligations under

this Agreement.

C. Any personal injury incurred by any invitees, trespassers, licensees, agents or

consultants of the Party.

10.02 The Parties shall not be liable for any personal injury incurred by the employee(s),
agents or consultants of any Party while working with any Party on this Agreement, unless it is
found in a court of competent jurisdiction to be directly attributable to the gross negligence of the
other Party, or any employee of the said Party acting within the scope of their employment.

10.03 This hold harmless provision applies without regards to whether the claim,
damage, liability or expense is based on breach of contract, a breach of any representations made
by the said Party, negligence, strict liability, or other tort. This hold harmless provision survives
termination of this Agreement.

10.04 This hold harmless provision must not be construed as a waiver of any
governmental immunity by any Party or their agencies, or employees, as provided by statute or
modified by court decisions.

11. LIABILITY

11.01 The Parties shall not be responsible for, payment of any debt service, lien, or
encumbrance, including, but not limited to, mortgage, promissory note, land contract, or other
obligation, incurred prior to the signing of this Agreement or as a result of any collaborative
effort identified in this Agreement.

11.02 This Agreement is not intended to create beneficial rights in any third party. This

Agreement is entered into for the sole benefit of the Parties.



12. ASSIGNMENT

12.01 No Party may assign this Agreement, or any part, without the other Party's prior
written approval.

13. COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS

13.01 The Parties must comply with and must require its employees to comply with all
applicable laws and regulations relating to the performance of any duties under this Agreement.

14.  AMENDMENTS

14.01 The Parties agree and acknowledge the performance of the duties herein shall be
done in a collaborative effort.

14.02 No amendment to this Agreement is effective unless it references this
Agreement, is written, is signed and acknowledged by duly authorized representatives of the
Parties.

15. NONDISCRIMINATION PRACTICES

15.01 Neither party shall engage in any discriminatory practices and both parties agree
to abide by all applicable laws, rules and regulations protecting individual rights, including but
not limited to the following:

1. Titles VI and VII of the Civil Rights Act (42 U.S.C. 882000d et. seq.) and the
United States Department of Justice Regulations (28 C.F.R. Part 42) issued
pursuant to those Titles.

2. The Age Discrimination Act of 1985 (42 U.S.C. §6101-07).

2. Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 (29 U.S.C. §794).

3. The Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C. 812101 et. seq.) and its

associated regulations.
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4. The Michigan Civil Rights Act (P.A. 1976 No. 453) and the Michigan
Handicappers Civil Rights Act (P.A. 1976 No. 220).
5. The Equal Contracting Opportunity Ordinance of the County of Wayne, No. 93-
738.

17.01 No failure by a party to insist upon the strict performance of any term of this
Agreement or to exercise any term after a breach constitutes a waiver of any breach of term. No
waiver of any breach affects or alters this Agreement, but every term of this Agreement remains
effective with respect to any other when existing or subsequent breach.

18. SEVERABILITY OF PROVISIONS

18.01 If any provision of this Agreement or the application to any person or
circumstance is, to any extent, judicially determined to be invalid or unenforceable, the
remainder of the Agreement, or the application of the provision to persons or circumstances
other than those as to which it is invalid or unenforceable, is not affected and is enforceable.

19. MERGER CLAUSE

19.01 This document contains the entire agreement between the Parties and all prior
negotiations and agreements are merged in this document. Neither party has made any
representations except those expressly set forth. No rights or remedies are, or will be acquired

by the Parties by implication or otherwise unless set forth.
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20. JURISDICTION AND LAW

20.01 This Agreement, and all actions arising from it, must be governed by, subject to,
and construed according to the law of the State of Michigan. Each party consents to the personal
jurisdiction of any competent court outside of Wayne County, Michigan, for any action arising
out of this Agreement. Service of process at the address and in the manner, specified in this
Agreement will be sufficient to put each party on notice. Each party will not commence any
action against the other because of any matter arising out of this Agreement, in any courts other
than those in the County of Wayne, State of Michigan unless original jurisdiction is in the United
States District Court for the Eastern District of Michigan, Southern Division, the Court of
Claims, the Michigan Supreme Court or the Michigan Court of Appeals.

21. MISCELLANEQOUS

21.01 This Agreement must not be construed as a waiver of any governmental immunity
by Party, its agencies, or employees, has as provided by statute or modified by court decisions.

21.02 All the provisions of this Agreement are "covenants" and "conditions™ as though
the words specifically expressing or imparting covenants and conditions are used in each
provision.

Ordinance to Confirm the Establishment of a
Planning Commission with Zoning Authority (Annotated)

AN ORDINANCE TO CONFIRM THE ESTABLISHMENT UNDER THE
MICHIGAN PLANNING ENABLING ACT, PUBLIC ACT 33 OF 2008, MCL
125.3801, ET SEQ., OF THE CHARTER TOWNSHIP OF YPSILANTI
PLANNING COMMISSION; PROVIDE FOR THE COMPOSITION OF THAT
PLANNING COMMISSION; PROVIDE FOR THE POWERS, DUTIES AND
LIMITATIONS OF THAT PLANNING COMMISSION; AND REPEAL ANY
ORDINANCE OR PARTS OF ORDINANCES OR RESOLUTIONS IN CONFLICT
WITH THIS ORDINANCE.

THE CHARTER TOWNSHIP OF YPSILANTI, WASTHENAW COUNTY,
MICHIGAN, HEREBY ORDAINS:

SECTION | - SCOPE, PURPOSE AND INTENT

This ordinance is adopted pursuant to the authority granted the Charter
Township of Ypsilanti Board (hereinafter Township Board) under the Michigan
Planning Enabling Act, Public Act 33 of 2008, MCL 125.3801, et seq., and the
Michigan Zoning Enabling Act, Public Act 110 of 2006, MCL 125.3101, et seq., to
establish a planning commission with the powers, duties and limitations provided
by those Acts and subject to the terms and conditions of this ordinance and any
future amendments to this ordinance.

The purpose of this ordinance is to provide that the Township Board shall
hereby confirm the establishment under the Michigan Planning Enabling Act,
Public Act 33 of 2008, MCL 125.3801, et seq., of the Charter Township of
Ypsilanti Planning Commission formerly established under the Township
Planning Act, Public Act 168 of 1959, MCL 125.321, et seq., to establish the
appointments, terms, and membership of the Planning Commission; to identify
the officers and the minimum number of meetings per year of the Planning
Commission; and to prescribe the authority, powers and duties of the Planning
Commission.

SECTION Il - ESTABLISHMENT

The Township Board hereby confirms the establishment under the Michigan
Planning Enabling Act, Public Act 33 of 2008, MCL 125.3801, et seq., of the
Ypsilanti Township Planning Commission (hereinafter Planning Commission)
formerly established under the Township Planning Act, Public Act 168 of 1959,
MCL 125.321, et seq., The Planning Commission shall have 7 members.
Members of the Planning Commission as of the effective date of this Ordinance
shall, except for an ex officio member whose remaining term on the Planning
Commission shall be limited to his or her term on the Township Board, continue
to serve for the remainder of their existing terms so long as they continue to meet
all of the eligibility requirements for Planning Commission membership set forth
within the Michigan Planning Enabling Act, Public Act 33 of 2008, MCL 125.3801,
et seq.

SECTION Il - APPOINTMENTS AND TERMS

Subject to approval by a majority vote of the elected and serving members of the
Township Board, the Township Supervisor shall appoint all members of the
Planning Commission, including one member of the Township Board who shall
serve as an ex officio member with full voting rights. The Planning Commission
members, other than the ex officio member, shall serve for terms of three (3)
years each. The ex officio member’s term shall expire with his or her term on the
Township Board. A Planning Commission member shall hold office until his or
her successor is appointed. A vacancy shall be filled by appointment to the
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unexpired term in the same manner as the original appointment. Other than the
ex officio member, no other elected officer or employee of the Township is
eligible to be a member of the Planning Commission.

Planning Commission members shall be qualified electors of the Township,
except that one Planning Commission member may be an individual who is not a
gualified elector of the Township. The membership of the Planning Commission
shall be representative of important segments of the community, such as the
economic, governmental, educational, and social development of the Township,
in accordance with the major interests as they exist in the Township, such as
agriculture, natural resources, recreation, education, public health, government,
transportation, industry, and commerce. The membership shall also be
representative of the entire geography of the Township to the extent practicable.

