Planning Commission Activity 

 

The Planning Commission meeting scheduled for August 23, 2011 was canceled due to a lack of 

agenda items. 

 

Plans in Process 

 

Blackmore Addition II – 10800 Blackmore Avenue:  This project is currently under construction 

and going well.  The applicant anticipates that the building will be operational yet this fall with 

final exterior approvals next spring. 

 

Speedway – 1395 East Michigan:  Staff anticipates a final engineering approval within the next 

few days.  Speedway representatives have informed staff that construction will begin on 

September 19
th

.  The first phase will be the demolition of the existing facility with the 

construction of the new facility to take place shortly thereafter.  The new facility should be 

operational in the spring of 2012.    

 

Burning Bush Church of God – 770 James L. Hart Parkway:  Staff and Attorney Winters had the 

opportunity to meet with the legal counsel representing the church to discuss the contents of the 

amendment to the recorded development agreement.

In August we had 2,615 calls for service in Ypsilanti Township, which is approximately 4% fewer calls 
than in 2010.  
 
Several special enforcement initiatives took place: 

 Focused “Boom Box” enforcement resulted in 45 citations 

 A High Visibility Enforcement grant-funded traffic detail, brought in additional agencies (UM PD, 
MSP, Saline PD, WCSO, and Milan PD) to the east district. This initiative resulted in 33 traffic 
stops, 2 Operating While Impaired arrests, 4 Driving While License Suspended citations, 3 Boom 
Box citations, 1 Felony Warrant Arrest, and 17 miscellaneous traffic citations. 

 Sheriff Deputies, using grant funds, conducted  Labor Day Holiday Traffic enforcement on August 
19, 20, 26 and 27 which resulted in 59 traffic stops, 1 Operating While Impaired arrest, 4 Driving 
While License Suspended citations, 2 Open Intoxicant in Motor Vehicle citations, 1 Felony 
Warrant arrest, 2 Misdemeanor Arrests, and 31 miscellaneous traffic citations. 

 
 There were many notable policing activities during the month of August. Some of which are: 

 On August 3rd Ypsilanti Township Deputies arrested a person who had kicked in a door, 
assaulted a female resident demanding money, then fled the scene. 

 A Judge sentenced Cortie Kelly to 18 to 60 years in prison for stabbing and slashing the throat of 
a Ypsilanti High School student in February of this year. 

 Rico and James Chandler pled guilty for a prior shooting in the 1300 block of McCarthy Ct. 

 Deputies located and arrested a suspect for the robbery of the Speedway gas station on E. 
Michigan Ave. 

 On August 11th Ypsilanti Township Deputies arrested a suspect who had pistol-whipped a female 
to steal her purse.  

 On August 14th Ypsilanti Township deputies arrested 2 subjects for a home invasion that had just 
occurred. Deputies also recovered a safe and other stolen items. 

 As part of the summer policing initiative search warrants were executed on Calder Street, Fox 
Street, and Meadowoods .  

 The August 31st prostitution detail collaboration with Ypsilanti City resulted in 6 arrests. 
 
Road patrol deputies continue to work in conjunction with the community-based, problem-oriented 
policing team, the proactive summer time anti-violent crime team, and the street outreach team to 
address the root cause issues to curtail recent fights occurring in the West Willow neighborhood. I’ll 
keep you updated on the progress.

Recreation Report – Summer 2011 
 

“Creating Community through People, Parks and Programs” 
 

This report covers the summer season of the recreation department.  The planning that 
staff does primarily focuses on each season as many of the programs we offer carry on 
throughout the season. 
 

In May & June the Recreation Department was extremely busy getting our spring/summer 
sports started, booking several room and shelter reservations, getting park operations off 
the ground, training staff and planning for the summer season.  The management team 
continues to work several extra hours each week to ensure our programs run smoothly.   
There were many challenges we dealt with (the loss of room 201 to the golf course, 
constant construction at the community center, training new staff, etc.); however, we 
overcame these challenges and created opportunities for our community.  We were able to 
work around the obstacles’ and still offer a wide variety of programs and services both at 
the community center and within the parks.   
 

Our participation numbers stayed constant in many of our programs.  Unfortunately with 
construction taking place at the community center throughout the summer and moving 
programs to other rooms due to the golf course using room 201 as their pro shop, the 
number of people visiting the community center was slightly down.  These items also had a 
negative effect on our revenues.  We do believe that in the long run when our improved 
heating & cooling systems are fully operational we will be able to grow again.   
 

Behind the scenes, staff has been working hard planning for the upcoming fall & winter 
seasons.  We were able to produce our fall/winter issue of “Discover Ypsilanti Township” 
and send it out in mid-August.  This issue highlights several new programs and many of our 
popular programs. Based on the number of daily calls and emails we are receiving, we 
believe we will have another successful fall season.   
 

Over-all, our participation numbers and popularity remain constant.  We continually get 
calls and drop-ins from both new and returning customers seeking our programs and 
services.  This is an indicator that our community still values and needs our services.  We 
are an essential part of their lives.  In many instances, we are either the sole provider or the 
primary provider for many recreational programs offered to our community.  Many 
community education programs and nearby recreation departments have either 
disappeared or simply do not offer what we do.  We are making a positive impact on the 
mental and physical health and well-being of those we serve. 
 

As always, this report highlights many of the programs and services that were offered 
during the summer.  This report also highlights some of the “Benefits & Outcomes” that 
our programs and services provide to our community rather than just simply listing the 
programs and services.  In other words, the importance of what we do is better understood 
by measuring the “benefits & outcomes” as a result of what we do.  This report also covers 
some of the hard work staff has been doing behind the scenes to maintain quality programs 
and services while reducing costs and increasing revenues. 
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1. Partnerships, Sponsorships, Donations & Grants:  
 

 We have joined with Harvest Church for the upcoming holiday season to be a 
collection and distribution site for food and coats. I our lobby we have designated 
boxes where the public can donate can goods or children’s/adults coats. The church 
will them divide the food up and create Thanksgiving & Christmas baskets for the 
needy. The coats will be available to anyone in need of one on the designated 
distribution date in October. We are pleased with the public’s participation so far.  

 Our partnership with our local Buffalo Wild Wings remains solid.  In addition to 
potential use of their establishment for meetings and catering services, our 
community can turn in receipts from their business each month to us and we receive 
20% of total sales.  Some of our patrons are eating at Buffalo Wild Wings for the first 
time adding new business to their establishment.  It is a win-win situation.  They also 
co-sponsored our winter league racquetball shirts. 

 We continue to join forces with MRPA, Palace Entertainment and the Detroit Red 
Wings to be able to offer discount tickets to their sporting events as well as to shows 
and concerts.  We have had some success so far and believe this service will grow 
as more find out about it. 

 We have executed the contract with the Department of Natural Resources for the 
development of the eastern side of Lakeside Park.  The Trust Fund Grant has been 
approved for the full amount of $500,000.    We are collaborating with EMU, 
WCPARC and the Saline Rowing Club on this project.  This project would not 
have gotten off the ground without this partnership.  

 An active parent involved with both Ypsilanti Township’s youth soccer and youth 
baseball, Glen Darmos does photography for both sports. For three years Glen 
Darmos Photography has requested that Ypsilanti Township allow him to use 
locations in Ford Heritage Park near the playing fields to take team and individual 
pictures. Because of our partnership with Glen Darmos, parents have been able to 
purchase affordable pictures and we have been able to help one of our own coaches 
grow his business.  

 The Recreation Department continues to partner with the National Alliance for Youth 
Sports (NAYS) Start Smart programs. Ypsilanti Township was placed as one of the 
few Four Star Programs in the country, and the only one in Michigan. Start Smart 
Baseball and Golf ran through July. 

 Our Youth Track and Field Program met on Tuesdays and Thursdays at the Willow 
Run High School Track. Our track & field athletes represent Ypsilanti Township at 
the MRPA state finals of the Hershey’s Track & Field Games. Our Recreation 
Department staff judged the 11 – 12 year old boys and girls softball throw.  

 A meeting with George Corley, a dedicated Ypsilanti Township resident and coach, 
has allowed our department to renew a partnership. The Washtenaw Warriors YAG 
Pop Warner football program will begin practice at North Bay Park in August. 

 
2. Marketing and Promotion:  

 

 We are establishing a working relationship with businesses and getting raffle prizes 
donated. This allows us the opportunity to get the word out to the public about our 
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programs and events thus reaching more people. Our members continue to 
generously supplement out coffee program with cups, napkins, tea bags and 
donations. All of our “groups” (Red Hat, Topps, and Pool Player etc.) have made a 
pledge to donate a certain amount to be put towards a specified area of the bazaar. 
We are encouraging all of the groups to participate. 

 We have created many new fliers to promote our programs and services. These 
fliers are placed in our brochure rack and distributed through many programs held at 
the community center.  We also email them out. 

 We continue to send out e-blasts to target audiences for several of our programs.  
Although the system we use is not the best, it is a method of promotion that has 
helped us increase our exposure and registrations.  We are beginning to look into a 
service that provides a professional template for e-blasts and e-newsletters.  Many 
parks and recreation departments are using this type of service with great success. 

 Our “Facebook” page for the recreation department is growing in popularity.  This is 
becoming a strong marketing tool for us as it allows greater interaction with staff and 
our community.  The popularity of “Social Networking” is surpassing printed 
media and even email.  We promote many of our programs on our Facebook page.  
The community can post comments and photographs on the site and share their 
experiences with everyone.  We are working hard to build our “Fan” base on the site.  
Lisa Garrett has stepped up to keep our Facebook site current. 

 Word of Mouth Promotion – We are finding that the vast majority of our patrons 
who participate in our programs value the benefits so much that they are telling their 
friends and neighbors about us.  We continue to get new customers. 

3. Reference and Referral   

 Senior centers or older adult programs are the front line of prevention. The biggest 
threat to our local and state government is chronic conditions of the older population. 
This is why we offer reference and referrals. From calling referral agencies for them 
to just being there to listen our members know that we care and that we are here for 
them. We continue to refer these senior to the following agencies: Area Agency on 
Aging, Catholic Social Services, Help source, Neighborhood Senior Services, Home 
Instead, Washtenaw County Senior Services, Superior Woods Healthcare Center, All 
State Homecare, Regency Health Care Center, & Marion Manor 

 We get very busy and find it difficult to write down every time we help a member but 
rest assured that it is on a daily basis in one way or another. From calling referral 
agencies for them to just being there to listen our members know that we care and 
that we are here for them.  

 
4.  Community Collaboration and Outreach:   
 

 Jennifer and Jessica Miles, two local women, reached out to Ypsilanti Township 
during May as a means of fundraising. Both these women are working toward raising 
$4600 for the Susan G. Komen 3-Day, 60-mile walk. This walk was dedicated to 
earning money for breast cancer research. Jennifer and Jessica asked Ypsilanti 
Township for permission to sell concessions at Ford Heritage Park during the last 
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three scheduled weeks of our soccer program. Though Ypsilanti Township does not 
usually allow the sale of goods, these women’s good intentions, combined with the 
entire amount of their profits contributing to this admirable cause, persuaded us to 
allow them the opportunity to sell pre packed food and beverages in our park. With 
Ypsilanti Township’s help, both Jennifer and Jessica Miles are closer to reaching 
their goal in the fight against breast cancer.  

 Rod Fisher, from Belleville High School has worked out arrangements for the 
Belleville High School Girls' Tennis team to play at Ford Lake Park this fall.  

