Re: September 2011 Police Information

In September 2011 we had 2,267 calls for service in Ypsilanti Township, which are approximately 5%
fewer calls for service than in 2010.

During the month special enforcement initiatives took place:
e On September 1" and 13" five (5) different locations were cited for illegal sales of alcohol and
tobacco.
e A September 20" boom box enforcement detail resulted in 11 citations.
e In conjunction with the Ypsilanti Police Department, on September 29" a prostitution
enforcement initiative resulted in the arrests of six (6) males for solicitation.

Road patrol deputies made numerous arrests for Home Invasion in September. Arrests were made for
Home Invasions occurring in the following areas:

e 1500 block of E. Clark on September 7™

e Riley Court Apartments on September 17"

e 1100 block of Walnut on September 18"

e 900 block of Hawthorne on September 19"

e 1800 block of Emerson and the 2000 block of George on September 27

Distinctive, but correlated efforts are taking place to continue to improve the quality of life within
Ypsilanti Township:

e Various controllers (such as landlords, apartment managers, or business owners) of problem
locations have been invited in to the weekly police meeting to discuss and strategize how to
deal with on-going issues at the location they are in control over. Meeting participants include
the Sheriff’s Office, Ypsilanti Twp. elected officials, Mike Radzik and the Ypsilanti Twp. attorney’s
Office.

e Two deputies have developed a document to facilitate communication between the police and
rental property landlords, who may be unaware of various issues taking place at their property.

e The anti-violent crime team conducted several more search warrants during the month and was
able to utilize the aforementioned form to assure the controller of the property was cognizant
of the activity taking place.

These efforts are examples of the Total Policing philosophy that we continue to evolve.

Please be advised of the following activities related to the Planning Department for September
2011.

Planning Commission Activity

The Planning Commission held their regularly scheduled meeting on September 27, 2011. The
following agenda items were presented to the Commission:

265 S. Harris — Public hearing relating to a request for consideration of a Class ‘A’ Non-
Conforming Use designation for the property located at 265 S. Harris. Property owner Joe
Arnold has requested the designation to allow the use of the building for permitted uses within
the I-1, light industrial zoning district. Mr. Arnold was informed that his request was one of a
rezoning and not a Class ‘A’ Designation. After much discussion, the Commission decided upon
the recommendation by legal counsel to take no action to allow the applicant to refine his request
to a specific use.

Chuck’s Auto Service — 17 Avis Street — A request for preliminary site plan approval for the
establishment of a major automotive repair facility to be located on vacant land adjacent to 17
Avis. Upon review of the submitted plans and upon the recommendation of legal counsel, due to
the fact that the applicant was not present at the meeting, the application was tabled to the next
regular meeting of the Commission.

The Commission also set two public hearings for the regular October meeting date; Burning
Bush Church of God — 770 James L. Hart Parkway to request an amendment to a previously
approved PDII final site plan to allow the construction of a 1,900 square-foot addition to the
existing building. The second public hearing was requested by Sundance Inc. (Taco Bell) to

request approval for the construction of a drive-thru restaurant to be located at 1085 East
Michigan Avenue. As mentioned, both public hearings have been scheduled for the October 25,
2011 regular meeting.

Master Plan Update 2012: LSL representative Brian Bordon took the time to meet with the
Commission in order to present the timeline and goals for the upcoming 2012 Master Plan
Update. During the presentation, the Commission offered a number of suggestions and
anticipated amendments to the plan. These considerations will be presented back to the
Commission and the general public during the spring public input hearing. I will keep the Board
informed of any and all dates relating to the update.

Plans in Process

Blackmore Addition IT — 10800 Blackmore Avenue: This project is currently under construction
and going well. The applicant anticipates that the building will be operational yet this fall with
final exterior approvals next spring.

Speedway — 1395 East Michigan: Since my last report, staff has had the opportunity to conduct
a preconstruction meeting with the applicant and other reviewing agents. The former structure
located at 1395 East Michigan has also since been demolished and construction of the new
facility is underway. Staff has been informed that the new facility will open to the public during
the week of December 12th .

Burning Bush Church of God — 770 James L. Hart Parkway: A public hearing has been
scheduled before the Planning Commission to consider the requested revision to the PD II Final
Site plan to permit the construction of a 1,900 square-foot addition. Staff along with Attorney
Winters continue to work toward an acceptable amendment to the current development
agreement that will be presented to the Board for final approval.

A1 Auto Salvage — 2574 State Road: Staff has received the anticipated submission of Detail
Engineering #1. Since that time, all reviewing agents have reported back, some of which are
requesting revisions to the plan. After the initial review, Fire Marshal Chevrette and I had the
opportunity to meet with the applicant and his engineer to review many of the review comments.
It appears that all issues will be resolved and a second submittal is forthcoming. It is anticipated
that work will commence on this project yet this fall.

Taco Bell — 1085 East Michigan: Staff is in receipt of a preliminary site plan and special
conditional use permit application for the construction of a 2,800 square-foot Taco Bell drive-
thru restaurant to be located at 1085 East Michigan Avenue. The required public hearing has
been scheduled before the Commission on October 25, 2011. Staff is currently awaiting review
comments from our reviewing agents but anticipate a short review period.

Committee Meetings

Re-Imagine Washtenaw — On September 14", staff had the opportunity to attend the monthly Re-
Imagine Washtenaw Joint Technical Committee Meeting. During this meeting, the entire group
was updated on the next steps toward applying for grant funding to keep the project moving
forward. It was also announced that Ypsilanti Township, due to my volunteering, will be the
home of the forthcoming “Re-Imagine Washtenaw in Progress” construction sign. This sign will
be posted at any new construction project located within the Washtenaw Avenue corridor to
inform the public that such improvements are associated with this ongoing project.

Complete Streets — Due to other obligations, I was unable to attend the September meeting of the
Complete Streets Committee. The next meeting is scheduled for October 12, 2011.

WATS Technical Committee — Though a meeting of the Technical Committee was scheduled for
October 5, a quorum was not present and thus no action items were heard. The members
present were informed of a number of amendments that were proposed to the 2011-2014 TIP,
none were proposed by the Road Commission for Ypsilanti Township. A majority of the
proposed amendments were in relation to equipment purchases and upgrades to the AATA
operation.

Administrative ltems:

After many months, I am happy to announce that the Bosal Industrial facility located on Seaver
Drive has installed the first phase of their approved landscape plan. Staff had the opportunity to
meet the landscape contractor on-site to review and confirm the approved plantings. All planting
have been installed and appear to be in good health. As agreed with the plant manager, future
expansions to the building and parking area will require the planting of additional landscaping
while all current landscaping shall be maintained in a neat and healthy manner.

INTERNATIONAL will make the “Real Property Improvements,” as well as
purchase and install the “Personal Property” set forth in the Application (a
copy of which is attached hereto, labeled Exhibit A) within two (2) years of the
approval date of the certificate. BOSAL INTERNATIONAL shall also attach a
copy of the legal description (labeled Exhibit B) for the real property which is the

subject of this Agreement.

2. Reimbursement of Abated Taxes to the Township and Other

Taxing Units. In the event that BOSAL INTERNATIONAL revokes, cancels or

relinquishes the Certificate prior to the end of the term of the Certificate as
approved by the State Tax Commission, or in the event that BOSAL

INTERNATIONAL relocates its Facility located at 1476 Seaver Way, Ypsilanti



Township, Washtenaw County, Michigan 48197, outside of the Township prior
to the end of the term of the Certificate and such revocation, cancellation,
relinquishment or relocation is effectuated without either (a) the consent of the
Township, or (b) the approval of the Township of a transfer of the Certificate
by BOSAL INTERNATIONAL to a new owner or lessee of the Facility, then in
such event, BOSAL INTERNATIONAL shall be obligated to reimburse the
Township and all other taxing units affected by said abatement, an amount
equal to 100% of the amount of property taxes abated pursuant to the issuance
of the Certificate.

The reimbursement shall be immediately payable in full by BOSAL
INTERNATIONAL within 30 days upon receipt of an invoice and demand for
reimbursement from the Township on behalf of itself and all other taxing units
affected by said abatement.

If for any reason BOSAL INTERNATIONAL fails to pay the amount of the
invoice for abated taxes to the taxing units affected thereby within 30 days of the
date of said invoice, BOSAL INTERNATIONAL shall be responsible for any
additional costs incurred by the Township in seeking recovery of said abated
taxes, including, but not limited to administrative fees, court costs and actual

attorney fees incurred.



