Please be advised of the following activities related to the Planning Department for February 
2012.  
 
Planning Commission Activity 
 
The Planning Commission held their regularly scheduled meeting on January 24, 2012.  The 
following agenda items were presented to the Commission: 
 
Election of Officers:  During the first meeting of the new calendar year, the Commission elected 
the following officers; John Reiser as Chair, Sally Richie as Vice Chair and Brenda Brewington 
as Secretary. 
 
During this meeting, the Commission also held a public hearing in order to make a 
recommendation to the Board of Trustees the requested Zoning Ordinance Text amendment to 
permit Billboards within the I-1, light industrial zoning district.  Billboards are currently only 
permitted within the I2, I3 and IC zoning districts.  During the public hearing, no public 
comments were received.  Due to the fact that the requesting party was not present during the 
public hearing, the Commission tabled this item to the March 27th meeting to allow the 
requesting party to be present prior to making a recommendation to the Board. 
 
The final item on this agenda was to schedule a public hearing to consider a special conditional 
use permit application to allow for the construction of a Kroger Fuel station to be located at 1771 
East Michigan Avenue.  The public hearing has been scheduled for the March 27, 2012 meeting. 
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Plans in Process 
 
Blackmore Addition II – 10800 Blackmore Avenue:  This project is nearly complete and is 
awaiting final site approval.  An inspection will be conducted early this spring once the soils 
have taken hold. 
 
Kroger Fuel Station – 1771 East Michigan: The preliminary site plan and special conditional use 
permit application has been submitted for review and approval by the Planning Commission.  A 
public hearing has been scheduled for the March 27, 2012 Commission meeting.  Kroger 
anticipates a late spring/early summer construction. 
 
Taco Bell – 1085 East Michigan:  The Taco Bell project has received preliminary site plan 
approval from the Planning Commission and is currently in the process of gaining their final 
engineering approvals from all applicable reviewing agencies.  In speaking with the applicant’s 
engineer, Taco Bell anticipates a May 2012 construction. 
 
The February 28, 2012 Planning Commission meeting was canceled due to the GOP primary 
election. 
 
 
Zoning Board of Appeals  
 
During the regularly scheduled January 4, 2012 meeting, the following items were presented to 
the Zoning Board of Appeals: 
 
Election of Officers:  The ZBA elected the following officers for the 2012 claendar year; Brenda 
Brewington as Chair, Ed Sprague as Vice Chair and Maudie Abraham as Secretary. 
 
1290 East Clark Road – The property owner requested a variance under section 2000 of the 
zoning ordinance to reduce the minimum side yard setback from 5-feet to 3-feet to permit the 
reconstruction of the primary dwelling.  The dwelling previously located upon the lot was lost 
due to a fire in the summer of 2011.  After the public hearing, the Zoning Board approved the 
request to permit the construction of the home. 
 
1769 Cadillac Street – The applicant withdrew his application for the requested variance. 
 
1334 Holmes Road – After much discussion and being tabled during the December 7th meeting, 
the Zoning Board passed a motion to approve the request to permit the property owner to 
maintain 3 additional accessory buildings upon his property with the condition that the applicant 
obtain all necessary building and trade permits. 
 
Committee Meetings 
 
Re-Imagine Washtenaw – Through the County’s Office of Community Development, the Re-
Imagine Washtenaw group received a HUD grant to assist with Master Plan and other plan 
updates along the corridor.  The final distribution of funds has yet to be determined but is 
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currently being considered.  Once a final determination has been made, I will be happy to report 
back to the Board. 
 
WATS Technical Committee – A call for amendments was made for the 2012-2014 projects list.  
During this meeting, no amendments were made on our behalf by the Road Commission.   
 
Administrative Items: 
 
Over that past month, the Development Team and I had the opportunity to meeting with the 
developer proposing to construct a new Tim Horton’s Café and Bake Shop to be located near the 
intersection of Huron Street and James L. Hart Parkway.  In discussion since this meeting, it is 
anticipated that the applicant will be moving forward with a submittal of their preliminary site 
plan and special conditional use permit applications. 
 
As the Tim Horton’s is only considering half of the available parcel, I called the representatives 
of the Kroger Fuel Station to inform them that a portion of the property may be available for 
their use.  I have since been informed that a meeting between Kroger and the property owner 
(DeMattia) has taken place and went well.  Kroger is now moving forward with the purchase of 
the property and the submittal of their preliminary site plan and special conditional use permit 
applications. 
 
As of this date, the first draft of the 2012 Master Plan Update is nearly complete.  Once this first 
draft is completed, it will be presented to the Commission for review and comment.  Once the 
Commission is satisfied with the draft, the plan will be presented to the public for comment and 
public input sessions scheduled.  The plan is still on track for a final draft and adoption during 
the late fall of 2012.

In February of 2012 we had 1,746 calls for service in Ypsilanti Township, which are 9% fewer calls for 
service than in February of 2011.  
 
During the month the Community Action Team focusing on violent crime and the illegal possession of 
firearms participated in nine (9) separate search warrants for narcotics and weapons. 
 
We have seen an increase in Home Invasions.  Deputies continue to aggressively pursue the suspects in 
with 2 separate arrests being made. On February 5th an arrest was made for a Home Invasion in the 
2900 Blk of Washtenaw and on February 14th deputies arrested a subject in the 500 Blk of Olds for Home 
Invasion. In response to the increase, the CAT is providing additional support and focus on this problem.  
 
Deputies arrested three (3) separate subjects during the month of February for their use of guns in the 
commission of crimes. 
 
The EASY project continues to be progress with five (5) separate arrests along the E. Michigan Ave 
corridor.  Additional enforcement details will continue. 
 
In the fall of 2010 Cedric Johnson participated in robbing an EMU student at gun point outside of 
Ypsilanti High. He has plead guilty to unarmed robbery. 

 
On February 15, 2012, Keithen Potter plead no contest to 2nd degree murder for the incident occurring 
on Dorset Street in May of 2011. 
 
Ypsilanti Twp. and the Sheriff’s Office continue to engage business owners and landlords in an effort to 
make our community safer.  On February 27, 2012, elected officials along with Mike Radzik, Lt. 
Anuszkiewicz and members of the Community Action Team met with Mike O’Lynnger of Erie 
Investments talking about solutions to Village Grove narcotics problems affecting the complex and 
surrounding neighborhoods.

2012 Monthly Report – January & February 
 

“Creating Community through People, Parks and Programs” 
 

As we begin the 2012 season, the staff of the recreation department has stepped up to the 
challenge of doing more with less.  The management team has been working several extra 
hours each week to ensure our programs run smoothly and reflect a balanced offering to 
meet the needs of our community.   We have been able to maintain most of our programs 
and add new programs while continuing to find ways to streamline operations.  We 
continue to search for additional sources of revenue and partnerships.  We believe we can 
still offer a well-balanced offering of programs and services for our community to enjoy.  
The “Recreation Team” is dedicated to providing high quality recreational programs and 
services.    
 

January & February were very busy months for the Recreation Department.  Registrations 
seem to be steady while customer inquiries by phone and email seem to be growing.  
Traffic throughout the community center has not declined at all.  Many of the programs we 
offer are either at last year’s levels while others have experienced growth. 
 

The reduction of “open” hours at the community center along with the reduction of staff has 
had an impact on our total revenues.  The management team spends more time running 
programs and has less time conduct research, seek out new partnerships or seek out new 
funding sources.  We do our best to maintain the same level of services.  We no longer 
attend conferences or workshops for additional training. 
 

Behind the scenes, staff has been working hard planning for the upcoming spring and 
summer season.  A lot of time has been placed towards developing the 2012 spring & 
summer “Discover Ypsilanti Township” magazine.  This is still our best source of marketing.  
We also continue to look for better ways of providing our services.  We seek input from our 
customers, seek out grant, sponsorship and partnership opportunities and look for ways to 
become more user-friendly to those we serve.  We are working on finding ways to enhance 
our section of the township’s website; looking into making improvements to our Facebook 
page; looking into developing a Twitter account, and looking into contracting with a 
company/service to develop a professional e-newsletter for the department. 
 

As always, this report highlights the many “Benefits” of the programs and services that 
were offered during the months of January & February.  The importance of what we do is 
better understood by measuring the “benefits & outcomes” as a result of what we do.   

 

Finally, we will continue to research and implement the nationwide trend of “Placemaking” 
and the important roll parks and recreation has within the community making it a 
destination place for new residents and businesses.  We understand that the two largest 
generations in our Nation’s history, the “Millennials” and “Baby Boomers” are looking for a 
sense of place to call home.  In most instances, they choose place first, then work.  These 
generations and businesses look for communities that have quality parks, recreational 
opportunities, quality schools, convenient shopping and ease of transportation (including 
non-motorized) when relocating.  We will continue to provide quality of life programs, 
services and facilities to accommodate current and future needs. 
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1. Partnerships, Sponsorships, Donations & Grants:  
 

 Our partnership with our local Buffalo Wild Wings remains solid.  In addition to 
potential use of their establishment for meetings and catering services, our community can 
turn in their receipts from their Buffalo Wild Wings each month to us. We then turn in the 
receipts to the restaurant and receive 20% of total sales.  Some of our patrons are eating at 
Buffalo Wild Wings for the first time because of this promotion which adds new business to 
their establishment.  It is a win-win situation.   

 We continue to join forces with MRPA, Palace Entertainment, the Detroit Red Wings 
and the Detroit Zoo to be able to offer on-line discount tickets to their venues including 
sporting events, shows and concerts.  We have had some success so far and believe this 
service will grow as more find out about it.  We do get a small commission for every ticket 
sold. 

 The Senior Surfers computer training class continues to be offered at the Whittaker 
Rd Library. Every month we have 4-10 people enroll in this class. The partnership with 
the library is great because we cannot offer training on the internet here at the 
community center.  

 The National Kidney Foundation continues to use our gym to offer their Enhanced 
Fitness class. It runs Mon-Wed-Fri and services about 30 seniors each day. This class 
has proven to be a great addition to our program. 

 Karen from Edward Jones is currently working with us on sponsorship for several of the 
upcoming events in 2012. She is involved in many organizations that could make 
donations to help us keep the cost down for some of our events. We are working on 
both senior and enrichment events with her. Additional events will be reported on in 
future reports. 

 By communicating with our young program participants and their parents, we are finding 
that their feedback is helping us better meet their needs.  In addition, we are finding that 
because of this open communication they are spreading the word on how well they like our 
programs and services.  As a result, they are giving us leads on finding new staff, potential 
employees and potential donors and sponsorship opportunities 

 The Recreation Department continues to partner with the National Alliance for Youth 
Sports (NAYS) Start Smart programs. We just completed a session of Start Smart 
Basketball and are taking registrations for the next sessions of Start Smart Baseball and 
Start Smart Golf which will start later this spring/summer. 

 Futsal is a program that provides soccer training that focuses on technical skills and 
footwork.  Sessions were held in the Community Center Gym. Our futsal program was 
led by Vardar (an area soccer club) technical director and coach, Mike Meyer. 

 
2. Marketing and Promotion:    
 

 We worked hard on developing the 2012 Spring/Summer edition of Ypsilanti Township.  
This issue will be 40 pages and will hit the streets in mid-March.  We have expanded many 
program offerings and will offset costs with the use of additional volunteers and donations. 
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 We continue to send out e-blasts to target audiences for several of our programs.  
Although the system we use is not the best, it is a method of promotion that has helped us 
increase our exposure and registrations.   

 We are beginning to look into a service that provides a professional template for e-blasts 
and e-newsletters.  Many parks and recreation departments are using this type of service 
with great success. 

 Our “Facebook” page for the recreation department remains to be popular.  This has 
become a strong marketing tool for us as it allows greater interaction with staff and our 
community.  The popularity of “Social Networking” is surpassing printed media and 
even email.  We promote many of our programs and services on our Facebook page.  The 
community can post comments and photographs on the site and share their experiences 
with everyone.  We are working hard to build our “Fan” base on the site.  Lisa Garrett & 
Lynda McCrystal has stepped up to keep our Facebook site current. 

 Word of Mouth Promotion – We are finding that the vast majority of our patrons who 
participate in our programs value the benefits so much that they are telling their friends and 
neighbors about us.  We continue to get new customers. 
 

3. Reference and Referral   
 

 Senior centers or older adult programs are the front line of prevention. The biggest threat to 
our local and state government is chronic conditions of the older population. This is why we 
offer reference and referrals. From calling referral agencies for them to just being there to 
listen our members know that we care and that we are here for them. We continue to refer 
these senior to the following agencies: Area Agency on Aging, Catholic Social Services, 
Help source, Neighborhood Senior Services, Home Instead, Washtenaw County Senior 
Services, Superior Woods Healthcare Center, All State Homecare, Regency Health Care 
Center, & Marion Manor 

 We get very busy and find it difficult to write down every time we help a member but rest 
assured that it is on a daily basis in one way or another. From calling referral agencies for 
them to just being there to listen our members know that we care and that we are here for 
them.  

