In May of 2012 there were 2,687 calls for service in Ypsilanti Township, which is a 25% increase in calls 
for service as compared to May 2011.  
 
The Community Action Team (CAT) continues to focus on neighborhood problems related to violence, 
narcotics and weapons.  Search warrants during the month of May included the following locations: 
 

 700 Blk of Browning court 

 200 Blk of Dakota Street 

 800 Blk of Campbell St. (x2) 

 800 Blk of Cliff’s drive 

 300 Blk of Woodlawn 

 50 Blk of Oregon Street 

 1400 Blk of Jeff Street. (LAWNET) 

 
In addition to seeking criminal charges on these search warrants, the CAT Team has been working in 
partnership with Ypsilanti Twp. officials on targeting problem landlords and the problem tenants who 
receive public assistance while engaged in criminal activity.  Information was provided to the Ann Arbor 
Housing Commission and MSHDA pertaining to criminal activity being committed by their clients. 
 
An enforcement detail on May 16th focused on businesses selling tobacco to underage persons. The 
detail resulted in nine (9) separate violations to various party store and gas stations. Another 
enforcement detail on May 30th focused on seat belt violations. This grant funded detail in the area of 
Ecorse/Harris resulted in fifteen (15) seat belt tickets, two (2) suspended license tickets and two (2) 
arrests. 
 
While the total number of home invasions in 2012 are still up over last year, the month of May saw a 
17% decrease from the month of May 2011. 
 
Although there were numerous arrests during the month, the most significant arrest occurred on May 
10th when a sexual predator who had previously attacked several young children and adults was 
captured. The quick arrest was directly attributable to identification made from the pictures obtained 
from the cameras installed by the township. 
 
With summertime here, neighborhood deputies have been deployed on bicycles and will be working in 
conjunction with other deputies, the Community Action Team, the Neighborhood Watch Liaison, the 
Traffic enforcement deputy, and the Outreach team. This multi-faceted approach is designed to 
maximize public safety and the quality of life in Ypsilanti Township as we continue to develop positive 
collaborative relationships with residents, businesses, and community organizations.

We have had several issues related with the Hydro Operation in the past month.  Perhaps  
most importantly, the amount of water/rainfall has been very minimal.  Recently, it came  
to the point where we could no longer maintain the typical “spilling” of water in an  
attempt to prevent algae blooms. The dissolved oxygen levels were such that we just  
could not let them go down into the Huron River per the DEQ guidelines.  This has  
created some algae situations already in Ford Lake. 
 
We have also had some mechanical issues with the dam as sluice gate #4 has become  
inoperable.  We are in the process of hiring confined space, rigging, diving and  
mechanical contractors to attempt to repair the problem. This is not immediately critical  
because of the capacity that we have at the dam to spill water according to FERC.  This 
work is anticipated to take place at the end of July. 
 
Generator #2 has also failed in the past 2 weeks.  We hired a confined space team for  
Michael to go in the hole to see what the issue was.  He discovered that the control arm  
had corroded to the point of dissolving, believe it or not.  So he removed the damage  
pieces and we sent them to a shop and they are being fabricated into a replacement type  
arms.  We hope to have this back on-line by the end of next week.   
 
Least of all, in a way, is that production is down with the drought conditions as the chart  
at the end of this report will indicate.

We did a lot of work over the past month on the YNLL field.  We put in a new home  
plate and graded the batter’s box as well as the skin of the outfield for a more consistent  
lip on it.  We also spent a lot of time and money on the sewer system there. We have 
discovered that someone has been vandalizing it by putting rocks in the vent pipe for the  
restroom sewer line.  
 
We upgraded the fall zone on most all of our larger park and playground areas with the  
safety material.  We also redid some areas of the rubberized (poured in place) surface at  
Ford Heritage Park. 
 
I met with a representative from the DNR at Ford Lake Park so she could see the tennis  
courts as it relates to the grant that we submitted.  She indicated that the scoring for the  
projects was taking place soon and we would know the results in the next couple of  
months. 
 
Mike Radzik and I met with 2 residents that had various ordinance and maintenance  
concerns along Grove Rd. and the north side of Ford Lake.  The meeting went well and  
we are working to address the concerns they raised.  
 
I met with a representative of the MDOT mentorship program.  The rep oversees a group  
of about a dozen workers that are funded through a state grant.  I have asked them to  
clean up a couple areas in the Sugarbrook neighborhood. 
 
