Please be advised of the following activities related to the Planning Department for July/August
2012.

Planning Commission Activity

The Planning Commission held a special meeting on August 14th. The following agenda items
were presented to the Commission for their consideration:

Tim Horton’s - 2220 Washtenaw: The Commission held the necessary public hearing to
consider the special conditional use request to permit the construction of a new 1,953 square-foot
drive-thru restaurant at the northwest corner of Hewitt and Washtenaw. After the public hearing,
the Commission passed a motion to approve the request. In a jester of gratitude for the
assistance provided by the Township, Velmeir Properties offered to construct a “Welcome to
Ypsilanti Township” monument sign at the intersection. Construction is anticipated during the
spring of 2013.

Tim Horton’s — Huron Street: The Commission held the necessary public hearing to consider the
special conditional use request to permit the construction of a new 1,953 square-foot drive-thru
restaurant at the intersection of Huron Street and James L. Hart Parkway. After the public
hearing, the Commission passed a motion to approve the request. We are currently awaiting the
submission of the final engineered drawings. It is the understanding of staff that the developer
wished to break ground this fall.

Ms. Robin Tolbert — 172 N. Pasadena: The Commission held a public hearing to consider the
special conditional use permit application to permit the establishment of a group daycare home,

providing care for up to 12 children and to be located at 172 N. Pasadena. After the public
hearing the Commission passed a motion to approve the request.

United Methodist Retirement Communities — 2945 Ellsworth: The Commission held a public
hearing to consider the special conditional use and preliminary site plan application of the United
Methodist Retirement Communities proposal for the re-use of the former Washtenaw County
Child Guidance facility. The proposal calls for the construction of a 5,700 square-foot addition
in order to provide social and medical services to the regional senior population. The facility is
to be operated as a PACE program (Program of All-Inclusive Care for the Elderly), which as
previously state will offer a variety of programs for area seniors including minor health care
visits.

Dorothy’s Discovery Daycare — 7265 Merritt: The Commission held a public hearing to
consider the special conditional use and preliminary site plan of Ms. Dorothy Morris to permit
the construction of a 4,300 square-foot addition to her existing daycare. As proposed, the
addition would permit the occupancy of the daycare to go from the existing 45 children to 100
children. After much public input, the Commission tabled the application to the September
meeting date to allow the applicant to consider comments presented during the public hearing.
Since the Commission meeting, staff has paid a visit to the site to discuss the items noted during
the public hearing. Ms. Morris and I came to an agreement as to what plan modifications would
be appropriate to satisfy the concerns of the public and the Commission. The plans are currently
in the process of being revised and will be presented to the Commission in September.

Plans in Process

Blackmore Addition II — 10800 Blackmore Avenue: This project is nearly complete and is
awaiting final site approval. The final site grading was not approved during the most recent site
inspection. The contractor is in the process of correcting this issue and will have a final grading
certificate submitted within the month.

Kroger Fuel Station — 1771 East Michigan: The final engineered plans have been submitted to
this office and have been distributed for review. In speaking with representatives of Kroger, it is
the goal to have this site up and running before the end of the year.

Taco Bell — 1085 East Michigan: The Taco Bell facility is currently under construction and
moving quickly. During a recent visit, masons were installing the brick and stone on the exterior
of the building, all site grading and utilities are complete and paving should occur within the next
few weeks. The facility is on track to open early this fall.

Tim Horton’s Café and Bake Shop — James L. Hart Pkwy: The special conditional use and
preliminary site plan have been approved by the Planning Commission and we are currently

awaiting submission of the final engineered plans for review.

O&W Distribution — 3003 Williams: O&W is currently under construction of a 32,000 square-
foot addition to their existing warehouse and office facility. At last visit, the site work was

complete and the building was ready for construction. The contractor expects the site to be
complete in the early fall.

Rightway Auto — 2789 Washtenaw: The applicant received Commission approval for the
establishment of a automobile dealership facility to be located at the former Cottage Inn facility
located at 2789 Washtenaw. Since their approval the project has stalled due to a number of
building code issues. Staff currently awaits plans as to how the building and zoning code issues
will be resolved prior to occupancy.

Lakeside Park/Boat House Project: Plans have been submitted to this office in relation to the
Lakeside Park/Boat House improvement project located near the intersection of Bunton and
Textile Road. As the Board may recall, the Township was awarded a MDNR grant for park
improvements in relation to the construction of a boat house to be operated in part by Eastern
Michigan University female row team. The plan is currently under review and will be submitted
to the Planning Commission for their review and approval as is required by statute.

Zoning Board of Appeals

During the regularly scheduled August 1, 2012 meeting, the following items were presented to
the Zoning Board of Appeals:

Tim Horton’s — 2220 Washtenaw: After the public hearing, the Zoning Board approved the
requested variance to reduce the required setbacks in relation to a drive isle or parking lot from
to permit the construction of a 1,953 square-foot drive-thru restaurant. The variance was granted
due to the narrowness of the property in question and the inability of the applicant to maintain
the necessary dimensional requirements in addition to the required setbacks.

Committee Meetings

Re-Imagine Washtenaw — The planning committee has prepared a recommendation for the
consideration of the full Joint Technical Committee (JTC) in relation to the hiring of a
planning/engineering consultant to perform the requested Washtenaw Avenue right-of-way
study. It is anticipated that the award will be made during the next full JTC meeting to be held in
early September. As part of the overall HUD grant awarded to Washtenaw County for the
planning and implementation of the Re-Imagine Washtenaw project, Ypsilanti Township was
allocated $35,000 for assist with our planning efforts in relation to the project. The contract
accepting the grant has been provided to the Board for review and consideration.

WATS Technical Committee — No meeting was held in August due to a lack of agenda items.
Administrative Items:

Staff had the opportunity to schedule a meeting with Township planning consultant LSL to
review our progress with the on-going master plan update. We had the opportunity to review the

future land use map, the 2010 census data, the demographics chapter and transportation chapters.
The draft version of the future land use map and the demographics chapter have been presented

In July of 2012 there were 2,733 calls for service in Ypsilanti Township, which is a 3% increase in calls for
service as compared to July 2011.

Many thanks go out to the Election workers and the RSD maintenance/custodial
department for another successful election cycle. Very long hours were needed on a few
of the days and the crews worked together to make it a success.

| have spent many hours visiting residents over various issues they have had, most of
them having to deal with sidewalks . We have completed about a dozen sidewalk
locations and have at least that many more to go.

Brenda, Karen, Michael Saranen and | met with Elizabeth Riggs (HRWC) and other local
dignitaries over the possible changing of the canoe/boat portage location as it relates to



getting past Ford Lake Dam. We are hoping to get some funding from a Ford Foundation
to help move this from the south side of the lake/river to the north side.

Michael Saranen and | worked on the Tyler Road Dam Emergency Action Plan. This
plan is fairly simple compared to the Ford Lake Dam, but in the long run, we would like
to explore actually doing away with this dam as it does not serve the purpose it was once
designed for and the bridge deck in quite disrepair from a County Road Commission
perspective.

