Please be advised of the following activities related to the Planning Department for
May/June 2014.

Planning Commission Activity

The following is a summary of actions taken by the Planning Commission since my last
report:

On May 27th, the Commission held their regular monthly meeting and during said
meeting, the commission considered the following agenda items:

The Commission held the necessary public hearing to consider the Special Conditional
Use permit application of Ms. Naima Sharafi to permit the establishment of a group
daycare home, providing care for up to 12 children and to be located at 1519 Holmes
Road, parcel K-11-02-258-010. After the public hearing, the Commission passed a
motion to approve the request with the condition that the rear yard shall be enclosed by
a 4-foot chain-link fence, the applicant shall place on the record a copy of her State
License with the Office of Community Standards and that the applicant shall permit
upon sufficient notice, inspection of the home by the Building Director or Fire Marshal
per the adopted property maintenance code to insure the safety of the children.

The second item on the agenda was a public hearing to consider the special conditional
use permit request of the Grace Fellowship Church to permit the establishment of a
daycare center and preschool within the existing church located at 1301 S. Harris. After
the public hearing, the Commission passed a motion to approve the application as
requested. Per the applicant, the facility will be operated by the Washtenaw

Intermediate School district during the normal school months. No summer programs
are planned at this time.

The third item on the agenda was a zoning verification as it relates to a automobile
storage license application of A&M Auto Parts. The owner of A&M Auto Parts has
recently purchased a former storage yard owned by RTs Auto Parts. As part of the
application process, ordinance requires that prior to the issuance of a storage license,
the Commission shall review the property and application in order to verify zoning
compliance. After a review of the subject property in relation to the current zoning map,
it was determined that the property is located in the proper I-3, heavy industrial zoning
district.

The last action item was a request to set a public hearing to consider a special
conditional use permit application to permit the establishment of a medical marihuana
dispensary to be located at 435 Joe Hall Drive. The public hearing has been scheduled
for Tuesday, July 22, 2014 at 6:30pm.

Plans in Process

Kroger Fuel Station — 1771 East Michigan: No new or additional information has been
provided in relation to this project, though the Commission did receive a request from
the developer requesting a 12 month extension to their previously approved site plan.
The Commission considered and approved the 12 month extension during their
February meeting date.

Lakeside Park/Boat House Project: Site work continues on the site. The project is
anticipated to be completed in fall of 2014.

WalMart Expansion — 2515 Ellsworth: On the morning of May 23, 2014, our office held
the necessary preconstruction meeting with Wal-Mart and their contractors. During this
meeting, it was noted that Wal-Mart plans to have the construction phase of this project
completed by November of this year with the possibility of minor site restoration to occur
into the spring of 2015.

Blackmore Addition #3 — The preliminary site plan was reviewed and approved by the
Planning Commission during their May 27" meeting date. Staff currently awaits the
submission of the final engineered plans for final approval. Construction is planned to
begin later this summer.

Cueter Chrysler Dealership — A preliminary site plan application has been submitted to
our office requesting approval of the proposed display lots associated with the Cueter
Chrysler, Jeep, Dodge, Ram dealership located at 2448 Washtenaw. The proposed
plan calls for the demolition of the former Hot ‘n’ Now building along with the former
Clark gas station located at the corner of Washtenaw and Maulbetsch. The initial
review returned with a number of site and engineering related issues. The review
comments have been provided to the design engineer for revisions to the plans and

resubmittal. It is anticipated that once the plans are revised per the previous review, the
plans will be in proper form for the Commission’s consideration. It is anticipated that the
plans will be before the Commission during their regular July meeting date.

Los Amigos — The property owner of the Los Amigos building located at 2851 East
Michigan submitted plans requesting to expand their existing parking lot in order to
expand their restaurant space into a neighboring space. The additional space and
parking is needed as the business is thriving. This is great news for Los Amigos and
the East Michigan corridor. It is anticipated that the preliminary site plan will be
presented to the Commission during their regular July meeting date.

Zoning Board of Appeals

The following is a summary of actions taken by the Zoning Board of Appeals since my
last report:

During the regularly scheduled June 4, 2014 meeting of the Zoning Board of Appeals,
the ZBA considered the following applications:

Burning Bush Church Carnival — An application was submitted by the applicant
requesting a temporary use permit in order to permit the operation of a 4 day carnival to
be located within the parking lot of the existing Burning Bush Church located at 770
James L. Hart Parkway. After the public hearing, the ZBA passed a motion to approve
the request. The carnival will operate and be open to the public from June 18™ through
June 22, 2014.

Blackmore Company — An application was submitted requesting consideration of a
variance to reduce the rear yard setback from 50-feet to 34.6-feet to permit the
construction of a 19,200 square-foot addition to the existing 46,000 square-foot
industrial facility. After a review of the application and noting that strict enforcement of
the zoning ordinance would create a hardship for the applicant, after the public hearing,
the ZBA passed a motion to approve the application as requested.

Committee Meetings

WATS Technical Committee — During the June WATS Technical Committee meeting,
WATS staff presented the third call for amendments to the 2014-2017 Transportation
Improvements Program (TIP). None of the approved amendments directly impacted
Township planned road projects though some of the planned County Road Commission
County wide general maintenance projects were removed from the 2014 work schedule.
The entire list of programs may be reviewed at www.miwats.org.

Willow Run Storm Water Meeting — On Wednesday, June 4", | had the opportunity to
meet with representatives of RACER, the Airport Authority and YAM to discuss the
ongoing issues relating to the easements and stormwater system associated with the
former Power Train plant. From this meeting, it appears that RACER is well on its way

to resolving a majority of the easement issues. By clearing up the easement issues will
allow the property to be better suited for development. While going through this
process, RACER has found that Hanger | may also tie into the sanitary sewer system
that once serviced a part of the Powertrain plant. That being said, additional research
will need to be done to verify the sanitary sewer outlet for Hanger | and if a connection
is confirmed, how to resolve the issue as the existing line is proposed for abandonment.
Also during this meeting YAM presented their most up to date layout of their proposed
site. The newest layout calls for the parking to be located on the north side of the
building while providing access via Kirk Profit Drive. In my opinion, accessing the site
via Kirk Profit Drive is the most ideal. An easement will need to be granted by the
Airport Authority in order to make this a reality.

One final note regarding the RACER property, as part of their overall stormwater plan,
RACER may be requesting a drainage easement from the Township to permit their
proposed discharge to Tyler Pond. The Township is the titled owner of the land
surrounding the pond and an easement from their discharge pipe to the pond would be
necessary to permit such discharge. Should such an easement be requested, | would
recommend that the Township entertain such an easement in order to assist with the
future development of the site.

194/Huron Street Pedestrian Crossing — On May 19" staff had the opportunity to attend
the 194/Huron Street pedestrian crossing technical committee meeting. This meeting
was held in order to allow members to express the views and comment on the
submitted proposals as they relate to providing public outreach and design services as
they relate to the proposed crossing. Two companies, Orchard, Hiltz and McCliment
and URS submitted proposals for the project. After much discussion, URS was
awarded the contract to provide said services. Once additional information becomes
available, | will be happy to share such with the Board.

Administrative Items:

Several weeks ago, the Board approved the digitization of the microfilm records on file
with the planning and building departments. As of this report, | am happy to report that
the digital files have been delivered and are ready for uploading to the Township
servers. | am also happy to report that the project came in under budget.

On May 27™ staff held a pre-application meeting for the proposed Hidaya Community
Center to be located along the north side of Ellsworth, east of Golfside. The proposal
calls for the construction of a 26,828 square-foot mosque and community center. While
reviewing the plans during the meeting, many engineering design issues were noted
including proper access to a sanitary sewer main, stormwater retention and traffic
counts. Once the plans are submitted for an official review, | will be sure to keep the
Board apprized.

In April of 2014 there were 3,838 calls for service in Ypsilanti Township, which is a 30% increase in calls
for service as compared to April of 2013. Removing non-terminals and traffic stops from 2014 and 2013,
the calls for service increase is only approximately 1% from April of 2013.

HOME INVASION INVESTIGATIONS
Year to date home invasions continue to be down 30% from the previous year. Deputies made several
arrests during April for Home Invasions at the following locations:

e April 7,2014 in the 600 Blk of Onondaga resulting in 2 separate arrests.
e April 27,2014 in the 1400 Blk of Share.
e April 29, 2014 in the 800 Blk of George Place resulting in 2 separate arrest.

NEIGHBORHOOD WATCH PROGRAM

There were a total of 16 neighborhood watch meetings during the month of April attended by 248
residents, which is a 14% increase in attendance as compared to the previous month. The Sheriff’s
Office and Ypsilanti Township continue to receive requests for additional groups forming and are
working with residents to ensure this occurs in a strategic way. Two areas, Clark East Towers and Huron
Heights/Ridge, have met with the Sheriff’s Office and Township on improving conditions in their
complexes.

ADDITIONAL ACTIVITY DURING APRIL

On April 17, 2014 deputies did alcohol and tobacco compliance checks at 32 locations in the Township
resulting in only one store selling cigarettes to minors. Random checks will continue throughout the
spring and summer months.

On April 21, 2014 a kidnapping incident occurred in the 7700 Blk of Thornhill Dr. Investigative efforts by
deputies and the Detective Bureau located the suspect in Panama City Beach, Florida where the suspect

was arrested by the local PD.

On April 30, 2014 a domestic violence incident occurred in the 2800 Blk of Bynum. The CAT Team
tracked the suspect to Fort Wayne, IN where the suspect was arrested by the local PD.

Monthly Report through May, 2014

“Creating Community through People, Parks and Programs”

The last couple of months were busy months for the Recreation Department staff. In addition to
running a large variety of winter programs, staff has also been busy with setting up our spring and
summer programs. A great deal of time and energy went into advertising for spring and summer
programs, interviewing and hiring staff, and securing facilities and supplies for upcoming programs.

Our spring/summer “Discover Ypsilanti Township” magazine hit the streets in March and has been
well received by the community. Registrations have been steady; phone calls and web requests
have been constant, and foot traffic at the community center remains solid. All of this is a good
indicator that we should have a very productive spring and summer season.

During this time period we hired & trained several seasonal staff & hired a new building attendant
to fill a vacant spot. We also had one of our building attendants out for a few weeks due to surgery
and currently have one of our custodians working at the civic center (filling in for one of their
custodians). This has put a bit of a strain on the rest of our staff but so far everyone is stepping up
to help out where needed. As a result, management is putting in more time to stay ahead of the
game.

We continue to seek input from our customers, seek out partnerships and collaborations, and
build on our volunteer base. Much is learned from this process and we are able to make
adjustments in our program offerings and services to better meet the needs of our community.

We continue to address the condition of our aging facility and equipment. As items wear out,
we remove them. When funding opportunities and potential grants come up, we work hard in
securing them. A good example is the grant our senior program coordinator was able to secure.
We recently replaced and old treadmill with two new ones due to the grant. We are also
working on adding 120 chairs to the community center to replace many that have broken over
the past couple of years. We will also be replacing the sound system in the senior room with
grant funding.

As always, this report highlights the many “Benefits” of the programs and services that were
offered through May. The importance of what we do is better understood by measuring the
“benefits & outcomes” as a result of what we do.

Finally, we will continue to research and implement the nationwide trends of “Placemaking” and
“Livable Communities.” Parks and recreation has an important role within the community
making it a destination place for new residents and businesses. We understand that the two
largest generations in our Nation’s history, the “Millenial’s” and “Baby Boomers” are looking for
a sense of place to call home. In most instances, they choose place first, then work. These
generations and businesses look for communities that have quality parks, recreational
opportunities, quality schools, convenient shopping and ease of transportation (including non-
motorized) when relocating. We will continue to provide quality of life programs, services and
facilities to accommodate the current and future needs of our community.
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. Partnerships, Sponsorships, Donations & Grants:

We continue to join forces with MRPA, Palace Entertainment, the Detroit Red Wings, the
Detroit Zoo, Cedar Point, and ElvisFest to be able to offer discount tickets to their venues.

We have had success so far and believe these services will grow as more find out about it.

We do get a small commission for every ticket sold.

The Senior Surfers computer training class continues to be offered at the Whittaker Rd Library.
More and more seniors are getting computers and wanting to know how to use the internet.
This is a great service. We send between 4-10 people every month to this training.

The Ypsilanti Community Schools Robotic program has partnered with us to offer a summer
camp for young people to be held at the High School. This is a great way to introduce the young
student to the High school and the Robotic program they offer there.

Tax season once again brought over 180 seniors into our center to get their taxes filled. Thisis a
free tax service provided by the Catholic Social Services. We had to add an extra day this year.
And towards the end we were turning people away.

