In September of 2015, there were 3479 calls for service in Ypsilanti Township, which is a .75%
increase in calls for service as compared to September of 2014.

OPERATIONS

September 2015 was the first month of the fall shift preference bid. The most significant
change in the bid was the elimination of the (2) Neighborhood Enforcement Team positions
which were changed to Traffic Enforcement positions. Operating While Under the Influence
(Alcohol / Drugs) arrests moved from 6 (3 Self-initiated / 3 Crashes) in 2014 to 12 (9 Self-
initiated / 3 Crashes) for 2015.

Our cases with the gang factions continue to move forward with many of the targeted
individuals being either incarcerated or having warrants for their arrest. In addition, it appears
that our efforts and disruption have resulted in the factions operating more frequently out of
our jurisdiction. We have collaborated with Van Buren PD in reference to the uptick in activity
in their jurisdiction. Information sharing and collaborative prosecution is on going.

Direct communication with Supervisor Stumbo and Director Radzik is open and ongoing. My
cell phone number is 734-545-6684.

PAROLE COMPLIANCE CHECKS

On September 22, 2015 the Community Action Team and the Ann Arbor Parole Office
conducted (28) random parole checks around the Ypsilanti Twp. area. As a result of these
compliance checks a total of 9 arrests were made. We continue to aggressively check parolee
compliance in the Township through the use of sweeps and a close relationship with Parole and
Probation. We now routinely assist Parole and Probation in acting on tips and accompany
agents outside of the designated scheduled sweeps.

The Sheriff’s Office concluded the first phase of DDACTS in the (3) identified Zones. In
summary, the new model had mixed results. While curbing both Property and Violent Crimes
significantly within each zone, traffic crashes actually rose in 2 of the 3 target zones. One
engineering issue was addressed that was/is leading to increases in crashes and we should see
relief in the near future.

We have narrowed and adjusted our second phase target zones for the next 6 month period
with input from the Patrolling deputies, Ypsilanti Township board, Crime analysis and
Neighborhood Watch feedback. The next phase was implemented on October 1, 2015.

Using a Vortex Splashpad®, the spray park implemented some of the most advanced
technology in sustainable water usage, including: water distribution system, nozzles, spray sequences, flow
controllers and intervals of usage. It also benefits from having the largest Vortex Water Quality Management
System (WQMS) ever built, manufactured for the highest efficiency in water recirculation, and includes a UV
water treatment to kill over 99% of all harmful bacteria. The splash pad itself can accommodate about 420
people, and will operate from Memorial Day to Labor Day each year.

The Splashpad® is divided into three areas: a toddler zone features free standing bubbling fountains, plus a
turtle and frog who spit large mouthfuls of water on younger children; a sizable family zone, whose main focal
feature is the Elevation™ structure highlighted by the Superwave: a tall spinning wheel that slowly fills with
water before dumping it on the excited children below. The third “interactive” zone is located at the opposite
end of the park from the toddler’s section and features a 15’ large spider that sprays webs of water in response
to activating its Funflow Actuator™. The splash park also has a two-story water slide with two flumes: one
that’s enclosed and one that’s open. This is attached to a 24’ tower and uses a run out, rather than a pool, to
allow shorter riders & non-swimmers to enjoy the slides.

CHARTER TOWNSHIP OF YPSILANTI
MINUTES OF THE OCTOBER 6, 2015 WORK SESSION

Supervisor Stumbo called the meeting to order at approximately 5:00 p.m. in the
Ypsilanti Township Civic Center Board Room, 7200 S. Huron River Drive, Ypsilanti
Township.

Members Present: Supervisor Brenda L. Stumbo, Clerk Karen Lovejoy Roe,
Treasurer Larry Doe and Trustees: Stan Eldridge, Scott
Martin and Trustee Mike Martin (arrived at 5:21p.m.)

Members Absent: Trustee Jean Hall Currie

Legal Counsel: Wm. Douglas Winters
CIVIC CENTER SIGNAGE

Jeff Allen, Residential Services Director, stated the township signs at Veterans
Drive and at the entrance to the Civic Center need to be replaced. Mr. Allen
discussed possibly getting a lighted sign similar to the sign at the LEC Building. He
said Huron Signs gave an estimate of $35,000 for a wireless electronic sign that is
36 sq. feet. He reported the cost to update the current sign, including new panels;
with the changes that are needed would be $11,094. Mr. Allen asked the Board
for direction in what type of sign is preferred. Treasurer Doe asked if the current
sign could be lighted and Mr. Allen said it could. Mr. Allen said he did have
contractors take out the bushes and lay a couple empty conduits for future
electrical. He also stated that in the $11,094 quote they will be adding other
signage that is needed. Supervisor Stumbo stated that with the electronic sign we
could inform the community when needed but we could also utilize the sign at
the LEC. The Board concluded to replace the current sign with similar signage.
Mr. Allen will get additional bids for updating the current sign and bring the bids
back to the Board.

Ms. Kaiser, Township Resident, stated that electronic signs are distracting to
drivers and would prefer the township save the extra money and purchase a
lighted sign.
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Mr. Allen asked the Board if we could waive getting sealed bids. He would call
other sign companies and get their quotes. Supervisor Stumbo stated that it
would be added to the agenda under Other Business.

2016 FISCAL YEAR BUDGET REVIEW

Supervisor Stumbo stated that the Health Care Rate increase is 4.5% instead of
the 20% that was anticipated. She also stated that there was not an increase in
the renewal for Dental Insurance. Supervisor Stumbo stated that she needed
direction on the salary increases. She reported the Union negotiated a 1.5%
increase and she would like to add 1.5% increase for Non-Union members. She
said the Judge is asking for a market adjustment of 16% for Magistrate Mark
Nelson. Supervisor Stumbo stated that she would not recommend doing a
Market Adjustment of that size. Trustee Scott Martin asked if the 1.5% was for
Township Officials. Supervisor Stumbo stated that it was included for non- union
employees. Trustee Scott Martin stated that he would agree to research market
adjustments and believes we should do the same kind of adjustment for our own
employees. Clerk Lovejoy Roe stated that there is a possibility that we could have
less revenue next year. Clerk Lovejoy Roe agrees that Magistrate Mark Nelson is
doing two jobs but he was hired in to do both of those jobs. She stated we have
lost 1/3 of our taxable revenue. Clerk Lovejoy Roe also stated that there are other
people employed at the Township who are probably under market rates. Clerk
Lovejoy Roe believes that Ypsilanti Township is not in a position to offer a 16%
increase for an employee. Treasurer Doe stated that we could look at market
rates next year but now isn’t the right time. Supervisor Stumbo agreed we do not
know what might happen in the future but that we could get numbers together
for next year. The Board agreed to a 1.5% increase for Magistrate Mark Nelson.

Javonna Neel, Accounting Director, requested direction of the Board regarding
the structure for presenting our budgets. Director Neel requested that the
budgets be done by classification summaries. She explained they would be by
personnel wages, fringe benefits, utilities, etc. and would all be based on
classification instead of going line by line. After Javonna Neel showed examples,
the Board agreed on this structure change when presenting the budget. Ms. Neel
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said our web site continues with the line item format. Director Neel described
how to read the brief summary and overview of the budget. Supervisor Stumbo
stated that each fund will be recorded in this structure.

