Re: October 2015 Police Services Monthly Report

In October of 2015, there were 3474 calls for service in Ypsilanti Township, which is a 1.6%
decrease in calls for service as compared to October of 2014.

OPERATIONS

October 2015 saw the Sheriff’s Office continue to target high activity areas for traffic crashes,
part one crimes (violent crimes, home invasions, burglaries, arson) and quality of life issues
through the use of established zones. Those zones have been identified by Washtenaw County
Sheriff’s Office Crime Analysis and Information Unit. Patrol deputies are directed to patrol those
areas during the times of highest call volume to each identified area. This is Phase 2 of the
initiative. Phase 1 (June 1 through September 31) produced excellent results showing
reductions in crime in the targeted areas during that period. The effectiveness of Phase 1
resulted in displacement of crime from those areas. Therefore, two of the three zones were
changed for Phase 2 which will run through the first quarter of 2016 unless trends change and
require adjustment.

Looking toward 2016, the Neighborhood Watch Liaison position (currently occupied by Deputy
Spike) and (1) long term Community Action Team position (currently occupied by Deputy Arts)
are due for rotation. Both Spike and Arts have been successful in the execution of their
assignments and definitely furthered our combined mission to keep our community both safe
and informed. A comprehensive process, that includes the Sheriff’s Office and YTOWN
leadership, to select their replacements is currently taking place.

We continue to collaborate with EMU, YPD and MSP for maximum effectiveness. Direct
communication with Supervisor Stumbo and Director Radzik is open and ongoing. My cell
phone number is 734-545-6684. Please feel free to call me directly with questions, comments
or concerns.

COMMUNITY ACTION TEAM

During October, 2015 the Community Action Team continues to work extensively with the FBI
to increase pressure on the “Gangs” that currently exist in our area and further the pending
cases against the gang(s) membership. They have also been working with the Detective Bureau
in reference to the Hargrove Homicide investigation. In addition, CAT has conducted
commercial housing and private housing parole compliance checks with Michigan Department
of Corrections.

Supervisor Stumbo asked to move Authorization and Bids from The Regular
Agenda up to allow Justin Blair and Tim Smith from the Golf Course to discuss
their item because the Consultant for the Splash Pad Agenda Item had not
arrived.

3. REQUEST OF JUSTIN BLAIR, DIRECTOR OF GOLF TO WAIVE FINANCIAL
POLICY AND AWARD LOW BID FOR RENOVATION OF GREENS #3 AND
MAINTENANCE WORK OF GREENS #2 AND #5 TO EAGLE GOLF
CONSTRUCTION IN THE AMOUNT OF $19,087.50 BUDGETED IN LINE
ITEM #584-584-000-971-000

Justin Blair, Director of Golf, stated he is asking to Waive Financial Policy and
Award the Low Bid for Renovation of Greens #3 and Maintenance work of Greens
#2 and #5 to Eagle Golf Construction in the Amount of $19,087.50 Budgeted in
Line Item #584-584-000-971-000. He stated that in past years they have had
problems with drainage on these greens. He explained the problems have
increased and now has killed the grass on these greens. Mr. Blair said he talked
with Professionals on how to fix this problem. He received 3 bids in doing the
work to correct the problem and the bid with Eagle Golf Construction was the
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lowest bid. Trustee S. Martin repeated he had seen other Golf Courses that had
this same issue and it was corrected with this process. Trustee Eldridge added
that #6, #11, and #12 also need drainage improvements and asked if they could
add these greens to the bid. Mr. Blair stated that they could put that in the 2016
budget. Supervisor Stumbo stated that adding this work would require a budget
amendment. Treasurer Doe suggested that we look at the current budget and see
if the funds were available to do this work. Mr. Blair said he will look and see if
they can add the additional greens.

SPLASH PAD

Lonnie Scott, Park Commission Chair, introduced Corey Anderson, owner of
Vortex Midwest. Mr. Anderson gave the presentation regarding adding a splash
pad to Ford Lake Park. Mr. Anderson explained the splash pad to the board and
reviewed a sketch of the design. He said the cost would be $845,000.00 which
would include a splash pad, with slides and interactive equipment on the play
deck. Mr. Anderson said that after speaking with the Park Commission, they had
asked to add a seating area, tables, concession area, rentals, fencing, bathrooms
and trash receptacles. Trustee S. Martin asked the capacity of the structure. Mr.
Anderson said that it would be between 300-500 people. He stated that it has UV
sanitation and uses recyclable water. Clerk Roe ask what the cost would be to add
all the extras including bathrooms. Mr. Anderson stated it would be
approximately $1.6 million. Supervisor Stumbo asked for members to be on the
committee for this project. Clerk Roe, Treasurer Doe, and Trustee S. Martin
accepted to participate on this committee. Supervisor Stumbo stated there may
be grant funding to help with this project. Mr. Scott stated that the Park
Commissions’ recommendation was that if we move forward with this project
that it would be constructed in one phase and not be broken down in phases.

Supervisor Stumbo and Javonna Neel, Accounting Director began with the 230

be used for bike paths, sidewalks, roads, golf course and other township needs.

Javonna Neel presented the proposed budget for the 226 Environmental Services
Fund. She stated this fund was for garbage, refuge collection, recycling,
composting, disposal of solid waste, energy conservation, alternative energy,
water quality, and environmental protection.

Javonna Neel presented the proposed budget for the 208 Parks Fund. She stated
that this was a small fund. Angela Verges said that most of the revenue comes
from Racket Ball Leagues.

