Re: July 2017 Police Services Monthly Report

In June of 2017, there were 4003 calls for service in Ypsilanti Township, which is a 7.12%
decrease in calls for service as compared to July of 2016. This reductions brings us to a 2.73%
reduction in Calls For Service Year to Date.

OPERATIONS

During July of 2017, Patrol Operations has been efficient in handling calls for service, traffic
enforcement and community engagement duties in pursuit of our total policy philosophy. We
will continue to focus on root cause issues and build on the program we initiated in 2016 to
continue the positive trends in reference to juvenile issues and burglaries. However, during July
we had significant increases in the following areas compared to last July:

Larceny From Building +33.3%
Larceny From Vehicle +20.9%
Motor Vehicle Theft +33.3%

When analyzed on a year to date basis, compared to last year, the statistics are as follows:

Larceny From Building +27.3%
Larceny From Vehicle +45.9%
Motor Vehicle Theft -13.4%

In order to help curtail some of the opportunistic thievery that occurs in the community, we
have been utilizing multiple media platforms to get the word out the community to lock up
their vehicle and refrain from leaving keys inside those vehicles. The vast majority of vehicle
thefts and larcenies from vehicles are from unlocked vehicles.

YOUTH INITIATIVE

The Sheriff’s Office continues to partner with courts, probation and social services to ensure
that there is accountability beyond Sheriff’s Office contact with the offenders that are
consistently involved in crimes. The overall reductions in burglaries, stolen autos and juvenile
mischief complaints is directly related to the Sheriff’s Office engagement of our juvenile
population and their family structures. Curfew enforcement sweeps have been effective this



month. In conjunction with those sweeps, an extensive information campaign involving schools,
social media and Ypsilanti Township Neighborhood Watch ensuring that the community knows
what the expectation is in regards to curfew is taking place.

COMMUNITY ACTION TEAM

During the month of June, the Sheriff’s Office executed several narcotics related search warrants
within Ypsilanti Township which resulted in seizures of narcotics and currency.

Our collaboration with the Michigan Department of Correction in reference to parole compliance
continues to pay dividends. Fast reaction to tips regarding parolee misconduct as well as regular
home visits are expected by the parolees that are living in Ypsilanti Township and surrounding
areas.

CONSTRUCTION TRAFFIC
Deputies have aggressively patrolled the US-12 Bypass and surrounding areas to mitigate issues
caused by the construction as well as to ensure the safety of the workers.

CHANGES IN PERSONNEL

Deputy Geno Rush is now Sergeant Geno Rush in no small part due to his excellent work in this
community based position. He has assumed a command position within Patrol Operations and is
currently assisting Deputy Lindsey Thompson in transitioning to the Neighborhood Watch
position he previously held. Congratulations to Sgt Rush on his promotion and to Deputy
Thompson for obtaining her new assignment. Deputy Thompson brings patrol experience and
energy to the position.

Deputy Alyshia Dyer pioneered our Youth Initiative in Ypsilanti Township which was developed
last year in response to surging youth issues in the community. She built bridges with families
and partnering agencies to ensure that our youth are engaged positively and that when needed,
are held accountable. Her efforts were instrumental in achieving the statistical results we have
seen in juvenile crime reduction. She will be moving into a Patrol Operations assignment within
Ypsilanti Township soon. Deputy Heather Morrison will be transitioning into the Youth
Initiative position. Deputy Morrison is passionate about youth and family engagement. She
comes to the position with extensive patrol experience.

Re: August 2017 Police Services Monthly Report

In August of 2017, there were 3838 calls for service in Ypsilanti Township, which is a 13. 2%
decrease in calls for service as compared to August of 2016. This reductions brings us to a
4.06% reduction in Calls For Service Year to Date.

OPERATIONS

During August of 2017, Patrol Operations has been efficient in handling calls for service, traffic
enforcement and community engagement duties in pursuit of our total policy philosophy. We
will continue to focus on root cause issues and build on the program we initiated in 2016 to
continue the positive trends in reference to juvenile issues and burglaries. During August we
had significant decreases in the following areas compared to last August:

Larceny From Building -13.3%
Larceny From Vehicle -16.2%
Motor Vehicle Theft -21.4%

When analyzed on a year to date basis, compared to last year, the statistics are as follows:

Larceny From Building +19.4%
Larceny From Vehicle +12.5%
Motor Vehicle Theft -15.9%

In order to help curtail some of the opportunistic thievery that occurs in the community, we
continue to utilize multiple media platforms to get the word out the community to lock up their
vehicle and refrain from leaving keys inside those vehicles. The vast majority of vehicle thefts
and larcenies from vehicles are from unlocked vehicles.

YOUTH INITIATIVE

The Sheriff’s Office continues to partner with courts, probation and social services to ensure
that there is accountability beyond Sheriff’s Office contact with the offenders that are
consistently involved in crimes. The year to date reductions in burglaries, stolen autos and
juvenile mischief complaints as indicated below is directly related to the Sheriff’s Office
engagement of our juvenile population and their family structures. Curfew enforcement



sweeps have been effective this month. In conjunction with those sweeps, an extensive
information campaign involving schools, social media and Ypsilanti Township Neighborhood
Watch ensuring that the community knows what the expectation is in regards to curfew is
taking place.

Stolen Autos -15.9%
Juvenile Mischief -16.4%

COMMUNITY ACTION TEAM

During the month of June, the Sheriff’s Office executed several narcotics related search warrants
within Ypsilanti Township which resulted in seizures of narcotics and currency.

Our collaboration with the Michigan Department of Correction in reference to parole compliance
continues to pay dividends. Fast reaction to tips regarding parolee misconduct as well as regular
home visits are expected by the parolees that are living in Ypsilanti Township and surrounding
areas.

CONSTRUCTION TRAFFIC
Deputies have aggressively patrolled the US-12 Bypass and surrounding areas to mitigate issues
caused by the construction as well as to ensure the safety of the workers.

WITHIN THE AFSCME BARGAINING UNIT (TABLED AT JULY 18, 2017 REGULAR
MEETING)
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Clerk Lovejoy Roe stated board members felt they needed more time to study
this agenda item so it was tabled at the July 18, 2017 regular meeting.

Trustee Eldridge stated he was waiting for answers from the HR office and
without Karen Wallin or Supervisor Stumbo present his vote would be no to
remove from the table.

Clerk Lovejoy Roe asked Trustee Eldridge what questions he was still waiting
on for answers.

Trustee Eldridge said he would supply a copy of the questions to everybody
after the work session.

Trustee Wilson stated that if negotiations were coming up very soon it did not
make sense to address this now. Trustee Wilson said his vote would probably
be no to remove from the table.

Clerk Lovejoy Roe stated Robert’s Rules of Order does not allow agenda items
to be tabled or to remain on the table for the purpose of delaying a vote. She
said she was in support of removing it from the table and voting on the agenda
item. She said a special meeting was to have been scheduled which did not
happen. Clerk Lovejoy Roe stated board members knew Supervisor Stumbo
was opposed to posting and creating the position. She said Karen Wallin had
sent an email indicating she had changed her position and wanted to wait for
negotiations to upgrade the position. Clerk Lovejoy Roe explained she had
information in the board packet regarding the number of times the board had
approved positions and not referred the items to negotiations over the past 10
years. She explained twice this year the board voted on two items requiring
opening up negotiations for new letter of agreements after the board voted to
approve positions or changes.
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She encouraged board members to be careful to treat this position, this
department, and this employee the same in regards to other positions we
have voted on. Clerk Lovejoy Roe stated for the past 10 years for every change
in position, whether creating, combining or eliminating a position, the board
never required anyone to wait on contract negotiations. She said this would
be the first time in the history of the Township for over 10 years that a
Township board required a department to wait on negotiations to make a
change regarding a position. She also said if the board approved the OCS
request to fill the Planning Coordinator position tonight it would require
opening a contract now unless the board was going to treat this new wage rate
and position the same as the Election Specialist position and refer it to
negotiations. Clerk Lovejoy Roe said it would be very difficult to explain
opening the contract outside of negotiations to set the wage for the Planning
Coordinator tonight, after saying no we will not open the contract for the
Election Specialist position. Clerk Lovejoy Roe stated she supported the
Planning Coordinator position because it was needed. She said as board
members we have to think if we are going to treat this position differently
than how we have treated other positions. She said for example, like David
Maynard’s position, the board agreed on giving him $55,000 and created a
new position for him and did not post his job externally. She said the township
negotiated a letter of agreement with the union after the board voted to
create the new position, job description, wage and waive the posting. Then he
was awarded the newly created position. She said the Teamster’s contract was
also up this year, so we could have waited as was being requested of the
Election Specialist position until negotiations. Other changes were made this
year, which included opening up the contract. She said labor contracts are
fluid documents and they work for both sides. She said not opening a contract
during the life of an agreement could structurally hamper the
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organization. She said if we had not been able to open agreements we would
have had to force our employees to do an 80/20 healthcare plan where
everyone pays 20%. Clerk Lovejoy Roe stated we were going down a scary
road when we have three, four and even five year contracts that we cannot
open up dealing with any new position or classification changes. She stated
that should not be the reason we would not deal with a position. She said
township history includes opening contracts to deal with positions, changes
and to solve problems. She said that to close a contract until negotiations
would make this the first board to say no to opening a contract. She said the
board had always opened contracts to deal with positions, with the exception
of when the board approved the health care changes, that required the
contract to be opened and saved our employees, organization, and retirees a
lot of money.

Treasurer Doe stated there were things that Clerk Lovejoy Roe was throwing
out that did not fall in tune. He said normally when contracts were opened up
it was between management and the union. He said the healthcare issues
talked about were negotiated in the agreement to re-open. He said he had
listened to attorneys, human resources, and the union talk about not going
forward due to questions. He said there may be other specialties we do not
know about and this could open a can of worms, so he said he would be voting
to not take it off the table. He said we should wait and negotiate it. Treasurer
Doe stated that Clerk Lovejoy Roe has mentioned in a letter that the employee
has been doing the assignment for two years now. He said that he could not
see what two or three months would do, so he said that he was voting no to
take it off the table.

