| am requesting the Board to authorize the Supervisor and Clerk to sign the attached contract for internal
transfer of Renewable Energy Credits (RECs). The agreement authorizes DTE Electric to transfer the RECs from

the Hydro Station account into a Twp. sub-account.

In 2014, the Board adopted the Renewable Energy Strategy (RES) to help our environment by reducing the
carbon footprint that is created from using electricity within the Twp. buildings.

The Twp. Hydro Station generates renewable electricity harnessed from the Huron River. That renewable
energy attribute that are called RECs are managed by DTE Electric and tracked within the MiREC system.

By applying the Hydro RECs to the Twp. buildings, 100% of the electricity used is considered to come from
renewable and also reducing the Twp.’s carbon footprint.

For 2019: 100% of the electricity used by the listed Buildings can be tagged as renewable.

- Holmes Road Police Station - Community Center

Representations and Warranties of Seller. Seller represents and warrants to Buyer that (i) each REC meets the
specifications set forth in this Agreement; (ii) Seller has good and marketable title to the RECs; (iii) all right, title and
interest in and to the RECs are free and clear of any liens, taxes, claims, security interests, or other encumbrances;
and (iv) Seller has not made any claims that the energy associated with the RECs is renewable energy. SELLER
EXPRESSLY NEGATES ANY OTHER REPRESENTATION OR WARRANTY, WRITTEN OR ORAL, EXPRESS OR IMPLIED,
INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO, ANY REPRESENTATION OR WARRANTY WITH RESPECT TO MERCHANTABILITY,
OR FITNESS FOR ANY PARTICULAR PURPOSE.




Event of Default. For purposes of this Agreement, a party shall be in default (each of the following, an “Event of Default”):
(i) if that party fails to make, when due, any payment required pursuant to this Agreement if such failure is not remedied
within three (3) business days of written notice from the other party; (ii) if that party materially breaches any or all of its
obligations under this Agreement and such breach is not cured within seven (7) business days of written notice of such
breach from the other party; (iii) if any representation or warranty made by a party pursuant to this Agreement proves to
have been misleading or false in any material respect when made and such party does not cure the underlying facts so as
to make such representation and warranty correct and not misleading within seven (7) business days of written notice
from the other party; or (iv) if a Party makes an assighment or any general arrangement for the benefit of its creditors;
files a petition or otherwise commences, authorizes or acquiesces in the commencement of a proceeding or cause under
any bankruptcy or similar law for the protection of creditors; has a petition filed against it, and such petition is not
dismissed within sixty (60); or otherwise becomes bankrupt or insolvent (however evidenced).

Remedies upon Default. If either Party is in default, the non-defaulting party may select any or all of the following
remedies: (i) upon two (2) business days’ written notice to the defaulting party, terminate this Agreement, (ii) withhold
any payments and deliveries due in respect of this Agreement, and (iii) exercise such other remedies available at law or in
equity.

If Buyer is in default and Seller elects to terminate this Agreement, then Buyer shall pay Seller, within ten (10) business
days of invoice receipt, an amount equal to the sum of (i) the contract price multiplied by the contract quantity for any
RECs delivered to Buyer for which Seller has not been paid, and (ii) the positive difference, if any, obtained by subtracting
the market price, as reasonably determined by Seller, for the RECs from the contract price multiplied by the amount of
RECs not received, plus reasonable third party fees (including broker fees) and legal costs incurred by Seller in enforcement
and protection of its rights under this Agreement.

If Seller is in default and Buyer elects to terminate this Agreement, then Seller shall pay Buyer, within ten (10) business
days of invoice receipt, an amount equal to the positive difference, if any, obtained by subtracting the contract price from
the market price, as reasonably determined by Buyer, for the RECs multiplied by the amount of RECs not delivered, plus
reasonable third party fees (including broker fees) and legal costs incurred by Buyer in enforcement and protection of its
rights under this Agreement. In no event does the foregoing relieve Buyer of its obligation to pay Seller the contract price
multiplied by the contract quantity for any RECs delivered to Buyer for which Seller has not been paid.

Limitations of Liability. IN NO EVENT SHALL EITHER PARTY BE LIABLE TO THE OTHER PARTY FOR SPECIAL, PUNITIVE,
INCIDENTAL, INDIRECT, EXEMPLARY, OR CONSEQUENTIAL DAMAGES OF ANY NATURE WHATSOEVER, INCLUDING LOSS OF
PROFITS (EXCEPT TO THE EXTENT THAT ANY DIRECT DAMAGES INCLUDE AN ELEMENT OF PROFIT).

Each party agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the other party, and any of said other party’s
affiliates, directors, officers, employees, agents and permitted assigns, from and against all claims, losses, incidents,
liabilities, damages, judgments, awards, fines, penalties, costs, and expenses (including reasonable attorneys’ fees and
disbursements) directly incurred in connection with or directly arising out of: (i) any breach of representation or warranty
or failure to perform any covenant or agreement in this Agreement; or (ii) any violation of applicable law, regulation or
order by said party including any adverse liens, claims or encumbrances on the RECs.

