WHEREAS, on or about August 28, 2020, the Township Clerk received notice of
approval from the Ypsilanti Township Assessors office of a petition signed by
52.94% of homeowners from Lathers St., consisting of 17 parcels, in Ypsilanti
Township requesting the creation of special assessment district #220 for the
purpose of defraying said cost of street lighting by special assessments against
the property especially benefited; and

WHEREAS, the Township Clerk requested of Detroit Edison, proposed plans
describing the street lighting improvement and the location of said improvements
with an estimate of said costs; and

WHEREAS, on October 8, 2020 Brandon Faron of Detroit Edison Community
Lighting Group prepared and submitted proposed plans to install seven (7) street
lights on Lathers St., Ypsilanti Township, consisting of 17 parcels, which said plans
included, inter alia, the installation of seven (7) “stock, 11’ 6”, black fiberglass
posts on concrete foundations with stock 39w LED Basic Granville
Luminaries” with the cost of said improvements being approximately:

WHEREAS, on October 16, 2020 the Township Clerk received notification from
the Township Assessor that the cost of providing street lights for Lathers St.,
Ypsilanti Township, consisting of 17 parcels, which said plans included, inter alia,
the installation of seven (7) “stock, 11’ 6”, black fiberglass posts on concrete
foundations with stock 39w LED Basic Granville Luminaries” will be $252.59
per parcel for a 10-year period; thereafter, said costs shall be estimated at $102.78
per parcel for street lighting, based on general benefit; and

WHEREAS, the Township Clerk has given notice to each record owner of or party
in interest in property to be assessed, by first class mail, addressed to the record
owner or party in interest at the address shown on the tax records, at least 10 (ten)
days before the December 1, 2020 public hearing, setting forth the district affected
in said request, place and purpose of said public hearing to allow any interested
person an opportunity to voice any objection which may be offered against creating
said district; and

WHEREAS, the Township Clerk has also published in a newspaper of general
circulation the time, place and purpose of said public hearing and the district
affected thereto; and

WHEREAS, on December 1, 2020, the Charter Township of Ypsilanti held a public
hearing to hear any objections which may be offered against amending said
special assessment district.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Charter Township of Ypsilanti
determines that the petitions filed by the Lathers St., consisting of 17 parcels, is
sufficient for all purposes set forth pursuant to Act 188 of the Public Acts of 1954,
as amended.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that a special assessment district #220 be created
for the purpose of providing seven streetlights for Lathers St., consisting of 17
parcels.



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Township Board accepts the plans and
estimate of costs as presented by Detroit Edison for Lathers St., consisting of 17
parcels, which said plans included, inter alia, the installation of two (2) “stock, 11’
6”, black fiberglass posts on concrete foundations with stock 39w LED Basic
Granville Luminaries” will be 252.59 per parcel for a 10-year period; thereafter,
said costs shall be estimated at $102.78 per parcel for street lighting, based on
general benefit.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Township Supervisor shall make a special
assessment upon all the lands and premises contained herein to defray the
expenses of lighting said streets.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Township Board shall hereinafter annually
determine on or before September 30 of each year, the amount to be assessed in
said district for lighting said streets and shall direct the Township Assessor to levy
such amounts therein.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that when the special assessment roll has been
prepared and filed in the office of the Township Clerk, before said assessment roll
has been confirmed, the Township Board shall appoint a time and place when it
will meet, review and hear any objections to the assessment roll.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Township Board shall give notice of said
hearing and filing of the assessment roll in the manner prescribed by statute.

Dear Property Owners:

The Charter Township of Ypsilanti Board of Trustees set a public hearing to consider the request for the
creation of streetlight special assessment district #220 Lathers St. for the installation of seven (7) streetlights.

The public hearing will be held on Tuesday, December 1, 2020 at approximately 7:00p.m. in a virtual
manner. Attached are directions to join the meeting via Zoom. Public comments may also be sent via
email to heatherjarrellroe@ytown.org, or Istanfield@ytown.org or by postal mail and will be read at the
hearing. See below for information.

The Detroit Edison lamp layout for the proposed new streetlights is located on the back of this letter.

Installation charges for the seven (7) streetlights is $25,467.41. This cost is among the seventeen (17) parcels
and is spread over a ten (10) year period and equals $149.81 per parcel. DTE has fixed the annual lamp
charges for the first three (3) years, per agreement to $1,747.20. This cost is divided among the seventeen (17)
parcels and equals $102.78 per parcel, per year. After the third year, the costs will reflect the current rates set
by DTE, as well as current electrical usage over the year.

Total estimated annual costs for the additional streetlights would be $252.59 per parcel, per year, after
10 vears the estimated costs would drop to $102.78 per vear.

To Legally Protest the Streetlight Special Assessment:

An owner or party in interest, or his or her agent, may appear in person at the hearing to protest the special
assessment in person, or may file his or her appearance and protest by letter before the hearing, and in that
event, personal appearance shall not be required. The owner or any person having an interest in the real
property who protests in writing at or before the hearing may file a written appeal of the special assessment
with the State Tax Tribunal within 30 days after the special assessment roll is confirmed.

Supervisor Stumbo called the meeting to order at approximately 7:00 p.m. on a
Zoom Virtual Board meeting. Supervisor Stumbo stated because this meeting is on
Zoom we would not be able to do The Pledge of Allegiance or a moment of silent
prayer.

PUBLIC HEARING

A. RESOLUTION 2020-26, 2021 FISCAL YEAR BUDGET
(PUBLIC HEARING SET AT THE OCTOBER 20, 2020 REGULAR MEETING)

Javonna Neel, Accounting Director went over Resolution the 2020-26, 2021 Fiscal
Year Budget. She said we increased our taxable values by 3% and the revenues
increased by 2.5%. She said they had a heavy rollback of .9972 which she said you
will see on the L-4029 that was approved in June 2020. She said a lot of our
millages will be ending with our 2020 tax rolls which is our 2021 revenues. Ms.
Neel stated that we will have to go out in 2021 to try and get our tax millages back.
She said wages and fringes are our biggest expenses. She said the contracts for 14B
Court, Teamsters, and AFSCME Unions will all expire on December 31, 2020. She
said they did not put wage increases for union positions or non-union positions.
Ms. Neel stated that Supervisor Stumbo said she would like to consider future
bonuses for managers who have gone above and beyond. She said the fire contract
gives a 2.5% increase in wages for 2021. She said the elected officials increases are
set by the board and the new board will determine those wages. She said
healthcare insurance decreased by .51% and vision increased by 15%. She said our
disability, life insurance, and dental stayed the same. She said MERS covers all our
general employees that are full time but not fire fighters and she said it increased
by 18.9%. Ms. Neel stated we have two different tiers for MERS. She said
employees hired up to December 31, 2013 were one tier and we pay a per
employee rate on them. She said that has gone up from $15,500.00 per employee
to $21,375.00 per employee. She said second tier is those employed after January
1, 2014 decreased from 5.16% to 4.27% and she said that is what is paid based on
their wages. Ms. Neel stated the Fund ratio decreased to 71%. She said another
large expense is the retirement health benefits but it is decreasing since the 2"
tiered employees are not eligible for health benefits when they retire. She said
State Shared Revenue is one of the largest amounts they get. She said due to the
Pandemic it has decreased but she said not as bad as she thought. She said in the
General Fund for the Revenues she said they have a projected 2.4% increase. She
said for the Appropriations the biggest one would be the debt obligation. She said
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they transfer 50% of the road bond that is paid in the BSR Il Fund she said they do
half of that. She said they transfer $315,000.00 which is the principal and interest
over to the BSR Il which will pay the whole bond debt for the year. Ms. Neel said
this year they will be transferring approximately $348,855.00 to the 14B District
Court due to the short fall related to the Pandemic. She said the other expenditure
was for the Community Economic Development position that they put back into
the budget. She said all the Capital Expenditures over $7,500.00 will come back to
the Board for approval.

