Projects: 
 
Concrete Repairs- in planning phase, putting together bid documents to address spalling concrete 
on crest of the concrete spillway. Construction is planned for 2022. Field inspection was conducted 
on 5/6/21, an assessment report was provided by Barr. Report outlines areas that need repairs 
within 5 to 10 years. 
 
Buoy Lines- Staff have reviewed the current buoy layout. A new buoy lines near the Hydro Station 
are in the works. This will add more safety to boater and recreationists on the lake and river. 
Material has been ordered and scheduled for delivery in August. In order to get the new buoy line 
installed large concrete anchors are needed. Staff is working to get a diver and heavy equipment 
lined up for the install.

Sluice Stress Analysis- in planning phase, the FERC has requested a detail study of the spillway 
gates. This is common industry request from FERC as they continuously look at safety involving 
dams. We are currently working with engineering to develop a procedure to complete this task. This 
task should be completed by 2024. 
 
Powerhouse Service Power Upgrades- the high voltage cable from the house transformer to the 
transfer switch needs to be replaced due to inadequate sizing for the load.

Gate Spilling Summary: 
 
Releasing water from the sluice gates is primary done to maintain lake level when flow exceeds the 
powerhouse. At certain times, we can use the gates to help keep the lake mixing to maintain oxygen 
levels (effectiveness depends on a number of factors) at the bottom of the lake. 
 
The water quality monitoring begins on June 1st and will end on September 30th; operators monitor 
the water quality conditions and take readings as outline in the WQ Plan. The dam releases water 
from the bottom gates to maintain run of river and/or help with water quality in Ford Lake. The 
Federal License requires we pass water with a minimum of 5mg/l of dissolved oxygen all the time.  
Therefore, spilling from the bottom gates in the summer for improving the lake is not always 
possible.

SUMMARY: 
During the month of May 2022, there were 3,780 calls for service in Ypsilanti Township, a 13% increase 
in calls for service as compared to May 2021. 
 
OPERATIONS 
During May 2022, Patrol Operations responded to calls for service, conducted traffic enforcement, and 
completed criminal investigations in support of our citizen’s quality of life. 
 
The month of May showed a decrease in home invasions of 50% (9 compared to 18 in 2021). In many of 
these incidents a domestic relationship and unauthorized entry were common. The best prevention 
methods for a typical residential home invasion are to keep all windows and doors locked (including 
vehicles in the driveway), including deadbolts, while away from home. External lighting and visual 
deterrents such as “Beware of Dog” or alarm signage also discourages criminals. 
 
The month of May showed a decrease in breaking and entering’s of 40% (3 compared to 5 in 2021). In 
the month of May 2022, we saw 2 robberies. In the month of May 2021, we saw 1 robberies (100% 
increase).  
 
In May 2022 there were 12 reported UDAA’s. This is a 8% decrease from May 2021 where there were 13 
reported UDAA’s. Many of these vehicle thefts occurred by the suspect gaining entry to an unlocked 
vehicle. Citizens are reminded to lock all vehicle doors and keep ignition keys in separate and secure 
areas to prevent such thefts. Valuables, if left in a vehicle, should be placed in a concealed location. The 
following website provides further information regarding the reduction of potential for theft of your 
vehicle, common vehicles targeted, and further information.

YOUTH INITIATIVE 
The Sheriff’s Office continues to partner with courts, probation, and social services to ensure that there 
is accountability beyond Sheriff’s Office contact with the offenders that are consistently involved in 
crimes.  From a year-to-year perspective, comparing 2022 to 2021, our juvenile offenses and complaints 
are down 32.6% (from 98 to 66) and our runaway complaints are up 94.73% (from 19 to 37).

Background: 
 
In 1992 the Ypsilanti Township Board of Trustees commissioned a Transportation Analysis of the 
southern half of the Township as a part of its Master Plan update.  At the time the Township was 
experiencing a residential development boom that placed a burden on what was primarily a rural 
road system. New housing developments at that time doubled the amount of traffic that was 
using the roadways and had the potential to create health, safety, welfare issues.   
 
