SUMMARY: 
During the month of July 2024, there were 3,999 calls for service in Ypsilanti Township. In July 2023, 
there were 3,874 calls for service in Ypsilanti Township. 
 
OPERATIONS 
During July 2024, Patrol Operations responded to calls for service, conducted traffic enforcement, and 
completed criminal investigations in support of our citizen’s quality of life. 
 
In the month of July 2024 there were 8 home invasions, which is a -27% change as compared to July 
2023 (11 home invasions). In many of these incidents domestic relationships and unauthorized entry 
were common. The best prevention methods for a typical residential home invasion are to keep all 
windows and doors locked (including vehicles in the driveway), including deadbolts, while away from 
home. External lighting and visual deterrents such as “Beware of Dog” or alarm signage also discourages 
criminals. 
 
In the month of July 2024 there were 7 breaking and entering. In the month of July 2023, we saw 2 
breaking and entering’s (250% increase).   
 
In July 2024 there were 20 reported UDAA’s. This is an 43% increase compared to July 2023 where there 
were 14 reported UDAA’s. Many of these vehicle thefts occurred by the suspect gaining entry to an 
unlocked vehicle. Citizens are reminded to lock all vehicle doors and keep ignition keys in separate and 
secure areas to prevent such thefts. Valuables, if left in a vehicle, should be placed in a concealed 
location. Many vehicles that are being targeted are Hyundai and Kia makes due to well-known theft 
practices.

YOUTH INITIATIVE 
The Sheriff’s Office continues to partner with courts, probation, and social services to ensure that there 
is accountability beyond the Sheriff’s Office contact with the offenders that are consistently involved in 
crimes.  From a year-to-year perspective, comparing 2024 to 2023, our juvenile offenses and complaints 
are up 52.76% (from 163 to 249) and our runaway complaints are up 69.69% (from 33 to 56).

 AGREEMENT FOR EXTENSION CENTER OFFERINGS 

 
 
This agreement is made by and between Washtenaw Community College, hereinafter called 
the College and the Charter Township of Ypsilanti Community Center, Ypsilanti, Michigan 
hereinafter called the Center. 

 
• The College and the Center desire to be partners in providing Adult Education ESL 

and GED instructional program classes funded by the 2024-25 Section 107, MI-State 
School Aid Act and Federal Workforce Innovation and Opportunity Act-Title II- Adult 
Education and Family Literacy Act to the residents of the College service area, in 
particular, Ypsilanti Township and the City of Ypsilanti, thereby giving added 
dimension to the programs and services already available to the people of the 
community, with input from the Center staff and other community leaders. The 
Center desires to make this program available to the people of the College service 
area and Ypsilanti area by providing facilities and support for said adult education 
instructional programs; therefore, it is deemed advisable to establish certain rules, 
regulations, and financial determinations so that the respective roles of the College 
and the Center can be delineated for the accomplishment of these purposes. 

 
Therefore, be it mutually agreed in considerations of the promises to each other as follows: 
 
The College agrees: 
 

• To adhere to safety protocols and procedures implemented by the Center to 
minimize spread of COVID-19, when advised.  
 

• To provide all instructional personnel and direct administrative services necessary for 
conducting quality adult education instructional program classes. 

 
• To provide classroom and technical equipment necessary to conduct classes. 
 
• To promote enrollment for the adult education instructional program classes by 

providing appropriate publicity through local media and other means. 
 
• To schedule the adult education instructional program classes at those times, days 

and evenings, in compliance to a mutually agreed upon calendar. A calendar of 
orientation, PD, and class dates and times must be arranged through the Center’s 
Director prior to the start of each new program session.  

 
• To make adequate prior arrangements and communications for class time and date 

changes due to unforeseen circumstances. 
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• To follow reasonable practices relating to the proper use and care of the Center 
properties and facilities. 

 
• To conclude all classes no later than 8:00 p.m. 
 
