2025 TAX REVENUE 
BUDGET OVERVIEW

Millage Levy and Budget Assumptions
The fire pension and retiree health care millage was 

decreased from .8800 to .7320. The Actuarial annual 
determined contribution ADC decreased in both the 
fire pension and the other pension employee benefits 
(OPEB) health care. 
Headlee rollback is implemented when the annual

growth on existing property is greater than the rate
of inflation. The"Headlee Rollback" for 2024 tax roll 
is .9928. 
The Board approved to decrease the Police millage 

by .0700 mills on the 2023 tax roll, which was the 
increase in the Fire Pension millage. This .07000 
decrease on the Police millage was extended to the 
2024 tax roll.  The total millage for tax roll 2024 is 
13.6271 a decrease of .2418 from prior year. 5

  Administrative tax revenues are collected 
from property tax bills at 1% - does not 
include special assessments. The funds may 
only be used to offset expenditures of the 
Township’s Assessment and Treasury 
Departments, which total a combined 
$1,147,052.

 Administrative tax revenue for 2024 was 
$895,758 and budget for 2025 is $930,000.
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2025 STATE SHARED REVENUE BUDGET OVERVIEW
 State Shared Revenue updated estimates as of May 17, 

2024 is $6,591,957 for 2025, a decrease from the 2024 
current State projected amount of $6,645,183. 

 The approved budget for 2024 was projected at 
$6,751,761. The difference in the updated projection for  
2024 and the budgeted projection is a 1.5% decrease.   

 The State Shared Revenue projections are issued by the 
State in 6 installments for their fiscal year (FY) October 
1 to September 30. The Township’s FY is on a calendar 
year from January 1, to December 31.

 The State projected amount for FY 2024-2025 is 
$5,946,258 Constitutional and $645,699 for the CVTRS 
totaling the $6,591,957. 

 Constitutional Payment = 2020 Population of 55,670 x 
Distribution Rate (2025 projected at 106.812675).
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Expenditure Assumptions for all Funds
Personnel Wages
 TPOAM, Teamster, and 14B District Court Union employees budgeted 3% 

increase for 2025. All contracts expire December 31, 2024. They are 
pending negotiation.

 Nonunion and management increases are often determined by Teamster 
union increases. A 3% increase has been budgeted for 2025.

 Fire Union assumption of 3.5% increase for 2025. The current contract
expires December 31, 2027.

 Elected Officials salaries are set by Board every year.

Personnel Fringes
 The increases are all assumptions and will be adjusted when we receive 

actual rates. We should receive rates by October and will adjust for final 
budget.

 Health Care Insurance – Estimated 15% budget increase.   

 Vision – Estimated 2% budget increase. 

 Disability – Actual budgeted increase from $296 to $376 per person.

 Life Insurance – Actual budgeted increase from $231 to $283 per person.

 Dental– Estimated 5% budget increase. 11

Township Contributions:

 Flat rate per Employee hired before 1/1/2014 – increased from 
$35,313 per 22 active employees in 2024 to $43,154 per 20
active employees in 2025. This is due to the closed retirement 
account for new employees and employees retiring in 2021.

 Employees hired after January 1, 2014 – increased from 5.9% of 
wages in 2024 to 6.14% of wages in 2025.

 MERS –Employer annual determined contribution (ADC)
increased from $978,456 in 2024 to $1,092,408.

Township Contributions:

 The ADC decreased 27% from $162,754 in 2024 to $119,250* in 
2025. The decrease is due to OPEB being closed and only employees
hired before 1/1/2014 are still eligible.

  Requesting to budget $6,572 per 21 active employees for a total of 
$138,012 in 2025. This is $18,762 more than the ADC. The 
Township’s actual contribution for 2024 was $201,600, which was 
$38,846 more than the ADC of $162,754.

SUMMARY: 
During the month of August 2024, there were 3,587 calls for service in Ypsilanti Township. In August 
2023, there were 3,537 calls for service in Ypsilanti Township. 
 
OPERATIONS 
During August 2024, Patrol Operations responded to calls for service, conducted traffic enforcement, 
and completed criminal investigations in support of our citizen’s quality of life. 
 