SECTION IV - REMOVAL

The Township Board may remove a member of the Planning Commission for
misfeasance, malfeasance, or nonfeasance in office upon written charges and
after a public hearing.

SECTION V - CONFLICT OF INTEREST

The Planning Commission shall in its Bylaws provide rules regarding what
constitutes a conflict of interest.

SECTION VI - COMPENSATION

The Planning Commission members may be compensated for their services as
provided by Township Board resolution. The Planning Commission may adopt
bylaws relative to compensation and expenses of its members for travel when
engaged in the performance of activities authorized by the township board,
including, but not limited to, attendance at conferences, workshops, educational
and training programs and meetings.

SECTION VII - OFFICERS AND COMMITTEES

The Planning Commission shall elect a chairperson and a secretary from its
members, and may create and fill other offices as it considers advisable. An ex
officio member of the Planning Commission is not eligible to serve as
chairperson. The term of each office shall be 1 year, with opportunity for
reelection as specified in the Planning Commission Bylaws.

The Planning Commission may also appoint advisory committees whose
members are not members of the Planning Commission.

SECTION VIl - BYLAWS, MEETINGS AND RECORDS
The Planning Commission shall adopt Bylaws for the transaction of business.

The Planning Commission shall hold at least four (4) regular meetings each year,
and shall by resolution determine the time and place of the meetings.

Unless otherwise provided in the Planning Commission’s Bylaws, a special
meeting of the Planning Commission may be called by the chairperson or by two
(2) other members, upon written request to the secretary. Unless the Bylaws
otherwise provide, the secretary shall send written notice of a special meeting to
Planning Commission members at least forty-eight (48) hours before the
meeting.

The business that the Planning Commission may perform shall be conducted at a
public meeting held in compliance with the Open Meetings Act, Public Act 267 of
1976, MCL 815.261, et seq.

The Planning Commission shall keep a public record of its resolutions,
transactions, findings, and determinations. A writing prepared, owned, used, in
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the possession of, or retained by the Planning Commission in the performance of
an official function shall be made available to the public in compliance with the
Freedom of Information Act, Public Act 442 of 1976, MCL 815.231, et seq.

SECTION IX - ANNUAL REPORT

The Planning Commission shall make an annual written report to the township
board concerning its operations and the status of the planning activities, including
recommendations regarding actions by the Township Board related to planning
and development.

SECTION X - AUTHORITY TO MAKE MASTER PLAN

Under the authority of the Michigan Planning Enabling Act, Public Act 33 of 2008,
MCL 8125.3801, et seq., and other applicable planning statutes, the Planning
Commission shall make a Master Plan as a guide for development within the
Township’s planning jurisdiction. The procedure for adoption or amendment of a
Master Plan shall be as prescribed in Article Il of the Act, MCL 8125.3831
through 8125.3851.

Final authority to approve a Master Plan or any amendments thereto shall rest
with the Township Board after recommendation of the Planning Commission in
accordance with the Act. The Township Board shall pass a resolution in
accordance with MCL 8125.3843(3) asserting its right to approve or reject a
master plan.

Unless rescinded by the Township, any plan adopted or amended under the
Township Planning Act, Public Act 168 of 1959, MCL 8125.321, et seq., need not
be readopted under the Michigan Planning Enabling Act, Public Act 33 of 2008,
MCL 8125.3801, et seq.

SECTION XI - ZONING POWERS

The Township Board hereby confirms the transfer of all powers, duties, and
responsibilities provided for Zoning Boards or Zoning Commissions by the former
Township Zoning Act, Public Act 184 of 1943, MCL 125.271, et seq.; the
Michigan Zoning Enabling Act, Public Act 110 of 2006, MCL 125.3101, et seq.; or
other applicable zoning statutes to the Charter Township of Ypsilanti Planning
Commission formerly established under the Township Planning Act, Public Act
168 of 1959, MCL 125.321, et seq.

Any existing Zoning Ordinance shall remain in full force and effect except as
otherwise amended or repealed by the Township Board.

SECTION XII - SUBDIVISION AND LAND DIVISION RECOMMENDATIONS

The Planning Commission may recommend to the Township Board provisions of
an ordinance or rules governing the subdivision of land. Before recommending
such an ordinance or rule, the Planning Commission shall hold a public hearing
on the proposed ordinance or rule. The Planning Commission shall give notice
of the time and place of the public hearing not less than fifteen (15) days before
the hearing by publication in a newspaper of general circulation within the
Township.

The Planning Commission shall review and make recommendation on a
proposed plat before action thereon by the Township Board under the Land
Division Act, Public Act 288 of 1967, MCL 8560.101, et seq. The Planning
Commission shall recommend approval, approval with conditions, or disapproval
of a plat within sixty-three (63) days after the plat is submitted to the Planning
Commission unless the plat proprietor waives this requirement and consents to
an extension of the sixty-three (63) day period. Before making its
recommendation, the Planning Commission shall hold a public hearing on the
proposed plat. A plat submitted to the Planning Commission shall contain the
name and address of the proprietor or other person to whom notice of a hearing
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shall be sent. Not less than fifteen (15) days before the date of the hearing,
notice of the date, time and place of the hearing shall be sent to that person at
that address by mail and shall be published in a newspaper of general circulation
in the Township. Similar notice shall be mailed to the owners of land immediately
adjoining the proposed platted land.

SECTION XIIl = SEVERABILITY

The provisions of this ordinance are hereby declared to be severable, and if any
part is declared invalid for any reason by a court of competent jurisdiction, it shall
not affect the remainder of the ordinance, which shall continue in full force and
effect.

SECTION XIV - REPEAL

All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances in conflict with this Ordinance are hereby
repealed. The Resolution or Ordinance establishing the Charter Township of
Ypsilanti Planning Commission under the Township Planning Act, Public Act 168
of 1959, MCL 125.321, et seq., is/are, hereby repealed and replaced by this
Ordinance.

SECTION XV - APPROVAL, RATIFICATION, AND RECONFIRMATION.

All official actions taken by The Charter Township of Ypsilanti Board of Trustees
and/or its Planning Commission preceding the Commission created by this
Ordinance are hereby approved, ratified, and reconfirmed. Any project, review,
or process taking place at the effective date of this Ordinance shall continue with
the Planning Commission created by this Ordinance, subject to the requirements
of this Ordinance, and shall be deemed a continuation of any such previous
project, review or process. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from
and after its adoption and publication.

SECTION XVI - PUBLICATION AND EFFECTIVE DATE.

The Township Clerk shall cause this Ordinance to be published in the manner
required by law. This Ordinance shall be effective as of the date of final
publication of the Ordinance.

the Local Unit AND THE LOCAL UNIT WILL PAY TO THE AUTHORITY PURSUANT TO THE
CONTRACT THE SUMS NECESSARY TO RETIRE THE PRINCIPAL OF AND INTEREST ON SAID
BONDS.

LOCAL UNIT’S CONTRACT OBLIGATIONS

It is presently contemplated that the bonds will be in the principal amount of not to exceed $3,500,000,
will mature serially over a period of not to exceed twenty-five (25) years, and will bear interest at the rate or rates
to be determined at the time of sale to the Michigan Finance Authority but in no event to exceed two and one-half
percent (2.5%) per annum on the balance of the bonds from time to time remaining unpaid. The Contract includes
the Local Unit’s pledge of its limited tax full faith and credit for the prompt and timely payment of the Local
Unit’s obligations as expressed in the Contract. THE LOCAL UNIT WILL BE REQUIRED TO LEVY AD

FUNDS FOR THAT PURPOSE ARE NOT AVAILABLE. IT IS THE PRESENT INTENT OF THE LOCAL
UNIT TO USE THE REVENUES FROM THE TOWNSHIP DIVISION OF THE AUTHORITY’S SYSTEM TO
MAKE THE PAYMENTS REQUIRED TO PAY PRINCIPAL OF AND INTEREST ON THE BONDS.