 We hosted a Michigan Major Elite 10U Baseball Tournament in June at Ford 
Heritage Park. The 3 day tournament drew 16 teams from MI, OH, IL & IN. A total of 
43 games were played. The teams were very competitive and really enjoyed the 
play. They were very pleased with how the rain delays were handled and 
appreciated the efforts of our maintenance crew. The fields were ready for play so 
the games could be played in a timely manner. 

 A meeting at the end of July led to our Recreation Department’s involvement with 
The First Tee junior golf program in the future. The First Tee mission is to impact the 
lives of young people by providing educational programs that build character, instill 
life-enhancing values and promote healthy choices through the game of golf.  

 Our Recreation Department, along with Ypsilanti/Lincoln Soccer Club, brought 
multiple soccer camps to Ford Heritage Park this summer. The Ypsilanti/Lincoln 
Soccer Club coordinated the week long Challenger Soccer camps at Ford Heritage 
Park from July 11 – 15. The British camp was intended for interested children aged 3 
– 5 and offered a unique opportunity for beginning players. The Brazilian camp ran at 
the same time, for players aged 6 – 18. Similarly, Ypsilanti Township’s own Soccer 
Camp began at Ford Heritage Park and continued over a six week period until late 
August. 

 On the first Thursday of every month we continue to host the Focus Hope food 
distribution. Seniors come to the community center and register with Focus Hope 
and receive several boxes of staple foods. Again we are one of the largest sites for 
our county. Our numbers are averaging 180 families a month.  

 It is important to note that our center is to our grandparents what face book is to the 
boomer generation; a way to stay connected.  

 Our “50 & Beyond” members continue to enjoy a multitude of active and passive 
programs offered daily.  For many we have become their “Home Away from Home.”  
Many involved with our program arrive as early as a half hour or more prior to our 
opening.  We have become their livelihood. 
 

5.  Collaboration with other Departments:  
 

 For Start Smart and Junior golf programs, our Recreation Department collaborates 
with the employees of Green Oaks Golf Course. Maintaining a schedule and 
playable space to execute these programs is essential to the participants’ enjoyment 
and success. The Junior Golf Lessons, which take place during June and July, are 
run by Green Oaks Golf Pro, Dan Roberts. 

 Youth Soccer practices and games continued through the beginning of June. All 
games were played at Ford Heritage Park. Teams also practice at Ford Heritage

Park as well as Ford Lake Park, Burns Park, Community Center Park and Wendell 
Holmes Park.  We collaborated with park maintenance to ensure the fields were 
groomed properly. 

 Youth Baseball continued through July. Games and practices were held at Ford 
Heritage Park. Teams also practice at Appleridge Park, Wendell Holmes Park, 
Nancy Park, Lakeview Park, Community Center, and Ford Lake Park.  We 
collaborated with park maintenance to ensure the fields were groomed properly. 
 

6.  Health & Wellness:  
 

 We have started to form our team for the 2011 Making Strides against Breast Cancer 
walk in October. We have 4 people signed up to walk so far. The members will make 
donations on behalf of the team walking and that will be donated to the American 
Cancer Society. This is only a 3 mile walk so many of our members are able to 
participate  

 Our exercise and dance classes will resume in September. Taking registration 
through RecTrac is working out well it allows us to track the success of each class or 
event. It has put even more value on the “50 & Beyond” membership. Members are 
now assured that they receive placement in a class over a non-member, in the event 
the class is full.  

 Back pain seems to bother all of us at one time or another. There are many things 
that can be done to help prevent or manage this pain. In July we had a guest 
speaker out who conducted a workshop on this topic. “Oh My Aching Back” is a 
program geared at helping us move and work in ways not to aggravate our backs. 
The members loved this workshop.  

 
7.  Provide Recreational Experiences:   
 

      A. “50 & Beyond” Programs & Services  
 

 Membership renewals are going well. Our current registered membership is 993. 
We are on target to finish the year with over 1100 members.   

 We are very busy working on this year’s bazaar scheduled for October 7 & 8. Each 
group and club will be asked to take on a specific duty for the bazaar. We see the 
bazaar not only as a fundraiser for the senior program but also a wonderful 
marketing and promotion tool for the community center and the township.  

 In June the 50 & Beyond program held their annual talent show. With 12 acts they 
entertained the audience for almost an hour. One of the singers became a member 
just to participate in the show and he ended up being the hit of the day. Turns out 
that he found out a few days before the show that he has cancer. He told us how 
much it meant to him that he was able to sing for us especially since he did not know 
his fate or when he might be well enough to sing again. We just wanted to cry. The 
good news is he called in late August and said he was just about to finish his chemo 
treatment and he would like to sign up for YTRD Idol in October. We wish him the 
best.  
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 We held our FIRST Father’s Day Pancake Breakfast in June and we had a blast. Art 
cooked the sausage and our staff prepared the pancakes. The men of our group 
requested that we do something for Fathers since we have our annual Mother’s Day 
brunch. Everyone seemed to have a great time.  

 In July our members were treated to “Tax free investment advice” by Edward Jones. 
In today’s economy who doesn’t need financial advice. We got good reviews from 
those that attended.  

 Hospice of Michigan treated our members to a free ice cream social in July. This 
wonderful organization also offered materials on the many services that they 
provided to families and loved ones in their time of need. Many of these programs 
people just don’t know about and most of them are covered by insurance or are free.  

 AARP was at our center once again with a class that everyone who is or will be 
dealing with an older parent or loved one should attend. “When Should You or Your 
Loved One Stop Driving?” Hard questions and hard answers were discussed in the 
workshop. AARP has trained instructors that know how to help those dealing with 
this very difficult situation. 

 
      B. Enrichment & Special Events  
 

 Our Summer Camp program ran for 9 full weeks. We did not have camp the week of 
July 4th. The response from the parents and kids was great. We discovered what 
worked and what we would like to change for next year. We held a follow up meeting 
with staff and discussed what could make the camp even better next year. We did 
see an increase overall in our participation over last year.  

 Kids Korner is getting ready to start back up in September. Currently the 3 day AM 
class is full with a waiting list. The 2 day AM class is also doing well with its 
enrollment. The 3 day PM class is starting to fill up also but our 2 day PM classes 
continue to struggle with enrollment numbers. We believe that due to the age of the 
children (3 & 4 yrs.) that maybe the pm time slot is not convenient for parents due to 
nap time. We are exploring other types of programs that we can offer beginning in 
January in this time slot that will interest those families looking for an afternoon 
activity for they little one.  

 We have many new classes that are being offered to the young people of our 
community beginning in September and October. We are excited about these 
classes but we also realize that it takes time for classes like these to take off. It is too 
early at this point to know if the enrollment will support the classes.  

 Our Kiddy Keys program introduced preschoolers to music in a fun and nurturing 
environment. The most recent session of this program showed an increase in 
registrations. 

 We had a very successful youth dance program will all of our classes being close 
to capacity. 

 
 

 
      C. Sports & Fitness Programs   
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 Little Ninjas introduced children to Karate and basic self-defense techniques. 

 Jump-A-Rama Gymnastics taught basic gymnastic techniques focusing on body 
awareness, self-confidence, hand-eye coordination, inverted orientation and lateral 
awareness. Children experienced skills such as rolls, hand stands, bridges, and 
cartwheels. Each week an obstacle course was set up based on a theme, which 
included: forward, backwards, sideways, and bean bags. This program, too, has 
shown an increase in registrations for the current session. 

 Body Blast Boot Campers feel better about themselves, this super-slimming, body-
sculpting class helped them lose weight and BLAST calories. They enjoyed this low-
impact fat burning aerobic and strength training style class, which shapes the whole 
body using resistance bands, lightweights, exercise balls, and cardio. 

 Many of our participants take part in one or more programs throughout the year. By 
participating they are building a stronger, healthier, happier and safer community. 
When an athlete participates in a recreation program, they experience many 
benefits. Some of these are short-term and easily recognized; while other benefits 
will stay with the athlete much longer and help shape their overall development. By 
participating in youth sports, the young athlete will: develop and become proficient at 
the various sports skills; develop skills needed to socialize with their peers as well as 
adults; develop independence and confidence; develop a sense of achievement, 
which helps develop a positive self-image; develop leadership skills and qualities; 
learn how to cooperate and compete; develop agility, coordination, endurance, 
flexibility, speed and strength; develop the ability to make decisions and accept 
responsibilities; learn to understand and express emotions, imagination, and 
appreciation for what the body can do; and develop an interest in continuing sports 
participation as an adult. 

 Children participated in our Youth Soccer, Pre-School Soccer, Youth Baseball, 
Soccer Camp, Coach Pitch Baseball, T-Ball Baseball, Start Smart Baseball, 
Youth Tennis, Start Smart Golf, Junior Golf, and Track and Field programs. 

 Youth Soccer and Pre-School Soccer emphasizes teamwork and developing skills 
at each age level. With parent volunteer coaches and certified referees, the program 
aims to teach players the importance of being involved with a sport. 

 Youth Baseball, Coach Pitch Baseball, and T-Ball Baseball all offer opportunities 
similar to those of soccer. Divided by age, the Ypsilanti Township baseball players 
show progress and move forward when they are ready to be challenged by the next 
division.  Coach Pitch Baseball Coach, Rob Smith coordinated having our players 
sign the National Anthem before our end of season games as a tribute to Bryan 
Schroeder, one of our coaches who is currently serving a tour of duty in Afghanistan.  

 Start Smart is a step-by-step approach that builds confidence and self-esteem, and 
makes sports fun. Parent-child groups perform motor skill tasks that gradually build 
confidence in children while they are having fun at the same time. 

 The Start Smart Baseball coordinator completed another successful season and 
finished with the traditional T-Ball and barbecue day. Sixty families came together 
with food and fun to watch their children participate in their first ever T-Ball game. 

 Our own Green Oak Golf Course hosted our Start Smart Golf program on 
Wednesday evenings in June. Children enjoyed learning the game of golf with their 
parents. Both children and parents are putting it all together playing rounds of golf as 
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Green Oaks is set up as our Start Smart Championship Golf Course for the evening. 
With the final practice day taking place a week before the complete rehabilitation of 
the Green Oaks Golf Course Pro Shop, the traditional “hotdogs at the turn” faced a 
challenge. With the Community Center kitchen and boiling water as the coordinator’s 
resources, he was able to salvage the tradition and bring joy to the group of 
participants. 

 Youth Tennis Lessons took place at the Community Center Park tennis courts. 
Students enjoyed learning the lifelong sport of tennis 

 Participants in our Track & Field program cover a lot more ground than it takes to 
reach the finish line in a race. Athletes receive coaching in areas ranging from 
positive image to being healthy. 28 athletes qualified to compete at the MRPA state 
finals of the Hershey’s Track & Field Games. They placed in numerous events 
including first place finishes in the Girls 11-12 Standing Long Jump, Girls 11-12 4 X 
100 Meter Relay, Boys 9-10 100 Meter Dash, Boys 11-12 400 Meter Dash, Boys 11-
12 800 Meter Dash and Boys 9-10 4 X 100 Meter Relay. 

 Adults participated in our Tennis Lessons, Men’s and Coed Softball Leagues, 
Zumba and Body Blast Boot Camp fitness programs. 