3. Responsibilities of BINA Bosal International North America

If prior to the end of the term of the Certificate as issued by the State Tax
Commission BOSAL INTERNATIONAL chooses to vacate the Facility, BOSAL
INTERNATIONAL agrees to be responsible for the following:

A. BOSAL INTERNATIONAL agrees to the cleanup of any
environmental contamination which was caused by BOSAL
INTERNATIONAL, its employees or agents acting within the scope
of their agency, which cleanup shall include, but not be limited to,
demolition of obsolete property.

B. BOSAL INTERNATIONAL shall, if requested by the

Township, post a surety bond in an amount equal to the unpaid

amounts anticipated to be due from BOSAL INTERNATIONAL

under this Agreement as a result of BOSAL INTERNATIONAL

vacating the Facility prior to the term for which the Certificate was

approved by the State Tax Commission, including, but not limited to,

any reasonable cleanup or maintenance costs under this paragraph,

including any appropriate administrative fees charged thereto.

C. BOSAL INTERNATIONAL shall, during the time period
in which this Certificate is in effect, prior to filing any petition with
the Michigan Tax Tribunal seeking a reduction in the assessment of

either real and/or personal property (which property is covered by



the Certificate herein) shall request a meeting with the Township’s
full time administrative officials and the Township Assessor in a
good faith effort to resolve any dispute, which meeting shall
constitute a condition precedent to the filing of a petition in the
Michigan Tax Tribunal. It is further agreed by the parties that in the
event BOSAL INTERNATIONAL requests a meeting with the
Township to discuss real and/or personal property tax disputes, a
meeting shall be held by the parties within 45 days of BOSAL
INTERNATIONAL making said request.

It is furthermore agreed by the parties that in the event the
parties are not successful in resolving the real and/or personal
property tax dispute, BOSAL INTERNATIONAL shall pay prior to
filing a petition with the Michigan Tax Tribunal the real and/or
personal property taxes in dispute pending a final decision from the

Michigan Tax Tribunal.

4. Compliance with Applicable Laws and Regulations. BOSAL

6. Administration Fee. BOSAL INTERNATIONAL agrees to remit to

the Township during the duration of the Certificate as approved by the State
Tax Commission the administrative fee provided in section 11(1) of Public Act

198 of 1974, MCL 207.561(1), as amended.

7. Reporting. BOSAL INTERNATIONAL shall provide in a timely
manner, all reports or other information required to be provided to the Township
pursuant to the Act, and such supplemental information as may be reasonably
requested by the Township in connection therewith, including, but not limited to
the following:

A. Balance sheets which list the assets (both current and fixed),
liabilities and net worth;

B. Detailed reports which verify all machinery and equipment,
furniture, fixtures and special tools from the general ledger.

C. List of locations and their numbers as reflected on your

trial balance.



D. Financial statements (Detailed Balance Sheet, Detailed
Income Statement with footnotes).

E. Lease agreements in effect for all personal property.

F. Detailed Trial Balance which reflects ending balances
for the audit locations.

G. Invoices as selected.

H. General Ledger.

l. Copy of Michigan Single Business Tax Return with
supporting schedules.

J. Complete copy of Corporate Federal Income Tax
returns including Depreciation Schedules and Attachments.

K. Any other document deemed necessary for completion

of a complete audit of all personal property.

8. Initial Status Report. BOSAL INTERNATIONAL will submit to the

Township Clerk, not later than January 10" of the second year BOSAL
INTERNATIONAL occupies the Facility , an Initial Status Report, in a form
requested by the Township, which shall indicate the actual project cost, the
estimated project cost, the number of jobs created and projected to be created
within the time period described in paragraph 1 of said Agreement with an
explanation of any variations from what was set forth in the Application and the

actual costs or actual employment levels achieved.



9. Annual Status Report. BOSAL INTERNATIONAL further agrees

to submit not later than December 31 of each year, beginning one year after
submission of the Initial Status Report required by Paragraph 10, an Annual
Status Report regarding status of employment in a form requested by the
Township. If employment has not equaled or exceeded the numbers set forth in
the Application, an explanation for this variance shall be provided by BOSAL

INTERNATIONAL.

10. Fulfillment of Obligations. In the event that BOSAL

INTERNATIONAL occupies the Facility for the full term of the Certificate as
approved by the State Tax Commission or in the alternative BOSAL
INTERNATIONAL obtains either (a) the consent of the Township to relocate its
operation prior to the end of the term of the Certificate, or (b) the approval of the
Township to transfer the Certificate to a new owner or lessee of the Facility,
then BOSAL INTERNATIONAL shall be considered to have fulfilled any and all
of its obligations to the Township pursuant to the Certificate and this
Agreement.

Mansfield, located in Stevens Recreation Park Subdivision, consisting of 40
parcels, in Ypsilanti Township and for the creation and establishment of a special
assessment district for the purpose of defraying said cost of street lighting by
special assessments against the property especially benefited; and

WHEREAS, the Township Clerk requested of Detroit Edison, proposed plans
describing the street lighting improvement and the location of said improvements
with an estimate of said costs; and

WHEREAS, on August 31, 2011, Tim Miller of Detroit Edison Community
Lighting Group prepared and submitted proposed plans to install street lighting
for S. Mansfield, located in Stevens Recreation Park Subdivision, Ypsilanti
Township, consisting of 38 parcels, which said plans included, inter alia, the
installation of “Acorn Streetlights,” with the cost of said improvements being
approximately:

WHEREAS, on September 9, 2011, the Township Clerk received notification
from the Township Assessor that the cost of providing street lights for S.
Mansfield, located in Stevens Recreation Park Subdivision, consisting of 40
parcels, which said plans included, inter alia, the installation of “Acorn
Streetlights,” will be $186.99 per parcel for a 10-year period; thereafter, said
costs shall be $73.58 per parcel for street lighting, based on general benefit; and

WHEREAS, the Township Clerk has given notice to each record owner of or
party in interest in property to be assessed, by first class mail, addressed to the
record owner or party in interest at the address shown on the tax records, at least
10 (ten) days before the October 18, 2011 public hearing, setting forth the district
affected in said petition, place and purpose of said public hearing to allow any
interested person an opportunity to voice any objection which may be offered
against creating said district; and

WHEREAS, the Township Clerk has also published in a newspaper of general
circulation the time, place and purpose of said public hearing and the district
affected thereto; and

WHEREAS, on October 18, 2011, the Charter Township of Ypsilanti held a public
hearing to hear any objections which may be offered against creating said
special assessment district.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Charter Township of Ypsilanti
determines that the petition filed by the record owners of S. Mansfield, located in
Stevens Recreation Park Subdivision, consisting of 40 parcels, on May 23, 2011,
is sufficient for all purposed set forth pursuant to Act 188 of the Public Acts of
1954, as amended.



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that a special assessment district be created for
the purpose of providing street lights for S. Mansfield, located in Stevens
Recreation Park Subdivision, consisting of 40 parcels.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Township Board accepts the plans and
estimate of costs as presented by Detroit Edison for S. Mansfield, located in
Stevens Recreation Park Subdivision, consisting of 40 parcels, which said plans
included, inter alia, the installation of “Acorn Streetlights,” will be $186.99 per
parcel for a 10-year period; thereafter, said costs shall be $73.58 per parcel for
street lighting, based on general benéefit.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Township Supervisor shall make a
special assessment upon all the lands and premises contained herein to defray
the expenses of lighting said streets.

Supervisor Brenda L. Stumbo called the meeting to order at approximately 6:00 p.m. in

the Ypsilanti Township Civic Center Board Room, 7200 S. Huron River Drive, Ypsilanti
Township.

Members Present: Supervisor Brenda L. Stumbo, Clerk Karen Lovejoy Roe,
Treasurer Larry Doe, Trustees Jean Hall Currie and Mike
Martin

Members Absent: Trustees Stan Eldridge and Scott Martin

Legal Counsel: Wm. Douglas Winters

1. DISCUSS PLACING CAMERAS IN HARRIS ROAD PARK

Supervisor Stumbo said Jeff Allen had supplied a memo concerning this item. It had
started because a resident had contacted the Board regarding some of the things that
were going on in the park. The recommendation was made to install the cameras to
make it safer for the National Little League and the playground area.

Jeff Allen, Residential Services Director, said it appeared we would need at least three
cameras, depending on which areas we wanted concentrate on.