 
4. Community Collaboration and Outreach:  

  
 On the first Thursday of every month we continue to host the Focus Hope food 

distribution. Seniors come to the community center and register with Focus Hope and 
receive several boxes of staple foods. We continue to be one of the largest sites for our 
county. Our numbers are averaging 180 families a month.  

 We continue to collaborate with Willow Run Community Schools for gym space for 
our youth basketball program. We use the Willow Run Middle school gym for all our 
youth basketball practices and games. 

 The Ypsilanti/Lincoln Soccer Club plans to practice and play home games at Ford 
Heritage Park and hopes to bring back the Challenger British Soccer camp to Ford 
Heritage Park this summer. 

 National Heritage Schools (Fortis and East Arbor) are planning to play their home 
soccer games at Ford Heritage Park this spring. 
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 Michigan Blue Jays Baseball is planning to schedule 10 U and 12 U baseball 

practices at Community Center, Wendell Holmes and Appleridge Parks this spring and 
summer. 

 The Ypsilanti Township Church League will once again play their softball games at 
the Community Center Fields on Saturdays this summer. The league offers Men’s and 
Women’s leagues.  

 National Little League Baseball continues to hold league meetings at the Community 
Center and will once again play their games at Harris Road Park. 

 We are planning to collaborate with Pittsfield Township Parks 7 Recreation and Saline 
Parks and Recreation for a joint Adult Kickball League this summer. 

 We hosted the annual MASA District 6 League Directors meeting in February. This 
collaboration enables us to share teams and resources to make all of the softball 
programs in our area stronger. 
 

5.  Collaboration with other Departments:  
 

 Joe Lawson continues to assist with the Lakeside Park project.  His valued expertise has 
helped us make sure we follow township policy and requirements so we do not make 
mistakes.  This will save us time, energy and money in the long run. 

 We are working much closer with our Custodians in the planning process involving facility 
use, set-up and maintenance.  They have come up with several positive suggestions about 
where and how we schedule programs and rentals in each room.  Their input saves us time 
and energy in the long run.  

 

6.  Health & Wellness:  
 

 Walk to New Orleans – Our “Walkers” were recognized at the Mardi Gras party with 
the top 6 places taking home a very special trophy made from taking a baby shoe and 
painting it gold. Here are the results:   

 

1st – walked 1, 327 laps = 265.4 miles

  A. “50 & Beyond” Programs & Services  
 

 We continue to offer literally dozens of programs and services to our “50 & Beyond” 
members on a daily and weekly basis.  We have a strong core of members that participate 
every day in one or more of our health & fitness classes, our different clubs, in games, 
travel and in our educational programs. 

 During January and February the “50 & Beyond” program hosted special events for 
Valentine’s Day, Mardi Gras, and Black History Month.  

 The Line Dance Class just keeps on growing. They gather in our dance studio every 
Friday morning. Over 35 people are now taking this class.  

 The Black History Month Tribute was organized by 2 senior volunteers and was truly 
wonderful. It started with games for the seniors that arrived a little early. At 11:00 am we 
were treated to an interpretive dance by the granddaughter of one of our seniors. Then our 
special guest Jackie Blake told a beautiful story in character and costume. We sang the 
black national anthem and had some cookies. Over 50 people attended.

  B. Enrichment & Special Events  
 

 Our youth dance program continues to be one of the most popular programs we offer.  
We have established a strong reputation for quality training at affordable prices.  We also 
have fantastic instructors who represent our department well.  In January & February the 
focus has been on our annual recital scheduled for May 12th at Huron High School.  As the 
young dancers prepare their routines, staff has been working hard on revising the 
“rehearsal/Recital Handbook,” securing the photographer and videographer, creating the 
programs given out at the event, and receiving and organizing costumes for distribution.  
We will once again sell program ads for the parents to buy to recognize their child in the 
recital program. 

 Kids Korner is off to a great start this season.  We sent home a survey asking the 
parents their opinions on several subjects: the length of the classes, the price, and any 
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interest in before class day care. The results were about even on all issues so we made 
the decision to keep the program as is. 

 Kids Korner Open House – We are busy getting ready for the Kids Korner open house 
set for March 3rd. This year we are also holding a Mom-to-Mom sale at the same time as 
the open house. We hope this will bring in new people to see all the wonderful programs 
we have to offer. 

 Tot Time – This is a free program for parents and toddlers.  We designated one of our 
rooms for this “open play time” activity and have stocked it with a variety of age 
appropriate toddler toys.  Participation in the morning and afternoon has dropped over 
the past couple of months.  We will reevaluate it to determine if we will still offer it. 

 Our Annual Daddy Daughter Dance was held in February. We had 100 little girls and 
their Dad’s attend. This year’s theme was “Alice in Wonderland.” Everything went great. 
This event is always well received and attended.  

 Guitar Lessons:  Lessons are offered for three year olds – 8th graders. These were 
group lessons. Students benefit from working as an ensemble and no prior experience 
is required.  

 Get Rhythm with Em”: For the younger children we offered a rhythm class which was 
also a group lesson. The students were encouraged to work together while having fun 
with music. All types of percussion were introduced. Rhythm activities help improve 
motor skills, cooperation and sharing. 

  Art Fun for Mom and Me: This is a parent participation class for children ages 18-36 
months that introduces a wide range of art media. The children, with their parents help, 
draw, sculpt, and paint. These activities help improve fine motor, listening, and cognitive 
skills. This provided a great time for mom and child. 

 After School Art Program – Exploring Multi-media:  This class was developed to 
introduce the young artist, ages 5-11, to all types of artistic media. Painting, drawing, 
sculpting, color, patterns, and shapes were introduced. This class challenged their 
child’s creativity. 

 We will be offering three Pre-School Summer Camps for children ages 3yr-
Kindergarten this summer: Dinosaur Camp in June, Camp Olympia in July, and Circus 
Camp in August.

  C. Sports & Fitness Programs   
 

 Our winter Adult Racquetball Leagues started in January.  This season we have 27 
players participating in four leagues. 

 In January and February, hundreds of local youth participated in our start smart 
basketball, micro basketball, youth basketball, gymnastics, karate, and futsal programs.   

 We updated and revised our existing youth basketball rules, policies and procedures to 
accommodate the changing needs of participants. 

 We have a very unique approach to youth basketball: Our participants experience 
age appropriate levels offering a natural progression to their recreation experience. By 
coordinating, administrating, implementing, and managing these recreation programs a 
family with a wide range of ages can be involved; from toddlers to grandparents. 
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Participants can start at 3 years old with basketballs and hoops that are geared to their 
size. As they get older, the ball gets bigger, the baskets get higher and the court is 
bigger. They progress from a 1 on 1 experience with their parent in Start Smart 
Basketball to being part of a team, playing 3 on 3 in Micro Basketball to finally playing 5 
on 5 in our youth league.  

 League Practice Nights: With basketball programs reaching children from 3 – 12 years 
of age, we have introduced a league practice night on Thursdays to insure our players 
are fundamentally sound. This practice night complements their team practice night. 
Parents have been complimentary about the additional learning experiences available 
for the player’s season. Players are enjoying themselves while learning and we are 
seeing the results in games played on Saturdays.  

 Our Little Ninjas program introduces children to Karate and basic self-defense 
techniques. Okinawan Karate students learn defense tactics that help build a strong 
mind and body. Okinawan Karate trains adults and children in defensive tactics and 
proper self-defense methods.  

 Our gymnasts progress through our gymnastics programs. Our Jump-A-Rama 
Gymnastics teaches basic gymnastic techniques to our 3, 4 and 5 year olds, focusing 
on body awareness and self-confidence.  Our Youth gymnastics (ages 6 – 14) 
program is a foundation for all sports and a life time of physical fitness. Gymnasts 
perfect and perform a strong high bridge, a cartwheel and a good back roll. Parents like 
that the “gymnastics instructors use a wide range of exercise, stretching and skills and 
that they complement the kids without over praising.”

11.  Park Operations/Development:  
 

 Lakeside Park Grant – Our consulting firm, Beckett & Raeder, has been working on 
developing the drawings, specifications and bid document for the development of Lakeside 
Park.  In addition, EMU has been working on the design/build document for the boathouse 
portion of this project.  Once these documents are completed, they will be reviewed by our 
planning department and park commission, and then by the MDNR for approval.  Once 
approved, they can be sent out for bid.  We are still waiting on getting a draft agreement 
from EMU regarding the leasing and operation of the boathouse.  Once we receive a draft it 
will be forwarded to our township attorney for review. 

 2012 Park Operations – Plans are well under way preparing for the upcoming summer 
season.  We are in the process of updating staff manuals, inventorying supplies, and 
getting set to order park passes and staff shirts.  We are also taking applications for both 
the park ranger and park attendant positions.  As always, we expect some staff will return 
from last year and we will need to hire new staff.  

 
12.  Recreation “Managing Team” Update:  
 

 The Recreation Department “Managing Team” consists of the three managers and two 
clerks.  We spend many hours each month meeting and working on ways to improve the 
quality of our services.  Considering this has been our goal for the past few years here at 
the recreation center, it is getting increasingly difficult to find areas to cut without cutting 
services or programs. We have very talented and dedicated staff that has contributed to the 
success and growth of our department. Cutting additional support staff and/or cutting 
program supplies will mean a reduction in what is offered to our residents.  Everyone here 
is doing all that they can to service our community.  It would be difficult for current staff to 
take on additional duties without seeing a drop in services.  

 The Recreation Director continues to meet with the Department Clerks on a regular basis.  
Their input has been very valuable to the operations of the department.  Through their 
efforts we have found better ways to do business while saving time and money.  They are a 
big part of our success.

I attended numerous phone bid presentations along with many other staff  
members.  This was a time consuming process but was very worthwhile in the  
end.  We have made a recommendation on a company with will be coming  
to the board shortly. 
 
I met multiple times in the past month with the Spicer Group.  We have met to  
discuss the potential grant application with the MDNR as well as holding pre-bid  
and bid meetings with potential contractors to do the basketball court repair. 
 
The maintenance personnel and I met with the Clerks office in February to  
strategize our election work.  There was a lot of work and long days worked by  
our two maintenance staff personnel.  Many thanks to them for putting for the  
extra effort to make this a smooth election, including set-up, the day of, and tear  
down. 
 
I attended a mold training seminar put on by Coach’s Catastrophic Cleaning.   
We have recently experienced some flooding and subsequent mold issues, for  
instance at Green Oaks Golf Course and this was valuable information.    
 
I have received 2 quotes for far for natural gas providers, and am currently seeking one 
more in order to bring a recommendation to the board at the next board meeting to 
purchase from a deregulated company. 
 
I had a couple of meetings with Camtronics over the past month with regard to the Harris 
Rd. Park cameras and changing the software on the West Willow cameras.   
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Carl Rowsey and I visited the Ann Arbor Compost Site to view the equipment on auction 
that we came forward and asked for funding from the Board.  We thank you for the 
opportunity, unfortunately, we were outbid on both pieces of equipment as I reported as 
the last meeting.  The 2 of us spent the better part of a day trying to acquire that 
equipment.   
 
Michael Saranen and I attended a session held at the Huron River Watershed Council 
offices for an “in-stream flow” meeting.  This is essentially a meeting of dam operators 
and other contributors to the waters of the Huron River. It was very helpful for opening 
up the communication between all businesses along the route.   
 
We held a bid opening for the basketball court repair.  Karen Lovejoy Roe, Spicer Group 
and myself conducted the meeting.  There were 5 contractors in attendance and I have 
included a recommendation in the Board Packet to award this to the low bidder.  We 
hope to include the court at Ford Lake Park as well and that we would like to have this 
work completed by Memorial Weekend.   
 
We have experienced some recent damage to the roof at the Community Center.  This 
included shingles blowing off the roof, a raccoon digging a hole through the roof and also 
a hole developing in the area where we suffered some ice damage near the Green Oaks 
Golf Course.  We are currently seeking repair quotes as well as trying to determine the 
scope of what works needs to be done.  We also discovered some soft boards as we 
walked the roof to examine these areas.   
 
We have had an issue with discovering some water in our fuel tank at the Community 
Center.  We called out a contractor to test the material.  This has become an issue more so 
over the past year since all companies have converted over to E-10 87.  This new fuel 
seems to attract water and combine that with potential tank condensation, and the fuel 
sitting during the winter, we found we are having to put an additive into the fuel.  We 
may find out however, that we will have to pump out this fuel and get a new shipment.   
 
I have scheduled a demonstration of a new piece of custodial equipment called a Kaivac 
machine.  This is a power washer/wet vacuum that we hope to use to clean the park 
shelters during the summer season and we can also use it in our buildings during the off 
season for deep cleaning.   
 