The interviews are scheduled this week for the Public Services Superintendent.  Brian has  
indicated that he expects to be here through October, so we are OK with a little slower  
time frame with his job.  
 
I have visited a number of properties as it relates to sidewalk concerns and we have  
begun the process of repairing some of these trip hazards.  This will be a summer long  
project however it is important to deal with the potential liability issue should someone  
trip. 
   
I attended what is scheduled to be the final In-streams flow group.  This is again a group  
of various people/businesses that have or operate structures along the Huron River that  
would have an impact on how the water flows. 
 
We had our FERC inspection last week at the Hydro Operations for a half day and it  
seemed to go well.  We submitted information for them on the widening/asphalt/striping  
plan for Bridge Rd.  We technically need their approval for it as it does add asphalt to the  
area of the fuse plug and should we need to remove the plug for flooding reasons, it could  
add time to the removal of the area.

Subject: River Gauge- Huron River  
 
The Hydro Department would like to take part in supporting a new USGS monitoring 
gauge on the Huron River upstream of Ypsilanti Township.  Currently, the Hydro 
monitors the USGS gauge on the northside of Ann Arbor, as this is the closest one to us.  
The distance makes it difficult to predict what is happening between here and there, some 
10 miles or so.  We feel it would be more helpful to have a gauge in or near EMU, 
Superior Dam or the City of Ypsilanti.   
 
This station could be used to monitor the river conditions to help with operations at the 
Ford Lake Dam involving electricity generation, water passage and decisions made for 
water quality. This station could also provide information when high flows are occurring 
alerting key parties in order to make decisions on flood alerts or recreational venues.  
This could also mitigate some unscheduled overtime as we would be able to more 
accurately predict when waters will reach us.  
 
This would not only benefit the Township, but also other entities, including the City of 
Ypsilanti.  We support this project with a partnering with other organizations. We have 
learned that there may be some potential grant money available (up to 50% of install) 
before the end of the governmental fiscal year, or the end of September.  
 
We plan to ask for Board support later and potentially for a funding contribution if more 
partners can be found.

3. Contrib tion in Aid of Construction

In accordance with the applicable Orders of the MPSC, Customer shall pay to Company a

contribution in aid of construction ("CIAO") for the installation of the Equipment and the recovery of costs

associated with the removal of existing equipment, If any. The amount of the CIAO (the "CIAO Amount" )

shag be an amount equal to the total construction cost (including ag labor, materials and overhead charges),

less an amount equal to three years revenue expected from such new equipment. The CIAO Amount is as

set forth on Exhibit A attached hereto. The CIAO Amount does not include charges for any additional cost or

expense for unforeseen underground objects not identified by Miss Dig, or unusual conditions encountered

in the construction and installation of the Equipment. If Company encounters any such unforeseen or

unusual conditions, which would increase the CIAO Amount, it will suspend the construction and installation

of the Equipment and give notice of such conditions to the Customer. The Customer will either pay

additional costs or modify the work to be performed, If the work is modified, the CIAO Amount will be

adjusted to account for such modification.

The Lakeview Streetlight Special Assessment District is comprised of 157 parcels in which the 

costs of construction and operating costs are to be divided equally.   

 

Installation Costs- 

 

The installation costs for the 32 Streetlights total $34,324.71.  This total is divided among the 

157 parcels and is spread over a 10 year period starting in 2012 and expiring in 2021.  The 

annual cost per parcel for installation is $21.86. 

 

Annual Lamp Charges-    
 

DTE has fixed the annual lamp charges for the first three years, per agreement to $6,132.31.  

This cost is divided among the 157 parcels and equals $39.06 per parcel.  After the third year 

the cost will reflect the current rates set by DTE as well as the current electrical usage over 

the year.   

 

Total Street Light Special Assessment- 
 

During the first 10 years it is estimated that the annual cost for the street lights per parcel 

would be $60.92.  Once the installation costs are paid off in 10 years, the cost will reflect the 

updated Annual Lamp Charges.  An Estimate of the annual cost per parcel based upon DTE’s 

current costs would be $39.06 per parcel.