Another Big Thank You goes out to the folks over at the former Chamber of Commerce
office in the City of Ypsilanti, Keybank building. This especially goes for Ed Berch at
Franklin Realty. They graciously remove the large wooden piece of furniture that now
adorns our lobby for free. It was quite a task to remove it but the experience of the
maintenance crew made it very manageable.

I worked with various contractors over the past couple of months to get a new door
installed over at 14B court. This now separates the Probation area from the other secure
areas of the office area there.

Michael Saranen and I interviewed a couple of companies and accepted a “qualifications
of work” project from engineering firms as it relates to the dam. Gate 4 has been stuck
for about a month now. We tried a crane and underwater divers to free it, but it has not
been freed up yet. We are now looking for engineering companies to help us correct this.

Michael and I also attended an “opening meeting” of dam operators on the Huron River
meeting, hosted by Laura Rubin and the HRWC. We are hoping to create better lines of
communication between all the dam operators along the Huron so that we know what
kinds of issues others are dealing with and what kind of flows they are seeing at the time.

A few of us met in the Police squad room to conduct a presentation of our camera system
for Wayne State University. They are interested in how the W. Willow pilot program is
going and are considering something similar themselves.

I opened the Civic Center for the Star Chapter 319 Motorcycle group on Sunday August
19. They seemed happy that the Township allows them to use the building for their
fundraiser each year.

The thing of it is, if you keep telling people how
down they are they are eventually going to believe it. | don'’t like that attitude. We
are earning respect because we have new businesses coming into the area. We
have new homes being built. | realize this is her opinion, but our Board is working
very hard and it is a wide, with a wide diversity. You are working with SPARK.
You are working with Aerotropolis, so it is not a narrow-minded Board here. What
wants to come in, to me, is narrow-minded and also you are working with the
community because you have people that, Tammie (Keen) goes to
Neighborhood Watch, which the watches are very active. If they aren’t (there), |
have been to a couple myself, Brenda, you were there. If other ones, say
Tammie or whoever goes to those are not there, someone else goes. There is
also a police officer, Holt, | believe is his name, goes to these and keeps the
people abreast of what’s going on. Also in there, she says, basically you’re hiring
friends in different positions, who knows what they are, but the last | knew and for
some time, there has been a hiring freeze and shifting of jobs within the
Township. Also it says, basically they want to have roads done on a regular
basis. To my knowledge, roads are being done on a regular basis, some in
conjunction with the County. Also if these people would come to meetings, they
would know what was going on, that there has been a bond that has been
renewed, | think within the last two to three months, for roads, and if | remember
correctly, it's for ten years, the last one was for ten years. Also on one of these
people that are running, | would like to know what was done on her watch, she
didn’t say what she did. We have teamwork, in my opinion, of the Board. When
she was here, it was chaos, there was not teamwork. In this letter also, it said
about including more property on the tax rolls. | don’t know whether this person
has crept under a rock and stayed there for some time because the Township
Board has been working with Habitat for Humanity and | don’t know how many
homes that we have helped them with. Anybody that is interested can find out
those numbers, and I’'m sure Nancy probably has that number or it is in minutes,
when Habitat came to speak. Basically, the Township is trying to get home
owners, not renters, but homeowners and to also take pride in the Township and
with homeowners, they do take pride in the Township and that’s what we need.
Also with these people owning homes, it brings more respect to the community
and the people themselves have more respect. It also said about consistent and
fair ordinance enforcement. Well, if these people are complaining about that, why
don’t they come to the meeting? | come to most of the meetings and how many
of John Q. Public are here, other than the officials, to these meetings?

This Board has
worked very hard for what we have, Ordinance people, everyone that works
here. | don’t always agree with the Board, but that is a human fault, whatever you
want to call it, but if | have something to say, | come, you listen to me. These
people who just write letters, and as far as I’'m concerned, they are inaccurate.
The lady that wrote this was here for, | believe, three meetings, never said a
word and yet she’s complaining in the letter. So | just wanted you to know, | don’t
know if you all received it, it's an interesting letter and | opposed it, even, it's
terrible, just plain terrible, | don’t even think it should be passed out.”

157 PARCELS AND FOR CREATION OF A
SPECIAL ASSESSMENT DISTRICT

WHEREAS, on or about October 10, 2011, the Township Clerk received one
petition from the record owners of persons having a vendee’s interest as shown
by the records in the Washtenaw County Register of Deeds Office or as shown
on the tax rolls of the Township, petitioning the Township Board for street lighting
for Lakeview Subdivision, consisting of 157 parcels, in Ypsilanti Township and for
the creation and establishment of a special assessment district for the purpose of
defraying said cost of street lighting by special assessments against the property
especially benefited; and

WHEREAS, the Township Clerk requested of Detroit Edison, proposed plans
describing the street lighting improvement and the location of said improvements
with an estimate of said costs; and

WHEREAS, on June 25, 2012, Tim Miller of Detroit Edison Community Lighting
Group prepared and submitted proposed plans to install street lighting for
Lakeview Subdivision, Ypsilanti Township, consisting of 157 parcels, which said
plans included, inter alia, the installation of “Cobra Head Luminaries on wood
poles” with the cost of said improvements being approximately:

WHEREAS, on June 27, 2012, the Township Clerk received notification from the
Township Assessor that the cost of providing street lights for Lakeview
Subdivision, consisting of 157 parcels, which said plans included, inter alia, the
installation of “Cobra Head Luminaries on wood poles” will be $60.92 per
parcel for a 10-year period; thereafter, said costs shall be $39.06 per parcel for
street lighting, based on general benefit; and

WHEREAS, the Township Clerk has given notice to each record owner of or
party in interest in property to be assessed, by first class mail, addressed to the
record owner or party in interest at the address shown on the tax records, at least
10 (ten) days before the July 23, 2012 public hearing, setting forth the district
affected in said petition, place and purpose of said public hearing to allow any
interested person an opportunity to voice any objection which may be offered
against creating said district; and

WHEREAS, the Township Clerk has also published in a newspaper of general
circulation the time, place and purpose of said public hearing and the district
affected thereto; and

WHEREAS, on July 23 2012, the Charter Township of Ypsilanti held a public
hearing to hear any objections which may be offered against creating said
special assessment district.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Charter Township of Ypsilanti
determines that the petition filed by the record owners of Lakeview Subdivision,
consisting of 157 parcels, on October 10, 2011, is sufficient for all purposed set
forth pursuant to Act 188 of the Public Acts of 1954, as amended.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that a special assessment district be created for
the purpose of providing street lights for Lakeview Subdivision, consisting of 157
parcels.



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Township Board accepts the plans and
estimate of costs as presented by Detroit Edison for Lakeview Subdivision,
consisting of 157 parcels, which said plans included, inter alia, the installation of
“Cobra Head Luminaries on wood poles” will be $60.92 per parcel for a 10-
year period; thereafter, said costs shall be $39.06 per parcel for street lighting,
based on general benefit.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Township Supervisor shall make a
special assessment upon all the lands and premises contained herein to defray
the expenses of lighting said streets.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Township Board shall hereinafter
annually determine on or before September 30 of each year, the amount to be
assessed in said district for lighting said streets and shall direct the Township
Assessor to levy such amounts therein.