On Wednesday April 30" the 50 & Beyond Program partnered with Project Healthy Living and
Channel 7 to offer free to low cost health screenings. This is a state wide program and is
sponsored by Channel 7 & Quest Health Care. About 50 people took advantage of this service.
We are the only Washtenaw County site offering this program.

Our County Lunch Program served over 700 seniors in March and 800 in April. This lunch is
more than a meal it is a social outlet. The regular attenders look out for each other. If someone
isn’t at lunch and they haven’t called their friends come tell us to make sure nothing is wrong.
Out numbers are down slightly this quarter. We believe this is due to the strange weather we
have been experiencing.

AARP was back with their Driving Safe program in May. This 2 day 6 hour class is designed to
help their aging drive understand limitations, new rules, and other tips on making the road
safer for them and the other drivers. We had 16 members take the class this time.

We continue to offer Enhanced Fitness classes in the summer. These classes are free to our
member and provide a healthy outlet for physically activity. The program is provided by the
Washtenaw County Community College. This partnership saves our staff time and money on
instructors. These types of classes are also what the younger senior is looking for.

We continue to offer, on the first Thursday of every month, the Focus Hope food distribution.
Seniors come to the community center and register with Focus Hope and receive several
boxes of staple foods. Again we are one of the largest sites for our county. Our numbers are
averaging 200 families a month.

Senior centers or older adult programs are the front line of prevention. The biggest threat to
our local and state governments is chronic conditions of the older population. This is why we
offer reference and referrals. From calling referral agencies for them to just being there to
listen our members know that we care and that we are here for them. We continue to refer
these senior to the following agencies: Area Agency on Aging, Catholic Social Services, Help
source, Neighborhood Senior Services, Home Instead, Washtenaw County Senior Services,



Superior Woods Healthcare Center, All State Homecare, Regency Health Care Center, &
Marion.

Some of the new partnerships we will have this spring/summer for family programs include
the MDNR, WCSD Marine Division, and DMT Products & Services (Movie-in the-Park series).
Okinawan Karate Clubs (OKC) is working on adding a Self-Defense for Women. They provide
teachers year round for our Karate and Little Ninjas programs.

The Township will be partnering with the YACVB and “Pure Michigan” for branding
opportunities and for marketing on both of their websites. We are also working with the YACVB
on a “Way Finding” signage campaign for the Ypsilanti Area. EMU is heavily involved in these
campaigns.

Our Ypsilanti Township Softball program is a member of Michigan Amateur Softball Association
(MASA)

The Recreation Department continues to partner with the National Alliance for Youth Sports
(NAYS) Start Smart programs. We are currently offering Start Smart Baseball. We are taking
registrations for the next session of Start Smart Football this fall. and may add Start Smart
Lacrosse this fall.

Okinawan Karate Clubs (OKC) provides teachers for our Karate and Little Ninjas programs.
Our Track and Field Program is practicing for the MRPA Hershey’s Track & Field Games that
takes place in June at the Holt High School Track.

We are hoping to add a boxing program and Ultimate Frisbee League with help from the
Eastern Michigan University (EMU) Club teams.

. Marketing and Promotion:

Our spring/summer “Discover Ypsilanti Township” publication was mailed out to the
community in March and posted on our website. It has been well received by the
community. This edition has several new senior and enrichment program offerings and
several “family” oriented activities that have been made possible with new partnerships.

We continue to refine and send out e-blasts to target audiences for several of our programs.
With the new Constant Contact e-newsletter system we are using, we are able to reach
literally thousands with up-to-date information.

Our “Facebook” page for the recreation department remains to be popular and continues to
grow. This has become a strong marketing tool for us as it allows greater interaction with
staff and our community. The popularity of “Social Networking” is surpassing printed media
and even email. We promote many of our programs and services on our Facebook page. The
community can post comments and photographs on the site and share their experiences with
everyone. We are working hard to build our “Fan” base on the site. Lisa Garrett & Lynda
McCrystal has stepped up to keep our Facebook site current.

We continue to work closely with Rebecca (IT) with keeping our section of the website up to
date.

We now have a digital message board by the front entrance that not only lists the day’s
activities (including location) but also highlights upcoming programs & special events. This
replaces the floor sign we used to use.

Parents routinely drop by the Community center to talk about the actives we offer and what
programs they can register for.

. Community Collaboration and Outreach:

On the first Thursday of every month we continue to host the Focus Hope food distribution.
Seniors come to the community center and register with Focus Hope and receive several

boxes of staple foods. We continue to be one of the largest sites for our county. Our numbers
are averaging close to 200 families per month.

We are planning for other agencies to use our outdoor facilities during the upcoming montbhs.
Play at the Cage Baseball Club’s Michigan Blue Jays travel baseball teams practice on Tuesdays,
Wednesdays and Thursdays at the Community Center fields. Play at the Cage hosted youth
baseball and softball tournaments the weekends of May 3 & 4, May 17 & 18 and May 31 & June
1lat the Community Center and Ford Heritage Park fields.

Many other teams and organizations continue to call our fields and courts home. The Ypsilanti
Lincoln Soccer Club practices and plays their home games at Ford Heritage Park. National
Heritage Academy East Arbor played their home soccer games at Ford Lake Park. National Little
League baseball and softball play at the Harris Road Park and hold player registration at the
Community Center. Several AAU and community basketball teams hold practices at the
Community Center Gym.

The MASA Ypsilanti Township Church league play’s their games at the Community Center Fields
on Saturdays this summer. The league offers Men’s and Women’s leagues.



5. Collaboration with other Departments:

We continue to work Rebecca Bush on the new Township website with Computer Support by
organizing the content that will be available on the site.

We continue to work with Joe Lawson & Ron Fulton with the Lakeside Park Project. In
addition, the recreation director has worked with Joe Lawson on Playground areas for new
sub divisions.

We support Green Oaks Golf Course by doing their mail, promoting them through our
publications, and assisting with bank bag pick-ups.

We drop off deposits for the Compost site.

We coordinate with custodial staff for ongoing program needs in the Community Center gym
and class rooms.

We continue to work with Parks and Grounds to schedule our upcoming maintenance needs.

6. Health & Wellness:

The only exercise class that continues through-out the summer is the Enhanced Fitness
program offered through the Kidney Foundation.

We have received our new Treadmills. They are very nice. Members are really enjoying them.
New programs for our members: 10 minute chair massage. Once a month the members can get
a chair massage for only $5.00. They can also come early and participate in the free stretching
class offered by the massage therapist, Lauren Bass.

Once a month we are offering the members a hand and foot day. For $20.00 they will get a 25
minute treatment that includes massage, soak, and paraffin dip for their hands and feet. It is
very important the our seniors that care of their feet. Many infections begin on the foot.
Cracked dry feet can lead to this kind of infection.

We continue to help our members with referrals to the following agencies: Area Agency on
Aging, Catholic Social Services, Help source, Neighborhood Senior Services, Home Instead,
Washtenaw County Senior Services, Superior Woods Healthcare Center, All State Homecare,
Regency Health Care Center, & Marion Manor.

Our walkers have logged 2,395 miles since the beginning of our walk to Beijing, which started in
October of 2013.

7. Provide Recreational Experiences:

A. “50 & Beyond” Programs, Services & News

St Patrick’s Day party provided fun to about 40 seniors.

We recognized Earth Day this year with a presentation from The Washtenaw Park. Many of the
participants found out about areas they didn’t know existed. This years speaker really focused
on the Parks and how the seniors could utilize them.

We held our “Annual Easter Party” with the 50 & Beyond. Had about 30 in attendance.



We have hosted several adult art workshops in March and April. All have been well attended.
This is exciting for us because with these classes attract a entire new type of senior. The
younger seniors that are more into the art culture and are willing to pay for classes and
workshops that will provide them with more knowledge.

Dance classes. Our 50 & Beyond dance classes are exploding. The adult Jazz has over 30 women
enrolled, the intermediate tap has over 20, the beginning tap has over 25, and the Hawaiian has
about 10. This year the dancers will perform again in the township dance recital. They do this
for fun but they also want to send a message to the younger generation that ageing today is not
what you might think.

The Senior Surfers computer training class continues to be offered at the Whittaker Rd

Library. Every month we have 4-10 people enroll in this class. The partnership with the library

is great because we cannot offer training on the internet here at the community center.

We continue to offer literally dozens of programs and services to our “50 & Beyond”

members on a daily and weekly basis. We have a strong core of members that participate
every day in one or more of our health & fitness classes, our different clubs, in games, travel
and in our educational programs.

The new sound equipment has been ordered with the grant money we received and we should
be enjoying this equipment in the next few weeks.

We are already working on our annual health fair and bazaar which will take place in
September this year. It will be a Friday only event. Vendors are encouraged to offer health
screenings or handouts.

The senior’s enjoyed some homemade guacamole and chips for Cinco De Mayo in May courtesy
of Debbie’s husband.

Unfortunately our annual Mother’s Day brunch was cancelled due to low enrollment.

The family of one of our seniors’ held a surprise 8o™ birthday party here at our center during
lunch. Many of the family members were pleased to see all that we offer here.

Our Lively Singer and Pipers held there spring concert in May with about 60 people attending.
Everyone loved the music. We are considering taking this group out into the community for
perform at various center to highlight what we offer here at the center.

Membership renewals continue to grow. We are currently at 734 registered members through
May.

Spring Break Camp: This camp was held in April and was a great success. We had 25 children
participate. Many parents made comments about how great the camp is and they would really
be in a bind without it due to their work schedule. This year the camp went on a field trip every
day.

MOM to MOM Sale: in March we held a mom to mom sale which is basically a garage sale
where all the items are for kids and what mom’s may use. The participants purchase a table and
they are responsible for setting up and cleaning up their own items. Everyone was positive
about the event and said they would return again if offered. Great community PR for the center
and we made a little money at the same time.

Easter Bunny Storybook: The kids hear a story with the Easter Bunny, played bingo, and went
on an egg hunt. 65+ kids participated. We had the Bunny read stories and take pictures with
the kids.

8. Staff/Volunteer Hiring and Development:

We have interviewed, hired and trained several seasonal employees for our spring and
summer programs and services. Positions included Park Rangers, Park Attendants, Day Camp
Staff, Sports officials, Dance & Fitness instructors, Program Aides and Bus drivers.

Meetings and clinics for officials are held seasonally for our youth and adult league sports
officials. These sessions help our part time staff and volunteers continue their education in the
sport they are participating in. They learn about developing skills to provide positive support for
our players in our Youth basketball programs.

We held several training sessions for our soccer officials and baseball umpires. Most of our
sports officials are between the ages of 11-18 years old. For most, this is their first work
experience. Even at a young age they have already played soccer or baseball for years and they
take great pride in giving back to their sport. They join our returning referees and umpires to
cover all the game in May.

Our Start Smart programs train future youth league parents and coaches, while developing
future participants for our organized sports programs.

9. Youth Development:

Our coaches focus on the fundamentals of the sport with our recreation basketball teams,
including team building and having fun. Players are learning the importance of being a team
player as well as the value of families playing together and being together. Our coaches are
sensitive to each child’s development needs. By providing age appropriate coaching, rules and
equipment, players find our youth sports programs are fun to play in. Participants build their
confidence, self-esteem and make new friends while participating in a variety of programs. We
strive to help each child reach his or her full potential and be prepared to move to the next



stage of development. Coaches focus on safety, skills, good nutrition and good physical fitness
for the age group and that team sports are a long-term developmental process.

To help ensure the health and safety of young athletes, the Recreation Department is
participating in the CDC developed the Heads Up: Concussion in Youth Sports Initiative to offer
information about concussions to coaches, parents, and athletes involved in youth sports. The
Heads Up initiative provides important information on preventing, recognizing, and responding
to a concussion.

Our coaches and parents allow their children to play without too much stress on the outcome
of the game. Coaches focus on ball skills, good nutrition and good physical fitness for the age
group and that team sports are a long-term developmental process.

Little Ninjas introduced children to Karate and basic self-defense techniques. Okinawan Karate
students learned defense tactics that help build a strong mind and body. Students learn self-
defense; they acquire self-confidence, coordination, balance, serenity, and the ability to
concentrate.

10. Park Operations/Development:

Lakeside Park Grant — Due to the severe winter and wet spring, we lost approximately six
months of construction time. Construction finally started up in late May. The second
extension of the Trust Fund Grant we received expired June 1*. The recreation submitted a
request to the MDNR for a third extension. Hopefully the MDNR will grant the third
extension request. It is now anticipated that the project will be completed in September,
2014.