GPS SYSTEM FOR TOWNSHIP VEHICLES

Jeff Allen, Residential Services Director, stated that the GPS systems serviced by
Wexsmart sent him a notice stating that the system needs to be upgraded,
including adding new hardware in our vehicles. Mr. Allen reported he was
contacted by our Verizon Representative about moving our GPS system to
Verizon. He said that currently we pay $27.00 to $56.00 a vehicle; the Verizon
Representative quoted $18.95 per vehicle. Mr. Allen was not sure if that price
would include our chipper truck. Mr. Allen stated that we currently have 15
vehicles with GPS at a cost of $407 per month; with Verizon he said we would
have an upgraded system for 29 vehicles at a cost of $550 per month and a $3200
charge for equipment. He said our current system will have to be upgraded if we
continue with them. Mr. Allen said he would like to cancel our current contract.
Supervisor Stumbo stated that with a difference of a little over $100 a month with
double the vehicles it would be a good change. Mr. Allen commented that with
the new system it has a better record keeping capability. Mr. Allen will get all the
information and bring it back to the board at the next meeting including cost for
adding Township Fire Trucks.

Attorney Winters stated that on Friday, October 2, 2015 he had a second
conference call with Representatives of Fannie Mae/Freddie Mac. He reported
they are still under a conservatorship from the Federal Finance Housing Authority.
Attorney Winters continued to address the problems that are incurred by not
releasing these houses immediately after 30 days and instead wait 6 months or
longer. He said that by leaving them abandoned, the Township watches the
houses deteriorate with water, sewage, and mold problems along with vandalism.
Attorney Winters stated that the gentleman they spoke with has promised to call
back later this week with additional information. He was hopeful that we may see
something soon in helping with the foreclosed homes in Ypsilanti Township and
said we can apply this process to other houses foreclosed by other financial
institutions.

Attorney Winters stated that we have good people living in our neighborhoods
and through neighborhood watch groups they have helped us keep up to date on
what is happening in the Township. He stated that he is encouraged with the
progress we are making.

Entitled Fire Prevention Code by Adoption of the
2012 Edition of the International Fire Prevention Code

Whereas, the Charter Township of Ypsilanti Board of Trustees recognizes
the need for a modern, up-to-date fire code addressing conditions hazardous to
life and property from fire and explosion hazards; the storage, handling and use
of hazardous substances and materials; and the use and occupancy of buildings
and premises; and

Whereas, the International Fire Code, 2012 Edition, is designed to meet
these needs through model code regulations that safeguard public health and
safety; and

Whereas, the International Fire Code, 2012 Edition, is fully compatible
with the Michigan Building Code, Michigan Residential Code, Michigan
Rehabilitation Code and the 2012 International Property Maintenance Code.

Whereas, the Township Fire Department recommends adoption of
Ordinance 2015-453.

Now Therefore,

Be it resolved, that the Charter Township of Ypsilanti Board of Trustees
hereby adopts by reference attached Ordinance No. 2015-453 amending the
Code of Ordinances of the Charter Township of Ypsilanti, Article I, Fire

Prevention Code.



PROPOSED ORDINANCE NO. 2015-453

An Ordinance Amending the Code of Ordinances,
Charter Township of Ypsilanti, Chapter 30, Article Il
Entitled Fire Prevention Code by Adoption of the
2012 Edition of the International Fire Prevention Code
The Charter Township of Ypsilanti hereby Ordains that Chapter 30 of the
Code of Ordinances for Ypsilanti Township, Article Il entitled Fire Prevention
Code is hereby amended as follows:
DELETE in its entirety the current Article Il entitled Fire Prevention Code
(Sections 30-26 through 30-31, inclusive).

ADD the following new provision:

A. Adoption by Reference.

A certain document, copies of which are on file with the
office of the Township Clerk and the Bureau of Fire Prevention,
being marked and designated as the “International Fire Code,
2012 Edition, International Code Council,” is adopted by
reference, including Appendix Chapters A through J, and all
references therein printed — except those section and appendices
herein amended, deleted or added. This document shall be known
and may be cited as the “Fire Prevention Code of the Charter
Township of Ypsilanti,” regulating and governing conditions
hazardous to life and property from the standpoint of fire and
explosion and for defining the scope of authority of the chief of the
fire department and the bureau of fire prevention.

B. Purpose of Article.

The purpose of this article is to provide for the prevention of
fires and the protection of persons and property from exposure to
the dangers of fire and explosion; to authorize the investigation of
fires and the discovery of crime or other offenses in relation thereto;
to require the razing, repair and alterations of building, and the
clearing and improvement of premises which constitute a fire
hazard or a menace to the peace, security or safety of persons or
property; to control the use and occupancies of such premises; to
provide for the transportation, use and storage of inflammable
liquids, compressed gases, and corrosive liquids; to prohibit the use
of certain fire extinguishers and fire extinguishing agents; to provide
for the administration of this article; and to fix penalties for violation
of the provisions of this article.

C. Code Available for Public Use and Inspection.

Complete printed copies of the Fire Prevention Code of the
Charter Township of Ypsilanti and supplements, therein adopted,
are available for public use and inspection at the office of the
Township Clerk and at the office of the Bureau of Fire Prevention.

D. References in Code.

References in the Fire Prevention Code of the Charter
Township of Ypsilanti and supplements to the word “state” shall
mean the State of Michigan; reference to the word “municipality”



shall mean the Township of Ypsilanti; references to the term
“corporation counsel’ shall be held to mean the attorney for the
township; reference to the term “bureau of fire prevention” shall
mean the township fire department; and reference to the term “fire
official’ shall be held to mean the chief of the fire department or his
authorized designee.

E. Code Revisions.

The following sections of the International Fire Code, 2012
Edition, International Code Council, are hereby revised.

Section 101.1 - insert Charter Township of Ypsilanti

Section 109.3 — delete in its entirety and replace with the
following provision:

Section 109.3. Persons who shall violate a provision of
this code or shall fail to comply with any of the requirements
thereof or who shall erect, install, alter, repair or do work in
violation of the approved construction documents or directive
of the code official, or of a permit or certificate used under
the infraction, and shall be subject to a fine as follows:

a. The fine for any first violation of Article Il shall
be $100.00.
b. The fine for any violation which the violator

has, within the past two years, been found in violation
of once before, shall be $250.00.

C. The fine for any violation which the violator
has, within the past two years, been found in violation
of twice before, shall be $500.00.

The imposition of one penalty for any violation shall not
excuse the violations or permit it to continue. All such
persons shall be required to correct or remedy such situation
or defects within a reasonable time, and, when not otherwise
specified, each act or violation and every day upon which
such violation shall occur shall constitute a separate offense.

The application of the penalties of this section shall not be
held to prevent the enforced removal of prohibited conditions
by injunctive or other relief.

Each day that a violation continues after due notice has
been served shall be deemed a separate violation.