Javonna Neel presented the proposed budget for the 206 Fire Fund. She stated
this fund was dedicated to finance the operations at the Fire Department
including pensions and pension benefits. Trustee S. Martin asked if we have a
Capital Improvement Program (CIP) for the Fire Department. Chief Copeland said
that we do not have a CIP. Trustee S. Martin suggested that it would be helpful for
the board to have an idea on upcoming capital expenditures. Trustee S. Martin
stated that this was a good tool to use in preparing for the future. Chief Copeland
stated he would look into it. Trustee Eldridge questioned the budgeted amount
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for overtime. Chief Copeland stated that we have hired staff so there would be
less paid overtime.

Javonna Neel presented the proposed 101 General Fund budget. Ms. Neel stated
this fund included 24 departments. She explained the breakdown in the Fund for
the various categories.

The meeting adjourned at approximately 7:01 p.m.

press. It was a grand event attended by many State of Michigan Lottery
Commissioners and lottery related businesses along with Pollard Banknote
employees.

County and the Ypsilanti Area Visitors and Convention Bureau to discuss the plan
for installing directional signs in Ypsilanti Township. This group has been
working on this plan for coordinated signage in both the City and Township of
Ypsilanti for over a year. The sign locations, type and designs have been agreed
upon and now the group is seeking funding from many different agencies and
groups to proceed. The Township Board will be asked to authorize financing for
three signs to be placed in the township by the first part of 2016. This will be the
first phase, there are many other signs to be placed in the township but the group
is attempting to keep the costs for each phase at $145,000 to be shared amongst a
large group of institutions. The Township’s portion will be around $8,000 for the
three signs.

Whereas, the Charter Township of Ypsilanti Board of Trustees recognizes
the need for a modern, up-to-date fire code addressing conditions hazardous to
life and property from fire and explosion hazards; the storage, handling and use
of hazardous substances and materials; and the use and occupancy of buildings
and premises; and

Whereas, the International Fire Code, 2012 Edition, is designed to meet
these needs through model code regulations that safeguard public health and
safety; and

Whereas, the International Fire Code, 2012 Edition, is fully compatible
with the Michigan Building Code, Michigan Residential Code, Michigan
Rehabilitation Code and the 2012 International Property Maintenance Code.

Whereas, the Township Fire Department recommends adoption of
Ordinance 2015-453.

Now Therefore,

Be it resolved, that the Charter Township of Ypsilanti Board of Trustees
hereby adopts by reference attached Ordinance No. 2015-453 amending the
Code of Ordinances of the Charter Township of Ypsilanti, Article II, Fire

Prevention Code.

PROPOSED ORDINANCE NO. 2015-453

An Ordinance Amending the Code of Ordinances,
Charter Township of Ypsilanti, Chapter 30, Article Il
Entitled Fire Prevention Code by Adoption of the
2012 Edition of the International Fire Prevention Code
The Charter Township of Ypsilanti hereby Ordains that Chapter 30 of the
Code of Ordinances for Ypsilanti Township, Article Il entitled Fire Prevention
Code is hereby amended as follows:
DELETE in its entirety the current Article Il entitled Fire Prevention Code
(Sections 30-26 through 30-31, inclusive).

ADD the following new provision:

A. Adoption by Reference.

A certain document, copies of which are on file with the
office of the Township Clerk and the Bureau of Fire Prevention,
being marked and designated as the “International Fire Code,
2012 Edition, International Code Council,” is adopted by
reference, including Appendix Chapters A through J, and all
references therein printed — except those section and appendices
herein amended, deleted or added. This document shall be known
and may be cited as the “Fire Prevention Code of the Charter
Township of Ypsilanti,” regulating and governing conditions
hazardous to life and property from the standpoint of fire and
explosion and for defining the scope of authority of the chief of the
fire department and the bureau of fire prevention.

B. Purpose of Article.

The purpose of this article is to provide for the prevention of
fires and the protection of persons and property from exposure to
the dangers of fire and explosion; to authorize the investigation of
fires and the discovery of crime or other offenses in relation thereto;
to require the razing, repair and alterations of building, and the
clearing and improvement of premises which constitute a fire
hazard or a menace to the peace, security or safety of persons or
property; to control the use and occupancies of such premises; to
provide for the transportation, use and storage of inflammable
liquids, compressed gases, and corrosive liquids; to prohibit the use
of certain fire extinguishers and fire extinguishing agents; to provide
for the administration of this article; and to fix penalties for violation
of the provisions of this article.

C. Code Available for Public Use and Inspection.

Complete printed copies of the Fire Prevention Code of the
Charter Township of Ypsilanti and supplements, therein adopted,
are available for public use and inspection at the office of the
Township Clerk and at the office of the Bureau of Fire Prevention.

D. References in Code.

References in the Fire Prevention Code of the Charter
Township of Ypsilanti and supplements to the word “state” shall
mean the State of Michigan; reference to the word “municipality”



shall mean the Township of Ypsilanti; references to the term
“corporation counsel’ shall be held to mean the attorney for the
township; reference to the term “bureau of fire prevention” shall
mean the township fire department; and reference to the term “fire
official’ shall be held to mean the chief of the fire department or his
authorized designee.

E. Code Revisions.

The following sections of the International Fire Code, 2012
Edition, International Code Council, are hereby revised.