Trustee Ross-Williams stated she appreciated the comments, but was hesitant.
She said Human Resources said it should wait. She also stated her biggest
guestion was should it be handled in executive session.
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Clerk Lovejoy Roe said she would respond to Treasurer Doe and Trustee Ross-
Williams and said she wants to caution the board on voting no on the posting, for
the first time ever to wait until negotiations. She stated that all the items voted
on listed in the board packet never had a letter agreement ahead of time. She
said that on the agenda tonight, under new business, was a request to vote on a
position first and then negotiate with the union. She said she was asking the
board to not change the process for the Election Specialist position. She said it
was the correct process and one the board had always followed. She asked the
board to vote their conscience on the position regardless of how they felt. Clerk
Lovejoy Roe stated that we do not want to single out a separate position,
individual, or department and treat it differently. She said every one of the letter
of agreements regarding positions listed in the board packet were negotiated
after the board took action. She shared labor contracts all have a management
right’s clause. She said it did not matter if it was UAW, AFSCME, Teamsters or AFT
it was a basic principal of labor law and management has the right to take action,
create positions, and change positions. She said if the positions were in the
contract then after the board approved any changes then the union is asked to
approve it. She said that was the process Ypsilanti Township had always followed.
She shared that Dawn Scheitz received an extra $1.00/hr raise and the agreement
was signed after board approval. Clerk Lovejoy Roe stated that in response to
Trustee Ross-Williams’ concerns about discussing a person, she said we did just
that when David Maynard was upgraded from part-time to full-time and again
with the creation of his brand new position, with a new wage structure and it was
not posted externally. She said collectively we wanted to promote this person
internally and that was what the board approved and then the letter of
agreement was negotiated creating the position, job description, wage, and how
it would be filled. She requested the board not change the process and continue
to vote on positions that are needed or changes like the OCS Planning
Coordinator position on the agenda later tonight and then negotiate the
agreement with the union on the changes or new positions. She said we voted to
change the job description and responsibilities of ACT 54 Inspectors who are
Teamsters to be able to perform AFSCME work first and then two letters of
agreement were negotiated with two separate unions.
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She asked the board not to bind the Township’s hands, not to change policy to
require a letter of agreement before a change, and to vote your heart and your
mind and what was good for the Township. She said she did not recall ever,
nor did she find in the 10 years of minutes researched a single instance where
the board did not approve what a department head has asked for to improve
their department and service to the residents. She asked that her department
be treated fairly as other departments and approve what was so desperately
needed and to give equity to an employee. She also said that we all know this
request was for Angela Robinson and she asked that Ms. Robinson be treated
in the same fair and just way the township had always treated our employees.

Trustee Ross-Williams questioned how the union felt about this.

Clerk Lovejoy Roe responded it was a fair question, but it also was not a fair
question at this time because it had never been asked how the union felt when
we were considering a change to a position. She stated management has the
right to create a position then work out the details with the union. She said
that to ask the union to take a position before the board does causes issues.
She said she felt this was what caused a lot of stress and issues because the
board did not take action and she said it has left the bargaining union in
turmoil.

Trustee Wilson said he understood that in the IT department the new position
was created to have a backup person. He said there was a need for a new
position. He added just like the hydro station was requesting a part-time
position based on the need for extra help. He said he did not believe the
Clerk’s office was asking for extra help. He also said that being labor friendly
as a board was not always about wages and benefits. He stated that creating
turmoil amongst the union members was not a good thing and that was what
it seems had been done. He shared that he was not in favor of creating the
position at this time. He added that he felt it should be done at negotiations
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since we could not get union representation at the meeting. He stated he
believed this was a different situation.

Clerk Lovejoy Roe stated that in response to Trustee Wilson’s comments, the
part time support position for Hydro was not in a bargaining unit. She said the
Office of Community Standards position on the agenda, was a position Joe
Lawson had in the Teamsters bargaining unit. She said it currently did not have
a wage because it was not filled at the time of the last contract. She said it
was on the agenda tonight to approve a new wage subject to a letter of
agreement if the board approves it. She said tonight’s agenda item for
approval for the new wage for the Planning Coordinator probably involved
prior conversation with the union. She stated if you remember Karen Wallin’s
memo, from the last board meeting, indicated that there had been
conversations with the union and that the union was in support of the Election
Specialist position in general. She said she would not have placed the Election
Specialist positon on the agenda if there was not general support from the
union.

Trustee Wilson asked if there was a need for the new position in the Clerk’s
office.

Clerk Lovejoy Roe answered yes, and said that since 2015 the office changed
and the need for the new position was created. She said she had requested to
create the new position since 2015, but didn’t have support of the board or
the Chief Steward in the past and had hoped it would be different this time.
She said the added responsibility in the one position was due to the structural
changes in the department and warranted a new job description and a new
wage. She said she had asked Angela Robinson if she would take on the new
leadership role and the new responsibilities and duties of Election Specialist
for the Clerk’s Department. She explained at the time there was a brand new
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Deputy Clerk with no experience in elections and a brand new staff person
with no election experience.

She stated all of the staff members were new besides Angela Robinson and
those that had left had over 18 years of experience each. She said Angela
Robinson agreed to take on the leadership role and she said she agreed that as
Clerk she would ask Human Resources and the board to support a new wage,
job description and classification of Election Specialist because the township
was dependent on her taking on the new responsibilities as there was no one
else that could take on this leader role in the department. Clerk Lovejoy Roe
stated she tried to create the new position in 2015 and 2016. She said she truly
hoped that with the support of both Supervisor Stumbo and the new board
members and a change in the union leadership that the new position would be
supported this time around. She explained it was suggested to hire temporary
election workers. She said the union contract requires temporaries be paid at
the floater clerk wage, which is nearly $20.00/hr. She said that for just one
election it would cost the township $13,000 and in 2016 it would have cost an
additional $52,000 based on 4 elections. She stated it doesn’t make financial
sense to hire temporaries even though the contract allows it. Clerk Lovejoy
Roe stated she had a new structure that works in her department with the
new Election Specialist role and in the spirit of cooperation she explained she
would only ask for a $1.00/hr. raise which would cost $2,080/year. She ended
by stating that smaller organizations hire 90 days before the election but with
three full-time AFSCME employees, she would like one to be approved and
paid as an Election Specialist as the department is currently operating and
meeting the needs of the Clerk’s office.

Trustee Ross-Williams said the HR director email expressed a desire to proceed
with caution and that was a big concern for her. She said she did not want to
take the township down a slippery slope.
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Trustee Jarrell Roe asked why this position was truthfully and factually
different so she could make an informed decision because she was lacking
understanding. She said she had asked for this information from Human
Resources and board members to help her understand. She asked if any of the
board members could help her understand why this position was different.

Trustee Ross-Williams stated the only thing that makes it different for her was
that she has never seen the HR director say to proceed with caution.

Treasurer Doe commented that we have been advised by attorneys, HR, and
Council 25 they want to have all the information and to do it in negotiations.
Treasurer Doe asked why wouldn’t we do it in negotiations and make it clean.
He said that we can’t throw a price out there so | want to do it in negotiations
and do it right. He said we don’t know what the increase should be. He said
he did not understand and he said this was something that the deputy did for
years and years and now all of the sudden we have this extra person and he
said he was not against it but he wanted to do it in negotiations.

Clerk Lovejoy Roe commented that in the past there were three election
people in the office so it wasn’t one person doing it and taking the lead, she
said the responsibilities were shared between the three employees.

Treasurer Doe said all of your clerks did it and now we want to single it out to
one person. He stated I’'m not sure if this was the correct thing to do and that
maybe something all 3 of them should learn how to do and maybe there’s an

increase for all 3 of them.

Clerk Lovejoy Roe stated she appreciated Treasurer Doe’s opinion but she felt
he did not trust her. She said she had always supported Treasurer Doe and the
changes in staff structure that he had requested in his office over the years.
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She said she supported all departments requesting changes in their staffing. She
said she knows how to run the Clerk’s office, adding she needed support for how
she had structured her office based on the lack of election experience. She said
she needed the change now and that maybe in 10 years the need might be
different. She said she just wanted to be treated like everyone else and wanted
Angela Robinson to be treated fairly as well. She said it was a slippery slope
because we were not treating everyone the same. She said we keep saying wait
until negotiations and no other employee or department head has been asked to
wait. She said she wanted to see if Trustee Jarrell Roe had a follow up. Then she
asked if the Attorney wanted to weigh in with his position since everyone keeps
referencing that the Attorney had a position on opening negotiations even though
she said she had not heard that at the board level on this specific issue or on any
prior board actions that required opening up the contracts.

Treasurer Doe said we had a very lengthy agenda and we had spent 40 minutes
on this issue and he suggested we move on.

Trustee Jarrell Roe followed up by stating she did not have a position on this issue
due to the lack of information and she said that she asked for information and
understood Karen Wallin was on vacation. She said that the broad question she
had for the board was if we could agree that this should happen in executive
session. She asked if the board was going to be a board that was going to vote on
the principals of always bringing it back to negotiations or not and to make it
clean. She said it was a big decision.

Clerk Lovejoy Roe asked Attorney Winters if we should open negotiations and if it
was only at certain times. She asked him if he needed more time to respond.
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Attorney Winters said he did not need more time. He stated that he had two
emails from the Bargaining Chair of the Local AFSCME Union and from a
Council 25 representative. He said anything he had to say would be said in a
closed session.

Myla Harris, said she was Vice President of AFSCME Local 3451 and she was on
the current bargaining unit and grievance committee. She said there had been
a lot of discussion about this matter. She said this position was brought to her
as chair at the time and she immediately contacted Council 25. She said in the
current situation Council 25 was never notified. She said Clerk Lovejoy Roe had
been in contact with the current chapter chair only. She said as of August 9,
the Council 25 rep was informed of this position. She said he emailed the HR
Director and the email the Council 25 rep sent was not included in the
documents. She said his email stated that he sent Ron an email and let him
know he could not meet on such short notice. She said he thought Karen
Wallin, HR director, was notified. Ms. Harris said the Council 25 Rep says in
the email that he would schedule something with Ron and the committee to
discuss the township’s request and the unions concerns and that after that he
would contact Ms. Wallin. She said the Council 25 Rep said in the meantime,
you can you forward him all documentation about the new position that the
township wants to create; pay, job description, requirements, etc. She said
that he said Council 25 legal wanted to look it over. She said in addition, his
email stated he wanted to be CC’d at the start of any conversation pertaining
to wages, hours, and working conditions of the local. Ms. Harris stated that she
also did not see an email from the current chapter chair in the packet that was
sent out on August 7th to HR. She said the email said he had received some
concerns regarding this position and the Bargaining and Grievance Committee
was agreeable to the idea of the new position but there were some issues that
needed clarification before we can give it our stamp of approval. She said it
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said if you care to meet with the union to discuss our concerns, please let me
know. Ms. Harris added it was her understanding that the position would not
be discussed outside of our Council rep and it was very disturbing to the
Council rep not to be notified that this was back on the agenda. She said that
he had indicated to the current Chapter Chair to recommend to the board to
cease and desist. She said the township needed to table the creation and
posting of an Election Specialist position currently being discussed at the board
meeting until all parties can meet. She said the employer must meet and
discuss with the union any changes in wages, hours, and conditions of
employment. She said those were subjects of bargaining, best practice, and it
was the law. Ms. Harris continued to say the position was not different to
answer Trustee Jarrell Roe’s question. She said the employee had been doing
the job for 20 years now. She said her concern was to protect the position, not
the employee. She said that because the workload had been increased and she
had been given more duties as the Election Specialist, she said that was what
the Clerk’s office did, she said she was nothing more and nothing less than a
Clerk lll. She said that you indicated that this particular individual was
knowledgeable, highly experienced and irreplaceable but when there was a
vacant Deputy Clerk position, you didn’t even want her, stated Harris. She said
there were two employees with 20 years of election experience and neither
were chosen as Deputy Clerk. She said with all due respect to the Deputy
Clerk, she did not have experience in elections. She said she is bright and smart
and she indicated she knew this because she was AFSCME.