Notices. All notices, demands, and other communications hereunder shall be effective only if given in writing and
shall be deemed given (i) when delivered in person; (ii) when delivered by private courier (with confirmation of
delivery); (iii) when transmitted by facsimile (with confirmation of transmission); or (iv) five (5) business days after
being deposited in the United States mail, first-class, registered or certified, return receipt requested, with postage
paid. For purposes hereof, all notices, demands and other communications shall be sent to the contacts and
addresses above (or to such other address furnished in writing by one party to the other party).

Assignment. This Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the parties and their respective
successors and permitted assigns. Neither party may transfer or assign this Agreement, in whole or in part, without
the other party’s prior written consent, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld, conditioned, or delayed.

Amendment. This Agreement may be amended at any time, but only by a written agreement signed by both parties.

No Waiver. No delay or omission by a party in the exercise of any right under this Agreement shall be taken,
construed, or considered as a waiver or relinquishment thereof. If any of the terms and conditions herein are
breached and thereafter waived in writing by a party, such waiver is limited to the particular breach so waived and
is not deemed to waive any other breach hereunder.

Severability. If any provision or portion of this Agreement is found to be unenforceable, the remainder shall be
enforced as fully as possible and the unenforceable provision shall be deemed modified to the limited extent
required to permit its enforcement in a manner most closely representing the intention of the Parties as expressed
herein.




Complete Agreement. This Agreement represents the parties’ final and mutual understanding concerning its subject
matter. It replaces and supersedes any prior agreements or understandings, whether written or oral.

Governing Law. This Agreement shall be construed in accordance with and governed by the laws of the State of
New York, excluding any choice of law or conflicts of law rules or principles that would result in application of the
laws of a different jurisdiction.

Any dispute or claim between the parties arising from this Agreement not resolved by
negotiation in good faith within thirty (30) days will be settled by arbitration pursuant to the then applicable
Commercial Arbitration Rules of the American Arbitration Association. The arbitration shall be held in Houston,
Texas. Either party may initiate such arbitration upon seven (7) days advance written notice to the other party. The
parties shall divide equally the costs of the arbitrator and arbitration hearing, and each party shall be responsible
for its own expenses and those of its legal counsel or other representatives. The parties agree that any
determination of the arbitrator shall be final and binding and that judgment on the award in arbitration may be
entered in any court of competent jurisdiction.

Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original, and all
of which together shall be deemed to be one and the same instrument. Facsimile or PDF transmission of any signed
original document, and retransmission of any facsimile or PDF transmission, will be the same as delivery of any
original document.

“forward contract merchant” within the meaning of the United States Bankruptcy Code.

| am requesting funds to complete our final composting pad. This is a Capital
Improvement Project that has been in the works for several years. As the amount of
yard waste has been steadily increasing, pad space has been getting very limited. The
need for another composting pad is necessary to continue operations of processing
yard waste.

This season we have stripped off existing material and rescreened past material to
minimize costs associated with landfill expenses. Because fill material was needed,
YCUA and | worked closely together and hauled much needed hard fill to our pad which
saved the cost of having material trucked in. With existing sand on site and asphalt
millings procured from paving work done in the Township, this not only saved money,
but moved the project closer to being completed in a very tight time frame for this year.

| have chosen Cadillac Asphalt as the supplier of the RAP (Reclaimed Asphalt
Pavement). The asphalt is crushed and processed into 1/2” minus material. This pad
will take approximately 12,000 tons of material to complete. Before material is to be
spread, Geo-Turf material will be laid down first as to not lose the material into the
subsoil. This material once laid down, will be compacted utilizing a 84” vibratory
compactor. It is my belief, if approved by the Board of Trustees, this project should be
completed within a 2- week time period.

Board members we are awaiting final approval from their attorneys on the new agreement. This
agreement had some major changes regarding requirement of 96 gallon bins that have been
delivered for garbage (solid waste), bulk item requirement that residents call in 48 hours in
advance.

Recycling is a large topic of concern and discussion throughout our country. It is the one service
in our agreement that makes it impossible to budget for due to the fact that if there is no
commercially reasonable market that exists for the recyclable material they reserve the right to
landfill, treating this the same as material that is taking to landfill for the contamination of
recycling loads.

The costs are the following:

Current Solid Waste Recycling Yard Waste
$6.91 $2.01 $2.08
New Contract $8.00 $2.85 $2.20

The old contract had fuel surcharges, education fees and other costs and we will be charged per
unit pick up and disposal cost of all services in the amount of $13.05 per unit. We don’t know
what recycling materials costs will be available for market to sell or the numbers for
contamination of recycling material. For example if people put items that are not on the
approved recycling list then it could be contaminated. This will take lots of information and
education on recycling for residents to make their recycling bins recyclable. In the past they
took pizza boxes but not with food in box, so one box would contaminate the entire load, some
residents have put garden hoses, kitchen sink parts etc. in their bid and they are not recyclable so
Waste Management can deem them contaminated.

We have number of units (households) set at 15,116 with an increase of 4% per year for a cost of
first year being $197,264 per month or $2,367,165 for the year beginning October 1%, 2020. We
will request authorization to extend current contract with new rates if we don’t have the new
agreement approved by all attorneys.