Supervisor Stumbo declared the Public Hearing opened at 7:20PM.

JoAnn McCollum, Township Resident asked when the appropriations for the road
bond debt obligation ends.

Supervisor Stumbo stated it ended in 2022.

Ms. McCollum asked if there would be a millage for waste management for the
increase.

Supervisor Stumbo stated that the millage expires at the end of the year and funds
the 2021 budget. She said they discussed at the last meeting getting a committee
together to go over what is expiring and come up with suggestions.

Supervisor Stumbo declared the Public Hearing closed at 7:22PM.

A motion was made by Clerk Lovejoy Roe, supported by Trustee Wilson to
Approve Resolution 2020-26, 2021 Fiscal Year Budget (Public Hearing Set at the
October 20, 2020 Regular Meeting) (see attached).

FEES AND PAYMENTS

a. Service Fee per Residential Unit. The fees to be paid by the Township to WM are listed on the pricing schedule, Exhibit B.
The monthly fee paid to WM by the Township shall be calculated based upon the current house count at the time each invoice is
generated, times the fee per Residential Unit [e.g., Current House County Fee = Monthly Invoice Amount].

b. Annual Increase. Annually, Township Facilities rates listed on Exhibit B shall be adjusted on the anniversary of the Effective
Date of this Agreement by four percent (4%).

C Invoices and Payment. WM will submit monthly invoices to the Township and the Township shall have thirty (30) days
from the invoice date to remit payment in full. Payment by Township shall be made by check or wire transfer or ACH debit. The
maximum interest permitted by law shall be applied to balances due and unpaid after more than fifteen (15) days beyond the due
date.

d. Credit. The Township has already provided approximately 1,134 96-gallon carts to the West Willow neighborhood for
Acceptable Waste. WM will credit the Township $40.00 per cart for a total credit of $45,360.00. WM will apply a $15,120.00 credit
on each of the first three (3) monthly invoices to the Township. The Carts the Township furnished to the West Willow neighborhood
shall become the property of WM. WM shall be responsible for all maintenance and replacement of these carts.

e. Changes in Law and Conditions. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this Agreement, WM may unilaterally, upon
providing the Township thirty (30) days advanced written notice, modify the rates to account for any increase in costs due to
uncontrollable circumstances, including, without limitation, changes in local, state or federal laws or regulations, disposal or
processing costs or volume, third party transportation costs, imposition of taxes, fees or surcharges, and municipal franchise fee
increases.

DEFAULT AND TERMINATION

The failure of either Party to perform a material obligation under this Agreement shall be considered a breach of this Agreement, and
the breaching Party shall be in default. In the event of default, the non-defaulting Party shall give written notice of the default, and
the defaulting Party shall have: (i) ten (10) days from the receipt of the notice to cure any failure to pay money under this Agreement,
or (if) thirty (30) days from the receipt of the notice to cure any other default under this Agreement. If the defaulting Party fails to
cure the breach within the allotted time, the non-defaulting Party may, at its option, immediately terminate the Agreement. In the
event of a default, the defaulting Party agrees to pay all damages caused by said default, to include, without limitation reasonable
attorneys’ fees and costs associated with enforcement of this Agreement. Under no circumstances shall the Parties be liable for any
consequential, indirect, punitive or special damages for any alleged default under this Agreement.

FORCE MAJEURE

WM'’s performance of the Service may be suspended and its obligations hereunder excused during the pendency of a cause or causes
beyond its reasonable control, such as by way of example and not limitation: acts of war, public enemy, civil disturbance, riot or
disorder; epidemic or pandemic; acts of God such as landslide, lightning, earthquake, fire, storm, the impending approach of a storm,
or flood; explosion; restraining orders, interference by civil or military authorities, strike, statute, ordinance, government order or
ruling; or other similar causes. In the event of an occurrence of a force majeure event, WM shall notify the Township immediately, in
writing, describing the particulars of the circumstances preventing performance of the Service and its expected duration. Notice
shall be provided after the effect of such occurrence has ceased. The Township is not obligated to pay for services that WM does
not provide due to a force majeure event.

INDEMNIFICATION

a. To the fullest extent permitted by law, the Township agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold WM harmless from and against
all claims and actions, suits, debts, damages, liabilities and costs whatsoever, including but not limited to attorneys’ fees and costs of
defense, based upon or arising out of the Township’s breach of this Agreement, and based upon or arising out of any injuries
(including death) to persons, or damage to property, to the extent caused in whole or in part by the negligent acts or omissions of the
Township, or any of its directors, officers, employees, agents, or subcontractors, in the performance of this Agreement. Nothing
herein shall be construed to waive, limit or restrict any governmental immunity defense available to the Township.

b. WM agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold the Township harmless from and against all claims and actions, suits, debts,
damages, liabilities and costs whatsoever, including but not limited to attorneys’ fees and costs of defense, based upon or arising out
of the breach of this Agreement, and based upon or arising out of any injuries (including death) to persons, or damage to property, to
the extent caused in whole or in part by the negligent acts or omissions of WM, or any of its directors, officers, employees, agents, or
subcontractors, in the performance of this Agreement.

c. Notwithstanding any provisions to the contrary, WM shall not be responsible for any damage to pavement or curbing that is the
result of ordinary wear and tear during the performance of the Service.

d. The indemnification obligations of this section shall survive the termination or expiration of this Agreement for any reason.

“Excluded Materials” means radioactive, volatile, corrosive, flammable, explosive, biomedical, infectious, bio-hazardous or toxic substance or
material, or regulated medical or hazardous waste as defined by, characterized or listed under applicable federal, state, or local laws or
regulations, materials containing information (in hard copy or electronic format, or otherwise) which information is protected or regulated
under any local, state or federal privacy or data security laws, including, but not limited to the Health Insurance Portability and
Accountability Act of 1996, as amended, or other regulations or ordinances.

b. WM may reject in whole or in part, or may process, in its sole discretion, Recyclables not meeting the specifications, including
wet materials, and Township shall pay WM for all costs, losses and expenses incurred with respect to such non-conforming Recyclables
including costs for handling, processing, transporting and/or disposing of such non-conforming Recyclable Materials which charges may
include an amount for WM's operating or profit margin.