The Traffic Analysis done in 1992 was based off current residential projects seeking entitlement 
as well as the future development potential based on the Townships Master Plan for Future Land 
Use. Based on the potential density and number of new roof tops it became clear that the number 
of new cars on Township roads was going to lead to degradation of the road system. The analysis 
also looked at road intersections and how they functioned with regard to the “level of service” 
or how long motorists had to wait to get through a given intersection.  The analysis made specific 
recommendations as to what improvements might be made to address the shortcomings of the 
road system at the time. In the end this analysis helped to guide the Planning Department and 
the Township Administration for many years in making land use decisions and requiring 
improvements to be made by private development utilizing the public street network as a part 
of their land development. It would also stand to guide Township funding for pedestrian 
enhancements and providing funding dollars to Washtenaw County Road Commission projects 
that would do the most good dollar for dollar.

Board members we would like to provide an update on the LPR Project, community engagement 
and next steps.     
 

A.  Sheriff Clayton and his staff has presented to several Neighborhood Watch (NHW) 
groups, we have attended them as well as Robin Castle-Hine, NHW coordinator.  The 
discussion was good with the Sheriff’s Office being able to answer the questions from the 
community regarding how the license plate recognition is used and we were available to 
answer any township questions.  It seems like the biggest misconception is that this 
technology has the ability to identify people in the car versus just recognizing the license 
plate, gathering the make and model of the vehicle.  The Sheriff’s Office explained the 
proposed locations of LPR cameras at all the entrance points of the township, throughout 
the entire township.  They have a few more NHW meetings this month and it will 
complete their public engagement at NHW meetings.  Treasurer Eldridge and Derrick 
Jackson have met with citizens separately on the proposed technology; we have also had 
numerous conversations with other residents.      

B. The Sheriff’s Office also has an online survey for residents.  We do not have the results 
of this survey but Derrick Jackson explained that initially he had to limit input to 
Ypsilanti Township residents, but in the beginning it was available to all people.   

C. Treasurer Eldridge and Lt. Shane worked on identifying the entrances to the township 
and we have a map prepared that identifies the locations:

D. Van Buren Township received requests for proposals (see attached) for LPR technology 
in October 2021.  Attached is the bid sheet.  They are up and running now in Van Buren 
and assisted in locating a vehicle that was a suspect in a shooting in Superior Township.  
The vendor chosen by Van Buren Township was Flock Safety, lowest cost and operated 
by solar which is not only cost effective, but also helps to work toward climate change

E. The Sheriff’s Office has a proposed draft policy (see attached). 
F. The Sheriff’s Office has not been able to fill the vacant deputy positions in Ypsilanti 

Township and countywide, this is a national challenge.  This means that our current and 
future budgets have the dollars available to purchase the technology.  This will assist our 
sheriff deputies with alerts that are now archaic and labor intensive.  Currently deputies 
are physically on the lookout for vehicles versus having the license plate recognition 
technology do this for the deputies and community.  The cost of 60 license plate 
recognition technology throughout the entire township is $160,000, which is less than the 
cost of one Police Service Unit / deputy at $165,506. 

As the Sheriff is wrapping up community engagement, online surveys and the conversations we 
have had with several residents, we would like to consider a special working session during the 
first or second week of July.  We hope you find the information useful and should you have any 
questions please feel free to reach out to us for additional information or questions.

The Ypsilanti Township Liquor Committee after meeting with the Applicants, and their Legal 
Counsel, and completing a review of the information presented by the Applicants, as well as 
information learned in completing the committee’s investigation, is recommending to the Charter 
Township of Ypsilanti Board of Trustees that the application for a Class C Liquor License for 
China Palace, located at 2905 Washtenaw Avenue – Ypsilanti, MI 48197, be denied.   
 