• To adhere to the current applicable Center’s Rules and Regulations as stated in the 

following: 
 

o The Community Center is a smoke free, alcohol free, and drug free facility. 
o The use of open flames, such as lighted candles, are strictly prohibited. 
o Any form of gambling or game of chance, unless expressively permitted by law 

and subject to the approval and issuance of special permits is prohibited on 
the premises. 

o A Building Attendant and/or Custodian will be on duty during all hours of 
building operation and groups must guarantee responsiveness to the directives 
of all department staff. Accidents and damage, no matter how trivial must be 
reported to Department staff immediately. 

o Property of the Community Center shall not be removed from the facility at any 
time. 

o Groups shall not use, remove or disturb any supplies, bulletin boards or any 
other items in the Community Center. Some items may be moved or placed 
out of sight with advanced Department approval and must be returned to the 
original location at completion of use.  

o Groups shall be restricted to the room(s) assigned, except for use of restrooms 
and common areas. Use of facilities outside the building is restricted to the 
parking facilities unless granted prior Department approval. 

o Placement of posters, banners, decorations, etc. may be permitted upon prior 
Department approval.  

o The Community Center is not responsible for equipment or supplies brought in 
by groups, but will work collaboratively with the College to ensure safety and 
security of the rented space. 

o The Charter Township of Ypsilanti assumes no responsibility, financial or 
otherwise, for accidents or injuries sustained by individual or groups of 
individuals while using the facilities.  

o The Charter Township of Ypsilanti assumes no responsibility for damage or 
theft of personal items. 

o The Township & organization using township buildings shall refrain from using 
Styrofoam products for use in Township Building (Charter Township of 
Ypsilanti Resolution 89-16). 

 
The Center agrees: 
 

• To implement the State or Washtenaw County recommended safety protocols and 
guidelines to minimize the exposure and spread of COVID-19, if advised. 
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• To provide three designated classrooms at the Center (Rooms 301, 303 & 305) for 
exclusive use of adult education services and classes.  
 

• The College and the Township will mutually agree to a program calendar for the 
delivery of educational services and classes.   
 

• To allow persons to register for adult education ESL instructional program classes in 
accordance with the College’s non-discrimination, Open Door Policy. 

 
• To provide an on-site employee for the purpose of opening and closing the buildings 

and classrooms where adult education instructional program classes are conducted. 
 
• To provide custodial and maintenance services for the facilities and grounds used by 

the adult education instructional program classes. 
 

• To make classrooms physically accessible to the students and to see that the 
classrooms are kept open for adult education instructional program classes in a timely 
manner. 

 
• To provide security and safety arrangements for the adult education instructional 

program classes faculty and students similar to those provided to the employees and 
participants of the Center. 
 

• In addition to the mutually agreed upon calendar that recognizes the Center’s 
furloughs and planned closures, on certain school days, the Center may be closed due 
to inclement weather. On these days, adult education instructional program classes 
may not meet. 

 
 
 
 
General Provisions: 
 

For the duration of this contract, this agreement covers the exclusive use of rooms 
301, 303 & 305 for adult education purposes only.  
 

• It shall be the individual responsibility of each of the parties to carry and maintain its 
own insurance of public liability and property damage. 

 
• The Center and the College further agree to negotiate any changes that may be 

deemed necessary as a result of changed circumstances and to amend the contract 
through mutual agreement at any time during the said contract period.  

 
• The Center and the College agree to be bound by the provisions of this operating 

agreement for the period July 1, 2024 through June 30, 2025 for the total sum of 
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$30,000.00. Twenty-thousand dollars ($20,000.) of the payment will derived from the 
24-25 Section 107, MI-State School Aid Act. Ten thousand ($10,000.) will derived from 
the Federal Workforce Innovation and Opportunity Act-Title II- Adult Education and 
Family Literacy Act. The total rent sum covers the cost of providing Adult Educations 
services and will be paid in three equal installments of $10,000.00 by October 18, 
2024, January 27, 2025, & May 2, 2025. The first and second installments will be paid 
from State School Aid Sections 107 fund. The third installment will be paid from the 
Federal Workforce Innovation and Opportunity Act-Title II-Adult Education and Family 
Literacy Act. The check will be made payable to the Charter Township of Ypsilanti.