In the month of August 2024 there were 14 home invasions, which is a 40% change as compared to 
August 2023 (10 home invasions). In many of these incidents, domestic relationships and unauthorized 
entry were common. The best prevention methods for a typical residential home invasion are to keep all 
windows and doors locked (including vehicles in the driveway), including deadbolts, while away from 
home. External lighting and visual deterrents such as “Beware of Dog” or alarm signage also discourages 
criminals. 
 
In the month of August 2024 there were 2 breaking and enterings. In the month of August 2023, we saw 
3 breaking and enterings (33% decrease).   
 
In August 2024 there were 19 reported UDAA’s. This is an 0% change compared to August 2023 where 
there were 19 reported UDAA’s. Many of these vehicle thefts occurred by the suspect gaining entry to 
an unlocked vehicle. Citizens are reminded to lock all vehicle doors and keep ignition keys in separate 
and secure areas to prevent such thefts. Valuables, if left in a vehicle, should be placed in a concealed 
location. Many vehicles that are being targeted are Hyundai and Kia makes due to well-known theft 
practices.

YOUTH INITIATIVE 
The Sheriff’s Office continues to partner with courts, probation, and social services to ensure that there 
is accountability beyond the Sheriff’s Office contact with the offenders that are consistently involved in 
crimes.  From a year-to-year perspective, comparing 2024 to 2023, our juvenile offenses and complaints 
are up 45.45% (from 198 to 298) and our runaway complaints are up 63.15% (from 38 to 62).

Projects: 
 
Concrete Repairs- Delayed, approved by the Board to go out to bid. Construction was 
planned for summer 2023, however the cost came in doubled and the project will be 
rebid in coming months.  
 
Sluice Gate Stress Analysis- 2024, the FERC has requested a detailed study of the 
spillway gates. This is a common industry request from FERC as they continuously 
look at safety involving dams. We are currently working with engineering to develop 
a procedure to complete this task. Start in July, Gates 1 and 2 were inspected and 
found to have some missing adjustment wedges. Gate 2-cylinder rod was found to 
have some damaged threads and was repaired. During August the project wrapped 
up, we are now waiting for the engineering’s report.  
 
Turbine Inspections and Maintenance- Conduct cleaning, inspection and 
maintenance on turbine equipment and associated spaces. #2 was inspected and 
found to be satisfactory. #1 is planned in the 1st quarter of the year. Delayed 
 
Sluice Gate System – Oil Change 
Routine oil analysis has flagged the oil as dirty with elevated moisture levels. The 
current oil in the system is from 2015, we plan on doing an oil change this fall after 
the gate inspection is complete. Oil is on order, expected to arrive around the first 
of October.

The Parties share a common interest in eliminating and preventing nuisance blue 
green algae blooms in Ford and Belleville Lakes, and they acknowledge that 
information about water quality and conditions in the lakes is important to advancing 
their common interest. THEREFORE, the Parties enter into this Memorandum of 
Understanding to memorialize their understanding as to their efforts to cooperate and 
work together to monitor, collect, and share water quality information regarding Ford 
and Belleville Lakes. 
 
Work Plan 

- MOU has been signed, for 2024 the current plan is to gather WQ data for future use. 
- Additional activities may be identified in the coming months. 

Current Activities 
- WQ lake buoy has been deployed and is gathering data. 

 
Sluice Gate Usage Summary 
Releasing water from the sluice gates is primary done to maintain lake level when flow 
exceeds the powerhouse. At certain times, we can use the gates to help keep the lake 
mixed to maintain oxygen levels (effectiveness depends on several factors) at the 
bottom of the lake. 
 
The water quality monitoring begins on June 1st and will end on September 30th; 
operators monitor the water quality conditions and take readings as outline in the WQ 
Plan. The dam releases water from the bottom gates to maintain run of river and/or 
help with water quality in Ford Lake. The Federal License requires us to pass water 
with a minimum of 5mg/l of dissolved oxygen all the time.  Therefore, spilling from the 
bottom gates in the summer to improve the lake is not always possible.

RE:     Request for joint litigation to oppose nuclear waste coming to Waste Disposal and 

share legal costs with Canton Township, Van Buren Township, Sumpter Township, 
Belleville, and Romulus in an amount not to exceed $5,000 from 101-729-801.023, 
contingent upon attorney review 

 
Last Thursday, Chief Densmore, Coordinator Lutomski, and I attended the public meeting that 
was hosted by Congresswomen Dingell in Van Buren Township regarding the nuclear waste 
clean-up project. There is a plan for the Niagara Falls Storage Site located in New York to 
transport nuclear waste to Wayne Disposal Toxic landfill, on Tyler Road which is on the border 
of Ypsilanti Township. 
  