RIGHT OF REFERENDUM

The Contract will become effective and binding upon the Local Unit without vote of the electors as
permitted by law unless a petition requesting an election on the question of the Local Unit entering into the
Contract, signed by not less than 10% of the registered electors of the Local Unit, is filed with the Township
Clerk within forty-five (45) days after publication of this notice. If such petition is filed, the Contract cannot
become effective without an approving vote of a majority of electors of the Local Unit qualified to vote and
voting on the question. The Contract is on file at the office of the Township Clerk.

"Urban County"”

Community Development Block Grant & Home Investment Partnership Programs

THIS AGREEMENT made and entered into this 21% day of June 2011 by and between
the Charter Township of Ypsilanti, State of Michigan hereinafter referred to as the
"Community", and the County of Washtenaw, a Michigan Constitutional Corporation, State

of Michigan, hereinafter referred to as the "County™:

WHEREAS, the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 as amended
provides an entitlement of funds for Community Development purposes for urban counties; and

WHEREAS, Washtenaw County has been designated as an Urban County provided that
it secures Cooperation Agreements with various communities in Washtenaw County; and

WHEREAS, this agreement covers both the Community Development Block Grant
Entitlement Program and, where applicable, the HFOME Investment Partnership program; and

NOW THEREFORE, the Community and County do hereby promise and agree:

THAT the Community may not apply for grants fiom appropriations under Small Cities
or State CDBG programs for fiscal years during the period in which it is participating in the
urban county's CDBG program; and

THAT the Community may not participate in a HOME consortium except through the
urban county, regardless of whether the urban county receives a HOME formula allocation; and,

THAT the County shall have final responsibility for selecting Community Development
Block Grant (and HOME, where applicable) activities and annually filing a Consolidated Plan
with HUD;

THAT the County will, on behalf of the Community, execute essential Community
Development and Housing Assistance applications, plans, programs and projects eligible under
the Housing and Development Act of 1974 as amended; and

THAT the Community and the County will cooperate to undertake, or assist in -
undertaking, community renewal and lower income housing assistance activities, specifically
urban renewal and publicly assisted housing; and



THAT the Community and the County will take all actions necessary to assure
compliance with the County's certification requited by Section ~104(b) of Title I of the Housing
and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended, including Title VI of the Civil Rights
Act of 1964, the Fair Housing Act, Section 109 of Title I of the Housing and Community
Development Act of 1974, and other applicable laws; that the County is prohibited from funding
activities in or in support of any community that does not affirmatively further fair housing
within its own jurisdiction, or that impedes the County's action to comply with its fair housing
certification; and that funding by the County is contingent upon the Community's compliance
with the above; and

THAT the Community has adopted and is enforcing a policy prohibiting the use of
excessive force by law enforcement agencies within its jurisdiction against any individuals
engaged in non-violent civil rights demonstrations; and a policy of enforcing applicable State and
local laws against physically barring entrance to or exit from a facility or location which is the
subject of such non-violent civil rights demonstration within its jurisdiction; and

THAT the qualification period of this agreement as defined in the HUD regulations and
guidelines shall be Federal Fiscal Years 2012, 2013 and 2014, and such additional period of time
for the purpose of carrying out activities funded by Community Development Block Grants and
Home Investment Partnership Program grants from Federal Fiscals years 2012, 2013 and 2014
appropriations and from any program income generated from the expenditure of such funds;
further that the period of time of this Agreement shall be automatically renewed in successive
three-year qualification periods, unless the County or the Community provides written notice it
elects not to participate in a new qualification petiod. A copy of this notice must be sent to the
HUD State Office by the date specified in HUD’s urban county qualification notice for the next
qualification period; further the County will notify the Community in writing of its right to make
such election by the date specified in HUD’s urban county qualification notice; and

THAT the Community resolves to remain in Washtenaw’s Urban County programs for
an indefinite period of time or until such time it its in the best interest of this Community to
terminate the Cooperation Agreement and such additional period of time for the purpose of
carrying out actiyities funded by Community Development Block Grants and from any program
income generated from the expenditure of such funds. Furthermore, that the period of time of
this Agreement shall be automatically renewed in successive three-year qualification periods,
unless the County or the Community provides written notice it elects not to participate in a new
qualification period. A copy of this notice must be sent to the HUD State Office by the date
specified in HUD's Urban County Qualification Notice for the next qualification period; further
the County will notify the Community in writing of its right to make such election by the date
specified in HUD's Urban County Qualification Notice; and

THAT failure by either party to adopt an amendment to this Agreement incorporating all
changes necessary to meet the requirements for cooperation agreements set forth in the Utban
County Qualification Notice applicable for a subsequent three year urban county qualification
period, and to submit the amendment to HUD as provided in the Urban County Qualification
Notice applicable for a subsequent three-year urban county qualification period, and to submit
the amendment to HUD as provided in the Urban County Qualification Notice, will void the
automatic renewal of such qualification period; and




THAT this Agreement remains in effect until the CDBG (and HOME where applicable)
funds and income received with respect to activities carried out during the three year
qualification period (and any successive qualification periods under this automatic renewal
‘provision) are expended and the funded activities completed, and that the County and
Community may not terminate or withdraw from this agreement while this agreement remains in
effect; and

THAT the Community shall inform the County of any income generated by the
expenditure of CDBG funds received by the Community; and

THAT any such program income generated by the Community must be paid to the
County, unless at the County’s discretion, the Community may retain the program income as set
forth in 24 CPR 570.503; and

THAT any program income the Community is authorized by the County to retain may
only be used for eligible activities approved by the County in accordance with all CDBG
requirements as may then apply; and

THAT the County has the responsibility for monitoring and reporting to HUD on the use
of any such program income, thereby requiring appropriate record keeping and reporting by the
Community as may be needed for this purpose; and

THAT in the event of close-out or change in status of the Community, any program
income that is on hand or received subsequent to the close-out or change in status shall be paid to
the County; and

THAT the Community shall provide timely notification to the County of any meodification
or change in the use of the real property from that planned at the time of acquisition or
improvement including disposition; and

THAT the Community shail reimburse the County in the amount equal to the current fair
matket value (less any portion of the value attributable to expenditures of non-CDBG funds) of
real propetty acquired or improved with Community Development Block Grant funds that is sold
or transferred for the use which does not qualify under the CDBG regulations; and

THAT the Community shall return to the County program income generated from the
disposition or transfer of real property prior to or subsequent to the close-out, change of status or
termination of the cooperation agreement between the County and the Community; and

THAT the terms and provisions of this Agreement are fully authorized under State and
local law, and that the Agreement provides full legal authority for the County to undertake or
assist in undertaking essential community development and housing assistance activities,
specifically urban renewal and publicly assisted housing; and




THAT pursuant to 24 CEFR ~570.501(b), the Community is subject to the same
requirements applicable to subrecipients, including the requirement for a written agreement set
forth in 24 CFR 570.503.

For services provided, the Township will pay the Council fifteen thousand three hundred thirteen
dollars and zero cents ($15,313).

ARTICLE 1II - REPORTING OF CONSULTANT

RESOLUTION 2011-12

Whereas, backyard breeding of dogs and door-to-door sale of
puppies by persons within the Township has increased in recent years;
and

Whereas, the regulation of backyard breeders will safeguard and
promote dog breeding by responsible pet owners who sell, adopt, barter or
transfer puppies in a manner that does not add to the population of
abandoned or neglected dogs; and

Whereas, regulation of backyard breeders will prohibit persons
convicted of dog fighting, animal cruelty or neglect from breeding dogs;
and

Whereas, regulation of backyard breeders will prohibit persons
adjudicated as owning a dangerous dog pursuant to Michigan law from
breeding dogs; and

Whereas, Ordinance No. 2011-417 provides for the regulation of
backyard breeders by requiring permits for dog breeders, establishing the
number of litters a dog can whelp within a year, requiring a dog reach the
age of at least eight weeks before it is sold, limiting the sale of dogs to
persons holding a breeder’s permit, unless they are a governmental
agency, non-profit organization, pet store, or participating in a permitted
dog show, and provides penalties for persons who violate the ordinance
provisions.

Now Therefore, Be it resolved that Ordinance No. 2011-417

attached hereto is adopted by reference.