 Our Ypsilanti Township Softball program is a member of Michigan Amateur 
Softball Association (MASA). The Coed and Men’s softball leagues continued in July 
and August at the Community Center Fields. Our teams are sponsored by area 
merchants and organizations. The players’ families enjoy watching mom and dad 
play and have access to our clean restroom facilities and awesome playground 
equipment. By the end of the summer league, Champions had been crowned. Ypsi 
Rehab claimed the top spot in the Men’s league and Ypsilanti Missionary Baptist 
Church finished first in the Coed league. 

 Adult Tennis Lessons took place at the Ford Lake Park tennis courts.  Participants 
enjoy the beautiful setting at Ford Lake. They purchased park passes to enter the 
park for lessons and get together at the park to play and practice what they have 
learned on a regular basis. 
 

8. Staff/Volunteer Development:   
 

 Our baseball program displayed Ypsilanti Township’s commitment to employing staff 
that are willing to better the programs they are involved with this season when a 
returning high school aged T-Ball umpire expressed his sincere enthusiasm for the 
job. Our veteran baseball coordinator worked closely with the young umpire and 
prepared him to successfully umpire coach pitch and youth baseball games 
throughout the season. This training benefitted our employee as well as the youth he 
worked for. 

 Ypsilanti Township understands the importance of employing staff that are willing to 
better the programs they are involved with. Dedicated staff members promote 
positive feelings about programs and encourage the development of that program 
over time. For our soccer program, this often means employing people who already 
have committed time to the sport. During this Youth Soccer season, many of our 
referees are young adults who have played for years in our league. For these 
referees, their employment is more than a job. Working for Ypsilanti Township 
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provides the opportunity to be involved with people in a sport that they are 
passionate about. Beyond that, they get to teach younger players and instill that 
same passion within them.  

 Our volunteers are some of Ypsilanti Township’s finest residents. These people 
typically live busy lives full of obligations. But they are willing to, and do, set aside 
precious time to help educate their own children and their neighbors’ children. 
Volunteers not only make our affordable programs a possibility, they also serve as 
great role models. Other adults in our community learn by their examples and strive 
to be better citizens because of it. One of our Pre-School Soccer parent volunteer 
coaches, Matt MacDonell, was due at the hospital on a game day because his wife 
was delivering a newborn. Other parents from the team filled the role of coach in his 
absence so that the players could continue with the program as expected. 
 

9. Program Testimonials:  
 

 The positive impact our coaches have on Ypsilanti Township and its residents is 
evident by the returning parents who praise their coaches’ hard work: 

 Jennifer Hansen, a mother of a soccer player, commented on her son’s experience, 
“His soccer coach taught him great skills, cheered him on, helped each game and 
practice be a positive experience, was always on time for practice, and clearly 
communicated to the parents.” 

 Vicki Echegoyen responded to the significance of games in our programs, “We 
commit to game times and have to learn to be on time. The players learn team spirit, 
how to win humbly, how to lose graciously, and all the emotions that go with those 
feelings.”  

 “All the children and the coach welcomed my daughter and were really nice even 
though she was the new girl on the team with no experience in soccer.” Mary 
Carmen Lopezmalo, Soccer Parent.  

 “My daughter is a rookie and has not quite found her foot, but her coach made her 
think she was a star. She loves the game and wants to play again. She was able to 
make new friends and had a great time.”  Mrs. Catricia, Soccer Parent.  

 “It has been wonderful to see my son grow from last year to this year.  He is learning 
to play as a team at a young age and I know it has given him a great feeling of 
accomplishment.” Suzanne Kapica, Soccer Parent. 

 “My daughter had some really dedicated coaches who never once missed or 
canceled a practice.” Ms. Jones, Soccer Parent 

 “It is nice that it (soccer) is at the park so when the kids are done they can play at the 
playground. Also the portable toilets are very clean and well kept.” Soccer Parent. 

 “I’m looking forward to tennis. We’re worried because we’ve never played before. But 
we are reassured by our past with the Township because we know that the 
instruction will be great!” Dolly Tittle, Tennis Parent  

 The dedication our coaches have to Ypsilanti Township and its residents is seen by 
the returning parents who praise their coaches’ hard work. “Our coach Brian and 
assistant coach Kyle were excellent. The children all got the attention they needed; 
practices were always on time and they kept the kids interested,” said Dori Jurado, 
parent of a preschool soccer participant. 
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 Repeatedly, families that send multiple children through our programs let us know 
how important Ypsilanti Township has been for their family. Bill Brauer shared, “My 
son Charles just finished his last season in the Township league after 8 years. 
Ypsilanti’s programs have been a great experience for our family. All of our children 
have experienced winning and losing and took both in stride. Most importantly, they 
learned teamwork and had some great fun doing it while meeting new friends. The 
soccer program is very well organized and administered.” 
 

10. Park Operations/Development:  
 

 Lakeside Park Grant – The contract with the MDNR has been executed and the 
service agreement with Beckett & Raeder has also been executed.  We will be 
working on getting the drawings, specifications and bid documents together this fall 
and hope to bid the project out prior to the end of the year.  We are still working with 
EMU to get a usage agreement draft completed for review.  We hope to have a draft 
agreement for review sometime in September. 

 Park Operations – Over all the 2011 park season went well.  We will know how we 
did financially later in September.  Early indications look like our numbers will be 
similar to the numbers in 2010.  With a reduced budget, the parks were staffed less 
than in previous years. 

 
11. Recreation Management Team Update:  
 

 The “Age Sensitivity Training” that Debbie attended in June provided an opportunity 
to understand the changes associated with aging. During the training she was given 
a kit to use to experience various simulation exercises including: visual, hearing, 
dexterity & loss of taste. It was difficult to do what was being asked of her with the 
limitations they instilled. These types of trainings should be offered to anyone who 
has to deal with seniors in the public. It really opens your eyes to the physical 
changes that limit what they can actually do. 

 The Recreation Department management team spends many hours meeting and 
working on ways to improve the quality of our services and cut costs. Considering 
this has been our goal for the past few years here at the recreation center it is getting 
increasingly difficult to find areas to cut without cutting services or programs. We 
have very talented and dedicated staff that has contributed to the success and 
growth in our department. Cutting additional staff and/or cutting program supplies at 
this point would definitely mean a reduction in what is offered to our residents.  
Everyone here is doing all that they can and it would be difficult to take on additional 
duties.  

 The Recreation Director also has been meeting with the Department Clerks on a 
regular basis.  Their input has been very valuable to the operations of the 
department.  Through their efforts we have found better ways to do business while 
saving time and money.  They are a big part of our success. 

 Building Attendants – The newly hired Building Attendants continue to do well.  We 
are down to two attendants and would like to hire a third attendant as a sub.  And to 
work some Saturdays. 
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  
12. Community Center Renovation:  

 

 Work is pretty much done with the renovation at the community center.  The center 
received new plumbing fixtures, new lighting and a new heating and cooling system.  
We still need to do a final walk through to address any corrections and/or 
adjustments that may still need to be done to the systems. 

 
13. Miscellaneous Information  
 

 We now offer real coffee mugs for our members use. Not only is this saving 
money on cups (which we were going through about 100 a day) but it is helping to 
save our earth.  The seniors volunteer to load the dishwasher and run and in the 
morning another volunteer unloads and places them on a cart. It is working out real 
well.

Our regular Compost Site gate attendant, Tod Nunley gave us notice that he was 
leaving his employment here.  I went through some interviews over the past  
month and hired two part-time seasonal employees to replace him.  This position  
requires a 6 day per week schedule for 39 weeks and therefore needs two  
people in order to keep the hours reasonable.  During the winter, it is a Saturday  
only work schedule.  Thus far the two new employees have worked out very well.   
 
I attended a court case in which I ticketed a resident for blight.  She was able to  
speak her case in front of the magistrate as to why she always leaves brush out  
at her curb.  She will be back in court at the end of the month to explain how she 
will resolve the illegal dumping that she claims is occurring to create this issue. 
 
I have been seeking additional quotes for cameras for the 14B court at their  
request.  The initial quotes were higher than they anticipated so we have re- 
duced the amount and I am currently waiting for that amount.   
 
We completed the gas inspection test at the Community Center for the 
Honeywell  project and all passed and we are 99.8% complete over there.   
 
I met with the Huron River Watershed Council during the month and reported some 
significant erosion sites around Ford Lake.  There is to be further follow up on that in the 
near future.  The Council may decide to do some additional work in these areas to try to 
shore them up.  One area that is of a major concern is an area on the south side of S. 
Grove.  Over the past 2 years, I have twice reported this to the Road Commission and 
they have come out to make it safer, but it still needs attention and hopefully it will get it 
soon.

We loaned 15 picnic tables and labor to the Heritage Festival during the weekend of 
festivities.  This is an annual occurrence and everything seemed to go fairly smooth.  
 
We completed a turbine inspection at the Hydro plant and did some repair to a slightly 
wobbling shaft to the generator.   
 
I am working on scheduling about a half dozen concrete repair jobs at resident’s homes 
where there is a trip hazard that meets our criteria of 2”.  This work should be completed 
by the end of September.   
 
A.F. Smith has been contracted to do some electrical work here.  They are to run power 
to our telephone room from a point that is on the emergency generator so that in the event 
we lose power, our phones will still be operational.  Currently that is not the case and in 
times when we lose power but the Community Center does not; their phones are out as 
well because of the lack of back-up power here.  
 
We have scheduled a “County Clean-up Day”  for Saturday, October 8 in the EMU 
Rynearson Parking Lot.  This is similar in past years where residents can drop off many 
types of items.  The Washtenaw County Solid Waste Program is running it and we are 
doing a small sponsorship.  There is a suggested donation of $10 for drop off and it can 
include household hazardous waste, tires and electronic equipment.  This is only for 
Washtenaw County residents, and no businesses.   
 
We continue to work on the border to border and the connecting communities’ bike path 
initiative along with OHM.  There are still some “Right of way” issues to resolve with the 
Norfolk Southern Railroad but it seems we are making a little headway with them. 
 
Joe Lawson and I are beginning our meetings in order to submit for our annual storm 
water permit prior to the October deadline.

The powerhouse is running smoothly. Routine maintenance was done including turbine 
inspections and dive inspection of the north powerhouse wall.

The water quality monitoring began on June 1; operators are monitoring the water quality 
conditions and taking readings as outline in the WQ Plan. The hydro discharged from the 
bottom gates for 23.5 days in August to maintain run of river and/or help with water 
quality in Ford Lake.

Nuisance Plant Survey- Annual survey to monitor Purple Loosestrife and Emersion 
Water Milfoil throughout the lake was done in July.  As part of the process, Purple 
Loosestrife was removed by hand pulling from Township lands along the lake.  I sent out 
the annual educational letter to lake side residents.  We worked with MDEQ and MDOT 
to release beetles to help control the Purple Loosestrife.  The release was done in May in 
North Bay. 
 
FERC conducted the annual safety inspection in July. No major findings of concern were 
found. The FERC will supply a written report outlining any action required. I do not 
expect any major findings. 



 
I filed the annual Historic Property report with the FERC. No projects were undertaken 
during the last reporting period.

Inspection. Barr and I need to have is this complete by December 31. 
 
Other: 
 
The Township Board approved looking into reducing communication cost related to 
connection with the DTE substations. The Board authorized replacing communication 
equipment with YCUA in August. This equipment is on order. 
 
Sargent Charles Dam and Tyler Dam 
 
Each dam continues to get routine safety inspections and appropriate maintenance. 
 
Tyler Dam - 5 year inspection.  No major findings were found during the safety 
inspection, however, the State inspector showed concern of the deteriorated sidewalks on 
the bridge.  We are currently looking into how we should resolve any items related to the 
report and looking into the future.