Amy Stickler, secretary for Ypsilanti National Little League, explained the main problem
areas were the parking lot area and the pavilion area. She said they found condoms,
needles, both used and unused, possibly crack pipes, articles of clothing, broken glass
and burned picnic tables. On one of the four fields, that was partially hidden, they found
a mattress with a butcher knife underneath. Supervisor Stumbo asked if they had called
the police. She responded they were under the impression the police were already
aware of what was going on there. Ms. Stickler said they always had to do a sweep of
the area prior to every game.

Supervisor Stumbo said this had been discussed with the Washtenaw County Police
Department and they would begin sending patrols.

Ms. Stickler explained in the area where the street ends, there was an opening that led
across the railroad tracks. She said that was where a lot of the foot traffic was coming
from. The League had discussed fencing the area but they already had a terrible
problem with their fencing being cut down. In addition to the drug and sexual activity,
there have been numerous occasions in which things had been stolen for scrap.

Supervisor Stumbo explained that in the future, when things were discovered, to call
911. She and Ms. Stickler discussed the reluctance to call 911 when it was not a life-
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threating situation. The Supervisor said that discussion had also taken place with
Sheriff Jerry Clayton about implementing a 411 number, in the future, for such situations
as this one.

Jeff Allen said consideration should be given for additional lighting, or the cameras
would not be able to pick up the questionable activity.

Karen Lovejoy Roe supported the idea of working on getting extra lighting.

Supervisor Stumbo asked to move forward and have Jeff Allen bring this back to the
next meeting.

Jeff Allen said he would pursue this and have it back by the Nov. 1 meeting.

Supervisor Stumbo mentioned other parks that were discussed that had problems with
graffiti and setting fires, such as West Willow and Sugar Brook.

Sandy Andresen, Park Commission Chairperson, mentioned the fires at Sugar Brook
but also remembered the problems in the past with late night basketball playing. She
was concerned that putting lights in might bring that problem back.

2. CONNECTING COMMUNITIES GRANT

Jeff Allen explained he was trying to get the feeling of the Board on this item. He said
the application was due again at the end of December. He had stated at the last
meeting it was a highly rated project but it did not get funded. The County Parks
Commission had encouraged him to resubmit the application. The Park Commission
had prioritized Congress Street from Hewitt to Mansfield. He said a portion of that
would require working with the City. He asked the Board if he should resubmit and add
Congress Street or just submit the Textile portion again. He said he would eventually
need a resolution from the Board in December.

Clerk Lovejoy Roe felt they should do the one that was highly rated and wondered if
they could add to the application a list of all the new medical facilities that have gone in.
She said she wasn'’t sure if there was time to get the one for Congress Street ready, but
if it could be ready, she asked to have it included.

Jeff Allen said he could get some initial information to see what was needed on that. He
mentioned there were still a couple of challenges on Textile.

The Board agreed for Jeff Allen to resubmit the original application for the grant and
work on the information to include Congress Street as a separate application..

Jeff Allen asked if everyone had a chance to look at the memo on energy savings he
had included.
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Clerk Lovejoy Roe asked if there were any more grants out there for energy. Jeff Allen
said he hadn’t heard of any more lately. He added that every once in a while he had
heard something about funds for a natural gas fueling station.

REVIEW AGENDA

ATTORNEY REPORT

7331 Essex Drive:

Attorney Winters provided a brief overview of the conditions of a house located in
Greene Farms Subdivision No. 7. He explained this was a newer house, which was built
and purchased in 2005 for $250,000. The Attorney said it was foreclosed and the
mortgage was now held by Wells Fargo. He said neighbors had complained about
unsecured doors and when the Sheriff Dept. responded, they contacted our Office of
Community Standards. Attorney Winters said they had inspected and found the sump
pump had quit working and there was about two feet of standing water in the basement,
which had resulted in mold growth. He also stated dead animals had been found inside
the house.

Attorney Winters said that pretty soon they hoped to bring back an ordinance that would
address recouping the cost of securing vacant homes.

1075 Emerick:

Attorney Winters reminded the Board that Judge Shelton had entered a Demolition
Order on September 6 for the K-Mart portion of the building in Gault Village. The owner
had sixty days to complete that order, otherwise the Township had the right to demolish
that building and then come back and ask the court for reimbursement. This could be
accomplished by having the rents in the rest of that complex be assigned to the
Township for that reimbursement. Attorney Winters explained that since we didn’t know
exactly what the plan of action may entail come November, the Board was being asked
to allow Ron Fulton and Mike Radzik to seek proposals for the cost for demolition, in the
event that the Township does have to bear the cost.

Ron Fulton, Building Director, explained this was only going to demolish a portion of the
K-Mart building because Measurement Inc. had moved into a portion of the building. He
said the roof had been rebuilt in this section. The portion to be demolished was for the
remaining section of K-Mart that is abandoned and on which the roof was collapsing.

Attorney Winters said this portion, which Ron referred to, was also the one, which Chief
Copeland indicated that if a fire occurred there, the firefighters would not be allowed in
because of the danger of the roof collapsing.

The Board agreed to add this under other business.
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1416 Blossom Avenue:

Attorney Winters said they had just gotten a report today from neighbors complaining of
odors, unsightliness and decay from that house. He said he would come back to the
Board in two weeks with details for formal authorization to proceed to court.

General Legal Update:

Attorney Winters reported a number of demolitions had been completed. He said the
Ramblewood house had been completed. The Wingate property clean-up was coming
along.

Michael Radzik, Office of Community Standards Director, said the reimbursement
process had been completed for all but one of the demolition projects that were funded
through the Federal HUD Grant for Neighborhood Stabilization. There were fifteen
projects under that grant totaling over $150,000. The County said they were in proper
form so he anticipated that payment in the near future. The only one remaining was on
Bradley street and he said we were working through the Probate Court to get legal
authority to complete that demolition. He said some of the bids came in less than what
was anticipated and some deficiencies were realized, therefore, he thought about
$20,000 would be left over to then be used for some of the projects the Board just
recently authorized. He felt specifically the Holmes Road house owned by Mr. Kircher
and possibly the Velvet Touch building, could use some of those funds to offset those
costs.

Michael Radzik continued to report on a new public nuisance at 1416 Blossom Street.
He said this was previously an occupied rental property until late 2009 or early 2010,
when it appeared the landlord lost it to mortgage foreclosure, followed by eviction in
March 2010. The Township had been cutting the grass all last year and this year. He
said the Township tried to work through the bank that owns the property in Texas but
the real estate agent has reported his client won’t respond. Mr. Radzik felt there was no
recourse but to move forward with legal action.

NEW BUSINESS

1. RECOMMENDATION OF HEALTH CARE COMMITTEE TO UTILIZE MARWIL &
ASSOCIATES AS THE AGENT/BROKER OF YPSILANTI TOWNSHIP TO
ASSIST WITH THE HEALTH CARE NEEDS PROVIDED BY OUR CURRENT
INSURANCE CARRIER AT NO ADDITIONAL COST

Karen Wallin, Human Resources, publicly thanked everyone that was involved in the
Health Care Committee. She said there had been five very good presentations. She felt
Marwil had the best presentation and it was the unanimous recommendation from the
committee. Supervisor Stumbo asked her if the cost was already paid for within our
current Blue Cross/Blue Shield premiums and Karen Wallin said that was correct.
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Mike Martin, Trustee, said he found it very interesting that everyone, but Marwil seemed
to speak from a scripted presentation. He was impressed with the knowledge, innovative
ideas and encouragement that the Marwil representative had presented to the union and
non-union employees, as well as the Township. He and Karen explained that Marwil
deals with a higher number of municipalities for their health care insurance needs than
any of the others companies that gave presentations. He said it was a one year
program, so it can be assessed at the end the year to see if we want to continue with
them.

Supervisor Stumbo asked what the time frame would be on this if it was authorized.
Mike Martin said they needed about seventy days to finalize.

Clerk Lovejoy Roe explained that the time crunch comes into play because of including
the retirees. She felt the good news was that all the unions were represented at the
committee table, now, and if it were approved tonight, they would start working with our
actual figures and then be ready to take to each union for ratification. Clerk Lovejoy
Roe thanked Mike Martin, Karen Wallin and Tom Stachlewitz for their work on this
project and all the Health Care team members.

Dennis Doelle, Marwil representative, said he felt about 90% of the work had already
been completed. He thanked the team he had worked with and said they were excited
about the possibility of being part of that team.