The Hydro Station continues to operate safely and continues to get routine safety 
inspections and preventative maintenance. Operators had 1 after hour call in for the 
month.

The department has spent a lot of time over the past month in finalizing the  
preparations needed to open up the Holmes Rd police facility.  We installed new  
carpeting and flushed out the water systems over there.  Most recently, we have  
completed a thorough cleaning of the offices and restroom.  We are planning on  
spending one hour per week custodial-wise to maintain the outpost a minimum. 
 
Mike Radzik, Stan Eldridge and I met a couple of times to discuss additional  
cameras and general locations.  We have come up with almost 60 locations at  
our various Township sites. 
 
A few of the staff here continue to work on the possibility of moving the Sheriff’s 
Department to the (former) Michigan State Police Post.  I have provided the  
group with some cost considerations and am looking at the long term  
maintenance of the building, both inside and out.   
 
I participated in a training session held by Coach’s Catastrophic Cleaning at their  
Belfor facility here on Michigan Avenue.  It was an advance water damage  
session.  The effects on flooring and walls and the best procedures to use to  
remove it.   
 
In Karen Wallin’s absence, I conducted a couple of meetings with the AFSCME  
Union.   
 
The final reports for the Congressional Direct Grant and the EECBG work have  
been filed with the Feds.  For some reason, there always seems to be problems  
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with the Federal Reporting to the point of even getting a representative to call  
back. 
 
Art Serafinski and I met with the 3 full-time officials to discuss the Building  
Attendant position(s).  We presented to the board at the last meeting and you  
approved the posting of the position. 
 
I conducted a “space survey” of the square footage of the MSP building versus  
the current police post.  The new post would be twice the size of our existing  
area.  We have 4,000 sq. feet here and the MSP has 8,000.  
 
Michael Saranen and I participated in a meeting of the Huron River Watershed  
Council. It is an instream flow peer group of dam operators that are studying the  
affect that they may have on water quality.  
 
I attended a group meeting organized by Travis on his Communication project.  
This is the evaluation of moving to a new phone system and all the features it  
may have as compared to our current phones. 
 
I organized a meeting with Sarah Yarwood, a MSU graduate student to meet with  
a few of the staff here.  She conducted a survey on wildlife in the Township and  
either the nuisance factor of them or the wanted feelings of staff.  
 
Brenda, Karen, Larry and I met with a DTE representative and a MDOT  
employee to discuss the potential lighting of the Park N Ride here at exit 183.   
Currently, there is only one small light at the entrance to that area.  It appears as  
though there may be State funding that would allow for better lighting in that  
area.  
 
I met with DTE @ Harris Rd park to get the necessary wiring installed on the two  
poles for cameras to be installed.  The cameras have been in for a month, but it  
has been difficult to get DTE to get a contractor out to install the necessary fuse  
and power for the cameras.  We expect the cameras to be installed within the  
next week.  
 
I attended the demonstration as it relates to the RFP for the new phone system.  
These were from Ricoh and Techmode.  There are some interesting features that  
would provide better service to our residents. 
 
The Hydro Station continues to operate safely and continues to get routine safety 
inspections and preventive maintenance.  Operators had 10 after hour call-ins for 
the month.

 On February 28, 2012 the Presidential Primary election was conducted by the Clerk’s office. 
There were 4,697 Ypsilanti Township residents that voted out of 39,040 registered voters. The 
turnout in Ypsilanti Township was about 12%. 
 

 The election ran very smoothly.  The precincts delivered ballots and reported to the township 
very quickly after the election. The Clerk and Deputy Clerk were able to leave for the 
Washtenaw County Clerk’s office by 10:30 p.m. 
 

 A very special thank you to the Clerk’s staff and the Residential Services staff: Nancy 
Wyrybkowski, Maria Batianis, Angela Robinson, Ruby Walker, Inger Johnson, Rodney 
Williams, Ron Whittenberg, Jeff Allen, Alan Jackson, LaVonda Raney and Carissa Watson for all 
their efforts in making the election a great success.  Also a big thank you for all the election 
inspectors’ commitment and professionalism.  Elections are a very important and large 
undertaking for Ypsilanti Township and the Clerk’s office. It takes a team effort for a 
successful election.  Ypsilanti Township is extremely blessed for all the efforts and 
commitment by both Township staff members and the community election workers and 
chairpersons.  
 

 The Clerk’s office is in need of election inspectors with and without computer experience for 
the August and November, 2012 elections. You must be registered to vote if 18 or older. If 
between the ages of 16-17 you must be a student to be eligible to become an election 
inspector.

Precinct 13 was also approved to be moved from the 
National Guard Armory to Bethesda Bible Church.  Precinct 13 was required to be moved 
because the National Guard would no longer allow the Armory to be utilized by the public due 
to security issues.   
 

 The Auditors began work on the 2011 Audit on March 5, 2012 and will be at the township until 
March 13, 2012.  
 

 The Clerk along with the Treasurer and Supervisor have continued to provide support and 
input to negotiations underway in the township; Fire Department, Court and Teamsters.  
 

 The Supervisor, Treasurer and Clerk met with the Washtenaw County Road Commission on

 The Charter Township of Ypsilanti hereby ordains that the Ypsilanti 

Township Code of Ordinances is amended as follows: 

Add the following new section to Chapter 42 Entitled Offenses and Miscellaneous 

Provisions: 

(1) Definitions:  As used in this section, 

(a)  A “container” means glass, metal or plastic cans or jars or 
other receptacles that contain fishing bait. 

 
(b) “degradable” means capable of being broken down by 
biodegradation, photo degradation or chemical degradation into  
component parts within 360 days under exposure to the elements. 

 
(2) A person shall not sell or offer for sale, possess or use in the 
Township a disposable container for live fishing bait unless the bait 
container is degradable and bears a distinguishing symbol indicating that it 
is degradable. 
 
(3) Any person, firm, or corporation who shall violate this section shall 
be responsible for a municipal civil infraction, as provided in Chapter 40, 
Article II, of this Code, and shall be subject to a fine as follows: 
 
 (a) The fine for any first violation shall be $25.00 
  
 (b) The fine for any violation which the violator has, within the 

past two years, been found in violation of once before, shall be $100 
  
 (c) The fine for any violation which the violator has, within the 

past two years, been found in violation of twice before, shall be $200
   

Severability 

Should any section, subdivision, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance be 
declared by the Courts to be invalid, the same shall not affect the validity of the 
Ordinance as a whole or any part thereof other than the part as invalidated.

This Ordinance shall be published in a newspaper of general circulation as 
required by law.

Board of Trustees hereby adopts by reference attached Ordinance No. 2012-421 

amending the Code of Ordinances of the Charter Township of Ypsilanti, Article II, 

Fire Prevention Code.

 The Charter Township of Ypsilanti hereby Ordains that Chapter 30 of 

the Code of Ordinances for Ypsilanti Township, Article II entitled Fire 

Prevention Code is hereby amended as follows: 

 DELETE in its entirety the current Article II entitled Fire Prevention 

Code (Sections 30-26 through 30-31, inclusive). 

 ADD the following new provision: 

 A. Adoption by Reference. 

 

 A certain document, copies of which are on file with the 

office of the Township Clerk and the Bureau of Fire Prevention, 

being marked and designated as the “International Fire Code, 

2009 Edition, International Code Council,” is adopted by 

reference, including Appendix Chapters A through J, and all 

references therein printed – except those section and appendices 

herein amended, deleted or added. This document shall be 

known and may be cited as the “Fire Prevention Code of the 

Charter Township of Ypsilanti,” regulating and governing 

conditions hazardous to life and property from the standpoint of 

fire and explosion and for defining the scope of authority of the 

chief of the fire department and the bureau of fire prevention.  

 

B. Purpose of Article. 

 

 The purpose of this article is to provide for the prevention 

of fires and the protection of persons and property from exposure 

to the dangers of fire and explosion; to authorize the 

investigation of fires and the discovery of crime or other offenses 

in relation thereto; to require the razing, repair and alterations 

of building, and the clearing and improvement of premises 

which constitute a fire hazard or a menace to the peace, security 

or safety of persons or property; to control the use and 

occupancies of such premises; to provide for the transportation, 

use and storage of inflammable liquids, compressed gases, and 

corrosive liquids; to prohibit the use of certain fire extinguishers 

and fire extinguishing agents; to provide for the administration 

of this article; and to fix penalties for violation of the provisions 

of this article.  

 

C. Code Available for Public Use and Inspection. 

 

 Complete printed copies of the Fire Prevention Code of 

the Charter Township of Ypsilanti and supplements, therein 

adopted, are available for public use and inspection at the office 

of the Township Clerk and at the office of the Bureau of Fire 

Prevention.  
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D. References in Code. 

 

 References in the Fire Prevention Code of the Charter 

Township of Ypsilanti and supplements to the word “state” shall 

mean the State of Michigan; reference to the word 

“municipality” shall mean the Township of Ypsilanti; references 

to the term “corporation counsel” shall be held to mean the 

attorney for the township; reference to the term “bureau of fire 

prevention” shall mean the township fire department; and 

reference to the term “fire official” shall be held to mean the 

chief of the fire department. 

 

E. Changes in Code. 

 

 The following sections of the International Fire Code, 

2009 Edition, International Code Council, are hereby revised. 

 

 Section 101.1 - insert Charter Township of Ypsilanti 

   

Section 109.3 – delete in its entirety and replace with the 

following provision: 

 

Section 109.3.  Persons who shall violate a provision 

of this code or shall fail to comply with any of the 

requirements thereof or who shall erect, install, alter, 

repair or do work in violation of the approved construction 

documents or directive of the code official, or of a permit 

or certificate used under the infraction, and shall be 

subject to a fine as follows: 

 

a. The fine for any first violation of Article II 

shall be $100.00. 

 

b. The fine for any violation which the violator 

has, within the past two years, been found in 

violation of once before, shall be $250.00. 

 

c. The fine for any violation which the violator 

has, within the past two years, been found in 

violation of twice before, shall be $500.00.  

   

The imposition of one penalty for any violation shall not 

excuse the violations or permit it to continue.  All such 

persons shall be required to correct or remedy such 

situation or defects within a reasonable time, and, when 

not otherwise specified, each act or violation and every 

day upon which such violation shall occur shall constitute 

a separate offense. 

 

The application of the penalties of this section shall not be 

held to prevent the enforced removal of prohibited 

conditions by injunctive or other relief. 

 

Each day that a violation continues after due notice has 

been served shall be deemed a separate violation. 

 

 Section 111.4 – insert $100 or more than $500 

 

Section 307.2.1 – Authorization. Delete and replace 

with the following provision: 
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 Open burning shall only be permitted with prior 

written approval from the Ypsilanti Township Fire Chief, 

Fire Marshal or other authorized fire department official.  

The application for a permit shall be filed with the 

Ypsilanti Township Fire Department at least seven (7) 

days before the opening burning is proposed to take place. 

 

 Open burning shall be limited to seasonal firewood 

only. 

 

Section 901.2 – Fire Sprinkler Plan Submittal (Added 

to read) 

 

 All fire sprinkler plans shall be submitted to a 

third party for review, from a list of companies that have 

been approved by the Charter Township of Ypsilanti Fire 

Prevention Bureau. The plans and fees for the review 

shall be submitted directly to the reviewing agency. The 

Charter Township of Ypsilanti Fire Prevention Bureau 

shall witness all required tests and field inspections of all 

fire sprinkler systems. 

 

a. A list of approved companies will be 

available in the Fire Prevention Bureau and the 

Office of Community Standards. 

 

b. No company will be allowed to review its own 

plans. 

 

 Section 906.1. - Residential Fire Extinguisher 

Requirements. (Added to read) 

 

 a. It shall be the responsibility of the owner(s) 

of each new and existing occupied multiple dwelling 

building, consisting of three or more dwelling units, to 

provide each living unit with a portable fire extinguisher. 

 

 b. The fire extinguisher shall have a minimum 

1A-10BC rating or higher, and shall be mounted in a 

readily accessible location within each dwelling unit. Each 

extinguisher shall be tagged to include a maintenance 

and inspection record and must be operable at all times. 

 

 c. It shall be the owner’s responsibility to 

maintain the extinguisher in accordance with NFPA 10, 

and such maintenance shall include, but is not limited to, 

recharging the extinguisher of the unit which was 

discharged when attempting to extinguish a documented 

fire. For the purpose of this section, a documented fire 

shall mean any fire that the Ypsilanti Township Fire 

Department has responded to and/or has a record of. In 

all other cases it shall be the responsibility of the resident 

to recharge the extinguisher. 