We appreciate your explanation, however feel that distributing the cost by 
parcel is not equitable given their various widths. On one street, one of 
our parcels is 120 ft wide, one is 40 ft, and another is 45 ft and all 
are contiguous and vacant. On the other street we have one 40 ft and one 
80 ft parcel, the former of which is essentially a side yard to the latter 
where the house is. That is how it was parceled when we bought it and for 
that frontage, we would be paying twice for no added benefit. Street 
lights will not benefit us with respect to the vacant land and 60.92 will 
more than double our tax bill for most of them for the next 10 years. 
Also, what if we decide to build on the vacant land, which would require 
requesting a reparceling and is something we may decide to do in the next 
decade? We don't understand how the proposal represents our fair share of 
the cost especially on 40 ft wide parcels for which the cost of the street 
lights will be more than our summer and winter taxes combined.

 The $6,000,000 Road Bond came in at 1.75%, which is amazing since ten 
years ago it was 4.5%. 

 

 Mike Radzik, Attorney Winters, Matt Lane (Master’s Degree Intern in the 
Supervisor’s Office) and I went to the Attorney General’s office with Kirk 
Profit, lobbyist for Ypsilanti Township, concerning a $97,000,000 settlement 
the State of Michigan received regarding the foreclosures and public 
nuisances the banking industry had generated. Supervisor Stumbo reported 
that they tried to present our need for funding for demolishment of Liberty 
Square and other foreclosed homes. They were very interested in our 
process and relationship with Habitat for Humanity. There was a possibility 
funds would be released in July. 
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CLERK REPORT 
 

 The Election was moving forward with close to 3,000 Absentee Applications 
sent out and more requested each day. 
 

 July 9, 2012 is the last day to register to vote. 
 

 Washtenaw County wrote a grant the Township participated in with the City of 
Ann Arbor, the City of Ypsilanti and Pittsfield Township for the project called 
Re-Imagine Washtenaw. Half a million dollars was dedicated to Ypsilanti 
Township for the purpose of purchasing homes and working with Habitat for 
Humanity to stabilize our neighborhoods. We received the foreclosure list and 
there will be an auction on August 17. There were about 32 single-family 
homes on that list in Ypsilanti Township; of those around 14 in the West 
Willow neighborhood. 
 

 The Election Committee met and certified the Election Inspectors for the Aug. 
7, 2012 election. 
 

 The Clerk’s office is still accepting applications for Election Inspectors. 
 
 
TREASURER REPORT 
 

 Treasurer Doe reported on the Dog Clinic conducted on June 16. He stated 
that 213 shots were administered and 135 licenses were issued.  Special 
thanks was given to Mike Radzik, Debbie Agdorny’s daughter and Inger 
Johnson’s daughter for their help in making things run so smoothly.

An ordinance amending Chapter 14, Article III in the Code of Ordinances  

for the Charter Township of Ypsilanti, Washtenaw County, Michigan  
 

The Charter Township of Ypsilanti hereby ordains that Chapter 14 Article 
III, entitled “Dog Licensing and Vaccination”, of the Township’s Code of 
Ordinances shall be amended as follows: 
 

1. Delete in its entirety subsection 14-66(b). 
 
2. Add the following new provision to subsection 14-66(b): 

 
(b) The owner of any dog four months or over, shall apply to the 
Township Treasurer for a dog license. Such application shall be 
in writing and state the breed, sex, age, color and markings of the 
dog, and the name and address of the current owner. The 
application for a license shall be accompanied by a valid 
certificate of a current vaccination for rabies, with a vaccine 
licensed by the United States Department of Agriculture, signed 
by an accredited veterinarian. The rabies vaccination certificate 
shall state the month and year the rabies vaccination expires.   A 
dog license issued by the Township shall be valid for: 
 

1) one year or until the rabies vaccination expires, 
whichever date occurs first or, 

2) three years or until the rabies vaccination expires, 
whichever date occurs first. 

 
3. Delete in its entirety subsection 14-67(a). 
 
4. Add the following new provision to subsection 14-67(a): 

 
The fee for dog licenses under this article shall be established by 
resolution of the Township Board. 
 

5. Add the following new subsection to section 14-67: 
 

A dog owner who is issued a dog license, shall file an application  
for a change of residence with the Township Treasurer within  
thirty (30) days of changing the address where the licensed dog 
resides.  This provision applies to licensed dog owners who 
change residence within Ypsilanti Township.  The application for 
a change of address shall include the name of the owner and the 
current address where the dog resides.  No fee shall be charged 
to dog owners filing a change of residence application.  
 

Severability 
 
The various parts, sentences, paragraphs and clauses of this ordinance 
are severable.  If any part, sentence, paragraph, section, or clause is 
adjudged unconstitutional or invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, 
the remainder of the ordinance shall not be affected. 
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Publication 

This Ordinance shall be published in a newspaper of general circulation as 
required by law.   
 