AGREEMENT FOR REMOVAL OF BLIGHT ON FORECLOSED PROPERTIES

THIS AGREEMENT FOR REMOVAL OF BLIGHT ON FORECLOSED
PROPERITES (the “Agreement”) is dated as of July 16, 2012, and is entered into by and
between Catherine McClary, Washtenaw County Treasurer (the “Treasurer”) and the Charter
Township of Ypsilanti (“Ypsilanti Township”).

WHEREAS, the Treasurer filed a Petition and Amended Petition for Foreclosure and
supporting documents (collectively “Petition””) with the Washtenaw County Circuit Court (Case
No. 11-594-CZ), as required by The General Property Tax Act, 1893 PA 206, as amended, MCL
211.1 to MCL 211.157 (“GPTA”), which identified parcels of property forfeited to Treasurer on
March 1, 2011 under section 78g of the GPTA, MCL 211.78g, and set forth the amount of the
unpaid delinquent taxes, interest, penalties, and fees for which each parcel of property was
forfeited;

WHEREAS, pursuant to the GPTA, the Petition further sought a judgment vesting
absolute title to each parcel of property identified in the Petition for each parcel of property not
redeemed at any time on or before the April 2, 2012 immediately succeeding entry of a judgment
foreclosing the property under section 78k, or in a contested case within 21 days of the entry of a
judgment foreclosing the property under section 78k. MCL 211.78g(3);

WHEREAS, on February 17, 2012, the Washtenaw County Circuit Court entered an
Order and Judgment of Foreclosure (the “Order”), that included, among others that were also
part of the above-referenced Petition, two parcels, which make up properties commonly known
as 117 South Harris Road(“Harris Road Property”) and 2590 East Michigan Avenue (“Michigan

Ave. Property”) (collectively referred to as the “Properties”). The Properties have been operated



as mobile home parks, and thus, contain mobile homes, which are personal property. A more
particular description of the Properties is set forth in Exhibit A to this Agreement;

WHEREAS, the Township has issued several Notices of Violation to the prior owners of
the Properties prior to the Treasurer taking possession under the GPTA;

WHEREAS, the Properties were not redeemed, and thus, pursuant to the GPTA and the
Order, a fee simple absolute interest in the real property now belongs to the Treasurer;

WHEREAS, despite the Properties being foreclosed, there still remains multiple vacant,
unattended, and uninhabitable mobile homes and structures, as well as other personal property on
the Properties, which the Township and the Treasurer desire to be removed in order to abate
blight;

WHEREAS, the Treasurer and the Township have filed a joint action against the former
owners of the Properties in Washtenaw County Circuit Court, Case No. 12-737-CZ, which
related to the mobile homes and blight at the Properties;

WHEREAS, the Court has entered an Order, attached as Exhibit B, granting the
Township and the Treasurer the right to remove and/or demolish mobile homes and/or structures
in order to eradicate the blight.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the agreements set forth herein, and other
valuable considerations, the receipt of which is hereby acknowledged, the Treasurer and the
Township agree as follows:

1. The Charter Township of Ypsilanti will eradicate the above-referenced blight by

removal and/or demolition of all unoccupied personal property (mobile homes),

structures and debris from the Properties at the Township's expense.



2. The Treasurer will add the expected expenses of blight removal in the amounts of
$31,000.00 for the Harris Road Property, $58,000.00 for Michigan Ave. Property
(Exhibits A and B) to the minimum bid of the public auction of the Properties, which is
currently set to begin on July 17, 2012.

3. If the auction results in a winning bidder paying at least the minimum bid, the
Treasurer will reimburse the Township in full for its actual documented expenses not to
exceed $31,000 for the Harris Road Property and $58,000 for the Michigan Ave.
Property.

4. If the Properties do not sell for the full minimum bid under the GPTA, the
Treasurer is required to hold a second auction with an opening bid. The Treasurer agrees
to include a Performance Lien on the Properties in the amount of the Township's actual
documented expenses for blight removal, as part of the opening bid at the second auction.
5. If the Properties sell, but not for the full original minimum bid at the second
auction, the Treasurer will collect the Performance Lien and reimburse the Township for
blight removal and the Township and the taxing units will be charged-back, pro-rata, as
provided for in the GPTA.

6. If the Properties do not sell for the opening bid at a second auction, the Township
will receive a deed to the Properties and will not receive any reimbursement for expenses.
The Township and all the taxing units will be charged-back, pro-rata, as provided for in
the GPTA.

7. The Township shall obtain property and liability insurance to cover the removal

and/or demolition of the personal property and other existing structures from the



Properties, with coverage amounts and deductibles that are customarily obtained by

municipalities.

8. In the event that any one or more of the provisions of this Agreement shall for any

reason be held to be invalid, illegal or unenforceable in any respect, such invalidity,

illegality or unenforceability shall not affect any other provisions of this Agreement, but

this Agreement shall be construed as if such invalid, illegal or unenforceable provisions

had never been contained herein.

0. Except as expressly provided herein, this Agreement does not create, and is not

intended to create, by implication or otherwise, any direct or indirect obligation, duty,

promise, benefit or any other right in favor of any person other than the parties.

10. This Agreement sets forth the entire agreement between the Treasurer and the

Township and supersedes any and all prior agreements or understandings between them

in any way related to the subject matter of this Agreement.

1. This Agreement may be amended, modified or supplemented only by a written

agreement signed by the parties hereto.

12. This Agreement shall be interpreted under the laws of the State of Michigan.

13. This Agreement may be executed in several counterparts each of which shall be

deemed one and the same agreement. It shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of

the parties to it and their respective successors and assigns.

PROJECT UNDERSTANDING

In an effort to keep Ypsilanti Township eligible for Michigan Department of Natural Resources (MDNR)
grants, the Township would like to develop an updated 5-year Recreation Plan, This plan will be prepared
according to the MDNR's “Guidelines for the Development of Community Park, Recreation, Open Space
and Greenway Plans.”

SCOPE OF WORK

The following is a description ol each section of the proposed Recreation Plan and its contents as well as
the adoption and plan completion process.

This is not required by the MDNR but it may be a very useful tool for the
Township. We have included a separate fee for completing these condition reports for the
Township. Alternately, Township staff could complete them for inclusion in the Plan or this task
could be omitted,

The Recreation Planning Process This section describes the process used to develop the plan and
shows how the community was involved. We have had great success in terms of actively engaging
the public in other communities.

From our discussion, we have included in this project a project website and an online survey. We
have described each below.

Survey Online surveys are automatically tabulated as they are completed. An online survey will be
launched from the project website (described below). We will work with you to design appropriate
questions and to determine the best way to launch the survey.

Goals, Objectives, and Action Program Based upon the background data gathered and input
received from the community, the Parks Commission, and Township staff, we will work with the
Township to review the existing goals and objectives for the Ypsilanti Township Parks System and
we will help determine if changes or updates are needed. Then, Spicer Group will write a five-year
action program for the Township with the assistance of County staff.

WHEREAS, Las Dos Fuentes wishes to be granted a Class C Quota Liquor License

The Office of Community Standards has conducted public nuisance investigations at the
following locations. OCS previously obtained administrative approval to initiate legal action
and now requests formal confirmation to do so.