Parks and Recreation Master Plan Update: We have completed the revision of the parks &
recreation master plan. It has been posted on our website. All we have left to do is complete
the self-certification reports for the 18 MDNR grant projects we have funding for since 1973.
These inspections are a new program implemented by the MDNR. They need to be
completed and submitted with the parks & recreation master plan for approval. The
recreation director is working on the reports. Due to the nature of the reports, they are
taking much longer to complete than anticipated. Additional research needs to be done on
many of the older grant projects. Finding the proper information is the biggest obstacle.
Spray Park RFP: The recreation director is in the process of putting together an RFP to get
designs and costs for a potential “Spray Park” at Ford Lake Park. Once we receive the RFP’s
back, the Park Commission and recreation director will review them and create a short list of
a few of the responses to meet with.

The purpose of the study is to determine if a spray park (and the amenities) would be feasible
to construct in the park. Not only will the study offer costs to build it, it will also include costs
to staff and maintain it and give a projection on potential revenues it would generate. This
information is needed to make a sound decision on the merits of adding a spray park to our
park system.
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11. Recreation “Managing Team” Update:

e The Recreation Department “Management Team” consists of the Director, two managers,
and two clerks. We spend many hours each month meeting and working on ways to improve
the quality of our services. Considering this has been our goal for the past few years here at
the recreation center, it is getting increasingly difficult to find areas to cut without cutting
services or programs. We have very talented and dedicated staff that has contributed to the
success and growth of our department. Cutting additional support staff and/or cutting
program supplies will mean a reduction in what is offered to our residents. Everyone here is
doing all that they can to service our community. It would be difficult for current staff to take
on additional duties without seeing a significant drop in services and revenue.

e The Recreation Director continues to meet with the Department Clerks and Custodians on a
regular basis. Their input has been very valuable to the operations of the department.
Through their efforts we have found better ways to do business while saving time and
money. They are a big part of our success.

12. Community Center Update:

e Inrecent weeks we have been addressing a raccoon and rodent issue at the community
center. Through the help of Critter Control, we have been able to remove four adult
raccoons and two litters of baby raccoons out of the ceiling of the community center. We
have also addressed a field mice issue and have secured several openings on the roof of the
community center.

¢ Inrecent weeks we have also contracted with TEK Environmental & Consulting Services, Inc.
to run a series of air quality and mold tests at the community center. We just received their
written report and will look into getting their recommendations resolved.

As the Urban
County Cooperative Agreements have no end date, they will be automatically
renewed for the following three Fiscal years (2015, 2016, 2017) unless the unit of
government notifies the County in writing by June 21, 2014 of its intent to
terminate the agreement at the end of the current qualification period.

The automatic extension of the Urban County Cooperative Agreements enables the
receipt of federal Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) and Home
Investment Partnerships Program (HOME) grant funding for the period July 1, 2015 -
June 30, 2018. These programs offer a wide array of services for extremely low to
low income residents, older adults, persons with disabilities, and other persons of
limited resources in the community.

The County provides fiduciary responsibility, including monitoring and reporting to
HUD on the use of program income, record keeping and reporting, and executing
essential applications, plans, programs and projects, which reduce the
administrative load on local communities. The terms and provisions of the Urban
County Cooperation Agreements are fully authorized under state and local law,
providing full legal authority for the County to undertake or assist in essential
community development and housing assistance activities.

Township, Ypsilanti Township, Scio Township, York Township, City of Ypsilanti, City
of Ann Arbor, Dexter Township, Lima Township, Manchester Township, Village of
Manchester, City of Saline, Saline Township, and Webster Township.

Supervisor Stumbo called the meeting to order at approximately 5:00 p.m. in the
Ypsilanti Township Civic Center Board Room, 7200 S. Huron River Drive, Ypsilanti
Township.

EXECUTIVE SESSION

A motion was made by Trustee Stan Eldridge, supported by Treasurer Doe to go
into Executive Session to discuss Tentative Agreement between Township
Firefighters, Local 1830 and the Charter Township of Ypsilanti.

The motion carried as follows:

The Board went into Executive Session at approximately 5:03 p.m. and returned to the
Work Session at approximately 5:56 p.m.

REVIEW AGENDA

Supervisor Stumbo briefly reviewed the board meeting agenda with additional

comments on the follow agenda items:

OLD BUSINESS

1. 2" READING RESOLUTION NO. 2014-13, PROPOSED ORDINANCE NO. 2014-
436, PARENTAL RESPONSIBILITY SCHOOL TRUANCY (FIRST READING HELD
AT THE APRIL 15, 2014 REGULAR MEETING)

Supervisor Stumbo provided a brief history that led to the formation of the proposed
Truancy Ordinance. She explained that the School Districts had asked the Township for
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help. State Representative Rutledge and others had asked for this item to be tabled in
order to give the community time for input. Supervisor Stumbo stated she was willing to
table the item out of respect to those who had requested it to be tabled, especially State
Representative Dave Rutledge.

Trustee Eldridge stated he was only willing to table the item for thirty days and was
greatly offended that the people that had asked the Township for help had not informed
their constituents and now blamed the Township.

Clerk Lovejoy Roe agreed to a thirty day tabling of the issue.

Trustee Scott Martin stated he respected the request but had a hard time agreeing with it.
He felt the School Board should be present now, at this Work Session, in order to voice their
concerns. He felt they had no idea how troublesome the truancy issue was.

Mr. Martin then provided a personal account, directly involving truancy, a break-in that
had occurred at his home last week by two students that were skipping first hour at
Ypsilanti High School. Trustee Martin expressed grave concerns that those students
had taken the loaded guns, stolen from his home into the school later that morning.

Supervisor Stumbo stated if the item was tabled for a period of ninety days it could still
be in effect by September for the beginning of the school year.

Treasurer Doe supported tabling the item for thirty days.

Clerk Lovejoy Roe stated the intent of the proposed Ordinance was merely to eliminate
truancy in school, not to arrest the parents, which was only a last resort. She said
school officials had specifically asked the Township for help in providing leverage to
better enforce the existing Ordinance. Clerk Lovejoy Roe explained truancy was most
prevalent in the first, second and third grades, which provided the very foundation for
learning and if missed, presented serious academic challenges.

2. 2"° READING PROPOSED ORDINANCE NO. 2014-437, BUSINESS
ESTABLISHMENT PARKING (FIRST READING HELD AT THE APRIL 15, 2014
REGULAR MEETING)

Supervisor Stumbo briefly explained this ordinance would affect anyone parked in a

business establishment lot that was not actually conducting business.

3. REQUEST OF JAMES V. DIRKES TO APPROVE A PRIVATE ROAD VARIANCE
FOR PROPERTY LOCATED AT 5389 BON TERRE (PUBLIC HEARING HELD AT
THE APRIL 1, 2014 REGULAR MEETING AND TABLED AT THE APRIL 15, 2014
REGULAR MEETING)

Supervisor Stumbo explained this item had been tabled at the last meeting. She
reported Joe Lawson, Planning Director had provided a history at that meeting as well.
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Mr. Lawson reported he had visited the site this afternoon and had found some areas of
the road were only sixteen feet wide. He said, if the Board chose to approve the
variance, his minimum recommendation would be that the road be brought to the
twenty-two foot width approved by the 1986 Ordinance. He added the surface of the
road appeared to have a lot of asphalt millings, not permitted by our ordinance, which
would need to be replaced with a proper gravel base.

Mr. Lawson also provided a review of other Private Roads in the Township.

Jim Dirkes, property owner on Bon Terre provided highlights from his letter, which was
included in the packet, stating the situation on Deer Creek was not the same as Bon
Terre and didn’t feel it was appropriate to enforce retroactive rules.

Eric Copeland, Fire Chief briefly reported his findings regarding the road conditions, the
inability of the fire engine to turn around and difficulty of providing fire protection for any
of the homes on Bon Terre. He stated there was a large dip at 5538 Bon Terre and
when a car turned onto Bon Terre, coming toward the fire engine, there was not enough
room for them to pass. He recommended the installation of automatic, fire-suppression
sprinkler systems in the homes or the addition of water and sewer in order to provide
adequate water supply in the case of a fire.

Clerk Lovejoy Roe discussed recommendations with Chief Copeland regarding fire
protection. She asked for clarification on how a fire would be handled under the current
situation.

Mr. Dirkes agreed with the Fire Chief that there was a risk to the property owners
regarding fire protection, which they had accepted. He felt the surface of the road was
merely in need of the spring maintenance, to bring to it up to par, which had been
agreed upon per the road maintenance agreement signed by the residents of Bon
Terre.

The Pledge of Allegiance was
recited and a moment of silent prayer was observed.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

David Rutledge, State Representative 54™ District expressed a request, which he
also presented in writing, to consider postponing the 2" Reading of the Parental
Responsibility/Truancy Ordinance. He stated the schools did not have systems in
place to deal with the Ordinance and had no internal mechanism in place to notify
parents of absences.

Supervisor Stumbo explained there had been a gross miscommunication regarding
this issue.

Arloa Kaiser, Township Resident voiced her concerns regarding the Road
Commission’s request for the 1 mil. for road repairs.

Victor Dobrin, Township Resident introduced himself as a candidate for County
Commissioner.

Claudia Young, Township Resident supported David Rudledge’s request to table the
Truancy Ordinance.

Rod Casey, Township Resident thanked the Board for the job they were doing in the
Township.

Joseph Alexander, Township Resident and Dispute Resolution volunteer provided
further information on the Dispute Resolution Center. He said there are offices in
schools and the Sheriff's Department has recruited 50 volunteers to guard the halls.
He asked for more time to concur with all the entities involved in this matter.

Mittie McMasters, Township Resident asked for an explanation regarding duties
being assigned to Trustee Eldridge regarding the golf course.

Supervisor Stumbo provided a brief explanation on the discussion that had taken
place in the Work Session regarding the golf course agenda item.

CLERK REPORT

Clerk Lovejoy Roe briefly reported the May 6, 2014 Special Election had run
smoothly, and reported there were 13,949 “Yes” votes and 5,783 “No” votes
throughout the three jurisdictions and that election workers were still needed for the
August election.

She reported the Habitat for Humanity project in the Holmes neighborhood was well
attended by volunteers

She and Supervisor Stumbo had attended a new business, Ferris Processing on E.
Michigan Avenue, now accepting scrap metal for competitive pricing

e MAY 6, 2014 ELECTION-The special AAATA millage election went smoothly. _AAATA
millage results are: 13,949 yes and 5,783 no. The combined number of voters from the
Cities of Ann Arbor and Ypsilanti along with Ypsilanti Township was 19,732. The three
jurisdiction’s voters supported the AAATA millage by 70.69%, with 29.31% voting against the
millage. In Ypsilanti Township there were a total of 3,850 voters with 2,375 supporting the
millage and 1,475 voting against the millage. In Ypsilanti Township 62% of the voters voted
yes and 38% voted no. The combined turnout from the three jurisdictions was 12.72%. The
Ypsilanti Township voter turnout was 9.58%.

o AUGUST 5, 2014 PRIMARY ELECTION-Plans and preparations are underway in the Clerk’s
office for the August 5, 2014 Primary Election. The last day to register to vote for the August
Primary Election is Monday, July 7, 2014. Absentee ballots will be available the 4™ week in
June. All election inspectors are required to attend certification training prior to the August
election. The township will host two election inspector training workshops that will be
conducted by Washtenaw County.

e CLARK TOWERS- Clerk Lovejoy Roe along with Deputy Supervisor Keen and Fire Chief
Copeland attended the Clark Towers Neighborhood Watch meeting on Wednesday, April 23,
2014. This was the first meeting in a few years and was very well attended with standing
room only. The Sheriff's Department was present along with Crime Prevention Security and
Clark Towers Management. The meeting was extremely beneficial with the Sheriff's
Department explaining the need to call 911 and other measures to insure the safety of all the
residents of Clark Towers. The various presenters answered many questions from the
residents. Everyone expressed a commitment to attend future meetings and to be a part of
making Clark Towers safe.

e HABITAT FOR HUMANITY-On Saturday, April 26, 2014 Habitat for Humanity and about 50
volunteers worked on homes in the Holmes Road neighborhood. The team of volunteers
cleaned yards, picked up trash, performed outside maintenance and other tasks as needed
by the residents. It was an extremely fruitful day.
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e YANKEE AIR MUSEUM-DEPARTMENT OF ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY VISIT-On Friday,
May 2, 2014 Clerk Lovejoy Roe attended an event at the Yankee Air Museum that was
organized to welcome the State of Michigan Department of Environmental Quality Director to
the RACER/GM demolition site and the future home of the Yankee Air Museum. It was a
great event and a chance for the Yankee Air Museum to shine and to display their great
planes. The event ended with a B-12 taking off which several participants got the opportunity
to take a ride of a lifetime in including JoAnn McCollum, West Willow Resident and Clerk
Lovejoy Roe.

e VETERAN’S COMING HOME EVENT-On Saturday, May 3, 2014 Clerk Lovejoy Roe along
with UAW Local 898 Veterans Committee and many local residents joined with Pulte Homes
in the ground breaking of a new home presented to Sgt. Hemwall in Creekside South. Pulte
Homes has a program called Operation Finally Home where they give Veterans a new home.
Sgt. Hemwall is a decorated Veteran who was injured in Afghanistan. He has a beautiful
family and will soon call Ypsilanti Township his home. It was a grand day and the event was
well attended by Ypsilanti Township residents, Pulte employees, Veterans groups and UAW
Local 898 members.