Section 111.4 — insert $100 or more than $500

Section 901.2 — Fire Sprinkler Plan Submittal (Added to
read)

All fire sprinkler plans shall be submitted to the fire
official for review. The fire official may request review of the
sprinkler plans by a third party. The third party shall be
included on a list of companies approved by the Charter
Township of Ypsilanti Fire Prevention Bureau. The Charter
Township of Ypsilanti Fire Prevention Bureau shall witness
all required tests and field inspections of all fire sprinkler
systems.



a. A list of approved companies will be available
in the Fire Prevention Bureau and the Office of
Community Standards.

b. No company will be allowed to review its own
plans.

Section 906.1. - Residential Fire Extinquisher
Requirements Rental Units. (Added to read)

a. It shall be the responsibility of the owner(s) of
single family and multiple family rental units to provide each
living unit with a portable fire extinguisher.

b. The fire extinguisher shall have a minimum 1A-
10BC rating or higher, and shall be mounted in a readily
accessible location within each dwelling unit. Each
extinguisher shall be tagged to include a maintenance and
inspection record and must be operable at all times.

C. It shall be the owner’s responsibility to maintain
the extinguisher in accordance with NFPA 10, and such
maintenance shall include, but is not limited to, recharging
the extinguisher of the unit which was discharged when
attempting to extinguish a documented fire. For the purpose
of this section, a documented fire shall mean any fire that the
Ypsilanti Township Fire Department has responded to and/or
has a record of. In all other cases it shall be the
responsibility of the resident to recharge the extinguisher.

d. The resident of a single family or multiple
family rental unit shall be responsible to advise the building
owner, or his designated agent, whenever a required fire
extinguisher is missing, damaged, discharged or in need of
service.

Section 907.2 - Minimum Smoke Detection
Requirements Rental Units. (Added to read)

a. Each apartment, suite, or sleeping area of
every single or multiple dwelling units shall be provided with
a minimum of one smoke detector capable of sensing visible
or invisible products of combustion.

b. The smoke detector shall be approved or listed
by recognized or independent testing laboratories and, when
actuated, shall provide an alarm suitable to warn the
occupants within the individual dwelling unit.

C. A minimum of one smoke detector shall be
located in the immediate area of all sleeping quarters.

d. All single family and multiple dwelling units,
including duplexes, shall comply with this section.

e. It shall be the responsibility of the owner(s) of
each rental unit to install and maintain in operating condition
smoke detectors in each dwelling unit as herein provided.



f. All devices, combination of devices and
equipment required herein are to be installed in conformance
with the Michigan Building and Residential Codes and this
section.

g. At least one smoke detector shall be installed
to protect each sleeping area. A sleeping area is defined as
the area or areas of the family living unit in which the
bedrooms or sleeping rooms are located. When bedrooms
ordinarily used for sleeping are separated by other used
areas, such as kitchens or living rooms, but not bathrooms
or closets, they shall be considered as separate sleeping
areas for the purpose of this section.

F. Geographic Limits Referred to in Certain Sections of
the Code.

The geographic limits referred to in certain sections of the
2012 International Fire Code are hereby established as
follows:

Section 5704.2.9.6.1 (geographic limits in which the storage
of Class | and Class Il liquids in above-ground storage tanks
outside of buildings is prohibited): Storage of greater than 50
gallons is prohibited within 50 feet of a structure.

Section 5706.2.4.4 (geographic limits in which the storage of
Class | and Class Il liquids in above-ground ground storage
tanks is prohibited): Amend to add the following language:

a. An above ground storage tank shall not be erected less
than 300 feet (92 meters) from any of the following:

i a mineshatft.

ii. an air escape shatft for a mine.
iii. a school

iv. a church

V. a hospital

Vi. a theater

Vil. assembly occupancies for 50 or more persons.

b. The above ground storage tank, loading operation, or
unloading operation shall not be installed closer than 25
feet (7.6 meters) plus 1 inch (25 millimeters) per 1,000
volts, measured horizontally from the nearest conductor
or power lines, except that a service entrance and
service line may be closer than 25 feet (7.6 meters), but
shall not be over a tank loading or unloading area.

Section 5806.2 (geographic limits in which the storage of
flammable cryogenic fluids in stationary containers is
prohibited): Amend to add the following language:

a. Stationary containers with storage greater than 45
gallons is prohibited within 50 feet of the following:

I. Places of public assembly
ii. Non-ambulatory patient areas

b. Stationary containers with storage greater than 45
gallons is prohibited within 15 feet of the following:

I. Combustible materials such as paper, leaves,
weeds, dry grass or debris exposure hazards



c. Stationary containers with storage greater than 45
gallons is prohibited within 10 feet of the following:

i. Air intakes

d. Stationary containers with storage greater than 45 gallons
is prohibited within 5 feet of the following:

i. Lot lines

Section 6104.2 (geographic limits in which the storage of
liquefied petroleum gas is restricted for the protection of
heavily populated or congested areas): Amend to add the
following language:

For the protection of heavily populated and congested
areas, the maximum aggregate capacity of any installation of
liquefied petroleum gas shall not exceed a water capacity of
2,000 gallons within 50 feet (15.2 meters) of a structure.

G. Rights and Remedies are Cumulative.

The rights and remedies provided herein are cumulative and
in addition to any other remedies provided by law.

H. Severability Clause.

The County shall not be responsible for withholding any
income or employment taxes whatsoever on behalf of the Contractor.

2. Commercial General Liability Insurance with a combined single limit of

$1,000,000 each occurrence for bodily injury and property damage. The County
and the Area Agency on Aging 1-B shall be added as "additional insured" on
general liability policy with respect to the services provided under this agreement.

3. Automobile Liability Insurance covering all owned, hired and non-owned vehicles
with Personal Protection Insurance and Property Protection Insurance to comply
with the provisions of the Michigan No Fault Insurance Law, including residual
jiability insurance with a minimum combined single limit of $1,000,000 each
accident for bodily injury and property damage.

4, Professional Liability coverage with a minimum limit of $1,000,000 each
occurrence. The County shall be added as “additional insured” on Professional
liability policy with respect to the services provided under this agreement. The




additional insured provision does not apply to agreements with Architects,
Architectural firms, Engineers or Engineering firms.

Insurance companies, named insureds and policy forms may be subject to the approval
of the County Administrator, if requested by the County Administrator. Such approval shall not
be unreasonably withheld. Insurance policies shall not contain endorsements or policy
conditions which reduce coverage provided to The County. Subrecipient shall be responsible to
the County or insurance companies insuring the County for all costs resulting from both
financially unsound insurance companies selected by Subrecipient and their inadequate
insurance coverage. Subrecipient shall furnish the County Administrator with satisfactory
certificates of insurance or a certified copy of the policy, if requested by the County
Administrator.

No payments will be made to the Subrecipient until the current certificates of insurance
have been received and approved by the Administrator. If the insurance as evidenced by the
certificates furnished by the Subrecipient expires or is canceled during the term of the
agreement, services and related payments will be suspended. Subrecipient shall furnish
certification of insurance evidencing such coverage and endorsements at least ten (10) working
days prior to commencement of services under this agreement. Certificates shall be addressed
to the County cfo: Office of Community and Economic Development P. O. Box 915, Ypsilanti,
Ml 48197, and shall provide for written notice to the Certificate holder of cancellation of
coverage.