Section 101.1 - insert Charter Township of Ypsilanti

Section 109.3 — delete in its entirety and replace with the
following provision:

Section 109.3. Persons who shall violate a provision of
this code or shall fail to comply with any of the requirements
thereof or who shall erect, install, alter, repair or do work in
violation of the approved construction documents or directive
of the code official, or of a permit or certificate used under
the infraction, and shall be subject to a fine as follows:

a. The fine for any first violation of Article Il shall
be $100.00.
b. The fine for any violation which the violator

has, within the past two years, been found in violation
of once before, shall be $250.00.

C. The fine for any violation which the violator
has, within the past two years, been found in violation
of twice before, shall be $500.00.

The imposition of one penalty for any violation shall not
excuse the violations or permit it to continue. All such
persons shall be required to correct or remedy such situation
or defects within a reasonable time, and, when not otherwise
specified, each act or violation and every day upon which
such violation shall occur shall constitute a separate offense.

The application of the penalties of this section shall not be
held to prevent the enforced removal of prohibited conditions
by injunctive or other relief.

Each day that a violation continues after due notice has
been served shall be deemed a separate violation.

Section 111.4 — insert $100 or more than $500

Section 901.2 — Fire Sprinkler Plan Submittal (Added to
read)

All fire sprinkler plans shall be submitted to the fire
official for review. The fire official may request review of the
sprinkler plans by a third party. The third party shall be
included on a list of companies approved by the Charter
Township of Ypsilanti Fire Prevention Bureau. The Charter
Township of Ypsilanti Fire Prevention Bureau shall witness
all required tests and field inspections of all fire sprinkler
systems.



a. A list of approved companies will be available
in the Fire Prevention Bureau and the Office of
Community Standards.

b. No company will be allowed to review its own
plans.

Section 906.1. - Residential Fire Extinquisher
Requirements Rental Units. (Added to read)

a. It shall be the responsibility of the owner(s) of
single family and multiple family rental units to provide each
living unit with a portable fire extinguisher.

b. The fire extinguisher shall have a minimum 1A-
10BC rating or higher, and shall be mounted in a readily
accessible location within each dwelling unit. Each
extinguisher shall be tagged to include a maintenance and
inspection record and must be operable at all times.

C. It shall be the owner’s responsibility to maintain
the extinguisher in accordance with NFPA 10, and such
maintenance shall include, but is not limited to, recharging
the extinguisher of the unit which was discharged when
attempting to extinguish a documented fire. For the purpose
of this section, a documented fire shall mean any fire that the
Ypsilanti Township Fire Department has responded to and/or
has a record of. In all other cases it shall be the
responsibility of the resident to recharge the extinguisher.

d. The resident of a single family or multiple
family rental unit shall be responsible to advise the building
owner, or his designated agent, whenever a required fire
extinguisher is missing, damaged, discharged or in need of
service.

e. Anyone tampering with, damaging or
interfering with the effectiveness of a fire extinguisher shall
be in violation of this code.

Section 907.2 - Minimum Smoke Detection
Requirements Rental Units. (Added to read)

a. Each apartment, suite, or sleeping area of
every single or multiple dwelling units shall be provided with
a minimum of one smoke detector capable of sensing visible
or invisible products of combustion.

b. The smoke detector shall be approved or listed
by recognized or independent testing laboratories and, when
actuated, shall provide an alarm suitable to warn the
occupants within the individual dwelling unit.

C. A minimum of one smoke detector shall be
located in the immediate area of all sleeping quarters.

d. All single family and multiple dwelling units,
including duplexes, shall comply with this section.

e. It shall be the responsibility of the owner(s) of
each rental unit to install and maintain in operating condition
smoke detectors in each dwelling unit as herein provided.



f. All devices, combination of devices and
equipment required herein are to be installed in conformance
with the Michigan Building and Residential Codes and this
section.

g. At least one smoke detector shall be installed
to protect each sleeping area. A sleeping area is defined as
the area or areas of the family living unit in which the
bedrooms or sleeping rooms are located. When bedrooms
ordinarily used for sleeping are separated by other used
areas, such as kitchens or living rooms, but not bathrooms
or closets, they shall be considered as separate sleeping
areas for the purpose of this section.

F. Geographic Limits Referred to in Certain Sections of
the Code.

The geographic limits referred to in certain sections of the
2012 International Fire Code are hereby established as
follows:

Section 5704.2.9.6.1 (geographic limits in which the storage
of Class | and Class Il liquids in above-ground storage tanks
outside of buildings is prohibited): Storage of greater than 50
gallons is prohibited within 50 feet of a structure.

Section 5706.2.4.4 (geographic limits in which the storage of
Class | and Class Il liquids in above-ground ground storage
tanks is prohibited): Amend to add the following language:

a. An above ground storage tank shall not be erected less
than 300 feet (92 meters) from any of the following:

i a mineshatft.

ii. an air escape shatft for a mine.
iii. a school

iv. a church

V. a hospital

Vi. a theater

Vil. assembly occupancies for 50 or more persons.

b. The above ground storage tank, loading operation, or
unloading operation shall not be installed closer than 25
feet (7.6 meters) plus 1 inch (25 millimeters) per 1,000
volts, measured horizontally from the nearest conductor
or power lines, except that a service entrance and
service line may be closer than 25 feet (7.6 meters), but
shall not be over a tank loading or unloading area.