Clerk Lovejoy Roe asked Ms. Harris to use names because she did not know
what she was talking about.

Ms. Harris said she was talking about Deputy Clerk Lisa Garrett as being smart
and intelligent.

Clerk Lovejoy Roe said she knew that because she did hire Ms. Garrett.
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Ms. Harris said that was her point. She said that your department was
suffering due to mismanagement. She said that if only one person was able to
do elections, Harris said, then that was lack of training on your part. She said if
Angela Robinson left you would be in the same position and your office would
be in shambles.

Clerk Lovejoy Roe said that was the entire point of needing an upgrade in one
position to Election Specialist.

Ms. Harris said there should be an equal workload for floater clerks. She said
that you did not get it that AFSCME and Council 25 was concerned with an
AFSCME employee assigning duties to other AFSCME employees and she felt it
Was a supervisory position.

Clerk Lovejoy Roe said that’s why we want to negotiate it. She said AFSCME
had done that before at the Compost Site.

Ms. Harris said that AFSCME had not done it before.
Clerk Lovejoy Roe said that this discussion was not going anywhere.
Ms. Harris said that was because it was not going in your favor.

Clerk Lovejoy Roe said no that was not what she meant, she said the issue
needed to be wrapped up to move onto the agenda.

Ms. Harris said that it needed to go to negotiations because in other
municipalities they have election specialists but they were not union. She said
the union was not against creating a position with a higher wage but it needed
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to be equal. She said all departments have their peak times. She said the
Treasurer Department clerks were doing the same work as your employees. She
asked if each supervisor was supposed to fight for his or her own employees and
ask for an increase. She said that was not collective bargaining and that we are
AFSCME strong and we would not be bullied or intimidated and that she would
not be satisfied until every employee was treated equally.

Clerk Lovejoy Roe said that she thought her department ran very well. She said
her office ran a great election in 2016. She said she has a great Deputy Clerk and
great staff. She stated the conversation needs to happen at the table after the
board approves the position and she said of course you negotiate the wage and
the position with the union just like we always have. Just like we will tonight with
the Planning Coordinator position, just like you did with Dawn Scheitz’s change in
duties and wages. She said she did not include the emails that Ms. Harris
referenced because they were not sent to her and she did not include emails that
were sent to others in the packet without their request and permission. She also
said she included in the packet what she had researched regarding the position to
provide more information to the board. She also said she believed many of the
emails to Ms. Wallin involved labor practice issues. She said everyone knew the
issue was tabled and would be on the agenda again and she said that if requested
she would have included what anyone asked to be in the packet on this issue or
others.

Treasurer Doe requested to end this discussion and to move on.
NEW BUSINESS

1. BUDGET AMENDMENT #11
Clerk Lovejoy Roe reviewed and explained the budget amendment.
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2. AUTHORIZE EXECUTION OF DOCUMENTS NECESSARY TO IMPLEMENT
YPSILANTI TOWNSHIP’S SETTLEMENT WITH NEXUS PIPELINE.
DOCUMENTS INCLUDE GRANTS OF EASEMENTS, ORDER OF PAYMENT
AND FERC NOTICE
Clerk Lovejoy Roe said the board would go into closed session to discuss the
legal opinion related to this agenda item when the attorneys arrive.

3. 1st READING OF ORDINANCE 2017-474, YCUA SEWAGE DISPOSAL SERVICE
RATES
Clerk Lovejoy Roe stated this ordinance would require two readings and
two votes. She welcomed Jeff Castro, Director of YCUA to explain the
proposed new ordinance.

Director Castro stated the proposed ordinance change would increase the
Ypsilanti Township division sewer rate by 4% effective October 1, 2017. He
said he anticipated that at the YCUA Board of Commissioners meeting on
August 23, 2017 that the YCUA Board would consider a recommendation of
a 4% sewer increase and at the same time consider a water rate increase of
3.2% for the Ypsilanti Township Division water and sewer customers. He
said the Great Lakes Water Authority had increased YCUA’s rates for water
by 3.2 % that went into effect July 1, 2017. He said the combined impact of
these two increases would be a 3.52% increase in the monthly water and
sewer bills of Ypsilanti Township customers. He said a spreadsheet with the
details of the proposed rate changes were included in the board packet. He
said the average bimonthly bill for a minimum user of water and sewer
would see an increase of $2.03 and an average user would see an increase
of $3.23 in their bimonthly bill. He requested consideration for the
recommended change to the ordinance. He reviewed other municipalities
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increases to water and sewer rates that he said was also included in the
packet.

Trustee Ross-Williams asked what type of programs exist for people who
need help with paying their water and sewer bills?

Director Castro answered that there is a fund set aside for each county to
provide help. He said a representative from the Great Lakes Water
Authority and a representative from YCUA speak to customer’s seeking
assistance in order to evaluate what would work best and set up a plan to
help them. He said that four million dollars was set aside and a chunk of
these funds was for Washtenaw County water and sewer customers.

Trustee Ross-Williams asked if it was projected that the increases would be
in this percentage range in the future and on a regular basis.

Director Castro stated GLWA expected to have a minimum increase of 4%
every year, forever. He said the projected increase to YCUA was 5.2% but
since the MDEQ and EPA had required Flint to stay with the Great Lakes
Water Authority he said the increase to YCUA was decreased by 2% along
with the fact that YCUA manages water storage excellently at peak flows,
which helps with lower water rates.

. REQUEST APPROVAL OF THE TYLER POND TRESTLE REPLACEMENT AND
DAM MODIFICATIONS CONTRACT BETWEEN YCUA AND YPSILANTI
TOWNSHIP

Clerk Lovejoy Roe stated YCUA bid the replacement and dam contract out
and Ypsilanti Township had agreed to pay our part of $ 1.7 million dollars,
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which Township Board had approved. She said the agenda item would now
approve a formal contract between YCUA and Ypsilanti Township
confirming the prior board actions supporting YCUA administration of the
bid and contract on behalf of Ypsilanti Township. She shared that another
part of the work in the Tyler Dam Drainage District was being administered
by the Water Resources Commission on behalf of Ypsilanti Township. She
said those final costs would be brought back to the board for approval to
pay later when all was finalized. She said the Township would pick up the
costs for all the township residents for the project.

5. RESOLUTION 2017-19, CONNECTING COMMUNITIES GRANT
Jeff Allen, Residential Services Director, stated that the Connecting
Communities Grant was funded through Washtenaw County Parks and
Recreation. He said there was a $100,000 grant available and he wanted to
add a project that was estimated to be close to the grant amount of
$100,000. He mentioned he would like to eventually get the path extended
all the way to Rawsonville Road.

Clerk Lovejoy Roe stated that the resolution must be adopted to submit for
the grant before the deadline.

6. REQUEST TO APPROVE ONE YEAR EXTENSION OF MAJESTIC LAKES PD
STAGE | WITH NEW EXPIRATION DATE OF SEPTEMBER 18, 2018

Director Mike Radzik, Office of Community Standards, stated the plans for
Majestic Lakes were submitted last week and they could not be approved
before the expiration deadline. He said in anticipation of the deadline the
developer requested the extension of PD State I. Director Mike Radzik,

reviewed the project. He said the original Majestic Lakes project included
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five separate areas. He said two projects were split in separate
development agreements, which were Nautica Point Apartments located
on Tuttle Hill Rd. and currently under construction and a single family
development called Lakewood Estates, owned by Lombardo Homes which
was almost sold out. He said the three remaining portions of the planned
development that still need final approval are The Ponds at Majestic Lakes
located along Textile Rd, at Huron River Dr. and two other sections near
Nautica Point Apartments that are site condos and single family homes, one
called the Village at Majestic Lakes and the other is called Lakewood
Estates. He said the builders have not been identified, but it is believed that
Lombardo would be building the Village at Majestic Lakes portion.

Trustee Wilson asked if there are plans from Lombardo to build more
homes in the future.

Director Radzik replied he thought there was interest in two projects.

. REQUEST AUTHORIZATION FOR THE HUMAN RESOURCES DEPARTMENT
TO FILL THE CHIEF BUILDING OFFICIAL POSITION

Director Radzik stated this position was vacated by resignation on July 28,
2017. He said it was unplanned and unexpected. He shared that the
building official manages, oversees, and interprets building codes for the
entire building department. He said this position also manages the housing
and business inspection program for multi-family and single family homes.
He said Human Resources completed a salary survey and suggested an
adjustment to the former salary with the current market for the non-union
management position. He said that $82,000 is the current average salary in
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the area. He said that a range from $78,000-$83,000 would put the
township in a competitive position and attract qualified candidates.

Trustee Jarrell Roe suggested that the language provided in the job
description should be reviewed to be more ADA friendly. She indicated the
recommended practices were to focus on the outcomes and not the
process.

Trustee Eldridge asked for the current salary paid to the last official.

Director Radzik replied he believed it was in the mid-seventies. He noted
that only a few people applied for the position in the past. He said the first
time the job was posted no candidates applied so they had to make a salary
adjustment. He concluded that it was important to compete with other
municipalities such as Pittsfield Township that currently pays $88,194 for a
contract position. He said their population was 20,000 less than Ypsilanti
Township.

Trustee Eldridge asked if Director Radzik had looked at contracting for this
position.

Director Radzik said he had not asked for contract rates for the position
because the township would like to get someone in a salary position who
could be available around the clock, compared to 40 hours a week, due to
the number of projects going on. He stated contracting could be much
more costly than a salary position.
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Trustee Ross-Williams asked if the required 10 years of experience for the
position would eliminate many candidates.

Mike Radzik said in order to be licensed you need three different licenses to
be qualified with multiple years of experience. He believed State
requirements correlated with the job description.

. REQUEST AUTHORIZATION FOR THE HUMAN RESOURCES DEPARTMENT
TO FILL THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT COORDINATOR POSITION

Clerk Lovejoy Roe stated that currently because this position was not filled
at the time of the last Teamsters contract that a wage was not negotiated

in the contract. She said that if the board approved filling the position that
a letter of agreement would need to be negotiated for the wage.