6. Change in Grantee Contacts
6.01  The Grantee must submit written notification to SCAO, through a contract
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amendment using WebGrants, of any change in project director, agency contact,
financial officer, Authorizing Official defined in Section 29 of this contract, address, e-
mail, or telephone number.

7. Relationship and Duties

7.01  The Grantee and Grantee’s agents are not SCAO employees.

7.02  The Grantee and Grantee’s agents are not eligible for any employer-employee
benefits from the SCAO. This includes retirement benefits, pensions, insurance, fringe benefits,
workers compensation, training, holiday pay, sick pay, vacation pay, and other benefits that can
arise out of an employer-employee relationship.

8. Reimbursement and Budget

A Final FSR is due 20 days following the end of the fiscal year or Agreement period specified.
Final FSRs not received from the Contractor by the due date may result in the loss of funding
requested on the Obligation Report and/or a potential reduction in the subsequent year's award,
iffwhen applicable.

Unobligated Funds:
Any unobligated balance of funds held by the Contractor at the end of the Agreement period will be
returned to the Department or treated in accordance with instructions provided by the Depariment.

Program Income:

The DOJ regulations allow Contractors to keep funds (program income) derived from grant activities, so
long as these funds are used for the same purposes as the grant project. In the absence of such
regulations, these funds would be required to be returned to the DOJ.

Program income means the gross income earned by the Contractor during the Agreement period as a
direct result of the grant project.

All income generated as a direct result of a Department-funded project shall be deemed program income.

Program income may be used to further program objectives under this Agreement or may be refunded to
the Department. Program income must be used for the purposes of, and under the conditions applicable
to, the award specified in this Agreement. Program income may only be used for allowable program
costs.

Asset forfeiture and treatment/lab fees are the most prominent program income derived from grant
activity. The DOJ regulations require that program income be held in the custody of a governmental
entity, with reporting on those funds to the State Administrative Agency (the Department).
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When applicable, Program Income Reports (GCSD-208B) are to be filed quarterly with Contractor's FSR.

Any program not earning program income must fill out and submit to the Department a Program Income

Audits:

Penalty:

i. Delinquent Single Audit or Financial Statement Audit:
If the Contractor does not submit the required Single Audit reporting package, management
letter (if issued) with a response, and Corrective Action Plan; or the Financial Statement
Audit and management letter (if issued) with a response within nine months after the end of
the Contractor's fiscal year and an extension has not been approved by the cognizant or
oversight agency for audit, the Department may withhold from the current funding an
amount equal to five percent of the audit year's grant funding (not to exceed $200,000) until
the required filing is received by the Department. The Department may retain the amount
withheld if the Contractor is more than 120 days delinquent in meeting the filing
requirements and an extension has not been approved by the cognizant or oversight
agency for audit. The Department may terminate the current grant if the Contractor is more
than 180 days delinquent in meeting the filing requirements and an extension has not been
approved by the cognizant or oversight agency for audit.

ii. Delinquent Audit Status Notification Letter:
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Failure to submit the Audit Status Notification Letter, when required, may result in
withholding from the current funding an amount equal to one percent of the audit year's
grant funding until the Audit Status Notification Letter is received.

e. Other Audits:
The Department or federal agencies may also conduct or arrange for “agreed upon procedures’
or additional audits to meet their needs.

Equipment Purchases and Title:

Any Contractor equipment purchases supported in whole or in part through this Agreement must be listed
in an Equipment Inventory Schedule (attachment 5). Equipment means tangible, non-expendable,
personal property having useful life of more than one year and an acquisition cost of $5,000 or more per
unit. Title to items having a unit acquisition cost of less than $5,000 shall vest with the Contractor upon
acquisition. The Department reserves the right to retain or transfer the title to all items of equipment
having a unit acquisition cost of $5,000 or more, to the extent that the Department’s proportionate interest
in such equipment supports such retention or transfer of title.

All purchases supported in whole or in part through this Agreement must use procurement procedures
that conform to the Contractor’s local requirements.

Record Maintenance/Retention:

Maintain adequate program and fiscal records and files, including source documentation to support
program activities and all expenditures made under the terms of this Agreement, as required. Assure that
all terms of this Agreement will be appropriately adhered to and that records and detailed documentation
for the project or program identified in this Agreement will be maintained (may be off site) for a period of
not less than four years from the date of grant closure, the date of submission of the Final FSR, or until
litigation and audit findings have been resolved. All retention record guidelines set by the local jurisdiction
(Contractor) must be adhered to if they require additional years beyond retention guidelines stated herein.

Authorized Access:

Permit upon reasonable notification and at reasonable times, access by authorized representatives of the
Department, Program Evaluators (contracted by the Department), Federal Grantor Agency, Comptroller
General of the United States and State Auditor General, or any of their duly authorized representatives, to
records, files, and documentation related to this Agreement, to the extent authorized by applicable state
or federal law, rule, or regulation.

The Department may conduct on-site monitoring visit(s) and/or grant audit(s) any time during the grant
period. All grant records and personnel must be made available during any visit, including
subcontractors, if requested.

The Department may request that a funded program be evaluated by an outside evaluation team
contracted by the Department. Contractors shall work cooperatively with the evaluation team in such a
manner that the program be able to be fully reviewed and assessed.

Subcontractor/Vendor Monitoring:

The Contractor must ensure that each of its subcontractors comply with the Single Audit Act of 1984, as
amended, 31 U.S.C. 7501 et seq. requirements and must issue management decisions on audit findings
of their subcontractors as required by OMB Circular A-133.

OWNER and OWNER’s personnel,
contractors and subcontractors shall upon discovery promptly report
to PROFESSIONAL any defects or suspected defects in
PROFESSIONAL’s work, in order that PROFESSIONAL may take
prompt, effective measures which in PROFESSIONAL’s opinion
will minimize the consequences of a defect in service.
PROFESSIONAL shall not be responsible for additional costs due
to any tardiness in reporting defects in service.

1.6 Reimbursable Expenses mean the actual expenses
incurred by PROFESSIONAL or PROFESSIONAL’s independent
professional associates or consultants, directly or indirectly in
connection with the Project, such as expenses for; transportation and
subsistence incidental thereto; obtaining bids or proposals from
Contractor(s); providing and maintaining field office facilities
including furnishings and utilities; subsistence and transportation of
Resident Project Representatives and their assistants; toll telephone
calls and courier services; reproduction of reports, drawings,
specifications, bidding documents, and similar project-related items;
and, if authorized in advance by OWNER, overtime work requiring
higher than regular rates.

Letter Agreement

including, but not limited to, architects, engineers, surveyors,
designers, planners, drafters, specification writers, estimators, other
technical and business personnel. The Standard Hourly Rates
include salaries and wages, direct and indirect payroll costs and
fringe benefits. The Standard Hourly Rates of personnel of
PROFESSIONAL will be adjusted periodically to reflect changes in
personnel and in PROFESSIONAL’s overall compensation
procedures and practices.