The Class C Liquor License for this location was previously revoked by the Michigan Liquor 
Control Commission (MLCC) for a period of 02-01-2021 until 02-01-2023.  However, the 
Applicants are permitted to seek approval from the local municipality, and if achieved they can 
submit the information to the MLCC and seek to gain the Class C Liquor back from the MLCC 
prior to the end of the revocation period. 
 
Based upon the information presented and learned during the application process, the Township 
Liquor Committee at this time does not recommend approval of the application of China Palace, 
LLC for a Class C Liquor License to the Board of Trustees.

RE:     Request to authorize and sign a contract with the Washtenaw County Sheriff’s  

Office to facilitate collaborative sharing of a School Resource Officer for the  
summer months with the Lincoln Consolidated School District; funding is  
budgeted in Law Enforcement account 266-301-831.008 for $30,416.93. 

 
For the past 13 years, Ypsilanti Township has collaborated with local school districts that employ a 
School Resource Officer (SRO) through the Washtenaw County Sheriff’s Office. The SRO’s are 
assigned to the school districts during the academic school year, while the Township utilizes them 
during the summer months.  The Township uses these SRO’s within the existing patrol force 
structure in order to facilitate youth engagement programs, as well as proactive neighborhood 
enforcement in anticipation of higher service demands.  This is a win-win because the Township 
contracts for the school deputy during the summer months that the schools are closed which helps 
the school district and the Township with coverage. This is especially helpful during a time that the 
Sheriff’s Department faces challenges fulfilling contract deputies, a nationwide issue.  
 
This year, we will add the SRO from the Lincoln Consolidated School district for the period of  
June 20, 2022 through August 26, 2022 at a cost of $30,416.93. 
 
The cost is based on the 2022 Police Service Unit annual price of $165,506 prorated for the length 
of the contract. These rates are subject to change based on staffing availability.

                    This Agreement is entered into effective the 1st day of April 2022 by and between the 
Charter Township of Ypsilanti ( Township ) a Michigan municipal corporation, whose address is  
7200 S. Huron River Dr, Ypsilanti MI 48197, and Looking Good Lawns LLC ( Contractor), a 
Michigan Corporation, whose business facility is located at 1200 Ecorse Rd, Ypsilanti, MI 4819.  
 
The Township and the Contractor mutually agree to enact this contract for the dates of March 1, 2022 -  
November 30, 2022, for services of Highway & Street trash clean-up abatement.  
 
1. SCOPE OF WORK 
 
Ypsilanti Township will grant permission for work to begin upon contract agreement and authorization 
of both parties for the Trash clean-up of specified areas within Ypsilanti Township and  are listed herein 
by area location and or street names of the Township. Trash pickup will be on a monthly basis of 25 
hours of services dedicated to these Roads: I 94 Highway east and west shoulder from Michigan Ave 
to Rawsonville road, Willow Run exit from I 94 to Michigan Ave, Wiard Road from Michigan Ave to 
Rawsonville Exit, Mc Cartney from Grove to Tyler, Bridge Road from Textile to Grove, Huron River 
Road, Whittaker road from I 94 to Merrit, Textile road, Button Road, Mc Kean, Harris road, Ford Blvd,  
Tyler road from Grove to Dubie.  
 
Trash is disposed at Ypsilanti compost center 2600 E Clark or 1200 Ecorse Road, Contractors Location. 
Scrap Tires are disposed at Contractors Facility. Contractor will notify the Township of the start day 
and completion day of the monthly service, including pictures of Trash collected with the monthly 
invoice for services rendered after completion of work is performed.  
 
2. HOLD HARMLESS  
 
The Contractor shall assume full responsibility for protection of all vehicles and workers and shall 
defend and save harmless the Charter Township of Ypsilanti against all damages or alleged damages or 
injury to any vehicles or individuals because of his operations.  
 