Re:  Water and Sewer Rate Changes 

Dear Ms. Jarrell Roe: 

Please be advised the Authority’s Board of Commissioners approved a 3.07% water and readiness-to-
serve rate increase at their regular meeting on June 26, 2024.  The Ypsilanti Township Utilities Ordinance 
authorizes the Authority’s Board to increase the water rate equally commensurate with the increase it receives 
from the Great Lakes Water Authority (GLWA).  GLWA’s increase to the Authority was 3.07% which will 
become effective on July 1, 2024.  Please consider this as the Township’s notice of the increase in the water 
and readiness-to-serve rate which becomes effective September 1, 2024. Please find enclosed the requisite 
materials needed for the adoption of this ordinance. 

At the same meeting, the Authority’s Board approved a recommendation to the Township Board of 
Trustees to increase the sewer and readiness to serve rate by 2.00%.  The ordinance needed to approve the 
increase is attached as well as the supporting documentation.  The combined effect of these rate adjustments 
will be a 2.65% increase in a Township Division customer’s bimonthly bill. 

Please place this item on the Township Trustees’ agenda for their consideration at the July 16 and 
August 20, 2024, meetings.  Please also forward the supporting material attached for their use in considering 
this ordinance adoption request.

570 Laverne St. 
 
The Ypsilanti Township Ordinance Department has investigated a public nuisance, at 570 
Laverne, for which confirmation of authorization is requested to engage legal services to abate 
said nuisance.   
 

 
 
The property identified as 570 Laverne is located north of US-12/Michigan Ave, south and west 
of Dorset Ave, in an R-5 One-Family Residential zone.  The owner of the property, James Glover, 
is deceased.  
 
The Office of Community Standards (OCS) has received numerous complaints from neighbors 
regarding overgrown vegetation at 570 Laverne since 2021.  OCS has repeatedly had the 
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grass/weeds mowed, issued a citation and received a Default Judgment to remove a fallen tree, 
and most recently had a major landscape reduction performed by our contractor.  Requests 
have been made to the property maintenance companies that have managed the property to 
provide maintenance to the house and yard, and to file a Vacant Property registration, none of 
which has not happened.   
 
In recent months we have been contacted by the Washtenaw County Sheriff’s Department 
(WCSD) regarding break ins, squatters and vandalism to the property. We have worked with 
WCSD to remove the squatters, hired a contractor to board up all of the windows on the lower 
level and hired a contractor to remove the overgrown vegetation that impairs the ability of 
WCSD to monitor the property. The overgrown vegetation also provided cover for the squatters 
to gain access to the house. 
 
The Township has used a significant amount of funds to maintain this property, in addition to 
the time OCS has devoted to the issues with this property.  Despite our best efforts, we are not 
aware of a property maintenance company that will be taking responsibility for the property 
and cannot continue to let it remain in the current condition of rapid deterioration.   
 
Administrative approval was provided on August 2, 2024, by the full-time elected officials, to 
open a probate estate in Washtenaw County so as to allow the Estate Public Administrator for 
Washtenaw County to be appointed as the Personal Representative to oversee this property.  
There does not appear to have been an estate opened in Washtenaw County for Mr. Glover.  
Once an estate is opened, litigation can be filed to resolve the violations with this property. 
 
I am requesting confirmation of the authorization to open a probate estate and initiate legal 
action in Circuit Court to address the public nuisance this property represents.  
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1428 Foley Ave 
 
The Ypsilanti Township Ordinance Department has investigated a public nuisance, at 1428 Foley 
Ave, for which authorization is requested to engage legal services to abate said nuisance.   
 

 
 
The property identified as 1428 Foley Ave is located east of S Harris, south of Share and north 
of Grove, in an R-5 One-Family Residential zone.  The previous owner of this property is 
deceased, and the property was subsequently foreclosed by the mortgage provider, New 
Residential Mortgage Loan Trust.   
 
The Office of Community Standards has received numerous complaints regarding overgrown 
grass/weeds, blight and solid waste violations at 1428 Foley Ave since the death of the previous 
owner.  The Township has incurred expenses for mowing and court ordered exterior clean-up 
of blight and solid waste on the property totaling $2,700, which has been reimbursed by the 
mortgage company.  Unfortunately, the mortgage company has not provided consistent 
maintenance to the house or the yard, and the property remains a blighted eyesore that 
continues to deteriorate and generate complaints from the neighbors.   
 