You may recall 18 months ago, after the train derailment in Ohio, they were also going to take 
the hazardous material from the clean-up to Wayne Disposal. My understanding is that plan was 
thwarted due to public outrage and not following the federal and state processes. Here we are, 
two years later, and another clean-up is coming down our interstate and county roads to this 
disposal company.   
 
I do know legislation had been discussed to prohibit certain waste to come to the State of 
Michigan and it had not moved through the legislative process. New York is where the nuclear 
waste is coming from, a state which prohibits landfilling of this toxic waste. The State of 
Michigan is now trying to prohibit nuclear waste, which will prohibit this in the future, but 
currently it is allowed. My understanding is that Representative Miller of Van Buren Township 
was introducing Housebill 5923 go to www.legislature.mi.gov yesterday. 
  
Please see Attorney Winter’s attached letter who has been in contact with the attorney heading 
up this effort. Canton Township, Van Buren Township, Sumpter, Belleville, and Romulus have 
all agreed to participate in the litigation to try and prohibit this from coming to Wayne Disposal. 
This money is budgeted in the Community Stabilization fund, line “Public Nuisance – Legal 
Services.”

Dear Board Members and Fire Chief Densmore: 
 
As all of you are aware, at the last regular meeting of the Ypsilanti Township 
Board of Trustees held on Tuesday, August 20, 2024 during my “Attorney 
Report” I brought to the Board’s attention the plan of the U.S. Army Corp of 
Engineers to transport radioactive waste from the Niagara Falls Storage Site 
located in New York to Wayne Disposal Inc. located at 49350 North I-94 Service 
Drive in Van Buren Township. During the August 20 meeting the Township 
Board was advised by a Representative of Congresswoman Debbie Dingell that a 
public meeting was going to be held to discuss the plans to transport radioactive 
waste from New York to Van Buren Township on September 4, 2024. This 
meeting on that date was attended by Supervisor Brenda L. Stumbo, Township 
Fire Chief Steven Densmore, as well as Community Resource Coordinator Laurie 
Lutomski.  
 
As the result of the September 4, 2024 public hearing, a number of Townships 
and Cities located in Western Wayne County are acting in concert to try and 
challenge the legality surrounding the decision of the Army Corp of Engineers to 
transport this radioactive waste from New York to Wayne Disposal which will be 
transported via trucks and will be utilizing the I-94 Expressway as well as primary 
roads located in Ypsilanti Township on their way to the Wayne Disposal landfill. I 
am attaching for everyone’s convenience some of the documents that were 
distributed during the Town Hall Meeting held on September 4, 2024, one from 
the U.S. Army Corp of Engineers and one that was prepared by EGLE. In 
addition, I have also attached for your convenience a copy of the newspaper 
article published by MLive on August 21, 2024 entitled “Atomic Bomb Waste 
Shipments to Michigan Landfill Spark Outcry.” 
 
That being said, Supervisor Stumbo continues to be active on behalf of the 
Township in her meetings and communications with other Supervisors from 
Canton Township, Van Buren Township, Sumpter Township, etc. and yesterday 
afternoon I did receive a telephone call from Attorney Jim Fausone whose firm 
has been retained by Canton Township to file a public nuisance lawsuit in an 
effort to stop the radioactive waste from being transported to Wayne Disposal Inc. 
It is my understanding from discussing this matter with Attorney Fausone as well 
as Supervisor Stumbo that the Township is being requested of the 
aforementioned communities to contribute to this lawsuit in an amount not to 
exceed $5,000 pending attorney review.

BELLEVILLE, MI — Michigan lawmakers and local officials are crying foul over plans to ship radioactive
leftovers from the Manhattan Project to a landfill in Wayne County.

Approximately 6,000 cubic yards of soil and concrete contaminated with low radiation levels are being trucked
from the Niagara Falls area to the Wayne Disposal landfill west of Detroit, according to the U.S. Army Corps of
Engineers.

Wayne Disposal is the only Michigan landfill licensed to take hazardous and low-level radioactive waste. It’s
receiving waste from the Niagara Falls Storage Site, an uranium ore waste facility undergoing a cleanup and
consolidation project.