ORDINANCE NO. 2011-417

An Ordinance to Require Dog Breeder Permits

The Charter Township of Ypsilanti ordains that Chapter 14 entitled
“‘Animals” of the Township Code of Ordinances be amended as follows:
ADD the following new section:

Doqg Breeder Permit Required

1. No person shall cause or allow any dog owned, harbored or
kept within the Township of Ypsilanti to breed without first obtaining a
breeding permit, as described below. The term breeding permit means a
written authorization, issued annually by the Township Treasurer, giving its
lawful holder permission to breed a dog.

Doqg Breeding Permit Application

2. An application for a dog breeder permit shall be filed with the
Township Treasurer by any person who intends to breed a dog. The
application shall contain such information as is requested by the Township,
including:

A. The name and address, and date of birth of the
applicant.

B. The address of the location at which the litter will be
whelped, if different from the applicant’s address.

C. A complete description of the dog proposed to be bred
including breed or mix of breeds, gender and dog license number.

D. A statement by the applicant that he/she owns the dog
proposed to be bred.

Inspections

3. The Office of Community Standards shall conduct an
inspection of the applicant’s proposed breeding/whelping location to
determine whether it is in compliance with the International Property
Maintenance Code. No permit shall be issued to an applicant unless the
proposed breeding/whelping location is in compliance with the International
Property Maintenance Code.

Pit Bull Breeders

4. Due to an overpopulation of pit bulls within the Township, as
defined in section 14-1, no person shall be issued a dog breeder permit to
breed a pit bull.

Fee for Dog Breeder Permit

5. Each application shall be accompanied by a non-refundable
application fee to be established by resolution of the Township Board. The
Township Board may, from time to time, modify the established fee
schedule.



Each breeding permit shall be valid for one year from the date of
issuance, and may be renewed annually, before its expiration date. A
separate permit must be obtained for each dog which is allowed to breed.
A person who has been convicted of dog fighting, animal cruelty or neglect
shall not be issued a dog breeder permit. A person who has been
adjudicated as owning a dangerous dog pursuant to MCL 287.322 and
MCL 287.323 shall not be issued a dog breeder permit.

Dog Breeder Permit Contents

6. All breeding permits shall contain the following terms and
conditions:

A. The owner of an unaltered female dog shall not allow
the whelping of more than one litter in any household within the
permit year. In the event that a permittee is forced to euthanize a
litter of dogs, the whelping of one additional litter of dogs is allowed
within the same permit year by the permittee;

B. No newborn dog may be sold, adopted, bartered, or
otherwise transferred, whether for compensation or otherwise, until it
has reached the age of at least eight weeks;

C.  Any holder of a dog breeding permit who advertises to
the public the availability of any dog for sale, adoption, or transfer,
whether for compensation or otherwise, must prominently display the
permit number in any such advertisement. Further, the breeding
permit holder must provide the permit number to any person who
purchases, adopts, or receives any dog from the permit holder and
include the permit number on any receipt of sale or transfer
document.

D. Any dog permit holder who sells or otherwise transfers a
dog whether for compensation or otherwise to a township resident,
shall provide to the new animal owner written information regarding
the Township’s dog license requirements.

Doqg Breeder Permit Exemptions

7. The following dogs are exempt from the breeding permit
requirements:

A. Dogs documented as having been appropriately trained
and actively used by law enforcement agencies for law enforcement
and rescue activities.

B. A dog which is bred or used as a guide dog or leader
dog for a blind person, a hearing dog for a deaf or audibly impaired
person, or a service dog for a physically limited person, is exempt
from the breed permit requirements as provided in MCL 287.291

Sale, Adoption Or Other Transfers Of Dogs:

8. No person shall present any dog for sale, adoption, barter,
exchange, or adoption, whether for compensation or otherwise, in any
public place, without first obtaining a dog breeder permit. The term public
place shall include, but not be limited to, streets, highways, sidewalks,
parks, shopping centers, tent sales, and areas in front of commercial
establishments. This prohibition shall not apply to:



A. Government agencies; non-profit animal rescue
organizations exempt from taxation under Internal Revenue Code
section 501(c)(3); or humane societies or societies for the prevention
of cruelty to animals if such societies are incorporated as nonprofit
organizations.

B. Permitted dog shows.

C. Permitted pet stores which sell or otherwise transfer
dogs, whether for compensation or otherwise, within the store.

Penalty for Violation

Any person violating a provision of this ordinance is guilty of a
misdemeanor punishable by not more than a $500 fine and/or
imprisonment for not more than 90 days.

Severability

Should any section, subdivision, sentence, clause or phrase of this
Ordinance be declared by the Courts to be invalid, the same shall not
affect the validity of the Ordinance as a whole or any part thereof other

than the part as invalidated.
Publication
This Ordinance shall be published in a newspaper of general

circulation as required by law.

Effective date

This Ordinance shall become effective upon publication in a

newspaper of general circulation as required by law.

Pursuant to a telephone conversation with Building Director Ron Fulton over the
weekend, please find enclosed a copy of the Fire Incident Report (FIR)
regarding a fire that occurred at 221 Taft St. back on June 19, 2011. This fire
resulted in a total loss of this residential structure and will need to be demolished.
Therein lies the problem. While this structure was insured by Auto-Owners
Insurance, there currently is an ongoing investigation regarding the cause and
origin of the fire by both the Washtenaw County Sheriff’'s Dept. and the insurer.

Earlier today | had a telephone conversation with claims adjuster Jennifer Mink
who confirmed that this case had been turned over to outside counsel who had
scheduled the insured to undergo what is referred to as an Examination Under
Oath (EUO). While | am not sure as to when this examination is scheduled,
adjuster Mink is of the opinion that it will be some time for this matter will be
resolved between Auto-Owners and the insured.

Further complicating this case is the fact that at the time of the fire, the house
was in foreclosure. According to adjuster Mink, her office has been receiving
numerous telephone calls from representatives of Wells Fargo who may very well
be the servicing financial institution on behalf of either Freddie Mac or Fannie
Mae. If it turns out that Auto-Owners is not legally responsible for this fire, the
Township will have no choice but to file suit against all responsible parties who
have a legal interest in this property, including Wells Fargo and/or Freddie
Mac/Fannie Mae. Enclosed for your files is a copy of my letter addressed to
adjuster Mink requesting that she keep our office apprised as to the outcome of
both the EUO and to provide any contact information she may have regarding
who is in charge of this file on behalf of Wells Fargo. As soon as | receive a
response from her | will apprise your offices accordingly.

However, for all of the reasons set forth above, it would be my recommendation
for the Township Board to authorize our office to take legal action against all

parties who may have a legal interest in this property (if deemed necessary) so
as to protect the health, safety and welfare of all persons who reside on Taft St.
As you may recollect, there was a fire that occurred also on Taft St. four or five

RESOLUTION 2011-12

Whereas, backyard breeding of dogs and door-to-door sale of
puppies by persons within the Township has increased in recent years;

Whereas, the regulation of backyard breeders will safeguard and
promote dog breeding by responsible pet owners who sell, adopt, barter or
transfer puppies in a manner that does not add to the population of
abandoned or neglected dogs; and

Whereas, regulation of backyard breeders will prohibit persons
convicted of dog fighting, animal cruelty or neglect from breeding dogs;
and

Whereas, regulation of backyard breeders will prohibit persons
adjudicated as owning a dangerous dog pursuant to Michigan law from
breeding dogs; and

Whereas, Ordinance No. 2011-417 provides for the regulation of
backyard breeders by requiring permits for dog breeders, establishing the
number of litters a dog can whelp within a year, requiring a dog reach the
age of at least eight weeks before it is sold, limiting the sale of dogs to
persons holding a breeder’s permit, unless they are a governmental
agency, non-profit organization, pet store, or participating in a permitted
dog show, and provides penalties for persons who violate the ordinance
provisions.

Be it resolved that Ordinance No. 2011-417 attached hereto is

adopted by reference.



ORDINANCE NO. 2011-417

An Ordinance to Require Dog Breeder Permits

The Charter Township of Ypsilanti ordains that Chapter 14 entitled
‘Animals” of the Township Code of Ordinances be amended as follows:
ADD the following new section:

Doqg Breeder Permit Required

1. No person shall cause or allow any dog owned, harbored or
kept within the Township of Ypsilanti to breed without first obtaining a
breeding permit, as described below. The term breeding permit means a
written authorization, issued annually by the Township Treasurer, giving its
lawful holder permission to breed a dog.