1. 2010 FINANCIAL STATEMENTS PRESENTATION 
 

A. KRISTINA KINDE, ABRAHAM & GAFFNEY 
 

Ms. Kinde stated she was the “in-charge” on the Township’s 2010 Audit and she 
thanked everyone that had helped during the audit process. She reported the big 
change was the single audit, which was needed when federal expenditures exceed 
$500,000. Ms. Kinde briefly reviewed the highlights from the financial statements. 
Ypsilanti Township received an unqualified opinion, which was the best opinion that 
could be received. She said an unqualified opinion was something that creditors really 
liked to see. Ms. Kinde pointed out that the Unreserved/Undesignated Fund Balance 
increased from 18% to 21.1%. She stated revenues decreased by $700,000 and 
expenditures decreased by $1.3 million, which showed the Township had done a good 
job of decreasing expenditures in accordance with the revenue decrease. There was an 
addition to the Fund Balance of $615,000.  
 
Supervisor Stumbo stated that the 2010 Audit was available on the website.

Supervisor Stumbo reviewed agenda with additional information provided on the 
following items:

Supervisor Stumbo stated the West Willow Association Rally and Community Picnic 
was held on Saturday. She said it was wonderfully organized and a great group of 
people came together to celebrate the successes.

WASHTENAW COUNTY CIRCUIT COURT AGAINST RESPONSIBLE PARTIES TO

Attorney Winters provided a brief overview of the condition of the property. He 
suggested that the Board might wish to get involved with what was happening with 
Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac.  
 
Supervisor Stumbo and Clerk Lovejoy Roe stated emails were sent to Congressman 
Dingell and Senators Stabenaw and Levin saying that Ypsilanti Township did not 
support the legislation to turn foreclosures into rentals and they had requested a 
meeting with them to discuss.

Attorney Winters said the Board had authorized legal action against Lucas Coney Island 
on Washtenaw and he was finally able to contract the owner of the property who were 
completely unaware of the problems occurring there. Attorney Winters stated the 
owners spoke with their tenant who has now agreed to close between 1:30 a.m. and 
4:00 a.m. He also stated the owners agreed to sign a trespass order, if necessary.

Clerk Lovejoy Roe explained that the majority of the budget amendment was related to 
tax tribunal settlements. She said there was also an increase in General Operations for 
litigation surrounding the public nuisance abatement court cases and in the Motor Pool 
Fund for gas, oil and shop supplies.

Treasurer Doe said the change in the remarketing agent would reduce the interest rate 
from 4.25% to 1.75%.

Supervisor Stumbo stated a memorial service was held for Gary Lily, a Veteran 
and real estate representative on Sunday, August 14, 2011 at the Civic Center. 
 
She said the 2012 Draft Budget would be distributed to the Board after the 
meeting and it would also be available on the website. 
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CLERK REPORT 
 

 Redistricting Plans for both the state and federal boundaries are being 
challenged in In court.  Until court decision is made the Clerk’s office will be 
required to wait to issue new voter registration cards with the federal and 
state changes.  

 

 Repairs to sound and recording system in boardroom are underway and 
almost completed.  Microphones are no longer voice activated and are live 
at all times.  The repairs were necessary because of the inability to record 
the minutes of the meetings and to prepare for future live video recordings 
of board meetings. 

 

 Free press reported that the Republican Primary may be a closed primary 
and most likely will take place on February 28, 2012. 

 

 Work is in progress to have new maps printed for both the precinct maps for 
Ypsilanti Township and the County Commissioner Districts that will be 
impacted by the state and federal district boundary changes. 

 

 Processing requests for streetlights, speed bumps, and sidewalks by 
residents.   

 

 Working with DTE for complete circuit replacement of streetlights in West 
Willow.  Plans are underway to complete this year.  Currently waiting on 
permit from road commission to begin work in West Willow.  This will help  
because of the age of the lines and repeated outages related to line 
problems in this part of the township.   

 

 RIVER UP – Attended a visit to the Huron River in both Ann Arbor and the 
City of Ypsilanti in support of improvements for canoe portages on both 
sides of the Superior Dam location. At the new Ingstrom Plant (prior 
Ypsilanti Ford Motor Company Plant) plans are underway for removing the 
fencing along the river that divides the property and the parking lot and to 
build a connection of bike paths and trails to North Bay Park trails and 
bridges most likely under I-94. Both projects are being funded through 
community foundation grants, Wolf Pack, Michigan League of Conservation 
Voters, National Wildlife Federation and Huron River Watershed Council 
and Tom Buhr and John Carver.  This project is very exciting and is seeking 
to bring attention to the Huron River to create new recreational 
opportunities, increase in water trail usage, and to promote economic 
development along the river.  

 
 
TREASURER REPORT 
 
Treasurer Doe stated another dog clinic was scheduled for September 17, 2011 
from 9:00 a.m. to Noon at the Civic Center.  He said 2,357 dog licenses were 
sold in the first eight months of 2011, compared to 1,741 for all of 2010. 
 
 
ATTORNEY REPORT 
 
A. REQUEST AUTHORIZATION TO INITIATE LEGAL ACTION, IF 

NECESSARY, IN WASHTENAW COUNTY CIRCUIT COURT AGAINST 
RESPONSIBLE PARTIES TO ABATE PUBLIC NUISANCE FOR THE 
PROPERTY LOCATED AT 2311 MERRILL 
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A motion was made by Clerk Lovejoy Roe, supported by Treasurer Doe to 
authorize of legal action, if necessary, in Washtenaw County Circuit Court 
against responsible parties to abate public nuisance for the property 
located at 2311 Merrill.  
 
Attorney Winters provided a brief overview of the property’s condition, which was 
owned by Fannie Mae. He said the home had not been maintained and was on 
the verge of collapsing. 
 
The motion carried unanimously 
 
 
B. GROVE ROAD DAIRY MART UPDATE 
 
Attorney Winters began by stating that both the Textile Road and Grove Road 
Dairy Mart maintenance violations were taken care of though Consent Orders of 
the Circuit Court but other issues still existed.   
 
Attorney Winters provided an in-depth overview of the three cases concerning 
the sale of alcohol to minors, the licensee’s attempt to bribe Detective Robbins in 
an effort to avoid prosecution and the involvement of the Michigan Liquor Control 
Commission. He stressed that he and the Board felt the 60-day suspension was 
not enough and the Michigan Liquor Control Commission (MLCC) needed to look 
into the interpretation of the 12-month period. Attorney Winters stated that 
another sale of alcohol to a minor occurred at the Textile Road Dairy Mart on 
Aug. 2, 2011.  
 
Trustee Eldridge question if there was a third violation in December of 2009 that 
the LCC grouped together. 
 
Mike Radzik, OCS Director explained that the Sheriff’s Department submitted 
complaints on four (4) different sales to minors. Two incidents occurred on two 
different days in December of 2009 and the other two occurred at the same time, 
with two separate decoys in June of 2010. Mr. Radzik said the Liquor Control 
Commission considered the 2010 incidents to be one incident since they  
occurred at the same time. 
 
Attorney Winters said he believed the solution was to get the law changed to 12 
consecutive months rather than a calendar year. He felt the Board’s efforts 
should be to focus on making change in state law. 
 
Trustee Eldridge asked if the bribery attempt was charged in court.   
 
Lt. Jim Anuszkiewicz replied that it was sent to the Washtenaw County 
Prosecutor’s office but the charge was denied.  
 
Trustee Eldridge requested the public documents concerning this. 
 
Supervisor Stumbo stressed that the employees were wrong to sell alcohol to 
minors. She said there were two recent victims, who were killed by drunk drivers 
in the township. She admonished the owner and said he had a responsibility to 
the community to protect our youth and not sell alcohol to them.

Attorney Winters provided an update on the Taft Street fire. 
 
Attorney Winters reported the actual owners of Lucas Coney Island on 
Washtenaw had been located. He said they were unaware of the incidents that  
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had occurred there and had agreed to cooperate. Attorney Winters said the 
business would now close between 1:30 a.m. and 4:00 a.m. on Saturday nights.

WHEREAS, pursuant to a resolution adopted by the Issuer on August 31, 2004 (together

with all appendices, supplements and amendments thereto, the "Resolution" ), and a Trust

Indenture (the "Indenture" ), dated as of February I, 2005, between the Issuer and U.S. Bank

National Association (successor to Standard Federal —Corporate and Institutional Trust, a

Division of LaSalle Bank National Association), as trustee ("Trustee" ), the Issuer issued its

General Obligation Limited Tax Capital Improvement Bonds, Series 2005B (Taxable) in the

principal amount of $4,745,000 (the "Bonds"); and

WHEREAS, the Bonds are payable from amounts pledged therefor under the Resolution

and the Indenture; and

WHEREAS, in order to provide credit enhancement and liquidity support for the Bonds,

the Issuer has arranged for an irrevocable direct pay letter of credit (the "Letter of Credit" ) issued

by Comerica Bank, a Texas banking corporation (the "Bank") in favor of the Trustee pursuant to

a Reimbursement Agreement, dated as of February I, 2005 (as it may be amended or modified

from time to time, the "Reimbursement Agreement" ), between the Issuer and the Bank; and

WHEREAS, the Indenture provides that the Bonds shall bear. interest at the Variable Rate

(as defined in the Indenture), subject to conversion to a Fixed Rate (as defined in the Indenture);

and

WHEREAS, the Indenture provides that (i) all Bonds shall be subject to mandatory

tender and (ii) Bonds bearing interest at a Variable Rate shall be subject to optional and

mandatory tender, in each case by the registered owners or Beneficial Owners thereof for

purchase by the Trustee on the purchase dates (the "Tender Dates" ) established in accordance

with Sections 201 and 202 of the Indenture; and

WHEREAS, the Remarketing Agent has been appointed by the Issuer as successor

remarketing agent in replacement of Oppenheimer k Co. Inc. , effective as of the date hereof and

pursuant to Section 912 of the Indenture, to use its best efforts to remarket Bonds and the

Beneficial Interests tendered for purchase and to determine the interest rate necessary to

remarket the Bonds at par; and

WHEREAS, the Remarketing Agent is willing to use its best efforts to remarket the

Bonds and the Beneficial Interests so tendered upon the terms and subject to the conditions



contained herein and in the Indenture and to determine the interest rate necessary to remarket the

Bonds at par as provided in the Indenture;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the promises and the mutual covenants

hereinafter contained the parties hereto hereby agree as follows:

1. Definitions. All capitalized terms used herein and not defined herein shall have

the meanings given to them in the Indenture unless the context clearly indicates otherwise,

except for the following terms, which shall have the meanings set forth below:

"1933Act" shall mean the Securities Act of 1933, as amended.

"1934Act" shall mean the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, as amended.

"Beneficial Interest" shall mean the interest of a Beneficial Owner in a Bond registered in

the name of a nominee of The Depository Trust Company.

"Beneficial Owner" shall have the meaning assigned to such term under the caption

"Description of tbe Bonds —Book-Entry-Only System" in the Official Statement.

"Official Statement" shall mean the Official Statement dated February 8, 2005, used in

connection with the remarketing of the Bonds, as the same may be amended or supplemented.

2. Re resentations of the Issuer. The Issuer hereby represents to the Remarketing

Agent as follows:

(a) The Issuer is a charter township duly organized and validly existing in the

State of Michigan.