Supervisor Stumbo asked how many retirees the Township had. Mr. Doelle responded
there were 51 eligible Medicare contracts. Karen Wallin said another 20 or 25
employees were under the age of 65.

2. AATA SERVICE AGREEMENT

Supervisor Stumbo reported the AATA agreement had a $118.00 increase.

3. BUDGET AMENDMENT #11

Clerk Lovejoy Roe said this was an oversight from the last meeting. She explained this
was a budget amendment for the landscaping.

4. MTA ON THE ROAD

Clerk Lovejoy Roe explained this was an educational workshop. She said the cost
would be $109 per board member.

CLERK REPORT

Ypsilanti Township Health Care Committee has met on several days with
five different Health Care Agents over the past two months. It has been
an extremely educational experience and the committee plans on
recommending an Agent to the Township Board for approval at the Oct. 4,
2011 Board Meeting. Once the Agent is selected the Committee will work
with the Agent to study and finally make a recommendation to the board
and the labor unions for changes to the township health care plan(s) that
will keep costs manageable for both the township and employees, meet
the legislative requirements and provide health care to the employees.
Redistricting Plans for the state legislative districts will be finalized in
January 2012. At the time the districts are finalized the Clerk’s office will
be issuing new voter registration cards to all voters who are impacted by
the Federal, State and County boundary changes.

Election Committee has approved changes to Precincts 17, 18, 4, & 6.
These changes will make the precincts more balanced in the number of
voters and expedite the voting process on election days. Election
Committee has also approved list of election inspectors to be used for the
November 8, 2011 election.

Last Day to Register to Vote for the November 8, 2011 election is
OCTOBER 11, 2011.

The Republican Primary will take place on February 28, 2012.

Work is in progress to have new maps printed for both the precinct maps
for Ypsilanti Township and the County Commissioner Districts that will be
impacted by the state district and county commissioner boundary
changes.

DTE work for has started and will be completed shortly for complete circuit
replacement of streetlights in West Willow. This will help because of the
age of the lines and repeated outages related to line problems in this part
of the township.

GM Property Plans — RACER Trust — A meeting was held that the
township representatives attended on August 25, 2011. Meetings and
plans are underway for Wayne County and Washtenaw County and
Ypsilanti Township to work collaboratively with the RACER Trust to
develop a vision for future utilization of the GM property. Marketing and
review of interested parties will be done cooperatively and in conjunction
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with all the stakeholders involved including the Willow Run Airport
authority. A lot of interest has been expressed by several substantial
businesses and developers. It was reported at the RACER meeting with
the township and others that major improvements were being planned and
hopefully funded soon for the Willow Run Airport.

e Pastors Meeting focusing on High School students in the Ypsilanti area
was held on August 24, 2011. Pastors, school representatives and
elected officials in the area are meeting to focus on supporting the
students and schools in the area.

e Washtenaw County Parks and Recreation meeting on August 29, 2011
continued a dialogue with county parks and recreation staff and
commissioners, Washtenaw County Commissioners, City and Township
staff and officials, River UP! staff and supporters and Huron River Water
Shed staff and state legislators. The meeting focused on the proposed
new county recreation facility to be located on the Water Street property in
the city of Ypsilanti if approved by City Council and improvements to the
Huron River including access in and out of the river at a variety of points
by canoe and improvements to these access points and also a bridge
under 1-94 for access to the islands and trails in North Bay Park.

e Met with Ann Arbor Spark and Spark East new Director, Paul Kruto.
Spark is undergoing major staff changes due to the departure of many
staff members to the State of Michigan Economic Development
Corporation. The new director is extremely excited about this new
position and opportunity and has hit the ground running.

e East Arbor Academy ribbon cutting for the new elementary, middle and
high school complex located on the corner of Merritt and Hitchingham
Roads was held on August 30, 2011. It was attended by many community
members, parents, students and elected officials from the region.

e On August 29, 2011 a Reimaging Washtenaw Tour was organized.
Elected officials, transportation staff, planning staff participated in a tour of
Washtenaw Ave as a part of reviewing the area for possible grants for
creating better handling of street water run-off as street, sidewalk and bus
stop improvements are planned.

e September 1, 2011 Department of Justice meeting with the Sheriff’s
Department was held at Hogback service center to discuss ways to
improve community relations in Washtenaw County.

e Police Services Steering Committee Meeting was held on September 7,
2011 at the Zeeb Road Complex. It was announced that the police
contract would be going to the Washtenaw County Board of
Commissioners for approval very shortly.

e Hope Clinic Open House was held on September 22, 2011. This facility
serves the entire community for dental and health care needs. It also
provides assistance with food and other resources for those in need. It is a
beautiful facility and is operated with donations and volunteers.

e Aerotropolis Branding Session was held in the township board room on
September 23, 2011 and attended by many Wayne and Washtenaw
County, township and city leaders, staff and economic partners to work on
visioning for a brand name for the Aerotropolis region. Attendees
participate in visioning and idea exchanges as plans are made to move
the identity of this corridor and economic region forward. Attendees were
asked to meet with businesses in their communities that were willing to tell
the story of why their business located or grew in this region.

e Urban County Executive Meeting was held on September 27, 2011. It
was announced that seven more municipalities will be joining the group in
2012. Staff reported the large HUD grant had been submitted and the
possibility of another round of Neighborhood Stabilization Program dollars
may be available. These funds will be dependent on the current budget
proposals being discussed at the federal level.

e Ypsilanti Convention and Visitors Bureau strategic planning session on
September 28, 2011 was attended by many groups, organizational
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representatives to plan for marketing and increasing tourism and
economic development in the Ypsilanti area.

e Washtenaw County Clerks meeting was held on September 28, 2011.
Updates and plans for future elections were presented and shared.

ATTORNEY REPORT

A. REQUEST AUTHORIZATION TO INITIATE LEGAL ACTION IF
NECESSARY, IN WASHTENAW COUNTY CIRCUIT COURT TO ABATE
PUBLIC NUISANCE FOR PROPERTY LOCATED AT 7331 ESSEX DRIVE

A motion was made by Clerk Lovejoy Roe, supported by Trustee Mike
Martin to authorize legal action, if necessary, in Washtenaw County Circuit
Court to abate public nuisance for the property located at 7331 Essex
Drive. The motion carried unanimously.

Attorney Winters provided an overview of the deplorable condition of the
foreclosed home at 7331 Essex Drive, located in Green Farms Subdivision No. 7.

B. GENERAL LEGAL UPDATE

Attorney Winters informed the Board that there had been a lot better
communication between the Sheriff's Department, attorneys office, and the
Court. He recognized the officers have been showing up for the court
appearances and when they have been unable to do so, they have notified them,
so they can adjourn for a later date, rather than have to dismiss the case. He
further explained those factors, working together, have caused greater
accountability to those who have received tickets, and thus greater revenue for
the courts.

C. REQUEST TO AUTHORIZE BUILDING DIRECTOR, RON FULTON,TO
PREPARE REQUESTS FOR PROPOSALS TO SEEK THE DEMOLITION
OF A PORTION OFTHE K-MART BUILDING IN GAULT VILLAGE, THAT
HAS BEEN CITED AS A PUBLIC NUISANCE

Attorney Winters explained that Judge Shelton had ordered that portion of Gault
Village demolished by November, 6, 2011. He said the judge also included in the
court order that, in the event the shopping center did not proceed with the
demolition, the Township could do that for them. He further explained that the
rent from the remaining tenants would be assigned to the township to fulfill the
costs for the demolition. Attorney Winters explained we needed to see what the
costs would be ahead of time, in order to determine if the rent would need to be
collected beforehand, thus preventing a financial burden on the township.

A motion was made by Clerk Lovejoy Roe, supported by Trustee Hall
Currie, for the recommendation to authorize the advertising and seeking of
requests for proposals for partial demolition of the K-Mart building located
at 1075 Emerick. The motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Clerk Lovejoy Roe, supported by Treasurer Doe, to
approve the recommendation of Health Care Committee to utilize Marwil &
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Associates as the Agent/Broker for the Ypsilanti Township to assist with
Health Care needs provided by our current insurance carrier at no
additional cost.

Supervisor Stumbo explained the goal was to get health care costs at the
government approved ceiling that the State Legislature had imposed, so no one
had to pay additional costs. She said the timing for this was really good, since the
union contracts are up for the 14-B Court, AFSCME, the Teamsters, and the
Firefighters.