 

 d. The resident of all multiple dwelling units 

hereunder shall be responsible to advise the building 

owner, or his designated agent, whenever a required fire 

extinguisher is missing, damaged, discharged or in need 

of service. 
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 e. Anyone tampering with, damaging or 

interfering with the effectiveness of a fire extinguisher 

shall be in violation of this code.  

 

Section 907.2 - Minimum Smoke Detection 

Requirements. (Added to read) 

 

 a. Each apartment, suite, or sleeping area of 

every single or multiple dwelling unit shall be provided 

with a minimum of one smoke detector capable of sensing 

visible or invisible products of combustion. 

 

 b. The smoke detector shall be approved or 

listed by recognized or independent testing laboratories 

and, when actuated, shall provide an alarm suitable to 

warn the occupants within the individual dwelling unit. 

 

 c. A minimum of one smoke detector shall be 

located in the immediate area of all sleeping quarters. 

 

 d. All multiple dwellings, consisting of three 

families or more, and all single- and two-family dwelling 

units shall comply with this section. 

 

 e. It shall be the responsibility of the owner(s) 

of each new and existing occupied dwelling unit to install 

and maintain in operating condition smoke detectors in 

each dwelling unit as herein provided. 

 

 f. All devices, combination of devices and 

equipment required herein are to be installed in 

conformance with the Michigan Building and Residential 

Codes and this section. 

 

 g. At least one smoke detector shall be installed 

to protect each sleeping area. A sleeping area is defined as 

the area or areas of the family living unit in which the 

bedrooms or sleeping rooms are located. When bedrooms 

ordinarily used for sleeping are separated by other used 

areas, such as kitchens or living rooms, but not bathrooms 

or closets, they shall be considered as separate sleeping 

areas for the purpose of this section. 

 

 

F. Rights and Remedies are Cumulative. 

 

The rights and remedies provided herein are cumulative 

and in addition to any other remedies provided by law. 

 

G. Severability Clause. 

 

 That if any section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase 

of this ordinance is, for any reason, held to be unconstitutional, 

such decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining 

portions of this ordinance. The Charter Township of Ypsilanti 

hereby declares that it would have passed this ordinance, and 

each section, subsection, clause or phrase thereof, irrespective of 

the fact that any one or more sections, subsection, sentences, 

clauses or phrases by declared unconstitutional.  
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H. Publication. 

This Ordinance shall be published in a newspaper of general 

circulation as required by law. 

 

I. Effective Date. 

This Ordinance shall be effective upon publication in a

RESOLUTION 2012-3 
 

Super Drunk Law 
 

 Whereas, the Michigan Legislature on February 15, 2012 enacted Act 8 of 

PA 2012 which authorized charter townships to adopt by reference a provision 

of the Motor Vehicle Code commonly known as the “super drunk” law; and 

 Whereas, the “super drunk” law prohibits persons from driving a motor 

vehicle with a blood alcohol level of .17 or more; and 

 Whereas, the “super drunk” law provides that the penalty for driving a 

motor vehicle while super drunk is one or more of the following: community 

service for not more than 360 hours, imprisonment for not more than 180 days; 

and a fine of not less the $200 or more than $700;  

 Now therefore, be it resolved, that Ordinance 2012-422 is hereby 

adopted by reference.

competent jurisdiction declares a penalty provision to exceed the authority of the 
Township, the penalty shall be construed as the maximum penalty that is 
determined by the court to be within the authority of the Township to impose.

RESOLUTION NO. 2012-4 
 

MICHIGAN COMMUNITY RESOLUTION TO 
MANAGE FLOODPLAIN DEVELOPMENT 

FOR THE NATIONAL FLOOD INSURANCE PROGRAM 
 

WHEREAS, the community of Ypsilanti Township in Washtenaw County 

currently participates in the Federal Emergency Management Agency’s (FEMAs) 

National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP) by complying with the program’s 

applicable statutory and regulatory requirements for the purposes of significantly 

reducing flood hazards to persons, reducing property damage, and reducing 

public expenditures, and providing for the availability of flood insurance and 

federal funds or loans within its community, and 

WHEREAS, the NFIP requires that floodplain management regulations 

must be present and enforced in participating communities, and utilize the 

following definitions which also apply for the purposes of this resolution: 

1. Flood or Flooding means: 

a. A general and temporary condition of partial or complete inundation 

of normally dry land areas from:  1) the overflow of inland or tidal 

waters, 2) the unusual and rapid accumulation or runoff of surface 

waters from any source, 3) mudflows, and 

b. The collapse or subsidence of land along the shore of a lake or 

other body of water as a result of erosion or undermining caused by 

waves or currents of water exceeding anticipated cyclical levels or 

suddenly caused by an unusually high water level in a natural body of 

water, accompanied by a severe storm, or by an unanticipated force of 

nature, such as flash flood or an abnormal tidal surge, or by some 

similarly unusual and unforeseeable event which results in flooding, as 

defined in paragraph (a)(1) of this definition. 

2. Flood Hazard Boundary Map (FHBM) means an official map of a 

community, as may have been issued by the FEMA, where the boundaries 

of the flood, mudslide (i.e., mudflow) related erosion areas having special 

hazards have been designated as Zone A, M, and/or E. 

3. Floodplain means any land area susceptible to being inundated by 

water from any source (see definition of flooding). 
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4. Floodplain management means the operation of an overall program 

of corrective and preventive measures for reducing flood damage, 

including but not limited to emergency preparedness plans, flood control 

works, and floodplain management regulations. 

5. Floodplain management regulations means zoning ordinances, 

subdivision regulations, building codes, health regulations, special 

purpose ordinances (such as a floodplain ordinance, grading ordinance 

and erosion control ordinance), and other applications of police power that 

provide standards for the purpose of flood damage prevention and 

reduction. 

6. Structure means a walled and roofed building that is principally 

above ground, gas or liquid storage facility, as well as a mobile home or 

manufactured unit. 

WHEREAS, the Stille-Derossett-Hale Single State Construction Code 

Act”, Act No. 230 of the Public Acts of 1972, as amended (construction code act), 

along with its authorization of  the state construction code composed of the 

Michigan Residential Code and the Michigan Building Code [and its Appendices 

(specifically Appendix G)] contains floodplain development and management 

regulations that comply with the FEMA NFIP minimum floodplain management 

criteria for flood prone areas, as detailed in Title 44 of the Code of Federal 

Regulations (44 CFR), Section 60.3, and 

WHEREAS, by the action dates of this document or an existing historical 

ordinance adoption action dated May 15, 2001, the community affirms/accepted 

the responsibility to administer, apply, and enforce the provisions of the 

construction code act and the state construction code, specifically the Michigan 

Residential Code and the Michigan Building Code, to all construction within its 

community boundaries, and  

NOW THEREFORE, to maintain eligibility and continued participation in 

the NFIP, 

1. The community directs its construction code act designated enforcing 

agency, the Building Director for Ypsilanti Township, to administer, 

apply, and enforce the floodplain management regulations as 
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contained in the state construction code (including Appendix G) and to 

be consistent with those regulations by: 

a. Obtaining, reviewing, and reasonably utilizing flood elevation data 

available from federal, state, or other sources pending receipt of data 

from the FEMA to identify the flood hazard area and areas with 

potential flooding. 

b. Ensuring that all permits necessary for development in floodplain 

areas have been issued, including a floodplain permit, approval, or 

letter of no authority from the Michigan Department of Environmental 

Quality under the floodplain regulatory provisions of Part 31, "Water 

Resources Protection,"  of the Natural Resources and Environmental 

Protection Act, 1994 PA 451, as amended. 

c. Reviewing all permit applications to determine whether the 

proposed building sites will be reasonably safe from flooding.  Where it 

is determined that a proposed building will be located in a flood hazard 

area or special flood hazard area, the construction code act enforcing 

agent shall implement the following applicable codes according to their 

terms: 

1. Floodplain management regulation portions and referenced 

codes and standards of the current Michigan Residential Code. 

2. Floodplain management regulation portions and referenced 

codes and standards of the current Michigan Building Code. 

3. Appendix G of the current Michigan Building Code. 

d. Reviewing all proposed subdivisions to determine whether such 

proposals are reasonably safe from flooding and to ensure compliance 

with all applicable floodplain management regulations. 

e. Assisting in the delineation of flood hazard areas; providing 

information concerning uses and occupancy of the floodplain or flood-

related erosion areas, maintaining floodproofing and lowest floor 

construction records, cooperating with other officials, agencies, and 

persons for floodplain management. 

f. Advising FEMA of any changes in community boundaries, including 

appropriate maps. 
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g. Maintaining records of new structures and substantially improved 

structures concerning any certificates of floodproofing, lowest floor 

elevation, basements, floodproofing, and elevations to which structures 

have been floodproofed. 

2. The community assures the Federal Insurance Administrator 

(Administrator) that it intends to review, on an ongoing basis, all 

amended and revised FHBMs and Flood Insurance Rate Maps 

(FIRMs) and related supporting data and revisions thereof and 

revisions of 44 CFR, Part 60, Criteria for Land Management and Use, 

and to make such revisions in its floodplain management regulations 

as may be necessary to continue to participate in the program. 

3. The community further assures the Administrator that it will adopt the 

current effective FEMA Flood Insurance Study (FIS), FHBMs, and/or 

the FIRMs by reference within its Floodplain Management Map 

Adoption Ordinance or similarly binding ordinance documentation. 

NOW THEREFORE, be it resolved that Ordinance 2012-423 is hereby 

adopted by reference.

An ordinance to amend Chapter 34, Article II entitled Flood Damage

Section 1.  AGENCY DESIGNATED.  Pursuant to the provisions of the 

state construction code, in accordance with Section 8b(6) of Act 230, of the 

Public Acts of 1972, as amended, the Building Director of the Charter Township 

of Ypsilanti is hereby designated as the enforcing agency to discharge the 

responsibility of the Charter Township of Ypsilanti under Act 230, of the Public 

Acts of 1972, as amended, State of Michigan.  The Charter Township of Ypsilanti 

assumes responsibility for the administration and enforcement of said Act 

through out the corporate limits of the community adopting this ordinance. 

Section 2.  CODE APPENDIX ENFORCED.  Pursuant to the provisions of 

the state construction code, in accordance with Section 8b(6) of Act 230, of the 

Public Acts of 1972, as amended, Appendix G of the Michigan Building Code 

shall be enforced by the enforcing agency within the Charter Township of 

Ypsilanti. 

Section 3.  DESIGNATION OF REGULATED FLOOD PRONE HAZARD 

AREAS.  The Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) Flood Insurance 

Study (FIS) Entitled “Washtenaw County, Michigan (All Jurisdictions)” and dated 

April 3, 2012 and the Flood Insurance Rate Map(s) (FIRMS) panel number(s) of 

26161C; 0268E, 0269E, 0288E, 0406E, 0407E, 0410E, 0420E, 0426E, 0430E, 

0435E, 0440E, and 0445E and dated April 3, 2012 are adopted by reference for 

the purposes of administration of the Michigan Construction Code, and declared 

to be a part of Section 1612.3 of the Michigan Building Code, and to provide the 

content of the “Flood Hazards” section of Table R301.2(1) of the Michigan 

Residential Code.

RESOLUTION NO. 2012-4 
 

MICHIGAN COMMUNITY RESOLUTION TO 
MANAGE FLOODPLAIN DEVELOPMENT 

FOR THE NATIONAL FLOOD INSURANCE PROGRAM 
 

WHEREAS, the community of Ypsilanti Township in Washtenaw County 

currently participates in the Federal Emergency Management Agency’s (FEMAs) 

National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP) by complying with the program’s 

applicable statutory and regulatory requirements for the purposes of significantly 

reducing flood hazards to persons, reducing property damage, and reducing 

public expenditures, and providing for the availability of flood insurance and 

federal funds or loans within its community, and 

WHEREAS, the NFIP requires that floodplain management regulations 

must be present and enforced in participating communities, and utilize the 

following definitions which also apply for the purposes of this resolution: 

1. Flood or Flooding means: 

a. A general and temporary condition of partial or complete inundation 

of normally dry land areas from:  1) the overflow of inland or tidal 

waters, 2) the unusual and rapid accumulation or runoff of surface 

waters from any source, 3) mudflows, and 

b. The collapse or subsidence of land along the shore of a lake or 

other body of water as a result of erosion or undermining caused by 

waves or currents of water exceeding anticipated cyclical levels or 

suddenly caused by an unusually high water level in a natural body of 

water, accompanied by a severe storm, or by an unanticipated force of 

nature, such as flash flood or an abnormal tidal surge, or by some 

similarly unusual and unforeseeable event which results in flooding, as 

defined in paragraph (a)(1) of this definition. 

2. Flood Hazard Boundary Map (FHBM) means an official map of a 

community, as may have been issued by the FEMA, where the boundaries 

of the flood, mudslide (i.e., mudflow) related erosion areas having special 

hazards have been designated as Zone A, M, and/or E. 