Effective date 

This Ordinance shall become effective upon publication in a newspaper of 
general circulation as required by law.

WHEREAS, it is necessary to acquire and construct certain wastewater system improvements, 

consisting of the replacement of existing and installation of additional pumps, piping and appurtenances 

associated with the plant effluent water system, to serve the Local Unit (the “PEW Improvements”); and 

WHEREAS, a contract (the “PEW Contract”) has been prepared between the Local Unit and the 

Ypsilanti Community Utilities Authority (the “Authority”) whereby the Authority will issue its bonds 

(the “Bonds”) on behalf of the Local Unit to provide for the financing of the Local Unit’s share of the

proposed Contracts and the rights of referendum thereunder. 

2. Publication of Notice.  The Clerk is directed to publish the attached notice in the 

newspaper above designated as soon as possible after the adoption hereof.

appurtenances associated with the plant effluent water system, to serve the Local Unit (the “PEW Improvements”) and (ii) acquire 

and construct certain improvements to the existing retention and equalization basins discharge header piping and pumps, to serve 

the Local Unit (the “Retention Improvements”, together with the PEW Improvements, the “Wastewater Improvements”), and will 

issue its bonds in two series in the aggregate principal amount not to exceed $3,585,000 to finance the cost of the acquisition and 

construction of such Wastewater Improvements for the Local Unit AND THE LOCAL UNIT WILL PAY TO THE AUTHORITY 

PURSUANT TO THE CONTRACTS THE SUMS NECESSARY TO RETIRE THE PRINCIPAL OF AND INTEREST ON SAID

The Office of Community Standards has conducted a public nuisance investigation at the 
following location.  OCS has been unable to close this case to resolve the public nuisance, 
and now requests approval to initiate legal action, if necessary, to do so. 
 
K-11-27-300-007 (a.k.a. 8081 Merritt):  Activity recently occurring at this 10 acre parcel of 
land has drawn the attention of neighbors and police who have reported people knocking on 
doors at odd hours trying to find this address, people running nude on the property, people 
sitting in cars for hours at a time, and people living in an old horse trailer on site.  The 
property was visited in 2008 by federal marshals looking for fugitives wanted on drug 
trafficking charges.   
 
The police investigation led to a parallel OCS investigation which revealed that the parcel of 
land has no officially designated address and has no house on it; there is only a small barn 
that was constructed sometime around 1979 without permits or approvals, and an old 
inoperable horse trailer that bears evidence of human occupation.  It is believed that DTE 
may have assigned an unofficial address to the land when electrical service was installed 
without permits.  
 
OCS has issued two Notices of Violation for the blight and the zoning violations, both of 
which have gone unanswered.  The activity at the property continues to be a disturbance to 
the neighbors.

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Now, I respectfully request that the Board of Trustees take action to authorize proceeding to 
circuit court to abate the nuisance.  I am available to answer questions and address 
concerns regarding these cases, which remain under investigation.

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AGREEMENT FOR REMOVAL OF BLIGHT ON FORECLOSED PROPERTIES 

 

THIS AGREEMENT FOR REMOVAL OF BLIGHT ON FORECLOSED 

PROPERITES (the “Agreement”) is dated as of July 16, 2012, and is entered into by and 

between Catherine McClary, Washtenaw County Treasurer (the “Treasurer”) and the Charter 

Township of Ypsilanti (“Ypsilanti Township”). 

WHEREAS, the Treasurer filed a Petition and Amended Petition for Foreclosure and 

supporting documents (collectively “Petition”) with the Washtenaw County Circuit Court (Case 

No. 11-594-CZ), as required by The General Property Tax Act, 1893 PA 206, as amended, MCL 

211.1 to MCL 211.157 (“GPTA”), which identified parcels of property forfeited to Treasurer on 

March 1, 2011 under section 78g of the GPTA, MCL 211.78g, and set forth the amount of the 

unpaid delinquent taxes, interest, penalties, and fees for which each parcel of property was 

forfeited; 

WHEREAS, pursuant to the GPTA, the Petition further sought a judgment vesting 

absolute title to each parcel of property identified in the Petition for each parcel of property not 

redeemed at any time on or before the April 2, 2012 immediately succeeding entry of a judgment 

foreclosing the property under section 78k, or in a contested case within 21 days of the entry of a 

judgment foreclosing the property under section 78k.  MCL 211.78g(3); 