1034 Maplewood: On July 24, 2012, OCS staff responded to neighbor complaints of a foul
odor emanating from the house located at this address and discovered a woman and a child
living there without water service. Staff discovered the house full of feces, urine, mold,
rodents and an assorted collection of junk. The house was condemned and a temporary
restraining order was obtained to prohibit anyone from living there. A subsequent clean up
order was obtained and the hazardous conditions were abated by Belfor at a cost of about
$5,000; the costs will be invoiced to the property owner. The case remains open pending
disposition of the property.
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1269 Lester: On July 25, 2012, OCS staff responded to neighbor complaints of a foul odor
emanating from the house located at this address. The house had been vacant for more
than one year after the lender foreclosed and the former owner left. Records showed that a
previous district court order was executed in September, 2011 to clean up a massive amount
of debris left in the yard. Now, the interior of the home appeared to be rodent infested and
full of blight. OCS staff obtained a search warrant to inspect the property and subsequently
condemned it. Staff has been working with the bank’s property maintenance company and
the realtor holding the listing in an effort to abate the hazardous conditions. The house has
been treated for insects and rodents and is scheduled to be cleaned out. Circuit court
litigation has been filed to ensure work is completed and the hazardous conditions are
abated.



1292 Clarita: On July 23, 2012, OCS staff responded to neighbor complaints of a foul odor
emanating from the house located at this address and discovered the house to be occupied
by two adult women. The owners cooperated to allow an inspection of the property, and the
house was condemned due to contamination by feces, urine, mold and a massive collection
of junk that made it difficult to maneuver through the house. OCS staff attempted to arrange
for an organized clean-up of the property using volunteer professionals at no cost to the
owner, but the offer was refused. OCS staff obtained administrative approval to file circuit
court litigation and an emergency restraining order was granted prohibiting anyone from
living in the house. OCS staff and township attorneys continue to work with the owner as the
owner attempts to clean up the hazardous conditions.



1345 Rambling: On August 7, 2012, OCS staff responded to assist Child Protective
Services (CPS) at this address where 13 people were discovered to be living, including five
adults and eight children. The house is an unregistered rental property and was rented to
the group without benefit of rental inspection and certification by the township. OCS staff
found numerous electrical and plumbing code violations that were deemed to constitute
imminent danger for the people living there. There was raw sewage being dumped onto the
ground in the crawl space below the house, and there was evidence that fires had started at
electrical outlets where cords had melted away. There were no operable smoke alarms in
the house. Both the interior and exterior of the house was cluttered with a collection of junk.
The floors inside two bedrooms where children slept were covered with dirty and urine
soaked mattresses.

OCS staff immediately condemned the house and obtained administrative approval to file
circuit court litigation; an emergency restraining order was granted prohibiting anyone from
living in the house and allowing OCS staff to have it secured. OCS staff worked with CPS to
ensure that the adults and children displaced from the house were afforded suitable lodging
elsewhere. OCS staff has continued to monitor the status of the property and will work with
township attorneys to abate the hazardous conditions through court action.



1095 Jones: On June 18, 2012, OCS staff responded to neighbor complaints of a bad odor
and blight at this address and discovered that it was in an advanced state of deterioration
and blight after having sat vacant for about seven years. Staff was initially unable to locate
the owners, who appeared to be husband and wife. A notice of violation was posted on the
premises and, within two weeks, the female owner contacted OCS to explain that she moved
out years ago after her husband passed away. The owner explained that the house had roof
damage and had flooded, and the interior was in very bad condition, and she had no financial
resources to make repairs. The owner agreed to cooperate with OCS staff and an inspection
was conducted on July 11, 2012 with the owner and a representative from Habitat for
Humanity.

Following the inspection, the house was condemned. The owner agreed to donate the
house to Habitat for Humanity which was interested in rehabilitating it. Unfortunately, the
bank that holds the mortgage was unwilling to consider a short sale or work with Habitat for
Humanity and the township.

OCS staff and township attorneys obtained administrative approval to file litigation in circuit
court against the owner and the bank. It is hoped that a cooperative arrangement can be
reached that would result in the home being renovated as a Habitat for Humanity
neighborhood project. The case is open and moving forward.
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Now, | respectfully request that the Board of Trustees take action to confirm the authorization
granted to proceed to circuit court to abate the nuisances at these five locations. | am
available to answer questions and address concerns regarding these cases, which remain
under investigation.

The Office of Community Standards has been investigating a public nuisance complaint
involving violations of the Township zoning code related to the cultivation of medical
marihuana. OCS staff has been assisted by investigators from the Washtenaw County
Sheriff’'s Office and have been unable to resolve the case through voluntary compliance or
enforcement of the zoning code in district court. A district court order has been ignored and
the nuisance persists, therefore the on-going public nuisance will likely require litigation in
circuit court to resolve.

The focus of this case centers on zoning code section 2120.7, which prohibits the creation of
offensive odors as a result of the use of any property in any zoning district. In this case, the
use of the property to cultivate marijuana results in the creation of an offensive odor that
constitutes a public nuisance in a residential district. The property owner and occupants
were cited in district court earlier this year, and a court order was issued prohibiting the
defendant from allowing the emission of marijuana odor from the property which is detectable
either on the public sidewalk or on adjoining private property. The emission of such an odor
continues to occur and complaints are received on a regular basis.

In addition, zoning code section 401.6(c) prohibits medical marihuana dispensaries and
medical marihuana nurseries as a home occupation in a single family residential district; only
individual qualifying patients are permitted to grow or cultivate medical marijuana in a
residential district exclusively for their own use pursuant to provisions of state law. It is
unclear whether use of the property violates this code provision; regardless, the emission of
offensive odors is prohibited.

Subject: Request for Provider change for Short-term/Long-term Disability and
Life Insurance Coverage

Recently Marwil & Associates, our Insurance Agent/Broker, contacted the Human
Resource Department with a proposed change in our Disability/Life Insurance provider.
Marwil had conducted an audit of our coverage and found an alternative provider at a
reduce cost to the Township.

Terms and conditions of the Long-Term Disability and Life Insurance benefits would
remain at the current levels. The current Short-Term Disability benefit requires a 30 day
waiting period before being eligible for benefits. The new proposed benefit would reduce
that waiting period from 30 days to 7 days and would also give the Township a savings of
$235.00 per month on the short-term disability benefit. The overall savings of all three
benefits would be $655.00/month with an annual savings of $7,860.00.

The benefits would be provided through Dearborn National and they have also offered a
2 year rate guarantee.

Approval is requested to move ahead with the assistance of Marwil & Associates in
transferring the Short/Long Term Disability and Life Insurance benefit package to
Dearborn National. Approval is also being requested for Supervisor Stumbo and Human
Resources to be able to sign contracts with Dearborn National to provide the coverage.