¢ FERROUS GRAND OPENING-Planning and Development Director Joe Lawson, Supervisor
Stumbo and Clerk Lovejoy Roe attended the grand opening of a new business on East
Michigan Ave. on Wednesday, May 7, 2014. Ferrous is a metal recycling facility. The new
owners have done a great job of cleaning up the property and renovating the building. The
plans are to invest approximately $900,000 in renovations and equipment for this new
business.

e TUB GRINDER TG 5000 PRESENTATION AT THE COMPOST SITE-On Tuesday, May 13,
2014 Supervisor Stumbo and Clerk Lovejoy Roe visited the compost site for a presentation of
a new and large tub grinder. This grinder will double the output of material at the compost
site. Carl Rowsey, Compost Site Manager explained the savings that the trade-in of the old
grinder will provide and the need for the new grinder. He also shared that the price for the
new grinder will be much lower than if the purchase is delayed until next year. New rules and
regulations go in effect next year which will cause the price of the grinders to rise
substantially over the cost for grinders built under the older regulations. The purchase of a
new grinder will be present to the Township Board at the May 20, 2014 board meeting for
consideration.

14, 2014. It was a great presentation and a lot was learned in preparation of purchasing
document management software for Ypsilanti Township.

¢ REIMAGINE WASHTENAW-Clerk Lovejoy Roe and Development and Zoning Director Joe
Lawson attended the Re-lmagine Washtenaw meeting on Wednesday, May 13, 2014.
Several items were discussed including the future of the Re-Imagine Washtenaw group.
Funding for the staff that serves the Re-lmagine Washtenaw group ends this year.
Discussion included ideas for long-term funding and how to approach the various township
boards and city council members along with Washtenaw County Commissioners to find a
way to fund this group and to continue the efforts to improve Washtenaw Ave. Updates on
the visit to Cleveland and the look at transit in this city were presented. The recent MDOT
survey of Washtenaw Ave. and walkability was also shared with the group. It was agreed to
work on bringing the elected parties together to discuss strategies for funding over the next
two years.

ATTORNEY REPORT

A. CLARK EAST TOWERS STATUS UPDATE

Attorney Winters asked National Church Resident Attorney, Dan Stanley to
identify the NCR team attending the Board Meeting. He introduced Pam Monroe,
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who had spoken on NCR’s behalf at the last Township Board Meeting on April
15, 2014; Karen Twynam, Deborah Muchmore, Robyn Warden and Makida
Hunt, all representing NCR.

Attorney Winters provided an update on the status of Clark East Towers:

e He stated the Township and Washtenaw County Sheriff’'s Department would
continue to be involved in the on-site security to insure safety to the residents

e He said security cameras were to be installed for better protection

e NCR had also agreed to help the Township address the increased “Calls for
Service” by contributing an annual payment of $20,400, in addition to the
PILOT payment to offset costs.

e He reported that after a conference call between the Township, NCR and
HUD a decision was reached that effective April 10, 2014, Clark East Towers
would no longer lease to anyone under the age of 62, unless meeting the
handicapped requirements

e The Township had been granted access for inspections to ensure compliance
with Ypsilanti Township Codes

e Need an understanding in place for dispute resolution

e Issue of work being done at Clark East Towers without permits had been
resolved with the contractor delivering a check to the Township for $20,000 to
cover those permit fees

e NCR had agreed to submit a set of plans that insured windows had been
installed per the Township requirement

Attorney Winters requested the Board to accept the recommendations he had
incorporated into a Municipal Services Agreement.

Supervisor Stumbo asked if the Township would be notified regarding the status
of the on-site security and was told NCR made a commitment to keep the
Township informed of their actions.

Pam Monroe, NCR representative said they were very appreciative the Township
had allowed NCR to work through the issues facing Clark East Towers. She
reported on the status of the bedbug infestation treatment and hoped to present
a certificate to the Township stating they were bedbug free in a little over thirty
days from now. Supervisor Stumbo asked for a weekly update regarding that
issue.

Carol Barner, Clark East Towers Resident said she loved her apartment and
wanted to be able to stay, since she was only 60 years of age, but had a
disability.

A gentleman that did not give his name said he moved out of Clark East Towers
because the back door had been locked and in his opinion, this created a safety
issue.

Carolyn Chadwick, Clark East Towers Resident for almost three years, said the
management at Clark East Towers had done an awesome job.

Pam Monroe addressed the issue of the back door and stated they had locked
the door after meeting with the Fire Marshal and obtaining his permission. She
said a meeting had taken place to inform the residents.

Supervisor Stumbo read an email from a resident at Clark East Towers, that was
unable to attend the Board Meeting due to illness and planned to move to Battle
Creek because of the treatment and issues existing there.

Supervisor Stumbo said the residents had reported improvements in the last
thirty days.
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A motion was made by Clerk Lovejoy Roe, supported by Treasurer Doe to
authorized Attorney Winters to move forward with a Municipal Services
Agreement with NCR. The motion carried unanimously.

Clerk Lovejoy Roe thanked the residents for coming forward to make a difference
in the Clark East Towers. She requested NCR to provide their Capital
Improvement Plan.

OLD BUSINESS

1. 2" READING RESOLUTION NO. 2014-13, PROPOSED ORDINANCE NO.
2014-436, PARENTAL RESPONSIBILITY SCHOOL TRUANCY (FIRST
READING HELD AT THE APRIL 15, 2014 REGULAR MEETING)

Clerk Lovejoy Roe stated she had received a request from Scott Menzel ,
Superintendent of Ypsilanti Community Schools and State Representative David
Rutledge to table the 2" Reading until such time a follow-up meeting can be
convened to discuss a few small changes in the proposed ordinance.

Trustee Scott Martin asked if anyone who had made this request was present in the
meeting. He said he was personally having a hard time delaying the 2™ Reading on
the proposed ordinance. Mr. Martin reported he had experienced a break-in at his
home last week by two students who were reportedly skipping school. He was quite
concerned since two firearms were taken in the incident and then taken into school.
He stated he would be willing to table the 2"* Reading for thirty days.

Trustee Eldridge elaborated on Trustee Martin’s comments. He felt it was
disheartening that two students were allowed to come in late to the high school,
check in and register to go to class, using a false name and not one responsible adult
asked to verify their identification or question why they were carrying four loaded
duffle bags. He also expressed his opinion that the School Board Superintendent had
been disingenuous in reporting he had no idea what was taking place with this
proposed ordinance. He reiterated they had come, with other officials to ask the
Township Officials for assistance. He explained the Township Board then had acted
in good faith, researched other districts and crafted a resolution to assist the School
District and community to put kids back in school. He also voiced his disappointment
that no school officials were here to speak to the issue this evening. He stated the
proposed ordinance differed very little from an Ordinance that was already in place.
Trustee Eldridge agreed that he was willing to table the 2" Reading, but no longer
than thirty days.

Arloa Kaiser stated her opinion that the school should be taking care of this issue.

Rod Casey asked the Board to thoroughly research if this action would cut down on
crime and bring up the attendance rate in schools.

Monica Ross-Williams, Township Resident thanked Trustee Eldridge for explaining
the inconsistencies regarding the media reports. She explained she lived in the Van
Buren School District and hoped they would be included in this discussion.

Joseph Alexander said it was hard for parents to be responsible when they are
unaware their child had gone out the back door whenever they had dropped them off
at the front door.

Victor Dobrin commented he had come to the US from Romania in 1948 and
explained his mother had been very instrumental in his education. He said there was
no substitute for parent’s involvement and responsibility in their children’s education.

Clerk Lovejoy Roe explained that she, Supervisor Stumbo and Treasurer Doe had
gone to a meeting per the request of Scott Menzel, Superintendent of Ypsilanti
Community Schools to discuss the future of the properties in the School Districts that
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were not currently being used. At the end of the meeting, Supervisor Menzel shared
the Truancy Ordinance, currently in effect, was not strong enough and asked for the
Township’s help..

Joseph Alexander said they had worked on dropping suspensions to around 60% and
hoped to work on truancy issues in order to reduce the number of absences as well.

Supervisor Stumbo stated that the original request was for sixty days, which would
still give time for implementation before the next school year. She called for Scott
Menzel to become involved before anything else was done.

Kafa Hayes, Township Resident asked if the Township Board had any plans to get
involved in a long-term security plan for the public schools.

Monica Ross-Williams asked to have the Van Buren School Superintendent, Mr. Van
Tassell, involved in the discussion regarding the proposed ordinance.

Ameir Alexander asked if the Township Board could place more responsibility on the
School Board to make sure everyone was aware of the information in the proposed
ordinance.

Trustee Mike Martin stated truancy was not the problem rather the socioeconomic
issues that continue to break down the American family and the Federal and State
governments defunding public schools so there is no money to support how the
American family is evolving.

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1) The road must be restored to the 22 feet width to allow proper passage
of the fire trucks

2) It must be improved with a limestone lift as required by the Fire Code

3) Funds, to be determined by the Charter Township of Ypsilanti Office of
Community Development Department, must be set aside, in escrow, for
bi-annual inspections, March and November, by the Fire Department
and OCS Department to enforce all conditions regarding Variances
granted on Bon Terre

4) The turnaround must be increased to allow for a complete turn by the
fire engine.

Jim Dirkes, property owner stated he would like to see the width restored to 20
feet, which he believed was the original width. He didn’t understand why the
current requirements could be made retroactive and he felt the utilities could be
affected by a wider restriction. He asked for clarification on the limestone lift,
which Clerk Lovejoy Roe explained was outlined in the Fire Code. Mr. Dirkes
then asked to expand the request to include the other four property owners.

Clerk Lovejoy Roe explained that everyone that lived there had a maintenance
agreement as a part of their original approval. She said she personally did not
want to include the other parties.

Trustee Scott Martin questioned the reluctance of the property owner to comply
to the 22 feet width because he personally felt it should have be paved.

Eric Copeland, Fire Chief explained that since the time the original private road
was created, the fire engines have grown in width, length and weigh more, which
accounts for the difference in being able to safely navigate the road today.

Trustee Eldridge stated he drove the road this afternoon and found it hard to
navigate even in his smaller SUV and echoed Trustee Scott Martin’s opinion that
the road should be paved.

Mr. Dirkes explained he agreed the road should be restored to the original 20
foot width and be properly maintained.

Supervisor Stumbo asked Attorney Winters for clarification on the number of
homes and vacant lots on Bon Terre and a lawsuit that had taken place
regarding the area.

Attorney Winters explained the lawsuit had not involved the Township but had
included private third parties which resulted in the creation of lots and partitions,
which had never been recognized by the Township Assessing Department. He
had suggested turning the area into a Special Assessment District in order to
balance the public safety, the rights of the homeowners, and the issues of putting
first responders in jeopardy.

Mr. Dirkes stated he didn’t understand Mr. Winters statement that the property
splits weren'’t legal because the court of law had ruled them legal and they had
been getting Township tax bills ever since. He summarized by saying there was
a legitimate concern for safety, but there had been people living there for twenty
years and allowing a handful more to build would not significantly change that
fact.

A motion was made by Trustee Mike Martin, supported by Trustee Eldridge

to call the question. The motion carried unanimously.

Clerk Lovejoy Roe repeated the motion to approve a Private Road Variance
for property located at 5389 Bon Terre subject to the following conditions:
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1) The road must be restored to the 22 feet width to allow proper passage
of the fire trucks

2) It must be improved with a limestone lift as required by the Fire Code

3) Funds to be escrowed to cover the cost of bi-annual inspections in
March and November, by the Fire Department and OCS Department to
monitor the road conditions regarding Private Road standards and all
the Variances granted

Supervisor Stumbo explained Veteran’s Drive was the roadway that began at the
entrance to the Civic Center and continued on to the library. She said that since
the AAATA millage had passed, the Civic Center and library would be added to
the route, but the road needed to be improved and bus stops added.

The motion carried unanimously.

Supervisor Stumbo explained this vote involved a monetary element, therefore
Trustee Eldridge was allowed to abstain.

The motion for carried as follows:

A motion was made by Trustee Scott Martin, supported by Clerk Lovejoy
Roe to approve assigning temporary, additional duties to Trustee Eldridge
to Green Oaks Golf Course for a period of sixty (60) days with a stipend of
$20.00 an hour, not to exceed 40 hours in seven days, budgeted in line item
#584.584.000.702.002.