ARTICLE Xii - COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS AND REGULATIONS

The Subrecipient will comply with all federal, state and local regulations, including but
not limited to all applicable OSHA/MIOSHA requirements and the Americans with Disabilities
Act.

The Subrecipient agrees to maintain the proper organizational status (such as 501 (¢)(3)
if needed) to be eligible to receive federal financial assistance under this grant, including proper
licensure, registration, etc. Subrecipient agrees to keep itself in the same legal position/mode of
organization as when it entered into this agreement.

ARTICLE X!l - INTEREST OF SUBRECIPIENT AND COUNTY

The Subrecipient promises that it has no interest which would conflict with the
performance of services required by this agreement. The Subrecipient also promises that, in
the performance of this agreement, no officer, agent, employee of the County, or member of its
governing bodies, may participate in any decision relating to this agreement which affects
hisfher personal interest or the interest of any corporation, partnership or association in which
hefshe is directly or indirectly interested or has any personal or pecuniary interest. However,
this paragraph does not apply if there has been compliance with the provisions of Section 3 of
Act No. 317 of the Public Acts of 1968 andfor Section 30 of Act No. 156 of Public Acts of 1851,
as amended by Act No. 51 of the Public Acts of 1978, whichever is applicable.

ARTICLE XIV - CONTINGENT FEES

The Subrecipient promises that it has not employed or retained any company or person,
other than bona fide employees working solely for the Subrecipient, to solicit or secure this
agreement, and that it has not paid or agreed to pay any company or person, other than bona




fide employees working solely for the Subrecipient, any fee, commission, percentage, brokerage
fee, gifts or any other consideration contingent upon or resulting from the award or making of
this agreement. For breach of this promise, the County may cancel this agreement without
liability or, at its discretion, deduct the full amount of the fee, commission, percentage,
brokerage fee, gift or contingent fee from the compensation due the Subrecipient.

ARTICLE XV - EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY

The Subrecipient will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment

The Subrecipient understands and agrees that an adjustment of the
fliving wage amounts, based upon the Health and Human Services poverty guidelines, will be
made on or before April 30, 2016 and annually thereafter which amount shalt be automaticaily
incorporated into this agreement. County agrees to give the Subrecipient thirty (30) days written
notice of such change. The Subrecipient agrees to post a notice containing the County’s Living
Wage requirements at a location at its place of business accessed by its employees.

ARTICLE XVII - ASSIGNS AND SUCCESSORS

This agreement is binding on the County and the Subrecipient, their successors and
assigns. Neither the County nor the Subrecipient will assign or transfer its interest in this
agreement without the written consent of the other,

ARTICLE XVIii - TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT




Termination without cause. Fither party may terminate the agreement by giving thirty
(30) days written notice to the other party. Upon any such termination, the Subrecipient agrees
to return to the County any funds not authorized for use, and the County shall have no further
obligation to reimburse the Subrecipient. Upon termination of the agreement, the Subrecipient
shall submit documentation, in a format specified by the County, to formally end its participation
in the agreement.

During the performance of the services,
the Subrecipient wili be responsibie for any loss of or damage to the documents while they are
in its possession and must restore the loss or damage at its expense. Any use of the
information and resuits of this agreement by the Subrecipient must reference the project
sponsorship by the County. Any publication of the information or results must be co-authored
by the County.

ARTICLE XXI - PAYROLL TAXES

The Subrecipient is responsible for all applicable state and federal social security
benefits and unemployment taxes for its employees and agrees to indemnify and protect the
County against such liability.

ARTICLE XXII - PRACTICE AND ETHICS

The parties will conform to the code of ethics of their respective national professional
associations.
ARTICLE XX{il - CHANGES IN SCOPE OR SCHEDULE OR SERVICES

Changes mutually agreed upon by the County and the Subrecipient, will be incorporated
into this agreement by written amendments signed by both parties.

Unilateral modification of the agreement may take place by the County if the underlying
programmatic legislation or regulations are changed by the federal government. If this unilaterai
modification is objectionabie to the Subrecipient, it may withdraw from receiving further federal
financial assistance under this agreement by giving (thirty) 30 days written notice to the County.

The Subrecipient agrees to inform the County in writing concerning any proposed
changes of dates, budget, or services indicated in this agreement, as well as changes of
address or personnel affecting this agreement. Changes in dates, budget, or services are
subject to prior written approval of the County.

ARTICLE XXIV - CHOICE OF LAW AND FORUM




This agreement is to be interpreted by the laws of the State of Michigan. The parties
agree that the proper forum for any disputes or litigation arising out of this agreement is in
Washtenaw County, Michigan.

The County and the Subrecipient agree that each must seek its own legal representative and
bear its own costs, including judgments, in any litigation that may arise from performance of this
contract. Itis specifically understood and agreed that neither party will indemnify the other party
in such litigation. This is not to be construed as a waiver of governmental immunity for either
party.

ARTICLE XXV - EXTENT OF AGREEMENT

This written agreement, including any attachments thereto, represents the entire
agreement between the parties and supersedes ali prior representations, negotiations or
agreements whether written or oral.

ARTICLE XXVI - PRIVITY / THIRD PARTIES

This agreement is solely between the County and Subrecipient. No other parties are
part of this agreement. This agreement is not intended to make any person or entity, not a party
to this agreement, a third party beneficiary hereof or to confer on a third party any rights or
obligations enforceable in their favor.

mail, hand delivery, or fax.

Congregate Meals Program

|. Participants

Eligibility Criteria
The Senior Nutrition Program will serve individuals that meet the following criteria:

a. The eligible person must be 60 years of age or older, or be the spouse or partner
of a person 60 years of age or older.

b. individuals living with disabilities who have not attained 60 years of age but who
reside in housing facilities occupied primarily by older adults at which congregate
nutrition services are provided, may receive such services.

¢. Non-older adult individuals living with disabilities who reside in a non-institutional
household may accompany an eligible older individual and may participate on the
same basis as the elderly participants.

Participant Registration and Recordkeeping

Upon registration, the participant should be provided the Participant Welcome Packet
developed by OCED. Each participant must complete a registration form for the
program. This form is submitted to OCED as soon as possible for eniry into the
database. Participants must sign on the Daily Sign-in Sheet prior to receiving each
meal. Daily Sign-in Sheets must be submitted to OCED each month.

Participant Donations
Individuals who meet the above criteria will be encouraged to donate $3.00 per meal,
although no one will be turned away for inability to pay.

Individuals not otherwise eligible may be served if meals are available, and they must
pay $5.50 and receive a receipt for their payment. Meals for these individuals may only
be provided after all eligible participants have been served.

Donations must be counted and signed for by two people and kept in a locked container
until deposited into a bank account. At the end of each month, sites must mail to OCED
the original deposit receipts and documentation showing that each day’s donations were
counted and signed for by two individuals. Donations will be invested back into the
Senior Nutrition Program by OCED. Donaticn Summary sheets and donation deposit
receipts must be submitted to OCED each month.