Section 5806.2 (geographic limits in which the storage of
flammable cryogenic fluids in stationary containers is
prohibited): Amend to add the following language:

a. Stationary containers with storage greater than 45
gallons is prohibited within 50 feet of the following:

I. Places of public assembly
ii. Non-ambulatory patient areas

b. Stationary containers with storage greater than 45
gallons is prohibited within 15 feet of the following:

I. Combustible materials such as paper, leaves,
weeds, dry grass or debris exposure hazards



c. Stationary containers with storage greater than 45
gallons is prohibited within 10 feet of the following:

i. Air intakes

d. Stationary containers with storage greater than 45 gallons
is prohibited within 5 feet of the following:

i. Lot lines

Section 6104.2 (geographic limits in which the storage of
liquefied petroleum gas is restricted for the protection of
heavily populated or congested areas): Amend to add the
following language:

For the protection of heavily populated and congested
areas, the maximum aggregate capacity of any installation of
liquefied petroleum gas shall not exceed a water capacity of
2,000 gallons within 50 feet (15.2 meters) of a structure.

G. Rights and Remedies are Cumulative.

The rights and remedies provided herein are cumulative and
in addition to any other remedies provided by law.

H. Severability Clause.

That if any section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase
of this ordinance is, for any reason, held to be unconstitutional,
such decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions
of this ordinance. The Charter Township of Ypsilanti hereby
declares that it would have passed this ordinance, and each
section, subsection, clause or phrase thereof, irrespective of the
fact that any one or more sections, subsection, sentences, clauses
or phrases by declared unconstitutional.

PROPOSALS FOR WORKFLOW AND DOCUMENT MANAGEMENT-Bids were
opened for the document management and workflow proposals on Wednesday,
October 14, 2015. The Document Management/Work Flow Team which is made up
of representatives from the Office of Community Standards, Accounting, Clerk’s,
and the Information Systems Departments met to rate the proposals and voted to
decide which companies would be invited to make a presentation to the team.
The four professional informational systems service providers that were selected
were Hasselbring-Clark, Image Soft, General Code and Data Bank. The
presentations to the team are scheduled to begin the second week of November
and completed during the third week of November. The township team is hopeful
of having a recommendation to the township board for the December 1, 2015
meeting.

VAN BUREN SCHOOLS ELECTION-NOVEMBER 3, 2015-Van Buren Schools had a
bond renewal election on November 3, 2015. This election was for the two Van
Buren Schools precincts in Ypsilanti Township. Ypsilanti Township conducted
this election. The bond proposal was approved by 60.9% of the voters in Ypsilanti
Township.

NEW ELECTION EQUIPMENT-The State of Michigan has announced that new
election equipment will not be available for the 2016 elections. The State is re-
issuing the requests for proposals to include information that was not included in
the initial request for proposals. The new equipment is estimated to cost $2,000-
$4,000 per precinct. These costs will need to be included in the 2017 budget to
purchase new election equipment.

HABITAT FOR HUMANITY-On Friday, October 16, 2015 Ypsilanti Township
Supervisor Stumbo and Clerk Lovejoy Roe signhed the documents to close on the
seven residential properties, purchased at the 2015 Washtenaw County tax sale,
and sold to Habitat for Humanity. The property addresses are: 1476 Blossom,
1410 Blossom, 1334 Fall River Road, 1191 Laurel Court, 5977 S. Mohawk, 1156
Parkwood and 1241 Red Leaf Lane. Habitat paid the taxes that were due on all the
properties. The properties will be completely renovated and then sold with zero
interest loans to families. These properties will continue to help in the efforts to
stabilize neighborhoods in Ypsilanti Township.

IMPACT 2015 EQUITY SUMMIT-On Friday October 23, 2015 Supervisor Stumbo
and Clerk Karen Lovejoy Roe attended the Impact 2015 Equity Summit that was
hosted and organized by the Chamber of Commerce. The Summit featured the
business response to economic inequalities in Washtenaw County. There were
many business owners and leaders that presented ideas and ways their
companies were working on building a strong and vibrant economy in Washtenaw
County that depended on changing the economic inequalities that are taking place
on the eastern side of the county. Mary Jo Callan, Director of the Edward Ginsberg




Center at the University of Michigan outlined the data illuminating the growing
economic disparity across Washtenaw County. Albert Berriz, CEO and Co-Owner
of McKinley, a real estate investment company that owns and operates a $4.6
billion dollar real estate portfolio, with 1,600 full time staff members and consists
of 35,398 apartment units and 21.0 million square feet of shopping centers and
offices, was the key note speaker. Mr. Berriz focused on workforce housing and
the need for this type of housing in the City of Ann Arbor and other areas of
Washtenaw County.

express or implied, shall arise or accrue to either party as a result of this contract. The
Grantee is not eligible for, and will not participate in, any such benefits. The Grantee is
responsible for payment of all taxes, including federal, state, and local taxes arising out of
the Grantee’s activities in accordance with this agreement, including, but not limited to,
income taxes, social security taxes, unemployment insurance taxes, and any other taxes
or fees.

The Grantee shall make reasonable efforts to collect 1st and 3rd party fees,
where applicable, and report these as outlined in the SCAQO’s fiscal procedures.
Any under-recoveries of otherwise available fees resulting from failure to bill
for eligible services will be excluded from reimbursable expenditures.

Any program income received shall be used exclusively to further traffic safety
project activities. Program income is defined as gross income earned by the
Grantee from grant supported activities. Some examples are proceeds from the
sale of items purchased or developed with grant funds, or revenue received from
attendees at trainings or conferences paid for with grant funds. Program income
must be netted against costs incurred within the grant or returned to the SCAO,
unless prior permission is obtained from the SCAO to use the funds for other
traffic safety projects.