Director Radzik added the position was in the Teamster contract. He said
the position was last held by Joe Lawson in 2011, who was then promoted
to Planning Director. He said the township had not hired anyone for the
planning department since the early 2000’s when Dave Nickelson was hired
as Planning Director. He said the recommended ceiling was in alignment
with the inflation adjustments. He said the current average salary for this
position was $84,000. He continued to say the lower level coordinator
work was performed under our interim arrangement with Carlisle Wortman
and costs were just under $12,000 per month. He said the intent was to fill
the Planning and Development Coordinator position and provide lower
level services five days a week at the office. He said the plan was to
continue to use Carlisle Wortman for site plan review, special conditional
use permits and presentations and variance requests and presentations. He
said those are all pass through costs to the developer at an hourly rate.
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He said the Coordinator must be good at zoning administration, fence and
deck applications, and site plan reviews for construction of new homes
regarding setbacks and other standards.

Trustee Jarrell Roe asked what the salary was when it was filled in the past.

Mike Radzik indicated that the position was last filled in 2011 and that the
salary was $65,000, six years ago.

Trustee Jarrell Roe asked how the changes in positions would impact the
multifamily rental inspection program that was on the agenda later.

Mike Radzik said there was no impact on the multifamily inspection
program.

Trustee Ross-Williams commented that this was a Teamster salary position.

Director Radzik agreed and said that this position was not eligible for
overtime.

Trustee Eldridge asked if the intent was to have Carlisle continuing to work
for the Planning Department and the Township past the 2017 calendar
year. He also asked if this position would handle everything that was
planning and zoning related. He asked if the Township was not to continue
to have Carlisle do work for the Township past 2017 would he be asking the
board to fill a Director position later.

Director Radzik said Carlisle was fulfilling the coordinator position. He
stated that he did not anticipate the need to fill the director’s position.
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Trustee Eldridge asked if the Township was better off doing what we had
been doing with Carlisle for more consistency.

Director Radzik asked if Trustee Eldridge was suggesting that the Planning
and Development Coordinators job continue to be handled through a
consultant.

Trustee Eldridge asked if the consultants were handling Planning and
Development now and the higher level work would the Township not be
better off. He continued to ask if the Township should stay with a
consultant moving forward.

Director Radzik stated currently the consultant was at the township only
three days a week and the need and demand was urgent for a full time
person. He stated he could ask them how much it would cost to have the
consultants work full-time, however he did not think that would be
affordable. He added that it makes the most sense to fill the coordinator
job now. He said he did not think the same person could do both jobs
because it was too busy.

Trustee Eldridge asked if the three days of consultant support was not
enough.

Director Radzik said three days were not enough.
Clerk Lovejoy Roe indicated she had asked the same questions that Trustee

Eldridge had asked. She said that there was a time when we had both a
Coordinator and a Director and sourced out higher-level work. She
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explained that she definitely felt that the department needed a full time
position in the department for a Coordinator or a Director.

Director Radzik said the department staff and the consultants all agreed at
this time the department could best use a Coordinator and not a Director.

Trustee Eldridge said he thought it would be cost neutral and by adding the
position and still contracting he expressed concern that it would not be cost
neutral.

Director Radzik said it was cost neutral for the price of the planning
director’s compensation package. He said the Township would still have the
consultants doing higher-level work.

Trustee Ross Williams asked if the new position would help the Township
with the upcoming growth period.

Director Radzik said that the new position would help with the increased
work load that new development was bringing to the Township.

Clerk Lovejoy Roe indicated the Attorneys had arrived and a motion to go
into Closed Session as listed on the Work Session Agenda Item #3 would
now be in order.

ATTORNEY REPORT
Attorney Winters introduced County Commissioner Ricky Jefferson and
shared that he had been involved in the issues surrounding the Forbes
Cleaners and supported the township efforts to have the property cleaned
up. He also explained that 923 Ecorse Rd., formally known as the Forbes
Cleaners, was a contaminated property that had been vacant since 2016.
He said Catherine McClary, County Treasurer, had foreclosed on the
property and the township had inspected the property not knowing if it
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would be redeemed. He said Treasurer McClary had full control of the
property. He reported a Phase | environmental assessment of the property
was completed and significant concerns regarding contamination were
discovered so a Phase Il assessment was needed. He said the Phase |
investigation concluded there were 160 gallons of Perc, a carcinogen, on
site and it must be removed and transported in a safe manor. He said the
township inquired if there would be enough time for a Phase Il assessment
to be performed because the property was being auctioned on August 25,
Attorney Winters said the township had implored Treasurer McClary to
remove this property from the auction pending the outcomes from the
Phase Il investigation. He reported that nearby residential and business
properties were in the zone of potential contamination. He reported the
Washtenaw County Brownfield Redevelopment Authority was prepared to
pay for the Phase Il assessment. He said the Phase Il assessment funding
was to be approved at the Brownfield Development Authority meeting July
14", He said Treasurer McClary became perturbed because the township
was questioning why the property was still on the auction website when in
fact Phase Il was not completed. He said legally, this property could be sold
at the November auction. Attorney Winters stated that County Treasurer
McClary refused to pull the property from the auction. He said MDEQ was
concerned so a meeting was called for July 25%™". He reported Michael
Radzik, OCS Director, Supervisor Stumbo, Clerk Lovejoy Roe and himself
along with MDEQ officials and Washtenaw County staff and officials
attended the meeting. He said Treasurer McClary refused to take the
property off the auction site and she would not explain why she would not
take advantage of the $15,000 funding for the Phase Il assessment at the
July 25" meeting. He said she finally complied, and hired a different
company to complete the Phase Il assessment. He said the Phase Il initial
findings had come back supporting it was a potentially contaminated site.
He said the assessment recommended the removal of the barrels. He said
the auction website still advertised the property for sale even though the
detailed analytical soil results may not come back until August 22",
Attorney Winters explained that based upon the Phase | results, the Phase
Il preliminary results that show evidence of Perc on the property, and in
light of what happened when public officials knew of the contaminated
water in Flint, the property needs to be taken off the website. He reported
the township board had repeatedly requested to have this property
removed from the auction list as a matter of public safety, health, and
welfare. He reported County Commissioner Jefferson had done an
outstanding job trying to protect Washtenaw County and had implored
Treasurer McClary to take the property off the auction. He said it was an
issue of environmental injustice and he said it was not right to have this
contaminated property in one of Ypsilanti Township’s economic and
business corridors.

Trustee Ross-Williams thanked Attorney Winters for his legal work on this. She
said she hoped the public at large could understand this was a difficult
decision and that imminent domain was real. She said she hoped that
imminent domain could someday be discussed more on a higher legal plane
and that it was necessary.

Attorney Winters stated that during the last 10 months the township had
handled this issue by representing the entire community of over 55,000
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individuals by looking at a number of different issues pertaining to the Nexus
Pipleline. He reported that FERC now had a legal quorum and would be
reviewing and approving a number of pipeline projects that had been held in
abeyance during the last several months due to a lack of a quorum. Attorney
Winters reported that after discussion with other municipalities, none of the
multiple municipalities, officials, or the Attorney General’s office would weigh
in on the Nexus issue from a legal stand point. He said challenging the right of
imminent domain would have been a cost to the township not shared by
anyone along the 255-mile pipeline, but a cost to the Ypsilanti Township
taxpayers alone. He said the township would be looking at the potential of a
half a million dollars in legal fees in exchange for property that was valued at
$18,000 to $40,000. He said the township had done everything in its power to
protect township residents such as indemnifying the township of liability
regarding operation and maintenance of the pipeline. He said odorization
enhancements would be enforced and any requirements attached to a
possible odorization waiver would be strictly followed. He said Nexus had
obtained over 90 easements from property owners in both Augusta and
Ypsilanti Township and he reported that once the final approvals were in
place, NEXUS would start the imminent domain process. He stated that the
township had been very aggressive in the negotiations with Nexus. Attorney
Winters said under the directive of the Township board and the efforts of the
legal team of himself and outside counsel, Adam Cohen and John Scheiberhut,
they had protected the township as best as they could. He said he believed
they had done an excellent job and Nexus would make a payment to the
township of $1.65 million dollars which was just compensation owed to the
township for easements. He said the township had not caved in, instead the
township stood up to protect the taxpayers. He said he would never advise
the Township Board to spend $500,000 for property estimated to be valued at
$18,000 -540,000 to fight imminent domain alone. He said not one community
in Washtenaw County agreed to contribute anything to help and that Ypsilanti
Township cannot go alone or foot the bill alone. He said the Township cannot
change the federal laws and rules regarding imminent domain. He said those
decisions were made in Washington D.C. He said the Township was protected
through negotiations and the township had received just compensation,
recreational activities had been protected, safe guards were in place for
indemnification and restoration of properties. Attorney Winters shared that he
whole-heartedly recommended that the board approve the documents. He
said the documents were in proper form for execution.

Clerk Lovejoy Roy stated that she wanted to thank the attorneys Doug
Winters, Adam Cohen and John Scheibelhut for protecting the health and
safety of Township residents as much as possible legally under the current
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federal rules and regulations regarding pipelines. She said she appreciated the
protection for township taxpayers in regards to the burden of financial liability
remaining with Nexus and not our residents.

Patricia Miles, Ypsilanti Township resident, said the Township should not take
the money from Nexus but asked if the Township did take the money could it
be set aside for potential clean-up if there was a leak. She said she wanted to
voice her opposition to this project and knew when FERC had the quorum it
would be inevitable. She said this would be bad for the environment and
contribute to greenhouse gases. She said we need to ban fracking. She added,

He said T-Mobile had sold off the Holmes Rd. site to Crown
Castle. He said the two on S. Huron River Dr.were under the ownership of SBA
Communications. He said you may recall the township entered into
negotiations for a lump sum payment of $340,000 for a cell tower at I-94 and
Cadillac. He said the two on the agenda would total $740,000 or $320,000 for
each cell tower site. He said the total amount equals 14-15 years of lease
payments in one lump sum. He said many in the industry were not sure that
cell towers would be in use in 14-15 years. He said the township owes almost
$750,000 on the Seaver Farm Bond debt and these proceeds could be used to
pay off the debt. He reported the Tyler Dam payment of $1,000,000.00 from
WRAD and ACM, $340,000 for the cell phone tower in 2016; $1,650,000.00
from NEXUS gas transmission and the $740,000 from SBA today, if approved,
would total $3,730,000.00 of non-taxed revenue received over the past 15
months. He said he recommended the option agreements with SBA.