1.8 Limitation of Liability. To the fullest extent permitted
by law, and not withstanding any other provision of this Agreement,
the total liability, in the aggregate, of the PROFESSIONAL and the
PROFESSIONAL’s officers, directors, partners, employees and
subconsultants, and any of them, to the OWNER and anyone
claiming by or through the OWNER, for any and all claims, losses,
costs or damages, including attorneys” fees and costs and expert-
witness fees and costs of any nature whatsoever or claims expenses
resulting from or in any way related to the Project or the Agreement
from any cause or causes shall not exceed the total compensation
received by the PROFESSIONAL under this Agreement, or the total
amount of $100,000.00, whichever is greater. It is intended that this
limitation apply to any and all liability or cause of action however
alleged or arising, unless otherwise prohibited by law.

1.9 Indemnification. The PROFESSIONAL agrees, to the
fuilest extent permitted by law, to indemnify and hold harmless the
OWNER, its officers, directors and employees (collectively, Owner)
against all damages, liabilities or costs, including reasonable
attorneys’ fees and defense costs, to the extent caused by the
PROFESSIONAL’s negligent performance of professional services
under this Agreement.

The OWNER agrees, to the fullest extent permitted by law, to
indemnify and hold harmless the PROFESSIONAL, its officers,
directors, employees and subconsultants (collectively, Professional)
against all damages, liabilities or costs, including reasonable
attorneys’ fees and defense costs, to the extent caused by the
OWNER’s negligent acts in connection with the Project and the acts
of its contractors, subcontractors or PROFESSIONAL or anyone for
whom the OWNER is legally liable.

Neither the OWNER nor the PROFESSIONAL shall be obligated to
indemnify the other party in any manner whatsoever for the other
party’s own negligence.

Nothing herein shall in any way, shape or form be construed to
waive Ypsilanti Township’s defense of governmental immunity.

1.10 Severability. Any term or provision of this Agreement
found to be invalid under any applicable statute or rule of law shall
be deemed omitted and the remainder of this Agreement shall
remain in fuil force and effect.

1.11 Survival. Notwithstanding completion or termination of
this Agreement for any reason, all rights, duties and obligations of
the parties to this Agreement shall survive such completion or
termination and remain in full force and effect until fulfilled.
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1.12 Betterment. If, due to the PROFESSIONAL’s
negligence, a required item or component of the Project is omitted
from the PROFESSIONAL’s construction documents, the
PROFESSIONAL shall not be responsible for paying the cost
required to add such item or component to the extent that such item
or component would have been required and included in the original
construction documents. In no event will the PROFESSIONAL be
responsible for any cost or expense that provides betterment or
upgrades or enhances the value of the Project.

1.13 Mediation. In an effort to resolve any conflicts that arise
during the design and construction of the Project or following the
completion of the Project, the OWNER and the PROFESSIONAL
agree that all disputes between them arising out of or relating to the
Agreement or the Project shall be submitted to nonbinding
mediation unless the parties mutually agree otherwise.

The OWNER and the PROFESSIONAL further agree to include a
similar mediation provision in all agreements with independent
contractors and consultants also to include a similar mediation
provision in all agreements with their subcontractors,
subconsultants, suppliers and fabricators, thereby providing for
mediation as the primary method for dispute resolution between the
parties to all those agreements.

1.14 Changed Conditions. If, during the term of this
Agreement, circumstances or conditions that were not originally
contemplated by or known to the PROFESSIONAL are revealed, to
the extent that they affect the scope of services, compensation,
schedule, allocation of risks or other material terms of this
Agreement, the PROFESSIONAL may call for renegotiation of
appropriate portions of this Agreement. The PROFESSIONAL shall
notify the OWNER of the changed conditions necessitating
renegotiation, and the PROFESSIONAL and the OWNER shall
promptly and in good faith enter into renegotiation of this
Agreement to address the changed conditions.

1.15 Hazardous Materials. Both parties acknowledge that the
PROFESSIONAL’s scope of services does not include any services
related to the presence of any hazardous or toxic materials. In the
event the PROFESSIONAL or any other party encounters any
hazardous or toxic materials, or should it become known to the
PROFESSIONAL that such materials may be present on or about
the job site or any adjacent areas that may affect the performance of
the PROFESSIONAL’s services, the PROFESSIONAL may, at its
option and without liability for consequential or any other damages,
suspend performance of its services under this Agreement until the
OWNER retains appropriate PROFESSIONAL’s or contractors to
identify and abate or remove the hazardous or toxic materials and
warrants that the job site is in full compliance with all applicable
laws and regulations.

SECTION 2

2.1 Assignment. Neither party to this Agreement shall
transfer, sublet or assign any rights under or interest in this
Agreement (including but not limited to monies that are due or
monies that may be due) without the prior written consent of the
other party. Subcontracting to subconsultants normally
contemplated by the PROFESSIONAL shall not be considered an
assignment for purposes of this Agreement.

Letter Agreement
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22 Governing Law & Jurisdiction. The OWNER and the
PROFESSIONAL agree that this Agreement and any legal actions
concerning its validity, interpretation and performance shall be
governed by the laws of the State of Michigan.

2.3 Billing and Payment Terms. Payment Due: invoices
shall be submitted by the PROFESSIONAL (monthly) are due upon
presentation and shall be considered past due if not paid within
thirty (30) calendar days of the due date. Inferest: If payment in full
is not received by the PROFESSIONAL within thirty (30) calendar
days of the due date, invoices shall bear interest at one-and one-half
(1.5) percent of the PAST DUE amount per month, which shall be
calculated from the invoice due date. Payment thereafter shall first
be applied to accrued interest and then to the unpaid principal.

2.4 Suspension of Services. If the OWNER fails to make
payments when due or otherwise is in breach of this Agreement, the
PROFESSIONAL may suspend performance of service upon ten
(10) calendar days’ notice to the OWNER. The PROFESSIONAL
shall have no liability whatsoever to the OWNER for any costs or
damages as a result of such suspension caused by any breach of this
Agreement by the OWNER. Upon payment in full by the OWNER
the PROFESSIONAL shall resume services under this Agreement,
and the time scheduled and compensation shall be equitably adjusted
to compensate for the period of suspension plus any other
reasonable time and expenses necessary for the PROFESSIONAL to
resume performance. Termination of Services: If the OWNER fails
to make payment to the PROFESSIONAL in accordance with the
payment terms herein, this shall constitute a material breach of this
Agreement and shall be cause for termination of this Agreement by
the PROFESSIONAL. Ser-off, Backcharges, Discounts: Payment of
invoices shall not be subject to any discounts or set-off's by the
OWNER unless agreed to in writing by the PROFESSIONAL.
Payment to the PROFESSIONAL for services rendered and
expenses incurred shall be due and payable regardless of any
subsequent suspension or termination of this Agreement by either

party.

2.5 Collection of Costs. In the event legal actions necessary
to enforce the payment terms of this Agreement, the
PROFESSIONAL shall be entitled to collect from the OWNER any
judgement or settlement sums due, plus reasonable attorneys’ fees,
court costs and other expenses incurred by the PROFESSIONAL in
connection therewith and, in addition, the reasonable value of the
PROFESSIONAL?’s time and expenses spent in connection with
such collection action, computed according to the
PROFESSIONAL’s prevailing fee schedule and expense policies.