3. TERMS OF AGREEMENT  
 
This contract is for the calendar year of 2022 with no price change or adjustments for the term of the 
agreement. The Township may at its sole discretion, but is not obligated to, negotiate a renewal, and 
seek new bid pricing. The pricing of the Term of this Agreement for Highway Trash & Street 
Abatement is administered at a per hour rate of $ 350 per hour from Looking Good Lawns LLC, 
resulting from Company usage of: equipment, employee & labor cost, administrative cost and dumping 
fees. The Contractor will charge no more than 25 hours of monthly service for Trash removal totaling 
$ 8,750 for services rendered per month. Months of service are from March 1, to November 30.  
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4.  STATUS OF CONTRACTOR 
 
It is expressly agreed and understood that the Contractor is in all respects an independent contractor as 
to work done under this Agreement.  The Contractor is, in no respect, an agent, servant, or employee of 
the Township.                                                                                   
 
5.  COMPENSATION OF THE CONTRACTOR  
 
The Contractor shall be paid based on time spent, services and materials used for the 2022 season 
Highway & street cleanup, at the rate and prices specified in section 3. “Payment will be made to the 
Contractor in a timely manner after the receipt of Contractor’s invoice and after services are rendered.” 
 
 
6. INSURANCE – IDEMNIFICAITON  
 
During the term of this agreement, the Contractor agrees to procure and maintain in effect insurance 
policies in the amounts and with the types of coverage show below: 
 
1. Workers Compensation Insurance the form and amount required by Michigan Law.  
 
2. Commercial General Liability Insurance on an “Occurrence Basis” with the limits of liability not 
less than $ 1,000,000 per occurrence and/or aggregate combined single limit, personal injury and 
property damage. 
 
3. Motor Vehicle Liability Insurance Including Michigan No-Fault Coverage, with limits of liability 
of not less than $ 1,000,000 per occurrence combined single limit bodily injury and property damage. 
Coverage shall include all owned vehicles, all non- owned vehicles and all hired vehicles.  
 
The Contractor shall submit to the Township the “Certificate of Insurance” naming “The Charter 
Township of Ypsilanti, and its past, present and future elected officials as “Additional Insured” on the 
aforementioned liability policies with respect to the services provided under this Agreement.  This 
Certificate of Insurance shall be submitted to the Township at the time said Agreement is approved by 
the Township. 
 
Additionally, the Contractor shall, to the fullest extent permitted by law, defend and hold the Charter 
Township of Ypsilanti, its past present and future elected officials, appointed commissions and boards, 
employees, and agents harmless from all suits, claims, judgments and expenses including attorney’s 
fees resulting or alleged to result, to its proportionate extent, from any negligent, grossly negligent, 
reckless and/of intentional wrongful or tortious acts or omissions by the Contractor or its employees 
and agents occurring in the performance of this agreement.  

  
7. WARRANTIES OF THE CONTRACTOR  
 
The Contractor warrants that the quality of its service under this agreement shall conform to the level 
of professional quality performed by equivalent local contractors and maintenance personal. The 
contractor warrants that it has the skills, experience, and equipment necessary to perform the services it 
is to provide pursuant to this agreement.  
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8. OBLIGATIONS OF THE TOWNSHIP 
 
The Township shall notify the Contractor of any trouble spots of high importance needing attention  
immediately outside the Contractor’s normal monthly route trash pickup. Likewise, the Township will 
give the Contractor at least five calendar days to satisfy the notified area.  
 
 
9. ASSIGNMENT  
 
The Contractor shall not subcontract or assign any portion of the Highway & Street trash removal 
services to any other Contractor; services will sole responsibility of Looking Good Lawns LLC.  
 
10. NOTICE   
 
All notices, and submissions required under this agreement shall be by personal delivery or by first- 
class mail, postage, to the address stated in this agreement or such other address as either may 
designate by prior written notice to the other. Notice shall be considered delivered under this agreement 
when personally delivered to the Contract Administrator or placed in the U. S. mail, postage prepaid to 
the administrating department, care of the Contract Administrator.  
 