The period of redemption following the foreclosure has passed, and although we believe the 
interior of the house was cleared of personal belongings of the deceased, permits have not 
been issued to repair the interior.  We are aware that the house has sustained water damage 
due to not being initially winterized.  Additionally, there are windows that continue to remain 
boarded up in violation of the Ordinance that requires the window to be replaced within 30 
days.  
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An Administrative Search Warrant was executed in November 2023, and photos of the interior 
of the house are attached below.  Also attached is a photo depicting the tall grass violation that 
occurred in May 2024, resulting in mowing by the Township contractor, despite the property 
being under a maintenance contract.   
 
The lack of maintenance to the property is negatively impacting the neighborhood and affecting 
property values.  It is not reasonable to allow this one property to impact so many others who 
are dutifully maintaining their properties.  Authorization to initiate legal action in Circuit Court 
to address the public nuisance this property represents is requested.  
 
Thank you for your consideration and your continued support for our efforts to remove public 
nuisances from the Township.

Since August of 2020 the Township has been utilizing a Dark Trace Security platform to monitor 
network traffic for cyber threats.  This system has been monitored and managed by a third 
party. 
 
The Albert service is a similar service offered by the Center for Internet Security through the 
Townships MS-ISAC (Multi-State Information Sharing and Analysis Center) membership.  The 
costs for the Albert service less than the current charges for Dark Trace. 
 
This service is only available to U.S. State, Local, Tribal, and Territorial (SLTTs) government 
entities and is geared towards protecting SLTTs.   
 
What does Albert do? 
Albert is a hardware device that does a “wiretap” onto our network.  Looking for any traffic 
which may be malicious.  If it detects network traffic of interest it alerts CIS Operations Center 
where security experts are available 24x7x365 to analyze the alert. 
 
When an alert is found to be valid or actionable, a notification is sent to the Township assigned 
staff, generally within 6 minutes of the alert. 
 
Who is CIS? 
CIS are a community-driven nonprofit, responsible for the CIS Controls® and CIS Benchmarks™, 
globally recognized best practices for securing IT systems and data. They lead a global 
community of IT professionals to continuously evolve these standards and provide products 
and services to proactively safeguard against emerging threats. 
 
Currently, CIS manages and monitor the Township CrowdStrike deployment. (This issues of 
2024-07-29 where not the fault of CIS) 
 
Why switch? 
Township IT regularly reviews its product and partnerships to ensure they are in best interests 
of the Township. While Dark Trace and our partner has served the Township well, we find the 
reduction in operating costs, the single vendor for monitoring, and the increased resource of 



 

CIS has would be of better value to the Township.  By combining our CrowdStrike and Albert 
services through CIS, it will allow CIS to better serve as an extension to the Township IT Security 
team. 
 
Costs: 

• 2023 Dark Trace Renewal: $28,600 
• 2024 Albert Costs: $19,250 
• 2025 Expect Albert Renewal: $16,800 

 
The cost difference between 2024 and expect 2025 is due to initial one time startup and 
hardware costs.

PURCHASE AGREEMENT 

This Purchase Agreement (Agreement) made this __ day of 

August, 2024 by and between Elevate Land Holdings LLC - Hewitt 

Apartments ("Elevate"), a Delaware Limited Liability Company authorized 

to do business in Michigan with principal offices at 128 N. Center Street, 

Northville, MI 48167 (hereinafter "Purchaser'), and the Charter Township 

of Ypsilanti, a Michigan Charter Township, whose administrative offices are 

located at 7200 S. Huron River Drive, Ypsilanti, MI 48197 (hereinafter 

"Seller"). 

WITNESSETH: 

Whereas, Seller owns one vacant parcel of land located in the Charter 

Township of Ypsilanti, Washtenaw County, State of Michigan, which parcel 

is identified as follows: 

K-11-06-448-800, 785 N. Hewitt, Ypsilanti, MI 48197 with a

Whereas, Purchaser is interested in acquiring the aforementioned

It is hereby agreed as follows: 

1 
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1. Description of the Properties. 