Federal officials say the material is just slightly above natural background radiation levels that people
experience daily but is being handled with extra care as a precaution.

Disposal plans were approved by state regulators.

“That material is very low concentration,” said Andrew Kornacki, spokesperson for the Army Corps Buffalo
District.

“The people working on the site currently every day do not have to wear special personal protection gear
against it,” Kornack said. “That’s how low-level we’re talking.”

Nonetheless, elected officials aren’t thrilled.

State Rep. Reggie Miller, D-Van Buren Township, said she is monitoring the issue and has sponsored legislation
to “increase transparency and notice standards around the transportation of toxic waste.”

More: Lawmakers want more notice on hazard waste import

State Sen. Darrin Camilleri, D-Trenton, called it “alarming” and “yet another reason why there needs to be a
larger conversation about hazardous waste management in America.”

Because Wayne is Michigan’s most populous county in Michigan and the state is surrounded by 20 percent of
the world’s fresh surface water, “we cannot continue to be America’s dumping ground for toxic waste,”
Camilleri said. “Our district and our community deserve so much better

Wayne County executive Warren Evans said locals are frustrated at the hazardous waste imports; referencing
similar outcry from spring 2023, when federal officials sent hazardous waste from the East Palestine train
derailment in Ohio to Wayne County.

“While I understand that those materials have to go somewhere and few if any public officials are willing to
welcome toxic waste with open arms, there needs to be a solution, through new policy or legislation, that
doesn’t equal Wayne County as dumping ground for what no one else wants,” Evan said.

“Because that is an assignment we simply will not accept.”

U.S. Rep. Debbie Dingell, D-Ann Arbor, sent a letter to the Army Corps and Republic Services questioning why
local officials weren’t notified in advance of the plans.

Dingell said the East Palestine shipments and lack of local public notice has “heightened anxiety about the
potential risks.”

“While I understand this facility is licensed at both the federal- and state-level and must adhere to strict
regulations that ensure the community is protected, my constituents remain concerned about the impact on
their health and environment,” Dingell said. “Given the recent history of hazardous waste disposal incidents in
Michigan, it is imperative that we take every precaution to protect our community.”

The Army Corps says it disclosed its disposal plans during an April public information presentation in
Lewiston, N.Y.

The waste comes from the first phase of a remediation project at the Niagara Falls site, which began storing
Manhattan Project waste in 1944. Ore for the World War II atomic bomb development was processed in
Tonawanda, N.Y. The Niagara cleanup is occurring under the Formerly Utilized Sites Remedial Action
Program, or FUSRAP.

About 25 trucks will begin leaving the site in September will continue through January, the Army Corps said.
The trucks will travel federal highways to Michigan en route to Wayne Disposal, which is next to I-94 in Van
Buren Township.

The landfill is owned by Republic Services. Spokesperson Melissa Quillard said the incoming waste “falls
within the permit guidelines and will be managed safely, responsibly and in compliance with all local, state and
federal regulations.”

Kornacki said the Michigan Department of Environment, Great Lakes and Energy (EGLE) provided approved
the disposal plans.

“It’s just dirt and concrete makeup that’s making its way over there,” Kornacki said. “There’s no groundwater
that’s being transported. That’s being treated locally.”

Subsequent remedial phases at the Niagara site will involve more highly radioactive wastes and the
construction of an on-site containment structure. That cleanup remains in the design phase and the Army Corps
says waste from that won’t go to Michigan.

Jill Greenberg, spokesperson for EGLE, said via email that the Niagara Falls waste “complies with state
environmental statutes and does not present a significant risk to the public health or the environment.”

“The waste destined for Wayne Disposal is exempt from federal radioactive material disposal requirements and
has concentrations well below those allowed in their license.”

Greenberg said the radioactivity of the material “is so low that it could be legally disposed of in any municipal
solid waste landfill (Type II landfill), but USACE chose the most conservative approach by seeking out a
hazardous waste facility.”

The Ypsilanti Township Ordinance Department has investigated a public nuisance, at 1979 Tyler 
Road, for which authorization is requested to engage legal services to abate said nuisance.   
 