Doqg Breeding Permit Application

2. An application for a dog breeder permit shall be filed with the
Township Treasurer by any person who intends to breed a dog. The
application shall contain such information as is requested by the Township,
including:

A. The name and address, and date of birth of the
applicant.

B. The address of the location at which the litter will be
whelped, if different from the applicant’s address.

C. A complete description of the dog proposed to be bred
including breed or mix of breeds, gender and dog license number.

D. A statement by the applicant that he/she owns the dog
proposed to be bred.

Inspections

3. The Office of Community Standards shall conduct an
inspection of the applicant’s proposed breeding/whelping location to
determine whether it is in compliance with the International Property
Maintenance Code. No permit shall be issued to an applicant unless the
proposed breeding/whelping location is in compliance with the International
Property Maintenance Code.

Pit Bull Breeders

4. Due to an overpopulation of pit bulls within the Township, as
defined in section 14-1, no person shall be issued a dog breeder permit to
breed a pit bull.

Fee for Dog Breeder Permit

5. Each application shall be accompanied by a non-refundable
application fee to be established by resolution of the Township Board. The
Township Board may, from time to time, modify the established fee
schedule.



Each breeding permit shall be valid for one year from the date of
issuance, and may be renewed annually, before its expiration date. A
separate permit must be obtained for each dog which is allowed to breed.
A person who has been convicted of dog fighting, animal cruelty or neglect
shall not be issued a dog breeder permit. A person who has been
adjudicated as owning a dangerous dog pursuant to MCL 287.322 and
MCL 287.323 shall not be issued a dog breeder permit.

Dog Breeder Permit Contents

6. All breeding permits shall contain the following terms and
conditions:

A. The owner of an unaltered female dog shall not allow
the whelping of more than one litter in any household within the
permit year. In the event that a permittee is forced to euthanize a
litter of dogs, the whelping of one additional litter of dogs is allowed
within the same permit year by the permittee;

B. No newborn dog may be sold, adopted, bartered, or
otherwise transferred, whether for compensation or otherwise, until it
has reached the age of at least eight weeks;

C.  Any holder of a dog breeding permit who advertises to
the public the availability of any dog for sale, adoption, or transfer,
whether for compensation or otherwise, must prominently display the
permit number in any such advertisement. Further, the breeding
permit holder must provide the permit number to any person who
purchases, adopts, or receives any dog from the permit holder and
include the permit number on any receipt of sale or transfer
document.

D. Any dog permit holder who sells or otherwise transfers a
dog whether for compensation or otherwise to a township resident,
shall provide to the new animal owner written information regarding
the Township’s dog license requirements.

Doqg Breeder Permit Exemptions

7. The following dogs are exempt from the breeding permit
requirements:

A. Dogs documented as having been appropriately trained
and actively used by law enforcement agencies for law enforcement
and rescue activities.

B. A dog which is bred or used as a guide dog or leader
dog for a blind person, a hearing dog for a deaf or audibly impaired
person, or a service dog for a physically limited person, is exempt
from the breed permit requirements as provided in MCL 287.291

Sale, Adoption Or Other Transfers Of Dogs:

8. No person shall present any dog for sale, adoption, barter,
exchange, or adoption, whether for compensation or otherwise, in any
public place, without first obtaining a dog breeder permit. The term public
place shall include, but not be limited to, streets, highways, sidewalks,
parks, shopping centers, tent sales, and areas in front of commercial
establishments. This prohibition shall not apply to:



A. Government agencies; non-profit animal rescue
organizations exempt from taxation under Internal Revenue Code
section 501(c)(3); or humane societies or societies for the prevention
of cruelty to animals if such societies are incorporated as nonprofit
organizations.

B. Permitted dog shows.

C. Permitted pet stores which sell or otherwise transfer
dogs, whether for compensation or otherwise, within the store.

Penalty for Violation

Any person violating a provision of this ordinance is guilty of a
misdemeanor punishable by not more than a $500 fine and/or
imprisonment for not more than 90 days.

Severability

Should any section, subdivision, sentence, clause or phrase of this
Ordinance be declared by the Courts to be invalid, the same shall not
affect the validity of the Ordinance as a whole or any part thereof other

than the part as invalidated.

Publication
This Ordinance shall be published in a newspaper of general

circulation as required by law.

Effective date

This Ordinance shall become effective upon publication in a

TRANSIT FOR WASHTENW COUNTY: GOVERNANCE

My agency, TheRide/Ann Arbor Transit Authority has just completed a master planning process
exploring countywide transit services. Staff and | have been across the county attending
hundreds of meetings; conducting surveys; and gathering input from citizens, human service
agencies, economic development organizations, businesses, other transportation providers, and
many more. Thank you to all of you who have participated in the process! | am proud of the
results and very hopeful that our local communities can work together to create a system that
works for the residents of Washtenaw County.

The resulting plan’s 30-year vision is just a starting point—there are many transportation needs
that require more immediate attention—workers struggling to find affordable transportation to
jobs, commuters stuck in traffic, and a growing population of seniors who are no longer able to
drive themselves.

We are now working with local governments to guide the implementation of the plan through
an expanded countywide transit board that will develop a service plan, by-laws, and funding
sources and levels.

In order to achieve representation from throughout the county, we have proposed a
countywide board made up of 15 members, coming from Ann Arbor (7), Ypsilanti (1), and six
transit “districts” based on population: Southeast (2), Pittsfield Township (1), South Middle (1),
North Middle (1), Northeast (1), and West (1). Refer to attached map to see details. Please note
that this governance proposal is contingent on the cities of Ann Arbor and Ypsilanti maintaining
their levels of transit funding—these cities need and use higher levels of transit than other
Washtenaw County communities.



Based on population, the Southeast District, made up of Ypsilanti Township and Augusta
Township, would get two transit board members. To select the board members, we suggest
that each district’s local governments develop an Act 7 Interlocal agreement to establish how
each representative would be selected for a new unincorporated board.

I am asking you today to approve the Act 7 Interlocal agreement for the Southeast District
that designates that Ypsilanti and Augusta townships each appoint a transit board member.

It is important to note that sending a representative to the unincorporated board DOES NOT
mean that a given community has to participate in the incorporated authority. We would highly
encourage each community to participate in governance, even if it is unlikely that the
community would want transit service within the next five years. Participating in the process to
select a board member allows each community to be informed and to help make decisions
about what kinds of transit services will be implemented in the county. It also helps establish
local governments’ ability to participate in the incorporated authority in the future, if they so
desire.

We hope to have the unincorporated countywide transit board start meeting in October to start
discussing near-term countywide service implementation and funding. | have also included
draft criteria and a job description for new board members, our first issue of our newsletter for
local government officials, a booklet with details on the Transit Plan, and the Southeast District
Act 7 Agreement.

ACT 7 INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT

WHEREAS, the Urban Cooperation Act, PA7 of 1967, Extra Session (Act 7), provides that a
public agency may enter into interlocal agreements with other public agencies to exercise jointly
any power, privilege, or authority that the agencies share to in common and that each might
exercise separately; and

WHEREAS, the Charter Townships of Augusta and Ypsilanti are local government units in the
County of Washtenaw under Act 7 of 1967; and

WHEREAS, it is anticipated that a new countywide transit authority will be incorporated under
Public Act 196 to provide public transit service to all of Washtenaw County; and

WHEREAS, it is anticipated that the Public Act 55 transit authority will be dissolved upon
passage of a countywide funding ballot proposal and all assets transferred to the new 196
authority; and

WHEREAS, the new Act 196 Authority board will have 15 seats that are allocated based on
charter millage and population providing two seats to the South East Communities; and

WHEREAS, the local communities wish to work cooperatively to select a Act 196 Countywide
Transit Authority board; and

THEREFORE, the Charter Townships of Augusta and Ypsilanti agree to select their countywide
transit authority board representatives as follows:

1. The Township boards of Augusta and Ypsilanti Charter Townships shall each appoint
one of the two representatives.

The selected board representatives are at-will appointments and may be removed using the same
method as appointed. The communities shall use the same process when replacing the board
representatives whether it is to replace a for-cause removal or at the end of the representative’s
term. If the representative is a resident of a community that opts out of the countywide transit
authority, the remaining communities may select another representative and the opt out shall be
considered a for-cause removal.