(b) The Issuer has authorized and approved the Official Statement and

consents to the use by the Remarketing Agent of the Official Statement in connection with the

remarketing of the Bonds.

(c) The descriptions and information contained in the Official Statement

(other than the information relating to the book-entry-only system and the information provided

by the Remarketing Agent to describe the Remarketing Agent, as to which no representation is

made) are true and con'ect in all niaterial respects and do not contain any untrue statement of a

material fact or omit to state any material fact known to the Issuer necessary to make the

statements made therein, in the light of the circumstances under which they were made, not

misleading.

(d) There is no action, suit, proceeding, inquiry or investigation at law or in

equity or before or by any court, public board or body pending to which the Issuer is a patty or as

to which any property of the Issuer is subject or, to the knowledge of the Issuer, tlueatened

against the Issuer, the outcome of v'hich could have a material adverse effect on the

consuimuation of the transactions contemplated by this Remarketing Agreement or could have a

material adverse effect on the validity or enforceability of the Bonds, the Resolution, the



Indenture or this Remarketing Agreement or which could materially adversely affect the Issuer

which is not described in the Official Statement.

(e) This Remarketing Agreenient is the legal, valid and binding obligation of
the Issuer, enforceable in accordance with its terms except to the extent enforcement hereof may

be limited by bankruptcy, insolvency, reorganization or any other laws or equitable principles

affecting creditors' rights generally, and subject to any principles of public policy limiting the

enforceability of the indemnification provisions contained herein.

(f) The Issuer has duly authorized the execution and delivery of this

Remarketing Agreement and has duly and lawfully assumed all of its obligations under the

Resolution and the Indenture, and no consent or approval by any goveriunental body (other than

the Issuer) and no filing with any agency of the federal government is required for the execution

and delivery of this Remarketing Agreement by the Issuer or the full effectiveness hereof with

respect to the Issuer. The execution and delivery of this Remarketing Agreement and the

performance of the Issuer's obligations hereunder, will not conflict with or result in a breach of
any of the terms or provisions of, or constitute a default under. the terms of, or result in the

creation or imposition of any lien, charge or encumbrance upon any of the property or assets of
the Issuer pursuant to the teisns of, any indenture, mortgage, deed of trust, loan agreement or
other agreement or instrument to which the Issuer is bound or to which any of the property or

assets of the Issuer is subject, which would affect the validity of this Remarketing Agreeinent or

the legal authority of the Issuer to comply with the terms hereof; nor will such action result in a

violation of any statute or any rule or regulation of any court or governmental agency or other

body in the United States having jurisdiction (except for the application of the various state

securities or Blue Sky laws, as to which no representation is made) over the Issuer which would

affect the validity of any of this Remarketing Agreement or the legal authority of the Issuer to
comply with the terms hereof.

(g) To the best knowledge of the Issuer, no event of default has occmred

pursuant to the Indenture.

(h) The Issuer shall cooperate with the Remarketing Agent in any endeavor to

qualify the Bonds for offering and sale under the securities or "Blue Sky" laws of such

jurisdictions of the United States as the Remarketing Agent may request; and the Issuer will

furnish such information, execute such instruments and take such other action in cooperation

with the Remarketing Agent as the Remarketing Agent may reasonably request in connection

therewith; provided, however, that the Issuer shall not be required to register as a dealer or a
broker in any such state or jurisdiction or make any additional representations or warranties in

connection with the sale of securities, or to subject itself to service of process in any state or

jurisdiction outside of the State of Michigan. The Issuer consents to the use of the Official

Statement by the Remarketing Agent in obtaining such qualification.

3. Re resentations and Covenants of the Remarketin A ent. The Remarketing

Agent hereby represents and covenants to the Issuer that:



(a) The Remarketing Agent is authorized to perfonu all of the duties imposed

on it hereunder and under the Indenture and agrees to abide by all of the provisions of the

Indenture insofar as it governs its activities as remarketing agent for the Bonds.

(b) The office of the Remarketing Agent is Stern Brothers &, Co., 3104

Creekside Village Drive, Suite 204, Kennesaw, Georgia 30144, Attn: Don Clements/VRDN

Trading Desk.

(c) The Remarketing Agent will comply with federal securities laws and state

Blue Sky laws (to the extent applicable) in performing its duties hereunder.

(d) The Remarketing Agent will use its best efforts to solicit purchases of all

Bonds and Beneficial Interests in the Bonds required to be repurchased on any Tender Date from

sophisticated investors which customarily purchase taxable securities in large denominations at a

price of par. Any such remarketing must be an endeavor to sell the Bonds or Beneficial Interests

in compliance herewith and with the requirements of the Indenture.

(e) The Remarketing Agent has been duly incorporated and is validly existing

as a Missouri corporation and has full power and authority to enter into and perform all the

duties imposed upon it under the Indenture and this Remarketing Agreement. This Remarketing

Agreement constitutes the legal, valid and binding obligation of the Remarketing Agent

enforceable against the Remarketing Agent in accordance with its terms, except as the

enforcement thereof may be limited by applicable bankruptcy, insolvency, reorganization,

moratorium or other laws relating to or affecting the enforcement of creditors' rights generally

now existing or. hereafter enacted and by the application of general principles of equity including

equitable subordination.

4. Duties of the Remarketin A ent. The Remarketing Agent shall perform the

duties and obligations imposed upon it as remarketing agent under the Indenture and hereunder

and agrees, particularly (a) to perform its obligations under Section 110(b) of the Indenture with

respect to the determination of the Variable Rate and Section 113 of the Indenture with respect to

the deteianination of the Fixed Rate (as defined in the Indenture); (b) to use its best efforts to

remarket any Bond or Beneficial Interest delivered to the Trustee as tender agent for purchase

pursuant to Sections 201 and 202 of the Indenture and in accordance with Section 203 of the

Indenture; and (c) to keep such books and records as shall be consistent with prudent industry

practice and to make such books and records available for inspection by the Issuer, the Bank, or

the Trustee at all reasonable times.

5. Conditions Precedent to the Obli ations of the Remarketin A ent to Remarket

Bonds. The obligations of the Remarketing Agent to offer for sale and to use its best efforts to

sell any Bonds or Beneficial Interests in the Bonds hereunder shall be subject to the accuracy in

all material respects of the representations and warranties of tbe Issuer contained herein as of the

date hereof and on the Tender Dates, to the performance by the Issuer of its obligations

hereunder and to the following conditions:

(a) On the Tender Dates, this Remarketing Agreement, the Resolution, the

Indenture and the Letter of Credit shall be in full force and effect, and shall not have been



amended, modified or supplemented since the date hereof, except for any amendment,

modification or supplement made in accordance with their. terms and of which the Remarketing

Agent has received written notice prior to the Tender Date.

(b) No "event of default" under Section 801 of the Indenture shall have

occurred and be continuing.

(c) The Remarketing Agent shall have no obligation to remarket any Bonds or
Beneficial Interests in the Bonds that have been called for redemption or mandatory purchase

pursuant to the Indenture unless the remarketing of such Bonds or Beneficial Interests would be

pertnitted under the Indenture.

(d) None of the following events shall have occurred and be continuing:

(i) the United States shall have become engaged in hostilities which
have resulted in a declaration of war or a national emergency or there shall have occuned any

other outbreak, calamity or crisis on the financial inarkets of the United States being such as, in

the reasonable opinion of the Remarketing Agent, would materially and adversely affect the

ability of the Remarketing Agent to remarket the Bonds; or

(ii) there shall have occurred a general suspension of trading on the

New York Stock Exchange or the declaration of a general banking nioratorium by the United

States, the State of Missouri or the State of Michigan.

(e) There shall have been no adverse change in the properties, business,

condition (financial or otherwise) or results of operations of the Issuer or the Bank since the date

of the Official Statement or the most recent amendment or supplement thereto that is material to
the transactions contemplated by the Official Statement and this Remarketing Agreement.

6. Remarketin of the Bonds - Conversion Date. At the request of the Issuer, notice
of such request having been received by the Remarketing Agent at least 45 days prior to the

Conversion Date (as defined in the Indenture), and so long as no Event of Default under the

Indenture has occurred and is continuing, the Remarketing Agent agrees to offer for sale and use

its best efforts to remarket the Bonds or Beneficial Interests which are tendered or deemed

tendered to the Trustee on the Conversion Date, pursuant to Section 113 of the Indenture, at a
price at least equal to the principal amount thereof subject to the following conditions:

(a) satisfactory compensation and other terms and conditions shall have been

agreed upon by the Issuer and the Remarketing Agent;

(b) the Remarketing Agent shall have received an opinion of counsel of its

choice that such Bonds need not be registered under the federal securities laws in connection

with the remarketing thereof following the Conversion Date;

(c) the Remarketing Agent shall have received an official statement or other

appropriate disclosure document, satisfactory in form and substance to the Remarketing Agent,

to be used in connection with its efforts to remarket the Bonds; and



(d) the Remarketing Agent shall have received such additional documents,

certificates and legal opinions as it may reasonably request;

(e) ~xovided, however, that the Remarketing Agent shall not offer for sale or
remarket any Bonds or Beneficial Interests pursuant to this Section 6 to the Issuer or any
"insider", as defined in the federal bankruptcy code (11 U.S.C. 101(31)),of the Issuer.

Further details regarding such remarketing shall be negotiated between the Issuer and the

Reinarketing Agent prior to the Conversion Date.

7. Fees and Ex enses of the Remarketin A ent.

(a) In consideration of the services to be performed by the Remarketing Agent
under this Reinarketing Agreement, the Issuer agrees to pay to the Remarketing Agent on

demand such amounts as are required to reimburse it for or pay the reasonable expenses incurred,

advances made (including, without limitation, the advancement of immediately available funds

when remarketing proceeds received by the Remarketing Agent are next day funds), and

compensation for services rendered pursuant to the Indenture or this Reniarketing Agreement as
described below.

(b) The Issuer agrees to pay a one-time assumption fee to the Remarketing

Agent of $3,500 due on August 23, 2011. In addition, the Issuer agrees to pay a fee to the

Remarketing Agent equal to I/8 of I /o (0.125 lo) per annum of the aggregate principal amount of
Bonds outstanding. Such first fee shall be due and payable in advance, the first such payment

being due on October I, 2011 for the period fiom October I, 2011 tluough September 30, 2012,
and thereafter quarterly in advance on tbe first day of each January, April, July and October,

commencing October I, 2012 (based on the principal amount of the Bonds outstanding as of
each such fee payment date).

8. Furnishin of Remarketin Materials. If the Remarketing Agent reasonably

determines that it is necessary or desirable to amend or supplement the Official Statement or

prepare a new disclosure document in connection with its remarketing of Bonds, the

Remarketing Agent will notify the Issuer and the Issuer v, ill provide the Remarketing Agent with

an amendment or supplement to the Official Statement or other disclosure document (the
"Remarketing Materials" ) reasonably satisfactory to the Remarketing Agent and its counsel in

respect of the Bonds. The Issuer will supply the Remarketing Agent, at the Issuer's expense,

with such number of copies of the Remarketing Materials as the Remarketing Agent reasonably

requests from time to time and will amend the Official Statement and any other Remarketing

Materials with respect to the Issuer and any summary of documents the amendment of which

was approved by the Issuer (and/or the documents incorporated by reference in it) so that at all

times the Official Statement and any Remarketing Materials will not contain any untrue

statement of a material fact or omit to state a material fact necessary to make the statements

therein, in light of the circumstances under which they were made, not misleading.