Karen Wallin, Human Resources, said the Broker/Agent would be able to assist
in finding ways to reduce cost and therefore reducing cost for employees and still
afford employees with very good benefits for health care. She thanked Dennis
Doelle and Doug Swiss for attending the meeting and for their help. She also
thanked the Health Care Committee for their worthwhile input.

Trustee Mike Martin commended Dennis Doelle on his knowledge and innovative
ideas. He was pleased the costs were able to stay within our current budget for
Health Care premiums. Trustee Martin felt some of their ideas would save a lot
of money while providing excellent health care to all township employees.

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PURCHASE OF SERVICE AGREEMENT

THE ANN ARBOR TRANSPORTATION AUTHORITY (hereinafter referred to as "Authority"), 2700
South Industrial Highway, Ann Arbor, Michigan 48104, and the Ypsilanti Township, (hereinafter referred to
as "Purchaser"), 7200 Huron River Drive, Ypsilanti, Michigan 48197, in consideration of the mutual
promises contained herein, do hereby agree as follows:

TERM
The term of this Agreement is October 1, 2011 through September 30, 2012.

SERVICE PROVIDED

The Authority will provide public transit service according to the map(s) and schedule(s) for routes
4,5, 6,10, 11, 20, and other service descriptions contained in the Ride Guide included as Exhibit#1,
and made part hereof. Said route(s) and schedule(s) may be modified by the AATA, at its discretion,
for reasons including but not limited to those set forth in Section 4 below, subject to the procedures
set forth in the Policy for Public Input on Service and Fare Changes attached hereto as Exhibit #3,

DESIGNATED REPRESENTATIVES

The Purchaser agrees to designate a representative as its agent to work in cooperation with
designated representatives for the Ann Arbor Transportation Authority, overseeing the conduct of
this service, modifications thereto and evaluation thercof. Nothing herein will be construed to limit
the legal powers of the Authority or of the governing body of any governmental unit,

FINANCIAL MANAGEMENT

Payments by Purchaser

Purchaser agrees that its total obligation will be $298,508, unless otherwise agreed by the parties.
The calculation of revenues is included as Exhibit #2.

Purchaser agrees to pay this amount in four equal payments. The Authority will submit invoices to
the Purchaser quarterly, on or about the first of November, February, May, and August. The

Authority will refund to the Purchaser any overpayment resulting from a reduction in service.

Financial Assumptions, Power of Authority to Modify Services

It is expressly understood by the parties that the charges to the Purchaser are based on the Authority's
Annual Operating Budget including the projected level of expenses and revenues necessary to
implement the Annual Service Plan, The annual service hours and expenses and the calculation of
the projected revenues to meet these fixed-route and demand-response expenses are attached as
Exhibit #2. In the event that variances in costs or revenues render it impossible, in the reasonable
judgment of the Authority, to provide the number of service hours at the local costs indicated in

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Exhibit #2 without undue financial loss, the parties will renegotiate such hours and charges.

Mutual Cooperation Among Governmental Units

It is further understood and agreed that the other governmental units or entities have entered or are
expected to enter into similar contracts with the Authority. Transit services covered by this and other
contracts are interdependent such that if any purchaser breaches its contract, fails to enter into a
contract, or terminates its agreement, the Authority may modify, reduce, or cancel routes or hours of
service covered under this Agreement subject to the procedures contained in Exhibit #3.

Fares

It is expressly understood that determination of fare levels and all policies relating to fare collection
and administration will be the responsibility of the Authority and may be modified during this
agreement subject to the procedures contained in Exhibit #3.

EQUIPMENT

The Authority will provide all hardware and vehicles necessary for the service to be rendered
hereunder, will maintain said equipment and will retain ownership of said equipment.

PERSONNEL

The Authority will provide the personnel necessary to fulfill its obligation hereunder, and retains
complete authority in hiring, regulation and termination of said personnel.

INDEMNIFICATION

The Authority will indemnify Purchaser and hold Purchaser harmless from all claims, suits, actions
and damages resulting from operation of vehicles conducted by the Authority under this Agreement
except to the extent that such damages are caused by the Purchaser. It is not the intent of the
Authority to waive any governmental immunity otherwise available to it. Purchaser, subject to any
governmental immunity available to it, will indemnify and hold the Authority harmless from all
claims, suits, actions, and damages caused by its officers, agents, or employees except to the extent
caused by the Authority.

ASSIGNMENT

This Agreement will not be assigned by either party without the written consent of the other.
EXTENSION

It is the intent of the partics to engage in this service for a period longer than that cited in Paragraph

1, providing that the service is satisfactory to the parties. Therefore, the parties agree that this
Contract shall be extended for successive periods of one year each unless a party notifies the other of
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its intent not to renew no less than 90 days before the end of the prior period, the same terims and
conditions provided, however, that Exhibit #2 and the terms set forth in Paragraph 4 will be
renegotiated. In the event that the parties fail to reach agreement on any or all of these items, then
this extension will be null and void and of no effect.

TERMINATION
Either party may cancel its participation in this agreement or terminate any services provided under

This contract may be modified in writing by mutual agreement of the parties.

EVIDENCE OF INSURANCE

_The Ann Arbor Transportation Authority shall obtain and maintain during the term of this

The house at 1416 Blossom Ave was registered as a rental property in 2007 by former owner
Robert Leaveck. It appears Mr. Leaveck lost the property to mortgage foreclosure in March,
2010. The township has been cutting the grass there since May, 2010.

In late June, 2011 we opened a blight case regarding debris in the rear yard and garage, in
addition to continuing to cut the grass all season. We received no affirmative response from
the foreclosing lender, Bank of New York Mellon, located in Plano, TX.

On September 20, 2011 Bill Elling was approached by the next door neighbor who described
how the stench from the offending property had ruined the summertime enjoyment of his
yard. He also described a cockroach infestation that was attributed to the offending
property. Bill was able to obtain photographic evidence and subsequently elevated the
complaint to a high priority, and was able to identify a real estate agent who held a listing for
the property. After 10 days, the agent reported that his client, the bank, had not responded
to his request for assistance.

After exhausting available means to abate this nuisance, | requested and obtained
administrative approval on October 4, 2011 to initiate legal action per established protocol.
An expedited title search has been ordered and a verified petition is being drafted.

In the Charter Township of Ypsilanti, County of Washtenaw, State of Michigan,
indicates that the following conditions exist: Upon inspection it was noted that the
dwelling located at 1766 Eileen Street is unoccupied and boarded. The dwelling has had
the exterior aluminum siding removed on the North end of the home and has been in this
condition since 2008. In addition, the soffit covering under the front porch has been
removed and siding on the garage has been damaged and removed on the wall adjacent
to the overhead garage door. In review of department records the home has not been
occupied since October of 2007 and was placarded condemned on 9/11/2009. This
home has been an attractive nuisance within the community and has been boarded
several times as a result of break-ins. This dwelling constitutes blight upon the
community. In that no action has been taken upon this dwelling to rectify the outstanding
violations, and make this an active habitable home within the community in more than 2
2 years, it is ordered to be demolished and removed.

You will be afforded 30 days in which to procure permits for the demolition of the
dwelling stated above, and an additional 30 days in which to remove the home and call
for final inspections. You will be afforded that same 30 days in which to return the home
to a habitable state. In returning the home to a habitable state all exterior coverings shall
be installed in a proper manner according to manufacturer’s specifications. In addition,
the interior of the home shall be made available for inspection and shall be in full
compliance with the International Property Maintenance Code 2006. A re-inspection will
take place to determine compliance or lack thereof on August 15, 2011. If compliance is
not made you will be subject to court action.

You have the right to appeal this notice of violation. If you choose to appeal, contact The

Code Sections: International Property Maintenance Code 2006

1. PM-304.1 General

The exterior of a structure shall be maintained in good repair, structurally sound and
sanitary so as not to pose a threat to the public health, safety or welfare.

2. 304.2 Protective Treatment

All exterior surfaces, including but not limited to, doors, door and window frames,
cornices, porches, trim, balconies, decks and fences shall be maintained in good
condition. Exterior wood surfaces, other than decay-resistant woods, shall be protected
from the elements and decay by painting or other protective covering or treatment.
Peeling, flaking and chipped paint shall be eliminated and surfaces repainted. All siding
and masonry joints as well as those between the building envelope and the perimeter of
windows, doors, and skylights shall be maintained weather resistant and water tight. All
metal surfaces subject to rust or corrosion shall be coated to inhibit such rust and
corrosion and all surfaces with rust corrosion shall be stabilized and coated to inhibit
future rust and corrosion. Oxidation stains shall be removed from exterior surfaces.
Surfaces designed for stabilization by oxidation are exempt from this requirement.