3. Floodplain means any land area susceptible to being inundated by 

water from any source (see definition of flooding). 
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4. Floodplain management means the operation of an overall program 

of corrective and preventive measures for reducing flood damage, 

including but not limited to emergency preparedness plans, flood control 

works, and floodplain management regulations. 

5. Floodplain management regulations means zoning ordinances, 

subdivision regulations, building codes, health regulations, special 

purpose ordinances (such as a floodplain ordinance, grading ordinance 

and erosion control ordinance), and other applications of police power that 

provide standards for the purpose of flood damage prevention and 

reduction. 

6. Structure means a walled and roofed building that is principally 

above ground, gas or liquid storage facility, as well as a mobile home or 

manufactured unit. 

WHEREAS, the Stille-Derossett-Hale Single State Construction Code 

Act”, Act No. 230 of the Public Acts of 1972, as amended (construction code act), 

along with its authorization of  the state construction code composed of the 

Michigan Residential Code and the Michigan Building Code [and its Appendices 

(specifically Appendix G)] contains floodplain development and management 

regulations that comply with the FEMA NFIP minimum floodplain management 

criteria for flood prone areas, as detailed in Title 44 of the Code of Federal 

Regulations (44 CFR), Section 60.3, and 

WHEREAS, by the action dates of this document or an existing historical 

ordinance adoption action dated May 15, 2001, the community affirms/accepted 

the responsibility to administer, apply, and enforce the provisions of the 

construction code act and the state construction code, specifically the Michigan 

Residential Code and the Michigan Building Code, to all construction within its 

community boundaries, and  

NOW THEREFORE, to maintain eligibility and continued participation in 

the NFIP, 

1. The community directs its construction code act designated enforcing 

agency, the Building Director for Ypsilanti Township, to administer, 

apply, and enforce the floodplain management regulations as 
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contained in the state construction code (including Appendix G) and to 

be consistent with those regulations by: 

a. Obtaining, reviewing, and reasonably utilizing flood elevation data 

available from federal, state, or other sources pending receipt of data 

from the FEMA to identify the flood hazard area and areas with 

potential flooding. 

b. Ensuring that all permits necessary for development in floodplain 

areas have been issued, including a floodplain permit, approval, or 

letter of no authority from the Michigan Department of Environmental 

Quality under the floodplain regulatory provisions of Part 31, "Water 

Resources Protection,"  of the Natural Resources and Environmental 

Protection Act, 1994 PA 451, as amended. 

c. Reviewing all permit applications to determine whether the 

proposed building sites will be reasonably safe from flooding.  Where it 

is determined that a proposed building will be located in a flood hazard 

area or special flood hazard area, the construction code act enforcing 

agent shall implement the following applicable codes according to their 

terms: 

1. Floodplain management regulation portions and referenced 

codes and standards of the current Michigan Residential Code. 

2. Floodplain management regulation portions and referenced 

codes and standards of the current Michigan Building Code. 

3. Appendix G of the current Michigan Building Code. 

d. Reviewing all proposed subdivisions to determine whether such 

proposals are reasonably safe from flooding and to ensure compliance 

with all applicable floodplain management regulations. 

e. Assisting in the delineation of flood hazard areas; providing 

information concerning uses and occupancy of the floodplain or flood-

related erosion areas, maintaining floodproofing and lowest floor 

construction records, cooperating with other officials, agencies, and 

persons for floodplain management. 

f. Advising FEMA of any changes in community boundaries, including 

appropriate maps. 
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g. Maintaining records of new structures and substantially improved 

structures concerning any certificates of floodproofing, lowest floor 

elevation, basements, floodproofing, and elevations to which structures 

have been floodproofed. 

2. The community assures the Federal Insurance Administrator 

(Administrator) that it intends to review, on an ongoing basis, all 

amended and revised FHBMs and Flood Insurance Rate Maps 

(FIRMs) and related supporting data and revisions thereof and 

revisions of 44 CFR, Part 60, Criteria for Land Management and Use, 

and to make such revisions in its floodplain management regulations 

as may be necessary to continue to participate in the program. 

3. The community further assures the Administrator that it will adopt the 

current effective FEMA Flood Insurance Study (FIS), FHBMs, and/or 

the FIRMs by reference within its Floodplain Management Map 

Adoption Ordinance or similarly binding ordinance documentation. 

NOW THEREFORE, be it resolved that Ordinance 2012-423 is hereby 

adopted by reference.

An Ordinance Amending the Code of Ordinances, 
Charter Township of Ypsilanti, Chapter 34, Article II  

Entitled Flood Damage Prevention  
 

An ordinance to amend Chapter 34, Article II entitled Flood Damage 

Prevention and to affirm an enforcing agency to discharge the responsibility of 

the Charter Township of Ypsilanti located in Washtenaw County, and to 

designate regulated flood hazard areas under the provisions of the State 

Construction Code Act, Act No. 230 of the Public Acts of 1972, as amended. 

The Charter Township of Ypsilanti ordains: 

Section 1.  AGENCY DESIGNATED.  Pursuant to the provisions of the 

state construction code, in accordance with Section 8b(6) of Act 230, of the 

Public Acts of 1972, as amended, the Building Director of the Charter Township 

of Ypsilanti is hereby designated as the enforcing agency to discharge the 

responsibility of the Charter Township of Ypsilanti under Act 230, of the Public 

Acts of 1972, as amended, State of Michigan.  The Charter Township of Ypsilanti 

assumes responsibility for the administration and enforcement of said Act 

through out the corporate limits of the community adopting this ordinance. 

Section 2.  CODE APPENDIX ENFORCED.  Pursuant to the provisions of 

the state construction code, in accordance with Section 8b(6) of Act 230, of the 

Public Acts of 1972, as amended, Appendix G of the Michigan Building Code 

shall be enforced by the enforcing agency within the Charter Township of 

Ypsilanti. 

Section 3.  DESIGNATION OF REGULATED FLOOD PRONE HAZARD 

AREAS.  The Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) Flood Insurance 

Study (FIS) Entitled “Washtenaw County, Michigan (All Jurisdictions)” and dated 

April 3, 2012 and the Flood Insurance Rate Map(s) (FIRMS) panel number(s) of 

26161C; 0268E, 0269E, 0288E, 0406E, 0407E, 0410E, 0420E, 0426E, 0430E, 

0435E, 0440E, and 0445E and dated April 3, 2012 are adopted by reference for 

the purposes of administration of the Michigan Construction Code, and declared 

to be a part of Section 1612.3 of the Michigan Building Code, and to provide the 

content of the “Flood Hazards” section of Table R301.2(1) of the Michigan 

Residential Code. 



  

Section 4.  Section 34-34(a) of Chapter 34, Article II entitled Flood 

Damage Prevention is hereby repealed. 

Section 5.  REPEALS.  All ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of 

this ordinance are hereby repealed. 

Section 6.  PUBLICATION.  This ordinance shall be effective after legal

WHEREAS, the Charter Township of Ypsilanti (the “Township”), a township located in 
the County of Washtenaw, Michigan (the “County”) wishes to have the Board of County Road 
Commissioners of the County (the “Road Commission”) acquire and construct road 
improvements on County roads within the Township (the “Project”) as more specifically 
described on Exhibit A attached hereto and made a part hereof; and 

WHEREAS, the Road Commission is authorized and empowered to finance the Project 
by the issuance and sale of its Michigan Transportation Fund Notes (the “Notes”) pursuant to 
Act 143, Public Acts of Michigan, 1943, as amended (“Act 143”) in anticipation of and for the 
payment of which shall be pledged future revenues derived from state collected taxes returned to 
the County for County road purposes pursuant to law; and 

WHEREAS, the estimated cost of the Project, including costs of issuance of the Notes, is 
not to exceed $6,000,000; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 20 of Act 51, Public Acts of Michigan, 1951, as 
amended, the Township is authorized and empowered to reimburse the Road Commission for the 
costs of acquisition and construction of the Project, including the costs of issuance of the Notes; 
and 

WHEREAS, a Contract between the Township and the Road Commission (the 
“Contract”) for the acquisition, construction and financing of the Project has been prepared; and 

WHEREAS, the Contract provides for the issuance of Notes by the Road Commission in 
an aggregate principal amount of not to exceed Six Million Dollars ($6,000,000) for the purpose

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Contract, the Township agrees to reimburse the Road 
Commission for the costs of the Project, including the payment of debt service on the Notes and 
costs of issuance of the Notes. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT: 

1. Approval of Contract.  The Contract is hereby approved in substantially the form 
attached hereto as Exhibit B, and the Supervisor and Township Clerk are hereby authorized to 
execute and deliver the Contract to the Road Commission, with such changes as may be 
necessary or convenient to finalize the Contract, provided such changes are not detrimental to the 
Township.  

2. Authorized Actions.  The Supervisor, Treasurer and the Township Clerk are each 
authorized and directed to take any actions necessary or advisable, and to make such other 
filings, applications or request for waivers with the Michigan Department of Treasury or with 
other parties, to enable the sale and delivery of the Notes by the Board as contemplated herein. 

3. Approval of Note Counsel.  The Township hereby approves the representation of 
the Road Commission by Miller, Canfield, Paddock and Stone, P.L.C. (“Miller Canfield”) as 
note counsel for the Notes, notwithstanding Miller Canfield’s periodic representation of the 
Township in unrelated matters. 

4. Repealer.  All resolutions and parts of resolutions insofar as they conflict with the 
provisions of this resolution be and the same hereby are rescinded.

FINANCING CONTRACT FOR COUNTY ROAD IMPROVEMENTS 
 

BETWEEN  
THE WASHTENAW COUNTY ROAD COMMISSION  

AND  
THE CHARTER TOWNSHIP OF YPSILANTI 

This Contract is made and entered into as of this ___ day of __________, 2012, by and 
between the Board of Road Commissioners, County of Washtenaw, Michigan (the “Road 
Commission”) and the Board of Trustees of the Charter Township of Ypsilanti, County of 
Washtenaw, Michigan (the “Township”). 

WHEREAS, the Township and the Road Commission desire to acquire and construct 
road improvements within the Township (the “Project”) as described on Exhibit A which is 
attached hereto and made a part hereof; and 

WHEREAS, the Road Commission is authorized and empowered to finance the Project 
by the issuance and sale of its Michigan Transportation Fund Notes pursuant to Act 143, Public 
Acts of Michigan, 1943, as amended (“Act 143”), and the Road Commission has proposed 
financing of the Project by issuing Notes to be repaid over a period of not to exceed 10 years (the 
“Notes”); and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 20 of Act 51, Public Acts of Michigan, 1951, as 
amended, the Township is authorized and empowered to reimburse the Road Commission for the 
costs of acquisition and construction of the Project, including payment of debt service on the 
Notes and costs of issuance of the Notes; and 

WHEREAS, it is the intention of the Township to induce the Road Commission to rely 
upon this Contract in proceeding with the Project with the understanding that the Township will 
reimburse the Road Commission for the costs of the Project and issuance of the Notes. 

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and covenants made herein, the 
parties hereto agree and contract as follows: 

1. Issuance of Notes.  The Road Commission shall use its best efforts to issue the 
Notes, subject to approval by the Board of Commissioners of the County of Washtenaw, for the 
purpose of financing the Project.  The Notes may be issued, in one or more series, in the 
aggregate principal amount of not to exceed Six Million Dollars ($6,000,000), except as 
authorized pursuant to Section 4 of this Contract.  Each series of Notes shall mature in not to 
exceed then (10) annual principal installments.  The Notes shall be issued in an amount sufficient 
to pay the costs for all surveys, plans, specifications, acquisition of property for rights-of-way, 
physical construction necessary to acquire and construct the Project, the acquisition of all 
materials, machinery and necessary equipment, and engineering, engineering supervision, 
administrative, legal and financing expenses necessary in connection with the acquisition and 
construction of the Project and the financing thereof. 

2. Payment of Debt Service and Costs; Reliance; No Set-Off.  The Township agrees 
that it shall make annual principal payments to the Road Commission thirty (30) days before the 
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due date of any series of Notes issued by the Road Commission pursuant to this Contract.  The 
Township shall also make semi-annual payments of interest to the Road Commission thirty (30) 
days before each interest payment date on any series of Notes issued by the Road Commission 
pursuant to this Contract.  The Township recognizes that interest will accrue on each series of 
Notes at such rate or rates as determined upon a public or negotiated sale thereof by the Road 
Commission, but in any event not to exceed the maximum rate authorized by law.  The Road 
Commission shall provide the Township with a principal and interest payment schedule promptly 
upon the issuance of any series of Notes.  In addition, the Township agrees to pay, within 30 
days of invoice by the Road Commission, any costs of issuance of the Notes not paid with Note 
proceeds, and any annual transfer agent, paying agent, or bond registrar fees. If any principal 
installment, interest, or cost is not paid when due, the amount not so paid shall be subject to a 
penalty, in addition to interest, of one percent (1%) thereof for each month or fraction thereof 
that the same remains unpaid after the due date.  It is understood and agreed that the Notes of the 
Road Commission will be issued in anticipation of the Township’s contractual obligation 
hereunder.  In the event there is a dispute between the parties as to whether the Road 
Commission has performed its obligations in a satisfactory manner, the Township agrees that it 
will continue to make the payments required hereunder and shall not withhold such payments or 
claim a set-off pending a resolution of the dispute by a court of competent jurisdiction. 