WHEREAS, on February 17, 2012, the Washtenaw County Circuit Court entered an 

Order and Judgment of Foreclosure (the “Order”), that included, among others that were also 

part of the above-referenced Petition, two parcels, which make up properties commonly known 

as 117 South Harris Road and 2590 (“Harris Road Property”) East Michigan Avenue (“Michigan 

Ave. Property”) (collectively referred to as the “Properties”).  The Properties have been operated 
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as mobile home parks, and thus, contain mobile homes, which are personal property.  A more 

particular description of the Properties is set forth in Exhibit A to this Agreement; 

WHEREAS, the Township has issued several Notices of Violation to the prior owners of 

the Properties prior to the Treasurer taking possession under the GPTA; 

WHEREAS, the Properties were not redeemed, and thus, pursuant to the GPTA and the 

Order, a fee simple absolute interest in the real property now belongs to the Treasurer; 

WHEREAS, despite the Properties being foreclosed, there still remains multiple vacant, 

unattended, and uninhabitable mobile homes, as well as other personal property on the 

Properties, which the Township and the Treasurer desire to be removed in order to abate blight; 

WHEREAS, the Treasurer and the Township have filed a joint action against the former 

owners of the Properties in Washtenaw County Circuit Court, Case No. 12-737-CZ, which 

related to the mobile homes and blight at the Properties;  

WHEREAS, the Court has entered an Order, attached as Exhibit B, granting the 

Township and the Treasurer the right to remove and/or demolition mobile homes and/or 

structures in order to eradicate the blight.  

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the agreements set forth herein, and other 

valuable considerations, the receipt of which is hereby acknowledged, the Treasurer and the 

Township agree as follows: 

1. The Charter Township of Ypsilanti will eradicate the above-referenced blight by 

removal and/or demolition of all unoccupied personal property (mobile homes), 

structures and debris from the Properties at the Township's expense. 

2. The Treasurer will add the expected expenses of blight removal in the amounts of 

$31,000.00 for the Harris Road Property, $58,000.00 for Michigan Ave. Property 
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(Exhibits A and B) to the minimum bid of the public auction of the Properties, which is 

currently set to begin on July 17, 2012. 

3. If the auction results in a winning bidder paying at least the minimum bid, the 

Treasurer will reimburse the Township in full for its actual documented expenses not to 

exceed $31,000 for the Harris Road Property and $58,000 for the Michigan Ave. 

Property.  If the Property does not sell for the full minimum bid under the GPTA, the 

Treasurer is required to hold a second auction with an opening bid.  

4. The Treasurer agrees to include a Performance Lien on the Properties in the 

amount of the Township's actual documented expenses for blight removal. 

5. If the Properties sell, but not for the full minimum bid at the second auction, the 

Treasurer will collect the Performance Lien and reimburse the Township for blight 

removal and the Township and the taxing units will be charged-back, pro-rata, as 

provided for in the GPTA. 

6. If the Properties do not sell for opening bid, the Township will receive a deed to 

the Properties and will not receive any reimbursement for expenses. The Township and 

all the taxing units will be charged-back, pro-rata, as provided for in the GPTA. 

7. The Township shall obtain property and liability insurance to cover the removal 

and/or demolition of the personal property and other existing structures from the 

Properties, with coverage amounts and deductibles that are customarily obtained by 

municipalities. 

8. In the event that any one or more of the provisions of this Agreement shall for any 

reason be held to be invalid, illegal or unenforceable in any respect, such invalidity, 

illegality or unenforceability shall not affect any other provisions of this Agreement, but 
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this Agreement shall be construed as if such invalid, illegal or unenforceable provisions 

had never been contained herein. 

9. Except as expressly provided herein, this Agreement does not create, and is not 

intended to create, by implication or otherwise, any direct or indirect obligation, duty, 

promise, benefit or any other right in favor of any person other than the parties.   

10. This Agreement sets forth the entire agreement between the Treasurer and the 

Township and supersedes any and all prior agreements or understandings between them 

in any way related to the subject matter of this Agreement. 

11. This Agreement may be amended, modified or supplemented only by a written 

agreement signed by the parties hereto. 

12. This Agreement shall be interpreted under the laws of the State of Michigan. 

13. This Agreement may be executed in several counterparts each of which shall be 

deemed one and the same agreement. It shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of 

the parties to it and their respective successors and assigns.