Adoption of Firework Ordinance limiting the use of fireworks to
National Holidays and the day before and day after National Holidays

Whereas, on January 1, 2012, Public Act 256 of 2011, allowing the retail sale in
Michigan of Consumer Fireworks, became effective; and

Whereas, consumer fireworks permitted under Act 256 are designed to be
launched into the air and explode; and

Whereas, consumer fireworks permitted under Act 256 can cause loud noise
when they explode; and

Whereas, Act 256 expressly strips local government of authority to regulate the
ignition, discharge or use of consumer fireworks during National Holidays or the
day before or after a National Holiday; and

Whereas, the Act expressly grants local government the authority to regulate the
ignition, discharge or use of consumer fireworks during other days of the year;
and

Whereas, the loud noise caused by ignition, discharge or use of consumer
fireworks is disturbing to residents who live nearby; and

Whereas, Ordinance 2012-425 makes it unlawful for a person to ignite,
discharge or use consumer fireworks on days which are not National Holidays, or
the day before or the day after a national holiday.

Novelties means that term as defined under APA
standard 87-1, 3.2, 3.2.1, 3.2.2, 3.2.3, 3.2.4, and 3.2.5 and
all of the following:

(1) Toy plastic or paper caps for toy pistols in sheets,
strips, rolls, or individual caps containing not more
than .25 of a grain of explosive content per cap, in
packages labeled to indicate the maximum
explosive content per cup.

(11)  Toy pistols, toy cannons, toy canes, toy trick
noisemakers, and toy guns in which toy caps as
described in subparagraph (i) are used, that are
constructed so that the hand cannot come in
contact with the cap when in place for the
explosion, and that are not designed to break apart
or be separated so as to form a missile by the
explosion.

Dear Trustee:

At the regular meeting of the YCUA Board of Commissioners on August 28, 2012, the Board will
consider a recommendation to the Board of Trustees for a sewer rate increase of 3% for the YCUA Township
Division customers effective October 1, 2012. At the same meeting, the YCUA Board will consider a water
rate increase of 5% to Township Division customers. Per the Township ordinance authorizing the YCUA
Board to increase the water rate up to the increase the Authority receives from DWSD for the purchase of
water, no action by the Township Board is required on the water increase. The combined effect of these rate
adjustments will be a 4.11% increase in a Township Division customer’s bimonthly bill. The DWSD increase
of 8.7% was effective July 1, 2012.

The ordinance approving these rate adjustments is included in this correspondence for your
consideration. Later this week, we will be forwarding to you a document summarizing the budget highlights
related to the September 1, 2012 fiscal year budget, which the YCUA Board of Commissioners will also
consider at their August 28, 2012 regular meeting. Note that although the Detroit Water and Sewerage
Department has increased its rate to YCUA by 8.7%, we are able to limit the increase in water rates to YCUA
customers to 5% due to containment of other operating costs, in addition to the lower total cost of purchased
water resulting from the anticipated decrease in consumption.

The YCUA Board of Commissioners is recommending to the Township Trustees the adoption of the
ordinance included to raise the Township Division’s sewer rate by 3%.

SERVICE CONTRACT - FEDERAL FUNDED CR

AGREEMENT is made this day of , 2012, by the COUNTY OF
WASHTENAW, a municipal corporation, with offices located in the County Administration
Building, 220 North Main Street, Ann Arbor, Michigan 48107 (“County”) and the Charter
Township of Ypsilanti located at 7200 S. Huron River Drive, Ypsilanti, Ml 48197
(“Contractor”).

In consideration of the promises below, the parties mutually agree as follows:

ARTICLE | - SCOPE OF SERVICES

This Contract is a component to the Washtenaw County HUD Office of Sustainable
Community Challenge Cooperative Agreement.

The Contractor will undertake Master Plan and Zoning Ordinance amendments, and
amendments to or adoption of other development standards as determined necessary, to further
and implement the 2010 Washtenaw Avenue Corridor Redevelopment Strategy. The 2010
implementation document was jointly and collaboratively adopted by all four communities along
the corridor. Grant funding was specifically allocated to the Charter Township of Ypsilanti for
the purpose of Master Plan and Zoning amendments that further implement the Washtenaw
Avenue corridor goals.

The County is separately engaging Carlisle/Wortman Associates to provide
management and coordination services between the amendments provided for by this Contract,
and those concurrently proposed for Pittsfield Charter Township. The Contractor agrees to
jointly and collaboratively develop a Work Plan with the County, Carlisle/Wortman Associates,
and Pittsfield Charter Township to coordinate the amendments. The Work Plan will detail the
proposed tasks, scope of work, and intended results of the process — specifically as it relates to
the Relmagine Washtenaw goals. The Work Plan is not intended, nor will require, the
Contractor to delay or expedite their planned implementation process, but rather work
collaboratively towards sharing of information and coordination of development standards with
Pittsfield Charter Township, with the goal to achieve reasonably consistent development
patterns along the corridor, and, in particular, consistency with the corridor redevelopment
strategy.

This work will include the selection and management of a planning consultant or other
similar professional(s) to provide technical assistance to the project.

This work will be conducted consistent with the approved Work Plan provide in Exhibit A,
which may be amended, and consistent with all applicable program guidelines, including:

o FY 2011 HUD Office of Sustainable Housing and Communities Community Challenge
Planning Grant Notice of Funding Availability (FR-5500-N-33).

HUD Office of Sustainable Housing and Communities Program Policy Guidance.
OMB Circulars A-187, A-133 and A-102, which is incorporated into 24 CFR Part 85.
Approved HUD Logic Model

All other HUD Community Challenge Planning Grant Terms and Conditions.



e Some Terms and Condition excerpts are summarized here as they may be particularly
applicable to this Contract:

o HUD’s Office of Sustainable Housing and Communities Substantial Involvement
which includes, but is not limited to:

= Review of potential amendment recommendations to the study/process
design and/or workplan

= Review and recommendations in response to semi-annual progress
reports (e.g. amendments to the study/process and/or work plan based
on preliminary results)

= Review and provide recommendations on the final report/study, including
final interpretation of results.

= Review and approval of one stage of work before another can begin.

= Monitoring to permit specified kinds of direction or redirection of the work
because of interrelationships with other projects.

= Implementing HUD requirements which limit recipient discretion.

o HUD and Washtenaw County reserve a royalty-free, non-exclusive, and
irrevocable license to reproduce, publish or otherwise use, and to authorize
others use the copyright in any work developed under this contract.

o Interim and final reports may not be published for a period of sixty days after
acceptance of the deliverables by HUD and shall include prescribed disclaimer
and acknowledgement.

o Social media releases must be coordinated with HUD.

ARTICLE Il - COMPENSATION

Upon completion of the above services and submission of invoices the County will pay
the Contractor an amount not to exceed Thirty-five thousand dollars ($35,000).

ARTICLE Ill - REPORTING OF CONTRACTOR

Section 1 - The Contractor is to report to the Director of the Office of Community and
Economic Development or designee and will cooperate and confer with him/her as necessary
to insure satisfactory work progress.

Section 2 - All reports, estimates, memoranda and documents submitted by the
Contractor must be dated and bear the Contractor's name.

Section 3 - All reports made in connection with these services are subject to review and
final approval by the County Administrator.

Section 4 - The County may review and inspect the Contractor's activities during the
term of this contract.

Section 5 - When applicable, the Contractor will submit a final, written report to the
County Administrator.

Section 6 - After reasonable notice to the Contractor, the County may review any of the
Contractor’s internal records, reports, or insurance policies.



ARTICLE IV - TERM

This contract begins on August 1, 2012 and ends on December 31, 2013.
ARTICLE V - PERSONNEL

Section 1 - The contractor will provide the required services and will not subcontract or
assign the services without the County’s written approval.