Supervisor Stumbo stated the Golf Pro Shop faced some challenges since the
sudden retirement of Leon Jackson and the implementation of a new software
system. She stated the goals for the position, to be filled by Trustee Eldridge
would include his recommendations regarding changes in policy and capital
improvements, the oversight of the Golf Pro Shop, working with the Green’s
Commission and the efficient operation the golf course.

Treasurer Doe stated the last two meetings of the Greens Commission had made
it very clear there would be no free golf and a policy was being implemented
regarding payment for employee golfing. He further stated the Greens
Commission had never given authority to have five people in a foursome. He said
these were some of the reasons Trustee Eldridge had been approached to help.

Trustee Mike Martin stated his belief that only privately owned golf courses
allowed people to play for free and he felt a municipal course, such as Green
Oaks should never allow anyone to play for free.

The motion carried unanimously.

6. REQUEST TO APPROVE PRELIMINARY L-4029, 2014 TAX RATE
REQUEST AND TO AUTHORIZE SIGNING
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A motion was made by Clerk Lovejoy Roe, supported by Trustee Mike
Martin to approve Preliminary L-4029, 2014 Tax Rate Request and to
authorize signing. The motion carried unanimously.

7. REQUEST TO APPROVE 2014 YPSILANTI TOWNSHIP AGREEMENT

A motion was made by Treasurer Doe, supported by Clerk Lovejoy Roe
to approved 2014 Ypsilanti Township Agreement with Washtenaw County
Road Commission, in the amount of $22,843.62, budgeted in line item
#212.212.000.818.006 and to authorize signing of the agreement. The
motion carried unanimously.

8. REQUEST OF KAREN WALLIN, HR DEPARTMENT TO APPROVE
FIREFIGHTER LOCAL 1830, 2014-2016 BARGAINING UNIT AGREEMENT
CONTINGENT UPON RATIFICATION BY UNION BODY

A motion was made by Clerk Lovejoy Roe, supported by Trustee Eldridge
to approved Firefighter Local 3451, 2012017 Bargaining Unit Agreement
contingent upon ratification by Union Body.

Supervisor Stumbo asked Attorney Winters provide a review of contract
negotiations, which follows:

“Actually the Township Board did go into Executive Session this evening and we
went through chapter and verse, the changes in the proposed tentative
agreement. Like | said during the Executive Session, | think the Township has
the best Fire Department in Washtenaw County. | really believe that. | believe the
men and women who make up the Township Fire Department have performed,
over the time | have been here, in a very, very professional, selfless act of
courage. Even though the negotiations sometimes take on a different tone,
nothing was said that was any way personal. It was always professional and | am
very proud to see our Fire Department make the changes that are going to lead
to its sustainability.”

“So all that aside, what does it really mean in regards to a new contract. Itis a
three year contract. It is going to be a two tier system for those who are hired
after January 1, 2014, which obviously has come and gone. We currently have
two vacancies in the Fire Department that need to be filled as soon as possible.
The first two years there will be a 0% increase, or no increase for the firefighters.
In year three, 2016, there is a 3% increase in wages for the firefighters. The 3%
increase for the existing firefighters, is still 3%, but obviously it will be more
because the two tier system for new Township firefighters are coming in at a
lower hourly rate. In addition to the change regarding the hourly rate between the
new and the existing, there are significant changes to other issues.”

“First, all of us are aware that we actually have in place,what has been referred
to as DROP Program, that’s Deferred Retirement Option Program. The existing,
eligible firefighters will still be allowed to go into the DROP Program after twenty-
five years of service. The new firefighters will not be able to go into the DROP
Program. In addition the firefighters who do go into the DROP Program will start
to pay 4% toward their health care, which is consistent with those who remain
active firefighters. “

“In addition changes will be made in our health care program. The new
firefighters will no longer have a retiree health care plan as it currently exists.
Instead there will be an establishment of a health care savings program. They
will contribute $50.00 per pay period that will be matched by the Township as a
ten year vesting requirement in regard to benefits from the Township’s
contributions.”
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“In addition new firefighters that come into the Township will be paying a 20%
difference, if they elect to go beyond the single coverage, in other words,
coverage of two persons or a family rate, there’s a significant difference in what
that costs the Township. If a firefighter wishes to have a family rate program, he
or she will have to pay the 20% difference of that premium.”

“In regards to retirement issues, there currently exists a 3% multiplier that’s used
to calculate the retirement benefits for a current firefighter that will be reduced to
2.35% for the new firefighters.”

“In addition, the way the Township currently pays longevity to current firefighters
will change significantly for new firefighters. Currently there are certain longevity
steps that are reached by firefighters in which, at the end of five years, or ten
years or fifteen years the increase is rolled into their hourly-based rate. That
would no longer be the case, new firefighters would receive a flat rate longevity
pay and for five years they would receive $500, after ten years, they would
receive $1,000 and it continues on in those incremental steps, which is a
significant change from how it's been done in the past.”

“I think also, the firefighters recognize that because the caliber of new firefighters
that will probably be applying for new jobs in the Township, that there is a
reduction in the orientation time period and also a reduction in the shift
orientation time period from sixty calendar days to thirty calendar days. In the
case of the shift reduction, the forty hour orientation time period has been
reduced from four weeks to two weeks.”

“There are a number of other savings and other changes that were mentioned in
the Work Session, | know the hour is getting late. We also made reference, in the
Work Session or Executive Session, that the firefighters took a cut back in 2013
in regard to their sick time and their vacation time will be restored to 75% percent
of what it was back in previous contract years. Right now it’'s at 50% of what it
used to be. It will be restored at 75%, effective on December 31, 2016.”

“I think right now that | can probably go on, but probably | shouldn’t because |
think I've covered the highlights. | will say right now that while | think that every
negotiation is one that people are not necessarily 100% happy with on both
sides. | think in this case, both sides recognize that there were some significant
changes that will be occurring within the Fire Department that will insure, in our
opinion, it's sustainability, at the same time it also remains competitive so that we
will attract the high caliber firefighter professionals that the Township has been
used to seeing over the years.”

“And so, | again, for all the reasons | stated in the Executive Session and briefly
this evening, would highly recommend the Township Board approve this
proposed, tentative agreement, contingent upon it being approved likewise by
Local 1830. I'd like to thank all the guys | met during the time and process.”

Mike Houghton, President of the Ypsilanti Township Firefighters Local 1830
thanked the Board for allowing Treasurer Doe to be a part of negotiations. He
stated he represented his membership in pointing out some key facts. He
presented his concerns regarding staffing numbers going down, the volume of
fire and medical runs increasing, a larger area to cover with Mutual Aid and
finally the risk of cancer to the firefighters. He stated there were currently two
vacancies in the Fire Department.

Supervisor Stumbo asked how long negotiations had taken. Attorney Winters and
Mike Houghton stated it only took six months this time versus the two years for
the last negotiation.

Mr. Houghton explained this was the first time there had been a mediator come
into the negotiations and he felt it had been helpful to the process.
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Supervisor Stumbo expressed her appreciation to the leadership from the Union,
the Fire Chief, the attorney, Karen Wallin, the Accounting Director and Larry Doe,
who had acted as mediator.

Eric Copeland, Fire Chief explained that bringing the agreement to the Board
was the first step in a three-step process. After the Board’s approval, the
agreement would go back to the Union and be posted for fifteen days before their
vote and if approved, active hiring would begin.

Trustee Mike Martin asked if this agreement had the full support of the Union
negotiating committee. Mr. Houghton said he believed it did.

The motion carried unanimously.

ORDINANCE NO. 2014 - 437

An Ordinance to Amend the Charter Township
of Ypsilanti’'s Code of Ordinances, Chapter
58 Article 1V entitled Parking

The Charter Township of Ypsilanti hereby ordains that the Ypsilanti Township
Code of Ordinances is amended as follows:

Add the following new provision to Chapter 58 Article IV entitled Parking:

1. It shall be unlawful for a driver to park a vehicle in a parking space designated
for parking by a business establishment within the township, and to then leave
the vehicle parked on the premises, unless the driver is actively engaged in
conducting business with the business establishment providing the parking
space. This subsection shall not apply to any area or any property where the
driver must pay to park his vehicle.

2. It shall be unlawful for a driver to park a vehicle in a parking space provided by a
business establishment for extended periods of time, even though the driver
remains in the vehicle, without conducting business in the business
establishment providing the parking space, or to engage in a deliberate act of
blocking the parking spaces from other possible use by other persons who may
desire to conduct business at the business establishment.

Severability

Should any section, subdivision, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance be
declared by the Courts to be invalid, the same shall not affect the validity of the
Ordinance as a whole or any part thereof other than the part as invalidated.

Publication

This Ordinance shall be published in a newspaper of general circulation as
required by law.

Effective date

This Ordinance shall become effective upon publication in a newspaper of
general circulation as required by law.

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MASTER AGREEMENT FOR MUNICIPAL STREET LIGHTING

This Master Agreement For Municipal Street Lighting ("Master Agreement’) is made
between The Detroit Edison Company (‘Company’) and Charter Township of Ypsilanti
("Customer”) as of March 28, 2013.

RECITALS
A Customer may, from lime to time, request the Company lo furnish, install,
operate andfor maintain street lighting equipment for Cuslomer.
B Company may provide such services, subject to the terms of this Master
Agreement.

Therefore, in consideration of the feregoing, Company and Customer hereby agree as
follows:

AGREEMENT

1. Master Aareement. This Master Agreement sets forth the basic terms and
conditions under which Company may furnish, Install, operate and/or maintain street lighting
equipment for Customer. Upon the Parties agreement as to the terms of a specific street
lighting transaction, the pariies shall execute and deliver a Purchase Agreement In the form of
the attached Exhibit A (a “Purchase Agreement”). In the event of an inconsistency between this
Agreement and any Purchase Agreemenl, the terms of the Purchase Agreement shall control.

2. Rules Governing Installation of Equipment and Eleclric Service. Installation of
street light facilities and the extension of electric service to serve those facilities are subject to

the provisions of the Company's Rate Book for Electric Service (the "Tarff’), Rule C G.1,
Extension of Service (or any other successor provision), as approved by the The Michigan
Public Service Commission (“MPSC") from time to time.

3. Contribution in Aid of Construction. In connection wilh each Purchase Agreement
and in accordance with the applicable Orders of the MPSC, Customer shall pay to Company a
contribution in aid of construction ("CIAC") for the cost of installing Equipment ("as defined in the
applicable Purchase Agreement”) and recovery of costs associated with the removal of existing
equipment, if any. The amount of the CIAC (the "CIAC Amount") shall be an amount equal to
the total construction cost {including all labor, materials and overhead charges), less an amount
equal to Ihree years revenue expected from such new equipment. The CIAC Amount will be as
set forth on the applicable Purchase Agreement. The CIAC Amount does not include charges
for any additional cost or expense for unforeseen underground objects, or unusual conditions
encountered in the construction and installation of Equipment. If Company encounters any such
unforeseen or unusual conditions, which would increase the CIAC Amount, it will suspend the
construction and installation of Equipment and give notice of such conditions to the Customer.
The Customer will either pay additional costs or modify the work to be performed. If the work Is
modified, the CIAC Amount will be adjusted to account for such medification. Upon any such
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suspension and/or subsequent modification of the work, the schedule for completion of the work
shall also be appropriately modified.

4. Payment of CIAC Amount. Customer shall pay the CIAC Amount to Company as
set forth in the applicable Purchase Agreement. Failure to pay the CIAC Amount when due shall
relieve Company of its obligations to perform the work required herein until the CIAC Amount is
paid.

5, Modifications, Subject to written permission of the respective municipality, after
installation of the Equipment, any cost for additional modifications, relocations ar removals will
he the responsibility of the requesting party.

B, Maintenance, Replacement and Removal of Equipment. In accordance with the
applicable Orders of the MPSC, under the Municipal Street Lighting Rate (as defined below),
Company shall provide the necessary maintenance of the Equipment, including such
replacement material and equipment as may be necessary. Customer may not remove any
Equipment without the prior written consent of Company.

s Street Lighting Service Rale.

a, Upon the installation of the Equipment, the Company will provide street
lighting service to Customer under Option 1 of the Municipal Street Lighting Rate set forth in the
Tariff, as approved by the MPSC from time to time, the terms of which are incorporated herein
by reference.

b. The provision of street lighting service is also governed by rules for
electric service established in MPSC Case Number U-6400. The Street Lighting Rate is subject
to change from time to time by orders issued by the MPSC.