Referrals

Each congregate nutrition provider shall be able to provide information about the
nearest home delivered meals program and be prepared to make referrals for persons
who may be eligible for a home delivered meals program.

OCED will connect each site to food assistance program information, as well as
services that exist locally, including other AAA 1-B partners. Each site shall take steps
to inform participants about local, state, and federal food assistance programs and
provide information and referral to assist the individual with obtaining benefits. Sites
will also refer participants to other services, as needed.

Participant Complaints




Sites will handle initial participant complaints. Should a complaint be unable to be
resolved, the complaint must be addressed in accordance with the Senior Nutrition
Program Grievance Procedure.

Postings

Each program shall display, at a prominent location in each meal site, the AAA 1-B or
the Office of Services to the Aging (OSA) Community Nutrition Services poster. A site
may use its own posfer as long as all required information is included and clearly
presented. The poster shall contain the following information for each program;
additional information pertaining to the program shall not be displayed so as to cause
any misunderstanding or confusion with information presented on the poster:

The name of the nutrition project director

The nutrition project director's telephone number

The suggested donation for eligible participants

The guest fee to be charged non-eligible participants

A statement of non-discrimination identical to the language on the OSA poster:

. Facilities and Safety

Accessible site

Senior Nutrition Program sites must be operated within an accessible facility.
Accessibility is defined as a participant living with a disability being able to enter the
facility, use the rest room, and receive service that is at least equal in quality to that
received by a participant not living with a disability. Documentation from a local building
official or licensed architect is preferred.

Fire safety standards

Each meal site must be inspected, by a local fire official, no less frequently than every
three years. For circumstances where a local fire official is unavailable after a formal
(written) request, OCED may conduct fire safety assessments of the Senior Nutrition
Program site. Each meal site must conduct an annual fire drill. Ata minimum,
documentation of a fire drill must include the date of the fire drill and a signature
verifying that the fire drill occurred. Best practices suggest that documentation should
also include items such as number of minutes to evacuate, aspects that went well, and
aspects that require improvement.

Michigan Food Code




Sites must comply with Michigan Food Code and local public health codes regulating
food service establishments. Each meal site and kitchen operated by a congregate meal
provider shall be licensed, as appropriate, by the local health department. The local
health department is responsible for periodic inspections and for determining when a
facility is to be closed for failure to meet Michigan Food Code standards. The site shall
submit copies of inspection reports electronically to OCED within five days of receipt for
all facilities in which the Senior Nufrition Program is conducted. it is the responsibility of
the Senior Nutrition Program site fo address noted violations promptly.

Site staff is responsible for measuring the temperature of food items upon arrival and
immediately prior to service. Hot food must be maintained above 135 degrees. Should
the temperature fall below 135 degrees, the food must be reheated to above 165
degrees prior to service. Cold foods should stay below 41 degrees. Measured
temﬁeraturﬁs must be recorded daily on the temperature chart to be submitted to OCED
each month.

Site Closure
When a meal site is to be permanently or temporarily closed, the program will notify
OCED in writing, including the following information:
1. Intent to close a site, as soon as possible.
2. Arationale for site closure (e.g. lack of attendance, inability to meet minimum
standards and/or other requirements, loss of resources)

Alt closures must be approved by OCED. If a closure occurs without approval, funding
may be withheld and/or recaptured at OCED’s discretion.

Emergency Preparedness
In cases of inclement weather, sites should close their program when the school district
in the area is closed. Closure must immediately be reported to OCED.

Procedures to be followed in the event of a medical emergency must be posted. Staff
and volunteers will be trained by OCED during in-services on procedures to be followed
in the event of a medical emergency.

ill. Staffing

Staff

OCED will provide training in identified competency areas twice per year at Senior
Nutrition Program in-services. Each site must designate a “Site Coordinator” to serve
as point person for OCED. Site coordinators are expected to train staff members on an
ongoing basis and manage all staff members in order to carry out expected duties.
Training provided by site staff members should include, at a minimum, day-to-day
operations, food safety basics, and Senior Nutrition Program policies and procedures.
Site staff member are expected to utilize the Volunteer Training Manual provided by
OCED to cover all necessary training areas.

Volunteers

Sites are responsible for volunteer recruitment, orientation, ongoing training, and
management for day-to-day activities. Sites are expected to use the Volunteer Training
Manual provided by OCED. Volunteers must submit a volunteer registration form.
Volunteer time must be documented to be included as an in-kind contribution to the
Senior Nutrition Program using the In-Kind Documentation Form, Forms must be
submitted monthly to OCED.

In-service Training




Staff and volunteers of each program shall receive in-service training at least twice each
fiscal year which is specifically designed to increase their knowledge and understanding
of the program and to improve their skills at tasks performed in the provision of service.

IV. Meals

Assistive Eating Devices

Each site shall make available, store and clean, upon request, food containers and
utensils used as assistive devices for participants who are living with disabilities as part
of a therapeutic program.

Non-Approved Meals
Funding provided by OCED may not be used to contribute towards potluck dining
activities,

Food Taken Out of Meal Site
Sites may allow leftovers (food served to participants and not eaten) to be taken out of
the site if the following conditions are met:

a. A sign shall be posted near the congregate meal sign informing the meal
participarlats that all food removed from the site becomes the responsibility of the
individual.

b. All new congregate participants receive written material about food safety and
preventing food-borne illness when they sign up.

¢. All participants receive written material about food safety and preventing food-
borne iliness annually.

d. The individual is required to sign a waiver statement that has been added to the
registration form that states that they are responsible for food taken out of the
site.

e. Containers are not provided for the leftovers.

If a regular congregate meal participant is unable to come to the site due fo illness, the
meal may be taken out of the site to the individual for no more than seven (7) days. If
needed for more than seven days, the participant should he evaluated for home
delivered meals. If the person taking out the meal is also a regular congregate
participant, they may also take their meal out.

OCED will provide technical assistance and materials for carrying out this policy if
necessary.

Nutrition Education

OCED will provide nutrition education materials to be distributed each month to
patticipants. Additionally, OCED will arrange for any additional nutrition education
sessions and coordinate with the site to deliver the nutrition education. Sites are
welcome to arrange for additional nutrition education activities.

POLLARD BANKNOTE RIBBON CUTTING MONDAY, SEPTEMBER 21, 2015-
Supervisor Stumbo, Clerk Lovejoy Roe and Treasurer Doe attended the Ribbon
Cutting Ceremony at Pollard Banknote in celebration of a new $20 million printing
press. It was a grand event attended by many State of Michigan Lottery
Commissioners and lottery related businesses along with Pollard Banknote
employees. There were many out of state guests from lottery associated
businesses and commissions also. Federal, state and local elected officials were
also in attendance. The purchase and installation of the new printing press is the
largest investment in the history of Pollard Banknote. It clearly demonstrates the
long term commitment of Pollard Banknote to the Ypsilanti Township community.