Payments for salaries and wages shall be supported by time and attendance
reports, based on an after-the-fact distribution of time, which shows details of
the activities performed. Grantees must maintain activity logs which document
the actual amount of time spent on this grant project, and describe the nature of
the activities performed. If the grant is funded from multiple sources, the logs
must show the activity by fund source. This documentation must be submitted
with the financial reimbursement request.

Reimbursement for wages and fringe benefits shall be based on actual costs not
budgeted rates. Only those fringe benefit costs that actually increase as a result
of hours worked on this project can be claimed for reimbursement. For overtime
wages, those costs typically include FICA, workers compensation, and
retirement, but if any of these costs are structured so that they do not increase
with overtime, such increases cannot be reimbursed. For straight-time grant-
funded positions, all fringe benefits associated with the position may be claimed
to the extent that the position has been approved for reimbursement (e.g., if 50
percent of the position is grant funded, 50 percent of the fringe benefits can be
claimed). Fringe benefit rates must be reasonable, in accordance with federal
cost principles. Grantees shall comply with all state labor laws.
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Contractual services are services of individual consultants or consulting firms
engaged in performing special services pertinent to highway safety. All
Grantees or subgrantees awarding contracts or subcontracts shall comply with
the terms and conditions of Title 49 Code of Federal Regulations, Part 18 —
Uniform Administrative Requirements For Grant And Cooperative Agreements
To State and Local Governments, § 18.36 Procurement. All contracts for the
purpose of developing public information materials (print, audio, or video) must
be submitted to the SCAO for review prior to entering into the contractual
agreement with the vendor.
Automotive expenses submitted shall be based on the actual costs incurred. In
most cases, this will be calculated by multiplying actual miles driven times
mileage rate. The maximum rate is the State’s standard travel rate, but if the
grantee’s rate is less, then the lesser amount must be used. The rate will be
determined when the budget is approved.
Reimbursements for travel (meals, lodging, mileage, etc.) cannot exceed the
lesser of the Grantee’s published travel rates or allowable State of Michigan
travel rates. Exceptions to this for unusual situations require prior approval by
the SCAO prior to incurring the expense.
Postage, telephone, and grant related travel costs shall be documented by log or
meter and submitted with the reimbursement request.
Only program activities and expenses detailed in the approved grant budget and
incurred during the grant period are eligible for reimbursement. Expenses
incurred that are not detailed in the approved grant budget or outside the grant
period will not be reimbursed. Costs cannot exceed the approved grant award.
Goods purchased through the grant shall be received in acceptable conditions. If
goods are not received in acceptable condition within thirty (30) days prior to
the grant ending, the grantee shall contact the SCAO program coordinator.
The grantee shall use generally accepted accounting principles.
A separate account or fund must be established for this project. A separate
account is required to be maintained by all agencies receiving grant funds from
the SCAO regardless of the dollar amount. In addition, grantees receiving from
SCAO for multiple projects must have a separate account for each grant project.
It is the responsibility of the oversight agency to insure that all sub-agencies
meet this requirement. The general ledgers of the sub-agencies are not required
to be submitted with requests for payment unless specifically requested by
SCAO.
Costs must be net of all applicable credits such as purchase discounts, rebates or
adjustments of overpayments or erroneous charges.
The following deviations from the approved budget require prior approval from
SCAO:

A. A specific item of cost not included in the approved budget.

B. An increase in the number of specific item over and above the total

authorized.

A delay in submitting support documentation may result in the suspension of all
grant activity.
Failure to submit cost statements with adequate supporting documentation prior
to the fiscal year close out deadline will result in non-reimbursement of those
costs. Costs from one fiscal year cannot be paid in a subsequent fiscal year.



XIV. Employee Time Certifications:
It is the Grantee’s obligation to notify the SCAO immediately when an OHSP-funded
employee:
o Is disabled or deceases while having been assigned to a grant-funded position;
e Isremoved or reassigned from a grant-funded position; and/or,
e Isunable to report to work due to injury or illness not related to job
performance (and is not replaced within 30 days by another employee).
All agreement-funded employees will complete and submit to the SCAO an executed
Employee Time Certification form supplied in WebGrants. The grantee’s failure to
submit Employee Time Certification forms could result in loss of position funding.

XV. Record Maintenance/Retention:
The Grantee agrees to maintain adequate program and fiscal records and files, including
source documentation to support program activities and all expenditures made under the
terms of this agreement, as required. The Grantee must assure that all terms of this
agreement will be appropriately adhered to and that records and detailed documentation
for the project or program identified in this agreement will be maintained (may be off
site) for a period of not less than four years from the date of grant closure or until any
pending litigation and/or audit findings have been resolved. All retention record
guidelines set by the SCAO and/or the Grantee must be adhered to if they require
additional years beyond retention guidelines stated herein. The Grantee’s accounting
system must maintain a separate fund or account that segregates grant contract receipts
and expenditures from other receipts and expenditures of the Grantee.

XVI. Authorized Access:

The Grantee must permit, upon reasonable notification and at reasonable times, access
by authorized representatives of the SCAO, the OHSP, Program Evaluators (contracted
by the OHSP or the SCAO), Federal Grantor Agency, Comptroller General of the
United States and State Auditor General, or any of their duly authorized
representatives, to records, files, and documentation related to this agreement, to the
extent authorized by applicable state or federal law, rule, or regulation. The SCAO
and/or the OHSP may conduct on-site monitoring visit(s) and/or grant audit(s) any time
during the grant period. All grant records and personnel must be made available during
any visit, if requested. The SCAO and/or the OHSP may request that a funded
program be evaluated by a contracted outside evaluation team. Grantees shall work
cooperatively with the evaluation team in such a manner that the program be able to be
fully reviewed and assessed.