FIRST AMENDMENT TO MASTER DEED
OF MANORS AT CREEKSIDE VILLAGE

S.E. Michigan Land Holding LLC, a Michigan limited liability company, the address of
which is 13001 23 Mile Road, Suite 200, Shelby Township, Michigan 48315, being (a) the
Developer of Manors at Creekside Village, a residential condominium project located in
Washtenaw County, Michigan (the “Condominium Project”), established pursuant to the Master
Deed thereof recorded in Liber 4880, Page 66, Washtenaw County Records (the “Master Deed”),
and designated as Washtenaw County Condominium Subdivision Plan No. 591, and (b) the Co-
owner of Units 3 through 6, both inclusive, 17 through 19, both inclusive, 32, 44 and 45 of the
Condominium Project, hereby amends the Master Deed pursuant to Article VIII thereof and
Section 2.B. 41 of Article VI of the Bylaws for the purposes described below. Upon the
recording of this First Amendment to Master Deed in the office of the Washtenaw County
Register of Deeds, the Master Deed (including the Bylaws and Condominium Subdivision Plan
attached thereto as Exhibits A and B, respectively) will be amended as follows:

1. Article VII of the Master Deed is hereby amended to add a new subparagraph (m)
that reads as follows:

The Project is subject to a certain Planned Development Agreement
entered into by the Developer and the Township. Pursuant to such Planned
Development Agreement:

(1) No part of the storm water detention areas within the
Project shall be allowed to remain unkempt, all grass and growth shall be
maintained and cut in accordance with Township ordinances and the inlets and
outlets shall be kept functioning.

(11) Without abrogating or limiting Developer’s continuing
responsibility to maintain the detention areas during the period of construction
thereof, the Association, to the extent not the responsibility of the Office of the
Washtenaw County Water Resources Commissioner, shall be responsible for
preserving, retaining, maintaining and keeping operational any detention areas
and inlet and outlet areas, whether arising under the Planned Development
Agreement or any other open space maintenance agreements or other maintenance
and/or easement agreements entered into with the Township or other
governmental entities, from the date of certification by the Township engineer
that he has inspected the required improvements and is reasonably satisfied they
are proper and complete. Upon the completion of the storm water and detention
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facilities within the Project (excluding leads that exclusively serve one Unit) and
the approval of such storm drainage and detention facilities by the Washtenaw
County Water Resources Commissioner, the Association, to the extent not the
responsibility of the Office of the Washtenaw Water Resources Commissioner,
shall be responsible for the maintenance of such storm drainage and detention
facilities and Developer shall have no further maintenance obligations in
connection therewith.

(ii1))  In the event Developer and/or the Association at any time
fail to maintain or preserve the detention areas and the inlet and outlet areas in
accordance with the Planned Development Agreement, the Township or the
Washtenaw County Water Resources Commissioner's Office may serve written
notice by certified mail upon Developer and the Association, as applicable, setting
forth the deficiencies in Developer's or the Association’s maintenance and/or
preservation of the detention areas and inlet and outlet areas in accordance with
the Planned Development Agreement. The written notice shall include a demand
that deficiencies of maintenance and/or preservation be cured within thirty (30)
days of the date of said notice. If the deficiencies set forth in the original notice or
any subsequent notice are not cured within the thirty (30) day period, the
Township, in order to prevent the detention areas and inlet and outlet areas from
becoming a nuisance, may enter upon the detention areas and inlet and outlet
areas and perform the required maintenance and/or preservation to cure the
deficiencies. The Township's cost to perform any such maintenance and/or
preservation, together with a ten (10%) percent surcharge for administrative costs,
shall be assessed equally against each Unit within the Project, placed on the next
Township roll as a special assessment and collected in the same manner as
general property taxes.

2. Section 2.B.9 of Article VI of the Bylaws is hereby amended and restated in its
entirety to read as follows:

9. No fencing of any type is allowed within any Unit, except for a
fence which is (i) not more than four (4) feet in height, (i1) a picket-style design
and comprised of wrought iron, aluminum or another material approved by
Developer, (iii) black in color, (iv) approved by Developer in writing, and (v) in
compliance with Ypsilanti Township’s ordinance requirements. In no event may
any fence be located nearer to any front Unit boundary line than the horizontal
midpoints, each measured separately, of the exterior side walls of the Residence,
provided, however, that notwithstanding the foregoing, if a Residence (excluding
the portion thereof consisting of an attached garage) has an entry door on the side
of the Residence, a fence on the side of the house that such entry door is located
may extend from the rear of the Residence toward the front of the Residence to a
point that is not more than five (5) feet past the point of such door which is closest
to the front of the Residence. In addition, if a sidewalk is located within the side
yard of a corner Unit, no fence installed within such corner Unit may be located
closer than two (2) feet to such sidewalk. A Co-owner shall also obtain such
permits and other approvals as may be required for such fencing by Ypsilanti
Township. Nothing contained in the foregoing shall prohibit the installation of
so-called “invisible” fencing which is installed underground provided the plans
therefor are approved by Developer in writing.



3. Section 2.B.11 of Article VI of the Bylaws is hereby amended and restated in its
entirety to read as follows:

11. No tent, shack, shed, barn, tree house or other similar outbuilding
or structure shall, except as otherwise provided in this Article VI or except as
otherwise approved in writing by Developer in its sole discretion, be placed in any
Unit at any time, either temporarily or permanently, provided that a shed may be
placed in a Unit provided that (i) the shed may be no larger than 120 square feet,
(i1) the height of the shed may not exceed fourteen (14) feet as measured from the
bottom of the shed to the top most element of the roof of the shed, (iii) the shed
must be located within the rear of a Unit and not closer than five (5) feet to any
boundary line of the Unit, (iv) the shed is used only as a storage facility, (v) all
other aspects of the shed, including the materials comprising the same, are
approved by the Developer in writing and (vi) the shed conforms to all Ypsilanti
Township ordinances. No tools, equipment or other items of personal property
shall be kept or stored immediately adjacent to the shed (e.g., no item leaning or
propped against the exterior of the shed). Plans for swimming or bath houses
must be specifically approved by Developer and Ypsilanti Township.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, camping out in a tent that is erected in the rear
yard of a Unit behind a fence installed pursuant to Section 2.B.9. above is
permitted provided that such activity is on a temporary, infrequent basis and does
not become or constitute a nuisance or unreasonable source of annoyance to the
occupants of other Units.

4. Section 2.B.25 of Article VI of the Bylaws is hereby amended and restated in its
entirety to read as follows:

25. No substantially similar front elevation both in style and color of
any Residence shall be duplicated on the Unit on either side of the Unit within
such Residence is located or the Unit directly across from the front yard of the
Unit in question unless approved by Developer as provided in Parts E and F
below.

5.

Amended Sheets 1 through 8 of Replat No. 1 of the Condominium Subdivision

Plan of Manors at Creekside Village, as attached hereto, shall replace and supersede Sheets 1
through 8 of the Condominium Subdivision Plan of Manors at Creekside Village as previously
recorded, and Sheets 1 through 8 of the Condominium Subdivision Plan of Manors at Creekside
Village as previously recorded shall be of no further force or effect.

The Staging Area may also be used for
the following purposes: parking of vehicles including trucks, vans and construction equipment,
the rights of ingress and egress to and from the Staging Area for enjoyment of Grantee’s parking
rights, the temporary storage of soils during the construction of Grantee’s pipeline project,
fabrication, material storage, painting of equipment and related pipeline construction activities.
Vehicles may be owned or operated by individual agents or employees of the Grantee or its
contractors or private parties. Grantee and its contractors may also set up, operate and maintain
portable office trailers with associated electric power and telephone services on the Staging Area
during the term of these twenty-four (24) months from the start of construction to facilitate
Grantee’s pipeline construction and restoration operations.

4. Grantee shall have all other rights and benefits necessary or convenient for the
full enjoyment and use of the rights herein granted, including, but not limited to, the right, to be
exercised at any time in Grantee’s sole and absolute discretion, to remove, clear and to keep clear
all buildings (including, but not limited to, sheds, garages, and other structures, whether on
foundations or not), walls or similar structures, above- or below-ground swimming pools, decks,
rocks, trees, brush, limbs, and other obstructions including, but not limited to, pipelines and

Subsequent to
the initial construction of the Pipeline Facilities, Grantee shall pay Grantor the fair market value
for any and all damages to growing crops, cultivated land, pasturage, timber, fences, drain tile, or
buildings of Grantor resulting from any exercise of the rights herein granted; provided, however,
that after the Pipeline Facilities have been constructed hereunder, Grantee shall not be liable for
damages in the future caused by reasonable and non-negligent efforts to keep the Easement clear
of trees, undergrowth, brush, structures, or any other obstructions. In the event the Property or
any part of the Property is subject to an existing surface lease, any and all damages sustained by
the existing surface tenant to crops, timber or other property belonging to the surface lease tenant
as a result of the Grantee’s exercise of rights under this Grant of Easement, shall, following
payment from Grantee to Grantor hereunder, be promptly remitted to the surface tenant by
Grantor.

6. The pipeline shall be buried to at least the minimum depth required by applicable
laws and regulations.

7. Grantor shall not grade, excavate, fill or flood the Easement, any Temporary
Access Road and/or any Temporary Work Space (prior to the expiration of Grantee’s right to use
the Temporary Work Space and Temporary Access Road, as to the Temporary Work Space and
Temporary Access Road only) without obtaining the Grantee’s prior written consent, which may
be withheld in Grantee’s reasonable discretion.

8. Grantor shall retain any interest which Grantor has in and to the oil, gas, and other
minerals in, on and under the Easement; provided, however, that if Grantor owns such gas, oil, or
minerals, Grantor shall not be permitted to drill or operate equipment for the production or
development of minerals on the Easement, but it shall be permitted to extract the oil, gas, and
other minerals from and under the Easement by directional drilling and other means, so long as
such activities do not damage, destroy, injure, and/or interfere with Grantee’s use of the
Easement for the purposes for which the Easement has been acquired by Grantee.

0. The rights, title and privileges herein granted may, in whole or in part, be sold,
leased, assigned, pledged and mortgaged, and shall inure to the benefit of the parties and their
successors, assigns, heirs and legal representatives.

2. Also included in this Grant of Easement is the use of the following if and to the
extent shown on the Drawing: (a) temporary access roads (the “Temporary Access Road”,
whether one or more) to access the Temporary Work Space (as herein defined) and the
Easement; (b) temporary work space (the “Temporary Work Space”) for construction, operation
and maintenance of the Pipeline Facilities. Grantor’s granting of any Temporary Access Road
and any Temporary Work Space to Grantee shall be on an exclusive basis during the full term of
twenty four (24) months from the start of construction of the Pipeline Facilities on the Property.

7. Grantor shall not grade, excavate, fill or flood the Fasement, any Temporary
Access Road and/or any Temporary Work Space (prior to the expiration of Grantee’s right to use
the Temporary Work Space and Temporary Access Road, as to the Temporary Work Space and
Temporary Access Road only) without obtaining the Grantee’s prior written consent, which may
be withheld in Grantee’s reasonable discretion.