2.6 Delays. The OWNER agrees that the PROFESSIONAL is
not responsible for damages arising directly or indirectly from any
delays for causes beyond the PROFESSIONAL’s control. For
purposes of this Agreement, such causes include, but are not limited
to, strikes or other labor disputes; severe weather disruptions or
other natural disasters; fires, riots, war or other emergencies or acts
of God; failure of any government agency to act in timely manner;
failure of performance by the OWNER or the OWNER’s contractors
or consultants; or discovery of any hazardous substances or differing
site conditions.

In addition, if the delays resulting from any such causes increase the
cost or time required by the PROFESSIONAL to perform its
services in an orderly and efficient manner, the PROFESSIONAL
shall be entitled to an equitable adjustment in schedule and/or
compensation.
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2.7 Delivery and Use of Electronic Files. In accepting and
utilizing any drawings, reports and data on any form of electronic
media generated and furnished by the PROFESSIONAL, the
OWNER agrees that all such electronic files are instruments of
service of the PROFESSIONAL, who shall be deemed the author,
and shall retain all common law, statutory law and other rights,
including copyrights.

The OWNER agrees not to reuse these electronic files, in whole or
in part, for any purpose other than for the Project. The OWNER
agrees not to transfer these electronic files to others without the prior
written consent of the PROFESSIONAL. The OWNER further
agrees to waive all claims against the PROFESSIONAL resulting in
any way from any unauthorized changes to or reuse of the electronic
files for any other project by anyone other than the
PROFESSIONAL.

The OWNER and the PROFESSIONAL agree that any electronic
files furnished by either party shall conform to the original
specifications. Any changes to the original electronic specifications
by either the OWNER or the PROFESSIONAL are subject to
review and acceptance by the other party. Additional services by
the PROFESSIONAL made necessary by changes to the electronic
file specifications shall be compensated for as Additional Services.

Electronic files furnished by either party shall be subject to an
acceptance period of fourteen (14) days during which the receiving
party agrees to perform appropriate acceptance tests. The party
furnishing the electronic file shall correct any discrepancies or errors
detected and reported within the acceptance period. After the
acceptance period, the electronic files shall be deemed to be
accepted and neither party shall have any obligation to correct errors
or maintain electronic files.

The OWNER is aware that differences may exist between the
electronic files delivered and the printed hard-copy construction
documents. In the event of a conflict between the signed
construction documents prepared by the PROFESSIONAL and
electronic files, the signed or sealed hard-copy construction
documents shall govern.

In addition, the OWNER agrees, to the fullest extent permitted by
law, to indemnify and hold harmless the PROFESSIONAL, its
officers, directors, employees and subconsultants (collectively,
Professional) against all damages, liabilities or costs, including
reasonable attorneys’ fees and defense costs, arising from any
changes made by anyone other than the PROFESSIONAL or from
any reuse of the electronic files without the prior written consent of
the PROFESSIONAL.

Under no circumstances shall delivery of electronic files for use by
the OWNER be deemed a sale by the PROFESSIONAL, and the
PROFESSIONAL makes no warranties, either expressed or implied,
or merchantability and fitness for any particular purpose. In no
event shall the PROFESSIONAL be liable for indirect or
consequential damages as a result of the OWNER’s use or reuse of
the electronic files.

2.8 Opinions of Probable Construction Costs. In providing
opinions of probable construction cost, the OWNER understands
that the PROFESSIONAL has no control over the cost or
availability of labor, equipment or materials, or over market
conditions or the Contractor’s method of pricing, and that the
PROFESSIONAL’s opinions of probable construction costs are
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made on the basis of the PROFESSIONAL’s judgement and
experience. The PROFESSIONAL makes no watranty, express or
implied that the bids or the negotiated cost of the Work will not vary
from the PROFESSIONAL’s opinion of probable construction costs.

SECTION 3

3.1 Verification of Existing Conditions. Inasmuch as the
remodeling and/or rehabilitation of the existing structures requires
that certain assumptions be made by the PROFESSIONAL
regarding existing conditions, and because some of these
assumptions may not be verifiable without the OWNER’s expending
substantial sums of money or destroying otherwise adequate or
serviceable portions of the structure, the OWNER agrees to bear all
costs, losses and expenses, including the cost of the
PROFESSIONAL’s Additional Services, arising from the discovery
of concealed or unknown conditions in the existing structure.

32 Construction Observation. The PROFESSIONAL shall
visit the site if authorized at intervals appropriate to the stage of
construction, or as otherwise agreed to in writing by the OWNER
and the PROFESSIONAL, in order to observe the progress and
quality of the Work completed by the Contractor. Such visits and
observation are not intended to be an exhaustive check or a detailed
inspection of the Contractor’s work but rather are to allow the
PROFESSIONAL, as an experienced professional, to become
generally familiar with the Work in progress and to determine, in
general, if the Work is proceeding in accordance with the Contract
Documents.

Based on this general observation, the PROFESSIONAL shall keep
the OWNER informed about the progress of the Work and shall
endeavor to guard the OWNER against deficiencies in the work.

If the OWNER desires more extensive project observation or full-
time project representation, the OWNER shall request that such
services be provided by the PROFESSIONAL as Additional
Services in accordance with the terms of this Agreement.

The PROFESSIONAL shall not supervise, direct or have control
over the Contractor’s work nor have any responsibility for the
construction means, methods, techniques, sequences or procedures
selected by the Contractor nor for the Contractor’s safety
precautions or programs in connection with the Work. These rights
and responsibilities are solely those of the contractor in accordance
with the Contract Documents.

The PROFESSIONAL shall not be responsible for any acts or
omissions of the contractor, subcontractor, any entity performing
any portions of the Work, or any agents or employees of any of
them. The PROFESSIONAL does not guarantee the performance of
the Contractor and shall not be responsible for the Contractor’s
failure to perform its Work in accordance with the Contract
Documents or any applicable laws, codes, rules or regulations.

33 Jobsite Safety. Neither the professional activities of the
PROFESSIONAL, nor the presence of the PROFESSIONAL or its
employees and subconsultants at a construction/project site, shall
relieve the General Contractor of its obligations, duties and
responsibilities including, but not limited to, construction means,
methods, sequence, techniques or procedures necessary for
performing, superintending and coordinating the Work in
accordance with the contract documents and any health or safety
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precautions required by any regulatory agencies, the
PROFESSIONAL and its personnel have no authority to exercise
any control over any construction contractor or its employees in
connection with their work or any health or safety programs or
procedures. The OWNER agrees that the General Contractor shall
be solely responsible for jobsite safety, and warrants that this intent
shall be carried out in the OWNER’s contract with the General
Contractor. The OWNER also agrees that thc OWNER, the
PROFESSIONAL and the PROFESSIONAL’s subconsultants shall
be indemnified by the General Contractor and shall be made
additional insureds under the General Contractor’s policies of
general liability insurance.