11. CHOICE OF LAW  
 
This agreement shall be construed, governed, and enforced in accordance with the laws of the State of 
Michigan. By executing this agreement, the contractor and Township agree to venue in a court of 
appropriate jurisdiction sitting within Washtenaw County for purposes of any action arising under this 
agreement.  
 
  12. CONFLICT OF INTEREST  
 
  Contractor certifies that it has no financial interest in the services provided under this agreement other 
than the compensation specified herein, Contractor further certifies that it presently has no personal or 
financial interest, and shall not acquire any such interest, direct or indirect, which would conflict in any 
manner with its performance of the services described under this agreement. 
 
 
13. SEVERABILITY PROVISIONS  
 
Whenever possible, each provision of this agreement will be interpreted in a manner as to effective and 
valid under the applicable law. However, if any provision of this agreement of the application of any 
provision to any party or circumstance will be prohibited by or invalid under applicable law, that 
provision will be ineffective to the extent of the prohibition or invalidity without invalidating the 
remainder of the provisions of this agreement or the application of the provision to the other parties and 
circumstances. 
 
14. EXTENT OF THE AGREEMENT  
 
This agreement, including the pricing and hours of Contractor, represents the entire understanding 
between the Township and the Contractor, and it supersedes all prior representations or agreements 
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whether written or oral. Neither party has relied on any prior representations of any kind or nature, in 
entering into this agreement. This agreement may be altered and amended or modified only by mutual 
agreement and written amendment signed by both the Contractor and Township.  
 
 
15. TERMINATION OF THE AGREEMENT  
 
This agreement may also be terminated by either party upon thirty (30) days of written notice. The 
Township shall provide notice of termination by first-class mail to the Contractor at the address listed 
in the documents. If the contract agreement is terminated for reasons “ other than “ breach of contract 
by the Contractor, the Contractor shall be compensated for the services provided prior to the date of 
notice of termination.

At the request of the Township Executive Team, Ernat Consulting has reviewed the Township’s Master 
Plan, Non-Motorized Plan, and various transportation plans from Washtenaw County and SEMCOG.   In 
reviewing the plans, we believe the Lake Loop plan identified in the non-motorized plan that would utilize 
multi-use paths to connect the Civic Center, eight parks, and Ford Lake, Bridge Grove and South Huron 
Streets would be a central project to further develop.   

The impetus for this recommendation is based in several funding sources targeting competitive non-
motorized plans that are currently available for competitive projects.  For the Transportation Alternatives 
Program (TAP) MDOT has $25 million to award to projects throughout the State and SEMCOG has an 
additional $10 million to fund projects.  MDOT is focusing on projects that increase facilities for 
pedestrians and bicycles, safe routes to schools, and stormwater infrastructure related to transportation. 
SEMCOG is planning to award up to $500,000 to any given shovel ready project that promotes 
transportation equity, complete streets, trails, electric vehicles, or stormwater management.   

There are additional funds available through the County Roads Commission and Park Commission as well 
as the DNR Trust Fund.   

Competitive projects in the past require coordination of multiple resources and funding sources.  The 
most desirable projects currently combine safety, connectivity, and sidewalk/shared use path 
modernization.  Competitive projects also highlight park systems and recreation opportunities.   

The Lake Loop project captures the goals of these fundings sources and provides connectivity throughout 
the Township.  This project touches all sections of the Township and all the major recreation opportunities 
throughout.   

Ernat Consulting is well positioned to prepare a grant application on behalf of Ypsilanti Charter Township. 
The application deadline for funding is a rolling deadline.  The goal would be to create a shovel ready 
project to present for consideration by February 2023.  The grant is only for shovel ready projects. The 



team for this project will include Bill and Beth Ernat.  We bring a combined 50 years of experience in 
writing and preparing municipal grants.   

Proposal 

The project will be broken into three sections: project preparation, design and engineering, and 
submission.

This section is expected to last 6-9 months and approximately 80 hours of work time and 
will be on-going from start of project through formal submission.