Both the Seller and the Purchaser agree that the legal description of 

the Property was previously verified by Township Deputy Assessor Brian 

McCleery on March 8, 2024 wherein a "Market Valuation" for the parcel 

was prepared by Deputy Assessor McCleery. This Market Valuation Report 

prepared by Deputy Assessor McCleery provides both Seller and Purchaser 

with a definitive legal description and acreage content. 

2. Purchase Price. 

The Purchase Price for the Property shall be Ten Thousand

Dear Board Members, Manager Wallin, Specialist Holmes, Director Hines and 
Deputy Clerk Rogers: 
 
This letter shall serve as a follow up to my previous letters dated August 12, 
2024 regarding the June 18, 2024 accident involving the Township’s 2009 
International bus during a Senior outing in Shipshewana, IN. As I am sure your 
files reflect, I have been in communication with the MMLLPP’s Claims Adjuster II 
Karen L. Gines as to what the Township’s “options are” as it pertains to the 
repairs needed for this bus or whether it is considered to be a “total loss.”  
 
That being said, earlier this morning I did receive from Adjuster Gines email 
correspondence wherein she confirmed that the independent appraiser utilized 
by the MMLLPP has determined this specific bus to be a “total loss.” I have 
attached for your files a copy of her August 14 email wherein she advised that 
the value of the bus “…has been assessed as $42,868.25…” minus the 
Township’s deductible of $250 leaving a total payout of $42,618.25. Adjuster 
Gines also presented the Township with “Option #2” wherein the MMLLPP 
would sell the bus back to the Township in the amount of $8,500 “…which 
would lower the payout amount to $34,118.25.”  
 
In light of my previous discussions with Municipal Services Director John Hines in 
regards to this specific bus and the needs of the Township vis-à-vis Senior 
outings coupled with the recent purchases of several other buses, it would be my 
recommendation that the Township accept the value determined by the MMLLPP 
for the “total loss” in the amount of $42,868.25 minus the $250 deductible.

Furthermore, I do not believe it would be in the Township’s best interests to take 
this 2009 bus back into its fleet of vehicles given the amount of damage that was 
sustained in the June 18, 2024 accident that has resulted in the MMLLPP 
determining it to be a total loss.  In any event, while I will defer to the wisdom and 
decision of the Township Board vis-à-vis these two options, the acceptance of 
the funds constituting a total loss is my recommendation. As such, please find 
enclosed a copy of my letter addressed to Adjuster Gines confirming what my 
recommendation to the Board will be.  
 
In addition, this will also confirm my telephone conversation this morning with 
Township Deputy Clerk Angela Rogers wherein I requested that she place my 
letter (with the Attorney-Client Privilege having been removed) on the upcoming 
August 20 Board Agenda so as to allow the Township Board to make a decision 
in regards to these two options. During this interim time period I would appreciate 
if Director Hines would forward a copy of the title to the 2009 International Bus 
since, at some point in time, Supervisor Brenda L. Stumbo and Clerk Heather 
Jarrell Roe will need to execute the original and return the same to the 
MMLLPP’s Grand Rapids Office so as to allow this claim to be finalized.

Subject:  Request to Seek Proposals for Fall Protection Equipment at the Compost Facility  

on Clark Road and Hydro Station on Bridge Rd. 
  
As an ongoing effort to improve occupational safety, the Hydro Station and Compost Facility 
need to install fall protection equipment for use by employees while working in elevated work 
sites.  
 
Employers have a responsibility to their employees to provide a safe work area. After a review of 
the MiOSHA Part 2 Standard, additional safety measures are needed to protect workers from fall 
hazards at both the Compost Facility and Hydro Station. These additional safety measures are: 
 

• Install 40’ Traverse Lifeline with (2) 20ft SRL, (2) harness at the Compost site. 

• Install climbing Rail with 7ft SRL, plus additional work that may need to be considered 
due to the transition from the ladder to the roof for the Hydro Station. 

 
This equipment would fulfill our requirements under MiOSHA Part 2 of the GI Standards. 
 
I am asking the Board to authorize this request to seek proposals and follow the purchasing 
policy based on the cost. I have not defined a specific scope, brand or model due to the options 
available across manufacturers.  
 
Funds are available in the safety budget, 101.270.760.000.