1979 Tyler Road 
 

 
 
 
The property identified as 1979 Tyler Road is located north of I-94, south of Ecorse and west of 
Wiard, in an R-5 One-Family Residential zone.  The current owner of this rental property is 
Nabila Gul, who resides in Indiana.   
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Ms. Gul purchased the property in 2019, and there have been nineteen (19) enforcement 
actions opened since that time.  Initially the violations were minor in nature, such as tall grass 
and bulk trash, and were resolved.  The current tenants have caused an increase in the 
frequency of complaints from neighbors, and the property has become dilapidated.   
 
The Township has provided numerous notices to mow and has mowed the property several 
times in the last year.  In addition to the vegetation violations, the property owner/tenants 
have been cited for: 
 

• Overflowing, odorous trash cans and bags of trash in the driveway 
• Parking on the grass 
• Animal waste 
• Furniture stored in the driveway 
• A mattress on the curb, which was later burned in the backyard 
• Trash and blight stored along the side of the house 

 
The owner has been notified of each violation and failed to gain control of the situation with 
her tenants.  In an effort to assist the owner and tenants, Ordinance has provided them both 
with information regarding Waste Management bulk pick-ups in the Township. 
 
On August 6, 2024, an initial rental inspection was performed.  The conditions inside the house 
were deplorable and had deteriorated significantly since the previous inspection in 2022. This is 
a partial list of the violations detailed in the inspection report: 
 

• A bedroom has been set up in the garage. 
• There is an active infestation of cockroaches and other insects, along with mice and rats. 
• The smoke detectors have been removed and/or disabled by the tenants. 
• Window screens are missing, and windows have been taped shut. 
• Violations with the furnace filter, water heat vent is rusted, missing doorknobs in the 

house and doors off the hinges. 
• Bathroom has issues with tub and light/fan fixture. 
• Permanent use of extension cords to power appliances. 
• Kitchen has issues with broken cabinets, no working stove, inoperable sink and broken 

countertop tiles. 
• Holes and rotting wood on the floors throughout the house. 
• Old tires in the backyard, broken gutters, a hole in the porch ceiling and overgrown 

grass/weeds. 
• Sanitation of and storage of Waste Management containers. 
• Household fabric items stored outside, along with a dresser in the driveway. 

 
A reinspection was performed on September 6, 2024, and while some of the violations had 
been resolved there are many serious violations remaining.  Extension cords are still being 
utilized to power appliances, the bathroom vent has not been cleaned or replaced, which is a 
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known cause of fires, the stove has not been replaced, blight and trash remain on the exterior 
of the house and the infestations have not been resolved. They are under treatment, but not 
resolved, and unlikely to be resolved due to the unsanitary conditions in the house. 
 
At this time the property is severely blighted, inside and outside, and is having a negative 
impact on the quality of life and property values of the neighbors, who are entitled to peaceful 
enjoyment of their properties.   Authorization to initiate legal action in Circuit Court to address 
the public nuisance this property represents is requested.  
 
Thank you for your consideration and your continued support for our efforts to remove public 
nuisances from the Township.

Infrastructure Engineering of Michigan an engineering company that includes Paul Ajeba who is 
the former Director of MDOT, and is also working in conjunction with Cincar Consulting 
Company that includes Brad Straider and Barb Arens.  These two people performed our last 
Traffic Impact Study in 2000 and are very familiar with our community.   
 
There have been many developments since the last Traffic Impact Study that determined the 
level of services, the road and intersection improvements needed and recommended the 
reduction in density that was needed to accommodate future growth.  The road and non-
motorized path improvements were paid for by the developers at that time.  The study needs to 
be updated as we anticipate continued growth in our township, and neighboring communities.   
This study will assist the community in applying for future grant and funding opportunities.   
 
The second impact study area is for Ecorse Road Corridor that includes non-motorized path and 
lighting. An Ecorse Road plan was created that included a road diet in 2018, but it did not have a 
transportation study analysis.  The residents and business owners along the corridor are 
requesting that we move forward with improvements to revitalize the area making it safer with 
lighting and non-motorized paths.   
 
There is $95,000 budgeted in 101-703-801.006 for a Transportation Study. This project will total 
$145,500. The remaining $50,500 will be from the Ecorse Corridor Revitalization line that was 
newly created with funding allocation from the sale of township land in 101-446-982.010, 
contingent on budget amendment. This will be the first authorized project for this new line item.

PROJECT OVERVIEW
Located in the heart of Detroit, the Greektown Historic District, “Greektown”, is 
a historic neighborhood and commercial and entertainment district on Monroe 
Street between Randolph and Chrysler Drive in downtown Detroit, Michigan.