Any community that opts out of the countywide transit authority shall be provided no rights or
participation in the countywide transit authority board representative selection nor transit service
or included in the county ballot funding proposal.

Effective Date. The Agreement shall commence upon its approval by the legislative
bodies of the Augusta and Ypsilanti Charter Townships and duly executed by their




authorized representatives and filed with the Washtenaw County Clerk and Secretary of
State of the State of Michigan as required by Act 7.

Severability. To the extent that any provisions contained in this Agreement is deemed
unenforceable, to the extent possible, the remaining terms shall remain in effect.

Superior Township and Ann Arbor Township pass
the Northeast Interlocal Agreement on May 16!

In northeast Washtenaw County, on May 16, two com-
munities - Ann Arbor and Superior townships - passed
Act 7 Interlocal Agreements, which they negotiated for
their district along with Salem and Northfield Townships.
Northfield Township is expected to submit the agreement
to their board for a vote in July.

We will continue to work with Salem Township as they
deliberate joining the Northeast district Act 7.

We are finishing up presentations to Lyndon Township and
the City of Milan, and hope to schedule Act 7 discussions
within the next month for the West, South Middle, North
Middle, and Southeast Districts. We will continue to meet
and make presentations to all townships, villages and cities
in the county.

Our first step toward countywide governance is to
establish a regional board that will develop a service
plan, by-laws and funding sources and levels.

In order to achieve representation from throughout
the county, we have proposed eight transit “districts”.
This governance proposal is contingent on the cities
of Ann Arbor and Ypsilanti maintaining their levels

of transit funding—these areas need and use higher
levels of transit than other Washtenaw County com-
munities.

Each district’s local governments would develop an
Act 7 interlocal agreement to establish how each
representative would be selected for a new unincor-
porated board. It is important to note that sending

a representative to the unincorporated board DOES
NOT mean that a given community has to participate
in the incorporated authority. We would highly en-
courage each community to participate in governance,
even if it is unlikely that the community would want
transit service within the next five years.

Participating in the process to select a board member
allows each community to be informed and to help
make decisions about what kinds of transit services
will be implemented in the county. It also helps es-
tablish local governments’ ability to participate in the
incorporated authority in the future, if they so desire.

Pathways Forward: The Governance Process

To guide the implementation of the Transit Master Plan,
a preliminary plan for the governance process has been
developed. It is lengthy, but it provides a fair, safe, and
effective way for municipalities to work together on this
important issue.

Selecting representatives to the Countywide transit
board

1. Municipalities in each district negotiate an Act 7
interlocal agreement establishing the terms to select
representatives to the unincorporated countywide
transit board.

2. Theinterlocal agreement is submitted to municipal
Boards for approval.

3. Upon approval of the Interlocal agreement, munici-
palities establish a selection committee to select dis-
trict representatives as determined by the approved
Interlocal agreement. Draft language recommends:

a. Each municipality send 1 person to the “Tran-
sit Selection Committee”

b. Then, the “Transit Selection Committee” shall
develop board member criteria and solicit
resumes from interested individuals

c. The “Transit Selection Committee” shall con-
sider potential representatives and provide a
recommendation to the municipal boards.

d. The municipal boards then vote on recom-
mended candidates to appoint a district rep-
resentative to the unincorporated countywide
transit board.

The Unincorporated Countywide Transit board meets to
determine procedures and develop services

4. After all districts and municipalities have appointed
representatives, the unincorporated countywide
transit board will start meeting. We hope to start in
Fall 2011.

b. The unincorporated transit board, with
support of TheRide staff, will communicate
regularly with municipal boards and seek local
input on service development and needs.

When the unincorporated transit board has come to
an agreement on a service and funding plan, they will
vote to incorporate the countywide Transit Authority.

The unincorporated board, with the County, will file
the Articles of Incorporation.

All municipalities will then be informed that the ar-
ticles have been filed and will have 30 days to decide
to continue as a member of the incorporated author-
ity (there will be no service and no millage for those
who choose not to remain as members).

Board members coming from communities who
choose not to remain as a member will be replaced
through the interlocal Act 7 agreement (as currently
drafted).

After the 30-day waiting period, the members of the
Incorporated Authority Board (minus communities
who chose not to be members) adopt recommended
Bylaws and proceed with negotiated next steps on
funding. AATA’s assets would not transfer to the
Countywide authority until funding is established.

The following is being forward for consideration in regard to the position of Planning
Director, within the Office of Community Standards. At the June 21, 2011 Board
Meeting, Mike Radzik brought the position of Planning Director to the Board for
discussion (attached is a copy of Mr. Radzik’s memo for your review).

As you may remember, the Planning Director’s position was vacated by the untimely
death of Mr. David Nicholson in March of 2009. Since that time, Mr. Joe Lawson, the
Planning and Development Coordinator, has taken on many of the duties and
responsibilities of the former director’s position and become a valuable member of the
Township Management Team.

During the last 2 years, Mr. Lawson has demonstrated his commitment and dedication to
the organization and his expertise with planning and zoning matters has been a great
asset. Mr. Lawson recently completed his master’s degree program at Eastern Michigan
University in Urban & Regional Planning.

Based on Mr. Lawson’s job performance as Planning & Development Coordinator, his
assumption of the former planning director’s duties, and his overall experience, I would
like to recommend that Mr. Lawson be offered a non-union management position as
Planning Director with a salary of $65,000 annually. This wage is consistent with a
salary survey completed in June 2011 with information provided by Michigan Township
Association.

In Mr. Lawson’s new role, he would take a more active role in assisting the elected
leadership with economic development, and will continue representing the Township at
various external planning work groups. He would also assume shared responsibility of
supervising the clerical and inspection staff within the Office of Community Standards.

The following information is presented to the Board of Trustees for discussion at its June 21,
2011 regular meeting with the intention of moving the discussion forward for Board action.

Issue

Joe Lawson is employed as our Planning & Development Coordinator and for approximately
the past two years has been performing many of the functions of the vacant planning director
position. There is a need to evaluate the situation and make appropriate adjustments for the
employee and the organization.

Background Information

Mr. Lawson was hired in December, 2001 as a paid intern in the former Office of Community
& Economic Development (CED). At that time, CED was headed by a director and
encompassed the building and planning departments, both of which were also managed by
respective directors. The CED director also supervised the ordinance department; ordinance
was later moved under the supervision of the police services administrator in 2002.

On March 1, 2004, Mr. Lawson was hired as the Planning & Development Coordinator under
the supervision of the planning director. In September, 2006, the CED Director resigned and
the position was left open; the planning department remained organized under the auspices
of CED, although the planning director took on more direct responsibility for budget
management and program accountability, reporting directly to the township supervisor.

In December, 2008, the Office of Community & Economic Development merged with the
Ordinance Department and Police Services. The Office of Community Standards (OCS) was
formed under direction of the police services administrator acting as team leader with the
building and planning directors. The police services administrator took on the joint role as
director of OCS and primary responsibility for economic development was assumed by the
elected leadership.



On March 31, 2009, the planning director position was vacated by the untimely death of Mr.
David Nicholson. At that time, the decision was made to leave the planning director’s
position open as a cost cutting measure and Mr. Lawson voluntarily accepted some
responsibilities of the position. Over the past 27 months, Mr. Lawson has taken on many of
the duties and responsibilities of the former director’s position and has become a valuable
member of the OCS management team.

Organizational Considerations

As a result of the sharp economic downturn over the last few years, the elected leadership
has implemented organizational changes in order to meet the needs of the community with
fewer resources. As witnessed by the formation of the Office of Community Standards,
departments that share common areas of interest have been merged under new
management team configurations in an effort to provide both basic and enhanced services
with a leaner management structure. Today’s consolidated internal management teams
require more flexibility in order to succeed in the current economic environment and
organizational structure.

It makes sense for the organization to continue the OCS team approach because all of the
functional departments share a common goal to promote and maintain various aspects of
community standards. The ability to cross over traditional departmental lines of responsibility
is an essential requirement for members of the consolidated management team.

Mr. Lawson has become an important member of the OCS management team. The team
relies on his expertise in planning and zoning matters and his participation in problem solving
exercises. Moreover, there is a desire to give Mr. Lawson more responsibility for budget
management and shared supervision of OCS clerical and inspection staff.