9. Remarketin A ent Not Actin As Underwriter. In carrying out its duties

hereunder, the Remarketing Agent shall act as the agent for the Issuer in determining the Weekly

Rate in accordance with the terms of the Indenture, as agent for the registered owners or



Beneficial Owners from time to time of the Bonds if it receives any moneys to pay the purchase

price of tendered Bonds, and as agent for the Issuer in remarketing the Bonds. In remarketing

the Bonds, the Remarketing Agent's responsibility is limited to the use of its best efforts to solicit

offers to purchase the Bonds or Beneficial Interests, The Remarketing Agent is not obligated to

buy or take any position in the Bonds or Beneficial Interests for its own account. If the

Remarketing Agent does purchase Bonds or Beneficial Interests for its own account, it shall have

all the rights and privileges of a normal holder of the Bonds or Beneficial Interests.

10. Indemnification and Contribution.

(a) The Issuer will indemnify and hold harmless the Remarketing Agent, its

officers and employees, and each person who controls the Remarketing Agent within the

meaning of Section 15 of the 1933 Act or Section 20(a) of the 1934 Act (collectively, the

"Indemnified Patties" and when any one is intended, the "Indenuiified Party" ), against any

losses, claims, damages or liabilities, joint or several, to which any Indemnified Party may

become subject, insofar as such losses, claims, damages or liabilities, or actions in respect
thereof, (i) arise out of or are based upon an untrue statement or alleged untrue statement of a
material fact contained in the Official Statement or any amendment or supplement thereto or (ii)
arise out of or are based upon the omission or alleged omission to state in the Official Statement

or any amendment or supplement thereto a niaterial fact known to the Issuer necessary in order

to make the statements made therein, in the light of the circumstances under which they were

made, not misleading. The foregoing indemnity shall include reimbursement for any legal or

other expenses reasonably incurred by any Indemnified Pasty in connection with investigating or

defending any such action or claim,

The Remarketing Agent will, promptly after receiving notice of the

commencement of any action against the Remarketing Agent in respect of which indemnification

may be sought against the Issuer, notify the Issuer in writing of the commencement of the action.

Failure of the Remarketing Agent to give such notice will reduce the liability of the Issuer under

this indemnity agreement by the amount of the damages attributable to the failure to give the

notice but the failure will not relieve the Issuer from any liability it may have to the Remarketing

Agent otherwise than under the indemnity agreement in this Section. If any such action is

brought against the Remarketing Agent and the Remarketing Agent notifies the Issuer of its

conunencement, the Issuer may, or if so requested by the Remarketing Agent shall, participate in

its or assume its defense, with counsel reasonably satisfactory to the Remarketing Agent, and

after being so requested to assume such defense or if the Remarketing Agent gives notice to the

Issuer that it elects to assume such defense, the Issuer (subject to the next succeeding sentence)

will not be liable to the Remarketing Agent under this Section for any legal or other expenses

subsequently incurred by the Remarketing Agent other than reasonable costs of investigation

incurred at the request, or with the consent, of the Issuer. If the Issuer does not employ counsel

to have charge of the defense or if the Remarketing Agent reasonably concludes that there may

be defenses available to it which are inconsistent with those available to the Issuer (in which case
the Issuer will not have the right to direct the defense of such action on behalf of the

Remarketing Agent), reasonable legal and other expenses incurred by the Remarketing Agent

will be paid by the Issuer. Any obligation under this Section of the Issuer to reimburse the

Remarketing Agent for expenses includes the obligation to make advances to the Remarketing



Agent to cover such expenses in reasonable amounts and at reasonable periodic intervals not

more often than monthly as requested by the Remarketing Agent.

(b) If the indenmification provided for in subsection (a) of this Section is
unavailable to the Remarketing Agent (or any controlling person thereof) in respect to any

losses, claims, daniages or liabilities referred to therein, then the Issuer shall, in lieu of
indenuiifying the Remarketing Agent, contribute to the amount paid or payable by the

Remarketing Agent as a result of such losses, claims, damages or liabilities in such propoflion as

is appropriate to reflect the relative benefits received by the Issuer and the Remarketing Agent,

respectively, fi'om the remarketing of the Bonds. If, however, the allocation provided by the

imniediately preceding sentence is not perniitted by applicable law, then the Issuer shall

contribute to such amount paid or payable by the Remarketing Agent in such proportion as is
appropriate to reflect not only such relative benefits but also the relative fault of the Issuer and

the Remarketing Agent, respectively, in connection with the statements or omission which

resulted in such losses, claims, damages or liabilities, as well as any other relevant equitable

considerations. The relative fault shall be determined by reference to, among other things,
whether the untrue or alleged untrue statement of a material fact or the omission or alleged

omission to state a material fact related to information supplied by the Issuer or the Remarketing

Agent and the parties' relative intent, knowledge, access to inforniation and opportunity to
correct or prevent such statement or omission. The Issuer and the Remarketing Agent,
respectively, agree that it would not be just and equitable if contribution pursuant to this Section
were determined by pro rata allocation or by any other method of allocation which does not take
account of the equitable considerations referred to above in this Section. The amount paid or

payable by the Remarketing Agent as a result of the losses, claims, damages or liabilities referred

to above in this Section shall be deemed to include any legal or other expenses reasonably

incurred by the Remarketing Agent in connection with investigating or defending any such

action or claim. Notwithstanding the provisions of this subsection (b), the Remarketing Agent
shall not be required to contribute any amount in excess of the aggregate amount of remarketing

fees paid to the Remarketing Agent under Section 7 hereof.

11. Limitation on Liabilit of Remarketin A ent. The Remarketing Agent shall

incur no liability to the Issuer or any person for its actions as remarketing agent pursuant to the

terms of this Remarketing Agreement and the Indenture except for its willful inisconduct or
gross negligence or as provided in Section 10 above.

12. Term. This Remarketing Agreement will terminate upon the earlier of (a) the date
on which the Bonds are no longer outstanding under the Indenture or are not subject to tender for
purchase by the registered owners thereof prior to the stated maturity thereof, or (b) the effective
date of any resignation or removal of the Remarketing Agent in accordance with the Indenture.

The Remarketing Agent will resign, if requested by the Issuer in writing, and may resign at any
time as provided in the Indenture. Following termination, the provisions of Sections 7 and 10
hereof will continue in effect as to transactions prior to the date of termination, and each party
will pay the other any amounts owing at the time of termination.

13. Notices. Any notice or other communication to be given under this Remarketing

Agreement shall be given in writing, delivered by hand or by first-class mail, and if by mail, by
being deposited in the United States mail, addressed to the party to which such notice is to be



given. Unless otherwise provided, the respective addresses for the Issuer and the Reinarketing

Agent for notices which are or may be required to be given hereunder are as follows:

become successor of the Remarketing Agent hereunder and shall be vested with all the powers,
rights, obligations and duties hereunder as was its predecessor, without the execution or filing of
any instrument by any person or entity.

WHEREAS, the interest of Original Tenant in the Agreement was assigned to Tenant, pursuant

to that ceitain Recorded Assignment dated September 23, 2008 and recorded on December 29, 2008 in

Book 4711 Page 491 of the official record8 of Washtenaw County, Michigan.

WHEREAS, the Agreement has an original term, including all Renewal Terms (as defined in

the Agreement), that would terminate on December 29, 2035 (DOriginal Term" ), and Oivner and

Tenant desire to amend the tenn of the Agreement to provide for additional renewal terms beyond the
Original Tenn, and provide for certain other changes as more particularly set forth herein.

ivith the Agreement), Tenant shall have the right of first refusal to meet any bona fide offer of sale,
assignment, or any other transfer on the same terms and conditions as such offer. Owner shall

immediately provide the Tenant with a copy of the bona fide offer together vvith a notice describing the



offer in sufficient detail. If Tenant fails to accept such bona fide offer within thirty (30) days after
receipt of the foregoing, Oivner may sell or grant the easement or interest in the Property in accordance
with the terms of such bona fide offer.

Dear Board Members: 
 
This will confirm the receipt of emails regarding what appears to be the 
infestation of rodents at 1593 Wingate Blvd. which is owned by Elmer Sheldon. 
As you are aware, the Township previously had to initiate legal action against Mr. 
Sheldon to abate the public nuisance at another property he owned, to wit: 1810 
George Place which ultimately was ordered demolished by Washtenaw County 
Circuit Court Judge Timothy P. Connors. In that regard, the Township also 
obtained a monetary judgment against Elmer Sheldon and Ronald W. Hurley in 
the amount of $20,895.03 which I believe was or will be reimbursed to the 
Township through the Neighborhood Stabilization Program.  
 
That being said, it appears once again that the ownership of real property in the 
Township by Mr. Sheldon is once again having an extreme and negative impact 
upon adjacent property owners. According to one such owner he has “…killed 
51 mice with traps so far.” He goes on to state that “Critter Control says that 
their poison bait will not do any good unless this man (Elmer Sheldon – his 
unit is 1593 Wingate) is dealt with.” This property owner also states he has 
obtained pictures confirming the above. I would appreciate receiving copies of 
those photographs so as to insure my file is complete.  
 
Earlier this morning I had an opportunity to discuss this matter with OCS Director 
Mike Radzik who confirmed that his office is preparing an administrative search 
warrant to inspect the condominium unit located at 1593 Wingate. The purpose 
of this inspection in part will be to determine what property maintenance and/or 
building code violations currently exist as well as obtain information regarding the 
threat to the health, safety and welfare of the affected Wingate Condominiums 
due to the infestation of rodents and/or other vermin. We both agreed that in light 
of this unit also being under the ownership/control of Mr. Sheldon that it would be 
prudent on our part to request an expedited title search from Cislo Title Co. since 
the Township may have to seek an emergency clean up order prior to the next 
scheduled board meeting.  
 
Enclosed for your files is a copy of a letter addressed to Cislo Title Co. 
representative Gary Selesko requesting an expedited title search, as well as the 
general property information obtained from the Township’s BS&A website. Once

Earlier this morning I had a conference call with OCS Director Mike Radzik, 
Building Director Ron Fulton and Planning Director Joe Lawson, all of who were 
in concurrence that we should move “sooner rather than later” since we are not 
getting any cooperation from the property owners and/or their insurers. Likewise, 
I am not sure as to what is occurring at this location since someone has placed a 
large dumpster in a diagonal manner across a portion of the driveway which is 
located on the corner of Clark & Wendell. Thus, for all the reasons set forth in 
previous letters and based upon the concurrence of Township staff, please 
advise if you wish for our office to initiate the appropriate litigation prior to the 
September 20 board meeting. I have also attached for your files a copy of a letter 
addressed to Cislo Title Co. requesting they perform a title search confirming the 
names of the person(s) who holds legal title to this property.

This Escrow account was created when Ypsilanti Township and DTE signed a 
power purchase agreement (PPA) to sell electricity generated from the Hydro 
Station to DTE.  
 
The purpose for this was to ensure the Township. would generate electricity for 
the life of the PPA. If the Township were to default on the PPA, the escrow 
balance would be released to DTE for damages. If DTE breaks the contract, the 
Escrow balance comes to the Township 
. 
To ensure that the Escrow is handled properly, a third party manager (JP 
Morgan) has managed the escrow on behalf of the Township and DTE. 
At this time, JP Morgan is asking both parties to approve a change in the escrow 
agreement to match current practices and remove outdated practices of the 
agreement. 
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AMENDMENT NO. 1 TO ESCROW AGREEMENT 
 

Amendment No. 1 to Escrow Agreement, dated as of September 20, 2011 (the 
“Amendment”), by and among The Detroit Edison Company (the “Company”), The Charter 
Township of Ypsilanti (the “Seller”), and JPMorgan Chase Bank, N.A., a national banking 
association and successor to NBD Bank, as escrow agent (“Escrow Agent”).  The Company, the 
Seller and the Escrow Agent are hereinafter each sometimes referred to individually as a “Party” and 
collectively as the “Parties”. 
 