3. PM-302.7 Accessory structures

All accessory structures, including detached garages, fences and walls, shall be
maintained structurally sound and in good repair.

4. PM-107.5 Transfer of ownership

It shall be unlawful for the owner of any dwelling unit or structure who has received a
compliance order or upon whom a notice of violation has been served to sell, transfer,
mortgage, lease or otherwise dispose of to another until the provisions of the compliance
order or notice of violation have been complied with, or until such owner shall first furnish
the grantee, transferee, mortgagee or lessee a true copy of any compliance order or
notice of violation issued by the code official and shall furnish to the code official a
signed and notarized statement from the grantee, transferee, mortgagee or lessee,
acknowledging the receipt of such compliance order or notice of violation and fully
accepting the responsibility without condition for making the corrections or repairs
required by such compliance order or notice of violation.

5. PM-108.1.1 Unsafe structure

An unsafe structure is one that is found to be dangerous to the life, health, property or
safety of the public or the occupants of the structure by not providing minimum
safeguards to protect or warn occupants in the event of fire, or because such structure
contains unsafe equipment or is so damaged, decayed, dilapidated, structurally unsafe,
or of such faulty construction or unstable foundation, that partial or complete collapse is
possible.

Sec. 26-28. Causes of blight or blighting factors enumerated

It is hereby determined that the following uses, structures and activities are causes of
blight or blighting factors which, if allowed to exist, will tend to result in blight and
undesirable neighborhoods:

(3) The existence of any structure or part of such structure which, because of fire, wind
or other natural disaster or physical deterioration, is no longer habitable as a dwelling,
nor useful for any other purpose for which it may have been intended or lawfully used.

(4) The existence of any vacant dwelling, garage or other accessory building, unless
the same is securely locked, with windows intact or neatly boarded up, and otherwise
protected to prevent entrance thereto by unauthorized persons.



(5) The existence of any partially completed structure, unless such structure is in the
course of construction in accordance with a valid and subsisting building permit issued
by the township and unless such construction is completed within the time specified by
existing ordinances.

On October 12, 2011, inspectors from the Office of Community Standards were summoned
to a house located at 1240 Davis St by investigators from the Humane Society of Huron
Valley, who were on site rescuing numerous animals pursuant to a search warrant. The
warrant was obtained after HSHV investigators were contacted by an employee of a real
estate firm who had visited the house.

OCS personnel entered the house wearing protective gear and viewed severe health and
safety conditions that resulted in the structure being immediately condemned and posted as
not to be occupied. Furthermore, the conditions on site threaten the health and safety of
adjacent neighbors and the general public. Photographic evidence was obtained, a sample
of which is enclosed here.

Preliminary investigation indicates that the owner vacated the property sometime within the
past three months as a result of mortgage foreclosure, yet cats and dogs were being
harbored inside the house. Cruelty investigators removed two dogs found locked inside a
bedroom and several cats found living in walls and ceiling structures. More cats still living in
the house and garage will be trapped and removed as soon as possible.

Per protocol, administrative approval to initiate emergency legal action was obtained and is
underway. | am respectfully requesting formal authorization of legal action by the Board of
Trustees at its October 18, 2011 meeting.

REFUNDING CONTRACT

THIS REFUNDING CONTRACT, made and entered into this 25th day of October, 2011,
by and between the YPSILANTI COMMUNITY UTILITIES AUTHORITY (the “Authority”),
a public corporation organized and existing under the authority of Act 233, Public Acts of
Michigan, 1955, as amended (the “Act”), under the provisions of Act 34, Public Acts of
Michigan, 2001, as amended, (“Act 34”) and the Act (collectively the *“Acts”), and the
CHARTER TOWNSHIP OF YPSILANTI, a Michigan municipal corporation organized and
existing under the Constitution and laws of the State of Michigan (the “Township”).

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the Authority has been incorporated under and in pursuance of the
provisions of the Act for the purposes set forth in the Act and the Authority’s Articles of
Incorporation; and

WHEREAS, the Township and the Authority have entered into a Contract Supplement
dated as of March 1, 2002 wherein the Authority agreed to acquire and construct sewer
improvements for the Township (the “Contract”); and

WHEREAS, an issue of bonds has been issued pursuant to the Contract, denominated
2002 Sanitary Sewer System No. 3 Bonds (Charter Township of Ypsilanti) (the “Prior Bonds™);
and

WHEREAS, the Township and the Authority have determined that it is in the best
interest of the Township and the Authority to refund all or part of the Prior Bonds maturing in
the years 2013 through 2026; and

WHEREAS, it is the determination and judgment of the Authority and the Township that
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the Prior Bonds should be refunded to secure for the Township the interest savings anticipated
and thereby permit the operation of the financed facilities in a more economical fashion for the
benefit of the taxpayers of the Township and users of the Township’s Sanitary Sewer System;
and

WHEREAS, the execution of this contract (the “Refunding Contract™) is necessary in
order to implement a refunding program;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and the covenants of each other,
the parties hereto agree as follows:

1. The Authority and the Township hereby approve and confirm the refunding of all
or part of the Prior Bonds maturing in the years 2013 through 2026 under the provisions of the
Act in the manner provided by and pursuant to this Refunding Contract.

2. The Authority will issue a single series of refunding bonds (the “Refunding
Bonds”) in the total principal amount of not to exceed $6,500,000 in order to pay all or part of
the costs of refunding the Prior Bonds as described in Section 1. All costs of retiring the Prior
Bonds and of issuing the Refunding Bonds, including payment of the principal of and interest on
the Prior Bonds, underwriting discount, bond and other printing, administrative, rating fees,
legal and financial advisory fees and expenses, printing of official statements, bond insurance,
trustee and paying agent/registrar fees and all related expenses shall be paid from the proceeds
of sale of the Refunding Bonds or from cash amounts to be made available to pay such costs.

3. To carry out and accomplish the refunding in accordance with the provisions of
Michigan law, the Authority shall or has taken take the following steps:

(@  The Authority will adopt a resolution providing for the issuance of the
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Refunding Bonds in the aggregate principal amount of not to exceed $6,500,000 (the
“Refunding Bond Resolution™), such Resolution substantially in the form attached hereto
and based upon the financial analysis provided by Stauder, Barch & Associates, Inc. of
the financial benefits of the refunding. The Refunding Bonds shall mature serially, as
authorized by law, and will be issued in anticipation of the debt service installment
payments required to be made by the Township as provided in the Contract and as
hereinafter provided in this Refunding Contract and will be secured primarily by the
contractual obligations of the Township to pay said installments when due, including
interest. After due adoption of the Refunding Bond Resolution, the Authority will take
all legal procedures and steps necessary to effectuate the sale and delivery of the
Refunding Bonds.

(b)  The Authority, upon receipt of proceeds of sale of the Refunding Bonds,
will comply with all provisions and requirements of law, the Refunding Bond Resolution
and this Refunding Contract relative to the disposition and use of the proceeds of sale
thereof.

(c)  The Authority shall not make any investments or take any other actions
which would cause the Refunding Bonds herein authorized to be constituted as arbitrage
bonds pursuant to any applicable federal statutes or regulations.

(d)  The Authority shall take all steps necessary to refund the Prior Bonds.

4. The full principal amount of the Refunding Bonds shall be charged to and paid by
the Township to the Authority in annual principal installments, together with interest and other

expenses as herein provided. It is understood and agreed that the Refunding Bonds of the
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Authority will be issued in anticipation of such payments by the Township.

It is agreed that the Township shall pay to the Authority, on each annual maturity date of
principal amounts of the Refunding Bonds, such principal amount, and in addition, on each
interest payment date on the Refunding Bonds, as accrued interest on the principal instaliments
remaining unpaid, an amount sufficient to pay all interest due on the next succeeding interest
payment date. From time to time as the Authority is billed by the registrar/transfer/paying agent
for the Refunding Bonds for their services, and as other costs and expenses accrue to the
Authority from handling of the payments made by the Township or from other action taken in
connection with the Refunding Bonds, the Authority shall notify the Township of the amount of
such fees, costs and expenses, and the Township shall, within thirty (30) days from such
notification, remit to the Authority sufficient funds to pay such amounts.