3. Construction of Project.  If the Road Commission is able to obtain favorable 
financing terms for the Project within the parameters described in Section 1 above, the Road 
Commission shall acquire and construct the Project for and on behalf of the Township. 

4. Adjustment of Financing; Reducing Project Scope.  For the purpose of acquiring 
and constructing the Project, the Road Commission will cause bids to be taken prior to the time 
that the Notes are issued for the purpose of financing costs thereof.  The Road Commission shall 
in no event enter into any final contract or contracts for the acquisition and construction of the 
Project if such contract price or prices will cause the cost of the Project to exceed the amount 
authorized in this contract, unless the Township, by resolution of its Township Board, 
(a) approves said increased cost, and (b) agrees to pay said increased amount, either in cash or by 
specifically authorizing the maximum principal amount of bonds to be issued, as provided in 
Section 1 of this contract, to be increased to an amount which will provide sufficient funds to 
meet said increased cost.  The parties may also mutually agree to reduce the scope of the Project 
so that the total costs of the Project can be paid from Note proceeds 

5. Township Pledge to Pay Obligations.  The obligation of the Township to pay 
principal, interest and costs under this Contract is a general obligation of the Township.  The 
Township agrees to include in its budget and to appropriate and pay each year, until this Contract 
is paid in full, such sum as may be necessary each year to make all payments hereunder, when 
due. 

6. Tax Covenant.  The Township shall, to the extent permitted by law, take all 
actions within its control necessary to maintain the exclusion of the interest on each issue of the 
Notes from gross income for federal income tax purposes under the Internal Revenue Code of 
1986, as amended, including, but not limited to, actions relating to any required rebate of 
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arbitrage earnings and the expenditures and investment of Note proceeds and moneys deemed to 
be Note proceeds. 

7. Counterparts; Facsimiles.  This Contract may be signed in any number of 
counterparts, which counterparts shall be considered as one and the same instrument.  Facsimile 
copies of this Contract shall have the full force and effect of an original document.

THIS CONTRACT, dated as of March 27, 2012, by and between the YPSILANTI 
COMMUNITY UTILITIES AUTHORITY, a municipal authority and public body corporate of the State 
of Michigan (hereinafter referred to as the “Authority”), and the CHARTER TOWNSHIP OF 
YPSILANTI (hereinafter referred to as the “Local Unit”) located in the County of Washtenaw, 
Michigan, 

WITNESSETH: 

WHEREAS, the Authority has been incorporated under the provisions of Act No. 233, Public 
Acts of Michigan, 1955, as amended (hereinafter referred to as “Act 233”), for the purposes set forth in 
Act 233 and the Local Unit being a constituent member of the Authority; and 

WHEREAS, it is immediately necessary and imperative for the public health and welfare of the 
present and future residents of the Local Unit that certain water supply system improvements in the 
Local Unit, together with all necessary appurtenances and attachments thereto be acquired and 
constructed to service the Local Unit; and 

WHEREAS, plans and an estimate of cost of said improvements have been prepared by the 
Authority’s consulting engineers (the “Consulting Engineers”), which said estimate of cost totals not to 
exceed $8,000,000; and 

WHEREAS, the Local Unit is desirous of having the Authority arrange for the acquisition of said 
improvements, in order to furnish the residents of the Local Unit with improved water supply system 
services and facilities; and 

WHEREAS, the parties hereto have determined that said improvements are essential to the 
general health, safety and welfare of the Local Unit; and 

WHEREAS, the Authority and the Local Unit are each agreeable to the execution of this 
Contract by and between themselves, the Contract to provide, among other things, for the financing of 
the cost of said improvements; and 

WHEREAS, the Local Unit has approved and authorize the execution of this Contract by 
resolution of its governing body; and 

WHEREAS, this Contract will become effective for the Local Unit upon expiration of a period 
of forty-five days following publication by the Local Unit of its notice of intention without filing of a 
petition for referendum on the question of its entering into this Contract, or if such referendum election 
be required, then upon approval by the qualified electors of the Local Unit. 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and the covenants made herein, THE 
PARTIES HERETO AGREE AS FOLLOWS: 

SECTION 1.  Approval of Improvements.  The Authority and the Local Unit again approve the 
establishment of water supply system improvements in the Local Unit under the provisions of Act 233, 
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together with all necessary appurtenances, attachments and rights in land adequate and sufficient to 
furnish such service to the area of the Local Unit, as set forth in the plans prepared by the Consulting 
Engineers. 

SECTION 2.  Designation of System.  The system referred to in Section 1 above is hereby 
designated as YPSILANTI COMMUNITY UTILITIES AUTHORITY WATER SUPPLY SYSTEM 
NO. 8 (Charter Township of Ypsilanti) (hereinafter sometimes referred to in this Contract as the 
“System”). 

SECTION 3.  Local Unit Consents of Public Rights of Way. The Local Unit hereby consents to 
the use by the Authority and any parties contracting with the Authority of the public streets, alleys, lands 
and rights-of-way in such Local Unit for the purpose of constructing, operating and maintaining the 
System and any improvements, enlargements and extensions thereto.   

SECTION 4.  Local Unit Consent to Service.  The System is designed to serve areas in the Local 
Unit as described in the plans prepared by the Consulting Engineers and is immediately necessary to 
protect and preserve the public health; and the Local Unit does, by these presents, consent to the 
furnishing of such service through the System pursuant to Section 8 hereof, to the individual users in the 
Local Unit. 

SECTION 5.  Approval of Plans and Cost Estimate.  The Authority and the Local Unit hereby 
approve and confirm the plans for the System prepared by the Consulting Engineers and the total 
estimated cost thereof of not to exceed the sum of $8,000,000 and the Local Unit’s share thereof of not 
to exceed $8,000,000.  Said cost estimate includes all surveys, plans, specifications, acquisition of 
property for rights-of-way, physical construction necessary to acquire and construct the System, the 
acquisition of all materials, machinery and necessary equipment, and all engineering, engineering 
supervision, administrative, legal and financing expenses necessary in connection with the acquisition 
and construction of the System and the financing thereof. 

SECTION 6.  Contracts for System Improvements.  The Authority will take bids for the 
acquisition and construction of the System and the Authority shall in no event agree to any contract 
price or prices as will cause the actual cost thereof to exceed the estimated cost as approved in Section 5 
of this Contract unless the Local Unit, by resolution of its legislative body, (a) approves said increased 
total cost and the Local Unit’s share thereof, and (b) agrees to pay such prorated excess over the 
estimated cost, either in cash or by specifically authorizing the maximum principal amount of bonds to 
be issued, as provided in Sections 10 and 16 of this Contract, to be increased to an amount which will 
provide sufficient funds to meet said increased cost, and approves a similar increase in the installment 
obligations of the Local Unit, if any, pledged under the terms of this Contract to the payment of such 
bonds. 

SECTION 7. Acquisition and Construction of System by Authority; Local Unit Payment. The 
System shall be acquired and constructed by the Authority substantially in accordance with the plans 
and specifications therefor approved by this Contract.  All matters relating to engineering plans and 
specifications, together with the making and letting of final construction contracts, the approval of work 
and materials thereunder, and construction supervision, shall be in the control of the Authority.  All 
acquisition of sites and rights-of-way shall be done by the Authority.  The Local Unit’s share of the 
costs of such acquisition shall be paid from bond proceeds and, in addition any costs incurred by the 
Local Unit in connection with the acquisition or construction of the System, including engineering

expenses, shall be promptly reimbursed to the Local Unit by the Authority from the proceeds of 
Authority Bonds. 

SECTION 8.  System Operation by Authority; Local Unit Benefit.  The System shall be retained, 
maintained and operated by the Authority.  The parties hereto agree that the System shall be acquired, 
constructed, operated, administered and maintained for the sole use and benefit of the Local Unit and its 
users. 

SECTION 9.  Issuance of Bonds by Authority.  To provide for the construction and financing of 
the System in accordance with the provisions of Act 233, the Authority shall take the following steps: 

(a) Immediately after execution hereof, the Authority will promptly take steps to 
adopt a resolution providing for the issuance of its bonds, in one or more series, in the aggregate 
principal amount of not to exceed $8,000,000 (except as otherwise authorized pursuant to 
Section 16 of this Contract) to finance the cost of the System.  Said bonds shall mature serially, 
as authorized by law, and shall be secured by the contractual obligations of the Local Unit in this 
Contract.  After due adoption of the resolution, the Authority will take all necessary legal 
procedures and steps necessary to effectuate the sale and delivery of said bonds to an underwriter 
or other qualified purchaser. 

(b) The Authority shall take all steps necessary to take bids for and enter into and 
execute final acquisition and construction contracts for the acquisition and construction of the 
System as specified and approved hereinbefore in this Contract, in accordance with the plans and 
specifications therefor based on the plans as approved by this Contract.  Said contracts shall 
specify a completion date agreeable to the Local Unit and the Authority. 

(c) The Authority will require and procure from the contractor or contractors 
undertaking the actual construction and acquisition of the System necessary and proper bonds to 
guarantee the performance of the contract or contracts and such labor and material bonds as may 
be required by law. 

(d) The Authority, upon receipt of the proceeds of sale of the bonds, will comply with 
all provisions and requirements provided for in the resolution authorizing the issuance of the 
bonds and this Contract relative to the disposition and use of the proceeds of sale of the bonds. 

(e) The Authority may temporarily invest any bond proceeds or other funds held by it 
for the benefit of the Local Unit as permitted by law and investment income shall accrue to and 
follow the fund producing such income.  The Authority shall not, however, invest, reinvest or 
accumulate any moneys deemed to be proceeds of the bonds pursuant to §148 of the Internal 
Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, and the applicable regulations thereunder (the “Code”), in 
such a manner as to cause the bonds to be “arbitrage bonds” within the meaning of Code § 
103(b)(2) and §148. 

SECTION 10.  Local Unit Payments.  That cost of the System shall be charged to and paid by 
the Local Unit to the Authority in the manner and at the times herein set forth. 

The cost of the System to be financed with the issuance of bonds of the Authority ($8,000,000) 
shall be paid by the Local Unit to the Authority. 
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Except as otherwise provided in the resolution authorizing the Bonds or the sale thereof (the 
“Bond Resolution”), the terms of which Bond Resolution are incorporated herein by this reference and 
will, to the extent in conflict with the provisions of this Contract so amend this Contract, the Bonds in 
the aggregate principal amount of not to exceed $8,000,000 will be issued in one or more series with 
principal maturities or be subject to mandatory sinking fund redemption at such times as contained in the 
Bond Resolution, with the exact principal maturity schedule to be contained in the Bond Resolution.   
 

The Local Unit irrevocably covenants and agrees to pay to the Authority, commencing the first 
principal payment date and annually thereafter so long as any of the Bonds are outstanding, cash 
payments in an amount corresponding to the principal amount of Bonds maturing or coming due by 
mandatory sinking fund redemption on the corresponding principal payment dates; provided, however, 
that if the maturity schedule for the Bonds is amended by the Bond Resolution, the due dates for cash 
payment shall thereby be amended accordingly.   

The Local Unit acknowledges also that the Bonds will be issued at an interest rate to be 
determined at the sale thereof and that so long as Bonds remain outstanding, such interest will accrue on 
the outstanding principal balance semiannually.  Therefore, the Local Unit further irrevocably covenants 
and agrees to pay to the Authority, commencing on the first interest payment date and semiannually 
thereafter so long as Bonds are outstanding, such additional sums as shall be necessary to pay interest 
due on the Bonds prior to the next succeeding payment date.   

It is understood and agreed by the parties hereto that the Local Unit’s minimum obligation 
hereunder shall be the payment of such amounts as shall equal debt service requirements on the Bonds 
falling due prior to the next payment date.  However, the Local Unit shall retain the unrestricted right 
and privilege to prepay at any time whatever amounts it may choose in order to retire fully or partially 
the Bonds and any interest then due thereon or in order to provide for such retirement at a specified 
future date.  The total aggregate obligation of the Local Unit hereunder shall at any given point in time 
be equal to the sum of the payments yet to be paid to retire principal of the Bonds, plus interest accrued 
thereon since the last payment at the rate borne by the Bonds.  The Local Unit warrants and represents 
that the amount of its obligations under this Contract, when taken together with other indebtedness of 
the Local Unit, will not cause its obligations under this Contract to exceed any constitutional, statutory 
or charter debt limitation applicable to the Local Unit. 