RECITALS 
 

WHEREAS, Las Dos Fuentes wishes to be granted a Class C Quota Liquor License 

(“License”) from the Township for operation at 1960 Whittaker Road, Ypsilanti, Michigan 

48197 the (“Licensed Premises”); and 

WHEREAS, the Michigan Liquor Control Commission (“MLCC”) requires the

Pursuant to previous Board authorization, the Township and the Washtenaw County 
Treasurer jointly filed an emergency verified petition on July 16, 2012 seeking to have two 
mobile home parks located at 117 S. Harris Rd and 2590 E. Michigan Ave declared a public 
nuisance.  A hearing was held in circuit court and both properties were, indeed, declared to 
be public nuisances.  Both properties are scheduled for public auction after having been 
foreclosed upon for delinquent taxes.  Both properties are littered with a combined total of 57 
condemned and abandoned trailers that were left behind by the property owner, along with a 
condemned house and two utility buildings. 
 
In addition to declaring the properties to be a public nuisance, the court granted a preliminary 
injunction requiring that the nuisance be abated and the costs billed to the former property 
owner.  As described in the verified petition and court order, the conditions that currently 
exist at both properties are a serious threat to the public health, safety and welfare of our 
community; time is of the essence in abating the threat. 
 
To that end, and in accordance with the emergency provision of the financial policy, Building 
Director Fulton has issued a Request for Bids to a variety of qualified professional 
contractors soliciting bids to perform the work ordered by the court.  The RFB form and 
requirements are in compliance with the financial policy, and the deadline to submit sealed 
bids is July 24, 2012 at 10:00AM. 
 
Due to the emergency nature of this project, the continuing threat to public safety and 
compliance with the court’s order, I respectfully request that the Board formally grant 
authorization to seek bids pursuant to the enclosed RFB, and authorize the full time

Specifications 

 

 

1. Scope 
1.1       The work shall be subject to the conditions of these general specifications and the 

furnishing of all labor, materials, tools, accessories, equipment, drawings, all necessary 

permits and services to demolish and/or  remove all mobile homes and all out buildings 

and all of the necessary filling and backfilling to leave the site in a smooth, safe, level 

condition.                                    

 

2. Statement 
2.1   The work shall include but not be limited to on-site demolition and/or removal of the 

vacant mobile homes and vacant structures, all of the contents therein and all debris. The 

vacant structures shall be demolished in place or removed and the debris disposed at a 

site where such debris is legally accepted. Site clearance shall consist of the removal of 

all associated debris from the demolition but not limited to building contents and any 

related substructures within the boundaries of the location listed below. The site must be 

backfilled/filled and returned to the existing surrounding grade, topsoil added and seeded. 

 

3. Location 
3.1 The proposed work is located in The Charter Township of Ypsilanti at 117 S. Harris, 

Parcel identification number:     K -11-11-240-004 and 2590 E. Michigan Avenue, Parcel 

identification number: K -11-01-300-004. 
  

4. Description of Work 
4.1 Prior to the commencement of demolition, the Contractor shall completely fill out and    

         submit to the Township and the State the required NESHAP form. This form MUST be   

submitted to the State a minimum of 10 business days prior to commencement of work   

on the permanent structures. 

4.2   The Contractor shall, at their expense, remove and dispose of the existing vacant mobile 

homes, vacant structures and all appurtenances thereto along with its contents, all 

walkways leading to the vacant permanent structures, crawlspace, foundations, footings,  

piping, wiring, construction materials and any related substructures. The Contractor shall 

perform all work in accordance with federal, state and local laws. The contractor shall 

make every reasonable effort to recycle/salvage reclaimable materials. 

4.3   Backfill/fill the former basement/crawlspace and/or slab of the permanent structures and  

any low areas or depressions related to the demolition work using a granular backfill 

material that has been tested by an approved agency and verified as suitable for 

residential areas. The granular material may be pit run or crusher run that will pass 

through a 3-inch sieve. This material will not contain bituminous particles, oversize 
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stone, rock or concrete fragments. Rough grade the area concurrent with the surrounding 

area. 

4.4   After completion of the grading concurrent with the surrounding area, the Contractor 

shall place topsoil over any areas that were filled, graded or otherwise disturbed by the 

work, to a specified depth of four inches. The topsoil will be spread uniformly, then 

tamped or compacted. The topsoil will be graded even with the surrounding surfaces or 

slightly “crowned” to allow for settling. The Contractor shall rake all areas of topsoil in 

preparation for the placement of seed. The top 2 inches shall be loose and allow for 

proper root growth. All topsoiled areas shall be seeded within 24 hours of the preparation. 