Section 2 - The Contractor will not hire any County employee for any of the required
services without the County’s written approval.

Section 3 - The parties agree that the Contractor is neither an employee nor an agent of
the County for any purpose.

Section 4 - The parties agree that all work done under this contract shall be completed
in the United States and that none of the work will be partially or fully completed by either an
offshore subcontractor or offshore business interest either owned or affiliated with the
contractor. For purposes of this contract, the term, “offshore” refers to any area outside the
contiguous United States, Alaska or Hawaii.

ARTICLE VI - INDEMNIFICATION AGREEMENT

The contractor will protect, defend and indemnify Washtenaw County, its officers,
agents, servants, volunteers and employees from any and all liabilities, claims, liens, fines,
demands and costs, including legal fees, of whatsoever kind and nature which may result in
injury or death to any persons, including the Contractor's own employees, and for loss or
damage to any property, including property owned or in the care, custody or control of
Washtenaw County in connection with or in any way incident to or arising out of the occupancy,
use, service, operations, performance or non-performance of work in connection with this
contract resulting in whole or in part from negligent acts or omissions of contractor, any
sub-contractor, or any employee, agent or representative of the contractor or any
sub-contractor.

ARTICLE VII - INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

The Contractor will maintain at its own expense during the term of this Contract, the
following insurance:

1. Workers' Compensation Insurance with Michigan statutory limits and Employers
Liability Insurance with a minimum limit of $100,000 each accident for any
employee.

2. Commercial General Liability Insurance with a combined single limit of
$1,000,000 each occurrence for bodily injury and property damage. The

County shall be added as "additional insured" on general liability policy with
respect to the services provided under this contract.

3. Automobile Liability Insurance covering all owned, hired and nonowned vehicles
with Personal Protection Insurance and Property Protection Insurance to comply
with the provisions of the Michigan No Fault Insurance Law, including residual
liability insurance with a minimum combined single limit of $1,000,000 each
accident for bodily injury and property damage.



Insurance companies, named insureds and policy forms may be subject to the approval
of the Washtenaw County Administrator, if requested by the County Administrator. Such
approval shall not be unreasonably withheld. Insurance policies shall not contain endorsements
or policy conditions which reduce coverage provided to Washtenaw County. Contractor shall be
responsible to Washtenaw County or insurance companies insuring Washtenaw County for all
costs resulting from both financially unsound insurance companies selected by Contractor and
their inadequate insurance coverage. Contractor shall furnish the Washtenaw County
Administrator with satisfactory certificates of insurance or a certified copy of the policy, if
requested by the County Administrator.

No payments will be made to the Contractor until the current certificates of insurance
have been received and approved by the Administrator. If the insurance as evidenced by the
certificates furnished by the Contractor expires or is canceled during the term of the contract,
services and related payments will be suspended. Contractor shall furnish the County
Administrator's Office with certification of insurance evidencing such coverage and
endorsements at least ten (10) working days prior to commencement of services under this
contract. Certificates shall be addressed to the Washtenaw County c/o: Office of Community
and Economic Development & CR# , P. O. Box 8645, Ann Arbor, MI, 48107, and
shall provide for 30 day written notice to the Certificate holder of cancellation of coverage.

ARTICLE VIII - COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS AND REGULATIONS

The Contractor will comply with all federal, state and local regulations, including but not
limited to all applicable OSHA/MIOSHA requirements and the Americans with Disabilities Act.

ARTICLE IX - INTEREST OF CONTRACTOR AND COUNTY

The Contractor promises that it has no interest which would conflict with the
performance of services required by this contract. The Contractor also promises that, in the
performance of this contract, no officer, agent, employee of the County of Washtenaw, or
member of its governing bodies, may participate in any decision relating to this contract which
affects his/her personal interest or the interest of any corporation, partnership or association in
which he/she is directly or indirectly interested or has any personal or pecuniary interest.
However, this paragraph does not apply if there has been compliance with the provisions of
Section 3 of Act No. 317 of the Public Acts of 1968 and/or Section 30 of Act No. 156 of Public
Acts of 1851, as amended by Act No. 51 of the Public Acts of 1978, whichever is applicable.

ARTICLE X - CONTINGENT FEES

The Contractor promises that it has not employed or retained any company or person,
other than bona fide employees working solely for the Contractor, to solicit or secure this
contract, and that it has not paid or agreed to pay any company or person, other than bona fide
employees working solely for the Contractor, any fee, commission, percentage, brokerage fee,
gifts or any other consideration contingent upon or resulting from the award or making of this
contract. For breach of this promise, the County may cancel this contract without liability or, at
its discretion, deduct the full amount of the fee, commission, percentage, brokerage fee, gift or
contingent fee from the compensation due the Contractor.

ARTICLE XI — DEBARMENT AND SUSPENSION

By signing this Contract, Contractor assures the County that it will comply with Federal
Regulation 45 CFR Part 76 and certifies that to the best of its knowledge and belief the
Contractor and any subcontractors retained by Contractor:



. Are not presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible or

voluntarily excluded from covered transactions by any federal department or contractor;

Have not within a three-year period preceding this Contract been convicted of or had a
civil judgment rendered against them for commission of fraud or a criminal offense in
connection with obtaining, attempting to obtain, or performing a public (federal, state or
local) transaction or contract under a public transaction; violation of federal or state
antitrust statutes or commission of embezzlement, theft, forgery, bribery, falsification or
destruction of records, making false statements or receiving stolen property;

Are not presently indicted or otherwise criminally or civilly charged by a government
entity (federal, state or local) with commission of any of the offenses enumerated in
section 2, and ;

Have not within a three-year period preceding this Contract had one or more public
transactions (federal, state or local) terminated for cause or default.

ARTICLE Xl — LOBBYING

By signing this contract, Contractor assures the County that it will comply with Section 1352,
Title 31 of the U.S. Code (pertaining to not using federal monies to influence federal contracting
and financial transactions). The Contractor assures the County that:

1.

No Federal appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid, by or on behalf of the
Contractor, to any person for influencing or attempting to influence an officer or
employee of any agency, a Member of Congress, an officer or employee of Congress, or
an employee of a Member of Congress in connection with the making of any Federal
grant, the entering into of any cooperative agreement, and the extension, continuation,
renewal, amendment, or modification of any Federal grant or cooperative agreement;

If any funds other than Federal appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid to any
person for influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a
Member of Congress, an officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a Member
of Congress in connection with this Federal grant or cooperative agreement, the
Contractor shall complete and submit Standard Form - LLL, Disclosure of Lobbying
Activities,” in accordance with its instructions;

This language shall be included in the award documents for all subawards at all tiers
(including subgrants, contracts under grants and cooperative agreements, and
subcontracts) and that all sub-recipients shall certify and disclose accordingly.