8. Contract Term. This Agreement shall commence upon execution and terminate
on the later of (a) five (5) years from the date hereof or(b) the date on which the final Purchase
Agreement entered inle under this Master Agreement is terminated. Upon expiration of the
initial term, this Agreement shall continue on a month-to-month basis until terminated by mutual
written consent of the parties or by either parly with twelve (12) months prior written notice to
the other party.

a9, Design _Responsibility for Street Light [Installation. The Company installs
municipal strest lighting installations following llluminating Engineering Sociely of North America
(“|IESNA") recommended practices. |If the Customer submits its own street lighting design for
the street light installation or if the street lighting installation requested by Customer does not
meet the |[ESNA recommended practices, Customer acknowledges the Company is nol
responsible for lighting design standards.

10.  New Subdivisions. Company agrees to install street lights in new subdivisions
when subdivision occupancy reaches a minimum of 80%. If Customer wishes to have
installation ocecur prior to 80% occupancy, then Customer acknowledges it will be financially
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responsible for all damages (knockdowns, etc.) and requests for modifications (movements due
to modified curb culs from original design, etc.).

11.  Force Majeure. The obligation of Company to perform this Agreement shall be
suspended or excused to the extent such performance s prevented or delayed because of acts
beyond Company's reasonable control, including without limitation acls of Gad, fires, adverse
weather conditions (including severe storms and blizzards), malicious mischief, strikes and
other labor disturbances, compliance with any directives of any government authority, including
but not limited to obtaining permits, and force majeure events affecting suppliers or
subcontractors.

12, Subcontractors. Company may sub-contract in whole or in part its obligations
under this Agreement to install the Equipment and any replacemeant Equipment.

13, Waiver; Limitation of Liability. To the maximum extent allowed by law, Customer
hereby waives, releases and fully discharges Company from and against any and all claims,
causes of action, rights, liabilities or damages whatsoever, including attorney's fees, arising oul
of the installalion of the Equipment andlor any replacement Equipment, including claims for
bodily injury or death and property damage, unless such matter is caused by or arises as a
result of the sole negligence of Company and/or its subcontractors. Company shall not be liable
under this Agreement for any special, incidental or consequential damages, including loss of
business or profits, whether based upon breach of warranty, breach of contract, negligence,
strict liability, tort or any other legal theory, and whether or not Company has been advised of
the possihility of such damages. In no event will Company's liability to Customer for any and all
claims related to or arising out of this Agreement exceed the CIAC Amount set forth in the
Purchase Order to which the claim relates.

14.  Notices. All notices required by the Agreement shall be in writing. Such notices
shall be sent to Company at The Detroit Edison Company, Community Lighting Group, 8001
Haggerty Rd, Belleville, Ml 48111 and to Customer at the address set forth on the applicable
Purchase Agreement. Notice shall be deemed given hereunder upon personal delivery to the
addresses sel forth above or, if properly addressed, on the date senl by ceitified mail, retumn
receipt requested, or the date such notice is placed in the custody of a nationally recognized
overnight delivery service, A parly may change Its address for notices by giving notice of such
change of address in the manner set forth herein.

15.  Representations and Warranties. Company and Customer each represent and
warrant that: (a) it has full corporate or public, as applicable, power and authority to execute and
deliver this Agréemant and to carry out the actions required of it by this Agreement; (b) the
execution and delivery of this Agreement and the transactions contemplated hereby have been
duly and validly authorized by all necessary corporate or public, as applicable, action required
an the part of such parly; and (c) this Agreement constitutes a legal, valid, and binding
agreement of such party.

16. Miscellaneous.
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a. This Agreement is the entire agreement of lhe parties concerning the
subject matter hereof and supersedes all prior agreements and understandings. Any
amendment or madification to this Agreement must be in writing and signed by both parties,

b. Customer may not assign its rights or obligations under this Agreement
without the prior written consent of Company.

Re: Request to approve a contract amendment with Washtenaw County and the
Sheriff’s Office extending the Police Services contract through December 31,
2017 with 1% rate increases for calendar years 2016 and 2017 and to authorize
the signing a letter of agreement amending the contract.

Date: June 9, 2014

The current Police Services contract with Washtenaw County and the Sheriff’s Office is a four
year agreement covering calendar years 2012 through 2015. At the time this agreement was
approved, it was determined that it was intended to be a “rolling” contract that would be
periodically extended in two year increments that would coincide with the county’s budget
cycles.

The Washtenaw County Board of Commissioners recently approved Police Services contract
rate increases of 1% each year for 2016 and 2017 as part of its four-year budget cycle. Those
rate increases are reflected in the attached letter of agreement to amend the current contract
by extending it through 2017.

Starting in 2016 there will be an additional amount added to the PSU contract price to cover the
cost of replacing in-car printers that were first installed this year with a two-year life
expectancy. Those costs will not be determined until machines are replaced and will reflect
actual costs.

Accordingly, | hereby amend the Service Contract between Washtenaw County and Ypsilanti Charter
Township dated January 1, 2012 as follows:

Amend ARTICLE I — COMPENSATION AND OVERTIME to extend the contract as follows:

“The price for a PSU is fixed as follows: {1} $150,594.00 per PSU for 2012; (2) $152,100.00 per PSU for
2013; (3) $153,621.00 per PSU for 2014; (4) $155,157.00 per PSU for 2015; (5) $156,709.00 per PSU for
2016 and (6) $158,276.00 per PSU for 2017, Beginning in 2014, the County reserves the right to adjust
these prices as a result of significant unforeseen cost increases in line items contained the Direct Cost
categories (Salary, Fringe, Uniform Allowance, Gun Allowance and Fleet}. The county and Sheriff shall
give each Contracting Partner six {6) months written notice of any such increase. Starting in 2016 an
additional amount will be added to the price that will be allocated towards in car printer replacement
once total cost of ownership is determined. ”

Amend ARTICLE V — TERM 1o extend the contract as follows:
“The term of this contact shall be fore seventy-two months with an effective date of January 1, 2012 and

ending on December 31, 2017.”

All other terms and conditions remain the same as in the original contract

The current Police Services contract with Washtenaw County includes a Letter of Understanding
between the Township and the Sheriff’s Office that outlines a variety of issues related to police
operations. After extensive discussions between the Sheriff’s Office, Township officials and Fire
Chief Eric Copeland, all of the parties mutually wish to amend language in Paragraph 6 that
addresses responses to the Interstate 94 expressway.

The text changes will make our operational guidelines consistent with guidelines used in other
contract jurisdictions that have an expressway in it, and will provide clear direction for Metro
Dispatch in providing assistance to the Ypsilanti Township Fire Department. Paragraph 6 will be
amended as follows:

“The parties understand that general ordinance enforcement as requested by the TOWNSHIP
shall be part of the services provided by the SHERIFF to the TOWNSHIP pursuant to this
contract which includes, but is not limited to, local traffic ordinances, zoning ordinances, etc.,
within existing contract resources.

The parties agree that assigned PSU’s will not be a primary responder to non-life threatening
calls from a freeway. Such calls shall be referred to the Michigan State Police. In addition,
assigned PSU’s shall not respond to life threatening freeway calls if the Michigan State Police
are readily available to respond to such calls, provided, however, the Sheriff agrees to send on-
duty PSU’s to calls for assistance from Township fire officials. Further, PSU’s under this
Contract shall be assigned as support or backup, not as primary complaint responders to areas
outside of the Township. The Sheriff reserves the right to allocate resources to address critical
circumstances on the freeway.”

The Office of Community Standards has conducted investigations at the following locations and
seeks authorization to initiate legal action to abate public nuisances that currently exist at:

1070 Hawthorne Ave

This single family house had a long history of grass and blight enforcement over the past few
years while it was occupied by its former owners who moved out in January, 2014 as a result of
a bank foreclosure. The former owners left serious blight behind, which soon became the
subject of complaints from neighbors. The water service remained on for two months after the
owners left, amassing a $5,665 water bill that was determined to be caused by a broken pipe.

Once the vacant house registration ordinance was recently enacted, OCS staff contacted the
owner of record, US Bank National Association of Columbus, Ohio and began enforcement. We
were able to get the exterior blight cleaned up while securing the house and garage; however
US Bank never registered the property and then claimed it sold the loan to Chase Bank. OCS
staff contacted Chase Bank which first acknowledged it was servicing the loan, but then claimed
it no longer did. Meanwhile, neighbors continued to complain about a growing stench
emanating from the house. On June 1, 2014 OCS staff obtained an administrative search
warrant to inspect the house. As a result of the inspection, the house was condemned and
determined to be mold infested due to two feet of water in the basement.

The house and garage have been padlocked and no one has claimed responsibility for it. It
presents a serious health and safety threat to neighboring residents due to the unabated mold
that is causing a strong stench to permeate the area.

Due to the immediate health and safety issues involved at this property, administrative
authorization to initiate legal action was obtained on June 4, 2014 and formal confirmation by
the Board of Trustees is now requested.



6008 S. Miami St

This single family house has been left vacant and in serious disrepair by its owner, Fredric
Fortin, for approximately the past five years. Mr. Fortin owns a second house in the area and
also resides in North Carolina.

On April 10, 2014, OCS staff received a complaint from neighbors reporting that the house was
standing open and a band of older teenagers had been seen running from the house.
Investigation confirmed that the house had been entered and was unsecure causing fear and
anxiety for neighbors.

OCS staff acted immediately to secure the house and proceeded to locate the owner, who was
cooperative in consenting to an inspection. The house was condemned on April 14, 2014 and
ordered to be registered as a vacant house and maintained; however, to date the owner has
not acted to do so. OCS staff also facilitated discussions between the owner and Habitat for
Humanity which failed to produce an acceptable resolution.

Due to the magnitude and seriousness of the blight conditions, authorization to initiate legal
action, if necessary, is requested in order to abate this nuisance.

WHEREAS, the Court of Appeals for the State of Michigan in
an unanimous decision released for publication on April 5, 2011 entitled
“City of Bay City vs Bay County Treasurer” held that under the GPTA
that “ . . the determination of a proper purpose for the purchase of
tax-delinquent property is a legislative function, vesting such
determinations as arose in this case with Plaintiff’s council.
Furthermore, because MCL 211.78(m)(1) creates a mandatory legal
duty on Defendant’s part to sell the property to Plaintiff granting him
no discretion to decide not to sale such property, the statute does not
empower a county treasurer . . . to make an independent
determination as to a municipality’s professed ‘public’ purpose” a
copy of the Court of Appeals decision being attached hereto and

incorporated by reference and labeled Exhibit 2; and



WHEREAS, from 2007 through 2014 Ypsilanti Township has
seen 2,850 foreclosures which make up approximately thirty-three (33%) of
all foreclosures that have occurred during this time period in Washtenaw
County even though the Township’s population is only fifteen (15%) of the
County’s total population; and

WHEREAS, this unprecedented record number of foreclosures
in Ypsilanti Township resulted in a significant loss of tax revenue to the
Township while also having a direct and negative effect upon the
residential property values Township wide; and

WHEREAS, this record number of foreclosures in the
Township destabilized a number of residential streets located within the
Township’s residential subdivisions and greatly contributed to a number of
residential neighborhoods becoming predominantly rental properties which
further contributed to the destabilization of residential properties; and

WHEREAS, the Charter Township of Ypsilanti in an effort to
stabilize the Township’s existing residential neighborhoods entered into a
partnership with Habitat for Humanity for acquiring and rehabilitating
residential properties located in the Township for homeowner occupancy
which has resulted in increased neighborhood stabilization and has
prevented further deterioration of existing residential subdivisions
throughout the Township while also resulting in the increase of property
values and the tax base in the Township; and

WHEREAS, Habitat has notified the Township of its desire to
acquire additional residential properties in the Township for rehabilitation
and resale to homeowners which further promotes the Township’s Board

stated policy of neighborhood stabilization; and



WHEREAS, the Ypsilanti Township Board of Trustees has
determined and hereby finds that the exercise of its “First Right of
Refusal” to acquire the above listed properties constitutes a “Public
Purpose” as set forth in the Court of Appeals case entitled
“City of Bay City vs Bay County Treasurer” since it is imperative that in
order for the Township to achieve its stated public purpose of
neighborhood stabilization and to prevent further deterioration of residential
property values that the Township continues in its ongoing efforts with
Habitat for Humanity to increase homeownership by acquiring residential
properties in the Township for resale to Habitat who will rehabilitate said
properties that in turn will be resold to persons for homeownership as
opposed to being utilized as rental/investment properties; and

WHEREAS, the Township has been advised by the Washtenaw
County Treasurer’'s Office that the minimum bid price for all of the above
listed properties total $98,584.00;

NOW, THEREFORE THE YPSILANTI CHARTER TOWNSHIP
BOARD OF TRUSTEES HEREBY RESOLVES AS FOLLOWS:

1. That the Township hereby finds and determines that the
exercise of its “First Right of Refusal” pursuant to the General Property

treasurer’s part (o sell the property to the city. The
determination of a public purpose for the city’s purchase
of tax-foreclosed property was a legislative function of the
city.