DEVELOPING QUALIFICATIONS FOR REQUESTS FOR PROPOSALS FOR
WORKFLOW AND DOCUMENT MANAGEMENT-On Tuesday, September 22, 2015
representatives from the Office of Community Standards, Accounting, Clerk’s, and
the Information Systems Departments met to formalize the qualifications that
Ypsilanti Township would require from a professional services consultant that
would contract with the Township for leading the township in the management of
documents and workflow processes. A timeline was agreed upon to move this
project forward before the end of 2015.

VAN BUREN SCHOOLS ELECTION-NOVEMBER 3, 2015-Van Buren Schools is
having a bond renewal election on November 3, 2015. This election impacts the
two Van Buren Schools precincts in Ypsilanti Township. Ypsilanti Township will
be handling the election for these two precincts at Rawsonville School. The
ballots are available and are being mailed out daily as residents request an
Absentee Ballot.

WASHTENAW COUNTY MUNICIAPAL CLERK’S ASSOCIATION-Clerk Lovejoy Roe,
Deputy Clerk Lisa Garrett and Elections Specialist Angela Robinson attended the
Washtenaw County Municipal Clerk’s Association meeting on Wednesday,
September 23, 2015 at Superior Township Hall. Vendors made presentations on
the proposed new election equipment that may be available before the 2016
Presidential Election cycle. The State of Michigan is currently reviewing the
equipment proposals and a recommendation to the County Clerks across the
state is expected by the first of 2016. It was explained that the State would allow
some jurisdictions to pilot the new equipment in 2016. The new equipment
appears to be very user friendly with many features to allow voting to take less
time and more efficient calculations of results, with more safety features built in.
The election equipment that was demonstrated is already being used in other
states and countries around the world.




TOURISM _AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT IN THE YPSILANTI COMMUNITY-
Supervisor Stumbo and Clerk Lovejoy Roe attended a meeting at the Marriott
Hotel on Tuesday, September 9, 2015 to participate in a presentation hosted by
the Ypsilanti Visitors and Convention Bureau. This event featured a specialist
sharing research and ideas that have been practiced to increase the number of
tourists in a community. He also expanded on ways tourism can be a crucial part
of the engine that drives economic development in your community.

WAYFINDING MEETING-On Tuesday, October 13, 2015 Supervisor Stumbo and
Clerk Lovejoy Roe attended a meeting with representatives from Washtenaw
County and the Ypsilanti Area Visitors and Convention Bureau to discuss the plan
for installing directional signs in Ypsilanti Township. This group has been
working on this plan for coordinated signage in both the City and Township of
Ypsilanti for over a year. The sign locations, type and designs have been agreed
upon and now the group is seeking funding from many different agencies and
groups to proceed. The Township Board will be asked to authorize financing for
three signs to be placed in the township by the first part of 2016. This will be the
first phase, there are many other signs to be placed in the township but the group
is attempting to keep the costs for each phase at $145,000 to be shared amongst a
large group of institutions. The Township’s portion will be around $8,000 for the
three signs.

REIMAGINE WASHTENAW-Clerk Lovejoy Roe attended the Reimagine Washtenaw
monthly meeting on Wednesday, October 14, 2015. Discussion included access
management plan implementation, updates on mid-block crossings, CDBG funded
sidewalk infill projects and the Arborland Super Stop. Ways to have MDOT adopt
or support the Corridor Improvement Study was discussed along with community
updates being provided. Joe Lawson is working on obtaining the easements for
the CDBG funded portion of Ypsilanti Township sidewalk infill project on
Washtenaw.

RESOLUTION 2015-41

Amending the Code of Ordinances, Chapter 30, Article Il
Entitled Fire Prevention Code by Adoption of the
2012 Edition of the International Fire Prevention Code

Whereas, the Charter Township of Ypsilanti Board of Trustees recognizes
the need for a modern, up-to-date fire code addressing conditions hazardous to
life and property from fire and explosion hazards; the storage, handling and use
of hazardous substances and materials; and the use and occupancy of buildings
and premises; and

Whereas, the International Fire Code, 2012 Edition, is designed to meet
these needs through model code regulations that safeguard public health and
safety; and

Whereas, the International Fire Code, 2012 Edition, is fully compatible
with the Michigan Building Code, Michigan Residential Code, Michigan
Rehabilitation Code and the 2012 International Property Maintenance Code.

Whereas, the Township Fire Department recommends adoption of
Ordinance 2015-453.

Now Therefore,

Be it resolved, that the Charter Township of Ypsilanti Board of Trustees
hereby adopts by reference attached Ordinance No. 2015-453 amending the
Code of Ordinances of the Charter Township of Ypsilanti, Article I, Fire

Prevention Code.



PROPOSED ORDINANCE NO. 2015-453

An Ordinance Amending the Code of Ordinances,
Charter Township of Ypsilanti, Chapter 30, Article Il
Entitled Fire Prevention Code by Adoption of the
2012 Edition of the International Fire Prevention Code
The Charter Township of Ypsilanti hereby Ordains that Chapter 30 of the
Code of Ordinances for Ypsilanti Township, Article Il entitled Fire Prevention
Code is hereby amended as follows:
DELETE in its entirety the current Article Il entitled Fire Prevention Code
(Sections 30-26 through 30-31, inclusive).

ADD the following new provision:

A. Adoption by Reference.

A certain document, copies of which are on file with the
office of the Township Clerk and the Bureau of Fire Prevention,
being marked and designated as the “International Fire Code,
2012 Edition, International Code Council,” is adopted by
reference, including Appendix Chapters A through J, and all
references therein printed — except those section and appendices
herein amended, deleted or added. This document shall be known
and may be cited as the “Fire Prevention Code of the Charter
Township of Ypsilanti,” regulating and governing conditions
hazardous to life and property from the standpoint of fire and
explosion and for defining the scope of authority of the chief of the
fire department and the bureau of fire prevention.

B. Purpose of Article.

The purpose of this article is to provide for the prevention of
fires and the protection of persons and property from exposure to
the dangers of fire and explosion; to authorize the investigation of
fires and the discovery of crime or other offenses in relation thereto;
to require the razing, repair and alterations of building, and the
clearing and improvement of premises which constitute a fire
hazard or a menace to the peace, security or safety of persons or
property; to control the use and occupancies of such premises; to
provide for the transportation, use and storage of inflammable
liquids, compressed gases, and corrosive liquids; to prohibit the use
of certain fire extinguishers and fire extinguishing agents; to provide
for the administration of this article; and to fix penalties for violation
of the provisions of this article.

C. Code Available for Public Use and Inspection.

Complete printed copies of the Fire Prevention Code of the
Charter Township of Ypsilanti and supplements, therein adopted,
are available for public use and inspection at the office of the
Township Clerk and at the office of the Bureau of Fire Prevention.

D. References in Code.

References in the Fire Prevention Code of the Charter
Township of Ypsilanti and supplements to the word “state” shall
mean the State of Michigan; reference to the word “municipality”



shall mean the Township of Ypsilanti; references to the term
“corporation counsel’ shall be held to mean the attorney for the
township; reference to the term “bureau of fire prevention” shall
mean the township fire department; and reference to the term “fire
official’ shall be held to mean the chief of the fire department or his
authorized designee.

E. Code Revisions.

The following sections of the International Fire Code, 2012
Edition, International Code Council, are hereby revised.