XVII. Confidential Information:

In order that the Grantee’s employees or subrecipient subcontractors may effectively
provide fulfillment of this agreement to the SCAO, the SCAO may disclose
confidential or proprietary information pertaining to the SCAQO’s past, present, and
future activities to the Grantee. All such information is proprietary to the SCAO and
the Grantee shall not disclose such information to any third party without prior
approval from the SCAO, unless disclosure is required by law or court order. If
disclosure is required by law or court order, the SCAO will be notified of the request
before disclosure. The Grantee agrees to return all confidential or proprietary
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information to the SCAO immediately upon the termination of this agreement. Both
the SCAO and the Grantee shall ensure that medical services to, and information
contained in the medical records of, persons served under the provisions of this
agreement or other such recorded information required to be held confidential by
federal or state law, rule, or regulation, in connection with the provision of services or
other activity under this agreement, shall remain confidential. Such information shall
be held confidential, and shall not be divulged without the written consent of either the
patient or a person responsible for the patient, except as may be otherwise required by
applicable law or regulation. Such information may be disclosed in summary,
statistical, or other form, if the disclosure does not directly or indirectly identify
particular individuals.

Human Subjects:

The Grantee must submit all research involving human subjects conducted in programs
sponsored by the SCAO, or in programs that receive funding from or through the state of
Michigan, to the Michigan Department of Health and Human Services (MDHHYS)
Institutional Review Board (IRB) for approval prior to the initiation of the research.

Subcontractor/Vendor Monitoring:

The Grantee must comply with the Single Audit Act of 1984, as amended, 31 USC 7501
et seq. requirements and must forward all single audits covering grant funds administered
through this agreement to the SCAO. The SCAO is responsible for reviewing all single
audit adverse findings, issuing management decisions on audit findings and ensuring that
corrective actions are implemented in accordance of OMB Circular A-133. The SCAO is
responsible for ensuring that the Grantee is expending grant funds appropriately as
specified through this agreement, and shall conduct monitoring activities to ensure
compliance with all associated laws, regulations and provisions as well as ensure that
performance goals are achieved. The SCAO shall ensure compliance for for-profit
subcontractors as required by OMB Circular A-133, Section .210(¢). The SCAO must
ensure that transactions with vendors comply with laws, regulations, and provisions of
contracts or grant agreements in compliance with OMB Circular A-133, Section .210(f).

Notification of Criminal or Administrative Investigations/Charges:

If any employee of the Grantee that is associated with this agreement project becomes
aware of a criminal or administrative investigation or charge that directly or indirectly
involves grant funds referenced in this agreement, the Grantee shall immediately notify
the SCAOQ, in writing, that such an investigation is ongoing or that a charge has been
issued.

Agreement Suspension/Termination:

In addition to forfeiture under Section XIII, the SCAO and/or the Grantee may

suspend and/or terminate this agreement without further liability or penalty to the

SCAO for any of the following reasons:

A. This agreement may be suspended by the SCAO if any of the terms of this
agreement are not adhered to. Suspension requires immediate action by the
Grantee to comply with this agreement’s terms; otherwise, termination by
the SCAO may occur.

B. Failure of the Grantee to make satisfactory progress toward the goals,
objectives, or strategies set forth in this agreement.




C. Proposing or implementing substantial plan changes to the extent that, if
originally submitted, the application would not have been selected for
funding.

Filing false certification in this agreement or other report or document.

This agreement may be terminated by either party by giving 15 days written

notice to the other party. Such written notice will provide valid, legal

reasons for termination along with the effective date.

F. This agreement may be terminated immediately if the Grantee, an official of
the Grantee, or an owner of a 25% or greater share of the Grantee is
convicted of a criminal offense incident to the application for or
performance of a State, public, or private grant or subcontract; or convicted
of a criminal offense including but not limited to the following:
embezzlement, theft, forgery, bribery, falsification or destruction of records,
receiving stolen property, attempting to influence a public employee to
breach the ethical conduct standards for State of Michigan employees;
convicted under State or Federal antitrust statutes; convicted of any other
criminal offense which, in the sole discretion of the National Highway
Traffic Safety Administration, reflects on the Grantee’s business integrity;
any activity in Section XX of this agreement during the term of this
agreement or any extension thereof.

G. This agreement may be terminated immediately without further financial
liability to the SCAO if funding for this agreement becomes unavailable to
the SCAO.

H. If a grant is terminated by the SCAO for failure to meet the grant
management requirements, the Grantee shall not be eligible to seek grant
funding from the SCAO OHSP grant program for a period of two years. In
order to obtain grant funding after the two-year period, the Grantee will be
required to submit written assurances that the identified deficiencies have
been corrected. Additionally, the Grantee may be required to submit
monthly financial reports to allow for increased financial monitoring.

XXII. Final Reporting Upon Termination:
Should this agreement be terminated by either party, within 30 days after the
termination, the Grantee shall provide the SCAO with all financial, performance, and
other reports required as a condition of this agreement. The SCAO will make payments
to the Grantee for allowable reimbursable costs not covered by previous payments or
other state or federal programs.

XXIII.  Severability:
If any provision of this agreement or any provision of any document attached to or
incorporated by reference is waived or held to be invalid, such waiver or invalidity shall
not affect other provisions of this agreement.