8. Grantor shall retain any interest which Grantor has in and to the oil, gas, and other
minerals in, on and under the Easement; provided, however, that if Grantor owns such gas, oil, or
minerals, Grantor shall not be permitted to drill or operate equipment for the production or
development of minerals on the Easement, but it shall be permitted to extract the oil, gas, and
other minerals from and under the Easement by directional drilling and other means, so long as
such activities do not damage, destroy, injure, and/or interfere with Grantee’s use of the
Easement for the purposes for which the Easement has been acquired by Grantee.

9. The rights, title and privileges herein granted may, in whole or in part, be sold,
leased, assigned, pledged and mortgaged, and shall inure to the benefit of the parties and their
successors, assigns, heirs and legal representatives.

12.  This Grant of Easement shall terminate, or be deemed to have terminated if (i) the
Federal Energy Regulatory Commission, or its successor agency, has issued an authorization for
Grantee to abandon the Pipeline Facilities or (ii) Grantee notifies Grantor in writing of its intent
to terminate this Grant of Easement. In the event of any such termination, Grantee shall furnish
Grantor with a release of the Grant of Easement, within a reasonable time following termination,
and Grantor shall be under no obligation to disgorge any portion of the consideration paid for the
Easement.

13.  Any and all written notices to which the parties shall be entitled hereunder or
under any law, statute, rule, regulation, order, ordinance or policy of any governmental agency or
entity having jurisdiction of the subject matter for which this Grant of Easement is granted, shall
be deemed delivered when the same has been placed in the U.S. Mail in a properly stamped
envelope or other appropriate mail container, addressed to the addresses shown below, bearing
the adequate amount of postage to result in delivery of same to the address shown thereon, and
sent by certified mail, return receipt requested, to the party to whom such notice is given. In the
alternative, either party may give such notice by United Parcel Service (UPS), Federal Express or
other similar national expedited mail service guaranteeing not later than two (2) day delivery of
any such letter or notice to the addresses provided for herein.

b. Grantee shall take all reasonable precautions to ensure that the construction,
operation, and maintenance of structures or facilities on the Property and the
portion of the Easement Area situated thereupon will occur in a manner that
will protect the scenic, recreational, and environmental values of the Hydro
Project; and

c. Grantee shall not unduly restrict public access to the project waters within the
Hydro Project.

d. Grantee acknowledges that FERC reserves the right to require Grantor to take
reasonable remedial action to correct any violations of the terms and
conditions of Article 416 of the Hydro License, at Grantee’s sole cost and
expense, and Grantee hereby acknowledges and consents to the same
following no less than thirty (30) days’ prior written notice from Grantor and
an opportunity to cure the same within such thirty (30) day period.

additional design, construction, safety measures, mitigation measures, protections, and
maintenance requirements mandated in said Special Permit (collectively, the “Permit
Requirements”).

1I1. BACKGROUND
The Ford Lake Hydroelectric Project, No. P-5334, owned by the Township, has an

impoundment on the Huron River in Washtenaw County, Michigan.

The NEXUS Project is a new natural gas pipeline system to provide interstate
transportation of natural gas to markets in northern Ohio, southeastern Michigan, and to the
Dawn Hub in Ontario, Canada. NEXUS’s application for a certificate of public convenience and
necessity is currently being evaluated by FERC in Docket No. CP16-22-000. FERC staff has
issued a Final Environmental Impact Statement (“FEIS™) in the proceeding.’

Part of the NEXUS Project’s route crosses the project boundary for the Ford Lake
Hydroelectric Project, which Ypsilanti operates pursuant to the License it received from FERC.
NEXUS will use a temporary easement above ground to accommodate construction activities,
and a permanent underground easement to install a 766-foot segment of pipe via horizontal
directional drilling (“HDD”) approximately 40 feet below the bottom of the Huron River

channel.

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NEXUS and the Township have tentatively entered into an agreement by which the
Township, acting pursuant to Article 416(d) of the License, would grant the easements necessary

for the construction and operation of the pipeline.
III. PRIOR NOTICE

Article 416 (d) of the License provides that the Township may grant easements across
project lands, including those for “pipelines that cross project lands or waters but do not
discharge into project waters. . . .”> Pursuant to Article 416(d), the licensee is required to notify
FERC of its intent to convey easements on project lands at least 60 days before the conveyance
will occur. The notice must briefly describe the interest to be conveyed, the nature of the
proposed use, the identity of any federal or state agency official consulted, and any federal or
state approvals required for the proposed use.* Unless the Director of the Office of Energy
Projects, within 45 days of the filing date, requires the licensee to file an application for prior
approval, the licensee may convey the intended interest at the end of the 60-day period.> The
licensee is required to consult with federal and state fish and wildlife or recreation agencies and
the State Historic Preservation Officer, as appropriate. In addition, the licensee must determine
that the use of lands to be conveyed is not inconsistent with any approved Exhibit R or approved

report on recreational resources of an Exhibit E.
IV. INTERESTS TO BE CONVEYED

Construction of the NEXUS Project will require the use of easements across two

properties that are within the project boundary for the Ford Lake Hydroelectric Project. First,

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NEXUS will use a temporary easement across an above ground area of parcel number MI-WA-
107.0020 and MI-WA-000.001, more commonly known as the South Hydro Park, Parcel No. K-
11-24-300-011. The easement involves use of approximately 0.3 acres for a Temporary Access
Road and approximately 0.4 acres of Temporary Workspace to accommodate construction
activities. Drawings of these crossings are attached as EXHIBIT A-1. The duration of this
temporary easement is twenty-four (24) months from the start of construction of the NEXUS
Project on the Property.

The second easement is a permanent underground easement across parcel number MI-
WA-110.0000, more commonly known as the North Hydro Park, Parcel No. K-11-24-300-001.
This easement is for the construction of a 766 foot segment of the pipeline, to be installed using
HDD approximately 40 feet below the bottom of the Huron River channel. The work will be
performed in accordance with an HDD Design Report and HDD Monitoring and Inadvertent
Return Contingency Plan filed by NEXUS and approved by FERC in its issuance of the FEIS for
the NEXUS project in November 2016.% For the underground segment, the pipeline itself will be
below the surface and will not discharge into project waters. Drawings of the easement are
attached as EXHIBIT A-2.

The HDD Design Report and the HDD Monitoring and Inadvertent Return Contingency
Plan were both submitted to FERC as part of the FEIS process and are expected to be
incorporated as part of the conditions of FERC’s certification.” The FEIS® suggests that
construction and operation of the NEXUS Project will not have a significant adverse effect on

the lands or resources within the Ford Lake Hydroelectric Project from either an environmental

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or recreational perspective. FERC staff has found the above-referenced reports to be mindful of

groundwater resources in the project area.’

V. AGENCY CONSULTATION AND APPROVAL

In addition to FERC’s environmental review of the NEXUS Project, NEXUS has
consulted with relevant federal and state agencies regarding development of the Project. At the
federal level, The United States Fish and Wildlife Service (“USFWS”) prepared a Biological
Opinion for the NEXUS Project, dated December 14, 2016, regarding impacts to endangered bat
species, and provided notification to FERC on January 30, 2017 that it considers impacts to
migratory birds resulting from the NEXUS project to be mitigated.'” The Biological Opinion
found that the NEXUS Project was not likely to jeopardize the continued existence of the Indiana
bat and the northern long-eared bat, and that no critical habitat for either bat species was found

within the action area for the Project.!!

In Michigan, the Michigan Department of Natural Resources issued a concurrence in
October of 2016 that substantial impacts are not anticipated from the NEXUS Project on any
Michigan state-listed species.!” The Michigan Department of Environmental Quality issued a
Water Resources Division Permit for the NEXUS Project in January 2017, authorizing

construction of the Project within Lenawee, Monroe and Washtenaw Counties.!? Finally, the

VI CONSISTENCY WITH PROJECT VALUES

In accordance with Article 416(d) and 416(e) of the License, the Township has reviewed
the NEXUS proposal for the two easements. Based on this review and on the consultations
NEXUS has undertaken with the relevant state and federal agencies, the Township has
determined that the uses of Project lands proposed by NEXUS are not inconsistent with the

recreational and environmental values of the Project, as more fully described below.

The temporary above ground easement in the South Hydro Park will allow for a
temporary access road and temporary workspace for the NEXUS Project on the far east side of
Project lands. These lands are not specifically reserved for Project recreational use, and their
temporary use during construction of the Project should not disrupt recreation at the Ford Lake
Hydroelectric Project. Following construction, Nexus shall restore and return these areas to pre-
construction conditions in accordance with NEXUS’s Erosion and Sediment Control Plan.'* The
activities governed by the permanent easement across the North Hydro Park will be
underground, and are not expected to interfere with any recreation as envisioned in the Ford
Lake Hydroelectric Project’s FERC-approved Recreation Plan.'?

Furthermore, as described in the attached Easement Agreement, the proposed easements
will contain the following provisions as required by Article 416(e)(3) of the License: (1) that the

use of the lands conveyed will not endanger health, create a nuisance, or otherwise be

This contract is made and entered into by and between:

The Ypsilanti Community Utilities Authority, a Michigan municipal corporation,

The Charter Township of Ypsilanti, a Michigan Municipal body corporate, 7200 S.
Huron River Drive, Ypsilanti, Michigan, 48197 ("Township”).

1.0 ACKNOWLEDGMENTS

1.1 YCUA is undertaking the following capital improvement project: replacement of
two existing timber trestles with a new precast concrete utility bridge to carry wastewater
conveyance pipes over Tyler Pond in section 12 of the Charter Township of Ypsilanti (“the
Project”).

1.2 The Township wants certain modifications to be made to the existing dam
downstream the area of the Project, to wit: Permanent drawdown of the manmade impoundment,
removal of an existing valve at the dam, permanent stabilization of the pond bottom once the
impoundment is permanently dewatered, reestablishment of Willow Creek and related items
(“Dam Modifications”).

1.3 YCUA and the Township agree that the Dam Modifications will be included in
the Project, the Project will be bid by YCUA and the construction contract for the Project
administered by YCUA. The Township will reimburse YCUA for the cost of the Dam
Modifications according to the terms and conditions of this contract.

As part of the trestle replacement, YCUA will be responsible for certain portions of the
Dam Modifications, in particular the drawdown of the impoundment and related items.

Therefore, the parties agree as follows:

2.1 The Township provided YCUA with the plans, specifications, bid items and
quantities for the Dam Modifications and those plans and specifications were included in and
made a part of YCUA’s bid, plans, specifications and proposal for the Project.

2.2 YCUA advertised and let for bid the Project in accordance with YCUA policy and
the requirements of the Michigan Department of Environmental Quality (“MDEQ”) Clean Water
State Revolving Fund (“SRF”’) loan program

23 YCUA has obtained funding for the Project through the SRF loan program
administered by the MDEQ.
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2.4  The Township is not a party to that loan and is and will not be made a party
thereto by virtue of this agreement.