3.4 Design Without Construction Administration. Unless
Authorized, it is understood and agreed that the PROFESSIONAL’s
Basic Services under this Agreement do not include project
observation or review of the Contractor’s performance or any other
construction phase services, and that such services will be provided
for by the OWNER. The OWNER assumes all responsibility for
interpretation of the Contract Documents and for construction
observation, and the OWNER waives any claims against the
PROFESSIONAL that may be in any way connected thereto.

35 Client Requested Substitutions. Upon request by the
OWNER, the PROFESSIONAL shall evaluate and make
recommendations regarding substitutions of materials, products or
equipment proposed by the OWNER’s consultants or contractors.
The PROFESSIONAL shall be compensated for these services, as
well as any services required to modify and coordinate the
construction documents prepared by the PROFESSIONAL with
those of the PROFESSIONAL’s subconsultants and the OWNER’s
consultants, as Additional Services. The PROFESSIONAL also
shall be entitled to an adjustment in schedule caused by this
additional effort.

3.6 Record Drawings. 1f authorized by the Agreement, upon
completion of the Work, the PROFESSIONAL shall compile for
and deliver to the OWNER a reproducible set of Record Documents
based upon the marked-up record drawings, addenda, change orders
and other data furnished by the Contractor. These Record
documents will show significant changes made during construction.
Because these Record Documents are based on unverified
information provided by other parties, which the PROFESSIONAL
shall assume will be reliable, the PROFESSIONAL cannot and does
not warrant their accuracy.

3.7 Certifications, Guarantees and Warranties. The
PROFESSIONAL shall not be required to sign any documents, no
matter by whom requested, that would result in the
PROFESSIONAL’s having to certify, guarantee or warrant the
existence of conditions whose existence the PROFESSIONAL
cannot ascertain. The OWNER also agrees not to make resolution
of any dispute with the PROFESSIONAL or payment of any amount
due to the PROFESSIONAL in any way contingent upon the
PROFESSIONAL?’s signing any such certification.
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3.8 Contingency Fund. The OWNER and the
PROFESSIONAL agree that certain increased cost and changes may
be required because of possible omissions, ambiguities or
inconsistencies in the drawings and specifications prepared by the
PROFESSIONAL and, therefore, that the final construction cost of
the Project may exceed the estimated construction cost. The
OWNER agrees to set aside a reserve in the amount of 10 percent of
the Project construction costs as a contingency to be used, as
required, to pay for any such increased costs and changes. The
OWNER further agrees to make no claim by way of direct or third-
party action against the PROFESSIONAL or its subconsultants with
respect to any increased costs within the contingency because of
such changes or because of any claims made by the Contractor
relating to such changes.

3.9 Permits and Approvals. The PROFESSIONAL shall
assist the OWNER in applying for those permits and approvals
normally required by law for projects similar to the one for which
the PROFESSIONAL’s services are being engaged. This assistance
shall consist of completing and submitting forms to the appropriate
regulatory agencies having jurisdiction over the construction
documents, and other services normally provided by the
PROFESSIONAL and included in the scope of Basic Services of
this Agreement.

3.10 Statutes of Repose and Limitation. All legal causes of
action between the parties to this Agreement shall accrue and any
applicable statutes of repose or limitation shall begin to run no later
than the date of Substantial Completion. If the act or failure to act
complained of occurred after the date of Substantial Completion,
then the date of final completion shall be used, but in no event shall
any statute of repose or limitation begin to run any later than the
date the PROFESSIONAL’s services are completed or terminated.

3.11 Construction Layout. If requested by the Owner, or
other authorized party, as detailed in the scope of services or as an
Additional Service to this Agreement, the PROFESSIONAL shall
provide construction layout stakes sufficient for construction
purposes. The stakes will reflect pertinent information from the
construction bidding and contract documents. The stakes shall be
set in place one time by the PROFESSIONAL, staged and scheduled
as requested by the Contractor. After the stakes are set, it shall be
the Contractor’s exclusive responsibility to protect the stakes from
damage or removal. Once the stake is set, if the stake becomes
unusable due to the Contractor’s negligence it shall be reset by the
PROFESSIONAL, only at the Contractor’s direction. The cost for
resetting the stakes shall be borne by the Contractor and shall be
paid by the Owner or authorized representative of this Agreement to
the PROFESSIONAL from monies due the Contractor from the
construction contract. The Owner acknowledges and agrees that
these staking requirements and the procedures and payments for
restaking described in this section shall be stipulated in the General
Conditions of the construction contract.

These General Conditions shall be attached to and made part of the Agreement between Spicer Group, Inc. (PROFESSIONAL)

and the Owner.
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Whereas, one key purpose of a pilot program is to determine adequacy and should therefore be limited
in duration, and;

Whereas, Township and WCWRC officials have agreed that a 3-month pilot program for no more than
$7,500 per month will be adequate to better determine long term needs; and

Whereas, Township and WCWRC officials have agreed that the Township will provide necessary
Community Standards and outreach services (similar to past vermin control programs) as determined

Whereas, Exhibit B is not intended to limit areas for providing Services but merely provides a depiction
of current reported known vermin sightings in certain areas of the Township for reference, these areas
illustrate the need and initial focus areas for the Services provided; and

Whereas, Township and WCWRC officials have agreed that regular progress meetings will be held to
evaluate program effectiveness and incorporate adjustments to address new or changing program
needs within the pilot program budget and timeframe specified herein; and

Whereas, Township and WCWRC officials anticipate and fully understand that due to the nature of the
problem and experiences in other municipalities, the pilot program will in all likelihood result in a
recommendation for a longer-term program and recommended program funding based on pilot
program experiences;

Therefore, in consideration of the premises and of the mutual undertakings of the parties and in
conformity with applicable law, the Township and the WCWRC agree:

1. The Washtenaw County Water Resources Commissioner’s Office shall provide resources and
expertise required to administer the Services in collaboration with the Township based on
Exhibits A, B, and any mutually agreed upon adjustments during implementation of Services.

2. The period of this Agreement is no more than three months from the date a vendor (selected by
the WCWRC, in consultation with the Township) commences work.

3. The Township shall make payments for work noted in Exhibit A, Section 1 based on annual
December invoices in accordance with regular payment procedures for annual invoices of work
performed on legally established County Drains.

4. The Township shall make payments for work noted in Exhibit A, Section 2 based on monthly
invoices for Services provided in areas outside of legally established County Drains. The WCWRC
will be providing Section 2 services based on the authority of this Agreement due to the
efficiencies of bundling Section 2 and Section 1 services in a single vendor contract with a single
point of contact.

The contract will be paid for with 2020 Urban County CDBG funding, not to exceed One
Hundred Sixty Thousand Four Hundred Sixty Three Dollars and Zero Cents ($160,463.00),
in accordance with the budget in Attachment B. Project costs exceeding $160,463.00 will be the
responsibility of the Township.

ARTICLE 1Il - PAYMENT AND CASH MANAGEMENT

If the County is paid in advance by the federal awarding agency under the above named
federal assistance award, the Subrecipient may also be paid in advance if it meets the
requirements in Section 1 below.