The project’s goal is to enhance connectivity between the future IU Health 
Campus, Fall Creek Trail, Barton Park, and 22nd Street Cycle Track within the Near 
North Neighborhood District. IEI worked with Indianapolis Department of Public 
Works (DPW) to provide innovative solutions for the planning throughout, one 
example including the multi-use trail along Capitol Ave., which will be constructed 
adjacent to the existing sidewalk on the east side of the road.

also be constructed to provide a safer muti-modal corridor. A pass-through gutter design was developed specifically for this 
application to not require adding additional storm structures and required connections. This concept, along with the infiltration 
trench, provided a drainage solution to the project that did not require modification to the existing sewers while also improving 
the design outfall conditions and maximizing the project budget. Along Boulevard Pl., the existing right northbound lane is a 
combination travel/ parking lane. The proposed condition will convert this to a parking only lane to provide the space for the 
multi-use facility to be constructed and not require modifications the recently rehabilitated bridge over Fall Creek.



Maggie Daley Park | Chicago Parks District; Chicago, IL

The Owner wanted to provide the City with a world-class park facility on top of an existing multilevel 
parking garage roof slab built in 1974. IEI provided civil and structural design, drainage design and 
construction administration of the 20-acre park area over the East Monroe Street Parking Garage 
roof slab and additional areas within the 25-acre site. Due to constraints around the parking garage 
for available open space for providing storm water detention in underground concrete vaults, IEI 
analyzed alternate ways to provide storm water detention in the voids of stone with underdrains 
on the top of garage roof slab.

It has utilized committees and public open 
houses for feedback. A StoryMap is being used to continue to inform and 
update the public on the project.

This 
web-based template allows users to establish modal priorities, including 
pedestrians, bikes, transits, and passenger and cargo transportation.  
Different cross section alternatives are illustrated with tips to tailor the design 
to specific blocks or locations.  A new version of this document includes a 
safety assessment, which will be based on FHWA countermeasures. 

Birmingham, Michigan, Multimodal Transportation Advisor. As an ongoing 
advisor for the City of Birmingham for almost 10 years, Brad supports City 
staff on advising its Multimodal Transportation Board at their monthly 
meetings. Brad helps identify transit alternatives and works with the City 
Engineer to evaluate the safety implications based on the context of a given 
street.  On bigger or more complicated projects, he leads public workshops 
and presentations within the City. 

Michigan Street Corridor Plan Demonstration Project, Grand Rapids, 
Michigan: Brad led a large team to create a land use and multi-modal 
transportation plan for the Grand Rapid’s Medical Mile on the edge of 
downtown. Through an elaborate community engagement process, including 
focus groups, web-based publicity, walking and biking tours, public forums 
and even a “Quality of Life” board game, Brad led a team that identified and 
vetted different land use and transportation alternatives. 

Transportation Advisor to the Michigan Economic Development Corporation 
(MEDC) Redevelopment Ready Communities Program, Michigan. As one of 
the MEDC’s advisors on redevelopment, Brad works with communities around 
the state to identify barriers to redevelopment. He provides 
recommendations on targeted site strategies and offers changes to the 
transportation system and provides new insight on new codes and review 
procedures.  

Lansing Transportation Plan, Non-Motorized Plan, and Downtown Redesign.  
Brad prepared the transportation plan as part of the Design Lansing 
Comprehensive Plan.  This effort led to separate studies including a non-
motorized Master Plan, a citywide form-based code, a street design manual, 
and assisting the City in a process to convert downtown one-way couplets to 
two-way streets. 

Downtown Detroit Mobility & Accessibility Plan, City of Detroit, Michigan. 
Served as a project manager leading the client, the Southeast Michigan 
Council of Governments (SEMCOG), as well as the City of Detroit and MDOT, 
to develop a strategy to improve multimodal mobility and safety in 
Downtown Detroit. He led a process to engage various departments, transit 
agencies, and major employers began with a series of public engagement 
workshops to present data, discussed issues, and describe best practices or 
alternatives to address these issues. Through the process, a Plan emerged 
with distinct streets designated and designed for priority users such as transit, 
bike, or vehicle priority. Brad outlined a detailed implementation plan, 
focusing on specific design projects, programs, and regulations, as 
appropriate.