Proposal

Mr. Lawson has been employed by the Township for almost ten years, and has been the
Planning & Development Coordinator for more than seven years. He recently completed his
master’s degree program at Eastern Michigan University. In addition, Mr. Lawson responded
favorably to a performance mentoring plan over the last six months that demonstrated his
commitment to the organization.

Mr. Lawson’s current salary is $56,507 and his position is affiliated with the Teamsters union.
The starting salary of the former planning director, who possessed extensive experience,
was $74,204, which is consistent with the building director’s salary. Mr. Lawson has
successfully performed the professional and administrative work required of his current
position. In addition, he has voluntarily performed many of the duties and responsibilities of
the vacant planning director position and the organization will continue to rely on him to do
so. Mr. Lawson has more limited experience in professional land use planning, and the
Township budgets to employ a professional consultant for Master Plan review and other
items on an as-needed basis. Mr. Lawson has limited supervisory experience.

Based on Mr. Lawson’s job performance as Planning & Development Coordinator, his
assumption of many of the former planning director’s duties, his overall experience and the
current needs of the organization, | recommend that Mr. Lawson be offered a management
position as Planning Director within a starting salary range of $62,000 - $65,000. As part of
the position, Mr. Lawson will take a more active role in assisting the elected leadership with

economic development, and will continue representing the Township at various external
planning work groups. He will assume shared responsibility to supervise clerical and
inspection staff as part of the management team within the Office of Community Standards,
and will be responsible for budget management of the planning functions including the
planning commission and zoning board of appeals. | recommend that we continue to employ
a professional consultant for Master Plan review and other land use issues as needed.

This recommendation includes not filling Mr. Lawson’s current position. Although there has
been no formal discussion with Teamster representatives, informal consultation with the local
president has indicated no issues of concern regarding this proposal.

As the economy starts to improve, the neighborhood stabilization efforts of OCS help position
the township for new economic development and targeted re-development, which has
become increasingly more important. This proposal will better align Mr. Lawson’s position
with the needs of the organization to move us ahead.

Please consider this proposal for discussion at your regular meeting on June 21, 2011
followed by future Board action.

Summary

Performs responsible professional land use planning work in maintaining and interpreting the
Township comprehensive plan, Township zoning and related ordinances. Is responsible for local
land use planning and performs research, analysis and evaluation of various planning and
development requests. Provides technical advice and guidance to the Township Board, Planning
Commission, and Zoning Board of Appeals.

Supervision Received

Work is performed under the general guidance of the Economic Development Director in
accordance with Township, State, and Federal laws, ordinance and regulation applicable to
specific areas of program activity. Employee must show initiative, discretion, and specialized
knowledge in the attainment of desired objectives. Work is reviewed through conferences and
reports for overall program effectiveness.

Supervision Exercised

Supervision is exercised over the Planning and Development Coordinator and planning interns.

Responsibilities and Duties
An employee in this position may be called upon to do any or all of the following essential duties: (These examples
do not iinclude all of the duties which the employee may be expected to perform.)

1. Performs site plan review for proposed private development projects, coordinates review
procedures and makes recommendations based on reviews.

2. Oversee the coordination of the administrative functions for the Zoning Board of Appeals,
including overseeing citizen notification procedures, preparing legal publications notices, and
preparing meeting agendas and minutes.

3. Assist the Planning Commission by conducting research, preparing staff recommendations
and reports, and by attending committee meetings. Coordinates the administrative function
of this committee.

4. Assists the Zoning Board of Appeals by conducting pre-application meeting with petitioners
and applicants, reviews variance request applications, conducts on site inspections for each
individual application or request, and attends regular and special Zoning Board of Appeals
meetings to present such reports.

On behalf of the Friends of Rutherford Pool, we are writing to request support from Y psilanti
Township for $10,000 to go toward the rebuilding of Rutherford pool, a critical resource that has
existed in our community since 1971.

As you know, Rutherford Pool is a well-utilized facility serving a diverse range of community
members from across the city, township, and county. Through previous year’s records (we no longer
track this data) more than a third of the pool users come from the Township. Rutherford offers two-
week swim lessons throughout the summer, which are the only public swim lessons offered in the area.
General swim, offered every afternoon in the summer, brings an ethnically and socioeconomically
diverse group of hundreds of swimmers daily. Every evening Rutherford Pool offers family swim,
which an average of fifty families attending daily. At peak season, daily attendance at Rutherford Pool
averages nearly 350 people daily, with some days over 500. Pool visits in 2010 totaled approximately
15,000.

Rutherford Pool was built in 1971 and is a Chesterfield Aluminum walled pool. In the mid-
1990s, a vinyl liner was installed over the aluminum framework to help sustain its life. A Chesterfield
pool has a typical life span of twenty-five years. With close attention to annual repairs and the addition
of the liner, the life span has been stretched to nearly forty years.

Unfortunately, we are nearly certain the pool will not open next season. It is suffering from
excessive water leakage, major pipe corrosion, deck trip hazards, liner tearing, leaking drains, and
damage to the electric pump from flooding; it is also sinking in several places. In recent years,
unforeseen mechanical problems has resulted pool shutdowns of several days to several weeks. This
year there was such excessive damage to the liner, we did not think we could open the pool for the
season. Additionally the mechanicals, piping and decking just barely passed inspection; both of these
factors signal that the pool will not re-open for another season.

Over the past two years, two pool companies, the natatorium Staff at EMU and the City of Ann
Arbor Pool Staff have all assisted in providing condition assessments of the pool. They have
concluded that to repair the existing pool would be a time consuming and expensive process. The
repairs would be unpredictable as to how long they would hold or if and when new leaks would
develop. They all recommend that we completely replace the pool with an engineered, cast-in-place
concrete structure with stainless steel gutter system.



Working closely with the pool company highly recommended by Eastern Michigan University,
Baruzinni Construction, we have come up with a plan to construct a new pool that is approximately the
same square footage as existing pool, with a shallower 8’ depth in deep end. This design also includes
a 1000 square foot zero-entry offset area with interactive feature, lights, and bench with jets. Such a
design will allow universal accessibility. The construction also includes state-of-the-art mechanical,
pump and sand filtration systems, all which will create efficiencies in operation that will save
thousands of gallons of water weekly, as well as chemical & heating costs.

Below is the budget for the pool rebuild.

Item Cost
Demolition and removal of the existing pool $20,000.00
Replacement of the existing deck $40,000.00
Remainder complete pool package (detail in Attachment) $463,000.00
TOTAL | $523,000.00

Moreover, our total fundraising goal is $600,000, which includes additional money for fencing and
Universal ADA components ($27,000), a maintenance fund ($25,000) and the start of an endowment
fund ($25,000).

On April 1, 2011 we made a $300,000 grant request to the State Department of Natural
Resources through the Michigan Natural Resources Trust Fund (NRTF). As part of the NRTF match
requirement, we must secure a total of $223,000 by September 30" to qualify. So far, we have raised a
total of $168,500 towards that goal, with the following commitments:

e Buhr Family Foundation: $45,000 (awarded May 2011)
e James A. and Faith Knight Foundation: $45,000 (awarded May 2011)
e Individual Donors: $78,500

Additionally we have the following pending requests:
e Ypsilanti Fund of the Ann Arbor Area Community Foundation: $10,000
e Youth Council, Ann Arbor Area Community Foundation: $20,000

On July 26, 2011 we are hosting a community kick-off event at EMU President Sue Martin’s
House. We invited over 300 community members from across the County, many of whom have
contributed to capital projects, including Corner Health and the Wasthenaw Red Cross Headquarters.
We are hoping that attendees to our event will be interested in supporting this project.

Finally we are looking to local municipalities to support the project.

e The Cit}ll of Ypsilanti has made the NRTF grant application. The City should will be voting
July 19" on an agreement with Friends of Rutherford Pool. The agreement includes a
commitment to officially employing the staff, in order to help maintain immunity as well as
keep up the pool grounds. They will also begin discussing support on the demolition aspect of
the project, reaping a significant cost savings to our proposed budget.



e Ypsilanti Township Park Commission voted unanimously on April 11, 2011 to establish a
formal collaboration with the City of Ypsilanti in support of the City's grant application to
rebuild the pool. We are now requesting your direct monetary support through this letter.

e We have met with Bob Tetens from the County Parks and Recreation in June to discuss a
couple of key ways they can help support our grant request to the DNR.