WITNESSETH: 
 
 WHEREAS, the Company, the Seller and the Escrow Agent are parties to that certain Escrow 
Agreement dated as of May 4, 1991 (the “Escrow Agreement”); 
 
 WHEREAS, the Parties desire to amend the Escrow Agreement to reflect current operating 
standards of the Escrow Agent; 
 
 WHEREAS, capitalized terms used herein without definition shall have the same meanings 
herein as set forth in the Escrow Agreement; 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the premises and for other good and 
valuable consideration, the receipt of which is hereby acknowledged, the Parties hereby agree as 
follows: 
 
1. Amendments to the Escrow Agreement. 

(a) Section 3 of the Escrow Agreement is hereby amended by deleting the section in its 

entirety and replacing it with the following: 

During the term of this Agreement, the Fund shall be invested in a money market mutual fund, 

including without limitation a JPMorgan Money Market Mutual Fund (collectively, “MMMF”).  

Absent written direction the Escrowed Funds shall be invested in the JPMorgan U.S. Treasury Plus 

Money Market Fund.  The Parties acknowledge that an affiliate of Escrow Agent, JPMorgan Asset 

Management (“JPMAM”), serves as investment manager for the selected MMMF and receives fees 

from the invested funds for services rendered separate from the fees for services rendered by Escrow 

Agent as further provided within this Agreement.”   

 (b) Section 4 of the Escrow Agreement is hereby amended by adding the following 

paragraph at the end of such section:  

Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in this Escrow Agreement, market values, 

exchange rates and other valuation information (including, without limitation, market value, current 

value or notional value) of any asset in the Escrow Account furnished in any report or statement may 

be obtained from third party sources and is furnished for the exclusive benefit of the Parties.  The 

Escrow Agent has no responsibility whatsoever to independently determine the market or other value 

of any asset in the Escrow Account and makes no representation or warranty, express or implied, as to 

the accuracy of any such valuations or that any values necessarily reflect the proceeds that may be 

received on the sale of such an asset.  Absent the Escrow Agent’s negligence, willful misconduct or 

lack of good faith, the Escrow Agent will not be liable for any loss or damage arising out of the 

inaccuracy of any such information or any Party’s reliance thereon.  
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 (d) Section 7 of the Escrow Agreement is hereby amended by adding the following two 

sentences to the end of such section: 

 The Escrow Agent’s duties are and shall be deemed purely ministerial in nature, and under no 

circumstances whatsoever shall the Escrow Agent be considered a fiduciary for the Company or the 

Seller, or for any other person or entity.  Anything in the Escrow Agreement to the contrary 

notwithstanding, in no event shall the Escrow Agent be liable for special, incidental, punitive, indirect 

or consequential loss or damage of any kind whatsoever (including but not limited to lost profits), 

even if the Escrow Agent has been advised of the likelihood of such loss or damage and regardless of 

the form of action. 

 

 (f) Section 12a. of the Escrow Agreement is hereby amended by deleting such section in 

its entirety and replacing it with the following:

Michigan Ability Partners agrees to provide the following to the Charter Township of Ypsilanti: 

Staffing 

One job coach and two program participants will perform duties of: visual tour inspections of target 

foreclosure addresses throughout Ypsilanti Township and the collection of litter along roadways and 

streets. MAP will also provide the documenting of maintenance issues and/or signs of neglect/vacancy 

of foreclosed properties to the Township. The job coach will supervise the work of the MAP participants 

and act as driver in these operations. MAP program participants will perform all duties of the job 

assignment and receiving assistance from the job coach when necessary. All three of these staff persons, 

the job coach and both MAP participants, will be on Michigan Ability Partners’ payroll, and all 

employment expenses, such as benefits, unemployment and payroll taxes; will be covered by Michigan 

Ability Partners (reflected in the hourly rate invoiced to the Charter Township of Ypsilanti). 

MAP will be flexible in assignment duties required by the Township of Ypsilanti. MAP will perform litter 

pick up assignments when designated and/or visual inspections of foreclosure properties.  

Vehicle 

One of MAP’s vehicles will be used for transportation in the performing of these site inspections, and 

this vehicle will be driven by MAP’s job coach. Michigan Ability Partners will also be responsible for gas, 

insurance and maintenance of any vehicles used in these operations (reflected in the hourly rate 

invoiced to the Charter Township of Ypsilanti). 

Reports 

For every day that Michigan Ability Partners performs inspections of properties, a detailed report will be 

provided to the Charter Township of Ypsilanti within 24 hours of inspection. This report will include a list 

of properties inspected, properties that were observed to be in distress, and a corresponding list of 

issues discovered. 

Invoicing 

Michigan Ability Partners will invoice the Charter Township of Ypsilanti on a monthly billing cycle 

according to the agreed upon hourly rate for services (see below).

Compensation 

The Charter Township of Ypsilanti will compensate Michigan Ability Partners at a rate of $24.80 per 

hour, which is to include time performing inspections, time driving between properties and time spent 

preparing daily reports (report preparation time not to exceed 30 minutes per day).  

Task Assignment 

The Charter Township of Ypsilanti will dictate which properties or areas require inspection and/or 

dictate upon which roads or streets litter should be picked-up by providing to Michigan Ability Partners 

an updated assignment list whenever revisions are necessary. 

Duration

BETWEEN WASHTENAW COUNTY AND YPSILANTI TOWNSHIP 

 

 AGREEMENT is made this ______ day of _____________, 2011, by the CHARTER TOWNSHIP OF 
YPSILANTI, a municipal corporation, with offices located at 7200 South Huron River Drive, Ypsilanti, 

Michigan 48197, (“Township”). and the COUNTY OF WASHTENAW, a municipal corporation, with offices 
located in the County Administration Building, 220 North Main Street, Ann Arbor, Michigan  
48107(“County”).   
 
 In consideration of the promises below, the parties mutually agree as follows: 
 

ARTICLE I - SCOPE OF SERVICES 
 
 The COUNTY will administer an acquisition, rehabilitation, and resale program with Habitat 
for Humanity of Huron Valley in Ypsilanti Township. The County will administer the program using 
the Housing Program Guidelines adopted by the Washtenaw Urban County, as amended.  The 
County will administer the program using the same policies, procedures and forms utilized by the 
County for federal funds. The County will eliminate federal requirements if there are no federal 
funds leveraged by Habitat and the homebuyer and if the County determines that the federal 
regulations are both burdensome and non-essential to ensure that the property is healthy, safe 
and affordable for the homebuyer. 
 
Habitat for Humanity of Huron Valley will acquire and rehabilitate homes to sell to homeowners in 
the Ypsilanti Township neighborhoods.  Habitat will leverage additional private and/or public 
funds to develop the houses. Habitat for Humanity will bill the County for project costs using the 
County’s Request for Release of Funds form and process.

As you may be aware, over the past year we have seen a significant amount of 
heaving and cracking both our tennis courts and basketball courts. These are  
especially a problem in Ford Lake Park (6 tennis, 1 basketball), West Willow Park 
(2 basketball) and Community Center Park (6 tennis courts). 
 
Our short term plan is to correct some of these issues on a temporary basis as it  
relates to safety, but then look at perhaps re-constructing the courts, as for  
instance, the tennis courts at Ford Lake have at least 3 large cracks per side of  
the net/court.   
 
I am seeking an authorization from the board to use B, S & R monies in the 212  
account to seek a consultant/engineer to draw specifications and drawings to re- 
construct the basketball and tennis courts at these parks.  The most immediate  
concerns may be to get the 3 basketball courts in order for 2012. 
 
We anticipate this cost to be in the $15-20,000 range for this consultant work. 
The cost of reconstructing the tennis courts are anticipated to be $250,000 range 
and the basketball courts an additional $100-110,000.  
 
There is approximately $610,000 left in the 212 fund balance from last year.

1. Scope 
1.1       The work shall be subject to the conditions of these general specifications and the 

furnishing of all labor, materials, tools, accessories, equipment, drawings, all necessary 

permits and services to demolish and remove the buildings and all of the necessary filling 

and backfilling to leave the site in a smooth, safe, level condition.                                    

 

2. Statement 
2.1   The work shall include but not be limited to, on-site demolition and removal of the 

vacant structure, driveway, parking, storm drainage structure which will include a 

capping of the storm outlet pipe, walkways at the project site and all of the contents 

therein. The vacant structure shall be demolished in place and the debris disposed at a site 

where such debris is legally accepted. Site clearance shall consist of the removal of all 

associated debris from the demolition but not limited to, fixtures, shrubbery, building 

contents and any related substructures within the boundaries of the location listed below. 

The site must be backfilled/filled and returned to the existing surrounding grade, topsoil 

added and seeded. 

 

3. Location 
3.1 The proposed work is located in The Charter Township of Ypsilanti at 2485 E. Michigan 

Ave. Parcel identification number :     K-11-01-340-026. 
  

4. Description of Work 
4.1 Prior to the commencement of demolition, the Contractor shall completely fill out and    

         submit to the Township and the State, the attached NESHAP form. This form MUST be   

submitted to the State a minimum of 10 business days prior to commencement of work. 

4.2   The Contractor shall, at their expense, remove and dispose of the existing vacant 

structure and all appurtenances thereto along with its contents, all walkways leading to 

the vacant structure, foundations, footings, concrete driveway and walks, piping, wiring, 

construction materials and any related substructures. The Contractor shall perform all 

work in accordance with federal, state and local laws. The contractor shall make every 

reasonable effort to recycle/salvage reclaimable materials. 

4.3   Backfill/fill the former basement/crawlspace and/or slab, former drive/walkways/parking 

areas and any low areas or depressions related to the demolition work using a granular 

backfill material that has been tested by an approved agency and verified as suitable for 

residential areas. The granular material may be pit run or crusher run that will pass 

through a 3-inch sieve. This material will not contain bituminous particles, oversize 

stone, rock or concrete fragments. Rough grade the area concurrent with the surrounding 

area. The berm may be leveled and utilized for backfill. 
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4.4   After completion of the grading concurrent with the surrounding area, the Contractor 

shall place topsoil over any areas that were filled, graded or otherwise disturbed by the 

work, to a specified depth of four inches. The topsoil will be spread uniformly, then 

tamped or compacted. The topsoil will be graded even with the surrounding surfaces or 

slightly “crowned” to allow for settling. The Contractor shall rake all areas of topsoil in 

preparation for the placement of seed. The top 2 inches shall be loose and allow for 

proper root growth. All topsoiled areas shall be seeded within 24 hours of the preparation. 

The topsoil shall be fertile loam, neither excessively acid or alkaline, suitable for the 

growth of turfgrasses. The Contractor shall provide proof that the soil has been tested and 

is acceptable for use in such an application. 

4.5   The Contractor will then spread grass seed with the appropriate equipment to provide 

uniform coverage. The minimum application rate will be five pounds per one thousand 

square feet. The seed shall be sufficiently incorporated into the soil then covered with 

paper mulch or hay. Hydro seeding is acceptable as long as it meets the specifications 

outlined above. 