The Authority shall, within thirty (30) days after the delivery of the Refunding Bonds,
furnish the Township with a complete schedule of said installments and the interest thereon and
due dates and shall also, at least thirty (30) days prior to each due date, advise the Township, in
writing, of the exact amount due on said date. The failure to give such notice shall not,
however, excuse the Township from making required payments when due under the provisions
hereof.

5. The Township, pursuant to authorization contained in the Act, hereby irrevocably
pledges its full faith and credit for the prompt and timely payment of its obligations pledged for
payment of the Refunding Bonds as expressed herein. Pursuant to such pledge, if other funds
are not available, the Township shall be required to pay such amounts from any of its general

funds as a first budget obligation and shall each year levy an ad valorem tax on all the taxable
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property in the Township in an amount which, taking into consideration estimated delinquencies
in tax collections, will be sufficient to pay such obligations under this Refunding Contract
becoming due before the time of the following year’s tax collections, such annual levy shall
however be subject to applicable constitutional, statutory and charter limitations. Commitments
of the Township are expressly recognized as being for the purpose of providing funds to meet
the contractual obligations of the Township in anticipation of which the Authority Refunding
Bonds hereinbefore referred to are issued. Nothing herein contained shall be construed to
prevent the Township from using any, or any combination of, the means and methods provided
in Section 7 of the Act for the purpose of providing funds to meet its obligations under this
Refunding Contract, and if at the time of making the annual tax levy there shall be other funds
on hand earmarked and set aside for the payment of the contractual obligations due prior to the
next tax collection period, then such annual tax levy may be reduced by such amount.

6. Additional moneys over and above any of the payments specified in this
Refunding Contract may be prepaid as provided in the Contract.

7. All provisions of the Contract not inconsistent herewith, and particularly all
covenants relative to the payment of and security for the Bonds made by the Township therein,
shall remain in full force and effect and shall apply with equal effect to the Refunding Bonds
authorized hereby, it being understood that upon issuance of the Refunding Bonds, all or part of
the Bonds in the maturities described in Section 1 of this Refunding Contract will be defeased
and the Refunding Bonds shall be substituted therefor and shall be outstanding in their place and
stead. It is also hereby recognized that the obligation of the Township to make payments for

debt service for those maturities of the Bonds which are not being refunded will continue in full
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force and effect.

8. Nothing herein contained shall in any way be construed to prevent additional
financing under the provisions of the Act.

9. The obligations and undertakings of each of the parties to this Refunding Contract
shall be conditioned upon the successful accomplishment of the proposed refunding, and
therefore if for any reason whatsoever the Refunding Bonds are not issued, then this Refunding
Contract shall be considered void and of no force and effect; provided, however, that in such
event, all costs and expenses shall be paid by the Township in accordance with existing
commitments to the Authority, and the Authority shall not be obligated for such costs and
expenses.

10.  The Authority and the Township each recognize that the holders from time to time
of the Refunding Bonds will have contractual rights in this Refunding Contract, and it is
therefore covenanted and agreed by each of them that so long as any of the Refunding Bonds
shall remain outstanding and unpaid, the provisions of this Refunding Contract shall not be
subject to any alteration or revision which would in any manner materially affect either the
security of the Refunding Bonds or the prompt payment of principal of or interest thereon. The
Township and the Authority further covenant and agree that they will each comply with their
respective duties and obligations under the terms of this Refunding Contract promptly at all
times and in the manner herein set forth, and will not suffer to be done any act which would in
any way impair the Refunding Bonds, the security therefor, or the prompt payment of principal
of and interest thereon. It is hereby declared that the terms of this Refunding Contract insofar as

they pertain to the security of Refunding Bonds shall be deemed to be for the benefit of the
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holders of said Refunding Bonds.

11.  This Refunding Contract shall remain in full force and effect for a period of fifteen
(15) years from the date hereof, or until such lesser time as the Refunding Bonds issued by the
Authority are paid, at which time this Refunding Contract shall be terminated, and the
provisions of the Contract relative to disposition of the financed facilities shall be carried out. In
any event, the obligations of the Township to make the payments required hereunder shall be
terminated at such time as all of the Refunding Bonds are paid in full by the Township, together
with all interest and penalties and other obligations hereunder.

12.  This Refunding Contract shall inure to the benefit of and be binding upon the
respective parties hereto, their successors and assigns.

13.  The Authority and the Township both hereby designate the Bonds as “qualified tax
exempt obligations” for purposes of deduction of interest expense by financial institutions

pursuant to the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended.
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IN WITNESS WHEREOF, THE YPSILANTI COMMUNITY UTILITIES
AUTHORITY, by its Commission, and the CHARTER TOWNSHIP OF YPSILANTI,

Summer Policing Contract through Dec 31, 2011

In response to a marked increase in violent crimes experienced throughout the Township
over the past year, the Board of Trustees authorized a supplemental service contract with the
Washtenaw County Sheriff's Office for the period May 1-September 3, 2011 to facilitate a
multi-faceted plan to address this trend.

The strategy, commonly referred to as the “summer time policing plan”, included the addition
of two contract deputies assigned to an anti-crime task force operating within the Township,
the reassignment of two patrol deputies to focus on neighborhood crime and nuisance
issues, and the allocation of overtime for directed patrol activities. The Board was kept
informed through reports provided by the sheriff’s office throughout the summer.

As the end of the supplemental contract period approached, we reviewed the successes
achieved through the strategies implemented. There was a mutual interest expressed in
extending the anti-crime task force in order to allow its work to continue. As aresult, a
proposed extension of the supplemental contract was drafted for Board consideration.

The original supplemental agreement called for the Township to fund two additional contract
deputies as part of a four-person task force. | am requesting Board authorization to extend
the supplemental agreement at a reduced rate for the period September 4-December 31,
2011. The proposed agreement will add one and one half (1.5) additional contract deputies
to continue operating as part of a three-person task force. Additional assistance will be
provided as needed on an overtime basis.

The cost of the extended agreement will be $73,649.10 based on a prorated contract formula
at the standard rate of $150,595 per police service unit; a coordinated budget amendment
has been submitted by Accounting Director Javonna Neel. | respectfully request that the
Board authorize execution of this supplemental agreement to allow the important work of the
task force to continue for the benefit of the community. Please contact me to address any
questions or concerns.

AGREEMENT is made this day of September, 2011 by the Charter Township of
Ypsilanti, a Michigan municipal corporation located at 7200 S. Huron River Drive, Ypsilanti,
Michigan, (“Township”), the COUNTY OF WASHTENAW, a municipal corporation, with offices
located in the County Administration Building, 220 North Main Street, Ann Arbor, Michigan
(“County”) and the WASHTENAW COUNTY SHERIFF’s OFFICE located at 2201 Hogback Road,
Ann Arbor, Michigan (“Sheriff”)

WHEREAS, the Township currently contracts with the County and the Sheriff to provide
contractual police services in its jurisdiction and;

WHEREAS, the Township would like to add one and one half (1.5) additional contract
deputies for the period extending from September 4, 2011 through December 31, 2011 and;

WHEREAS, the Township shall be financially responsible for the 1.5 deputies for the time
that they work for the Township under this Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the 1.5 deputies will be given assignments as agreed upon by the Township
and Sheriff, thereby enhancing police services in the Township during the fall months.

WHEREAS, the parties now desire to memorialize this Agreement to writing.
NOW THEREFORE, the parties agree as follows:

ARTICLE | — ASSIGNMENT OF CONTRACTUAL DEPUTIES

The parties agree that beginning on September 4, 2011 and concluding on December 31,
2011, one and one half (1.5) deputies currently assigned to general road patrol shall be
reassigned to the Township. Upon expiration, the deputies will be reassigned back to general
road patrol duties.

ARTICLE Il - TERM

This contract shall begin on September 4, 2011 and continue through December 31,
2011.

ARTICLE 1l -PAYMENT FOR RE-ASSIGNED DEPUTIES

During the term of this Agreement, the parties agree that the Township shall be
responsible to pay the County for the price of the reassigned deputies at the rates established
and agreed upon in the police service contract currently in effect between the County, Township
and Sheriff, which Agreement is incorporated by reference into this Agreement. Using these
rates, the price of the reassigned deputy for the term of this contract shall be $73,649.10, payable
by the Township as follows: September invoice--$16,710.30; October invoice--$19,185.90;
November invoice--$18,567.00; and December invoice $19,185.90;



ARTICLE IV- CHANGES IN SCOPE OR SCHEDULE OR SERVICES

Changes mutually agreed upon by the parties will be incorporated into this Agreement by
written amendments signed by all parties.