From time to time as other costs and expenses accrue to the Authority from handling of the 
payments made by the Local Unit, or from other actions taken in connection with the System, the 
Authority shall notify the Local Unit of the amount of such fees and other costs and expenses, and the 
Local Unit shall, within thirty (30) days from such notification, remit to the Authority sufficient funds to 
meet such fees and other costs and expenses. 

Should cash payment be required from the Local Unit in addition to the amounts specified in the 
preceding paragraph to meet additional costs of constructing the System, the Local Unit shall, upon 
written request by the Authority, furnish to the Authority written evidence of their agreement and ability 
to make such additional cash payments, and the Authority may elect not to proceed with the acquisition 
or financing of the System until such written evidence, satisfactory to the Authority, has been received 
by it.  The Local Unit shall pay to the Authority such additional cash payments within thirty (30) days 
after written request for such payment has been delivered by the Authority to such Local Unit. 

The Authority shall, within thirty (30) days after the delivery of the bonds of the Authority 
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hereinbefore referred to, furnish the Local Unit with a complete schedule of installments of principal and 
interest thereon, and the Authority shall also (a) at least sixty (60) days prior to January 1 of each year, 
commencing in 2012, advise the Local Unit, in writing, of the exact amount of principal and interest 
installments due on the Authority bonds in the next succeeding year. 

If any principal installment or interest installment is not paid when due, the amount not so paid 
shall be subject to a penalty, in addition to interest, of one percent (1%) thereof for each month or 
fraction thereof that the same remains unpaid after the due date. 

SECTION 11.  Local Unit Limited Tax Full Faith and Credit Pledge.  The Local Unit, pursuant 
to the authorization contained in Act 233, hereby irrevocably pledges its limited tax full faith and credit 
for the prompt and timely payment of its obligations pledged for bond payments as expressed in this 
Contract, and shall each year, commencing with the fiscal year commencing January 1, 2012, set aside 
sufficient general fund moneys to make the payments, and, if necessary, levy an ad valorem tax on all 
the taxable property in the Local Unit, subject to applicable constitutional and statutory tax rate 
limitations, in an amount which, taking into consideration estimated delinquencies in tax collections, 
will be sufficient to pay such obligations under this Contract becoming due before the time of the 
following year’s tax collections.  Nothing herein contained shall be construed to prevent the Local Unit 
from using any, or any combination of, means and methods provided in Section 7 of Act 233, as now or 
hereafter amended, including revenues derived from user charges or special assessments, for the purpose 
of providing funds to meet its obligations under this Contract, and if at the time of making the annual tax 
levy there shall be other funds on hand earmarked and set aside for the payment of the contractual 
obligations due prior to the next tax collection period, then such annual tax levy may be reduced by such 
amount. 

SECTION 12.  Advance Payment by Local Unit.  The Local Unit may pay in advance any of the 
payments required to be made by this Contract, in which event the Authority shall credit the Local Unit 
with such advance payment on future due payments to the extent of such advance payment. 

SECTION 13.  Additional Payments by Local Unit.  The Local Unit may pay additional moneys 
over and above any of the payments specified in this Contract, with the written request that such 
additional funds be used to prepay installments, in which event the Authority shall be obligated to apply 
and use said moneys for such purpose to the fullest extent possible.  Such moneys shall not then be 
credited as advance payments under the provisions of Section 12 of this Contract. 

SECTION 14.  Payment Default by Local Unit; Withholding of State Payments.  In the event the 
Local Unit shall fail for any reason to pay to the Authority at the times specified the amounts required to 
be paid by the provisions of this Contract, the Authority shall immediately give notice of such default 
and the amount thereof, in writing, to the Treasurer of such Local Unit, the Treasurer of the County of 
Washtenaw, the Treasurer of the State of Michigan, and such other officials charged with disbursement 
to the Local Unit of funds returned by the State and now or hereafter under Act 233 available for pledge, 
as provided in this paragraph and in Section 12a of Act 233, and if such default is not corrected within 
ten (10) days after such notification, the State Treasurer, or other appropriate official charged with 
disbursement to such Local Unit of the aforesaid funds, is, by these presents, specifically authorized by 
the Local Unit, to the extent permitted by law, to withhold from the aforesaid funds the maximum 
amount necessary to cure said deficit and to pay said sums so withheld to the Authority, to apply on the 
obligations of the Local Unit as herein set forth.  Any such moneys so withheld and paid shall be 
considered to have been paid to the Local Unit within the meaning of the Michigan Constitution and 
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statutes, the purpose of this provision being voluntarily to pledge and authorize the use of said funds 
owing to the Local Unit to meet any past-due obligations of such Local Unit due under the provisions of 
this Contract.  In addition to the foregoing, the Authority shall have all other rights and remedies 
provided by law to enforce the obligations of the Local Unit to make its payments in the manner and at 
the times required by this Contract, including the right of the Authority to direct the Local Unit to make 
a tax levy to reimburse the Authority for any funds advanced. 

SECTION 15.  Local Unit Payment Obligation.  It is specifically recognized by the Local Unit 
that the debt service payments required to be made by it pursuant to the terms of Section 10 of this 
Contract are to be pledged for and used to pay the principal installments of and interest on with respect 
to the bonds to be issued by the Authority as provided by this Contract and authorized by law, and the 
Local Unit covenants and agrees that it will make all required payments to the Authority promptly and at 
the times herein specified without regard to whether the System is actually completed or placed in 
operation. 

SECTION 16.  Additional Bonds.  If the proceeds of the sale of the bonds to be issued by the 
Authority are for any reason insufficient to complete the Local Unit’s share of the cost of the System, 
the Authority shall automatically be authorized to issue additional bonds in an aggregate principal 
amount sufficient to pay the Local Unit’s share of completing the System and to increase the annual 
payments required to be made by the Local Unit in an amount so that the total payments required to be 
made as increased will be sufficient to meet the annual principal and interest requirements on the bonds 
herein authorized plus the additional bonds to be issued.  It is expressly agreed between the parties 
hereto that the Authority shall issue bonds pursuant to this Contract and the Local Unit shall be 
committed to retire such amount of bonds as may be necessary to pay the Local Unit’s share of the costs 
of the System whether or not in excess of those presently estimated herein.  Any such additional bonds 
shall comply with the requirements of Act 233 and any increase in the annual payments shall be made in 
the manner and at the times specified in this Contract.  In lieu of such additional bonds, the Local Unit 
may pay over to the Authority, in cash, sufficient moneys to complete the Local Unit’s share of the 
System. 

SECTION 17.  Surplus Bond Proceeds.  After completion of the System and payment of all costs 
thereof, any surplus remaining from the proceeds of sale of bonds shall be used by the Authority for 
either of the following purposes, at the sole option of and upon request made by resolution of the Local 
Unit, to wit:  (a) for additional improvements to the System or for other projects of the Authority 
undertaken on behalf of the Local Unit; subject to approval of the Authority; or (b) credited by the 
Authority toward the next payments due the Authority by the Local Unit hereunder. 

SECTION 18.  Voidability.  The obligations and undertakings of each of the parties to this 
Contract shall be conditioned on the successful issuance and sale of the bonds pursuant to Act 233, and 
if for any reason whatsoever said bonds are not issued and sold within two (2) years from the date of this 
Contract, this Contract, except for payment of preliminary expenses and ownership of engineering data, 
shall be considered void and of no force and effect. 

SECTION 19.  Bondholders’ Rights.  The Authority and the Local Unit each recognize that the 
owners from time to time of the bonds issued by the Authority under the provisions of Act 233 to 
finance the cost of the System will have contractual rights in this Contract, and it is, therefore, 
covenanted and agreed by the Authority and the Local Unit that so long as any of said bonds shall 
remain outstanding and unpaid, the provisions of this Contract shall not be subject to any alteration or 
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revision which would in any manner materially affect either the security of the bonds or the prompt 
payment of principal or interest thereon.  The Local Unit and the Authority each further covenant and 
agree that each will comply with its respective duties and obligations under the terms of this Contract 
promptly at the times and in the manner herein set forth, and will not suffer to be done any act which 
would in any way impair the said bonds, the security therefor, or the prompt payment of principal and 
interest thereon.  It is hereby declared that the terms of this Contract insofar as they pertain to the 
security of any such bonds shall be deemed to be for the benefit of the owners of said bonds. 

SECTION 20.  Contract Term.  This Contract shall remain in full force and effect from the 
effective date hereof (as provided in Section 23) until the bonds issued by the Authority are paid in full, 
but in any event not to exceed a period of thirty (30) years.  At such time within said 30-year term as all 
of said bonds are paid, this Contract shall be terminated.  In any event, the obligation of the Local Unit 
to make payments required by this Contract shall be terminated at such time as all of said bonds are paid 
in full, together with any deficiency or penalty thereon. 

SECTION 21.  Indemnification.  The parties hereto hereby expressly agree that the Authority 
shall not be liable for and the Local Unit shall pay, indemnify and save the Authority harmless of, from 
and against all liability of any nature whatever regardless of the nature in which such liability may arise, 
for any and all claims, actions, demands, expenses, damages and losses of every conceivable kind 
whatsoever (including, but not limited to, liability for injuries to or death of persons and damages to or 
loss of property) asserted by or on behalf of any person, firm, corporation or governmental authority 
arising out of, resulting from, or in any way connected with the ownership, acquisition, construction, 
operation, maintenance and repair of the System, this Contract, or the issuance, sale and delivery of the 
bonds herein described.  It is the intent of the parties that the Authority be held harmless by the Local 
Unit from liability for such claims, actions, demands, expenses, damages and losses, however caused or 
however arising, including, but not limited to, to the extent not prohibited by law, such claims, actions, 
demands, expenses, damages and losses even though caused, occasioned or contributed to by the 
negligence, sole or concurrent, of the Authority or by negligence for which the Authority may be held 
liable.  In any action or proceeding brought about by reason of any such claim or demand, the Local 
Unit will also pay, indemnify and save the Authority harmless from and against all costs, reasonable 
attorneys’ fees and disbursements of any kind or nature incidental to or incurred in said defense, and will 
likewise pay all sums required to be paid by reason of said claims, demands, or any of them, in the event 
it is determined that there is any liability on the part of the Authority.  Upon the entry of any final 
judgment by a court of competent jurisdiction or a final award by an arbitration panel against the 
Authority on any claim, action, demand, expense, damage or loss contemplated by this Section and 
notwithstanding that the Authority has not paid the same, the Local Unit shall be obligated to pay to the 
Authority, upon written demand therefor, the amount thereof not more than sixty (60) days after such 
demand is made.  In the event that any action or proceeding is brought against the Authority by reason 
of any such claims or demands, whether said claims or demands are groundless or not, the Local Unit 
shall, upon written notice and demand from the Authority, but will not, without written consent of the 
Authority, settle any such action in the proceeding.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing contained in 
this Section shall be construed to indemnify or release the Authority against or from any liability which 
it would otherwise have arising from the wrongful or negligent actions or failure to act on the part of the 
Authority’s employees, agents or representatives with respect to matters not related to the ownership, 
acquisition, construction, operation, maintenance or repair of the System, this Contract or the issuance, 
sale or delivery of the bonds herein described. 

SECTION 22.  Successors and Assigns.  This Contract shall inure to the benefit of and be 
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binding upon the respective parties hereto, their successors and assigns. 

SECTION 23.  Effectiveness of Contract.  This Contract shall become effective upon (i) 
approval by the legislative body of the Local Unit, (ii) approval by the Board of the Authority, (iii) 
expiration of the forty-five day period following publication by the Local Unit of its notice of intention 
without filing of a petition for referendum on the question of its entering into this Contract, or if such 
referendum election be required, then upon approval by the qualified electors of the Local Unit, and (iv) 
due execution by the Supervisor and Township Clerk of the Local Unit and by the Chair and Secretary 
of the Authority. 

SECTION 24.  Downward Adjustment of Bond Amount.  In the event construction bids are 
received by the Authority pursuant to Section 9 hereof and such bids are below the Consulting 
Engineers’ estimates thus necessitating a smaller amount of Bonds for the Local Unit’s share to be 
issued than $8,000,000, the Director of the Authority and the Treasurer of the Local Unit are each 
authorized on behalf of the Authority and the Local Unit, respectively, to agree to a revised principal 
amount of the Bonds and a revised maturity schedule and to approve the same as an addendum to this 
Contract.  If a lower amount of Bonds is required and if such lower amount and revised maturity 
schedule is agreed to and approved by the Director of the Authority and the Treasurer, respectively, this 
Contract shall be construed as referring to the reduced principal amount of said Bonds and the revised 
maturity schedule therefor. 

SECTION 25.  Counterparts.  This Contract may be executed in several counterparts.