The topsoil shall be fertile loam, neither excessively acid or alkaline, suitable for the 

growth of turfgrasses. The Contractor shall provide proof that the soil has been tested and 

is acceptable for use in such an application. 

4.5   The Contractor will then spread grass seed with the appropriate equipment to provide 

uniform coverage.

Hydro seeding is acceptable as long as it meets the specifications 

outlined above. 

4.6   The Contractor will apply a starter fertilizer in accordance with the manufacturer’s 

recommendations.

5.1   Grass seed will be 30% Shamrock Kentucky Blue Grass, 20% Merit Kentucky Blue 

Grass, 20% Commander Perennial Rye Grass, 20% Baron Kentucky Blue Grass, 10% 

PS8990 Perennial Rye Grass (Lesco has this mix. The Contractor must provide the 

product label for this mix. 

5.2   Granular fill and topsoil shall be used as outlined above. Please note that the Ypsilanti 

Township Compost Site has topsoil available for sale at a reduced rate for this project. 

 

6. Site Inspection 

6.1   The sites are available for inspection at your convenience.  

 

7. Permits 
7.1   The Contractor shall at his/her expense procure all permits necessary for this work, 

including those where streets or parking areas may be obstructed by its operations. An 

application will be submitted to the Ypsilanti Township Building Department for a 

demolition permit in accordance with Section 105 of the 2006 Michigan Residential 

Code. All applicable inspections and requirements will be strictly adhered to. 
 

8. Safety Provisions 
8.1 Where hazardous conditions are created incident to the Contract operations, the 

Contractor at his expense, shall furnish, erect and maintain suitable barricades to protect 

and safeguard the public in accordance with Chapter 33 of the 2006 Michigan Building 

Code. 

8.2 The Contractor shall take all appropriate measures to insure the health and safety of the 

public.

11.1 All materials removed, other than utility owned fixtures, and all debris resulting from this 

project shall become the property of the Contractor in accordance with the following 

provisions. 

11.2  Burning of debris on site shall not be permitted. 

11.3  All salvageable materials present at the time that work commences will become the 

property of the Contractor. 

11.4  All materials disposed of shall be in accordance with federal, state, and local laws. Proof 

of such shall be provided to the Township prior to receipt of final payment. 
 

12. Inspections 
12.1 The Contractor will inspect and insure that all work is being performed in accordance 

with these specifications.  A rough inspection will be held at a time to be agreed upon 

between the Owner and Contractor. When the Contractor feels that the project is 

completed, the Contractor will call for a project inspection to be performed by the 

Ypsilanti Township Office of Community Standards. The Township reserves the right to 

make periodic inspections during the project to insure the work is being completed in 

accordance with these specifications.  A final Inspection will be held at a time agreed to 

be upon between the Owner and the Contractor. 

12.2   The Contractor will call for any inspections required by the Township Building Official. 

 

13. Submittals 
13.1 The Contractor shall submit all product data sheets to the Owner for grass seed. 
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13.2    The Contractor shall submit all records of debris disposed of related to the work to the 

Owner. 

 

 

 

14. General 
14.1 The requirements of these specifications shall be understood to be the minimum 

requirements of the Charter Township of Ypsilanti. The requirements shall be expanded 

as necessary to insure quality. However, unless approval from The Charter Township of 

Ypsilanti is obtained, the requirements herein shall not be deleted or revised. 

14.2 Permission for access to this area may be revoked for all persons who violate traffic 

regulations including speed limits, and parking restrictions. All of the Contractor’s 

personnel, operating forces, and delivery personnel shall be made aware of and comply at 

all times with the regulations and the directions of responsible Township personnel. 

14.3 Precedence: 

 If any statement in this or any other specification is in conflict with any provision of 

the General Terms and Conditions to the contract, the provision stated in the General 

Terms and Conditions shall take precedence. Any questions, which require additional 

interpretation and guidance, shall be immediately brought to the Owners attention. 

14.4 References: 

 Referenced standards and recommended practices referred to herein shall be the latest 

edition or revision of the document. 

14.5 Quality assurance: 

 The Contractor shall be regularly engaged in providing demolition work for a period 

of not less than ten years prior to bid submittal. 