ARTICLE XlII - DRUG-FREE WORKPLACE

Grantees Other Than Individuals

A. As required by the Drug-Free Workplace Act of 1988, the Contractor assures the County
that it will or will continue to provide a drug-free workplace by:

a) Publishing a statement notifying employees that the unlawful manufacture,
distribution, dispensing, possession, or use of a controlled substance is prohibited in
the grantee’s workplace and specifying the actions that will be taken against
employees for violation of such prohibition;

The Contractor assures the County that it will follow federal procurement standards as
described in the Code of Federal Regulations section 2 CFR Part 215.4 when procuring goods
or services with federal funds to insure that procurement decisions are made ethically and with
free and open competition among those providing the goods or services.

ARTICLE XV - EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY

The Contractor will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment
because of race, creed, color, sex, sexual orientation, national origin, physical handicap, age,
height, weight, marital status, veteran status, religion and political belief (except as it relates to a



bona fide occupational qualification reasonably necessary to the normal operation of the
business).

The Contractor will take affirmative action to eliminate discrimination based on sex, race,
or a handicap in the hiring of applicant and the treatment of employees. Affirmative action will
include, but not be limited to: Employment; upgrading, demotion or transfer; recruitment
advertisement; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms of compensation; selection for
training, including apprenticeship.

The Contractor agrees to post notices containing this policy against discrimination in
conspicuous places available to applicants for employment and employees. All solicitations or
advertisements for employees, placed by or on the behalf of the Contractor, will state that all
qualified applicants will receive consideration for employment without regard to race, creed,
color, sex, sexual orientation, national origin, physical handicap, age, height, weight, marital
status, veteran status, religion and political belief.

ARTICLE XVI - LIVING WAGE

The parties understand that the County has enacted a Living Wage Ordinance that
requires covered vendors who execute a service or professional service contract with the
County to pay their employees under that contract, a minimum of either $11.40 per hour with
benefits or $ 13.37 per hour without benefits. Contractor agrees to comply with this Ordinance
in paying its employees. Contractor understands and agrees that an adjustment of the living
wage amounts, based upon the Health and Human Services poverty guidelines, will be made on
or before April 30, 2013 and annually thereafter which amount shall be automatically
incorporated into this contract. County agrees to give Contractor thirty (30) days written notice
of such change. Contractor agrees to post a notice containing the County’s Living Wage
requirements at a location at its place of business accessed by its employees.

ARTICLE XVII - EQUAL ACCESS

The Contractor shall provide the services set forth in Article | without discrimination on
the basis of race, color, religion, national origin, sex, sexual orientation, marital status, physical
handicap, or age.

ARTICLE XVIII - OWNERSHIP OF DOCUMENTS AND PUBLICATION

All documents developed as a result of this contract will be freely available to the public.
None may be copyrighted by the Contractor. During the performance of the services, the
Contractor will be responsible for any loss of or damage to the documents while they are in its
possession and must restore the loss or damage at its expense. Any use of the information and
results of this contract by the Contractor must reference the project sponsorship by the County.
Any publication of the information or results must be co-authored by the County.

ARTICLE XIX - ASSIGNS AND SUCCESSORS

This contract is binding on the County and the Contractor, their successors and assigns.
Neither the County nor the Contractor will assign or transfer its interest in this contract without
the written consent of the other.

ARTICLE XX - TERMINATION OF CONTRACT

Section 1 - Termination without cause. Either party may terminate the contract by
giving thirty (30) days written notice to the other party.



ARTICLE XXI - PAYROLL TAXES

The Contractor is responsible for all applicable state and federal social security benefits
and unemployment taxes and agrees to indemnify and protect the County against such liability.

ARTICLE XXlI- PRACTICE AND ETHICS

The parties will conform to the code of ethics of their respective national professional
associations.

ARTICLE XXIII- CHANGES IN SCOPE OR SCHEDULE OF SERVICES

Changes mutually agreed upon by the County and the Contractor, will be incorporated
into this contract by written amendments signed by both parties.

ARTICLE XXIV - CHOICE OF LAW AND FORUM

This contract is to be interpreted by the laws of Michigan. The parties agree that the
proper forum for litigation arising out of this contract is in Washtenaw County, Michigan.

ARTICLE XXV - EXTENT OF CONTRACT

This contract represents the entire agreement between the parties and supersedes all
prior representations, negotiations or agreements whether written or oral.

County and Ypsilanti Township in order to accept a $35,000 grant
allocation provided through HUD and administered by the Washtenaw
County Office of Community Development for planning services

associated with the Re-Imagine Washtenaw project.

As the Board may recall, in 2011, the Washtenaw County Office of Community and
Economic Development was awarded a $300,000 planning grant from the Office of
Housing and Urban Development (HUD) to assist the participating Re-Imagine
Washtenaw communities (Ypsilanti Township, Pittsfield Township, City of Ypsilanti and
City of Ann Arbor) with the development and implementation of their master plan and
zoning regulations associated with the Washtenaw Avenue corridor project.

As noted within the attached draft contract between Ypsilanti Township and Washtenaw
County, Ypsilanti Township has been allocated $35,000 to be utilized for the updating of
our current Master Plan and associated Zoning Ordinances relating to the Washtenaw
Avenue corridor. Pittsfield Township was also awarded $35,000 to assist their efforts.
$10,000 has also been allocated to Ann Arbor based planning firm Carlisle-Wartman to
assist with the management of the project.

With that said, staff respectfully requests authorization for the Supervisor and Clerk to
execute the “HUD Community Challenge Planning Grant” contract between Washtenaw
County and the Charter Township of Ypsilanti once said contract has been reviewed
and approved by Township legal counsel.

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CHAPTER TWO
PROFILE

Demographics

The demographic characteristics of the community are important for
planning purposes. It is important to know who lives and works in the
Township in order to provide appropriate land uses and services for
those people. The demographic analysis describes the age, income,
housing and employment atiributes of Ypsilanti Township for these
planning purposes.

The data used in this analysis comes from the US Census Bureau and
from the Southeast Michigan Council of Governments (SEMCOG).
SEMCOG data is reported from individual units of government within the
region and from other sources. SEMCOG is a “clearinghouse” for
information, recognized as an official agency by the State of Michigan
and federal agencies for program coordination, data processing and
planning purposes.

Historic Trends. As shown in Figure #1, Ypsilanti Township has grown
at a relatively steady rate over the last 20 years.

6. Maintenance and Replacement Equipment

in accordance with the applicable Orders of the MPSC, under the Municipal Street Lighting Rate {as
defined below), Company shall provide the necessary maintenance of the Equipment, including such
replacement material and equipment as may be necessary.

7. Street Lighting Service Rate

Upon the installation of the Equipment, the Company will provide street lighting service to Customer
under Option 1 of the Municipal Street Lighting Rate, as approved by the MPSC.

This street lighting service is also governed by Rules for Electrical Service established by the MPSC
{MPSC Case Number U-8400). The Street Lighting Rate is subject to change from time to time by orders
issued by the MPSC. The Municipal Street Lighting Rate as of the date of this Agreement is hereby
incorporated by reference into this Agreement.

8. Contract Term

The initial term of this Agreement shall begin on the date that billing for the street light service
begins, and shall continue for five years thereafter. Upon the expiration of the initial term of this Agreement,
the term of this Agreement shall continue on 2 month-to-month basis thereafter until terminated by mutual
written consent or twelve months written notice by either patty, which writien notice may be given at any

fime.