Outcome
The court reversed the trial court.

Plaintiff appeals as of right the trial court’s order denying
its claim to declaratory and [*158] mandamus relief
following a bench trial. For the reasons set forth in this
opinion, we reverse.

I. FACTS

The relevant facts are largely undisputed. Under the
current statutory tax-foreclosure scheme, the state of
Michigan has a right of firstrefusal to purchase any
tax-foreclosed properties in the state. MCL 211.78m(1). If
the state declines to purchase a property, the city, village,
or township within whose limits the property is located
may purchase it “for a public purpose.” Id. The price of
purchase (referred to as the “minimum bid”) is set at what
the minimum bid would be if the property were being
auctioned off, which is determined by adding all taxes,
interest, and fees owed on the property, so that the
foreclosing governmental unit (FGU) breaks even on the
property. MCL 211.78mn(1i). Before 1999, the state
administered the tax-foreclosure scheme in every
Michigan county. In 1999, the Legislature passed Public
Act 123, which allowed counties to “opt-in” and replace
the [**%2] state as the FGU, administering foreclosures
within their jurisdictions. MCL 211.78(3), as amended by
1999 PA 123. On December 14, 2004, Bay County elected
to name its treasurer, defendant, as its FGU.

Starting in 2005, defendant, as the FGU, began foreclosing
on properties, but plaintiff did not seek to purchase any
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foreclosed properties until 2008, In 2008, defendant
foreclosed on 16 parcels within plaintiff’s limits. Plaintiff
informed defendant that it wished to purchase four of the
parcels and forwarded a check to defendant in the amount
of the total of the minimum bids for the four parcels.
Defendant determined [*%895] that he was not obligated
to sell the parcels to plaintiff unless he was satisfied that
plaintiff would be returning the property to a position in
which the property would [*159] generate tax revenue.
Following defendant’s determination, officials of plaintiff
and Bay County met to discuss the issue and come to an
understanding, but they were not able to reach an
agreement, On August 22, 2009, plaintiff filed this action
against defendant for declaratory and mandamus relief.
Plaintiff sought a declaration that its stated public purpose
for the parcels [*¥*3] was valid and a writ of mandamus
directing defendant to transfer title to the parcels.

The properties sought by plaintiff were located at 105
West Thomas, 1216 Park Avenue, 606 Wilson, and 1906
Broadway. In its complaint, plaintiff stated its public
purpose was “to reduce the number of vacant tax reverted
properties within [plaintiff]’s limits thereby minimizing
the real and present dangers they present and to remove
certain blighted conditions present on the subject
properties” and that, through redevelopment of the
properties, plaintiff “will ensure a healthy and growing tax
base.”

Both parties moved for summary disposition, with plaintiff
arguing that there were only two conditions placed on the
conveyance of property: that plaintiff tenders the purchase
price to the FGU and that plaintiff has a public purpose for
the property. Plaintiff argued it was undisputed that both of
these requirements were fulfilled; hence, defendant had a
clear legal duty to convey the properties, and plaintiff had
a clear legal right to the performance of that duty.
Defendant argued he had a statatory duty “to confirm that
the municipality wants the requested property for a public
purpose and that the [**¥*4] municipality will be able to
accomplish that purpose efficiently and expeditiously.” He
agserted that plaintiff had no public purpose for the Park
Avenue, Broadway, and West Thomas properties, and that
plaintiff would not be able to achieve its public purpose for
the Wilson property [*160] efficiently and expeditiously.
The trial court denied both parties’ motions, and the case
went to a bench trial,

At trial, defendant testified that it was unclear that plaintiff
had a public purpose for the properties. Stephen Black,
plaintiff'’s Deputy City Manager of Community
Development, testified that plaintiff sought to acquire the
Broadway property in order to tear down the building
thereon and use the land as 4 parking lot for the adjacent
property, which the city already owned. The Park Avenue

property, according to Black, presented health and safety
issues because it was “severely impacted by cat urine.”
Black said that foreclosure of the West Thomas property
presented an opportunity to eliminate a multi-family
home, noting that multi-family homes generate complaints
in single-family areas. The city planned to either demolish
the home or redevelop it, Defendant testified that the West
Thomas property [***5] was a single-family, not a
multi-family, dwelling. As for the Wilson property, Black
testified it was a vacant lot that the city was considering
conveying to Habitat for Humanity for it to build a new
home.

The trial court found for defendant with respect to the
Wilson and Broadway parcels, and for plaintiff with
respect to the Park Avenue and West Thomas parcels. The
parties agreed that, pending appeal, defendant would not
“auction, sell, or otherwise dispose of” the Park Avenue,
West Thomas, and Wilson properties and that it would not
convey the Park Avenue and West Thomas propeities to
plaintiff. Plaintiff agreed not to seek the Broadway

property.

[**896] Because defendant did not appeal the decision
with respect to the Park Avenue and West Thomas
properties, and because plaintiff agreed not to pursue its
claim to the Broadway property, the only property at issue
in this appeal is the Wilson property.

[¥161] II. MOOTNESS

Defendant argues on appeal that this claiin is moot because
he has offered to settle the suit by conveying the Wilson
property to plaintiff. According to defendant, this removes
any case or controversy between the parties, Defendant
also argues that this does not fall into the mootness
{***§] exception “carved out for those situations where
. . the issue is of public significance and likely to recur
while also likely to evade judicial review.” Defendant
argues that it is speculative whether plaintiff will seek to
purchase tax-foreclosed property from defendant again
and that even if it does, it is only speculative that
defendant will refuse to convey the property, and that even
if both of these things occur, there will be opporiunity for
judicial review of the issue at that time,

Plaintiff denies the assertion that there is no case or
controversy between the parties. Plaintiff argues that an
offer to settle does not render a case moot unless the offer
is accepted, and plaintiff has not accepted defendant’s
offer to convey the property in question. Plaintiff also
notes that defendant has not conceded the legal points at
issue in this case. Regarding the mootness exception for
cases involving issues of public significance that recur but
are likely to evade judicial review, plaintiff points out that,
although it did not purchase any tax-foreclosed properties
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in 2009, it has regularly purchased tax-foreclosed
properties in the past and cerfainly will do so in the future.

[***7] And plaintiff argues that, if defendant’s settlement

offer renders the issue moot, there is a possibility that the
issue will evade judicial review because defendant could
simply convey the property every time plaintiff challenges
its refusal to do so.

In MGM Grand Detrgit, LLC v Community Coalition for
Empowerment, Inc, 465 Mich 303; 633 NW2d 357 (2001),
the Detroit City Council passed an ordinance [*162]
allowing the plaintiff to use a specified site to build a
casino. Id. ar 311-312 (CAVANAGH, I, dissenting). The
defendant conducted a petition drive in an attempt to refer
the ordinance, but the city clerk denied the petition on the
ground that the ordinance was exempt from referendum.
Id. ar 312. The plaintiff sought a declaratory judgment that
the ordinance was in fact exempt from referendum. Id.
After the trial court granted the plaintiff’s motion for
summary disposition, the plaintiff went ahead with its
casino construction, although the defendant had filed a
claim of appeal with this Court. Id ar 312-373. Our
Supreme Court addressed the issue of mootness in light of
these developments. Justice CAVANAGH’s dissent, which
Justice KELLY joined, concluded that the defendant could
not have [***8] the relief it sought, because even if the
referendum were allowed and the ordinance defeated, the
casino would remain as an allowed, prior nonconforming
use of the land. fd. at 313-314. The majority rejected this
conclusion, holding that HNI “a party can not [sic]
obliterate an opponent’s appeal, on the basis of mootness,
by so changing the status quo during the appeal . . . that [it]
can then argue it is impossible to return to the situation that
existed when the appeal was filed.” Id. ar 307.

This case presents the reverse situation—defendant seeks
to render the appeal moot not by making it impossible
[#*897] for plaintiff to have the relief it secks, but by
giving plaintift that relief. In Bd of Ed of Oak Park &
River Forest High Sch Dist 200 v Ill State Bd of Ed, 79 F3d
654, 659 (CA 7, 1996), the Seventh Circuit of the United
States Court of Appeals held that a party’s “strategic
choice [not to “cut its losses’ by settling] does not make [a]
lawsuit moot. A desire for a favorable precedent will not
prevent a case from becoming moot, but the fact that such
a desire figures in the decision not to abandon or settle a
suit does not make the suit moot.” (Citations [*163]
omitted; emphasis in original.) Relative [***9] to the
issues presented in this case, we find the reasoning of the
Seventh Circuit persuasive. Here, defendant has offered a
settlement. We note that a full and complete settlement has
yet to be reached and there continues to be, though with an
offer of settlement on the table, an ongoing controversy.

Additionally, as plaintiff notes, even if it received the
Wilson property, this would only satisfy the mandamus

claim, Plaintiff also sought a declaratory judgment that its
“stated public purpose is a valid public purpose under the
laws of the State of Michigan.” Because defendant will not
and cannot give plaintiff such a declaration, there is still a
controversy that this Court may decide. Although the
nature of the action by which defendant seeks to render
this case moot differs from that in MGM Grand Detroit,
that case did hold that a defendant may not unilaterally
render a case moot “by . . . changing the status quo during
the appeal.” MGM Grgnd Detroir, 465 Mich at 307.
Similarly, the fact that plaintiff has not accepted
defendant’s offer to settle the suit by conveying the
property to plaintiff becavse it desires a favorable
precedent does not render the case moot. Bd of Ed of Oak
Park & River Forest High Sch Dist 200, 79 F3d at 639
[***10] Accordingly, we hold that the issues presented
in this case are not rendered moot by defendant’s offer of
settlement.

IIT, PUBLIC PURPOSE UNDER MCL 2/1.78m{{)

Plaintiff argues that MCL 211.78m requires it to have a
public purpose to purchase the Wilson property and that it
sought the property to build a new home, which qualifies
as economic development and therefore is a public
purpose. Plaintiff further contends that defendant refused
to convey the property because he did not believe that the
public purpose could be accomplished [*164]
“efficiently’ and ’expeditiously.”” According to plaintiff,
the statute only requires 2 public purpose and not these
additional conditions. Conversely, defendant argues that
the intent of MCL 211.78m will not be carried out unless
properties are purchased by municipalities for a public
purpose that can be efficiently and expeditiously carried
out. Defendant points out that in other contexts, Michigan
courts have interpreted “public purpose” to be more than
just a speculative idea or a future possibility and that
without a requirement of a detailed plan that can be
expeditiously carried out, the “public purpose”

[***11] reguirement is illusory. According to the trial
court, plaintiff’s “proposal [regarding the Wilson property]
does not promote the prosperity and general welfare of the
residents of Bay City” and was “too speculative to
constitute a proper public purpose.”

HNZ "A wial court’s decision regarding a writ of
mandarmus is reviewed for an abuse of discretion.” Casco
Twp v Secrefary of State, 472 Mich. 366, 571: 701 N.W.2d
102 (2005}, A trial court abuses its discretion when its
decision falls outside the range of reascnable and
principled outcomes. Maldonade v Ford Motor Co, 476
Mich 372, 388; 719 NW2d 809 (2006). However, “whether
defendant had a clear legal duty to perform and whether
plaintiff  [**#898] had a clear legal right to the
performance of that duty . . . are questions of law, which
this Court reviews de novo.” Carter v Ann Arbor City
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Attorney, 271 Mich App 425, 438; 722 NW2d 243 (2006).

Similarly, this Court reviews de novo the legal question of
the interpretation of a statute. People v Moore, 470 Mich
56, 61 679 NW2d 4] (2004); Robertson v

DaimlerChrysler Corp, 465 Mich 732, 739: 641 NW2d
567 (2002).

In Tuggle v Dep’t of State Police, 269 Mich App 657, 668;
712 NW2d 750 (2006), this Court [***12] held that HN3

mandamus [*165] is appropriate where (1) the plaintiff
has a clear legal right to performance of the specific duty
sought, (2) the defendant has a clear legal duty to perform,
(3) the act is ministerial, and (4) no other legal or equitable
remedy exists that might achieve the same result. See also
Lickfeldr v Dep't of Corrections, 247 Mich App 299, 302,
636 NW2d 272 (2001}, Delly v Bureau of State Lottery,
183 Mich App 258, 260-261; 454 NW2d 141 (1990).