Section 101.1 - insert Charter Township of Ypsilanti

Section 109.3 — delete in its entirety and replace with the
following provision:

Section 109.3. Persons who shall violate a provision of
this code or shall fail to comply with any of the requirements
thereof or who shall erect, install, alter, repair or do work in
violation of the approved construction documents or directive
of the code official, or of a permit or certificate used under
the infraction, and shall be subject to a fine as follows:

a. The fine for any first violation of Article Il shall
be $100.00.
b. The fine for any violation which the violator

has, within the past two years, been found in violation
of once before, shall be $250.00.

C. The fine for any violation which the violator
has, within the past two years, been found in violation
of twice before, shall be $500.00.

The imposition of one penalty for any violation shall not
excuse the violations or permit it to continue. All such
persons shall be required to correct or remedy such situation
or defects within a reasonable time, and, when not otherwise
specified, each act or violation and every day upon which
such violation shall occur shall constitute a separate offense.

The application of the penalties of this section shall not be
held to prevent the enforced removal of prohibited conditions
by injunctive or other relief.

Each day that a violation continues after due notice has
been served shall be deemed a separate violation.

Section 111.4 — insert $100 or more than $500

Section 901.2 — Fire Sprinkler Plan Submittal (Added to
read)

All fire sprinkler plans shall be submitted to the fire
official for review. The fire official may request review of the
sprinkler plans by a third party. The third party shall be
included on a list of companies approved by the Charter
Township of Ypsilanti Fire Prevention Bureau. The Charter
Township of Ypsilanti Fire Prevention Bureau shall witness
all required tests and field inspections of all fire sprinkler
systems.



a. A list of approved companies will be available
in the Fire Prevention Bureau and the Office of
Community Standards.

b. No company will be allowed to review its own
plans.

Section 906.1. - Residential Fire Extinquisher
Requirements Rental Units. (Added to read)

a. It shall be the responsibility of the owner(s) of
single family and multiple family rental units to provide each
living unit with a portable fire extinguisher.

b. The fire extinguisher shall have a minimum 1A-
10BC rating or higher, and shall be mounted in a readily
accessible location within each dwelling unit. Each
extinguisher shall be tagged to include a maintenance and
inspection record and must be operable at all times.

C. It shall be the owner’s responsibility to maintain
the extinguisher in accordance with NFPA 10, and such
maintenance shall include, but is not limited to, recharging
the extinguisher of the unit which was discharged when
attempting to extinguish a documented fire. For the purpose
of this section, a documented fire shall mean any fire that the
Ypsilanti Township Fire Department has responded to and/or
has a record of. In all other cases it shall be the
responsibility of the resident to recharge the extinguisher.

d. The resident of a single family or multiple
family rental unit shall be responsible to advise the building
owner, or his designated agent, whenever a required fire
extinguisher is missing, damaged, discharged or in need of
service.

e. Anyone tampering with, damaging or
interfering with the effectiveness of a fire extinguisher shall
be in violation of this code.

Section 907.2 - Minimum Smoke Detection
Requirements Rental Units. (Added to read)

a. Each apartment, suite, or sleeping area of
every single or multiple dwelling units shall be provided with
a minimum of one smoke detector capable of sensing visible
or invisible products of combustion.

b. The smoke detector shall be approved or listed
by recognized or independent testing laboratories and, when
actuated, shall provide an alarm suitable to warn the
occupants within the individual dwelling unit.

C. A minimum of one smoke detector shall be
located in the immediate area of all sleeping quarters.

d. All single family and multiple dwelling units,
including duplexes, shall comply with this section.

e. It shall be the responsibility of the owner(s) of
each rental unit to install and maintain in operating condition
smoke detectors in each dwelling unit as herein provided.



f. All devices, combination of devices and
equipment required herein are to be installed in conformance
with the Michigan Building and Residential Codes and this
section.

g. At least one smoke detector shall be installed
to protect each sleeping area. A sleeping area is defined as
the area or areas of the family living unit in which the
bedrooms or sleeping rooms are located. When bedrooms
ordinarily used for sleeping are separated by other used
areas, such as kitchens or living rooms, but not bathrooms
or closets, they shall be considered as separate sleeping
areas for the purpose of this section.

F. Geographic Limits Referred to in Certain Sections of
the Code.

The geographic limits referred to in certain sections of the
2012 International Fire Code are hereby established as
follows:

Section 5704.2.9.6.1 (geographic limits in which the storage
of Class | and Class Il liquids in above-ground storage tanks
outside of buildings is prohibited): Storage of greater than 50
gallons is prohibited within 50 feet of a structure.

Section 5706.2.4.4 (geographic limits in which the storage of
Class | and Class Il liquids in above-ground ground storage
tanks is prohibited): Amend to add the following language:

a. An above ground storage tank shall not be erected less
than 300 feet (92 meters) from any of the following:

i a mineshatft.

ii. an air escape shatft for a mine.
iii. a school

iv. a church

V. a hospital

Vi. a theater

Vil. assembly occupancies for 50 or more persons.

b. The above ground storage tank, loading operation, or
unloading operation shall not be installed closer than 25
feet (7.6 meters) plus 1 inch (25 millimeters) per 1,000
volts, measured horizontally from the nearest conductor
or power lines, except that a service entrance and
service line may be closer than 25 feet (7.6 meters), but
shall not be over a tank loading or unloading area.

Section 2704 of the Zoning Ordinance provides criteria for amendment of the
zoning map. This review is based on those rezoning criteria and the most recent
Master Plan update.

a.

Consistency with the goals, policies and future land use map of the Charter
Township of Ypsilanti Master Plan, including any sub-area or corridor plans. If
conditions have changed since the master plan was adopted, the rezoning
may be found to be consistent with recent development frends in the area.

e The requested rezoning is consistent with the Future Land Use Map of
the Township Master Plan which recommends “Commercial” uses for
the subject properties. This rezoning request is also consistent with the
goals stated in the Plan.

Compatibility of the site's physical, geological, hydrological and other
environmental features with all uses permitted in the proposed zoning district
compared to uses permitted under current zoning.

e There is no evidence indicating that the site contains any
environmental features that would restrict development under either
the current or proposed zoning designations.

Evidence the applicant cannot receive a reasonable return on investment
through developing the property with at least one of the uses permitted
under the current zoning.

e Under the current zoning only a mobile home park is permitted for
development. The property noted within this application would not be
available to a non-residential development without the requested
zoning amendment.