XXIV. Liability:

A. All liability to third parties, loss or damage as a result of claims, demands, costs,
or judgments arising out of activities, such as the provision of policy and
procedural direction, to be carried out by the Grantee in the performance of this
agreement shall be the responsibility of the Grantee, and not the responsibility of
the SCAO, if the liability, loss, or damage is caused by, or arises out of, the
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action or failure to act on the part of any Grantee employee or agent, provided
that nothing herein shall be construed as a waiver of any governmental immunity
as provided by statute or court decisions.

All liability to third parties, loss, or damage as a result of claims, demands, costs,
or judgments arising out of activities, such as direct service delivery, to be carried
out by the SCAO in the performance of this agreement shall be the responsibility
of the SCAO, and not the responsibility of the Grantee, if the liability, loss, or
damage is caused by, or arises out of, the actions or failure to act on the part of the
SCAO, anyone directly or indirectly employed by the SCAO, provided that
nothing herein shall be construed as a waiver of any governmental immunity that
has been provided to the SCAO or its employees by statute or court decisions.

In the event that liability to third parties, loss, or damage arises as a result of
activities conducted jointly by the Grantee and the SCAO in fulfillment of their
responsibilities under this agreement, such liability, loss, or damage shall be borne
by the Grantee and the SCAO in relation to each party's responsibilities under
these joint activities, provided that nothing herein shall be construed as a waiver
of any governmental immunity by the Grantee, the SCAO, or their employees,
respectively, as provided by statute or court decisions.

Michigan Law:

This agreement shall be subject to, and shall be enforced and construed under, the laws of
Michigan.

Debt to State of Michigan:

The Grantee covenants that it is not, and will not become, in arrears to the state of
Michigan or any of its subdivisions upon contract, debt, or any other obligation to the
state of Michigan or its subdivisions, including real property, personal property, and
income taxes.

Disputes:

A.

The Grantee shall notify the SCAO in writing of the Grantee’s intent to pursue a
claim against the SCAO for breach of any term of this agreement within seven
days of discovery of the alleged breach.

The Grantee and the SCAO agree that with regard to any and all disputes,
controversies, or claims arising out of or in connection with or relating to this
agreement; or any claim that the SCAO violated any local, state, or federal
ordinance, statute, regulation, law, or common-law doctrine (including
discrimination or civil rights claims); or committed any tort; the parties shall
attempt to resolve the dispute through mediation. Selection of a mediator will be
by mutual agreement of the parties.

The Grantee and the SCAO agree that, in the event that mediation is unsuccessful,
any disputes, controversies, or claims shall be settled by arbitration. Selection of
an arbitrator will be by mutual agreement of the parties. The decision of the
arbitrator shall be binding on both parties. The award, costs, and expenses of the
arbitration shall be awarded at the discretion of the arbitrator. This agreement to
arbitrate shall be specifically enforceable. A judgment of any circuit court shall be
rendered upon the award made pursuant to submission to the arbitrator.
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Certifications and Assurances:

The Grantee must adhere to all applicable Certifications and Assurances provided in
this section. The failure to do so may result in the termination of grant funding or
other remedies.

Certifications:

The Grantee should refer to the regulations cited below to determine the

certification to which they are required to attest. Acceptance of this agreement

requires compliance with certification requirements under 28 C.F.R. Part 69,

"New Restrictions on Lobbying" and 28 C.F.R. Part 67, "Government-wide

Debarment and Suspension (Non-procurement) and Government-wide

Requirements for Drug-Free Workplace (Grants)."

Lobbying:

As required by Section 1352, Title 31 of the U.S. Code, and implemented at

28 C.F.R. Part 69, for persons entering into a grant or cooperative agreement

over $100,000, as defined at 28 C.F.R. Part 69, the Grantee certifies that:

1. No federal appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid, by or on
behalf of the undersigned, to any person for influencing or attempting to
influence an officer or employee of any agency, a Member of Congress,
an officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a Member of
Congress in connection with the making of any federal grant, the entering
into of any cooperative agreement, and the extension, continuation,
renewal, amendment, or modification of any federal grant or cooperative
agreement;

2. If any funds other than federal appropriated funds have been paid or will
be paid to any person for influencing or attempting to influence an officer
or employee of any agency, a Member of Congress, an officer or
employee of Congress, or an employee of a Member of Congress in
connection with this federal grant or cooperative agreement, the grantee
shall complete and submit Standard Form -LLL, "Disclosure of Lobbying
Activities," in accordance with its instructions;

a. Are not presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment,
declared ineligible, sentenced to a denial of federal benefits by a
state or federal court, or voluntarily excluded from covered
transactions by any federal department or agency;

The Grantee hereby assures and certifies compliance with all applicable
federal statutes, regulations, policies, guidelines, and requirements, including
OMB Circulars A-21, A-87, A-102, A-110, A-122, A-133; Executive Order
12372 (intergovernmental review of federal programs); and, 28 C.F.R. Parts
66 or 70 (administrative requirements for grants and cooperative agreements).
The Grantee also specifically assures and certifies that:

1. It has the legal authority to apply for federal assistance and the
institutional, managerial, and financial capability (including funds
sufficient to pay any required non-federal share of project cost) to
ensure proper planning, management, and completion of the project
described in this application.

2. It will establish safeguards to prohibit employees from using their
positions for a purpose that constitutes or presents the appearance of
personal or organizational conflict of interest, or personal gain.