2.5 Following execution of this Contract and execution of a construction contract
between YCUA and an independent contractor, YCUA will submit periodic invoices, but not
more than once per month, to the Township for actual costs incurred for the Dam Modifications
as specified by the construction contract. Following a final accounting of the project costs
YCUA will submit a final invoice for the actual remaining unpaid costs. All invoices shall
provide supporting detail and information which reasonably identifies and isolates the costs of
the Dam Modifications.

2.6 The Township will promptly reimburse YCUA upon receipt of such invoices for
all costs and expenses attributed to the Dam Modifications portion of the Project.

2.7 The expected cost for the Dam Modifications is $1,918.495,. These expected
costs for the Dam Modifications are based upon the low bid prices for the plans, specifications,
bid items and quantities prepared by the Township for the Dam Modifications. YCUA does not
represent, warrant, or guarantee that the Township’s actual cost for the Dam Modifications will
not exceed the Project bid. However, the Township will not be required to reimburse YCUA for
any extras, over and above the contracted amount for the Dam Modficiations, which have not
been approved in advance by the Township. Such approval will not be unreasonably withheld.

The College and the Center desire to be partners in providing college programs to the residents
of the College service area, in particular, Ypsilanti Township, thereby giving added dimension to
the programs and services already available to the people of the community, with input from the
Center staff and other community leaders. The Center desires to make this program available to
the people of the College service area and Ypsilanti Township area by providing facilities and
support for said college programs; therefore, it is deemed advisable to establish certain rules,
regulations, and financial determinations so that the respective roles of the College and the
Center can be delineated for the accomplishment of these purposes.

Therefore, be it mutually agreed in considerations of the promises to each other as follows:

The College agrees:

o To provide all instructional personnel and direct administrative services necessary for
conducting quality educational programs.

o To provide classroom and technical equipment necessary to conduct classes.

e To promote enroliment for the college courses by providing appropriate publicity
through local media.

o To schedule college courses at those times, days and evenings, in compliance to a
mutually agreed upon calendar. A calendar of course dates and times must be
arranged through the Center’s Director prior to the start of each new class session.

e To make adequate prior arrangements and communications for course time and date
changes due to unforeseen circumstances.

o To follow reasonable practices relating to the proper use and care of the Center
properties and facilities.

e To conclude all classes no later than 8:00 p.m.

e To adhere to the current applicable Center’s Rules and Regulations as stated in the
following:

o Smoking, the use of any alcoholic beverage and/or drug, other than those
expressly prescribed by a physician for medical purposes, is prohibited.

0 The use of open flames, such as lighted candles, are strictly prohibited.

o Any form of gambling or game of chance, unless expressively permitted by
law and subject to the approval and issuance of special permits is prohibited
on the premises.

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A Building Attendant and/or Custodian will be on duty during all hours of
building operation and groups must guarantee responsiveness to the
directives of all department staff.

o0 Placement of posters, banners, decorations, etc. may be permitted upon prior
Department approval.

0 The Community Center is not responsible for equipment or supplies brought
in by groups, but will work collaboratively with the College to ensure safety
and security of the rented space.

0 The Charter Township of Ypsilanti assumes no responsibility, financial or
otherwise, for accidents or injuries sustained by individual or groups of
individuals while using the facilities.

0 The Charter Township of Ypsilanti assumes no responsibility for damage or
theft of personal items.

0 The Township & organization using township buildings shall refrain from

using Styrofoam products for use in Township Building (Charter Township of

Ypsilanti Resolution 89-16)

To provide a suitable classroom (Room 103) and access to additional classroom
space in (Room 102) for a minimum of 8 hrs per week scheduled by the College at
the Center based on a mutually agreed upon calendar.

To provide an on-site employee for the purpose of opening and closing the buildings
and classrooms where College classes are conducted.

To provide custodial and maintenance services for the facilities and grounds used by
the College programs.

To provide security and safety arrangements for college faculty and students similar
to those provided to the employees and participants of the Center.

| have included in the board packet the following information to help as you deliberate
the creation and posting on an Election Specialist position in the Clerk’s Department:

1) History of Ypsilanti Township Board Actions regarding Union Positions Approved
Outside of Negotiations

2) Copies of Minutes, Job Postings, Letters of Agreements related to #1 above

3) Labor Market/Salary Analysis of similar positions and responsibilities in Clerk
Departments

It is my hope that our Township Board would take action on this item at the
Tuesday, August 15, 2018 Board Meeting. It has been a long time with a lot of
activity surrounding this request since our July 18, 2017 board meeting.

It is my understanding that the AFSCME leadership supports the overall concept
of the creation of the Election Specialist Position in the Clerk’s Department, with
the understanding that this new position would replace one of the 3 current
Floater Il/Clerk Il positions in the Clerk’s Department and supports a wage



increase for the new position. One bargaining committee member is not in favor
of the new position. There are 5 members on the AFSCME leadership team. Of
course, the details of the job description and the exact wage would be subject to
a letter of agreement.

At this time in the spirit of compromise, | propose a $1.00 an hour increase for
the new position. | do believe the new responsibilities outlined in the proposed
job description warrant a $2.00 an hour increase but in an attempt to provide
some upgrade in wage for the new responsibilities | would ask that our board
consider $1.00 an hour. As you are aware the $2.54 an hour was a proposal that
Human Resources suggested because it fit into the AFSCME classifications, but
as Karen Wallin, Human Resources, pointed out at the July 18, 2017 board
meeting a different classification could be established with the $1.00 an hour
increase.

As you are also aware Karen Wallin, Human Resources, has now indicated that
she would prefer that the board not approve the new position and wait until
negotiations to try to solve this issue. | have explained and feel strongly that to
wait until negotiations to settle this issue would be a great disservice to the
Clerk’s Department and a great inequity to the staff person that has diligently
serviced our township residents and voters in this new role for over 2 years now.

| am asking my fellow board members to provide me as the Clerk and the

As almost all the
positions changed or created over the 10 years, | researched, were not included
in the board action it is appropriate to approve the creation of the Election
Specialist position and the wage increase and to allow Human Resources to
finalize the exact job description and requirements to be brought back to the
board and to the union in a final letter of agreement for approval.

| have also included a copy of the current Floater Il/Clerk 11l posting and the job
description. You can see by the job description and posting the only mention of
elections is that the applicant must be available to work all elections. This is
important to understand there is a need to have at least one person in the Clerk’s
Department that is required to have election experience and provide leadership
to the other staff.

The AFSCME contract does allow the Clerk’s Department to hire temporary
workers 90 days before an election. If | do this | must pay the Floater Il/Clerk 11l
wages. If | hired one temporary election worker for just one election for 90 days it
would cost the township $14,000. | believe it would be better to have at least one
experienced Election Specialist to help train, direct and advise the other Floater
ll/Clerk Il AFSCME employees at the cost of $1.00 more per hour or $2,080 a
year plus the increase of $1.00 for the additional overtime would be another $244
a year, and that is the estimate in overtime if there were 4 elections in one year.

This is a Comparison of Washtenaw County and One Wayne County (Van Buren Township)
Election Specialists (working fulltime on elections) positions. Many jurisdictions only have one
or two precincts and at those locations, the Clerk hires temporary staff to help during
elections and sometimes one day a week to keep up with elections. Ypsilanti Township’s level
of responsibility for the fulltime staff responsible for elections is similar to the City of Ann
Arbor Election Specialists Positions and Pittsfield Township Election Specialist Positions.

The level of responsibility in Ann Arbor of the recruiting, training, scheduling Election
Specialist is only a small part of what the fulltime election specialist employee in Ypsilanti
Township does. Of course, in Ann Arbor the election specialist is hiring, training and
scheduling for 40 precincts, which is double the number of Ypsilanti Township precincts.

Pittsfield Township’s Election Specialist also does minutes and agendas.

The areas of responsibility differ in all the jurisdictions. Pittsfield just expanded from 10 to 13
precincts.

I only included the one Wayne County jurisdiction because it is in close proximity
geographically even though it is much smaller than Ypsilanti Township.

| could have included more in Wayne and Oakland Counties with similar number of precincts
but in reviewing Wayne County and Oakland County Equalization Department, the taxable
values were much higher in jurisdictions with comparable number of precincts and it would
have really skewed the salary range to the higher end.

One thing to remember is that regardless of size the same exact type of work must be done
whether you have one precinct or one item on the ballot. The difference is the amount of
work increases exponentially as you increase the number or voters and therefore the number
of precincts required by statute.

requested to wait until labor negotiations to make the changes, in my 25 years of being an elected
board member. | have attempted, (non all inclusive) to present to the board some examples of board
action that has occurred regarding union positions without waiting until negotiations. | have researched
minutes from 2006 to present but make no claim that this list is all conclusive. | could not find a single
instance when a request by a Department Head related to structural changes or position changes in
their department was not approved by the Township Board. | have attached the minutes for each item.

Below are examples of Board Action approving a variety of positions, upgrades, eliminations, freezing,
new positions, additional positions, all that occurred outside of negotiations:

Over the last 2 years, a number of changes have taken place within the Clerk’s Department staffing.
These changes have resulted in the need for a lead staff member to focus on just Election duties.

Recently one of the Floater II/Clerk III employees from the Clerk’s Department signed a lateral
posting and moved into the Treasurer’s Department leaving a vacant position within the Clerk’s
Department. After reevaluating the staffing needs of her department, Clerk Roe approached the
Human Resource Department requesting a new position entitled “Election Specialist”. As there is a
vacant position within the Clerk’s Department at this time, it is felt that this may be the opportune
time to approach the Board of Trustees with the request to create and fill a new position of
“Election Specialist” (Classification #19) within the AFSCME Bargaining Union.

We anticipate a Floater [I/Clerk III from the Clerk’s Department posting for the “Election
Specialist” and that Floater II/Clerk III position would not be back filled. The Floater II/Clerk III

position left vacant from the earlier posting; would be filled internally.

We are requesting authorization to create and fill the “Election Specialist” position (Classification
#19) at a salary of $25.15 an increase of $2.54 from the Floater 1I/Clerk III position.

I have had discussion with the AFSCME Bargaining Union Chief Steward and he is in support of
the creation, posting and filling of the “Election Specialist” position.

At their regular meeting on August 23, 2017, the YCUA Board of Commissioners will consider a
recommendation to the Ypsilanti Township Board of Trustees for a sewer rate increase of 4% for the YCUA
Township Division customers effective October 1, 2017. At the same meeting, the YCUA Board will consider
a water rate increase of 3.2% to Township Division customers. Per the Township ordinance authorizing the
YCUA Board to increase the water rate up to the increase the Authority receives from the Great Lakes Water
Authority (GLWA) for the purchase of water, no action by the Township Board is required on the water
increase. The combined effect of these rate adjustments will be a 3.52% increase in a Township Division
customer’s bimonthly bill. The GLWA increase of 3.2% was effective July 1, 2017.