Section 1 - Cash Advances. The Subrecipient may request an advance of funds under
this agreement if it maintains or demonstrates the willingness to maintain both:
1. written procedures that minimize the time elapsing between the transfer of funds from the
County and the subsequent disbursement of the funds by the Subrecipient,
2. financial management systems that meet the standards for fund control and accountability
as defined in Section 200.305 of the Uniform Guidance.

Requests for advance of funds must be limited to the minimum amount needed and must
be timed to be in accordance with the actual, immediate cash requirements of the Subrecipient in
carrying out the terms of this agreement.

Section 2 - Reimbursement. If the Subrecipient does not meet the requirements in Section
1 above, it shall submit periodic reimbursement requests to the County. This may be done on a
monthly or quarterly basis. The reimbursement request shall be accompanied by the agreed upon
financial and programmatic reports. The County shall pay the Subrecipient within 30 calendar
days after the receipt of the reimbursement request and the agreed upon financial/programmatic
reports, unless the County reasonably believes the reimbursement request to be improper.

ARTICLE IV - REPORTING OF SUBRECIPIENT

Section 1 - The Subrecipient is to report to the CDBG Management Analyst, and will
cooperate and confer with him/her as necessary to insure satisfactory work progress.

Section 2 - The Subrecipient shall submit financial reports as requested to the OCED
Fiscal Assistant. The Subrecipient shall submit programmatic reports as requested to CDBG
Management Analyst.

Section 3 - All reports, estimates, memoranda and documents submitted by the
Subrecipient must be dated and bear the Subrecipient's name. Financial reports shall be
submitted in a timely manner to the County and shall be in agreement with the amounts shown in
the Subrecipient’s financial system and shall be supported by appropriate documentation (payroll
records, invoices, etc.).

Section 4 - The Subrecipient agrees to only incur costs under this agreement which are
eligible under the Cost Principles detailed in Section 200.400-475 of the Uniform Guidance.

Section 5 - The Subrecipient shall retain all reports, records and supporting documentation
pertaining to this agreement for a period of three years from the date of submission of the final
expenditure report and shall make them available to the County and the federal awarding agency
upon request.

Section 6 - All reports made in connection with these services are subject to review and
final approval by the County Administrator.

Section 7 - The County may review and inspect the Subrecipient's activities during the
term of this agreement.

Section 8 - When applicable, the Subrecipient will submit a final, written report to the
County Administrator.

Section 9 - After reasonable notice to the Subrecipient, the County may review any of the
Subrecipient's internal records, reports, or insurance policies.

Section 10 - The Subrecipient and/or subcontractors shall disclose in writing to the County
any potential conflict of interest it has related to the County or this agreement subject to the
provisions 2 CFR 200.318.

Section 11 - The Subrecipient shall disclose in writing to the County in a timely manner all
violations of Federal criminal law involving fraud, bribery, or gratuity violations potentially affecting
this agreement.

Section 12 - The Subrecipient shall report to the County in a timely manner if any adverse
or problematic situations arise between reporting deadlines describing the nature of the problem
and what is being done to address it.

ARTICLE V - TERM

This agreement begins on July 9, 2020 and ends on July 8, 2021, with an option to extend
an additional 3 months. No costs eligible under this agreement shall be incurred by the
Subrecipient before or after these dates, except with prior written approval of the County.

ARTICLE VI- RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE SUBRECIPIENT

Section 1 - The Subrecipient agrees to comply with all applicable federal, State, and local
regulations including the Uniform Guidance. The Subrecipient agrees to comply with the
management systems standards (financial management (Sections 200.302-304), procurement
(Sections 200.317-326), and property management (Sections 200.310-316)) of the Uniform
Guidance.

Section 2 - The Subrecipient agrees to have performed a Single Audit of its federal
expenditures if it reaches the Single Audit dollar threshold in federal expenditures during its fiscal
year as detailed in Section 200.501 of the Uniform Guidance. The County reserves the right to
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perform or cause to be performed additional audits if it deems such to be necessary to insure
compliance with the terms of this agreement or to determine the eligibility of the reported
expenditures for reimbursement.

Section 3 - The Subrecipient agrees to comply with the provisions of the Byrd Amendment
(Public Law 101-121, Section 319 - 31 U.S. Code Section 1352) which prohibits the use of federal funds
by the recipient or subrecipient of a Federal contract, grant, loan, or cooperative agreement to
pay any person to influence or attempt to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a
Member of Congress, an officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a Member of
Congress in connection with the federal funds awarded under this agreement.

Section 4 — The Subrecipient agrees to comply with the provisions of the Stevens
Amendment (Section 8136 of the Department of Defense Appropriations Act — Public Law 100-463) which
stipulates that when issuing statements, press releases, requests for proposals, bid solicitations,
and other documents describing projects or programs funded in whole or in part with federal
money, all grantees receiving federal funds, including but not limited to state and local
governments, shall clearly state (1) the percentage of the total cost of the program or project
which will be financed with federal money, (2) the dollar amount of federal funds for the project or
program, and (3) the percentage and dollar amount of the total costs of the project or program
that will be funded by non-governmental sources.

ARTICLE VIl — SUSPENSION OF FUNDING

The County may suspend funding to the Subrecipient, in whole or in part, or other measures may
be imposed for any of the following reasons:
1. Failure to expend funds in a timely manner consistent with the agreement milestones,
guidance, and assurances.
Failure to comply with the requirements or statutory objectives of federal or state law.
Failure to follow agreement requirements or special conditions.
Proposal or implementation of substantial plan changes to the extent that, if originally
submitted, the application would not have been approved for funding.
5. Failure to submit required reports.
6. Filing of a false certification on the application or other report or document.
7. Failure to adequately manage, monitor or direct the activities of its subrecipients that are
funded under this agreement.

Before taking action, the County will provide the Subrecipient reasonable notice of intent to
impose corrective measures and will make every effort to resolve the problem informally.

The County reserves the right to recommend to the federal government that the Subrecipient be
suspended or debarred in the case of sustained significant noncompliance by the Subrecipient
with the award provisions.
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ARTICLE VIll- PERSONNEL

Section 1 - The Subrecipient will provide the required services and will not subaward or
assign the services without the County’s written approval.

Section 2 - The Subrecipient will not hire any County employee for any of the required
services without the County’s written approval.

Section 3 - The parties agree that all work done under this agreement shall be completed
in the United States and that none of the work will be partially or fully completed by either an
offshore entity or offshore business interest either owned or affiliated with the Subrecipent. For
purposes of this agreement, the term, “offshore” refers to any area outside the contiguous United
States, Alaska or Hawaii.

ARTICLE IX-INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR

Contractor and the County shall, at all times, be deemed to be independent contractors
and nothing herein shall be construed to create or imply that there exists between the parties a
partnership, joint venture or other business organization. Contractor shall hold no authority,
express or implied, to commit, obligate or make representations on behalf of the County and
shall make no representation to others to the contrary.