As you know, the Rutherford Pool project is compelling on many levels. It has been a vital
community resource and gathering place for nearly 40 years. With the current state of recreation in our
community, it is one of the few places children and youth can go during the summer to have safe,
supervised recreational opportunities. Families and individuals from all walks of life gather at the pool
daily representing a diverse cross section of our area. The cost and accessibility are not comparable to
any other aquatic facility across the county. We hope that you will join us in taking steps to ensure
that this vital asset is maintained for the community to enjoy for decades to come.

Why a Community Pool?
Recreation enriches the quality of life in a community
and nurtures the health and well-being of its citizens,
its environment, and its economy. Recreation, and in
particular facilities like a public pool, must be an integral
part of Ypsilanti’s image, character, and quality of life.
Specifically, the benefits of maintaining a public facility for
swimming include:
e Providing affordable recreation for youth from all
socioeconomic backgrounds.
e Connecting people of all ages, incomes, backgrounds,
and abilities.
e Promoting physical fitness, self-improvement
and water safety.
e Attracting businesses and residents to the city.

Rutherford Pool is a well-utilized facility serving a diverse
range of community members from across the city,
township, and county. Rutherford offers two-week swim
lessons for beginners, intermediates, and advanced
swimmers daily and on Saturdays throughout the sum-
mer, which are consistently full with over seventy children
participating daily. Lessons for adults are also offered. The
Ypsilanti Senior Citizens program at the Community Center
use the pool for daily exercise classes. Tot Splash runs

six times a week and allows parents to interact with their
babies in the water. General swim, offered every afternoon
in the summer, brings an ethnically and socioeconomically
diverse group of hundreds of swimmers daily. The YMCA,
the Boys and Girls clubs and other youth organizations
and clubs have used the pool as part of their program-
ming. Every evening Rutherford Pool offers family swim,
which an average of fifty families attend daily.

An affordable pool is important for recreation, exercise, and
community building, but it also allows children to learn how
to be safe in the water. Nine people drown each day in the
United States. In ethnically diverse communities, the youth
downing rate is two to three times higher than the national
average. While about one-third of Caucasian children from
non-swimming families go on to learn to swim, less than
one-tenth of children in non-swimming African American
families learn to swim.

Background and Need

In the face of severe budget shortfalls, in 2003 the City

of Ypsilanti completely eliminated operations funding for
recreation. This created a recreation crisis in the city.

As a result, over the past seven years a volunteer “friends”
group formed to help renovate or sustain Rutherford Pool,
the Freight House, the Parkridge Community Center, and
the Senior Citizens’ Center. Additionally, private individuals
and organizations, including Eastern Michigan University,
have come forward to help sustain recreation services in
the city.

Community members created Friends of Rutherford Pool
(FORP) in 2003 to ensure that the pool would stay open
and continue to serve the community. FORP helped secure
a matching grant from the Ann Arbor Area Community
Foundation for facilities and operations and assumed
management of the day-to-day operations of the pool.
Through volunteer efforts and more effective management
of resources, FORP was able to maintain the pool at less
than half the cost previously expended by the City of
Ypsilanti. The pool budget essentially broke even in each

of the last six summers, allowing children and families from
Ypsilanti and the eastern half of Washtenaw County to
enjoy the only public pool in the area.

Rutherford Pool was built in 1971 and is a Chesterfield
Aluminum walled pool. In the mid- 1990s, a vinyl liner was
installed over the aluminum framework to help sustain its
life. A Chesterfield pool has a typical life span of twenty-five
years. With close attention to annual repairs and the addi-
tion of the liner, the life span has been stretched to nearly
forty years.

The pool is suffering from excessive water leakage due

to major pipe corrosion, a worn liner and leaking drains
and gutters. Much of the custom aluminum plumbing in
the pump and filtration system is so worn that the pipe
walls are paper thin in places. The pool deck has become
uneven presenting many trip hazards as well as being an
obstacles to some handicapped patrons. Each winter the
pool liner is compromised by extensive tearing and in the
spring must undergo extensive patching. The pool liner has
become so fragile that it is no longer practical to patch it.
The pool itself has shifted so that the Northeast corner

is lower than the rest of the pool compromising the filtra-
tion system. In recent years unforeseen mechanical prob-
lems from the pump, motor, and electrical system have
resulted the pool having to be closed for periods of days
and weeks at a time. The pool is literally patched together
and repairs have become more frequent and expensive
each year. It is no longer practical to operate this pool and
the city will close the pool permanently at the end of the
2011 season.

Over the past two years, two pool companies, the Nata-
torium Staff at EMU and the City of Ann Arbor Pool Staff,
have assisted in providing condition assessments of

the pool. They have all concluded that to repair the existing
pool would be a time consuming and expensive process.
The repairs would be unpredictable as to how long they
would hold or if and when new leaks would develop.

They all recommend that we completely replace the pool
with an engineered, cast in place concrete structure with
stainless steel gutter system.

The Way Forward

Working closely with the pool company highly recom-
mended by Eastern Michigan University, FORP has devel-
oped a plan to construct a new pool that is approximately
the same square footage as existing pool, with a shallower
8 foot depth in the deep end. This design also includes

a 1000 square foot zero entry offset area with interactive
features, lights, and a bench with jets. Such a design will
allow universal accessibility. The construction also includes
state of the art mechanical, pump and sand filtration

systems, all which will create efficiencies in operation that
will save thousands of gallons of water weekly and will
reduce chemical and heating costs.

Phase | is to replace the existing pool and to build a small
endowment for replacement costs and reserve. The total
budget for this rebuild and reserve is $600,000. A Phase
Il will be instituted after the pool rebuild and will include
major bath house renovations and other possible pool ad-
ditions and amenities.

Reliance on a diverse portfolio of funding sources with

a public fundraising campaign is the appropriate approach
for raising the $600,000 necessary for Phase |.

Scope of Work

e Castin place concrete structure to be tested with a minimum strength of 4000
pounds.

o Ceramic tile targets, lap lanes, 2” contrasting trim tile on benches, steps, and shallow
to deep floor transition... Interior finish to be marcite with bond coat properly applied
prior to finish.

documents with material specifications submitted.

e Mechanical Equipment:

1. Pool filtration and therapy jet pumps.

4. Provide and install 990, 000 BTU pool heat system with inline thermometers.
5. Automatic PPG chlorinator.

6. Acid feed pump and double containment tank.

I would like to discuss and if possible take action at the next board meeting to take the
first steps to reduce communication costs and work towards transferring maintenance and
monthly cost to DTE.

Under the current agreement the Township has to pay for two communication circuits to
the Edison’s Substations. For 2011 that is about $600/mo ($7,200 for 2011). AT&T is
increasing the cost for this service by $600/yr (for the past 2 years, higher in previous
years). By 2015 the Township will likely be paying $9,600/yr and by 2028 likely reach
$17,000/yr. With taking into consideration of inflation the monthly service will cost
$221,000 for the reminder of the DTE contract.

Talking with the IS Manager and DTE, upgrading the communications to Fiber Optics
would be best solution to meet the current technology. By upgrading to fiber optics
Edison also assumes responsibility for maintenance and monthly cost.

DTE has provided a rough estimate of $112,000 to convert to fiber. This does not
include any cost if existing equipment can’t be interfaced.

Subject: Authorization for UIS to install radio communication equipment

I am requesting the Township Board to waive the purchasing policy and authorize UIS
Programmable Service of Ypsilanti to install radio-communication equipment at the
Hydro Station and at YCUA (State St.). This is the same technology used by YCUA at
their lift and pumps stations.

Currently, YCUA monitors the Hydro Dam for operation alarms and ensures follow-up
with the operators as alarms occur. We anticipate this equipment to enhance this
communication.

The Station currently uses a telephone line provided by AT&T so YCUA can monitor the
Hydro Station. By upgrading this to radio based equipment we can reduce utility cost
going forward. Additionally, radio based equipment eliminates the electrical spike
hazard associated with hard wire phone lines. A few years ago the Hydro Station was hit
by a telephone spike which caused about $5,000 in damage.