4.6   The Contractor will apply a starter fertilizer in accordance with the manufacturer’s 

recommendations. 

 

5. Products             
5.1   Grass seed will be 30% Shamrock Kentucky Blue Grass, 20% Merit Kentucky Blue 

Grass, 20% Commander Perennial Rye Grass, 20% Baron Kentucky Blue Grass, 10% 

PS8990 Perennial Rye Grass (Lesco has this mix. The Contractor must provide the 

product label for this mix. 

5.2   Granular fill and topsoil shall be used as outlined above. Please note that the Ypsilanti 

Township Compost Site has topsoil available for sale at a reduced rate for this project. 

 

6. Site Inspection 

6.1   A Mandatory Pre Bid Walk through Inspection will be conducted on September 22, 

2011 at the project location. There will be no other times scheduled to tour the proposed 

building to be razed. 

 

7. Permits 
7.1  The Contractor shall at his/her expense procure all permits necessary for this work, 

including those where streets or parking areas may be obstructed by its operations. An 

application will be submitted to the Ypsilanti Township Building Department for a 

demolition permit in accordance with Section 105 of the 2009 Michigan Residential 

Code. All applicable inspections and requirements will be strictly adhered to. 
 

8. Safety Provisions 
8.1 Where hazardous conditions are created incident to the Contract operations, the 

Contractor at his expense, shall furnish, erect and maintain suitable barricades to protect 

and safeguard the public in accordance with Chapter 33 of the 2009 Michigan Building 

Code.

14.2 Permission for access to this area may be revoked for all persons who violate traffic 

regulations including speed limits, and parking restrictions.

Liability, Vehicle Liability, and Statutory Workers Compensation, according to the limits 

provided in the Charter Township of Ypsilanti Financial Policy.  The Certificates of 

Insurance must be provided to the Owner prior to the execution of the contract 

documents.

The Charter Township of Ypsilanti and its past, 

present, and future elected Officials shall be named as “additional named insured” 

on the General Liability policy with respect to the services provided under this 

contract. 

D. Automobile Liability insurance covering all owned, hired and non-owned vehicles 

with personal protection insurance and property protection insurance to comply with 

provisions of the Michigan No Fault Insurance Law.  Including residual liability 

insurance with a minimum combined single limit of $1,000,000.00 each accident for 

bodily injury and property damage. 

20.3 An umbrella policy may be used to meet some of the above requirements. 

20.4 All insurance policies must be held by companies licensed to do business in Michigan 

and such companies must be well rated and acceptable to the Charter Township of 

Ypsilanti. 

20.5 If the required insurance is not maintained at any time during the term of this Contract, 

the Contract shall be subject to cancellation immediately or at any time thereafter, at the 

sole discretion of the Charter Township of Ypsilanti.  If the Township elects to exercise 

its option to cancel on these grounds, the Township shall so notify the Contractor of its 

election.

4.2   The Contractor shall, at their expense, remove and dispose of the existing vacant 

structure and all appurtenances thereto along with its contents, all walkways leading to 

the vacant structure, basement, foundations, footings, walks, piping, wiring, construction 

materials and any related substructures. The Contractor shall perform all work in 

accordance with federal, state and local laws. The contractor shall make every reasonable 

effort to recycle/salvage reclaimable materials. 

4.3   Backfill/fill the former basement/crawlspace and/or slab, former drive/walkways/parking 

areas and any low areas or depressions related to the demolition work using a granular 

backfill material that has been tested by an approved agency and verified as suitable for 

residential areas. The granular material may be pit run or crusher run that will pass 

through a 3-inch sieve. This material will not contain bituminous particles, oversize 

stone, rock or concrete fragments. Rough grade the area concurrent with the surrounding 

area. 

4.4   After completion of the grading concurrent with the surrounding area, the Contractor 

shall place topsoil over any areas that were filled, graded or otherwise disturbed by the 
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work, to a specified depth of four inches. The topsoil will be spread uniformly, then 

tamped or compacted. The topsoil will be graded even with the surrounding surfaces or 

slightly “crowned” to allow for settling. The Contractor shall rake all areas of topsoil in 

preparation for the placement of seed. The top 2 inches shall be loose and allow for 

proper root growth. All topsoiled areas shall be seeded within 24 hours of the preparation. 

The topsoil shall be fertile loam, neither excessively acid or alkaline, suitable for the 

growth of turfgrasses. The Contractor shall provide proof that the soil has been tested and 

is acceptable for use in such an application. 

4.5   The Contractor will then spread grass seed with the appropriate equipment to provide 

uniform coverage. The minimum application rate will be five pounds per one thousand 

square feet. The seed shall be sufficiently incorporated into the soil then covered with 

paper mulch or hay. Hydro seeding is acceptable as long as it meets the specifications 

outlined above. 

4.6   The Contractor will apply a starter fertilizer in accordance with the manufacturer’s 

recommendations. 

 

5. Products             
5.1   Grass seed will be 30% Shamrock Kentucky Blue Grass, 20% Merit Kentucky Blue 

Grass, 20% Commander Perennial Rye Grass, 20% Baron Kentucky Blue Grass, 10% 

PS8990 Perennial Rye Grass (Lesco has this mix. The Contractor must provide the 

product label for this mix. 

5.2   Granular fill and topsoil shall be used as outlined above. Please note that the Ypsilanti 

Township Compost Site has topsoil available for sale at a reduced rate for this project. 

 

6. Site Inspection 

6.1   A Mandatory Pre Bid Walk through Inspection will be conducted on September 22, 

2011 at the project location. There will be no other times scheduled to tour the interior of 

the proposed building to be razed. 

 

7. Permits 
7.1  The Contractor shall at his/her expense procure all permits necessary for this work, 

including those where streets or parking areas may be obstructed by its operations. An 

application will be submitted to the Ypsilanti Township Building Department for a 

demolition permit in accordance with Section 105 of the 2009 Michigan Residential 

Code. All applicable inspections and requirements will be strictly adhered to. 
 

8. Safety Provisions 
8.1 Where hazardous conditions are created incident to the Contract operations, the 

Contractor at his expense, shall furnish, erect and maintain suitable barricades to protect 

and safeguard the public in accordance with Chapter 33 of the 2009 Michigan Building 

Code. 

8.2 The Contractor shall take all appropriate measures to insure the health and safety of the 

public. To include the diffusion of dust, or other small particles, toxic gasses and other 

harmful substances as required by federal, state and local regulations.

8.4 All work shall be conducted in strict compliance with safety regulations and guidelines 

including OSHA. 
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9. Working Hours 
9.1 If the Owner determines that any construction activity related to the installation is 

causing a hardship to the surrounding residents, the Contractor will be required to limit 

the work to hours agreed upon by the adjoining homeowners, the Contractor, and the 

Owner. 

9.2 No work may be accomplished during weekends or off hours without prior township 

approval. Regular work hours are from 8am to 5pm M-F. 

 
 

10. Public Utilities 
10.1 The contractor shall notify Miss Dig (811) a minimum of ten working days prior to 

commencing demolition. The contractor shall retain the ticket number for verification. 
 

11. Disposal 
11.1 All materials removed, other than utility owned fixtures, and all debris resulting from this 

project shall become the property of the Contractor in accordance with the following 

provisions. 

11.2  Burning of debris on site shall not be permitted. 

11.3  All salvageable materials present at the time that work commences will become the 

property of the Contractor. 

11.4  All materials disposed of shall be in accordance with federal, state, and local laws. Proof 

of such shall be provided to the Township prior to receipt of final payment. 
 

12. Inspections 
12.1 The Contractor will inspect and insure that all work is being performed in accordance 

with these specifications.  A rough inspection will be held at a time to be agreed upon 

between the Owner and Contractor. When the Contractor feels that the project is 

completed, the Contractor will call for a project inspection to be performed by the 

Ypsilanti Township Office of Community Standards. The Township reserves the right to 

make periodic inspections during the project to insure the work is being completed in 

accordance with these specifications.  A final Inspection will be held at a time agreed to 

be upon between the Owner and the Contractor. 

12.2   The Contractor will call for any inspections required by the Township Building Official. 

 

13. Submittals 
13.1 The Contractor shall submit all product data sheets to the Owner for grass seed. 

13.2    The Contractor shall submit all records of debris disposed of related to the work to the 

Owner. 

 

 

 

14. General 
14.1 The requirements of these specifications shall be understood to be the minimum 

requirements of the Charter Township of Ypsilanti. The requirements shall be expanded 
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as necessary to insure quality. However, unless approval from The Charter Township of 

Ypsilanti is obtained, the requirements herein shall not be deleted or revised. 

14.2 Permission for access to this area may be revoked for all persons who violate traffic 

regulations including speed limits, and parking restrictions. All of the Contractor’s 

personnel, operating forces, and delivery personnel shall be made aware of and comply at 

all times with the regulations and the directions of responsible Township personnel. 

14.3 Precedence: 

 If any statement in this or any other specification is in conflict with any provision of 

the General Terms and Conditions to the contract, the provision stated in the General 

Terms and Conditions shall take precedence. Any questions, which require additional 

interpretation and guidance, shall be immediately brought to the Owners attention. 

14.4 References: 

 Referenced standards and recommended practices referred to herein shall be the latest 

edition or revision of the document. 

14.5 Quality assurance: 

 The Contractor shall be regularly engaged in providing demolition work for a period 

of not less than ten years prior to bid submittal. 

14.6 The Contractor shall use care at all times to prevent damage to or marking of the fencing, 

landscaping, or any other property or equipment during this project.  Any damage caused 

by the Contractor will be repaired as directed by an Ypsilanti Township designee by the 

Contractor and at the Contractor’s expense. 

 

15. Addenda and Explanations

On October 5, 2010, the Board of Trustees authorized seeking proposals for a document 
management and record retention system.  A Request for Proposals (RFP) was approved 
and issued, and subsequently six proposals were received. 
 
On February 1, 2011, Board approval was sought to extend the bid review process to include 
on-site demonstrations by the top three bidders prior to making a recommendation for Board 
approval.  The request failed due to lack of support. 
 
Since the bid process began nearly one year ago, some of the proposals previously received 
have expired, including at least one of the top bids.  Also, circumstances relevant to the 
design of the project have changed and additional software upgrades have been proposed 
that would potentially affect the design specifications of the submitted proposals. 
 
For the reasons cited, we are respectfully requesting that the Board formally reject all 
previously received proposals in accordance with Township financial policy.  Furthermore, 
we are requesting that the Board authorize the I.S. Manager to redesign the specifications of 
an information management system that will be re-focused to include, but not be limited to, 
the following components: 
 

 Work flow process management 

 Management of standardized forms 

 Records management and retention 
 
It will be critical for department managers to participate in the design and review of a 
comprehensive information management system.  A redesigned request for proposals (RFP) 
will be brought back to the Board for its consideration when completed at a later date.

Please find the enclosed quote from Michigan Marine Construction for $7,500 to 
repair and replace parts of the fishing piers/docks in North Hydro Park.  As you  
may recall, this park was built with federal grant money and in conjunction with 
F.E.R.C.  Therefore, we are required to maintain this recreational facility as it was 
constructed.  This would be a single-source item as Michigan Marine is the only 
local dealer of this matching product.   
 
The original design of these docks did not sufficiently allow for the additional rise 
in the river level and the increase in water flows at certain times when the Hydro 
dam has to allow water to pass to maintain appropriate lake levels.