ARTICLE V - EXTENT OF CONTRACT

The terms of this document represents the entire agreement between the parties on the
reassignment of the general fund road patrol deputies to the Township for the term described in
this Agreement and supersedes all prior representations, negotiations or agreementswhether
written or oral on this matter.

STANDARD AGREEMENT FOR MUNICIPAL STREET LIGHTING

DTE Internal Work Order/lO Number 32887092

This Standard Agreement For Municipal Street Lighting (“Agreement”) is between The Detroit Edison
Company (“Company”) and __Charter Township of Ypsilanti (‘Customer”). Customer requests the
Company to furnish, install, operate and maintain street lighting equipment in the municipality set forth on
Exhibit A attached hereto at the specific location set forth on Exhibit A (the “Location”) and the Company
agrees to do so in accordance with the terms set forth in this Agreement.

Therefore, in consideration of the mutual promises set forth in this Agreement, and for other good
and valuable consideration, the receipt and adequacy of which is hereby acknowledged, Company and
Customer each hereby agree as follows:

1. Description of Equipment
Subject to and in accordance with the terms of this Agreement, the Company will undertake activities
to install the street lighting equipment set forth on Exhibit A attached hereto (the “Equipment”).

2. Rules Governing Installation of Equipment and Electric Service

Installation of street light facilities and the extension of electric service to serve those facilities are subject to
the provisions of The Michigan Public Service Commission (MPSC) Rules Governing Services Supplied by
Electric Utilities, Rule B-3.3, Extension of Service.

3. Contribution in Aid of Construction

In accordance with the applicable Orders of the MPSC, Customer shall pay to Company a
contribution in aid of construction (“CIAC") for the installation of the Equipment and the recovery of costs
associated with the removal of existing equipment, if any. The amount of the CIAC (the “CIAC Amount”)
shall be an amount equal to the total construction cost (including all labor, materials and overhead charges),
less an amount equal to three years revenue expected from such new equipment. The CIAC Amount is as
set forth on Exhibit A attached hereto. The CIAC Amount does not include charges for any additional cost or
expense for unforeseen underground objects not identified by Miss Dig, or unusual conditions encountered
in the construction and installation of the Equipment. If Company encounters any such unforeseen or
unusual conditions, which would increase the CIAC Amount, it will suspend the construction and installation
of the Equipment and give notice of such conditions to the Customer. The Customer will either pay
additional costs or modify the work to be performed. If the work is modified, the CIAC Amount will be
adjusted to account for such modification. Upon any such suspension and/or subsequent modification of the
work, the schedule for completion of the work shall also be appropriately modified.

4. Payment of CIAC Amount
Customer shall pay to Company the CIAC Amount set forth on Exhibit A promptly upon execution of

this Agreement. Failure to pay such amount at such time shall relieve Company of its obligations to perform
the construction work required herein until such amount is paid.

[ Modifications
Subject to written permission of the respective municipality, after installation of the Equipment, any
cost for additional modifications, relocations or removals will be the responsibility of the requesting party.

6. Maintenance and Replacement Equipment
In accordance with the applicable Orders of the MPSC, under the Municipal Street Lighting Rate (as

defined below), Company shall provide the necessary maintenance of the Equipment, including such
replacement material and equipment as may be necessary.

7. Street Lighting Service Rate
Upon the installation of the Equipment, the Company will provide street lighting service to Customer
under Option 1 of the Municipal Street Lighting Rate, as approved by the MPSC.

This street lighting service is also governed by Rules for Electrical Service established by the MPSC
(MPSC Case Number U-6400). The Street Lighting Rate is subject to change from time to time by orders
issued by the MPSC. The Municipal Street Lighting Rate as of the date of this Agreement is hereby
incorporated by reference into this Agreement.

8. Contract Term

The initial term of this Agreement shall begin on the date that billing for the street light service
begins, and shall continue for five years thereafter. Upon the expiration of the initial term of this Agreement,
the term of this Agreement shall continue on a month-to-month basis thereafter until terminated by mutual
written consent or twelve months written notice by either party, which written notice may be given at any
time.

9. Design Responsibility for Street Light Installation
The Company installs municipal street lighting installations following [lluminating Engineering Society

of North America (IESNA”) recommended practices. If the Customer submits its own street lighting design
for the street light installation (as shown on Exhibit A), or if the street lighting installation requested by
Customer on Exhibit A does not meet the IESNA recommended practices (as shown on Exhibit A), Customer
acknowledges the Company is not responsible for lighting design standards.

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10. New Subdivisions

Company agrees to install street lights in new subdivisions when subdivision occupancy reaches a
minimum of 80%. If Customer wishes to have installation occur prior to 80% occupancy, then Customer
acknowledges it will be financially responsible for all damages (knockdowns, etc.) and requests for
modifications (movements due to modified curb cuts from original design, etc.).

11. Force Majeure
The obligation of Company to perform this Agreement shall be suspended or excused to the extent

such performance is prevented or delayed because of acts beyond Company’s reasonable control, including
without limitation acts of God, fires, adverse weather conditions (including severe storms and blizzards),
malicious mischief, strikes and other labor disturbances, compliance with any directives of any government
authority, including but not limited to obtaining permits, and force majeure events affecting suppliers or

subcontractors.

12. Subcontractors
Company may sub-contract in whole or in part its obligations under this Agreement to install the
Equipment and Replacement Equipment.

13. Waiver; Limitation of Liability

To the maximum extent allowed by law, Customer hereby waives, releases and fully discharges
Company from and against any and all claims, causes of action, rights, liabilities or damages whatsoever,
including attorneys fees, arising out of the installation of the Equipment and/or any Replacement
Equipment, including claims for bodily injury or death and property damage, unless such matter is caused
by or arises as a result of the sole negligence of Company and/or its subcontractors. Company shall not be
liable under this Agreement for any special, incidental or consequential damages, including loss of business
or profits, whether based upon breach of warranty, breach of contract, negligence, strict liability, tort or any
other legal theory, and whether or not Company has been advised of the possibility of such damages. In no
event will Company’s liability to Customer for any and all claims related to or arising out of this Agreement
exceed the CIAC Amount.

14.  Notices

All notices required by the Agreement shall be in writing. Such notices shall be sent to Company at
The Detroit Edison Company, Community Lighting Group, 2000 Second Ave., Room 440 SB, Detroit, Ml
48226 and to Customer at the address set forth on Exhibit A attached hereto. Notice shall be deemed given
hereunder upon personal delivery to the addresses set forth above or, if properly addressed, on the date sent by
certified mail, return receipt requested, or the date such notice is placed in the custody of a nationally recognized
overnight delivery service. A party may change its address for notices by giving notice of such change of
address in the manner set forth herein.

required on the part of such party; and (c) this Agreement constitutes a legal, valid, and binding agreement
of such party.

18. Miscellaneous
(a) This Agreement is the entire agreement of the parties concerning the subject matter hereof and
supersedes all prior agreements and understandings.

(b) No party other than Company and Customer, and their respective successors and assigns, shall
have any rights to enforce or rely upon this Agreement, which is binding upon and made solely for the benefit of
Company and Customer, and their respective successors, and assigns, and not for the benefit of any other

party.

(¢) Failure of either party to complain of any act or omission on the part of the other party, no matter
how long the same may continue, shall not be deemed to be a waiver by such party of any of its rights
hereunder. No waiver by any party at any time, expressed or implied, of any breach of any provision of this
Agreement shall be deemed a waiver or a breach of any other provision of this Agreement or a consent to any
subsequent breach of the same or any other provision.

(d) The captions and section numbers appearing in this Agreement are inserted only as a matter of
convenience, and do not define, limit, construe or describe the scope or intent of such sections or articles of this
Agreement nor in any way affect this Agreement.

(e) This Agreement, and the rights, obligations and liabilities of the parties hereto shall be
construed in accordance with the law of the State of Michigan, without regard to its conflict of law principles.
The parties agree that any action with respect to this Agreement shall be brought in a court of competent
subject matter jurisdiction located in the State of Michigan and the parties hereby submit themselves to the
exclusive jurisdiction and venue of such court for the purpose of such action.