Please find attached the recommendation from the Spicer Group for the repair of  
the basketball courts at West Willow and Appleridge Park.  I am recommending,  
along with the Spicer Group, to award the contract to Best Asphalt Inc. of  
Romulus, Michigan as the low bidder. 
 
We conducted a public notice, pre-bid meeting and an opening to date.  There  
were 5 companies that bid on this and we received what we believe to be as very  
good pricing.  The winning bid was for $59,023.10.   
 
The bids were so good in fact, that we are currently attempting to contact Best  
Asphalt, Inc. to seek the potential inclusion of Ford Lake Park basketball court.  
In discussions with the Spicer Group, we anticipate the additional cost for Ford  
Lake to “not to exceed $30,000”, based up the unit pricing they submitted.

We recently issued a Request for Proposals for the Vegetation & Clean-up Abatement 
Program for statutory mowing and clean-up services.  A bid opening was held on March 9, 
2012 and three bid proposals were received and opened by the Deputy Clerk in compliance 
with the Financial Policy.  Enclosed is a summary of the bid proposals and staff 
recommendation. 
 
Of the three proposals, one was immediately disqualified as it did not meet the basic 
eligibility requirements. 
 
The two remaining proposals were accepted and evaluated by Ordinance Department staff.  
Mark Giffin and I conducted site visits at the production facilities of each vendor, and both 
ordinances officers and clerical staff were involved in the evaluation process. 
 
The current contract vendor, Heppner Landscape Services, Inc. with its production facility 
located in Ypsilanti Township, submitted a bid which included a price schedule for all 
services that was equal to the 2011 price schedule currently in use.  The site visit and 
background investigation was satisfactory.  Based on experience with this vendor over the 
last two years, Ordinance Dept staff indicated they were generally very pleased with both the 
field performance and clerical performance of the company. 
 
The other accepted bid was from Precision Services, LLC of Saline with its production facility 
located in York Township.  Precision Services submitted a bid which included an extremely 
competitive price schedule for mowing.  The site visit and background investigation showed 
that the company was well established with numerous corporate clients, and had recently 
acquired another local landscaping service in order to expand.  The production facility, 
available equipment and staff would be adequate to service the Township contract. 
 
After reviewing both proposals, the following factors are taken into consideration: 
 

 Based on 1,079 actual work orders in 2011, the annual volume price difference for 
mowing services is 3% in favor of Precision Services.

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 Based on 87 actual work orders in 2011, the annual volume price difference for 
cleanup services is 23% in favor of Heppner Landscaping Services. 

 Heppner Landscape Services has a proven record of reliability and satisfactory 
services with the Township. 

 Heppner Landscape Services is based in Ypsilanti Township. 
 
Based on these factors and input from staff, it is recommended that a two-year contract at 
the submitted price schedule be awarded to Heppner Landscape Services.  Although 
Precision Services bid prices for mowing is slightly lower, Heppner Landscape Services is 
based in Ypsilanti Township and therefore is eligible for preferred status in accordance with 
the township’s Financial Policy.  In addition, the mowing and clean-up services are a pass-
through cost for the Township and are recovered in full as a special assessment on the 
property tax roll.  If, for some reason, a contract cannot be executed with Heppner or 
Heppner is unable to meet the Township’s needs, I would recommend awarding the bid to 
Precision Services. 
 
Please place this item on the agenda for the regular meeting of the Board of Trustees 
scheduled for March 26, 2012.  I respectfully request the Board award the contract as 
recommended, authorize the attorney to draft and approve a contract instrument, and 
authorize the Supervisor and Clerk to sign the contract.  Funding for mowing work orders 
pursuant to code enforcement is budgeted in the Nuisance Abatement Fund in account 893-
893.000-806.003.

Re:  Request to Approve Voice and Data Communications Project 

I would like to request that the Board of Trustees approve awarding contracts to 
build a new voice and data communications system as detailed in the attached 
exhibit, and authorize the supervisor and clerk to sign necessary agreements 
after legal review as listed below. 
 
The Board previously authorized a Request for Proposals for this project which 
resulted in ten bid proposals being submitted.  An initial review narrowed the 
number of acceptable proposals to eight, and those vendors were invited to 
demonstrate their products for a selection committee comprised of key 
department heads and users.  The outcome of the process is this 
recommendation reached by unanimous consensus of the committee and myself.  
If approved, this project will result in an initial cost savings in excess of $315,000 
over the next four years, as well as continued maintenance savings over the life 
of the system. 
 
Please refer to the attached project overview document for details of the 
following requests: 
 

1) Accept the proposal from United Telecommunication Solutions LLC (UTS) 
to build a VOIP based phone system in the amount of $76,646.  An 
additional $34,543 in other system build costs will be incurred for the 
purchase of wiring, cabling, switches, and equipment upgrades from 
various parts vendors with the primary work to be completed by the 
Township IS Manager.  Funding for UTS contract and the additional 
equipment will be funded from the General Fund in account 101-970.000-
971.010 pursuant to 2012 budget amendment #2. 
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2) Accept the proposal from Clear Rate Communications, Inc. to install and 

maintain a Flex PRI at the Civic Center, Fire Station 1, and the Community 
Center to be used with the new PBX.  Funding in the amount of $1,045 
per month will come from general services account 101-267.000-850.000. 
 

3) Accept the proposal from Windstream to install traditional phone lines at 
various locations to be used for faxing and backup phone for satellite 
locations.  Funding of an estimated $25 per month will come from various 
accounts as listed in #1 above. 
 

4) Accept the proposal from Stanley Security Solution to upgrade existing 
alarm systems at Township owned buildings for wireless monitoring.  
Funding will come from various accounts in the amount of $135 to install 
equipment per site and $10 per month. 
 

5) Accept the proposal from Guardian Alarm to upgrade the existing alarm 
system at Township owned buildings for wireless monitoring.  Funding will 
come from various accounts in the amount of $760 for equipment 
installation and $15 per month. 
 

*Note:  the location of buildings protected by intrusion alarms and the expense 
accounts to maintain the services was intentionally omitted pursuant to an 
exemption for disclosure of security measures as permitted by provision of the 
Freedom of Information Act.  



Voice & Data Communications Project 
Overview 

Introduction 
On August 16th 2011, the Township Board of Trustees approved the request to seek various 

proposals to upgrade the current voice communication system with the intent to reduce 

operating costs and add new features through improved technology. 

In order to accomplish such a task, we looked at various aspects of our current system and 

accounted for legacy equipment still dependent on the current system. 

Older technologies such as faxing and modem do not work well on newer voice networks.  I 

have designed a plan that will allow the Township to continue to use these legacy systems and 

to provide the Township with significant long term savings.  The design consists of several 

components each of which is outlined below. 

The PBX 
The PBX, or Private Branch eXchange, is the largest upfront expenditure of the project.  This is 

the main system that makes everything work.  It is your phone system, the handsets and 

everything else that makes it work. 

The Township published a Request for Proposal in September 2011 for the upgrade of the PBX.  

The Township received ten responses to the RFP.  Each RFP was reviewed carefully and tweaked 

to ensure it would fit the Township requirements and is the best value. 

A selection committee was setup to view demonstrations of eight of the proposals.  Of all the 

proposals this committee has selected the vendor United Telecommunication Solutions LLC (or 

UTS for short) to recommend for approval. 

The following table shows the build costs of each proposal.  The four year costs of ownership 

calculated for all ten proposals is located in the Summary section of this document. 



 

This cost includes: 

 Handsets to replace those handsets currently in-use. 

 Additional wiring necessary at various locations for the new handsets. 

 Required PBX hardware. 

 Building alarm upgrade costs. 

 Upgraded or additional switches, bridges, and routers. 

 Planning, Setup, and Training on the new phone system. 

 Install costs for the new Flex PRI. 

 Install costs for the traditional phone lines. 

 And an allowance for miscellaneous adapters and cables. 

PSTN Service 
The PSTN (Public Switched Telephone Network) is essentially your dial tone.  This is the vendor 

that allows you to accept incoming and outgoing calls.  This section does not pertain to the two 

hosted solutions, only the eight on-premise solutions. 

There are two vendors that will supply this service to the Township; the first one is for all the 

main numbers.  This line will handle nearly all incoming and outgoing calls. 

The Township will transfer all of its current phone numbers to the vendor.  The current vendor 

for the Civic Center is Level 3 and the other two (Fire Station 1 and Community Center) are using 

ATT. 

By consolidating these three sites to Clear Rate the Township will receive a single bill with a flat 

rate which will cover all local and long distance calls (other services such as 411 are not 

included).  This gives the Township another soft cost reduction; the Township will go from 

writing six checks to one for the exact same type of service.

Since this solution is a flat rate, each fund account that currently pays its own phone bills will be 

charged an annual administrative fee based on the number of handsets in its department.  

These charge backs have been discussed with accounting. 

Below is a chart with details and estimated costs for each vendor’s submitted proposal: 

 

There are several considerations to account for when selecting a vendor.  While cost is a large 

part of the selection, the feature set and number of channels should also be taken into 

consideration.  On the chart, the very end of each line notes the channels.  Channels are 

essentially the number of concurrent calls the line can handle.  The lines noted with two 

numbers represent different locations.  The first number is the number of concurrent calls for 

the Civic Center, while the second number is for Fire Station 1 and the Community Center. 

Currently the Township Civic Center has 23 channels and has only seen a peak utilization of 18.  

The Community Center currently has four inbound and four outbound channels and callers have 

experienced busy signals in the past.  Fire Station 1 has four outbound and six inbound channels. 

Clear Rate Communication offers several additional features which the others do not.  Without 

some of these feature additional equipment and costs would be necessary for the project to 

work. 

Additional Clear Rate features include: 

30 Fax to Email numbers 

Clear Rate will provide the Township 30 lines that will accept faxes and email them to 

employees.  Without this service the Township would need to purchase a replacement fax 

server or pay another provider to offer such services.  This also reduces the potential for issues 

with faxing.  This feature only pertains to inbound faxing.  Outbound faxing will continue to be 

handled by traditional phone lines. 

MPLS links between sites. 

Clear Rate will provide the Township with MPLS links between the three main sites.  These links 

provide a secondary network connection between locations.  Should something happen to the 

VPN site links, data can be sent across the MPLS.  This data connection is shared between voice

and data.  Clear Rate will dynamically assign the data speeds to ensure voice has the highest 

priority to maximize sound quality. 

POTS Lines 
POTS (or Plain Old Telephone Lines), also referred to as tradition phone lines, will be used for 

faxing.  The Civic Center, given it has many more fax numbers, will use the Clear Rate fax 

solution while the other locations will utilize tradition phone lines. 

These lines can also be used in case of network failure.  Most fax machines also have a handset.  

Should the network be down at a satellite location an emergency call can still be placed using 

this line. 

The chart below lists the costs of tradition phone lines: 

 

Given the expected use of these lines I would recommend Windstream for POTS service. 

Building Alarms 
The current building alarms require traditional phone lines in order to function.  This project 

upgrades the current alarms to support wireless monitoring. 

The build costs for these upgrades range between $120 and $835 per site.  The additional 

monitoring costs are between $1 and $15 per month. 

Given the goal of the project is to achieve long term cost savings, the additional monitoring 

costs from the alarm companies is less than the monthly costs to maintain a tradition phone 

line. 

Summary 
Within the scope of this project, we took a look at all of the Township’s voice and data 

communications.  Parts of the project approved back in August have already saved the Township 

money. 

The selection committee examined the total cost of ownership over a four year period in order 

to recommend the best overall solution to the Board.  This final chart represents just that:  it 

lists the costs to build and maintain the voice system for a total of four years.

As you can see by this chart there can be a significant cost difference between what it takes to 

build the system and the cost to operate the system. 

If the Township does not make any changes to its current voice network, I estimate it will cost 

more than $605,000 to maintain it over the next four years.  This number was calculated from 

Current AT&T bills (current as of 3/16/2012) with an anticipated 15% annual rate increase. 

Hosted Versus On-Premise 

This refers to where the brains of your phone system are located.  With On-Premise, as we 

currently have, the main components of the phone system are located on Township property.  A 

Hosted solution differs by locating the server at another location.  For instance, with IVS Comm, 

the main phone controller is located in Southfield, MI. 

There are advantages and disadvantage to each option, and the selection committee 

determined which option will provide the Township with the best possible call quality solution. 

Why number 3 in the list? 

Selecting a vendor based solely on the lowest cost may not provide you with the best solution; 

other relevant aspects should be taken into account. 

Other considerations include: 

 How heavily tested is the system? 

 How long has the vendor and manufacture been in business? 

 How long have their employees been in the phone industry? 

 The long term cost of software upgrades and updates. 

 Has the PBX vendor worked with the PSTN vendor in the past? 

 What will ensure the highest call quality?