14.6 The Contractor shall use care at all times to prevent damage to or marking of the fencing, 

landscaping, or any other property or equipment during this project.  Any damage caused 

by the Contractor will be repaired as directed by an Ypsilanti Township designee by the 

Contractor and at the Contractor’s expense. 

 

15. Addenda and Explanations 
15.1 The Township shall not give verbal answers to inquiries regarding the meaning of the 

specifications.  

15.2 Explanations desired by prospective bidders shall be requested of the Township in 

writing.  Direct requests to the Ypsilanti Township Purchasing Department. 

15.3  In the event that explanations are necessary, a reply shall be made in the form of an 

addendum.  A copy of which shall be forwarded to each bidder. 

15.4 Addenda issued to bidders prior to the date of receipt of bids shall become a part of the 

specifications and all bids shall include the work described in the addenda. 

15.5 Failure of the Charter Township of Ypsilanti to send or of the bidders to receive such 

interpretations shall not relieve the bidder from obligation under the bid as submitted. 

 

16. Equal Employment Opportunity 
16.1 The Contractor will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment 

because of race, creed, color, sex, national origin, handicap, age, height, weight, marital 

status, veteran status, or religion. 
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17. Minimum Wage 
17.1 All Contractors, including Subcontractors, performing work or services shall be required 

to pay not less than the prevailing wages and fringe benefits to all employee 

“Construction Mechanics”, as determined by the Davis-Bacon Division of the United 

States of Labor for the Washtenaw County area in accordance with the Charter Township 

of Ypsilanti Ordinance No. 69 and the additional provisions contained within. 

17.2 All other employees directly involved with this project must be paid in accordance with 

the Charter Township of Ypsilanti Ordinance No. 99-213, “The Living Wage 

Ordinance”.  A copy of this ordinance can be obtained through the Ypsilanti Township 

Purchasing Department by calling (734) 481-0617. 

 

18. Hold Harmless 
18.1 The Contractor shall save harmless, indemnify, and defend the Charter Township of 

Ypsilanti and its Officials against all claims for damages or injuries to persons or 

damages to property arising out of its performance under the terms of the bid. 

 

19. Bid, Performance, Payment and Other Bonds: 
19.1  Each proposal must be accompanied by a certified check, bidders bond, bank draft or 

cash bond, in an amount not less than (5%) of the total price and drawn to the order of 

The Charter Township of Ypsilanti, as a guarantee of good faith on the part of the bidder 

and subject to the conditions stipulated in the proposal form. No proposals shall be 

withdrawn for a period of sixty days after the date set for the opening of bids. A single 

check, bond or draft may serve to cover two or more alternate or supplemental proposals 

when such proposals are submitted by the same bidder.

19.3  If the surety on any Bond furnished by the Contractor is declared as bankrupt or becomes 

insolvent or its right to do business is terminated in any state where any part of the 

project is located or it ceases to meet requirements of paragraph 27.1, the Contractor shall 

within 10 days thereafter substitute another Bond and surety, both of which must be 

acceptable to the Owner Licensed Sureties and Insurers; Certificates of Insurance: 

19.4  All bonds and Insurance required by the Contract Documents to be purchased and 

maintained by the Owner or Contractor shall be obtained from surety or insurance 

companies that are duly licensed or authorized in the jurisdiction in which the project is 

located to issue Bonds and insurance policies for the limits and coverages so required.  
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Such surety and insurance companies shall also meet such additional requirements and 

qualifications as may be provided in the Supplementary Conditions.

If the Township elects to exercise 

its option to cancel on these grounds, the Township shall so notify the Contractor of its 

election. 

20.6 All Certificates of Insurance are subject to the final approval of the Ypsilanti Township 

Attorney. 

 

21. Award of Contract 
21.1 The Charter Township of Ypsilanti reserves the right to reject all bids received or to 

negotiate separately with any source to serve the best interest of the Township. 
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21.2 The Company awarded the contract shall be required to furnish satisfactory bonds and 

insurance. 

 

 

 

22. Installation, Warranty, and Service 
22.1 The Contractor shall guarantee all materials and workmanship to be free of defects for a 

period of one (1) year from the date of the Owner's acceptance. 
 

23. Completion 
23.1 The project will not be considered complete until all approved township final inspections 

have been approved. 

23.2 Construction shall start within 14 days of the Notice to Proceed and completed within 60 

days. 

23.3 Full payment shall be made within 45 days of receipt of invoice upon completion of 

work.