9. Design Responsibility for Street Light Installation

The Company installs municipal street lighting installations following Hluminating Engineering Society
of North America ("IESNA”") recommended practices. [f the Customer submits its own street Highting design
for the street light installation (as shown on Exhibit A), or if the street lighting installation requested by
Customer on Exhibit A does not meet the IESNA recommended practices (as shown on Exhibit A), Customer
acknowiedges the Company is not responsible for lighting design standards.

STANDARD AGREEMENT FOR MUNICIFAL STREET LIGHTING
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10. New Subdivisions

Company agrees to install street lights in new subdivisions when subdivision occupancy reaches a
minimum of 80%. If Customer wishes to have installation occur prior to 80% occupancy, then Customer
acknowledges it wilt be financially responsible for all damages (knockdowns, ete.) and requests for
modifications (movements due to modified curb cuts from original design, etc.).

11, Force Majeure
The obligation of Company to perform this Agreement shall be suspended or excused to the extent

such performance is prevented or delayed because of acts beyond Company's reasonable control, including
without limitation acts of God, fires, adverse weather conditions (including severe storms and blizzards),
malicious mischief, strikes and other labor disturbances, compliance with any directives of any government
authority, including but not limited to obtaining permits, and force majeure events affecting suppliers or
subcontractors.

12 Subcontractors
Company may sub-contract in whole or in part its obligations under this Agreement to install the

Equipment and Replacement Equipment.

13. Waiver: Limitation of Liability

To the maximum extent aliowed by law, Customer hereby waives, releases and fully discharges
Company from and against any and all claims, causes of action, rights, liabilities or damages whatsoever,
including attorneys fees, arising out of the installation of the Equipment and/or any Replacement
Equipment, including claims for bodily injury or death and property damage, unless such matter is caused
by or arises as a result of the sole negligence of Company andfor its subcontractors. Company shall not be
liable under this Agreement for any special, incidental or consequential damages, in'ciuding loss of business
or profits, whether based upon breach of warranty, breach of contract, negligence, strict liability, tort or any
other legal theory, and whether or not Company has been advised of the possibility of such damages. In no
event will Company’'s liability to Custamer for any and all claims related to or arising out of this Agreement
exceed the CIAC Amount.

14. Notices :

All notices required by the Agreement shall be in writing. Such notices shall be sent to Company at
The Detroit Edison Company, Community Lighting Group, 2000 Second Ave., Room 440 SB, Detroit, Ml
48226 and to Customer at the address set forth on Exhibit A attached hereto. Notice shall be deemed given
hereunder upon personal delivery to the addresses set forth above or, if properly addressed, on the date sent by
certified mail, return receipt requested, or the date such notice is placed in the custody of a nationally recognized
overnight delivery service. A party may change iis address for notices by giving notice of such change of

address in the manner set forth herein.

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15. Representations and Warranties

Company and Customer each represent and warrant that: (a) it has full corporate or public, as
applicable, power and authority to execute and deliver this Agreement and to carry out the actions required
of it by this Agreement; {b) the execution and delivery of this Agreement and the transactions contemplated
hereby have been duly and validly suthorized by ali necessary corporate or public, as applicable, action
required on the part of such party; and {c} this Agreement constitutes a legal, valid, and binding agreement
of such party.

16. Miscelianeous

{a) This Agreement is the entire agreement of the parties concerning the subject matter hereof and
supersedes all prior agreements and understandings.

(b) No party other than Company and Customer, and their respective successors and assigns, shall
have any rights to enforce or rely upon this Agreement, which is binding upon and made solely for the benefit of
Company and Customer, and their respective successors, and assigns, and not for the benefit of any other
party.

{c) Failure of either party to complain of any act or omission on the part of the other party, no matter
how long the same may continue, shali not be deemed to be a waiver by such party of any of its rights
hereunder. No waiver by any party at any time, expressed or implied, of any breach of any provision of this
Agreement shall be deemed a waiver or a breach of any other provision of this Agreement cr a consent to any
subsequent breach of the same or any other provision,

{d) The captions and section numbers appearing in this Agreement are inserted only as a matter of
convenience, and do not define, imit, construe or describe the scope or intent of such sections or articles of this

Agreement nor in any way affect this Agreement.

{e) This Agreement, and the rights, obligations and liabilities of the parties hereto shall be
construed in accordance with the law of the State of Michigan, without regard to its conflict of law principles.
The parties agree that any action with respect to this Agreement shall be brought in a court of competent
subject matter jurisdiction located in the State of Michigan and the parties hereby submit themselves fo the

exclusive jurisdiction and venue of such court for the purpose of such action.

(H  This Agreement may he executed in one or more counterparts, each of which shall be deemed
an original but all of which together will constitute one and the same instrument.

(g) Ifany term or provision of this Agreementi is held to be invalid or unenforceable in any situation
in any jurisdiction, it shall not affect the validity or enforceability of the remaining terms and provisions hereof
or the validity or enforceability of the offending term or provision in any other situation or in any other
jurisdiction,

Dear Madam Supervisor and Honorable Trustee Board,

The final step for enacting the 2012 Assistance to Firefighters Grant (AFG) awarded to Ypsilanti Twp.
Fire Department to Upgrade and/or Replacement of the Vehicle Exhaust Systems at each of our three fire
station locations is upon us. At the regular meeting held on January 23, 2012, the Charter Township of
Ypsilanti Board of Trustees approved my request to accept the AFG grant and authorized seeking
competitive bids. After months of competing site presentation / demonstrations from various Contractors
of vehicle exhaust systems, staff officers and | determined that a direct capture system versus continuous
filtration system would provide increased emission protection with lower annual maintenance costs. On
April 20, 2012 a direct capture system Bid specifications letter was forwarded to our attorney offices for
research and review.

On Thursday, May 31, 2012 an “Invitation to Bid” was published and forwarded to five or six contractors,
and on Monday, June 18, 2012, four (4) sealed bids were opened and reviewed by myself, Deputy Clerk
Nancy Wyrybkowski and witnessed by Jeff Converse of Nederman, one of the bidders. The bids sorted by
pricing low to high are as follows:

1) EMS Specialty $29,990 = total
2) Hastings — Air Control $63,225 = total (#1 - $31,725 #3 - $15,750 #4 - $15,750)
3) Nederman $64,405 = total $77,790 = total (pneumatic)
4) Clean Air Concepts $86,241 = total

An initial review and research of the Bids was conducted at the Thursday, July 5, 2012 YTFD Officers
meeting and subsequent meetings resulted in selecting a preferred proposal to forward to the Board.

I would therefore recommend to the Charter Township of Ypsilanti Supervisor and Trustees to accepting
Hastings — Air Control proposal, the second lowest cost proposal, for Upgrade / Replacement of VVehicle
Exhaust Systems at each of our (3) fire stations: 1) Headquarters — 222 S. Ford Blvd. 2) #3 — 20 S. Hewitt
3) #4 — 8869 Textile Rd. in the amount of $63,225.



The required AFG 20% match amount equals $12,645 requiring a 2012 Budget Amendment increase of
$50,580 to Grant Revenue line-item 206-000.529.000 and an expense to Capital Outlay line-item General
Fire/Rescue Equipment 206-970.000-979.002 of $12,645 to cover this project.