MCL 211.78m{1} provides, in relevant part:

HN4 Not later than the first Tuesday in July,
immediately succeeding the entry of judgment
under section 78k vesting absolute title to tax
delinquent property in the foreclosing
governmental unit, this state is granted the
right of firstrefusal to purchase property at the
greater of the minimum bid or its fair market
value by paying that amount to the foreclosing
governmental unit if the foreclosing
governmental unit is not this state. If this staie
elects not to purchase the property under its
right of firstrefusal, a city, village, or
township may purchase for a public purpose
any property located within that city, village,
or township set forth in the judgment and
subject to sale under [*¥*13] this section by
payment to the foreclosing governmental unit
of the minimum bid. . . .
At trial, defendant seemingly conceded that plaintiff stated
a public purpose for purchasing the Wilson property. On
appeal, however, he argues that plaintiff’s public purpose
was unclear. He claims that plaintiff sought to obtain the
properties “in order to minimize a ‘real and present
danger’ and to remove "blighted conditions on the subject
properties.”” But according to the complaint, plaintiff
sought the property “to reduce the number of vacant tax
reverted properties within Bay City’'s limits thereby
minimizing the real and present dangers they present and
to remove certain blighted conditions present on the
subject properties.” [¥166] And the resolution passed by
plaintiff authorizing it to acquire the properties reads, in
relevant part, as follows:

Whereas, the City of Bay City desires to
acquire selected tax-reverted properties for the

purpose of stimulating private investment
through the redevelopment of each property;
and

Whereas, by improving and selling the
various parcels, these economic development
efforts will ensure a healthy and growing tax
base . ...

Thus, plaintiff demonstrated [*#%*14] a public
purpose beyond minimizing dangers and abating
blight. Cf. Kelo v City of New Londoen, 545 U.S, 469,
484; 125 8. Ct 2655: 162 L. Ed 2d 439 (2003)
(rejecting the argument that economic development
does not qualify as a public use in an eminent
domain case and stating that “[p]romoting economic
development is a traditional and long-accepted
function of government”),

However, defendant argues that the statutory scheme
requires that the identified public purpose be capable of
being efficiently and expeditionsly carried out. Plaintiff
asserts that the trial court’s conclusion that plaintiff’s plan
to construct [**899] a new home on the Wilson property
was too “speculative to constitute a proper public purpose”
essentially incorporates the requirements that a public
purpose must be executed efficiently and expeditiously.
The terms “efficiently,” “expeditiously,” and “speculative”
are not found in MCL 211.78m(1).HN5 The statute clearly
and unambiguously provides that if the “state elects not to
purchase the propetty under its right of firstrefusal, a city,
village, or township may purchase” the property “for a
public purpose.” MCL 211.78m(1). HNG If the language in
a statute is clear and unambiguous, [*¥¥¥15] this Couri
assumes that the Legislature intended its plain meaning,
and the [*167] statute must be enforced as written.
Roberts v Mecosta Co Gen Hosp, 466 Mich 37, 63; 642
NW2d 663 (2002). This Court “may read nothing into an
unambiguous statute that is not within the manifest intent
of the Legislature as derived from the words of the statute
itself.” Id. Similarly, this Court should not “judicially
legislate by adding language to the statute.” Empire Iron
Mining Partnership v Orhanen, 435 Mich 410, 421: 565
NW2d 844 (1997). In Advisory Opinion on
Congtitutionality_of 1976 PA 295 & 1976 PA 297, 40!
Mich 686, 696, 259 NW2d 129 {1977), our Supreme Court
stated that HN7 “the determination of what constitutes a
public purpose is primarily the responsibility of the
Legislature, and . . . the concept of public purpose has
been construed guite broadly in Michigan.” Accordingly, it
is not for the courts to read into MCL 21f.78m(i)
restrictions or conditions on what constitutes a public
purpose that are not within the language of the statute
itself and that essentially usurp the Legislature’s authority
io determine what constitutes a public purpose.
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We note that while MCL 211,78 m( 1} does not contain any

[***16] language requiring the property to be purchased
for a public purpose that can be carried out efficiently and
expeditiously, such language is found in MCL 211.78(1):

The legislature finds that there exists in this
state a continuing need to strengthen and
revitalize the economy of this state and its
municipalities by encouraging the efficient
and expeditious return to productive usc of
property returned for delinquent taxes.
Therefore, the powers granted in this act
relating to the return of property for delinquent
taxes constitute the performance by this state
or a political subdivision of this state of
essential public purposes and functions.

The reference to “efficient and expeditious return to
productive use” in this legislative finding is not a
constraint on the public purpose identified by a city,
[*168] village, or township purchasing tax-delinguent
property under MCL 211.78m(]). Rather, it is a statement
of the purposes of the tax-reversion statutory scheme, Due
to the perception of the Legislature that the existing
statutory provisions addressing reverted properties were
inefficient, the Legislature revamped the General Property
Tax Act in 1999 PA 123 in order to effectuate “the efficient
{*##17] and expeditious return to preductive use of
property returned for delinguent taxes.”! This is the
[*#900] public purpose of the GPTA, not the public
purpose of a city, village, or township purchasing
tax-delinquent property.”

It is not the prerogative of this Court to “judicially legislate
by adding language to [a] statute.” Orhanen, 455 Mich at
421, In this case, the trial court essentially imposed a
constraint on what constitutes a public purpose that is not
found within the language of MCL 21, 78m(1}. Plaintiff's
stated purpose was to improve and sell the property.
Whether it could do so efficiently and expeditiously was
relevant to plaintiff’s ability to carry out its purpose, but
was not relevant to [¥169] the question whether plaintiff
was purchasing the property “for a public purpose” as
required by MCL 211.78m(1).

We hold that the trial court erred in finding for defendant
with respect to the Wilson property by adding conditions

on a “public purpose” that are not found within the clear
and unambiguous language of MCL 211.78m(1). Given the
evidence presented, including defendant’s admission at
trial that plaintiff had stated a public purpose, there was no
basis for the trial couri to find in favor of defendant
regarding the Wilson property. Because the trial court
added language to the statute to arrive at its conclusions, it
abused its [*#*19] discretion in denying mandamus relief
to plaintiff.

IV. COUNTY TREASURER’S AUTHORITY TO MAKE
AN INDEPENDENT ASSESSMENT OF PUBLIC
PURPOSE UNDER MCL 211.78m(1)

Plaintiff argues that MCL 211.78m(]) gives no authority to
defendant to question plaintiff’s determination of public
purpose. According to plaintiff, such a determination is
traditionally considered a legislative function, and is thus
properly left to plaintiff, as a legislative body. Plaintiff
contends that unless the statute says otherwise, the power
to review plaintif©s decision lies in the courts, the body
that traditionally reviews actions for their consistency with
the laws. Finally, plaintiff argues that the proper course of
action would be for defendani to obey the statute’s
command that it sell the property to plaintiff. If it later
becomes evident that plaintiff does not have a public
purpose for the property, a party with standing could bring
suit to challenge the purchase of the property.

Conversely, defendant argues that it does not usurp the
function of the courts for an FGU to review a
municipality’s determination of public purpose. Defendant
{¥170] contends that if the courts can review the FGU’s
determination, judicial review [***20] is still possible.
Additionally, defendant argues that he is in the best
position to determine which properties to allow
municipalities to purchase at the minimum bid and which
properties to put to public auction to best manage and
maintain the integrity of the delinquent tax revolving fund,

As noted above, MCL 211.78mfl) requires propetiy
purchased by a municipality under the siatute to be
purchased “for a public purpose.” The statute does not,
however, specify who makes the determination whether a
purpose constitutes a public purpose, nor does it specify
what body, if any, may review that determination.

U The legislative analysis prepared for 1999 PA 123 states that the then current “tax delinquent property reversion process takes
about six years to complete.” House Legislative Analysis, HB 4489, July 23, 1999, p 1. In order to address this delay in
returning tax-delinquent property to tax-current status, while still honoring the rights of property owners, the legislation revamping
the tax-reversion process was proposed. /d., p 2. While the use of legislative analysis has been criticized as being unpersuasive
in terms of statutory construction, such analyses do have probative value in certain circumstances, see, e.g., Kinder Morgan M ichigan,
LLC v City of Jackson, 277 Mich App 159, 170; 744 NW2d 184 (2007), and continue to be cited in cases involving statutory

interpretation, see, e.g., Bush v Shabahqng, 484 Mich 156, 174 n 29; 772 NW2d 272 (2009}

?  In some ways, this is an example of the classic faltacy of equivocation. The term “public purpose” is being used in two
[*%#18] different. albeit related, ways in MCL, 211.78(1) and MCL, 211.78m(1).
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[¥*001] Although defendant claims that the statute
empowers him to review plaintiff’s determination of
public purpose, he makes no argument in support of this
assertion. His argument, instead, is that it will benefit the
entire county if he is allowed to decide which properties
are sold to municipalities and which go to auction, But this
argument does not relate to the question of public
purpose—instead, defendant’s argument is that he should
have general discretion to sell or not sell properties to
municipalities on the basis of what most benefits the
county.

Plainii{f argues that [*%*21] its council is the proper body
to determine whether there is a public purpose, because it
consists of “’the elected representatives of the people.””
Horton v Kalamazoo, 81 Mich App 78. 81; 264 NW2d 128
{1978), quoting Gregory Marina, Inc v Detroit, 378 Mich
364, 394, 144 NW2d 503 (1966). Defendant points out that
he is also an elected representative, elected by a larger
constituency than plaintiff’s council.

[#171] More to the point, however, is plaintiff’s
separation of powers argument. As noted previously in this
opinion, our Supreme Court has stated that “the
determination of what constitutes a public purpose is
primarily the responsibility of the Legislature.” 1976 PA
205, 401 Mich ar 696; accord Gregory Marina, Inc, 378
Mich at 394-395 (T. M. Kavanact, C.J.) (noting that
determination of public purpose is a legislative, not a
judicial, question); Advisery Opinion on Constitytionality
of 1986 PA 281, 430 Mich 93, 129-130; 422 NW2d 186
(1988) (stating that Michigan has “recognized a liberal
version of the public purpose doctrine”). HN8 The
determination of public purpose is an essentially
legislative function, see MCL 211.78, and plaintiff’s
council is a legislative body. The review [*#%22] of an
action of the Legislature for compliance with the law is an
essentially judicial function. The language of the portion

of the statute at issue contemplates no discretionary or
decision-making role for any executive body. Indeed, the
EGU’s role in a city’s purchase of property is essentialy
administrative, as well as mandatory: “If property is
purchased by a city, village, township, or county under this
subsection, the [FGU] shall convey the property to the
purchasing city, village, township, or county within 30
days.” MCL 2]1.78m(i) (emphasis added). The statute’s
use of the word “shall” indicates a mandatory act, not a
permissive one. People v Francisco, 474 Mich 82, 87; 711

NW2d 44 (2000).

In keeping with precedent, we hold that the determination
of a proper purpose for the purchase of tax-delinquent
property is a legislative function, vesting such
determinations as arose in this case with plaintiff’s
council. Furthermore, because MCL 211.78m({1} creates a
mandatory legal duty on defendant’s part to seil the
property to plaintiff, granting him no discretion to decide
not to sell such property, the statute does not [*172]
empower a county treasurer such as defendant to make

[***23] an independent determination as to a
municipality’s professed “public purpose.” Pursuant to
MCL 211.78m, the selling of property is a mandatory act
by defendant, not a discretionary one. For these reasons,
the trial court erred to the extent it implicitly held that
defendant had a right to review plaintiff’s determination of
public purpose, and it abused its discretion by denying
plaintiff mandamus relief.

Reversed and remanded. No costs are awarded to either
party, a public question being involved. MCR 7.2/6{A)7)
and MCR 7.219(A).

In February 2014, the board authorized me to seek a design /build system of
cameras to expand our neighborhood coverage, similar to the 10 cameras we
currently have. On May 28, we opened & read aloud the bids. See below:

Conti Corporation-- $4,044.33 per camera or a total of $84,931
Camtronics------------ $4,966 per camera or a total of $49,660

The low bidder per camera is Conti Corporation. The difference in the bids of
approximately $35,000 is that Conti will have to install 10 more cameras than
Camtronics would. Camtronics currently is operating 10 cameras in

these areas and these would be replaced in the existing areas with a better
camera and server system. We expect that at some point in the future, these
cameras could be re-used and positioned in some parks where the frequency of
traffic is a lot less.

Please accept the bid of Conti Corporation in the amount of $93,174 for the
installation of 21 cameras, and authorize the signing of the contract by the
Township Supervisor and Clerk. These would be in the neighborhoods of
Lakeview, Sugarbrook, Thurston, West Willow and Harris Rd Park. This would
be paid out of account 101.970.000.972.000.

This program would be that the Township would pay for the initial installation as a
law enforcement tool, and the on-going costs would be financed through a
special assessment.