The compatibility of all uses permitted in the proposed zoning district with
surrounding uses and zoning in terms of land suitability, impacts on the
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953 E Michigan Rezoning
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environment, density, nature of use, traffic impacts, aesthetics, infrastructure
and potential influence on property values compared to uses permitted
under current zoning.

e As the proposed B3 zoning designation prohibits the outdoor storage of
goods or materials, the impact to any neighboring property will be
limited. The properties located to the west are a commercial motel
and multiple-family residences; the property to the east is a church
that will not be adversely impacted by the proposed zoning change.
The property to the north is vacant multiple-family residential parcels. It
should be noted that there are multiple-family residential dwelling units
located adjacent to Campbell Avenue. This particular property may
be the only property that may be impacted to some extent. Staff
would recommend future development include additional buffering
between subject property and the existing residential structures.

e. The capacity of township utilities and services are sufficient fo accommodate

all the uses permitted in the requested district without compromising the
health, safety and welfare of the fownship.

e Public water and sewer and other necessary utilities are available and
adequate in this area to serve the site. Commercial uses on this site will
not create a significant increase in demand for these utilities. However,
we defer to the engineering consultant and the Ypsilanti Community
Utilities Authority for more detailed analysis of utility impacts at the time
of redevelopment. Storm water drainage will also need to be
addressed with any redevelopment of the site.

The capacity of the street system to safely and efficiently accommodate the
expected ftraffic generated by uses permitted in the requested zoning
district. A ftraffic impact study in accordance with the requirements of the
fownship fraffic impact study ordinance shall be provided if the proposed
rezoning district permits uses that could generate 100 or more directional trips
during the peak hour, or at least 1,000 more trips per day than the majority of
the uses that could be developed under the current zoning, as determined
by the community and economic development department.

e A fraffic impact study will be completed upon the Township receiving
a redevelopment proposal.

The apparent demand for the types of uses permitted in the requested
zoning district in the fownship, and surrounding areaq, in relation to the

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amount of land in the township, and surrounding area, currently zoned and
available to accommodate the demand.

e The property noted within this request is currently vacant. The
redevelopment of this property as a mobile home park is not consistent
with the goals of the master plan. If approved, the rezoning would
permit the development of the property to a use other than Mobile
Home Park and would also bring the property into compliance with the
master plan and future land use map. Based on the occupancy of
other mobile home parks within the Township, demand for this use is
down which favors a reduction in the total amount of land area
available for that use.

h. The boundaries of the requested zoning district are sufficient to meet the
dimensional regulations for the zoning district listed in Article XX Schedule of
Regulations.

e The existing parcel meets all requirements for minimum land area per
and road frontage per section 2001 of the Township Zoning Ordinance.

i. If a rezoning is appropriate, the requested zoning district shall be more
appropriate from the township's perspective than another zoning district.

e |If the zoning is to be changed, then the proposed B3 zoning is the most
appropriate district, consistent with the Master Plan and other planned
and built development in the area.

j.  The requested rezoning will not create an isolated and unplanned spot zone.
e The requested B3 zoning on this site would be consistent with the
existing and planned future land uses for this area and is therefore not

an unplanned spot zone.

k. The request has not previously been submitted within the past one year,
unless conditions have changed or new information has been provided.

e A rezoning request has not been considered on this site within the past
year.

RECOMMENDATION
As indicated in the foregoing analysis, staff has not discovered any reasons to
reject the request for rezoning. If approved, the request will be consistent with
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the Township's Master Plan and the future land use map. Staff recommends
approval of the request as presented. As noted above, this request requires the
Planning Commission to make a recommendation to the Township Board.
Therefore, it is the recommendation of staff that the Planning Commission
approve a motion to recommend approval to the Township Board.

The Office of Community Standards has conducted investigations of four (4) vacant, abandoned
houses and seeks authorization to proceed with legal action (if necessary) in Washtenaw
County Circuit Court to abate the public nuisances that exist at:

881 Allen Road
This single family house has been vacant for more than one year following foreclosure by HSBC

Bank. Since then, ownership of the property has been transferred between several financial
institutions and is now held by Kaja Holdings 2, LLC of Columbia, South Carolina. The house was
inspected by administrative warrant on February 10, 2015 after several scheduled inspections
were ignored. The inspection revealed electrical code violations that rendered the structure
uninhabitable. Most recently the home was temporarily occupied by an individual who was
attempting to purchase it, however the purchase fell through and the home remains vacant.

881 Allen Road




535 Glenwood
This single family house is owned by Kathryn Fleming who resides in Chandler, AZ and has been

vacant for about one year. It was reported to be vacant and abandoned by neighbors and the
Township has mowed the grass all year and recently boarded up an open, damaged door. After
unsuccessful attempts to get the owner to register the property and schedule an inspection,
the property was inspected by administrative warrant on September 17, 2015. The house is
infested with rodents and the detached garage is structurally failing. Despite water service
having been terminated, water was found spewing from a broken pipe in the crawl space
underneath the floor. The house has been condemned and the owner has not taken action to
abate the nuisance.

535 Glenwood

1847 Watson
This house has been vacant for at least five years and was prepared for demolition in 2010;

however the owner never followed through after obtaining a demolition permit. The owner,
Christopher Kind Il, also owns a house at 20 Devonshire Rd in Ypsilanti Twp and has not
responded to numerous correspondences from OCS. The house was inspected by
administrative warrant on September 14, 2015 and was found to contain hundreds of discarded
automobile tires which present a serious environmental hazard in the event of a fire. The
house is so packed with tires that inspectors were unable to navigate to the second floor of the
house to complete the inspection. The property is condemned and will require removal and
disposal of the tires prior to demolition of the structure.



1847 Watson

582 Onandaga
This single family house in the West Willow neighborhood has been vacant for more than five

years after its owner relocated and utility services were terminated in 2010. It was registered
as vacant by Safeguard Properties on behalf of Chase Bank on April 21, 2015 and the bank did
not show up for a scheduled inspection. The house was inspected by administrative warrant on
August 17, 2015 and was condemned. Subsequent to the inspection the owner, Beverly Walls,
contacted OCS and indicated she was living elsewhere, was negotiating with Chase Bank to
retain the property, and the house had been burglarized while vacant. A police records check
showed that two burglaries were investigated in 2013 and 2014 during which copper pipes,
electrical wiring, appliances and tools were reported stolen and the owner told police the
house was being renovated for use as a rental property. It remains vacant and condemned and

further efforts to gain voluntary compliance have been unsuccessful.

Construction, in the amount of $19,087.50 budgeted in line item #584-584-000-971-000.

Over the years, due to poor drainage Green Oaks Golf Course has had issues with its greens. The
low areas would collect the water that would not drain, causing the grass on the green to thin
almost to the point of dying. If the water either drained or evaporated quickly enough the green
would recover somewhat, and the cycle would repeat after the next big rain fall.

In the last two years due to extensive ice damage from two winters ago and record setting
rainfall, the number 3 green has not been able to recover and grass in specific areas will not grow
back. We have tried re-sodding, but due to the poor drainage and the low spot in the green the
grass dies off almost immediately after any rainfall. Earlier this season we closed half of the
green off and tried over seeding and keeping golfers off of the bad areas in an effort to help it
grow in with some success, but the problem will persist if it not permanently addressed.

After speaking with golf course architect Chris Wilzynski, ASGCA he recommended that we
start to consider the renovation of the green to completely fix the problem. Chris was able to
work up all of the specifications on what would be needed for the project and was also able to
put us in touch with the golf construction companies that are capable and have the references to
complete the project.

With dramatic changes in the weather restricting the time frame to complete the renovation of
the green we want to complete the project while the soil is still warm, so that the new sod can
take root and ensure that it will grow well in the spring.