It will give the awarding agency or the general office, through any
authorized representative, timely access to and the right to examine all
paper or electronic records related to the financial assistance. It will
comply with all lawful requirements imposed by the awarding agency,
specifically including any applicable regulations, such as 28 C.F.R.

The Grantee agrees to ensure that no person in the United States shall,
on the grounds of race, color, religion, national origin, ancestry, age,
sex, height, weight, marital status, physical or mental handicap or
disability, political affiliation or beliefs, be excluded from participation
in, be denied the benefits of, or be otherwise subjected to discrimination
under this program. The Grantee shall adhere to all applicable federal,
state and local laws, ordinances, rules and regulations including, but not
limited to, the following: The Grantee will comply with all state and
federal statutes and implementing regulations relating to
nondiscrimination. These include but are not limited to: (a) Title VI of
the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (Pub. L. 88-352), which prohibits



discrimination on the basis of race, color or national origin (and 49 CFR
Part 21); (b) Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972, as
amended (20 U.S. C. 1681-1683 and 1685-1686), which prohibits
discrimination on the basis of sex; (c) Section 504 of the Rehabilitation
Act 0f 1973, as amended (29 U.S.C. 794), and the Americans with
Disabilities Act of 1990 (Publ. L. 101-336), as amended (42 U.S.C.
12101, et seq.) which prohibits discrimination on the basis of
disabilities (and 49 CFR Part 27); (d) the Age Discrimination Act of
1975, as amended (42 U.S.C. 6101-6107), which prohibits
discrimination on the basis of age; (e) the Civil Rights Restoration Act
of 1987 (Pub. L. 100-259), which requires federal-aid recipients and all
subrecipients to prevent discrimination and ensure nondiscrimination in
all of their programs and activities; (f) the Drug Abuse Office and
Treatment Act of 1972 (Pub. L. 92-255), as amended, relating to
nondiscrimination on the basis of drug abuse; (g) the comprehensive
Alcohol Abuse and Alcoholism Prevention, Treatment and
Rehabilitation Act of 1970 (Pub.

During reassembly, a 4 wire alignment is recommended to ensure the unit plumb. It will be
necessary to remove the intermediate bearing on the second floor. If aligning the unit requires
more than minor adjustments, the upper bearings may need to removed and modified.

The Office of Community Standards has conducted investigations of two (2) vacant houses and
one (1) occupied home and seeks authorization for legal action (if necessary) in Washtenaw
County Circuit Court to abate the public nuisances that exist at:

102 WIARD ROAD

This vacant house was previously stripped of siding and prepared for demolition by its owner,
Martha Gatlin of Ypsilanti Township, who then never moved forward to demolish it. It was
registered as a vacant house in December, 2014 and inspected in February, 2015 at which time
the owner requested 90 days to complete the demolition. No demolition or repair permits
have been obtained and a Notice of Violation and demolition order was issued. Legal counsel
has written a letter to the owner asking for a firm time line to move forward. Authorization for
legal action is requested in the event the owner fails to respond in a timely manner.



1636 BAILEY STREET

This single family house on an I-1 Industrial parcel of land has been vacant for an undetermined
period of time and its owner, Michael McCord, has not provided a forwarding address of
record. Despite having 100% homestead tax exemption status, invoices for vegetation
enforcement and vacant housing inspection costs are delinquent and have been transferred to
the winter tax bill. The house was condemned after being inspected by administrative warrant
in September 2015. The interior is essentially gutted and it has broken windows and other
dangerous conditions. The property owner is unresponsive and the house and accessory
structures is a blighted eyesore for neighbors. Authorization for legal action is requested if
necessary to abate this nuisance.

1636 Bailey Street

7472 KNOLLWOOD

This home in the Mill Pointe subdivision was the subject of an animal rescue event conducted
by the Humane Society of Huron Valley on October 27, 2015 in which more than 40 exotic birds
and assorted other animals were removed from the premises. OCS staff responded to the
property the previous day to investigate a reported sick dog left in a vacant house. Our
ordinance officers observed what appeared to be many birds locked inside the house and
alerted humane society investigators. As a result of a code inspection by consent of property
owner Barbara Gould, the house was condemned and an emergency court order prohibiting
occupancy was obtained pursuant to administrative authorization. The property owners are
now communicating through legal counsel to abate the public nuisance as quickly as possible.

Formal authorization of the administrative approval to initiate legal action is now required.

Subject: Approval of GPS/Fleet Telematics Solution

Please see the attached quotes from 2 Verizon providers to supply

tracking systems for 28 of our Township vehicles.

1. GPS/ Fleet provides a lower monthly cost ($18.95) at

$530.60 but has a slightly higher initial cost.

2. GTS Fleet has a higher monthly cost ($25) but a lower initial

Ccost.

Both offer a month to month contract that can be cancelled at any
time. Running the numbers for a year provides the following

analysis:
GPS-$3,045 + $6,372 monthly ($18.95 X 12) = $§9,417
GTS- $1,558 + $8,400 monthly ($25 X 12) = $9,958.



In light of this, I am recommending that the Board approve the
GPS/Telematics Solution in the amount of a one-time costs of
$3,045.12 and a monthly costs of 18.95 per unit.

I have already cancelled the former service we had that was much
more expensive and would use some of that money to move
forward with a plan to have these purchased and installed by the
beginning of 2016. I would need to increase our monthly
projected budgeted costs for 2016. As you may recall the last time
I brought this to the board, we discussed that we were only
monitoring 15 vehicles for $407 and will now be monitoring 28 of
them for $530.60. I continue to plan for us to do the installation as
I discussed previously.