The ordinance approving these rate adjustments is included in this correspondence for your
consideration. Also included is the document summarizing the budget highlights related to the September 1,
2017 fiscal year budget, which the YCUA Board of Commissioners will also consider at their August 23, 2017
regular meeting.

An Ordinance to Amend Chapter 22 of the Charter Township of Ypsilanti

The Charter Township of Ypsilanti hereby ordains that the Charter Township
of Ypsilanti Code of Ordinances is amended as follows:

In its entirety Chapter 22, Article IV Section 154.
The following new provisions to Chapter 22, Article IV, Section 154.

Solicitation of persons inside motor vehicles. No peddler or

solicitor shall solicit the immediate payment of money from a person who is
inside a motor vehicle.

Exception: The prohibition against solicitations set forth in subsection 154
shall not apply to persons who solicit contributions on behalf of charitable or
civic organizations during daylight hours if all of the following requirements
are satisfied:

Severability

(@)  Charitable or civic organization is a nonprofit organization that
is qualified under Section 501(C)(3) or 501(C)(4) of the Internal Revue
Code, 26 USC 501, or a Veterans’ organization that has tax-exempt
status under the Internal Revenue Code.

(b)  The charitable of civic organization maintains at least $500,000
in liability insurance.

(c)  The person is 18 years of age or older.

(d)  The person is wearing high-visibility safety apparel that meets
current American standards promulgated by the International Safety
Equipment Association.

(e)  The portion of the roadway upon which the solicitation occurs
is not a work zone and is within an intersection where traffic control
devices are present.

Should any provision or part of the within Ordinance be declared by any court
of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or enforceable, the same shall not affect the
validity or enforceability of the balance of this Ordinance which shall remain in full
force and effect.

Publication

This Ordinance shall be published in a newspaper of general circulation as
required by law.

Effective Date and Repeal of Conflicting Ordinances

All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed.

This ordinance shall take effect after publication in a newspaper of general
circulation as required by law.

Regarding: Green Oaks Golf Course — Change Order No. 1

Dear Mr. Allen:

Last week you received the first and FINAL change order for the work that was completed as part of the Green
Oaks Golf Course work. As expected the project went very well. As you are aware additional work items were
identified during the project to further improve and enhance the experience of the golf course users. A
contingency that was approved by the Board was used to perform additional root cutting, add additional
pavement near the club house and add a thick layer of limestone base out to the first hole to create a more
durable surface where the course will receive the heaviest traffic. This work accounted for $14,312.50 of the
approved $15,000.00 of contingency. These items were elected to be performed based on the competitive unit
prices received and the willingness of Best Asphalt to perform the additional work.

That said, there are two specific items that were outside of the project scope that needed attention. This will
require Board approval both on this change order and will require a budget amendment. These items were
discussed with Township Staff during the project and administratively approved to be completed ahead of time
because of the nature of the repairs and concerns with safety. These items are detailed below.

Item #16 — “Retaining Wall” — Tee Box at Hole 1. During the pulverizing operations it was recognized that
the existing wall at the First Tee Box was not pinned or sitting on stable ground. By removing the asphalt
adjacent to the wall the base became unstable and unsafe to remain standing. A portion of the wall collapsed by
no fault of the contractor after examining the wall. The wall was not pitched back away from the path and had
been settling for some time. At this time it was recognized that in order to make the tee box useable and safe, it
needed to be put back and set correctly. It was recommended that the landscape subcontractor that was onsite
be utilized to quickly correct this as an additional work item in order to ensure the golfing public’s safety and
improve aesthetics on Hole 1.

Item #17 — “Drainage Improvements” - Culvert on Hole 14. Due to the existing drainage and the condition
of the soils where the pathway intersects a low spot on Hole 14, it was apparent once the asphalt surface was
removed, that a culvert was necessary. We worked with the contractor to also elevate the path to maintain
pathway integrity and prevent issues with the culvert. We recommend that this area be monitored and
potentially paved in the future if the maintenance becomes burdensome. The additional culvert and millings to
elevate the path have allowed the drainage in this area to collect along one side of the path and then continue
through a 8” culvert towards the pond. This work was not anticipated but recognized after several hard spring
rains had eroded the gravel pathway.
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The work for the two items listed above totals $9,284.00. With the additional items outlined as part of the
contingency, the grand total of the change order is $23,596.50. This brings the final contract amount with Best
Asphalt to $281,433.50. This is still significantly less than the second low bidder who was at $303,584 with just
the base scope of work outlined in the bidding documents.

Opverall, this project was successful in implementing immediate improvements but it also set the Township up
for future improvements to the pathway by preparing the base, addressing drainage issued and removing tree
roots. The Township can now elect to place additional gravel, millings or asphalt depending on future budget.

Finally, it also should be mentioned that the Township did enhance the site by making the site more “green” and
is receiving credit for this project as part of its Annual State of Michigan Storm Water Permit for reducing the

overall impervious surface.

As part of the continued improvements at the Green Oaks Golf Course and anticipation of the newest contract
to improve the thickness of the aggregate pathway, OHM is providing this proposal to administer oversight and
administer the contract on behalf of the Township.

OHM has already reviewed and recommended a contractor and will move forward with assisting with
preparation of contract documents upon approval of this proposal. Based on the minimal work associated with
this construction OHM proposes to offer the following services on an as-needed basis.

Contract Administration

OHM will help prepare contract documents, prepare periodic pay estimates and change orders (if necessary) on
this project. This will also include any correspondence and preparation of punch lists as required to satisfy the
contract and the Golf course staff. We anticipate approximately 16 hours of effort to fully complete this
project.

On September 20, 2016 the Ypsilanti Township Board approved Resolution 2016-49,
Petition to Locate, Establish and Construct a Drain (Tyler Dam Drain).

The new drain was created with an understanding that Ypsilanti Charter Township
would be liable for an assessment at large against it for a percentage of the cost of the
proposed drain, and also with the understanding it would be liable for an assessment at
large against it for the cost of the dams in the proposed drain.

The Charter Township Board of Trustees also agreed to pay the assessments for the
Ypsilanti Township Property Owners.

The Township At Large portion is $603,310.87 and the Township Residents portion is
$580,057.38 for a total of $1,183,368.42. WRAD has contributed $1,000,000 to
Ypsilanti Township for this project and to cover the majority of this cost. The remaining
$183,369 will come from the Township General Fund.

The improvements to the Tyler Dam Drain that have been completed in cooperation
with the YCUA contract and will be completed with the Water Resources Commission
have saved Ypsilanti Township a substantial amount of funds. The Water Resource



Commission bids for the project saved approximately $280,000 over the original cost of
the project.

The request on the agenda is to formally approve payment for the required construction
costs to the Water Resource Commission Tyler Dam Drain Project on behalf of Ypsilanti
Township. The total costs are $1,183,368.25 to be paid in three installments with total
payment completed by December 15, 2017.

The Office of Community Standards and the Washtenaw County Sheriff’s Office have completed
investigations of public nuisance activities at the following locations and requests authorization
to engage in legal action to abate the nuisances.

147 Jerome Ave

On August 10, 2017, the Washtenaw County Sheriff’s Office executed a search warrant at 147
Jerome Ave as part of a narcotics trafficking investigation. This home is occupied by its owners,
Margie and Richard Bevins, as well as other relatives from time to time. The focus of the police
investigation was Richard Honeycut, a relative of the owner, as well as Chelsea Carr, Honeycut’s
girlfriend. The investigation and subsequent search warrant yielded evidence of heroin sales
originating from the house. Heroin trafficking charges are pending against Honeycut, and Carr
has been charged with possession of heroin and cocaine. There was also an emergency patrol
response to the house on December 16, 2016 involving a different relative in which evidence of
firearms violence and narcotics trafficking was documented during a domestic violence
investigation. Administrative approval was granted to initiate litigation pursuant to Chapter 38
of the Revised Judicature Act of 1961 seeking to padlock the house for a period of one year.
This lawsuit has been filed and is in the court process.

7794 Berwick Drive

On August 18, 2017, the Washtenaw County Sheriff’s Office executed a search warrant and
subsequently completed an investigation involving narcotics trafficking at 7794 Berwick Dr in
Greene Farms subdivision. The investigation yielded evidence of a drug trafficking connection
with individuals living at the Riley Court apartments on East Michigan Ave. The investigation
led to charges being filed against the homeowner, Andrea Vincent, for possession of cocaine
through the sheriff’s office CORE project. In addition, Ms. Vincent was charged under state law
with maintaining her residence on Berwick Drive as a drug house. Administrative approval was

For many years,
Washtenaw County has contracted with the Humane Society of Huron Valley (HSHV) to provide
these animal control services.

For the past four years, those local governmental entities within Washtenaw County which
maintain their animal control ordinances and use HSHV to fulfill their ordinance responsibilities
have been paying a portion of those HSHV costs. Ypsilanti Township is a local governmental
entity that has contributed funds to Washtenaw County towards those expenses. The funds are
considered necessary as a cost of enforcing the Township’s animal control ordinance.

For 2017, the county has requested a contribution of $45,000, which is increased from $30,000
paid in previous years and budgeted for this year. | contacted Washtenaw County
Administrator Greg Dill, who advised that the requested increase directly corresponds with
increased contract expenses between the county and the HSHV. Accordingly, Ypsilanti
Township’s portion of those shared costs has gone up.

$30,000 was budgeted for this contract in 2017. A review of the 2017 law enforcement budget
has determined that unused funds from other line items within that cost center can be
transferred to fund a contract in the amount of $45,000 with no budget amendment necessary.

Attendees of the most recent Homeowners Association meeting for Creekside Village South have requested Ypsilanti
Township to explore the options and costs of installing security cameras at the two main entrances to your
subdivision. One (1) wooden pole would be installed at each entrance, each equipped with an LED streetlight and
security camera. The locations are Tuttlehill and Natalie Dr. and Tuttlehill and Meadow Lane (please see the map
located on the back of this letter).

This letter is a survey to determine if the residents of the Creekside South Subdivision support a special
assessment levy to install one (1) LED streetlight at each entrance as described above, each equipped with a
security camera. Results from this survey will determine if a public hearing is scheduled to establish a
special assessment district for your neighborhood. Installation of the streetlights and security cameras
would cost each homeowner an estimated $50.29 per year.

The cameras are only installed in the public right-of-way to view and record the public spaces and are never pointed
at anyone’s home. They are not monitored and are viewed by Sheriff's Office Deputies and detectives when
necessary to investigate crimes.