Nothing herein is intended nor shall be construed for any purpose as creating the
relationship of employer and employee or agent and principal between the parties. Except as
otherwise specified in this contract, Contractor retains the sole right and obligation to direct,
control or supervise the details and means by which the services under this contract are
provided.

Contractor shall not be eligible for, or participate in, any insurance, pension, workers’
compensation insurance, profit sharing or other plans established for the benefit of the County's
employees. Contractor shall be solely responsible for payment of all taxes arising out of the
Contractor’s activities in connection with this Agreement, including, without limitation, federal

| and state income taxes, social security taxes, unemployment insurance taxes and any other tax
| or business license fees as required. The County shall not be responsible for withholding any
income or employment taxes whatsoever on behalf of the Contractor.

ARTICLE X - INDEMNIFICATION AGREEMENT

The Subrecipient will protect, defend and indemnify the County, its officers, agents,
servants, volunteers and employees from any and all liabilities, claims, liens, fines, demands and
costs, including legal fees, of whatsoever kind and nature which may result in injury or death to
any persons, including the Subrecipient's own employees, and for loss or damage to any property,
including property owned or in the care, custody or control of the County in connection with or in
any way incident to or arising out of the occupancy, use, service, operations, performance or
non-performance of work in connection with this agreement resulting in whole or in part from
negligent acts or omissions of Subrecipient, any subcontractor of the Subrecipient, or any
employee, agent or representative of the Subrecipient or any subcontractor of the Subrecipient.
Nothing herein shall be construed to waive, limit or restrict any governmental immunity defense
available to the subrecipient (Ypsilanti Township).
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ARTICLE XI- INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

The Subrecipient will maintain at its own expense during the term of this Agreement, the
following insurance:

1. Workers' Compensation Insurance with Michigan statutory limits and Employers
Liability Insurance with a minimum limit of $100,000 each accident for any
employee.

2. Commercial General Liability Insurance with a combined single limit of $1,000,000

each occurrence for bodily injury and property damage. The County shall be
added as "additional insured” on general liability policy with respect to the services
provided under this agreement.

3. Automobile Liability Insurance covering all owned, hired and non-owned vehicles
with Personal Protection Insurance and Property Protection Insurance to comply
with the provisions of the Michigan No Fault Insurance Law, including residual
liability insurance with a minimum combined single limit of $1,000,000 each
accident for bodily injury and property damage. For transportation services
contracts, the County shall be added as additional insured on automobile liability
policy with respect to the services provided under this contract.

Insurance companies, hamed insureds and policy forms may be subject to the approval
of the County Administrator, if requested by the County Administrator. Such approval shall not
be unreasonably withheld. Insurance policies shall not contain endorsements or policy conditions
which reduce coverage provided to The County. Subrecipient shall be responsible to the County
or insurance companies insuring the County for all costs resulting from both financially unsound
insurance companies selected by Subrecipient and their inadequate insurance coverage.

The audit consisted of a document review, a site visit of the Hydro Station and
interviews of the Dam Safety Program members to determine if the licensee is in
compliance of the regulation and puts dam safety as basis of its practices.

| have completed my external audit of Ford Lake Dam’s Owners Dam Safety Program, as required for the
project by the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC). External audits are intended for dam owners
to continue to improve their dam safety program, help them understand how well their program is
working, and to identify areas where their dam safety program may need improvement. This external
audit was competed in general accordance with the FERC's Guidance for ODSP External Audits
(5/14/2018).

Scope and Methodology
My audit consisted of document review, interviews, and a site visit, including the following activities:

e review and assessment of key dam safety program documents,

e interviews with a representative sample of staff with ODSP responsibilities,

e accompanying dam operations staff in a walk-through of the project site,

e review of representative training records,

e review of dam operations and maintenance documentation

e review of representative dam safety communications,

e review and assessment of evidence of corporate commitment to dam safety

A detailed list of these activities is included in Attachment A.

Audit Findings
My document review, interviews, and site visit consistently indicate that the Ford Lake Dam ODSP is well

organized, effectively communicated, broadly understood and has the support of senior management.
The ODSP seems be very effective in its objective of preparing the organization for a potential emergency.

The ODSP is an important document, and Ford Lake Dam'’s ODSP meets the FERC's guidelines for ODSPs.
The ODSP document is updated and reprinted annually. More importantly, the key elements of the ODSP
are effectively communicated and well known to this involved in dam safety for the project. This was
borne out consistently in my interviews and discussions with staff.

Project specific dam safety training is carried out annually, including both ODSP annual training and EAP
training events.

The owner has considered succession planning and has taken concrete steps in the last several years to
provide more redundancy in staffing and to train and inform dam operators in a variety of ways. This
includes annual dam safety and EAP training, task-specific worksheets to familiarize or refresh staff on
inspection and monitoring tasks, on-going “story telling” to share operations and dam safety experiences,
and walking alongside newer staff by their senior staff (Chief Dam Safety Coordinator).

Conclusions

The Ford Lake Dam dam safety program is an excellent example of a well designed and executed
program. The program meets the expectations laid out in the FERC's ODSP guidance.

In my experience, Ford Lake Dam should be considered best in class for establishing a strong dam safety
culture including some great best practices that other organizations could learn from. This includes
operator training worksheets, regular storytelling to share project history and experiences, and intentional
plans for dam operator staffing and role redundancy.

Staff interviews acknowledged healthy concern for dam safety, but consistently (without exception)
indicated staff are familiar with the dam safety program, understand their role, understand what to do if
an unusual circumstance is observed, and know who to contact to address a dams safety concern.

Dam safety communication is carried out in a variety of ways, including daily conversations, daily and
monthly project inspections, multiple annual training sessions, monthly newsletters, 5-year independent
consultant safety inspections, and timely topical conversations as issues arise.

Recommendations

Even the best of dam safety programs can be improved upon. The following recommendation is made for
the Ford Lake Dam ODSP:

e The Ford Lake Dam ODSP is exemplary, in particular in the ways it has been implemented so that
it is meaningful to all of those with a role in plan. The Charter Township of Ypsilanti should
continue with the excellent employee training, integration, and succession programs to keep the
program current, fresh and relevant.

In addition, the following suggestions were made for potential future program improvements:

e The dam operators indicated their appreciation for the exposure they have had to adjacent
hydropower facilities operations (French Landing, Barton and Superior) as part of those facilities’
emergency action plan functional exercises, and indicated they would value the opportunity to
visit, observe and discuss other hydropower facilities and their operations and dam safety
practices develop to consider different approaches and perspectives and a deeper understanding
of dam safety. This was a great suggestion, and could be arranged directly with other dam owners
in the area, or by attending regional or national dam safety organization meetings and facility
tours, such as Association of State Dam Safety Officials (ASDSO), National Hydropower
Association (NHA), or Midwest Hydropower User Group (MHUG).

e In addition to annual ODSP and EAP training sessions, some interviewees suggested encouraging
more frequent, short discussions or virtual meetings with the broad ODSP team and stakeholders
to keep the topic fresh and current, and allow for participants who may not make the annual
meeting to stay engaged.
